The examiners,
Messrs. Briggs and Southwick, rendered 3
bill of three hundred dollars tor three
days work. The Company did mot object
to pay the bill, ¢ ‘as the same amount for
similar services, had been cheerfully paid
by another Company to & former ‘Super-
intendent.”’ They found that the Company,
contrary to law, bad declared a dividend
while its capital wasimpaired, and the fact
was reported to the Attormey Goneral
of New York State. As it was
important to the Company, to prevent the
forfeiture of their charter, they immediately
employed one of Mr. Miller's official ex-
aminers, Mr. Briggs, as their ‘Ooumsel, and
a fee of a thousand dollars to him ‘made
overything right.

Henry A. Jones, Vice Presillsnt
of the Hope Mutual Life, testified
to the examination of his ‘Com-
pany’s affairs in Maroh, i8M.

The
examination, which occupied three days
per week for threo months, cost the Com-
pany $2,500 ;—there was no lswyer em-
ployed by the Company in this case. Mr. |
Demas Barnes, a great authority on Insur-
ance, who is in attendance at this Com-
mittee’s investigation, ‘‘ proclaimed that
the enormous fee of $2 500 was an outrage
upon insurance interests. The State neither
prescribed aor sllowed such & fee, nor any
fee—in fact, nothing but expenses, beside
the salary, should be allowed.”

During the investigation it has trans-
pired that the Insurance Companies, n
order to exert an influence in the State
Legislature, retain members of the
Legislature as Counsel, the latber making,
in lobby parlance,=* a fat thing” of it.

But the traveller coming from
the Far West, with its magnificent hoteis,
railways and great enterprises, will be at
a loss to understand, when the Puallman
Qar drops him at the ferry landing on the
Carleton side of the harbor, why so many
human beings, so many strong men and
delicate women, should be flating in a
boat
WEIGHED DOWN TO THE WATER'S EDGE

and rowed by one man. Sucha s'ght has
too frequently of late greeted the eyes of
passengers as they waited on the florts
be ferried between St. John and Carleton.

The effects of this great evil on the pros-
perity of Carleton, are t00 well known to
be dwelt on at length. Property there has
wot advanced as it might bave done in
Carleton ; the people have suffered all sorts
of grievous inoonveniences,—and because
two boats at least are not provided. The
public have been at the mercy of one boaty
and she notoriously a failute. The only
prompt, regular and pleasant trip she ever
made was her trial trip, when a

A crime worthy of Lucrezia Borgia or
the Marchioness of Brinvilliers was com-
mitted, some months ago, at Brighton,
England, and its perpetrator, Christina
Edmunds, has just been tried and sen-
tenced at the Old Bailey. That gloomy-
mistoric court-room has seldom heard a
tale so horrible as that which was un-
folded by witness after witness in the
case. - Christina Kdmunds was a lady of
good social position, who stated her age
to be thirty-four, although her wmother
testified that she was nine years older.
Il health constrained her, somewhat
more than a year since, to apply to one
Dr. Beard for medical treatment; and
the result of this professional acquaint-
ance was an intimacy between physician
and his patient, and a violent passion
conceived in the breast of Miss Edmunds
for Dr. Beard. Letters whose constant
burden was passionate love passed be-
tween them ; and the doctor enecouraged,
if he did not warmly reciprocate, the
lady’s affection. Unfortunately a wife
s ood in the way of the legal union of the
pair; and this obstacle, it would appear

chemist some strychnla, on the protence
that it was to be used to poison trouble-
some-cats, she inserted it in some chocc =~
late cream-drops, and these shesmilingly
ofered to Mrs. Beard.

She managed
to procure more strychnia—in ail, nearly
two drachms—and more drops; inserted
the poison into the confections ; adl_'oltly
substituted the poisoned drops for inno-
cuousones in the confectioner's jars ; and
wrote anonymous letters to various peo-
ple with a view of directing suspicivn
upon the dnconscious vendor of sweets
and fruits. The result was thata num-
ber of his custoners—mostly children—

boy of six or seven, died within a few
hours after eating some of the chocolate
creams. The procuring of the poison and
the drops, and the anonymous letters,
were soon traced to Miss Edmunds; and
she was arraigned on the chargo of the
murder of the boy Barker. The Beard
episode was carefully kept out of the
case, the doctor being probably unwilli
that his relations to the prisoner, an
their correspondence, should be ex-
posed to a carping public. The only
defence offered was one of insanity.
Miss Bdmunds father had died in a
lunatic hospital;  her grandfather had
been the victim ef a mania ; her brother
wasan idiot, and her sister was subject
to fits and hysterics. This evidence did
not convince either judge or jury, and
she was convicted and sentenced to
death. Since then the Queen has respited
her, and there will be an exhaustive ex-
amination into her mental state before
she is forced to suffer the extreme pen-
alty of thellaw. - The crimeis remarkable
for the infernal coolness with which the
wretched woman set about the murder
of an indefinite number of innocent per-
sons, wholly strangers to her, in-order to
divert the suspicions of her lover regard-
ing an attempt only at murder ; and if
Miss Edmunds is, after all, adjudged
saue, her case adds one more evidence to
what utter destruction of conscience and
human feeling an entrance upon a carecr
of sin alinost inevitably leads. ~-[Ex.

epend almost exclusively upon local exertion,
or the direct eéfforts made by the people of the
several Districts in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be received by the Trustees
from the.County Fund on account of the aver-
age attendance of pupils, cannot be known at

the time of the School meeting. The meeting -

should, therefore, be caretul in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum amply suflicient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year.
