ALUMINUM AIRSHIP,

Berlin, Nov. 5.—The Schwarz alum-
inum airship, fitted with a benzine
motor, was tested yesterday on the
Templehof field in the presence of a |
number of generals and the chief ofl
the army airship department. The |
airship rose 1,000 feet, floated in the |
air for twelve minutes, and at ﬁrst|
obeyed the man steering it, but later
a strong wind which prevailed ren-
dered the ship unmanageable. The
experiment was considered to be par-
tially successful.

Lagos, West Coast of Africa, Nov. &.

Bir Wilfrid is not now in Wash-
ington, as our Hamilton contemporaxy
says, and if in the near future he goss
there, it will be as a representative of
Canada to aid in maintaining the
rights of his country in the Bering Sea
seal fisheries. The dignity of Canada,
the best interests of this country, are
safe in the keeping of the Prime Min-
ister. As for reciprocity in trade, Can-
ada’s position is declared. It is a seif-
Trespecting position. It will remain so.

As the Conservative ma-
Jority in 1895 was only 254, it is
highly probable that Mr. Russell Rea,
the Liberal nominee, will succeed in
wresting that constituency from the
candidate of Lord Salisbury.

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How Bad Water and Lack of
Drainage Kill a Popuiation.

There is much sympathy with the
stricken cities of the South, where yel-
low fever has once more played havoe
New Or-
lcans alone, the loss of life is away up
in the hundreds, and of trade

with life and commerce. In

many
milions of dollars. The plague has re-

spected no class in the community.

2ich and poor have alike suffered, and
the effects of the disease will not be
overcome for many a year. And yet
sanitary experts tell us that yeliow fe-
ver, like typhoid, is a filth disease, and
that it might have been overcome at
the start if reasonable precautions had
been taken in advance. In New Or-
leans, for example, there is a popula-
tion of 260,000, many of them ignorant
and poorly housed, and a soil saturated
with water. Yet it is absolutely without
& sewerage system! Liquid wastes from
the houses find their way through yards
to large open gutters on each side of
the street. The city is poorly governed
or it would have followed the example
ef all progressive cities, and establish-
ed an effective municipal sewerage Bys-
tern many years ago. It is true that {n
1392 it granted a franchise to a sewer-
@ge company, which let @ contract for
laying many miles of sewers. But the
contractor found construction difficult,
end abandoned the job. Then the com-
pany went into the hands of a receiv-
er. The city is now seeking to have
the franchise declared void, but the
people remain without sewers. The
city authorities are also quarreling with
b contractor to whom they let the task

of removing the garbage, and while the
dispute lasts the waste is dumped Into
the river. The water supply of New
Orleans has aiso been bungled. A com-
pany orovided water in 1833. In 1868,
the city bought the works, only to sell
them agzain ten years later. One re-
sult is that the poorer class of the
population refuse to buy the compara-
tively dear Mississippli water, using
rain, collected in cisterns, instead.Those
who have drank of the water drawn
from that muddiest of streams say
that there is not much choice between
it and the stored rainfall

How difficult it is for a city so mis-
managed to get rid of an epidemic
which feeds on dirt, after it has once
got a hold, can readily be imagined.
New Orleans is today suffering from
the supineness of its civic rulers in
placing the provision of great neces-
sary civic conveniences under the con-
trol of private corporations. A good
water supply and an efficient disposal
of sewage, under constant civic con-
trol, more necessary to the
welfare of a city than is a police force,
though all thiee services are, of course,
needed in a civilized community. A
man can protect himself against an
open enemy; but no means have yet
been discovered whereby even a heal-
thy citizen can enjoy immunity from
the diseases that are fostered by im-
pure drinking *water and festering
filth.

How thankful we in London should
be that we have the best water supply
on the continent; that an effective
sewerage system will soon be complet-
ed; and that our standing, in point
of health, is not excelled by any city
of similar size on this continent.

Bacteria as
a Biessing.

Its Benefits Have Been Ignored
by Scientists.

