Great Importance Is Attached

ALLIES HOLD INITIATIVE

British Press Lavish in Praise
of Great Fighting by the
Allied Soldiers.

London, Aug. 9.—The feeling here is
that - the importance of the successful
new battle cannot be over-estimated. It
is regarded as the turning-point of the
year's campalign, and perhaps even the
turning-point of the whole war. It was
only a month ago that.all the talk of
the British military critics was whether
the Allies' could hold on in face of the
great German offensive, which the Ger-
man people had been told was to finish
the war. The initiative has now been
taken from the enemy, and within the
month the Allies have engaged in two
important battles with conspicuous suc-

cess.

“While recognizing that the real test
of success in the new battle on the
Amiens front is yet to come, the news-
paper comment this morning dwells up-
on the importance of the -operation as
showing that the Allies still retain the
initiative, and by such blows as yester-
day's -have reduced the likelihood of its
recovery by the enemy. That Field
Marshal Haig was able to surprise the
German command is regarded as note-
worthy.

Remarkable Victory.

“It was a victory of a very remark-
able character,” says the Times. ‘ar
the enemy, as Mr. Bonar Law sug-
gested, intended to evacuate this coun-
try, it is an even more remarkable con-
fession of defeat than the retreat to the
Vesle, for nowhere has he fought harder
than he did this spring for the posses-
sion of the ground which 1s the scene
of yesterday's attack.

BE SENTENGED LATER

Privates Buck and Flueling
Deserted From Units.

COURT CLOSES HEARING

Flueling Hid in Woods and
Lived On 'Wild
Fruits,

Ptes. Archie Buck and Manley Fluel-
ing, two members of the 1st Battalion;
Western Ontario Regiment, appeared
befere a general court-martial, with
Lieut.-Col. G. W. Nelson, No. 1 District
Depot, as president, charged with ab-
senting themsc!ves without leave when
warned for a draft, and were both
found guiity as charged. The court,
which was ordered by Major-Gen. C. C.
Ashton, adjutant-general at Ottawa,
has power to inflict the death penalty

such a drastic punishment will be
meted out.
The court opened yesterday morn-

ing, and Pte.
to be tried. He was apprehended at the
entrance to Carling Heights in civilian
clothing, according to the charge, and

was in uniform when returning to the
camp.
Counsel Provided.

At the suggestion of Major G. N.
Weekes, judge advocate of the court,
the proceedings were adjourned until 2
p.m., and in the meantime, Lieut. Joseph
Frith of the Canadian Garrison Regi-
ment was detailed to defend the pris-
oner, ;

In the afternoon the case being re-
sumed, Sergt. A. Hall, of the Western
Ontarfo Regiment, testified that Pte.
Duck answered his name on the first
roll call of the draft, but was missing

on July 3 last. Sergt. E. Fitzgibbon,
of the same unit, informed the court
that the accused was over a week

absent from company pardde, and pro-
cduced his company casualty book,
| which verified this statement.

The sergseant sof the guard on the
Oxford street gate gave evdlence that
 the prisoner was apprehended while in
uniform, and not in ecivillan clothes as
charged. Sergt. Kelly, who has charge
of Pte. Buck’s platoon, stated that he
last answered the roll call on July 5,
although Sergt. Hall’'s record showed
him absent since July 3.

Inside Information.

At this point Sergt. Kelly, to the
amusement of the court, gave a little
ingide information on army life. ‘“‘Pte.
Buck may havée absented himseélf on
July 3,” said the witness, “and some-
one else may have answered his name
when called on parade. It has been
done bhefore.” He stated that he did
not know the prisoner to see him, as
there were 656 men in his platoon at
thet time,

In a statement to the court, Pte.
Duck said that he had absented him-
sell on the evening of July 6, as he
had been informed that there was no
further leave for the men on the draft
(which has since departed for over-
#eas), and his father was very ill, and
his mother in poor health. He wished
to see them once more before he left.
He had no intention of deserting. and
was returning to his unit when ar-
rested at the Oxford street gate to
Carling Heights.

Lieut. Frith Defends.

Lieut. Joseph Frith, M.M., C.de G., 1st
Dattalion Canadan Garrison Regiment,
In defending the accuw:d, pleaded for
leniency on the’ ground that the man
was not really a deserter, as he was re-
turning to camp when arrested.

Capt. S. C. Kirkland, in summing up
evidence for the prosecution, main-
tained that although there was some
discrepancy in' the regimental records
as to the exact time of the prisoner's
departure without leave, the fact re-
mains that he absented himself without
leave, which constitutes desertion.

The court then met in privacy for a
few minutes, after which Pte. Buck
was informed that he had been found
guilty of desertion. The sentence of
the court was not made publie, but
will be promulgated in a few days, be-
fore the Western Ontario Regiment
drawn up on parade.

Hid in Woods.

Pte. Manley Flueling appeared bef
the same court this morning on a sﬁ?ff
lar charge, and pleaded not guilty,
through his counsel, Lieut. Frith. He
was reported absent from his unit from
July 8 to July 26, his draft having de-
parted for overseas in the meantime.

In a statement to the court the
prisoner said that his mother was in
poor health, and as he could not get
legitimate leave he deserted on July
6. He stated that Pte. Buck, who has
also been found guilty, was with him
during - his absence from Carling
Heights. He spent one night at his
home in Elgin County, eight miles
south of Aylmer, and the rest of the
time he hid in the woods, fearing cap-
ture by the military authorities. He
denied that he had received food from
anyone while In the “woods, stating
that he subsisted on wild berries and
fruit while in hiding.

Knew He Would Be Punished.

In answer to-a question Pte. Fluel-
Ing sald he returned to his unit, because
he knew that inevitably he would be
punished for his offence. He hired a
man to drive him into London, where
he was apprehended while returning to
camp. He saild he thought the draft
had not departed during his absence,
although he was warned to be ready
to depart within a few days prior to
deserting.

