thinner and with stooped shoulders 
and bowed head. Fred McGaughey 
appeared before Mr. Justice Logie 
this morning charged with murdering 
his sweetheart, Beatrice Fee of To­
ronto, on May 25 last. McGaughey, 
whose hair tumbled in disorder over 
his forehead, did not glance to right 
or left.

Miss Fee was shot to death follow­
ing an altercation while driving in 
a motor car just outside the town. 
In his preliminary address to the 
jury, Peter White, K.C., crown prose­
cutor, said that he purposed sub­
mitting as evidence the conversation 
which Miss Stewart, a friend, had 
with Miss Fee some time after the 
shooting as the unfortunate girl lay 
on a bed in the McGaughey home.

Mr. White also said that Mc- 
Gaughey said he would tell the police 
there had been a holdup, whereupon 
Miss Stewart said: “You can’t do 
that, because Beatrice told me every- 
thing. Whereupon McGaughey re- 
plied: “Yes, and I will choke every 
damned word down your throat." and 
that McGaughey tried to end his own 
life

MacDonald moved the second reading 
in the House of Commons today of 
the bill providing for the creation of 
an Irish boundary commission with-I 
out the participation of Ulster. In 
making the motion the premier de­
clared it was the essential duty of 
every government to fulfil its obliga- 
lions. He said he resented the 
charge that the government’s move 
was an attempt to coerce Ulster.

Mr. MacDonald contended that 
whatever government might be in 
power would find no other possible 
course than the one he had been pur­
suing. After reviewing the events 
leading up to the Anglo-Irish treaty, 
a vital part of which was the ad­
justment of the boundary between 
Ulster and the Free State, he said 
that the important machinery for the 
boundary adjustment was faulty and 
That in consequence the whole legis­
lation was jeopardized. The govern­
ment was now seeking a remedy for 
the original defect.

"Building An Empire With Adver­

tising.” was the subject of an inter­
esting and instructive address by D. 
W. Beatty, president of the C.P.R., 
who said that the C.P.R. appeared in 
Canada with an aggressive, consis­
tent and comprehensive advertising 
campaign for the colonization of 
Canada.

Answering the question of whether 
it was more prudent to artificially 
force the population of Canada, 
through advertising, rather than have

Bishop of Durham.

Canon F. G. Scott, C.M.G., D.S.O., 
beloved war-time “padre," rubbed 
shoulders again with his comrades of 
the world war In a dugout, but in 
more comfortable conditions of an­
other time. Canon Scott paid a visit 
to members of the local command of 
the G. W. V. A. in their "dugout'’ last 
night, following the synod session at 
Cronyn Hall.

The padre shook hands with the 
world war veterans, expressing de­
light to be in their midst again. 
Many he knew, and with his cheer­
ful manner informally talked over 
war-time experiences.

Canon Scott has recently visited the 
old western front and in a short ad­
dress to the local service men he in­
terestingly told of post-war condi­
tions.

"It is a wonderful experience to go 
over there." Canon Scott said. “The 
effect, somehow, is to take a sort of 
shadow out of one's mind. The 
French people are building up again. 
The women work in the gardens and 
fields and everyone is apparently hap­
py. It is splendid to see the French 
people buckling to and restoring their 
land. Finding such a change had a 
wholesome effect upon me. If I were 
a millionaire, I would like to take 
you all over again."

Canon Scott told of the excellent 
care that was being taken of Cana­
dian cemeteries "over there." He vis­
ited many in France and Belgium and 
described the uniform white stones. 
Inscribed with the maple leaf, which 
characterized all graves of Canadian 
heroes who had died in Flanders. He 
pointed out that there are 2,200 war 
cemeteries in France. In Ypres Sali­
ent alone 250,000 British officers and 
men gave up their lives, and there 
are 15,000 as yet “missing" or in un­
known graves. As time goes on these 
remains are being reverently interred 
in marked resting places, and every 
cemetery has its great "cross of sac­
rifice."

Canon Scott, before taking his fare- 
well. repeated as in days of war. one 
of his original poems, which has just 
recently been published.

Associated Press Despatch.
Geneva, Sept. 30.—Notable progress 

towards the settlement of the Mosul 
controversy was made in the council 
of the League of Nations today when 
the representatives of -both Turkey 
and Great Britain agreed to accept 
the appointment of a special com­
mittee of three persons who will col­
lect all the available information on 
the Mosul question and will submit 
to the council at a later date their 
suggestions as to the best means of 
solving the problem.

