Col. Younghusband Tells Theﬁl

They had not annexed territory, and
had fully recognized the continued su-
zerainty of China. They had merely
sought to insure the observance of
the treaty of 1890, that trade relations
between India and Tibet should be es-
tablished, and that Tibet should not
depart from her traditional policy in
regard to other countries.

Russian Regiment He Commands

Times Man Says Little Was
Gained at Liao Yang.

iRussians Looted Stores and Homes
of the Wealthy Chinese When
About to Retreat.

London, Saturday,
Times correspondent who was lately
with Gen. Oku, has reached Pekin,
| whence he telegraphs interesting
i marks dealing with the situation after
the battle of Liao Yang. He says:

“Liao Yang, at sunrise on Sept. 4,
presented a dismal spectacle. The Rus-
sian settlement was burning. Heavy
smoke hung over the old town. The
scared Chinese were hiding, and Ja-
panese troops, more or less dead beat,
were bivouacking in the suburbs. Not
a shot was fired inside the barricade
that day, and not a Russian was left
except a few deserters hiding in Chi-
nese clothes. The Russian settlement
was in ruins. The damage to the town
itself was not so great fromshell fire,
thouzh the rear guard of the Tenth
Siberian Rifles, who had been station-
er at Ligo Yang, had sacked all the
European shops, and many houses of
wealthy Chinese, before the evacua-
tion. Over 50 Chinese were killed by
the Japanese shell fire.

“The spoils of war which fell into the
! hands of the Japanese were quite in-
significant when one considers the im-
nortance of Liao Yang as a Russian
possession. A certain amount, of
course, had been destroyved by fire in
the settlement, but the Japanese were
unable to secure any locomotives, of
which they were in the most urgent
need, and which would have been mora
valuable to them than even batteries of
artillery. A Japanese divisional com-
fm:lndux', who had advanced by thae
jrailway and secured the bridge over
the river, immediately pushed his tired
troops forward in an attempt to pur- ,
| sue the enemy, but the pursuit was
insignificant, since the Russian roar
guard guns were in position and spas-
modically shelled the Japanese and the
town.

Throughout the day sounds of fight-
ing could still be heard in the direc-
tion of Yentai, but it did not appear
that Gen. Kuroki’'s guins were nearer
to the 'Russian communications than
they had been when the struggle be-
fore Liao Yang began. Gen. Kuropat-
kin may therefore have been able to
retire with his main army upon Muk-
den.

The correspondent says he believes
{that an army corns from Europe had
just about. this time reached Mukden.
He is convinced that Gen. Nodzu's and
Gen. Oku’s forces alone lost 20,000 men.
He estimates that the Russians ov-
posed 60,000 men and 80 guns to Gens.
Neodzu’s and Oku’s 90,000 or 100,000 men
and 220 guns.

Criticising the operations, he says:
‘After what I have read of the excel-
ent tactics and strategy of the Ja-
anese, I must allow that what T saw
{in practice did not come up to my ex-
| pectations. It is my honest obninion

more indifferent to the pecuniary side
of it. What to charge for his skill
and advice is the hard part of his pro
fesgion, he told me. Asiyou are prob-
ably aware Dr. Lorenz specialist
in hin diseases and all deformities of
the limbs. Patients flock to him from
many countries, the maljiority of then
children, though he has effected some
remarkable cures in middle-aged peo
ple.

““His methods? The patient, on
first visit to Dr. Lorenz’'s institute,
suite of offices, is thoroughly examinec
by Dr. Lorenz himself, who takes coni-
ous notes, He is then sent to the
private sanitarium and operated upon
by Dr. Lorenz; then more or less en-
cased plaster as the case reaquires.

No detail, however small,
is left to his subordinates: he super-
vises everything, even the adjustment
of the appliances. As an illustration
of his kindly and sympathetic nature,
I may relate that no matter how busy
he he visits the children in his in-
stitute every day at noon and gives
each a package of candy.”

Why the packers want 160 to 200-
pound hogs is because that size makes
the standard sizes of Wiltshire cut
bacon, for which there always is a de-
mand in England. Exceptionally and
very ravely, during the year, and only
for a short period. lighter or heavier
bacon is wanted. It pays best for the
farmer to sell hogs around 180 pounds,
and it pays best for the packer to buy
them. Of course, it is easier to buy a
bunch of hogs at an average price, but
it does not pay the farmer to sell them
that way, and it is a very short-sight-
ed business to kill and ship a lot of
small and heavy sides to ¥ngland, as
it has an effect on the prices of the
real standard bacon.