Prof. Ward, in an address before the
Physiological Section of the British As-
sociation at its recent meeting in To-
ronto, gave several rcasons for his be-
lief that the danger from infection by
disease bacteria through their presence
in the sireets and in the rivers used for
a supply of drinking water was much
overrated. The chief enemy of the dis-
ease bacteria, according to Prof. Ward,
is sunlight, which has the effect either
| of killing them outright or of retarding

their growth and multiplication. This
can clearly be shown by Dr.Janowski’'s
experiment. He exposed typhoid germs
{ in a tube to the action of sunlight, and

found that direct sunlight killed these

germs in from four to seven hours.Then
| he filtered out the heat rays of the sun
by means of screens of alum and found
that the typhoid bacilli died as quickly
as in the former case. He next took
yellow and brown solutions, which al-
lowed the red and yellow rays to pass
through, but prevented the violet, or
{ chemically active rays, from passing,
and surrounded a tube containing
| typhoid germs with them. Under these
circumstances he found that the germs
fiourished as well as if they had been in
the dark. On the other hand, a violet
solution, which allowed rays of that
i color to pass through it was fatal to the
continued existence of the germs. He
t_hercfore concluded that it was the
ciiemical rays of the sunlight which had
the effect of destroying the vitality of
these germs.

Prof. Ward thought that too much
attention had been paid to the disease
bacteria and not enough to the benign
or ‘“good’” bacteria. Mankind was so
much indebted in so many fields to the
! benign bacteria that he thought that
! before long colleges would build labora-
| tories in which the rehavior of these
| gcod bacteria might be observed. As

a matter of fact the benign bacteria
{ far outnumbered the disease ones,
! though they were classed together in
[,the public mind as being all bad with-

out redemption.

Prof. Conn, of Middletown, Conn.,
| found out after patient investigation
¢ that the fine flavor of good butter was
almost entirely due to the presence in
it of a certain kind of bacteria. This
bacteria he now breads regularly in
large quantities and it is sent all over
the world to improve the quality of
butter.

The makers of Rocquefort cheese in
France and of Gruyere cheese in Switz-
erland mix a little old ripened cheese
with that which was only in prepara-
tion. This is now known to have been
only a rough and ready way of propa-
gating the right kind of bacteria.

The Dbacteria are the really great
scavengers of the world. In fact, as
one of Pasteur’s pupils said: ‘“Whenever
and wherever there is decomposttion -f
organic matter, whether it be 1n the
case of an herb or an oak, of a worm
or a whale, the work is done exclusive=-
! 1y by bacteria. They are the important,
almost the only agents of universal hy-
giene; they clear away more quickly
than the dogs of Constantinople or the
¢ wild beasts of the desert the remains
| of all that has had hre. They protect
i the living against /the dead; they do
| more—if there are still living beings, if

GOLD GOING TO WASTE.

Big Nuggets Found in the Tailings
of the Sluice-Boxes in Klondike.

Dawson City, N. W. 1., Sept. 15, via
Dyea, Nov. 1.—Some very large and
valuable nuggets are being found in
the tailings of the sluices. On Berry’s
claim the other day, one of the richest
in the district, a $78 nugget was pick-
ed up. The tailings are being rework-
ed, and several other pieces of gold
ranging in value from $2 to $18 were
found.

The abandoned tailings of other
claims are equally as rich, and many
of the owners are calculating on work-
ing over the old ground next year. As
I have stated elsewhere, the sluice
boxes are adapted for saving fine goid,
and it sometimes occurs, as is often
the case in other places, large nug-
gets are carried off in the swift water
with the gravel. The tinest gold that
is now being saved is about one-third
as large as a grain of corn or the size
of a kernel of wheat. All of the miners
agree that much fine gold escapes, and
that it will be a more profitable under-
taking to put in more expensive and
ingenious devices for saving the finer
{)articles of the metal which are now
ost.

One great disadvantage which
owners are now suffering is the in-
ability of the two local sawmills to
furnish enough lumber to make sluice
boxes. The demand exceeds the sup-
ply by fully 40 to 50 per cent, and it
may be the means of preventing sev-
{ eral of the dumps on the largest mines
;being sluiced early next spring. The
j only inconvenience will be the delay,
1 as the dumps can be worked later in
| the season.

At present the mine owners are bus-
ily engaged in cutting cordwood and
erecting cabins for the accommoda-
tion of workmen this winter.