Cross-examined by Capt. 8. C. Kirk-
brosecutor, Pte. Buck said he
knew before deserting that he would be
tried by court-martial for doing so.

sogt.h of the Somme have been badiy
broken by the savage thrust of the
wsritish and French armies. .

A wedge has been driven into enemy
territory to a depth of eleven miles
along the Amiens-Chaulnes-La Fere
raliway, and early today the British
were only a miie away f_rom the
Chaulnes-Roye rajiway, which runs
southward trom Chaulnes and forms
the chief artery of supplies for the
German trops fighting in the Mont-
didier sector of the front. :

London announces that 14,000 prison
ers and guns ‘‘tco numerous to men-
tion’”: have been taken in the first 24
hours of the drive.

The result of this attack, loosed
against the Germans on the Amlens
front Thursday morning, appears to
have éclipsed those obtained . by the
Germans on the first day of any of their
terrific offensives of the past spring and
summer, : \

Allies ‘Advancing.

- So far as repbrts show, the progress
of the fighting south of the Samme, the
Allies are going forward almost with-
out serious opposition. On the north
bank of the stream the Germans have
held their lines strongly, but have lost
Morlancourt, their. stronghold there,
after hard fighting. The French, fur.
ther to the south, have had their ad-
vance retarded at numerous points, but
the towns officially reported to have
been reached are “evidence that the
momentum of the Allied drive has not
nearly spent itself.

From dispatches from the battlefield
it now appears that the Aliles attacked
the Germans with but little artillery
preparation, the method pursued - re-
sembling on a grand scale thac adopted
by Gen. Byng before Cambrai last No-
vember. Armored tanks in great num-

‘| bers tore through the German line posi-

tions, Infantry masses foilowed, and
then through the gaps In the enemy
line the cavalry and armored motor
cars swept into the back areas, sur-
prising German detachments and
throwing the whole defensive organiza-
tion of the enemy into chaos.

Germans Retiring.

Hardly had the German reverse along
the Somme been reported than dis-
patches began to tell of a German re-
tirement in the Flanders sector. Locon,
Le Cornet Malo, Quentin, Le Petit Pa-
caut and Le Sart, little villages on the
extreme western tip of the Lys salient,
have been abandoned by the Germans,
and are now held by the British. This
is looked on as the carrying out of a
German withdrawal from the Lys
salient, which has been forecasted In
recent dispatches. The ground held by
the Germans in Flanders Is very low,
and is dominated by the Allied artillery,
and a retirement there has been ex-
pected.

In its larger aspects the success .of
the Allies south of the Somme consti-
tute a very serious threat to the Ger-
man line, especially to the southward.
The advance has not so far weakened
the German positions northward toward
Arras, but the enemy finds himself In
an embarrassing position around Mont-
didier, and from that town southeast-
ward at leost as far as the Oise River.
A further advance of the Allies in Pic-
ardy wowrld outflank the whole German
line as far as the Oise, and probably
cause an immediate retreat to positions
which can be linked up with the Aisne
line.

Pressing the advantage already
gained in Picardy, the British and
French troops in smashing attacks are
forcing the Germans back toward the
important Peronne-Roye road. The ad-
vance Thursday was probably the
greatest in territorial extent by the
Allles In one day since 1916.

Amlens, as a result of the fighting up
to the present, has been almost en-
tirely relieved of the German menace,
and even the German artillery will
have trouble in reaching it.

The important rallway running north
from Parls through Amiens and paral-
leling the Allled front can now be used
again, after being under the fire of Ger-
man. guns for four months.

Ten Thousand Prisoners Taken.

Ten thousand .prisoners have been
taken, according to unofficial reports
reaching Parls. The Allied losses thus
far have been slight, and the Germans
have been slow ared weak In counter-
attacking. The greatest enemy defens-
Ive asset—machine gun nests—appears
to have been very well squelched by

the British tanks, which swarmed
through the German lines.
In smashing through the German

first lines on the 20.mile front from
Morlancourt to Margicourt, or, roughly,
-from Albert to Montdidier, the Allles
advanced As far as seven and one-half
miles. Most determined opposition has
been encountered on the extremities of
the fighting front. Morlancourt Is still
in German hands, although a desperate
conflict was staged there Thursday. Ar-
tillery played little part in the surprise
glven the Germans by Gen. Foch.
Tanks Used Extensively,

Tanks were used in large numbers,
and, according to repgrts, most effect.
Ively. Cavalry was brbught in late on
Thursday and succeeded in capturing
several villages, and In rounding up
scores of ‘prisoners. Fleld Marshal Haig
has not reported on the captures of
guns and prisoners, but announcement
has been made officlallv In London that
early Thursday 7.200 Germans and 100
ouns had been taken by the British and
French. Later unofficial reports bring
the total of prisoners to more than 10,-
000. the French alone taking 3,000.

Penetration of the enemy positions
has been greatnrst south of the Somme
to Plesslers. This Is directly east of
Amiens and Framerville; The farthest
east reached by the British up to late
Thursday is seven miles from the
Peronne-Roye road. North of the
Somme the British have had to fiaht
hard for their gains, and the same has
been true of the French advance across
the Avre. Once across the Avre, how-
'edv'er, the French moved forward rap-

v,

The Peronne-Roye road with, its par-
allel line of railroads, runs north and
southeast of the advancina Allied line,
which Is bisected by the Amiens-Laon
Railroad.  With this in Allied hands, or
even under short artiilery range, the
German positions north to Arras and
south and east almost to Rheims, would
be In' great danger. Montdidier is sur-
rounded on three sides. Should Mont.-
didier fall or the Peronne-Roye road be
cut the German situation between Arras

THAT THRORS WITH LIF

BEHIND BRITISH LINES IN
 FRANCE, Aug. 4.—(Correspondence
ot the Associated Press.)—As

“General Headquarters” is the

' brain of the army from which all
j orders emanate, so ‘“The Base” is in a
very. large measure the heart, whence
the blood circulates to the remotest
parts of the body.