Conciliatory speeches were made 
by Lord Parmoor of Great Britain 
and Ali Fethi Bey of Turkey, both of 
whom agreed to accept any decision 
concerning the frontier between Irak 
and Turkey which the council might 
pronounce.

Turkey Seen in League.
Today’s developments before the 

council were regarded as increasing 
the possibility that Turkey would 
apply for membership in the League 
of Nations in the not far distant 
future.

Concerning the recent reported 
skirmishes on the Irak frontier be­
tween Turkish and Irakian troops, 
the council urged that both the Turk­
ish and British governments restore 
and maintain peace on both sides of 
the status quo frontier pending a 
definite settlement of the controversy. 
The exact date for the international 
conference for the adoption of a con­
vention to control the international 
traffic in arms will not be fixed unt.1 
the December session of the council, 
which will probably be held in Rome.

Awaits Replies.
The council has decided to await 

replies from the various governments 
who will be asked, in the meantime, 
whether April or May, 1925, would be 
agreeable for the convocation of this 
conference.

In view of the fact that the make- 
up of the league's disarmament com­
mission will undoubtedly be revised 
to prepare for the general interna­
tional conference on the reduction of 
armaments, the council voted to take 
no action at this time on the as­
sembly’s resolution that the disarma­
ment commisison draw up the draft 
convention on the private manufac­
ture of arms.

Claim Recent Trade Agree­
ment With Canada Detri­
mental to British Interests.

Associated Press Despatch.
London, Sept. 30.—The Daily Tele­

graph’s correspondent at Sydney says 
that W. Shakespeare, secretary of the 
Australian provincial press association, 
states that the members of the asso­
ciation are opposed to the preference 
given to Canada on newsprint in con­
nection with the recent trade agree­
ment between the Australian and Cana­
dian governments, the opposition being 
mainly on economic and patriotic 
grounds.

Secretary Shakespeare does not agree 
with H. E. Pratten, Australian minister 
of trade and customs, that the result of 
the agreement will not materially affect 
the British trade in newsprint, and that 
Australia should favor American-owned 
paper mills in Canada.

The preference given British news­
print by the Australian commonwealth. 
Secretary Shakespeare says, has proved 
a blessing to thousands of skilled work­
men, and has resulted in two of the 
largest paper mills in the world being 
erected in the United Kingdom to cope 
with the special requirements of the 
export trade. While the British paper 
mills are fighting against heavy odds 
to regain their pre-war status, the 
Canadian paper mills have expanded, 
and are exporting nearly 95 per cent 
of their production to the United States, 
from which country British newsprint 
is practically excluded on the ground 
that it is too high-priced.

Ninety-one per cent of the newsprint 
from all the mills in Canada, and 100 
per cent of the newsprint from the 
Canadian Pacific coast supplying the 
Australian trade are from American- 
owned, American-controlled mills, Mr. 
Shakespeare asserts. The members of 
the Australian provincial press asso­
ciation, he says, would prefer to pay 
duty on Canadian newsprint rather than 
see the interests of the commonwealth 
and Great Britain sacrificed.

For centuries the early life of the eel 
was shrouded in mystery; but scientists 
now hold that the eel's earliest cradle 
is the deep sea, more than 900 feet 
below the surface, and that probably 
most of them are born in the neighbor­
hood of the West Indies.

By Rex CREMATION.

Against the custom of cremating the human body after death 
the prejudice seems to be lessening.

A conference on the subject was held by distinguished men or 
science, religion and other walks of life, recently in England.

Bishop Gore spoke in favor of cremation and his remarks were 
interesting not only because of their intrinsic force, but because of 
his position as a prelate in the Anglican Church.

According to him the only really logical contention against 
cremation was that it destroyed means of ascertaining whether a 
person had died by poisoning. From a sanitary and utilitarian 
point of view the advantage of cremation could not be denied. The 
strongest position against it is that of sentiment. The Catholic 
Church carefully excludes theological grounds from those upon 
which it is prohibited. The chief motive is a reverence for im- 
memorial custom.

The Christian idea of the resurrection of the body does not 
in any way mean the preservation or reconstruction or recovery 
of the material particles of the present body, although this idea 
is implied in the phraseology of the Nicene Creed.

The movement in favor of cremation is a part of the move­
ment of sanitation and science against sentiment. Sentiment 
always holds in connection with the dead and it is very difficult 
to resist, yet the problem of disposing of dead bodies in large states 
is constantly growing more acute.

Those in favor of cremation depend upon logic, while those 
opposed to it are governed by sentimental reasons.