The English customer wants
well-fed hogs, not too fat;
inches of fat on the back.

The laboring class buyvs the leanest
selection, and the more prosperous
people buy the fatter selection, cut
the fat off and only eat the lean meat,
which is more delicious from fat hogs
than from lean hogs: but, of course,
the laboring class cannot afford to do
that, and that is why special lean ba-
con is quoted higher than medium and|
fat, as there is no waste on the special|
lean. i

“MADE TO THE CITY COUNCIL

Aldermen Will Be Advised to
Prohibit Use of Fireworks
in Certain Places.

The recent panic in the Salvation Army
Citadel has resulted in an important

Graydon and Fire Chief Clark to the
city council, and it will come up at the
next meeting of that body, a week from
Monday night.

After edarefully considering the matter,
the engineer and chief have come to the
conclusion that, in the public safety, it
is necessary for the city council to pass
a bylaw prohibiting the setting off of
tireworks on the stages of public places,
and particularly in churches and all such
places as the Salvation Army Barracks.

It is pointed out that when church fes-
tivals are going on, the buildings are
invariably decorated with bunting, flags,
cedars, ete, and fireworks at such places
are always extremely dangerous, But
as rockets are the most dangerous of all;
the council will be asked to pass such a
bylaw as will absolutely prohibit the dis-
charge of rockets in places such as those
mentioned,

It is hardly likely the proposed new
law will be frarhed to. appiy to. the giv-
ing of performarces i the local theaters,
as when the regulations already imposed
by the city have been carried out, the
theaters will be practically safe. It may

| be, however, that the city will insist upon

a lireman being placed upon the stage at
each performance, so that in case a ﬁg‘p
should break out, a competent man will
be on hand to handle the hose. An idea

A Report Denied.

General Passenger Agent Moeller and
other Pere Marquette officials deny a
report that their road is running
a fast frei~ht train between De-
troit and Chicago, which is given
the right of way over passenger
trains, The story is that the Pere Mar-
quette people are so anxious to get Chi-
cago freicht business that they are
willing to sacrifice their passenger
Sservice to get it, their burpose being
te cut into Michizan Central traffic.

The Pere Marquette officers say that
ever since ther cut loose from the
Michigan Central last December and
eatered Chicago on their own tracks
they have been making a strong bid for
husiness from the Windy City, but not
in any way that would interfere with
their passenger service. During the last
two weeks a new train has been put
on, leaving Chicago early in the even-
ing and making the run to Detroit in
fourteen hours. The first section is for
general merchandise and the other for
meat. The Pere Marquette officials
sayv their side-tracks have been
strengthened in many places, and in
such stretches their road is as good
as if it;was double-tracked.

One of the evidences of strained re-
lations between the Michigan Central
and Pere Marquette is g suit in which
the Michigan Central claims $15,000
damagaes from the Lake Erie and
Detroit River Railway Company,
which is owned by the Pere Mar-
quette, Its tracks run from Walker-
ville io St. Thomas. The Michigan
Central clams that the L. E, and D. R.
R. contracted to give the Michigan
Central $55,000 worth of business an-
nually in carrying traffic from St.
Thomas to Buffalo.

Nerway Will Be Competitor.

Norway will soon be a competitor in
the iron markets of the entire world,
according to Jacques Lagercrantz,
manager of the recently opened north-
ern division of the Royal Swedish
State Railway. Mr. Lagercrantz is in
Duluth, where he will study the ore
trade and the methods employed in
producing and marketing.

He has been sent here by the Swed-
ish Government with a view of re-
commending the use of modern ma-
chinery in the mines of Norway and
modern methods of transporting the
ore. The railroad, which he manages,
is the most northerly in the world, run-
ning inside the Arctic circle, and was
built from Stockholm to Lapland,
through Ofoten, in Norway, dis-
tance of 1,000 miles.

| How Grain 1Is Treated to Overcome the

Effects of Smut and Rust.