A visit to a base shows that it is

something far bigger and more com-
. Prehensive than a camp; it is a district.
Its centre Js a town of size and im-
Dortance; & town whose church spires
land towers render it visible from a long
distance, while its railways and street
car lihes present a busy scene during
all hours of the day and night. There
is a large civillan population, carrying
‘on business as ysual, though air-raids
are frequent, and demolished houses are
constant reminders of ever-present dan-
‘ger. The town hall has been badly
- damaged, and a shot hole from a long-
|Tange naval gun can bé seen in the
tower. .

In the streets of the town, people of
'all five continents jostle each other.
 There are the French, civilian and mifli-
|tary; there are British troops of all
ranks and descriptions, even the khaki-
clad women of the auxiliary army corps;
there are Australians, Canadlans, Amer-
icans, Belgians, Chinese, East Indians,
fand African negroes. The latter make
excellent transport idrivers, while the
Chinese are employed on ordinary lsbor

of various kinds.
Chinamen Take Bath.

The sight of two Chinamen bathing in
a small puddle in a buSy square, using
their sodp by turns and drying them-
selves on strips of rag with true Orient-
al unconcern as te all that is golng on
around them, is becoming familiar.
Their camp {8 some distance from the
town, and their nearest neighbors are
the inhabitants of a German prisoner-
of-war camp, who can be séen daily at
work in a leisurely manner on a mili-
tary rallway. . Their work in the open
has tanned them to an almost African
brown and the slender &izé of their
guard suggests that they are very well
contented with their lot, and not at all
anxious to attémpt escape,

In the town itself ¢an be seen guns
by the hundred, parked as close as they
can possibly be packed. Outside the
towns are other parks of artillery and
wagons and dumps of munitions and en-
gineering materials. There are camps
everywhere—some for men walting to go
up the line, othérs for those who are
employed more or less permanently at
the bage on transport and other duties,
Hospitals are situated here, too, always
on the sites most favorable for fresh air
and ginlight. The quarters of the base
commandant, the base cashier, the ord-
nance officer and other important offi-
clals are situated in the town itself.

Notices in both French and English
are posted everywhere about the place,
and polite military police are on duty at
crossroads and other points of import-
ance.

OF BEEF EXPORTED
BY GANADA IN YEAR

225,000,000 Pounds of Pork
? Sent Abroad.

RESULT OF CONSERVATION

Economy Rules of the Food
‘Board Are Bring Big
Results.

\

OTTAWA, Aug. 8.—In issuing an
appéal for tre continued conservation
of wheat, meat, dalfy products and
sugar, the Canada Food Board says
individual foud saving by Canadlans
has resulted in an increase in the ex-
port of beef of 75,000,000 pounds, or
nearly 68 per cent, and a net increase
of 225,000,000 pounds in the export of
pork, or 671 per cent. A pre-war im-
portation of 7,000,000 pounds of butter
per annum has been changed into an
annual export of 4,000,000 pounds, and
it is estimated that Canada exported
at least 25 to 30 per cent more wheat
during the last twelve months than
could have been exported had it not'
been for the efforts for conservation
and organization of the country’'s food
resources., Standardization of flour has
resulted in a_saving of 20,000 barrels of
flour a month, and with other conser-
vatioh measures and voluntary saving
in homes the total savings has been
2,640,000 barrels of flour per annum,
e§yivalent to 12,000,000 bushels of
wheat.

‘We are saving enough meat to feed
half a million soldigrs. Restrictions in
the use of sugar will save 100,000 tons
a year.

‘“Profiteering has been greatly
diminished,”” says the appeal. “For
example, flour sold at $14.50 per barrel
in the spring of 1915, whereas the
farmer had received only $6.93 for the
wheat used therein. In the spring of
1918 the price had been kept down to
$11 per barrel, while the farmer had
recelved $8.32 for the wheat used
therein.” 2

“NOT A TRAGE” LEFT

Signals With Wireless and
Trawlers Do the Rest.

SNARED ON THE BOTTOM

When U-Boat's Crew Shows
Preference for Death,
All Is Over.

LONDON, July 14.—British Wireless
Service,—A sea sport which has arisen
out of the war—hunting German sub-
marines by airship—is described in the
Times. The writer's #story concludes
with telling how the crew of the U-boat
apparently preferred death to being
captured.
One of the crew of an airship spot-
ted a submarine lying on the bed of
the ocean, in fairly: shallow water.
‘“The wireless sparked,” reads the
account in the Times, “and soon away
on the horizon there appeared a little
destroyer, followed far astern by four
squat trawlers, all racing toward the
8pot above which the airship cruised
around.
The Unsuspecting Quarry.
“The destroyer came up first,

of

course, and it was not lang before,
guided by wireless instructions, her
Buns were trained in readiness to

freet the unsuspecting U-boat should
t bob to the surface. It seemed ages
to the impatient crew before the
trawlers arrived, ' but things moved
rapidly once they were at the scene
oltdaction, for they knew their job of

o

“Working in pairs they .approached
their victim from opposite directions,
steaming toward each other. Between
each pair a strong ‘“‘sweep” was
stretched and allowed to hang In~ a
huge loop that it might traverse the
seabed. The vessels met and crossed
each other’s tracks immediately above
the doomed craft. The ‘sweeps’ of
either pair engaged the U-boat for
and aft simultaneously, and held her
in a gigantic cradle.

2 Enmeshed Like a Fish.

Thus far the German bott had
shown no signs of alarm, although
those with her must have heard tﬁe
churning of the trawlers’ screws. Now
she suddenly seemed to awake to the
menace that threatened her.”