The conflict between logic and sentiment is universal and 
covers every phase of human progress. It takes time to accom­
plish any reform, especially when opposition to it is entrenched in 
the feelings.

As far as the resurrection of the body is concerned, it would 
be as easy matter to gather the materials from the air. or from 
whatever place they have been scattered, as it would from the 
ground. Beside this, the fact that the particles of matter from 
the dead body go, in time, to the construction of new bodies 
renders a literal adherence to a bodily resurrection very difficult. (

Just what the resurrection body will be is not known. It willv 
be some sort of clothing for the human soul, but the matter had 
probably best be left where the Scriptures put it. which was that 
“There is a spiritual body and there is a natural body.”

There can be no doubt, however, that cremation is the most 
sanitary and scientific method of disposing of human remains.

Canadian Press Despatch.
London, Sept. 29.—Signs are ac­

cumulating that all parties in the in­
dustrial world are realizing the ab­
solute necesity of discovering some 
permanent method of settling wage 
disputes, without resort to strikes, if 
British trade is not to suffer almost 
complete submersion.

Lloyd George declares that 36,000,- 
000 working days were lost through 
strikes in the last few years. The 
recent plea made by Sir Robert Hat­
field. perhaps the greatest living 
British steel master, for a more rea­
sonable method than the strike wea­
pon has aroused keen interest.

Tom Shaw, minister of labor, in the 
foreword to a labor pamphlet publish­
ed today, announces his determination 
to establish courts of inquiry into all 
cases where disputes are likely to 
Inconvenience the public. Mr. Shaw 
ascribes the many strikes to the un­
duly prolonged nature of negotiations, 
intended to avert stoppage of work, 
but which has rendered workmen dis­
trustful and resentful.

“There is no question,” says the 
minister, “that arbitration is becom­
ing more and more practical as a 
method of settling disputes. For many 
years it was difficult to convince 
workingmen that arbitrators held the 
balance even. They suspected the 
arbitrators were looking at things al­
ways from the employers' viewpoint. 
Gradually, however, arbitrators have 
been found whose good faith has been 
beyond dispute. The probabilities are 
that arbitration will make more rapid 
strides in the immediate future.”

Is it possible to 
accomplish that end by selling a goodly quantity 
of beer, whiskey, or anything else to a man on 
the undrestanding that it be "delivered at his 
residence only"?

No. That cannot be the right course to 
pursue. There is only one other course open, 
and that is to tell the government, by a substan­
tial majority for the present legislation, that the 
people desire a strengthening of that law. It 
can be done in that way, and we know of no 
other with the two questions before us on this 
ballot.

Understanding China's War.
The causes of the war in China may be 

confusing. It is hard for people here in Ontario, 
even it they do read the staries of the warring 
provinces, to appreciate what V is all about.

Husbands, fathers and sons mean the same 
in the language of China as they do in our own 
tongue. The breaking of ties cuts and hurts 
there the same as it does here.

China's war seems far off, strange and con­
tusing. China’s casualty list is written in a 
language that the world can read.

Our Spending Bodies Might Notice.
The cost of members attending a meeting of 

the general synod, and the value received from 
such attendance, was discussed with frankness 
and candor at one of the sessions now being held 
in London.

Judge Woods of Qu'Appelle brought the 
attention of the gathering to the point in the 
first place, and Chancellor Gisborne, K.C., of 
Ottawa, concurred in much that the first speaker 
said on the matter.

Whether the expense of $2.000 per day is too 
great a contribution for the Anglican body to 
make is a matter for that gathering to settle. 
But the use of frank and plain statement by 
the gentlemen introducing the subject is a matter 
that should not be overlooked. It should reach 
out and beyond the sessions of the synod and 
find its way into other fields of activity. It 
could very well be called to our councils, to our 
legislatures, and to our parliament. Not an im­
passioned attack on a given financial policy for 
the purpose of bolstering up one side or the 
other, but rather a plain, sensible questioning as 
to whether the people putting up their money 
for any of the many purposes for which they 
are taxed are getting substantial service in 
return.

The fact that the two delegates in question 
broached the subject in a meeting of the general 
synod is in itself a compliment to that body. 
It was evidence of the fact that the men gathered 
there were prepared to discuss frankly prob­
lems that might have in other places been con­
sidered as rather too delicate for open speaking.

Public bodies should note that a frank ques­
tion on such an important matter should always 
receive a fair hearing and a plain answer.

problem of finding a market for his 
produce.