Every grower of wheat has been con-
fronted with the problem of harvesting
his grain under favorable conditions,
as he is well aware of the fact that
upon the condition of his grain de-
pend his profits. Most of the various
kinds of grain mature in July, which
is generally a season of warm and
|dry weather, but if a rainy spell set.s
in during the harvest great damage is
done to the crop, and serious loss to the
grower is the result. Especially wheat
and oats, which have been cut and
shocked in the field, are liable to the
| ravages of smut and rust, owing'lo
'the amount of foliage these grains
'possess and the inability of the shock
| to shed the rain. In rainy weather the
'straw becomes fully saturated with
water, and in this condition a vege-
| table heat soon develops that readily
laffects the kernels of grain, which
undergo a chemical change through
the action of the atmosphere. The
kernels soon develop disease after bhe-
ing heated; the most fatal to which
'grains are subject is what is known
as “stinking smut.” If, however, the
grain is immediately threshed out he-
fore the disease has progressed too far
and then converted into flour, the loss
in value is not so great. The kernels
of grain that have remained in the
shock in the field during wet weather
also absorb a large percentage of
moisture and will swell to twice their
natural size. Under these conditions,
it is a dangerous operation to place
grain, which has'been recently thresh-
ed, in bins, as it will heat within a
few hours.

Millions of dollars are lost annually
by growers of this country through the
condition of the weather during harvest.
As a means of reducing this loss.
| there has been established at Port
Arthur, in Canada, a plant for treat-
ing grain that contains an excess.Of
moisture. Normal wheat contains
about 4 per cent water, while grain that
has been exposed to the weather be-
'fore being threshed out contains as
high as 20 per cent. To prevent the
further ravages of disease after it hus
been subjected to the weather, the
growers in the vicinity of Port Arthur
immediately rush their wheat to the
hospital as soon as it is threshed.
When the grain arrives in cars at the
‘ hospital for treatment, before it is un-
loaded a Dominion inspector takes «
sample and subsequently assigns it to
one of three classes, under wh_ich.
designation it must be sold according
to law. When the inspector releases
the car upon which he has placed the
rating as to quality, it is carried to
the elevator of the hospital for unload-
ing. This is accomplished by means
of buckets upon a continuous belt,

which conveys the grain into the oper-|

ating room.

If the disease is diagnosed as inv
'a common case of smut, it is.run inte
huge scouring and cleaning‘muchmes
After being submitted to this process.
it is weighed and stored, x'ead_y for
shipment. If. however, the grain suf-
fers from a malignant case of smqt
| (better known as stinking smut), }t is
| subjected to the washing mucbmes.
i which remove all signs of dirt, d\seas_n
{and weed seeds. If found to be' af-
| fected by an excess of moistur_e. it is
,then carried to the driers, which are
|large screened-bottomed Dbins. Bf.—
'neath these is circulated, by the aid
of fans, heated air which permeates
| through the bins of grain. After be-
{ing subjected to the drying process
from one to three hours—the time re-
quired being determined by the amount
of moisture contained—it is then run
through a series of brushes and fans
| After coming from the fans, the grain
‘looks as healthy and pretty as newly-
threshed wheat. The major part of
this hospital wheat is shipped to Great
Britain to be made into flour.

““MIRACLE PEARLS.”

Images of Buddha, Grown In Mussel Shells,
an Art In the City of Ningpo—Pagoda
Nine Centuries Old.

~In writing from’ Ningpe, China, Mrs,
Eliza R. Scidnore remarks:

“You may live in China all your life
and find' something new on the last
day,” said one of the veteran mission-
aries to me -at-Hangchow. “And on
our: last trip out into the country on
our village rounds we came upan
these,” producing a pair of shells on
whose inner, nacreous surface lay em-
bedded rows of “blister pearls” and
the famous “miracle pearls”—tiny im-
2ges of the Buddha in low relief.

These miracle pearls have been
known as products of Chinese skill and
ingenuity for centuries. Every museum
possesses one or more shells with the
pearly image embedded, and in the old
davs of the East India trade the New
England sea captains used to bring
them home from their cruises. They
got them, of course, at Canton, but
Canton no longer knows them, or shows
them for sale, and persistent question-
ing can get no clew as to the place
where miracles are made to order.
They used to be sold at the Buddhist
temples in Canton, and I had been
told that they were also brought by
the vpilgrims as souvenirs of their visit
to the sacred Isle of Pootco, in'the
Chusan Archipelago; but no one knew
where the ‘“‘pearl yards” were, where
the seat of the Chinese pearl culture
might be,

PEARLS MADE TO ORDER.

: “l saw these on the ledge of the wall
in one house, and when 1 asked about
them they told me to come and see,”
and without any eftort, prolonged in-
terest, question, or search, the gouod
missionary stumbled upon the whole
Lusiness of the miracle pearls.