The article goes on to describe the
fate of the submarine. ‘‘She wriggled
and squirmed about In a frantic en-
deavor to escape, but it was useless.
Not a loophole was there to be found,
and at length, realizing the helpless-
ness of her plight, she ceased to strug-
gle. This fact was duly wirelessed by
those on board the airship to the de-
stroyer below. Trapped securely, the
eénemy vessel could still rise to the
gurface did she so desire, and to give
her an opportunity to do so, the Brit-
ish craft now walted for several min-
utes,

= Finished Without Trace.

She preferred to lie still, and so
at a flagged signal from the destroyer,
the starboard féyémost trawler and the
port aft one attached a tin of high
explosives to each of the ‘cradle
wires’ and allowed it to slide down-
wards until it rested upon the U-boat
hull. Then those in the airship flag-
ged a signal and upon the two trawl-
er.s‘ two firing keys were pressed.

Followed then the uprising of a gey-
ser of water, and when the troubled
ocean became calm, of the submarine
there was no trace other than an ex-
tensive patch of oil floating upon the
surface of the sea.”

“Capt. Cordon L. Jepson established
an aid post during an attack under
heavy shell fire, and for over ten hours
attended to the wounded in the open
under enemy shelling. When the enemy
attacked his position with gas shells,
and a number of stretcher cases were
lying outside the aid post, he went out
at great personal risk and put box
respirators on all the wounded. BY his
prompt action he saved many lives.

CANADIAN
TURNING OUT

AIRPLANE PLANT
' PER MONTH; TOTAL IS 2,000

350 MACHINES

OTTAWA, Aug. 8.—The number of
Canadians, who have joined the Royal
Air Forece and its predecessors. the
Royal Naval Alr Service and the
Royal Flying Corps, since the outbreak
of the war is not available for publica-
tion, owing to military reasons. The
same secrecy, however, is not ap-
plied to the other activities in Can-
ada in connection with the develop-
ment and maintenance of the Allied air
service. 5

In January of last year the imperial
munitions board, through the Canadian
Aeroplanes, Limited, commenced the

construction of aeroplanes for training
purposes in Canada at the national
factory. The present capacity of the
plant is three hundred machines per
month, which with the spares turned
out, is equivalent 350 machines
monthly.

The total number of machines manu-
factured to the end of last May, to-
gether with the spares, was two
nousand.

The number of employees engaged at
this factory is 2,150. Recently the
plant has been engaged in construct-
ing a number of bombing planes for
the United States navy.

OF HUMOR IS PUZZLE
T0 FRENCH COMRADES

Songs and Sayings on the
*'Battlefield Reflect British
Philosophy.

BEHIND THE BRITISH LINES IN
FRANCE, July 13.—(Correspondence of
the Associated Press) — A striking
feature of the British soldier’s war
songs is their humor. . Even: the French
find it difficult to understand how it is
| that the Tommy apparently looks upon
as mere comedy what is in reality the
greatest tragedy in the history of the
wgrld., The truth is that the British
private has discovered a new philosophy
appropriate to modern war—he ‘has dis-
covered ‘that it is top serious a business
to be taken seriously. Humor and flip-
pancy is the only antidote to its unut-
terable ghastliness.

In all the British soldier's songs, the
contrast to the songs of the German
army is most striking. «Here is one
which might well be called the Britishe
soldier's “Hymn of Hate':

“The bells of Hell go ting-a-ling-a-ling,

For you and not for me.

For me the angels sing-a-ling-a-ling,

They've got the goods for me.

THE DEATH OF SIR GEORGE C.
GIBBONS, K.C.

MAN WHO caught the imagination of the

public and unconsciously clad himself with
S the habiliments of the drama of life was
Sir George Christie Gibbons, K.C., who died just
after reaching the allotted span of years, follow-
ing upon a seriotis operation in a Montreal hos-
pital. He was loved by Londoners because of the
strong personal attraction of his nature, his eter-
nal activity and the readiness with which he threw
himself into any good cause. Certain years in his
life were marked for rare opportunity and he
never lost the occasion to give himself strenu-
ously to the task in hand, more for the desire to
achieve than to win the prizes of life. He gave
little thought to external thihgs, but cut to the
root of his case, no matter whether that case was
some matter of great moment before the privy
council, or some ordinary personal contact of the
hour.

A man endowed with such restless energy
and such incisive power to analyse as George
Christie Gibbons came into the arena of life with
much of the equipment that hews out success.
But the ability to apply this energy and to bring
it to bear upon the thing that counted was found
in the creative instinct, the initiative that makes
the dreamer an active force rather than an ab-
stract quantity. Sir George found twenty-four
hours a day all too brief a time for the transaction
of that portion of the world’s business which had
DBeen assigned to his care.

When he set in motion his dynamie driving
force upon a proposition, he was possessed of a
single-minded determination to reach his goal.
London was many times fortunate that his power
was directed toward matters having to do with the
public benefit, and by the same token Canada was
fortunate because his rare faculties were given
opportunity to bear upon vital matters of na-
tional importance. ;

His death comes all too soon in a career that
seemed to possess all manner of pdbsibilities that
were never tapped for the public good. Liondon
could have called his talents to her problems on

himself into public office. He was no man for
soft words, but the typical man of action. By
no means should thig suggest that he had no
ability to unbend; he was constant in his good-
fellowship and in acts of kindness. He was
magnanimous in a fine large way, and a thorough
believer in the most democratic methods of gov-
ernment. Yet he would not sue for the favor of
the crowd in any small way. He saw the big
principles of public questions, saw the things that
would make Canada a better place for all the
people, and when he had given these convictions
vigorous expression, he preferred to trust to
human intelligence rather than to play the
sycophant with the people.

And while because of his youthful vigor of
mind and body, it seems that he has passed away
while still a young man, yet he has lived a full
life, more than half a century of striving and
achievement, serving and studying to help on the
world, giving himself heart and soul to his prin-
ciples, and winning golden dpinion wherever his
help was enlisted, a man ‘among men, companion-
able and impulsive, in the best sense, ready always
to devote himself and his resources to the cause
of right. He leaves a worthy record, a proud
standard for others to follow, a name that stands
for gﬁod works and high aspirations.