Careful Consideration.
The bishop of Saskatchewan plead­

ed for careful consideration of the 
question of British settlement in the 
prairie provinces stating that less 
than 40 per cent of the present popu- 
lation of the three prairie provinces 
was British stock.

The work of the soldiers' settle­
ment was described by Mr. Nichol­
son as the only sane and satisfactory 
way lie knew of for the settlement 
of men on the land in Canada, and he 
suggested that a similar treatment 
of the right type of British immi­
grants by the federal government 
would return the results desired by 
the synod.

This report is being heard in a 
Joint session of the house of bishops 
and the lower house, and Col. Stanley 
accredited by the secretary of Great 
Britain to the general synod to 
speak on social service work in Eng­
land, will address the house this 
aiternoon.

Archdeason Armitage of Halifax, as 
chairman of the business and contract 
committee, stated that the new price 
for the cheapest form of prayer book 
which would be fifty cents in place 
of seventy-five would do more to 
give the book circulation than any 
other single operation on the part 
of the committee.

A resolution urging Kingston. On­
tario, as the meeting place for the 
general synod of 1927 was adopted.

Explains Service.
In explaining what social service 

stood for. Rev. C. W. Verpon, general 
secretary of the Council for Social 
Service, said it was defined as the 
science and art of human fellowship, 
and was not to be regarded as “a 
graveyard for crank resolutions and 
freak theories."

“We believe," he said, “that the 
central contribution by the church to 
modern social problems, even more 
than the power and knowledge of 
science, the spirit and intention in 
practice by the founder of our 
church."

On the subject of the actions by the 
council in dealing with newcomers in 
the Dominion, he paid a very high 
tribute to the deaconesses appointed 
to look after the women and children 
at the big sea ports.

“If there is not a much larger Brit­
ish immigration there is a very seri­
ous danger of Canada losing its Brit­
ish connection." he stated, and the 
cheers of the synod proved that he 
had touched a vital point.

‘4 believe every settler who remains 
in the west or stays on the land in 
the east will help to solve our unem­
ployment question by providing a 
market for our manufacturers' pro­
ducts.’’

On this question of immigration 
the council, in its report, stated that 
"A disgruntled immigrant returned 
to England would do more harm in a 
day than all the government's ex­
pensive propaganda could do in a 
month." The house objected to such 
a vigorous statement, and it was 
deleted.

W. G. Styles of the soldier settle­
ment board of Saskatchewan stated 
that 25 per cent of all affidavits car­
ried by immigrants stating they had 
had experience on the land were 
false, and had been obtained by the 
steamship companies in England in 
order that they could bring these 
men out.

Many Foreigners.
“A great many newcomers," he 

said, “are foreigners with bolshevist 
tendencies. They have control of the 
councils, and in their localities life 
is unbearable for a white man. We 
do not want any more of this kind in 
Saskatchewan.”

Rev. H. W. Cunningham, immigra­
tion chaplain in Halifax. N. S., said 
the old days, when all immigration 
was British, had passed away, and 
that it was mostly composed of for­
eigners now.

G. B. Nicholson of Chapleau took 
decided objection to a clause in the 
report- urging a rural movement from 
the cities to the land as the solution 
of congestion in the cities.

"If we double the rural population," 
he asked, “how could they sell their 
products to the few people in the 
cities? Today we are consuming 85 
per cent of everything we produce in 
Canada.

dential was in order with the ex­
ception of that of Miss Inez Smith of 
Hazelton, B.C., an accredited dele­
gate to the general synod from the 
diocese of Caledonia, and asked the 
prolocutor, who is the speaker of the 
house, for a ruling on the matter of 
a woman sitting as a delegate to the 
synod. This was reserved by the 
chair, and after an hour of argument 
referred by a vote of 73 to 53, on an 
amendment by Principal Vance, to 
the assessors and prolocutor for a 
ruling after the house had debated the 
other part of the resolution dealing 
with restoration of the order of 
deaconesses.

Dean Tucker put forth the same 
appeal as he had used on the second 
night of the synod last week, urging 
not only the Scriptural grounds but 
also the practical and utilitarian 
grounds, and the reconciliation of 
modern thought and progress with 
the older traditions of the church.