Fearl rearing, it seems, was the chief
industry of that remote village in Chek-
iang Province, and had been its unique
specialty for ages. Iach generauon
had passed on the secrets of the art
and knew not when it began, who tirst
taught or evolved the processes by
which the fresh water mussel 1s induc-
ed 10 retain. mud pellets and small
metal objects which are slipped into
the shells and to diligently cover them
with nacreous substance

The foreign visitor who had chanced
upon the miracle-making vitlage was
taken to a piace where eight or ten
men sat around tables prying the mus-
sel shells open to admit of lictle pellets
or baked ciay and bits of flat metal,
impressed evidently trom a die, in
the shape of a seated Buddha,

The mud balls are slipped in and
the mussel does the rest, but the lictle
scraps of Buddhas must be placed
right slde up with care, as Chinese es-
thetic culture has never reached the
appreciation or evolution of an intaglio,

T'he mussels are put in ponds and
left there two or more years, and are
then ready tor opening and cutting the
“blisters” and Buddhas free irom the
shell surface, Whether the rmussels
were ted by the pearl cultivators, thel
visitor did not learn, nor just the ar-
rangement of rotation or alteration of
ponds for each season’s harvesting.

While the villagers carried on the
other usual indusirifes of rice and silk
cujture, the pearling remained the chief
source of wealth, some families 1ealiz-
ing as much as 300 silver dollars each
year from their pearl crop. The blis-
ter pearls go to jewelers and are work-

Sydney itself stands upon a basis of
coal, for that matter, and one mine is
sunk beneath the harbor, Other mines

' lie to the south, where the terrible Bulli

catastrophe took place two years ago.
But the center of the industry is un-
doubtedly Newcastle, 70 miles to the
north. 1t is reached by a delighttul
rail journey across the Hawkesbury

i to the Hunter River. The Hawkes-

bury, famous for its scenery, is cross-
ed by a bridge which young Australia
has been taught to regard as the great-
est feat of modern engineering, just as
the Sydney postoffice is regarded as
the greatest example of modern archi-
tecture. And although Newcastie is
distant 100 miles by rail, and is a city
of sixty or seventy thousand people,
it regards itself as little more than a
suburb of Sydney. To Sydney it looks
for its supplies, its newspapers and its
amusements. Nothing less than a hun-
dred thousand fellow citizens huddled
close around him Will make an Aus-
tralinn believe that he is not living

in the country. In this ‘‘countrified”
coal town, which is considerably big-

ger than Ottawa, there are 63 pits
working, employing 10,000 miners. Four
million tons of coal are mined every
yvear, and experts reckon that, at the
present rate, the visible supply will
last 500 vears. Its coal trade makes it,
of course, one of the most important
ports of Australia. The shipping there
is often greater in tonnage than the
shipping of Sydney itself. As a sample
of its trade, it may be mentioned that

across the Pacific.

i Newecastle itself is just such a city as

one might expect from these conditions.
Bt is as dirty as most coal centers are,
and seems to be peopled chiefly by
black-faced miners and hard-swearing
sailors. On the Saturday night after
the regular fortnightly pay day of the
mines, Newcastle is a Bedlam. In that
one night many a miner drinks and
gambles away all the money that he has
earned by the sweat of his brow in the
bowels of the earth during the past two
weeks, For gambling, which is the
national vice of Australians as a people,
is specially prominent among the mining
classes, Tradesmen there are always
grumbling that the immediate effect of

‘He does not think it
fair to his patiénts fo attempt more,
The mere physical labor is intensely
exhausting; the strain on his judg-
ment, or instinct, scarcely less.

For instinct undoubtedly has much
to do with hig extraordinary work,
though he does not like the word.
There ig in it perhaps a suggestion of
the occult, the mystic, a suspicion of
the hypnotist, of the faith-curer, Wil-
liam Rae confesses only to a certain
unusual aptitude for discovering what

Degree - The Unloaded Gun Too Fre-

‘0Oddly enough, nobody ever has been
lynched for practical joking. Only a
few times, comparatively; has the
S—— = 5 o .
practicatl -oxter been haled to the ‘bar
of iustice for his criminal ignorance.
There afe 'no plain records of convie-
tion on such counts. But in this age
of nervousness some of the methods of
the nracticai joker have become so set
and  hackneved that legistation ‘might
do worse than nut some of them into
the criminal eode.

A dangling skeleton operated
wires from the hidden position of
medical student at Glencoe the other
day threw a sister of the Joker into
convulsions and left her life despaired
of by nhysicians. But it was tremen-
dously funny while it lasted.

“UNLOADED” GUN.