Reproduced At the Request of a Lover of Our Canine

One of the most beautiful! tri-
butes ever paid to the dog came
from the !Xps of George Graham
Vest, the distinguished Missourian,
who has recently retired to private
life, after a long and honorable
career in the United States Sen-
ate. Senator Vest has long been

recognized as a most forceful and
eloquent orator, and his speeches
have  been widely read for many
years. It is doubtful, however, if
in all his distinguished career he
has ever made a speech which has
been more widely quoted or uni-

Shortly after the Civil War, when
he was a young man, just begin-
ning the practice of law, and
without the fame which has since
become his, he happened to be in
attendance upon.a term of the
Johnson. County clrcuit court, at
‘Warrensburg, Missouri. ' A suit for
damages for the killing of a dog
was on the docket, and was in due
time called. Voluminous, evidence
was introduced to show that the
defendant had shot the dog in
malice, while other evidence tend-
ed to show the dog had attacked
the man.

Senator F. M. Cockrell and Ex-
Gov. T. T. Crittenden, defended,
while Judge John Phillips, now of
the United States District Court,
and Col. Wells H. Blodgett repre-
sented the owner. Senator Vest
was not employved in the case, but
was invited to speak for the
plaintiff, The occasion is said to,
have been a rare one, -and his
speech has been highly praised,
and has gone the rounds of the
press for thirty years.

It is stated by these who were
present at the trial that at the
outset he took no apparent inter-
est in the case, - made no notes,
and seemed preoccupied throughout
the hearing of the testimony. Cer-
tainly he made no reference to any
testimony introduced, but arose in
his always quiet and dignified
manner, deliberately scanned the
face of each juror,- and in a soft,
low tone, unaécompanied by ges-
ture of any kind, began his ad-
dress. : )

All the ingredients for a salad should
be very cold. Lettuce and other greens
may be kept crisp by wrapping them
in a cheese-cloth or a clean towel and
putting them on the ice. If your greens
have become wilted, you can freshen
them by putting them in a covered tin
the pail near the ice.

The luncheon salad may be served as
the main course or it may be used as
one of the two principal dishes of the
meal. The function of the dinner salad
on the other hand, is to give variety
to the meal and furnish some of the
raw food which is necessary to the
body; so it should be lighter than

luncheon salad. At dinner the salad
may be planned in place of one of the

vegetables to simplify the service.
The manner of serving salad will de-
pend on the servant help and the in-

salad may be arranged in a bowl or

A White Fruit Salad.

Cut celery and pears in uniform pieces.
Mix with a little French dressing and
serve with mayonnaise or cooked dress-
ing. This salad is especially appro-

priate for wedding suppers.
Watermelon -Salad.

Cut watermelon in inch cubes or in
small balls. Arrange on lettuce and
serve with French dressing. Mint

UNUSUAL ILLNESSES

'Vic,toria‘n Nurses Find Little
Ones Unaffected by
*  Weather.

The extreme heat of the past week

‘is trying to the health, the patience tand

the temper of everyone. But two
classes have a special claim to sym-=
pathy—the very young and the very
old,” Infants and small tchildren not yet
able to help themselves, nor find relief
in. audible expressions of complaint,
and the aged, beyond the sstage where
they can come to thelr own assistance
in .coollnf off.

According to Miss Davis of the Vic-
torian Order of Nurses, who comes in
contact with the class who are least
able to obtain relief from extremities
of weather, no severe illnesses among
children can be attributed to the heat.

| Beyond unusual restlessnéss and in-

stances of prickly heat, the little ones
are not suffering to a great extent.
Mothers with new-born babes are much
afflicted. The Victorian Nurses do
everything possible to relieve them and
advise them what can be done to keep
as cool as possible with the mercury
soaring over the 100 mark.

London appears to be more fortunate
than other cities where the tempera-
ture has registered several degrees
lower all through the week. Montreal,
for instance, reports 200 infantile
fatalities last week, many directly at-
tributed .to the heat. Toronto and
Hamilton have had their share of sick-
ress and prostrations among little ones.

British and French Fought
Their Way Through Ger-
man Lines.

/

WITH THE BRITISH /ARMY IN
FRANCE, Aug. 8.—(4:30 p.m.)—By the
Assoclated, Press.—Fighting their way
through the Germans at dawn on &
front of over fifteen miles astride the

River Somme, British and French
troops this . afternoon had reached
points from four to six miles inside

foes which this morning belonged to
the enemy.
The Prussians and Bavarians fled
before the advancing infantry and
tanks, leaving many of their guns be-
hind them. Large numbers of “pris-
oners have been taken both by the
British and French, and heavy casual-
ties have been inflicted on the enemy.
Thus far everything has been
accomplished with excesslvely small
losses to the Allies.

Of one entire British corps, for
Instance, two hours after the attack
began, only two officers and fifteen
men of the ranks were reported as
casualties. :

Foe Calls for Help.
The artillery has followed up the
storm troops closely, and now is. hurl~
ing shells down upon the enemy forces,
which, taken by surprise and fiercely
attacked, must be in a more ‘or less
crippled condition. It is believed that
reinforcements are on the way to help
them.
What, tomorrow holds for the enemy
cannot 'be forecast, but the .outlook is
not a promising one under present con-
ditions.
Moreuil and the country front ad-
joining Villers-aux-Erables have been
taken by the French, while the British
have captured the Dodo and Hammel
woods and Marcelcave after hard fight-
ing, and pushed a considerable distance
beyond.
Especially hard fighting was experi-
enced, and is still in Frogresn. on the
left flank of the fighting front in the
neighborhood of Morlancourt.