The large majority of the house 
was in opposition to him, and at the 
request of the house he later with­
drew the third part of his motion to 
extend the scope of womens ad­
ministrations in the church in ac- 
cordance with resolution 53 of the 
Lambeth conference, which would 
have given women the right to speak 
In consecrated and unconsecrated 
buildings

Tales of Heroism.
Some two dozen women in the gal­

lery listened to the debate in the very 
seats in which in the afternoon they 
had listened with pride to the bishop 
of New Westminster tell them of the 
bravery and heroism of Miss F. H. E. 
Hazell, who is in charge of a Sunday 
school caravan in British Columbia. 
The bishop had achieved cheers from 
the delegates when he told them of 
her fall with the car she was driving 
over a twenty-five foot embankment, 
of her chartering of another car the 
same day and continuing on her way 
visiting the outlying parts of the 
province with books and church lit- 
erature.

Foremast in opposition to Dean 
Tucker’s motion was Canon H. M. 
Little, who spoke for twenty-two 
minutes in spite of a resolution pass­
ed half an hour before to allow onlv 
five minutes to each member. The 
house, however, approving his criti­
cism of the motion granted him In- 
dulgence.

Having proceeded to eliminate the 
dean's Scriptural argument on the 
ground of “being an extraordinary 
exegesis of Holy Scripture." he took 
a more modern point of attack.

Claim Subordination.
“The church freely admits," he said, 

“that there is subordination in it. 
There is subordination without in- 
feriority. You have today an ordered 
society in which people are not equal. 
Some of them are subordinated to 
others, but not because they are in­
terior either in the church or in in­
telligence.

“If the men of the church are tak­
ing less interest in the church and 
allowing their wives to take their 
places to some extent as we have 
been told tonight, then it is not to 
the honor of church men. According 
to the church the woman is to be in 
obedience to the man, yet if the order 
of deaconesses is to be restored, they 
will be able to stand up in the church 
and tell the men what they should 
do and think.

The whole question before the 
synod is whether a woman should be 
invested with authority to teach in 
the church. It is perhaps the exu­
berance of youth that brings this mo­
tion.to the church, but it behooves 
us to move very slowly in such a vital 
step as this at the present time.”

Serious Problem,
Canon Scott took a determined 

stand on the question. “This resolu­
tion before the house." he said, “is of 
much more serious nature than the 
one introduced by Dean Shreve on 
the introduction of the prayer of con­
secration into the office of the holy 
communion, last week.

“If the synod passes it I shall go 
home absolutely disgusted with the 
church. The Scripture says very 
plainly that a woman shall not teach 
In the church. If we are to restore 
the order of deaconesses, she would 
have that authority.

"The most honorable thing a woman 
can do is to bear children, and when 
her children are grown up to look 
after someone else’s children. Scrip­
ture says a woman shall not speak in 
the church, and now we would make 
her a deaconess. It is out of the 
question."

Canon Gale of Calgary took the 
view of the opposition in general, ob­
jecting to woman as a deaconess on 
grounds of tradition within the church 
and practability in carrying on church 
work today. He said that the work of 
the church and the administering of 
the sacraments had always been as­
sociated. and that to admit authority 
for one was to do so for the other.

Two more county court cases have 
been set down for trial at the county 
court sittings opening on Oct. 7 at 
the court house.

Haviland H. Nash, advertising spe­
cialist. Is suing the E. L. Ruddy Com­
pany of Toronto for $1,302.23 damages 
as a result of work done for him by 
the defendant, which, he claims, was 
not satisfactory.

Mr. Nash, in his statement of claim, 
Says that a theatre curtain known as 
a "street drop” was ordered by him 
for the Grand Theatre, Hamilton, to 
be ready on the opening day of 1923. 
The curtain arrived, but was detec­
tive, and the lettering on the adver­
tisements was too small and indis- 
tinct. The curtain was sent back to 
Toronto and was returned still unsat­
isfactory. This caused the plaintiff's 
customers to cancel their advertising, 
which meant a big loss to him.

The defendants state that no com­
plaint was made by Mr. Nash when 
the curtain was delivered, and that it 
was not until they demanded pay­
ment that any complaint was regis- 
tered. They claim that the lettering 
was quite satisfactory, and counter- 
claim $358.47, alleged to be due from 
Mr. Nash.

Nash, and Ivey, Elliott & Gillanders 
for defendant.

W. R. Bowley of the Bowley Elec­
tric Company is suing J. E. Smallman 
for $556.24 for work done and ma­
terials supplied defendant in Decem­
ber.

Pointing out that Sidney Murrell 
had probably begun his life of crime 
by petting thieving, such as they 
were accused of. County Magistrate 
Hawkshaw, after a severe lecture, 
allowed Walter Jones and Sidney 
Karl, two youths of Delaware Town- 
ship, to go on suspended sentence, 
after Jones had pleaded guilty to six 
small thefts and Karl four. Costs in.