With the wractical joker, whose ef-
forts work lastine harm to the inno-
cent, the unloaded@ gun is the chief
means to his hand. In most of these
cases it is deadly hecause of the simple
pouinting at the victim; in a few deserv-
ed instances the joker inmersonates
a robber or a burglar with a revolver,
and himself dies at the hands of the
startled one: Society, however, still
g0es on burying such degenerated
criminals with all the benefit of cler-
gY and in consecrated eround,

The man who rocks the boat ' never
does so unless it is. loaded. The world
has nut aside hundreds of acres of
burrinz grounds ‘to his tens of thou-
sands of victims, while it has gone on
with compulsory vaccination for the
prevention of a scourge that may never
menace the individual, Considering
‘the average shortness of the boating
season, this rocker of the boat is the
deadliest of the nractical jokers. He
has made widows and orphans in every
clime in civilization.

SEEING  “GHOSTS.”

'The ghost worker has dcne his full
share in the filling of madhouses and
sanitoria. Women are hig victims for
the most part, and at susceptible ages
ther have become wrecked in mind
past hope of cure. Impersonating
death by these practical jokers,
strangely enough, has been an effective
form of their own insane and morbid
dispositions. Just why anybody should
be frightened at the reality of a dead
nractical joker is not to be reasoned
out; why the counterfeit of death
should have such results depends upon
the nervous svstems of the victims.

The cryving of *booh” belongs to the
infantile mind of the infant and to the
infantile mind of the adult. In the one
it is an exnression of childish play-
fulness; in the other it is at once a
sign of mental atrophy and a dan-
gerous manifestation to a neurotic
vietim,

A dozen other unclassified fool's

This same fool, however,
apologists, if not champions.

WHITE-TAILED GNUS

OF OLD-TIME CIRCUS

Career of This Interesting Species of Animal
Now Almost Extinct.

If any one will take the trouble to
look over the files of the National In-
telligencer in the Library of Congress,
he will find (1827 or 1828) an advertise-
ment of the first circus that ever pitch-
ed its tents in Washington. In that ad-
vertisement he will notice that among
the special attractions which the man-
agement had to offer was a ‘‘gnu, or
horned horse.” In those days an ele-
phant or a lion was a great rarity in
this country, a fact plainly indicated
in the glowing advertisement of Wash-
ington’s first circus.

The white-tailed gnu, known to
people of South Africa as the
wilde-beeste and to American circus-
goers as the “horned horse,” is today
almost extinct. In all the sad history
of the extermination of the nobler ani-
mals, such as the American bison, the
Southern black wolf, the white rhin+
oceros, and the quagga, the career of
the white-tailed gnu is perhaps the
most romantic. In the old days of
zordon Cumming and Cornwallis Har-
ris the high veldt of South Africa lit-
erally swarmed with these' creatures.
They were curious animals, whom na-
turalists classed among the antelopes,
with head and horns reminding one of
those of a buffalo, a neck, mane, bar-
rel, flanks and tail strikingly like those
of a well-built pony, and long antelope
legs, In captivity they were danger-
ous animals, for one could never tell
what moment they would take a notion
to commit some wild and crazzy prank,
while in their native state their horns
were always broken and splintered
with constant sparring among them-
selves. As in the case of the American
bison, the Dutch farmers began Kkilling
them off for their skins, so that

Hag-
enbeck also had a few pairs of them.
Barnum had an ol!d male, and Sells
Brothers a pair.

| When the Boer war came on nothing
was heard of these South African gnus,
and some months ago a letter was writ-
ten to the London Field asking for in-
formation as to whether or not they
had been spared by the Boer and Brit-
ish armies, In the next issue of the
Field there appeared a letter from Capt.
C. R. Staveley, of Ivybridge, Devon-
shire, England, who commanded =
troop of cavalry in the war in South
Africa. In his letter Capt. Staveley
states that in June and July, 1902, he
spent several days on the farms of the
Brothers B., who had just returned
from the war under the new peace ar-
rangements, to rebuild their burned -
out homesteads. Despite the destruc
tion of the wire fence enclosing thes-
farms, none of the herds had left the
place, remaining on their old pastures
all during the war. Capt. Staveley
states that the British soldiery had not
molested the animals, but that a Boer
commando, coming into a near-by sta-
tion to surrender, had rounded up and
killed about twenty of them. Some few
had strayed, and one was found wand-
ering about on the veldt by an English
regiment, the members of which suc-
ceeded in capturing and taking it home
to England on their return. Capt.
Staveley states that he rode about over
the farm with the Brothers B.,
the animals grazing in herds of 25 or
30, and had quite a long talk about
them with their owners.—Washington
Post.