Four Minutes’ Barrage.
The weather helped in the advance.
North of the attacked zone the barrage
began at 4 o'clock this morning and
lasted four miinutes. Tanks then rolled
forward and with them the infantry
swarmed toward the enemy lines. These
lines were reached and passed as a
mist started to roll in.
All along -the line, except possibly
northward on tne left flank, very little
enemy shelling was experienced ‘after
the ovement got well under way.
Nearly all the country already fought
over and that now in front of the
Allied forces is low and rolling and
especially adapted to open warfare/

One new German division which had
just arrived in_ the line before 'the
attack was launched was told to expect
local attacks, Prisoners taken from
this division said they had heard
nothin~ of a general attack being con-
templated. {

Germans Terrorized. 1

Where the tanks and armored car
batteries pressed forward in the rolling
country there was much agitation
among the enemy. A report came back
that a British tank, probably one of the
fast little whippets, had been seen chas-
ing a frightened German general up the
road. But the enemy general was not
alone in the direction in which he was
going. Observers reported considerable
columns of enemy transport going east-
ward in .a hurry during.the middle of
the day.

Farther south ~the tanks likewise did
excellent, work. They slsa. had been
taken across the River Luce, under the
cover of night, and they did valuable
work in assisting at the capture of
Dodo wood and Hammel wood and
the nearby high ground.
Batterles Move Quickly.

Slightly north of here the British
batteries moved forward so’ rapidly
that they were up and firing, in their

new positions thirty minutesyafter the
infantry went over the top, followed at
first in this particular case by the
tanks 1,000 yards to the rear.

At 6 o’clock the weather was so thick
that ohjects twenty yards away hardly
were visible, and the British were not
slow to take the opportunity to plunge
through under its protection. About
6:45 the first prisoners began coming
back. They were unwounded and look-

ALLIED FORCES ON THE
MURMAN GOAST TAKE
WAR MATERIAL AND
DRIVE ENEMY BACK

London, Aug. 8.—The war office to-
night issued the following official com-
munication dealing with operations on
the Murman coast:

“After landing at Archangel, detach-
ments of the allied forces were pushed
forward south of the town along the
Vologda Railway. Opposing forces,

supported by Germans, offered some re-
sistance at Isackguerka, five miles
south of Archangel, but were driven
back and retired toward Obozerskaka,
70 miles south of Archangel. Some Ger-
man war material was captured by the
allied forces.”

Amsterdam, Aug. 9.—German news-
papers are commenting in a bitter strain
over the landing of allied forces on the
Murman coast. The <Cologne Volks
Zeitung, a copy of which has been re-
ceived here, 5says: .
““Russia’s greatest Aretic port has

© 'Talking about apple orchards, there are hopeful signs this year that we
won't be obliged to buy apples by the pound, and by the dozen, and treat them
like rare jewels, as we have been doing for several years past in good old West-
ern Ontario. , Of course, we did that sort of thing as a matter of course in the
heart of the prairie country, and we made the eyes of the ‘prairie-born pop with
our wonderful tales of apple trees decked like June brides in the month of May,
of luscious fruit weighing down the branches through summer &and autumn
months, of great heaps of juicy apples piled beneath the trees, waiting to be
packed into barrels. Back in dear old Ontario there were wonderful trees that
grew harvest apples, yellow and red, ‘‘Maiden Blushes,” which, despite their
fancy name, were passed by for eating purposes raw, and relegated to the apple-
sauce pot; Pippins, great, big, juicy Pippins, with water-cores that streaked
clean through; King Tompkins, a name to conjure with; Snowapples, a trifle
scrubby, but dear to the heart of childhood; sweet pear apples, other delicious
“Sweets,” Russets, Greenings, Spitzenbergs, and the apples that tasted better
than their names, “‘Northern Spies.”

The past few years such stories have seemed pure romance, and grown-up
people who had actually known such orchards began to wonder if ‘they had been
dreaming, and if such memories were only delusions.

And now comes another apple year, “‘they say.” .

WANTED—RECRUITS FOR APPLE.PICKING.

Another thing “they say” is that numbers of apple-pickers: will be required
to save the apple crop.

Miss ‘Straith, secretary of farm women’s work for Western Ontario, is won-
dering where she can enroll sulficient help for the apple gatherings. One order
alone has come to her for 45 farmerettes to help out a grower.

“It is supremely important,” she says, ‘‘that we should conserve ‘our main
fruit crop.” 5

Surely there won't be difficulty about recruits for the apple-picking army!

But, perhaps, there will b¢! So many students have enrolled as farmerettes
for the summer months; so many patriotic girls and young women are taking
their holidays in that way. ‘What about the girls who have left school and are
thinking of taking up business courses? = Wouldn't it be nice to get well and
strong, or at least a little more physically fit by putting in some weeks at apple-
picking before starting the study course?

What is the nicest time of all the year in the country? Spring, when that
languid feeling is ovér the earth? Summer, when the sun at midday brings
weariness for those who toil, despite the beauty of the world? Or is it bountiful
autumn, autumn with the tang and the edge of coolness in the air, no matter
how warm the sun’s rays? Autumn, when trees tuse on more gorgeous dress,
|zmd the flowers spring scarlet and gold? Autumn, when the skies are bluest of
| all the vear, and life seemis wonderfully cosy and liveable as the early shadows
close, the lamp sends out a welcome glow, and the warmth of the fire is grate-
ful? 1sn’t that the time of the year to be very much glive in an apple orchard?

“I have confidence that the people are ready cheerfully to observe such
restrictions as are deemed necessary. They will add to the pleasure of
every holiday and like function by planning themselves, and helping oth-
ers, to make all meals and refreshments models in the way of substitution
and conservation. The suggestions thus offered will be an inspiration for
guidanze in the working days. In this country we still have a little time
to play; while we play, let us help the cause by playing the game of food
substitution and conservation like true sports. Every picnic and every
public and private function where food is served should be strictly a sub-
stitution meal until the war be won.”