$22.48.

Jones, who is 18, and Karl, 21, 
worked together in stealing automo­
bile tires and accessories earlier in 
the month, and after their capture on 
the charge of stealing a spotlight, 
confessed to other thefts.

Jones was represented by J. G. Gil- 
landers, who made a strong plea for 
leniency. He stated that Jones had 
taken an automobile cushion and a 
tire from a car while alone, and that 
the other thefts of a tire, spotlight, 
parking light and side curtains were 
carried out by both boys. The lads 
had spent a week in jail already, 
and were both quite penitent. It was 
Jones' first offence, Mr. Gillanders 
pointed out, and that his time in jail 
had been a good lesson to him.

Father Is Dead.
Ed Flock, who followed Mr. Gillan- 

ders, in an appeal for Karl, said the 
boy’s father had died when he was 
but 3 years of age. He had enjoyed 
the confidence of his employers, and 
it would take him a long time to wear 
down his present reputation. Mr. 
Flock also asked for suspended sen­
tence.

Crown Attorney Albert M. Judd 
said he was loath to ask for a prison 
sentence for the boys. It was not the 
actual value of the stolen articles that 
was to be entirely considered but the 
annoyance caused to the owners.

There was no excuse for Jones, Mr. 
Judd declared. The boy came from 
a respectable family, his father be­
ing as fine a man as there was in 
Middlesex County.

"If your worship is inclined to sus­
pend sentence, I will gladly concur," 
said the crown attorney, "but I would 
like it understood that this case is 
not to establish a precedent."

Had Spending Money.
Magistrate Hawkshaw said that 

Jones had always been given spend­
ing money and enough to pay for 
auto tires.

"Probably Sid Murrell started out 
by petty thieving, and you know 
where he ended," said the court, ad­
dressing the two prisoners. "After 
listening to representations of coun­
sel. I am going to suspend sentence 
with costs in each case. You under­
stand that should you again appear 
in court you can be sentenced on the 
charges that you have now pleaded 
guilty to. I could commit you to 
prison for some time, and I hope that 
you will appreciate the leniency 
shown you and go straight in the 
future.”

William Talbot, 35 Beattie avenue, 
was sentenced by Magistrate Gray­
don in police court this morning to 
serve seven days in the common jail 
for driving his motor car while under 
the influence of liquor. His license 
will be suspended for such time as 
the minister of highways will direct.

Although Talbot pleaded not guilty 
to the charge, the evidence of four 
constables was to the effect that he 
was intoxicated when brought to the 
police station last night. He was 
arrested by Sergeant Middaugh and 
Constable Young shortly before 12 
o’clock on Dundas street, east of Col- 
borne street.

The two policemen claimed that 
Talbot, although not exceeding the 
speed limit, swerved his car from one 
side of the road to the other. They 
declared that he twice swerved his 
motor in front of a street car with 
such unexpectedness that the motor- 
man was forced on two occasions to 
plug the trolley. Sergeant Middaugh 
managed to stop the automobile after 
giving chase in a street car.

He stated that Talbot was stag­
gering when he got out of his auto, 
and that a black bottle, which had 
contained whiskey, was found in the 
car when it was searched at the 
police station.

Talbot declared that he had had 
one drink of liquor earlier in the 
evening, besides several drinks of 
local option beer. He maintained

regulations women deaconesses can 
preach in a church with the express 
permission of the bishop, but Canon 
Plumtree referred to this as the very 
point in question.

"I know of bishops." he declared, 
"who will not give this permission,” 
and the prolocutor, asked for a ruling 
on the action of the church in Eng­
land. said that the opinion of the 
bishops there was very divided, and 
that it was purely a matter of the 
personal inclinations of the various 
bishops.

Dean Tucker took his final fling at 
his opponents at the close of the de­
bate with, "Well, I'll withdraw my 
motion, then, but for the first time 
I have found out that we all have 
the freedom we need, and I’ll be able 
to act on it in future."

Several delegates asked him if he 
had allowed any women to speak in 
St. Paul’s cathedral, to which he 
said no. but that they had spoken 
in Cronyn hall, a consecrated build­
ing, and that he could see no dif­
ference.

Synod Must Decide.
When at the beginning of the even­

ing session Dean Tucker pleaded for 
the favor of the synod in recognizing 
the resolution as being one passed 
by the Lambeth conference, where 
250 bishops of the Church of England 
were met in session, he elicited no 
approval of that august body of 
churchmen, the general opinion being 
that the general synod of Canada had 
more to say about its affairs than 
any other body.