“HOW LONG SHOULD IT BE BOILED.”

“Young Mother,”” who is a reader of this page, writes to say that she is
especially interested in the things which appear from time to time about sav-
ing the lives of children. “I couldn't take my baby last winter to have it ex-
amined when that baby exhibit was on in the Y. M. C. A. Building,” she says,
“but I heard such a lot about it from my friends, who told me what I had
T can’t tell you how much I would like to have had one of those
cards to tell me just how my little girl stood. She was two months old then.
I.read all the papers about it, and somewhere I read that one of the doctors
who spoke said that feeding was the most important thing in the care of
children, and that the cow’'s milk given to them should be pasteurized. I always

-

thought it was enough just to heat the milk to boiling point, but a friend of
mine who heard that address says it isn’t the way at all, but that the milk
should be boiled for twenty minutes. Will you tell me if she is right? I am so
afraid my little girl may suffer through my making mistakes. She has been
real healthy ever since last winter.
“I saw something in the paper about getting a child wélfare nurse, and
having a place where mothers could take their children every week to be
weighed and see if they are getting along all right. I do hope this is true. The
friend who told me about not pasteurizing the milk right took her little boy
to the child exhibit last winter. She thought he was well enough, though
he didn't seem to gain very much, and he took colds easily. The doctor found
he had adenoids, and she took his advice.and had the boy operated on right
away, and he has been fine. I think it would be great if we could have some-
thing like that here. I'm sorry to trouble you, but I do want to know how
the mills should be fixed.”

THE ANSWER.
No trouble at all, Young Mother. Only too glad to help in any way pos-
sible to serve the babies. A very eminént medical man says: ‘“Thorough pas-
teurization means heating to 140 to 145 degrees at least 20 to 30 minutes. Flash
pasteurization at hign temperature or short periods is altogether unreliubla,
Pasteurization by the holding system, on the other hand, is efficient and reli-
able, and when properly applied produces no change in the flavor or digesti-
bility of the milk. It apparently does destroy certain vitamines present, how-
ever, and - orange juice or some. other source of vitamines should be provided
for infants fed only on the pasteurized product.”
It 1s altogether probable a ‘‘well baby clinic’’ will be established after the
child welfare nurse. is on duty and gets time for further organization of the
work. By *“well baby clinic” is meant one 'to which the little ones who are
apparently well are taken to be weighed and examined, if there is anything
about which the mother is doubtful in the child’s condition. The idea of the
well baby clinic is to keep the well babies well. Isn't prevention in a case
like that. worth many pounds of cure, considering the ill-effects often suffered
through life by maladies contracted in 'the first years of life?

Don’t Hold Breath.
Properly to have full power over your
own respiration, you must inhale deeply
and slowly, without strain or effort, and
then allow the breath to leave the
lungs freely but fully. Don’t allow any
emotion of timidity, fear, fright or self-

‘nervous strain’’—to interfere with a
free and unhampered respiration.

The exercises which practically dis-
cipline you to be the boss of your own
breath are easy. A simple plan is to
learn how to play, or at least to take a
lesson once a week upon a reed or a
wind instrument—preferably out of
doors or by an open window.

This trains you how to let the breath
flow evenly or under the influence of
your intended purpose. You shouldn't
hold your breath. This is another aim
—that of the swimmers. To hold the
breath doesn’t replenish the air in the
lungs. It makes it stale by over use.
A long, strained exhalation must then
follow to make up the required air.

Other Fine Alds.

Baseball,! tennis, drills, military
manoeuvres, swimming, rowing and
other open-air games all tend to im-
prove the quality of the blood and to
enhance pulmonary strength, but it is
practice upon reed and wood wind in-
struments as well as the conquest of
your own vocal apparatus which most
practically ald you to tone up all the
indolent, indifferent, unused parts of
your lungs and to get the habit of
proper breath control.

Answers to Health Questions

C. B.—Q.—Will you please tell me
how to gain a little weight?

A.—You may increase your weight by
obtaining ten to twelve hours’ sleep in
a well-ventilated room. Water or liquids
taken with the meals help to produce
fat. Sugars, starches, butter, puddings,
fatty meats, rich soups and gravles
are also fattening. Take but slight
exercise, and be in the open air and
sunlight as much as possible. Keep
the intestines active.

M. 8.—Q.—Will you please tell me
what causes catarrh of the stomach
and what to do for it?

A.—Catarrh of the stomach may be

caused by various things. You must
have an examination made by a physi-

cian to find the emcr cause before
treatment can be started.

M. E.—Q—Will you please tell me
what to do for rheumatism?
A.—The name “rheumatism” does not
mean anything definite. - You must have
an examination made by a physician to
find the real cause of the trouble, but
in the meantime dry heat, hot applica-
tions, Swedish movements, orthopedic
exercises, massage and manipulation
may help assuage the pain.

ROYAL CANADIAN
AIR SERVICE IS
CALLING CADETS

lts Primary Object Is the
Defense of Canada’s
Coasts.

MAY BE SENT ABROAD

Only Young Men Born of
Natural British Subjects
“Accepted.

OTTAWA, Aug. 8.—Hon. A. K. Mac-
Lean, acting minister of the depart-
ment - of " naval service, today an-
nounced the formation of the Royal
Canadian Air Service. This organiza-
tion will come under the direction of
the naval department, and has for its
primary object the defence of Can-
ada’s coasts, but men- enlisting in the
air force will be liable for service out-
side the Dominion if necessary. Can-
didates accepted for the Royal Cana-
dian Air Service will be entered as
cadets, and will be required to sign
for three years, or for six months
after the duration of the war.

t was stated at the department to-
day . that pilots for seaplanes, air-
planes and kite balloons were required
immediately in connection with the
new organization.

Must Be Truly British.