Rev. W. H. Snell asked, as he had 
done last week, for a ruling by the 
chair, and saw it reserved once more.

Dean Lwyd stated that personally 
he knew of no reason why a woman 
should not sit on the general synod, 
but that the assessors wanted to be 
very sure of their legal ground before 
making an official announcement on 
so grave a matter. He said he would 
allow the debate to continue because 
it was a question which would have 
to be debated some time during the 
session, and that now was as good as 
any other time. Rev. Dr. Blagrave 
urged that the discussion be proceed­
ed with, remarking that the assessors 
did not seem to know what decision 
to arrive at and were waiting for a 
lead from the house on the matter.

Religious Education.
The morning and afternoon sessions 

were devoted to hearing in full and 
adopting in part the triennial report 
of the general board of religious 
education. A number of resolutions 
dealing with education of the young 
people and with the matter of Sunday 
school publications were passed.

A request by the board for the ap­
pointment of a new field secretary in 
Eastern Canada, at a cost of $3,600 a 
year was defeated after a brisk de­
bate, and on the motion of Principal 
W. H. Vance of Vancouver, who prov­
ed an extremely active critic of the 
report.

Rev. Dr. Elson I. Rexford, chairman 
of the board, advocated a new distri­
bution of church funds so as to take 
better care of young people’s work. 
He said it was all too common for a 
parish to spend less than 7 cents a 
year on each Sunday school member.

Discuss Literature.
The matter of the appointment of 

an eastern secretary for the work of 
the A. Y. P. A. having been sent back 
to the executive committee for 
further consideration, in accordance 
with the motion of Principal Vance of 
Vancouver, the question of literature 
issued by the G. B. R. E. appeared 
in the lists of the debate.

Here it was subject to just as 
general a criticism as its fellow reso­
lution. Finally after two hours of 
discussion Archdeacon McElheran 
suggested that it was impossible for 
the synod to refuse recognition of the 
A. Y. P. A., as it had already recom­
mended it some years ago. However, 
in view of the severe criticism of the 
Sunday school lessons and pamphlets 
sent out by the board, it would be un­
wise to press for the resolution con­
gratulating the board on its literary 
messages.

On the motion of Archdeacon Snow­
den, seconded by Principal Vance, 
the resolution was sent back to the 
executive council for consideration.

Would Retrench.
Canon Heeney of Winnipeg during 

the debate stated that this was an 
unwise time to consider the spend­
ing of more money, a time, he said, 
when “only men attending the races 
are able to make both ends meet.”

The severest criticism of the efforts 
of the board in preparing Sunday 
school lessons, however, came 
from Rev. A. II. Sovereign of Van­
couver, who charged that they broke 
every rule of pedagogy, and that there 
was neither rhyme, reason nor con­
tinuity in the arrangements of the 
lessons for the year.

"All through the west he said there 
Is a general dissatisfaction with these 
lessons sent out by the board. The 
teachers in the Sunday school com­
plain and want to change to some 
other system of teaching. There 
should be. at least, chronological 
order in any work presented to be 
taught to children between the ages 
of 10 and 14. Pedagogy says we 
should argue from the concrete to 
the abstract. Here we reverse the 
procedure and go from the abstract 
to the concrete.”

Welcomes Criticism.
He was countered by Rev. D B 

Rogers, secretary of the editorial de­
partment of the board, who remarked 
effectively that when the new lessons, 
over which the board had spent some 
nine years in preparation and which 
were sent to every diocese in the 
Dominion, only two answers had been 
received. One from a bishop who 
said he would do what he could to 
put the books in use, and the other 
from a secretary who replied that he 
had no time to supervise the distri-

Use All Nationalities.
Another motion from the board 

asked for by Rev. Dr. I. Rexford, 
which was negatived by the synod, 
asked that "every effort be made to 
secure Canadian-born students for 
the ministry.” It evoked a universal 
disagreement and again Principal 
Vance was heard in the van of the 
opposing speakers.

“What the church wants today for 
her ministry,” he said, “is just men. 
We need men with physical strength, 
sound intellect and spiritual fervency. 
If they have that the country of their 
birth is immaterial. That the church 
is in need of men is undoubted. To 
make a recommendation of this kind 
is to make an invidious distinction. 
He was supported by a number of 
delegates and the clause was with­
drawn.

The same objection was success­
ful in having removed a resolution 
from the board requesting full time 
lectureships in religious education 
established.