Only young men born of natural
British subjects between the ages of
17% and 46, and in the highest medi-
cal category, will be accepted, and ar-
rangements have been concluded with
the militia authorities under which ac-
cepted candidates will be released for
service in the Royal Canadian Air Ser-
vice: Seaplane cadets, it is said, will
be trained in the United States this
winter, and airship cadets will be sent
to. England for training.

The naval department is now open
to receive applications from ¥young
men with the necessary qualificgtions,
who wish to enter as pilots in }m air
service.

Where to Apply.

Applications should be made on the
forms supplied for the purpose, which
may be obtained by writing to the re-
cruiting secretary, department of naval
service, Wellington street, Ottawa. The
department requires that applications
shall be accompanied by a copy of the
candidate’'s birth certificate, a recom-
mendation as to character from some
responsible adult, and a doctor’'s certi-
ficate as to medical category. Instruc-
tions will be given by"the department
as to the nearest doctor for purposes of
medical examination, and in connection
with this, traveling expenses, where
necessary, will be refunded.

GOVERNMENT MAKING
NO EFFORT TO GET
GOAL, STATES DEALER

Stratford Man Says Has No
Coal to Sell.

STRATFORD, Aug. 8. — The local
fuel delivery system was discussed at
a conference of coal merchants and
the. war purchasing committee. and
as-a result, the committee will ad-
vise by mail, persons whose applica-
tions are to be fllled. These persons
will have 24 hours in which to pay
for the coal. If they fail to do so, the
order will be cancelled. Merchants
refuse to make any deliveries unless

the money is first paid.
Some criticism was directed at the
Government by one dealer, who de-

clared that the Government was mak-
ing no effort to secure coal. “They
send us large signs to place up in our
offices, asking people to buy coal ear-
ly, and we have no coal to give
them,” he said. L

The committee expected that the
customs and railway officials
notify them when coal was on the
way- and also when it reached the
city, but this information has been
refused, except to the dealers or their
agent.

THRESHING WHEAT TO
MAKE ROOM FOR OATS

THAMESFORD, Aug. 8.—The farm-
ers, who have had a fair crop of fall
wheat are threshing, so as to make
room for the oat crop.

The wheat is an excellent sample,
although in the~yield per acre is small.
Most of the farmers will have suffi-
cient seed wheat for this fall.

Barley is an excellent yield, and
good sample. The oats that are
threshed are very good, but on sandy
soil,, where there was little rain, they
arg}l not filling out as well as on clay
soil.

There is much oats to cut yet, also
spring wheat. Since the wind storm on
Tuesday afternoon nearly all that was
left standing will have to be cut one
way, which is going to be a serious
hindrance, as the oats are nearly all
ripe and crinkling down.

Many farmers are having great
trouble to secure water for their live-

stock. Many wells have been pumped
dry, and if there is no rain soon it
will mean considerable -extra work

hauling water or driving stock to the
river.

There is not sufficient waterpower
to run the chopper at the grist mill
except for an hour or so every morn-
ing.

G. P. Hogg is installing a 75-horse-
power motor at the mill in place of a
40. The extra power will be used to
help chopping when the water is low.

George Mercer met with a rather
painful accident on Weinesday even-
ing while helping Ed. Sims at thresh-
ing. While cleaning up the floor at the
side of the separator his fork in some
way went into a pulley. The fork
handle was splintered, and the jagged
edges made a deep gash -in his left
hand. Dr. Weir attended the injury.

ARMED YACHT RAMMED
GERMAN SUBMARINE

London, Aug. 9.—Dptails of the sink-
ing of a German submarine by a Brit-
ish armed yacht in the English Channel
are now available,

Just after sunset one day a call for
help was picked up by the vacht, which
immediately headed in the direction in-
dicated, diverting several steamers from
the zone. In the afternoon the lookouts
sighted the periscope of a submarine,
which apparently was preparing to at-
tack merchantmen approaching from
the opposite direction. The periscope
was barely 150 feet from the port bow
of the yacht. !

Full speed was at once ordered, and
the yacht drove right over the sub-
marine just as the periscope disap-
peared. A distinct jar throughout the
vacht pointed to the probability that
she had rammed the enemy’s conning
tower. Two depth charges were drop-
ped almost immediately afterwards.
‘While bringing his vessel around to
pass over the ! t again the captain
of the yacht ohgdrved a disturbance in
the water, and 48 he approached there
appeared in theé centre of the disturb-
ance a bubbling rush of water, evi-
dently caused by voilumes of air escap-
ing to the surface. A third depth charge
was dropped in the centre of the dis-
turbance, which presently died away.
One survivor, covered with a thick
coating of oil, was picked up. Every-
thing possible was done for him aboard
the yacht, but it soon became evident
he had suffered serious internal injur-
ies. He died about three hours later.

NO CHANCE NOW T0
USE NATURAL GAS IN

Hope for Modification Gone:
When Order Is Posted.

SARNIA, Aug. 8.—An official notice
issued by the Ontario Railway and;
Municipal’ Board was circulated by the!
Sarnia Gas Company today. In it the
residents of the city were informed that'
the ruling made by the board about a
month ago which barred stores and,
public buildings from using gas for
heating purposes is to go into effect at
once.

The Sarnia Gas Company has been
waiting for a modiflcation of the order
of the board before cutting off the gas| *
supply ‘to the stores, schools, churches
and other public buildings In the city.

The company has held out the hope
that the public buildings, at least,
might be supplied with gas, but as the
railway board has held the notice over
from July 1 to August 1 before send-
ing it out, it would seem that all chanqc
of having any part of the order modi-
fled has been lost.

The change will cost the city thous-
ands of dollars, as the entire heating
plants of many large buildings will
have to be entirely rebuilt. The coal
offices are flooded with orders by those
affected by the new order, and plumb-
ers have their hands full attending to
the many changes necessary in“c¢chang-

ing the furnaces over for the use of
ecoal. The cost to the city angd citizens
will not be less than $100,000.