“Perhaps in 50 years time.” he 
said, “when the theological colleges 
are centralized, when there is less 
competition, and when we have a 
larger staff, we may be able to justi­
fy a full time lectureship in this work. 
At the present time there is no 
actual need for it. What we do want 
though is more lecturers in religious 
education." The clause was amended 
to comply with this suggestion and 
was passed.

Fear Reaction.
Another clause that provoked very 

active criticism from the floor, and 
all the clauses and resolutions came 
In for something in this way. was one 
recommending "Indirect teaching of 
eligious education on the playgrounds 
of the schools.”

Dr. Rexford justified this by hold­
ing the belief that religion was as 
much a part of the playground as the 
classroom, but Principal Vance, once 
more in opposition, thought it savored 
of too great efficiency in teaching re- 
Iigion, and that there would be a reac­
tion on the part of the students that 
would defeat its purpose.

YOUNG BUSINESSMEN’S
FEES ADVANCED BY "Y"

“JIMMIE” BELL HAS CLOSE 
CALL IN SCORING GAME The fees of the young business­

men's department of the Y. M. C. A. 
have been increased. By action of 
the board of directors at their meet- 
ing on Sept. 17, the fees for the jun- 
lor businessmen's class were raised 
from $12 to $15. Fees for boys from 
12 to 14 years of age were raised 
from $4 to $5, and for boys from 15 
to 17 years of age, from $5 to $6. 
After taking account of these In­
creases the fees of the London as. 
sociation are still below the average 
The executive committee of the jun­
ior businessmen's class responded to 
the increased fee with the following 
resolution:

“We. as members of the junior 
businessmen’s class agree with the 
membership committee that it would 
be advisable for the board of direc­
tors to pass a resolution making the 
fee for members of the junior busi­
nessmen’s class $15 per year."

Chief of Police Robert Birrell places 
little credence in a report from Otta­
wa that London is believed to be he 
headquarters for international alien 
smugglers.

Although the United States federal 
authorities at Washington are re­
ported to be working on clues which 
have traced shipments of aliens from 
London and other points in Western 
Ontario.

The Ottawa report, which appeared 
in the morning papers, is the first 
news that has reached Chief Birrell 
that alien smugglers are using Lon- 
don as their headquarters, and he Is 
inclined to believe there is little truth 
in the statement.

"It’s either guns or churches you 
will have to put in the ‘Rockies’," he 
said, unless in the years to come 
you want to have the fertile prairie 
lands cultivated by Orientals, who 
are not Christians.”

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Grain Markets

WINNIPEG
Canadian Press Despatch.

Winnipeg, Sept. 29. — The wheat 
market was again showing pronounced 
strength today. October touching $1.50 
at the high point of the day. but later 
eased off and closed with a net gain 
of 3%c. November was 41c higher. 
December 3%c and May 41sc. An ex­
cellent class of buying by exporters, 
millers and “shorts” easily absorbed all 
offerings. Liverpool cables closed 11e 
to 112c higher, reflecting the strong 
situation abroad, while further news 
from Europe of crop damages owing 
to floods were received, and added 
further strength to an already firm 
position.

Arounhd mid-session there was some 
selling, and export buyers accumulated 
stocks on every dip. while some specu­
lative buying also made its appearance 
on the low spots. Weather conditions 
were reported as much improved 
throughout the west. permitting 
farmers to resume threshing opera­
tions. Near the close of the market 
export buying increased, as did also 
hedging operations.

A fair demand came out for future 
coarse grains, with a moderate trade 
worked in rye. At the close prices ad­
vanced 212c to 3c. Flax was firm on 
light offerings, and advanced from 12c 
to 2c.

Beyond a small demand from Cana­
dian millers, there was nothing much 
doing in cash wheat.

Cash coarse grains were in fairly 
good demand, with exporters taking all 
barley offerings. The lower grades of 
rye were also in good demand, while 
flax was extremely quiet.

New York, Sept. 29. — With the 

presidential campaign throughout the 
United States swinging into its last 
stages, leading candidates were busy 
today putting the finishing touches 
on their plans for intensive drives in 

various sections of the country.
John W. Davis, the Democratic 

candidate, began preparations here 
today for the last big offensive in his 
campaign to return to his party the 
control of the federal government. 
That offensive will cover three gen­
eral fields, the east, the middle west 
and several of the border states. It 
will be inaugurated next Wednesday 
in Maryland, and will end with a 
tally in New York City on the night 
of November 1.
