PREFACE

It is now ten years wince the Rev. F. H. Marling and the present 
editor prepnred the scheme for the publication of the Canada Conor*- 
oational Ykai« Booi, wliîcli was ad opted by tlic Union and other 
Hocieties aHseinbling in Brantford in 1879. The first volume was 
edited by Mr. Marling, the six subséquent volumes by the Rev. John 
Wood, and for three years it has been under the present editorial 
management.

To meet the expenses of its publication it was agreed that the various 
societies which lmd previously published separate reports should 
cadi in future become responsible for the cost of their printing in the 
Ykah Hook, thereby enabling the publishers to furnish it to the 
churches at a price barely sufficient to moot the cost of the prelimi­
nary matter in the volume. This plan has boon adhered to and 
found to work satisfactorily.

Thu Ion volumes already issued furnish historical matter and pro­
vides a means for reference which our church members will do well to 
preserve. To facilitate a ready reference to former volumes, a 
decennial index has been added to this volume.

While manifest imperfections mark the present volume, it has 
been sought to mako improvements in each annual issue. In this 
connection the churches arc again under obligation to Win. Neisli, 
Esq., of Her Majesty's Customs, Kingston, for valuable assistance in 
passing the present volume through the press, and to James Smith, 
Esq., Toronto, for the handsome design fur the cover.

In addition to the reports of societies which have previously ap­
peared, we this year present those of the Ladies' Home Missionary 
Society of Nova Scotia and New Hrunswick, the Canada Foreign 
Missionary Society, and the Labrador Mission.

LETTERS ADDRESSED FROM OR TO PLACES IN CANADA AND THE UNITED STATE», DOt 
exceeding 4 ox. to weight. * conta, and three cents for every additional half ounce. Drop 
Letters, j ounce In weight, 1 cent oneb.

Newfoundland and Groat Britain, and all placée within the Postal Union, either by 
Canadian or Now York Mail Htoamore. not exceeding 4 os. In weight, 5 cento, and five 
cents for each additional half ounce. Postal Card*, 2 cents.

The above rates must In all cases be prepaid by postage stamps.
Keoistxhkd Letters, for places In Canada and Newfoundland, must be prepaid by 

stamp. In addition to the postage rate. 2 cents each. To the United Htatee ana to the 
United Kingdom, 6 cents each.

Monet Orders arc Issued ou every Money Order OfUco in Canada at a charge of 8 cents 
for sums not exceeding *1. 5 cents for >-10, 10 rente for *80, etc.; to Newfoundland, the 
United Kingdom, and tbe United States, 10 cents for sums not exceeding \<10, and 90 cents 
for *90, etc.

South and West Australia, and Tasmania via S.ui Francisco, Letters 7 cents per 4 os. 
Newspapers 4 cents. New South Walls, Victoria and Queensland, and New Zealand 
via Ban Francisco, Loiters 15 cents per 4 oz., Newspapers 4 cents per 9 or.

Ke-Liirected Letters.—Letters re directed to places in Canada and the United States 
without being taken out of the Post OOlcu, are not liable to any additional postage, but If 
taken from the Post-OlUcu and subsequently reposted, they must bo prepaid at least one 
full rate for Canada, and In full for the Uultvd States. In default of which they will be sent 
to tho Dead Letter OlUco.

Newspapers and Periodicals.—Transient Newspaper* within the Dominion, the 
United States, or Newfoundland, 1 cent per four ounces or fraction thereof. A bIdkIh 
paper weighing loss than ono ounce will bo forwarded for 4 cent Newspapers posted for 
city delivery must bo prepaid 4 cent.

The above summary shows not only a decrease in the total 
amount raised for all purposes of $7,832, but also a decrease 
in membership of 10.

Last year 67 churches reported additions to the number of 
479. This year 60 churches report additions to the number 
of 516, of whom 348 were on profession of faith, as against 
323 last year. But last year the losses amounted only to 315. 
This year they are 526. This is accounted for in great part 
by the fact that many churches have availed themselves of the 
opening of the new column, '‘Dropped in Revision," to re­
vise their rolls, 249 having been lost by this means alone. Of 
these 249 the greater part have no doubt moved to places 
where there aie no Congregational churches, and so have 
been lost.

I regret that only 7 churches have sent in lists of absentees, 
as I am persuaded that a central record of the present resi­
dences of such absentees would be of great value for mission­
ary purposes. The record at present in my possession, im­
perfect though it is, shows that we have absentee members 
in Winnipeg, Emerson, Rapid City, Portage la Prairie, Bran­
don and other places in Manitoba; also in Weston, Orillia, 
Seaforth, Paisley, Oshawa, and elsewhere in Ontario, besides 
various parts of the United States.

Four names were dropped from the statistical roll by order 
of the Union, namely, Keppel, North Derby, Acton and Ga- 
rafraxa North. Three have been added during the year, 
namely, Sheddon, Wingham and Riverside (Don Mount.)

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REV. JAMES HOWELL.
The Rev. James Howell was bom January 9th, 1810, in the 

Village of Talton, between Southampton and Ramsey, in the 
County of Hampshire, England. His father, the Rev. Charles 
Howell, exercised the pastoral office over two Congregational 
churches in those parts for a period of fifty years. Besides * 
attending to the duties arising out of this office, he taught a 
private school during the week, and here James received his 
early training. While listening to his father's monthly mis­
sionary appeals 6n behalf of Foreign Missions, he imbibed the 
desire to be himself a messenger of the good news to distant 
lands, and often before he was ten years old did he pray that 
God might make him a Christian, that he might give himself 
to this work.

He spent four years in the school for sons of Congregational 
ministers. The Rev. J. Simpson was at that time principal, 
and among his companions he mentions the Rev. John 
Spurgeon, father of the celebrated C. H. Spurgeon, of London. 
Before the expiration of his term of years here, his father 
judged it best for his spiritual interests that he should spend 
some time under his own immediate care before he was sent
out into the world to fight his own battles and encounter 
temptation.

Having had this benefit of parental oversight for a further 
season, he was duly apprenticed for a period of six years to the 
drapery business. His master and mistress were both godly 
persons and members of a Congregational church. While 
with them he was privileged to sit under the ministry of an 
earnest servant of Christ. Here his first work for God was 
commenced in the Sabbath school, visiting his scholars, dis­
tributing tracts and such like. About the same time; he, with 
a number of other young men, met on Sabbath afternoons for 
prayer and study of the Bible, and through these means he was 
led to decision for Christ, found the peace which passeth un­
derstanding, and sought and obtained admission to fellowship 
with the church at the age of seventeen/ From this period 
he began to work with great zeal and energy in the Lord's
vineyard, teaching and preaching in the surrounding villages 
and country.

Subsequently Mr. Howell resided in London, where he was
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a member of Hare Court Chapel, then meeting in Aide! jgate 
street, under the pastoral care of the Rev. W. S. Palmer. 
While in London he availed himself of every opportunity to 
improve his mind by reading, attending lectures and sermons, 
and by exercising his talents in a variety of ways.

While listening to an eloquent appeal to young men, by the 
returned missionary, Rev. Richard Knill, young Howell re­
solved that he would offer himself to the London Missionary 
Society. He did so the next day and was accepted, and after 
a course of training in the Missionary College, he was solemnly 
ordained to the work of an evangelist in Jamaica, 1845, in his 
father's church, his father giving the charge from the words 
“ What saith the scriptures." In company with his wife he 
sailed for Jamaica, Here he laboured four and a half years, 
buried a beloved daughter, experienced much kindness and 
endured some hardships. Acting on medical advice he was 
obliged to leave the Island and return to England.

He shortly received an appointment from the Home Mis­
sionary Society to a new station in Brill in the County of 
Bucks. He did good service in this place, organizing a church, 
building a chapel, opening schools, and for fourteen years 
abounding in every good word and work. His removal was 
deeply regretted ; his friends showed their appreciation of his 
labours among them in many ways* and by presenting him 
with a well filled purse of gold. He sailed with his family for 
New York, December, 1854, where, after preaching in several 
places he accepted a call as stated supply in Sharen, Michigan, 
These were the days when the great question of slavery 
agitating the churches of the U. S., and our brother’s fe 
advocacy of the cause of freedom rendered a prolonged stay in 
that country undesirable. At the end of his second year he 
brought his labours to a close and determined to place himself 
once more under the British flag, where men of every color 
are alike, free. But before he left this scene of conflict, he was 
called to pass through one of the greatest trials of his life. 
After a very painful illness the heroic wife of his youth, his 
faithful companion by land and sea, who had shared his toils 

, missionary and a pastor for twenty-one years, a devoted 
istian lady, was removed from him by tne providence of 

God. At her death she left him with three sons.
Mr. Howell put himself in communication with Rev. Dr. 

Wilkes, who arranged that he should supply the Congrega­
tional church at Guelph for a few Sundays. His visit resulted 
in an invitation to labour among them. Here he had ,to re­
organize the church and Sunday school, and gather back many 
families who had been previously scattered. He married Miss

was 
earless

as a
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M. A. Dougal, who has been his faithful companion and help­
meet till his earthly work and toil was completed, and by whom 
he leaves seven children, besides two sons still living, by his 
former marriage.

Our brother was successively pastor of the Congregational 
church in Liverpool, Nova Scotia; St.John’s, Newfoundland; 
Granby, Que., and lastly in Cold Springs, Ont., where he 
built a new church and opened it free of debt.

Mr. Howell spent the closing years of his life in connection 
with the Indian Missionary Society as secretary. In this 
work he made many long journeys—travelled Irom house to 
house collecting, addressing public meetings, pleading for the 
red man of the forest. Some will remember how delighted he 
appeared as he introduced our Indian brother, Rev. W. Walk* 
er, to the Union in Toronto in 1881. While he was able he 
wrote and travelled and pleaded for this Society, thus closing 
his labors as he commenced—a missionary. What he did 
he did for the Master, not officially or as an hireling, but with 
a ready mind, a deep sincerity.

He was a good man, never forgetting the great end of hie 
high calling. He was uncompromising in hie seal for consis­
tency on the part of professors of religion ; immovable in hie 
attachment to Congregationalism ; an ardent advocate of total 
abstinence ; scrupulously neat in his person ; methodical and 
orderly in his habits and business, and most consistent in 
private life. His death took place in Toronto, whither he 
removed one month previously, on the 5th November, 1881, 
in the gist year of his age. His end was peace, and his 
remains were interred in Mount Pleasant Cemetery, where he 
awaits the "Resurrection of the Just.” •

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THE JUNE GATHERING, 1882.

What the month of May is in England, June is with us. 
“The earth, in its revolution round the sun,” writes N. P. 
Willis, “dips once a year into the climate of Heaven ; and 
the intersection takes place in June !“ And the thought that 
gave rise to the conceit has been present with many of us, that 
it is indeed the sweetest month of all the year. And in June 
we have our annual convocation ; this year in

BRANTFORD,

a little city of ten thousand people, thirty or forty miles from 
Lake Erie, on the pleasant waters of the river Ouse. And, 
by the way, Lord Dorchester, the old lighting Governor- 
General, might as well have saved himself the trouble of nam­
ing the stream, for the old name, which seems to have been 
drawn blindfold out of some urn. sticks to it yet—the “Grand 
River.” The people of Brantford are aware of the fact that 
their city is one of the very prettiest places in the Dominion, 
and stand up for its reputation accordingly. And not only is 
the little city itself beautiful, but the country around. It was 
originally “oak-plains a few large trees, and many small 
bushes on each acre, with thin wiry grass, mixed with a spe­
cies of small, low willow and the whortleberry, and in the 
lower spots much of the native poplar, or aspen. The soil is 
sandy, and, once the oak bushes “grubbed” out and the 
sod turned over, exceedingly easy of after-cultivation. The 
country, all cleared up for forty -‘or fifty years, presents, with 
the single exception of the board or rail fences, instead of the 
hedges, a vivid reminder of many parts of England.

THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH,

on the pleasant tree-planted Court House Square, is a com­
fortable brick building, with an exceedingly tapering spire. 
Inside some recent “frescoing” has a cheerful and beautiful 
effect. Here we met our brethren once more, and each one, 
unconscious of the same effect in himself, thought the breth­
ren were “all growing older /” It was quite true, only there is 
no exception to the rule. Wednesday evening—the Wednes­
day after the first Sabbath in June—so arranged that the 
ministers may all |>e at home op the monthly Communion
Sabbath, a
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SERMON

is first in order, giving us a good set-off, with some well- 
weighed words on an appropriate theme ; this year by our 
brother, the Rev. John Burton, of Toronto ; terse, epigram- 
matical ; wanting a little in declamation, but which reads well 
afterwards.

After the sermon the Union organized. Minute-Secreta- 
iies and a Reporter and some necessary Standing Commit­
tees are appointed. Things get into a routine ; and the Mi­
nute-Secretaries are sure to be one of the younger ministers 
and a student. It takes close attention and gives a good deal 
of work, but the experience is very helpful, and as a second turn 
of service will not probably arrive in an ordinary lifetime, it is 
scarcely considered either very wise or in good taste to refuse 
it. Then those who were not “billetted ' made their way 
forward, where Mr. George Adams, the hard-working Secre­
tary of the Local Committee, who knew everybody who kept 
a “prophet’s chamber,” soon filled up a card, which proved to 
be tlie open sesame to comfortable quarters and Christian kind­
ness. indeed, if the unanimous (even if conflicting) testimony 
of the brethren is to be believed, Mr. Adams and his Com­
mittee

HAD THE RARE FELICITY

of assigning each particular brother to the very best house 
and the most agreeable people in the city. Blessed be the 
egotism that receives a welcome for the Master’s sake, as the * 
freest ever given ! Meanwhile a general hand-shaking is going 
on in the aisles and spaces, and many a face and heart is eased 
of some of its care thus to meet once more around another 
milestone on the road to Heaven.

From nine to ten in the morning was devotion and remark, 
a precedent now well established, and which, we trust, will 
never be laid aside. It is such a prayer-meeting as many a 
country pastor never sees and mingles in hut here; and it is a 
relief to brethren to have a sympathetic audience for their 
griefs and encouragements—and to find

THE SPIRIT WONDROUSLY PRESENT,
though speaking through human voices. At ten every day 
is the call to order, when the Chairman assumes control. The 
first two mornings a good deal of time was consumed over the 
formation and correction of the Sessional Roll, a thing that 
must be done, though it may take time. The forenoons, by 
unwritten usage, have now become the exclusive property of 
“The Union,” the other “Societies” being allowed all the af-

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temoons. At first there were but two such meetings—the 
“Missionary Society” and the “Theological Institute,” after­
wards called the “College.” Now the Societies are multi­
plied, and we have also the Provident Fund, the Indian Mis­
sion, the Foreign Missionary Society, the Labrador Mission, 
the Publishing Company, the Church-Building Society, and 
the Manitoba Committee. Over and above what the minutes 
of these various Societies reveal we can but glance at them as 
we pass.

By a departure from former usage a layman was chosen last 
year as

CHAIRMAN

for the year 1882, Mr. George Hague, banker, of Montreal. 
It was rather discouraging for the “new departure” that the 
Chairman could only be present for a day and a half of the 
session. The annual address from the chair was given, in 
consequence, on the second instead of the first day. It was 
refreshing, suggestive, weighty and well written. The feeling 
was expressed in many ways that it was good to know how 
organized religion was looked upon from the counting-room 
and the money-mart. The Rev. Charles Duff, M.A., of Speed- 
side, near Guelph, the Chairman-elect for 1883, was asked to
Î>reside during the partial absence of Mr. Hague. There were 
ewer than on former occasions of

HONORARY MEMBERS, r

Brethren who drop in as visitors, and are recognized and ac­
corded the privilege of speech. And, by the way, such intro­
ductions and invitations are now invariably made only at the 
instance of the Membership Committee ; and there were no 
deputations from other ecclesiastical bodies. For several 
years the Union has discouraged so much of “deputations” 
from itself, as the matter began to be over-done, and prob­
ably other bodies have done the same. Such deputations are, 
however, never omitted where other ecclesiastical bodies are 
sitting at the same time and place. Several new members 
were admitted, and in the case of one a new precedent was 
established. The Rev. John Morton, of Hamilton, presented 
testimonials and letter of dismission from the “Evangelical 
Union,” of Scotland, and the question came up in the com­
mittee-room: “Is the E. U. to be considered, under our stand­
ing rules, as a

KINDRED CONGREGATIONAL ORGANIZATION ?”

The Membership Committee decided so to report, and the re­
port, recommending Mr. Morton’s immediate reception, was,



after these explanations were given, adopted without debate. 
The application of the Bond Street Church, Toronto, for re- 
admirsion into the Union, about which much anxiety had been 
felt, came up in due course. It may he truly said that all the 
members of the Union, though they were conscious of a di­
vergence of opinion, and were hopeless of an immediate agree­
ment of sentiment on the question, yet were equally anxious 
to avoid all acrimonious debate, and to have the matter decided 
by a simple vote. A little preliminary sparring the afternoon 
before intensified this feeling, and when Mr. Burton and Dr. 
Wild had been heard on either side, on the day of the vote, 
cries of “question” from all parts of the house testified to the 
opinion that no amount of speaking would change the vote, 
and that the sooner it was over the better. Though the “yeas 
and nays” were called for, the time necessary to call and check 
the roll was not insisted on, and a compromise was accepted, 
to have the members stand and be counted as they voted. 
Under the “yeas and nays” a perfectly full vote would have 
been had; as it was a few members abstained from voting. 
The numbers were, 44 for reception ; 9 against. The wisdom 
of avoiding a sharp debate, over a question which no debate 
could settle, was felt in the evening, as the principal parties 
on either side met in friendly intercourse at a social meeting.

AND THAT SOCIAL MEETING

is not to be overlooked in our review. Mr. James Wilkes, 
Senior Deacon of the Brantford church, and brother of Rev. 
Dr. Wilkes, of Montreal, invited the members and delegates, 
“and their hosts and hostesses," (so the invitation ran,) to a 
Reception at his house on Friday evening. There was much 
of introduction, talk and hand-shaking, a little music and 
speech-making, ice-cream and cakes, an Ojibway version of 
“Hold the Fort," and a little speech of Chief Med-way-osh, 
translated by William Walker; and then the “good-byes" to 
host and hostess, and good Dr. Wilkes, their guest.

An application for fellowship in the Union from the church 
in Winnipeg brought up an important question. The Union 
is now sufficiently extended in its geographical limits, and the 
day will no doubt soon arrive when the North-West will have 
a “Congregational Union " of its own. And so, while culti­
vating every kind of brotherliness with the brethren at Winni­
peg, it was not thought advisable to alter the constitution of 
the Union to include the North-West.* In former years, the
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• The writer le mistaken here, ae the Church In question1 was 
alteration of the constitution.

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unwritten usage was to have the Union every third year at 
Montreal ; and the other two years in Upper Canada. Later, 
the usage was understood to he, every second year in Montreal 
or Toronto, alternately; with the intervening year in other 
places in Ontario. This usage was departed from four years 
ago, when the Union was held in London,—and the Union 
has not quite got back to its proper routine. So an invitation 
to go to London next year was accepted. Montreal will come 
the year after.

One thing was very noticeable. There was no member of 
the Union, of whom it could be said, " He desired to speak, so 
as to bring himself into notice." While there was a good deal 
of deliberative ability shown—and some members very notice­
ably arc annually developing more and more that valuable 
faculty—there were no " speeches" : there >j[as no time for it, 
nor did there arise proper occasion. One thing was to be 
regretted. Three members had at the last year's request of 
the Union,

PREPARED ESSAYS

to read before the Assembly, and only one was called for— 
that of the Rev. B. W. Day. It seems a great pity that 
brethren should write papers by request, on some of the living 
issues of the age, and the Union fail in receiving the benefit of 
their reading, and of a profitable discussion of the topic. The 
only solution is, either (i) an extension of the time for the 
meetings of the Union—taking in perhaps Tuesday and Tues­
day evening ; or (2) meeting some part of the time in •• sec­
tions"—and the Union thus being anle to claim, say an hour, 
at the beginning of every afternoon session, For the same 
reason—want of time—a very important subject, to which the 
attention of the Union was invited, received the very slightest 
notice, that of

THE BIBLE IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

The indictment against our Public School system, that it 
M teaches everything but Religion," is well worthy of being in­
vestigated : that with respect to our Public Schools, as with our 
individual selves, there may be a constant reaching forward 
toward perfection 1 The Union also re-affirmed its adhesion 
to the system of Ecclesiastical “ Councils," as laid down in 
some recommendatory resolutions passed in 1876.

The statistics were presented on Saturday forenoon for Rev. 
W. H. Warriner, in his absence. Whether collected by the 
Union Secretary, or by a Secretary of Statistics alone, it seems 
impossible to get them quite full and correct. Correct they 
may be in each individual case ; but always
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from a number of churches, they become incorrect as to the 
whole. This year, unlv bo churches reported out of 90. A 
small increase in membership was reported, but a decrease in 
the total amount of money raised. The fact is many of the 
churches are beginning to realize that it is neither pleasant nor 
honorable to be in debt, and have been paying off their debts 
these few years past ; and the ** decreasethis year merely 
signifies that these debts are now mostly paid off.

As at former times, the Sabbath was a busy day for many 
of the brethren. All the towns within easy distance, and some 
which were not, had representatives of the Union engaged in 
preaching. The Sabbath morning preacher for the place of 
meeting—an appointment of the Union—was this year the 
Rev. H. D. Hunter, of London.

THEN A SUNDAY SCHOOL GATHERING,

addressed by three or four brethren, among others by the only 
native Indian member of the Union, the Rev. William Walker, 
of French Bay. In the evening an out-door meeting, at which 
some of the members assisted, and a united Communion Ser- 
vice in the church.

The afternoon meetings were full of interest, though not so 
well attended by the townspeople as the forenoon meetings. 
The time-honored

took the lead. But little change was made in the committees. 
An Executive Committee, representative of the larger com­
mittee, was appointed for more concerted action through the 
year. The officers were re-elected. For the first time, the 
names of the churches receiving giants, and the amount of 
each grant, appear in the report : a mark of confidence in the 
subscribers (and a matter of much interest to them), which 
might with advantage have been done before. The appoint­
ment of a Missionary Superintendent was proposed by the 
committee, and favorably entertained by the meeting. Fol­
lowing this came the

INDIAN MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

The Rev. James Howell, the late secretary, had “gone home." 
Miss Baylis was at her post for the twelfth summer. William 
Walker was present to speak for himself and his 64 converted 
Ojibways in church fellowship at French Bay. Eli Richards 
was among his countrymen at Serpent’s River, gradually lead­
ing them to Christianity and civilization. Rev. John Nicol, 
with his famiiy, was at Mississagua River, preaching many

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times a week by his voice, and ail the week long by his cheer­
ful industry'—a thing at first always so incomprehensible to the 
Indians. " We can’t tell how it is," said William Walker, at 
the reception at Mr. Wilkes', "that you white men get so 
ahead of us! Indians have great love and respect for their 
chiefs; and every white man is to us a chief. XVecan’t under­
stand how you get so much ahead of us !"

Then, tlie ncwly-laimched Foreign Missionary Society, of 
which the Rev. Thomas Hall, of Kingston, is the heart and 
soul. Some of Mr. Hall’s suggestions were good. The mo­
ney now sent to various Societies might be sent through their 
Treasurer at Kingston, and would be faithfully applied as di­
rected ; and no doubt the time will come when it would be 
left in the hands of the Canadian Society, to use in their own 
foreign work ; and to send out a man to China or Japan would 
do more good to the Canadian churches themselves than any 
other one thing that could be done at home. The College had 
a report of unusual interest. At last a

COLLEGE BUILDING

seemed assured, over $16,000 being pledged for it. The lay­
ing of the corner-stone may be heard of any day. The resig­
nation of Principal Wilkes was to take effect the next day, 
and correspondence had been had with the Colonial Mission­
ary Society with reference to a new Principal, who should be 
on the ground by September, for the opening of the classes. 
Nine students had been in attendance «luring the session just 
closed.

The "Provident Fund" also held its annual meeting. Noth- 
ingcould exceed the economy and care with which this Society 
has been managed. One of the investments—in a certain 
" Building Society"—has turned out bad, a legacy of the 
"hard times just passed." In consequence the " Ministers 
Retiring Fund" has not yet been available for use. Another 
widow has been added during the year to the number of an­
nuitants participating in the benefits of the " Widows’ and 
Orphan’s Fund." It is a source of grief, and somewhat of sur­
prise, that so many of the churches pass by this most benefi­
cent and necessary Charity in the disposition of their bene­
volence. It well deserves better treatment.

THE LABRADOR MISSION

had also a hearing. Begun originally as an undenominational 
Mission to the mixed and casual population of that coast, it 
has of late years entirely fallen into the hands of a Ladies’ 
Committee in Montreal, of whom Mrs. Dr. Wilkes, 249 Moun­
tain Street, is Treasurer. A student laboured there last sum-
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mer, and two ladies braved the inhospitable winter. Both 
were now coming home, and it was most desirable that a 
missionary should be despatched at once. A few hundred 
dollars a year was all that was required to carry on this most 
promising work, but even that was hard to get hold of.

The “Manitoba Committee,M a sort of informal Missionary 
Society for the North-West, had also the floor for a short 
time. The Rev. I. B. Silcox, pastor at Winnipeg, reported 
that the church there was ready to build, and had $30,000 
on hand for the purpose. The Rev. W. Ewing had settled at 
the international quadrapolis on the Red River, his particular 
location being at Pembina, on the Minnesota side. The Rev. 
John Brown was on the ground, and had organized a church, 
and the Rev. Robert Brown was on the wing westward. More 
brethren were wanted.

THE PUBLISHING COMPANY

also held its annual meeting. The Independent had returned 
to its former shape, as a monthly magazine in covers. 
Trouble was experienced from so many arrears due and 
not paid by subscribers. A number of contributions tor 
the immediate relief of the magazine were obtained, it being 
understood that these should be considered “shares” in the 
stock of the company. It was hoped that every pastor, or 
some one obtained by him, would act as “agent” in every lo­
cality, to obtain readers and collect the subscriptions.

THE CHURCH BUILDING SOCIETY

was advancing toward the practical end contemplated. It 
needs a few good legacies, or what is better, a few good round 
sums from parties who, it is hoped, may live many years to 
see the benefits of their gifts, to set it in working order. Once 
established with a fair capital it will be self-sustained and 
self-sustaining.

Some of the old faces are seen here no more: Lillie, Climie, 
Sherrill, Parker, Denny, Howell, and others. Some of the 
veterans were absent this year: Duff, Robinson, Fenwick, 
Unsworth. Others we rejoiced to see once more, noticeably 
two—Dr. Wilkes, no more the strong-browed active man of 
the past, but painfully moving inch by inch on crutches, yet 
full of work, strong-voiced, cheerful and hopeful—and Rev. 
Anthony McGill, M.A., who had begun almost to drop out of 
the memory of the younger members, yet, encouraged by the 
shortness of the thirty-mile trip from his home in £arton, 
turned up once more, and wonderfully hale, greatly to the 
delight of all the eider brethren.

We have not room to say more of the two evening meetings
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MAY MEETINGS IN ENGLAND.

—Thursday and Monday—than just to remark that they were 
pleasant ; with nothing special in the character of the speak­
ing, nor in the subjects chosen. It was suggested to the Mis­
sionary Societies and the Union, under whose auspices these 
two meetings were held—and will probably be held in future 
—to have two or three speakers notified and secured for each 
meeting at least a month beforehand, so that they may be 
thoroughly prepared.

THE CONGREGATIONAL MAY MEETINGS
IN ENGLAND.

HY REV. THOMAS HALL

Wherever else Congregationalism is weak or unaggressive it is 
not so in Great Britain ; there it is powerful in members, in 
wealth, in intelligence, in practical piety, and in political 
action. With a history extending over three centuries, and a 
roll of illustrious martyrs, of great preachers, of renowned 
authors, and a record of work done in the cause of God and 
humanity second to no other denomination of Christians, it 
would be strange if this missionary era did not witness unusual 
activity among the descendants of the English Puritans. The 
struggles and sufferings of centuries past is at last rewarded 
with the priceless boon of M liberty to worship God the re­
moval of almost all disabilities oil account of dissent from an 
Established Church ; full access to the national institutions of 
learning; permission to bury their dead in the parish ceme­
tery ; and the near prospect of religious equality in the dis­
establishment and disendowmeiit of the National Church.

The business meeting of the Union was held on Monday 
evening, May 8th, in

MEMORIAL HALL,

London, a building erected on the site of Old Fleet Street 
prison, where so many godly ancestors pined and died for their 
loyalty to Christ and Congregationalism, This nolle building 
was commenced in 1862 to commemorate the ejectment of two 
thousand ministers from the Church of England in 1662 for 
nonconformity. Over one thousand ministers and delegates 
were present at the recent meeting.

The chairman for the year is the Rev. J. A. Macfadyen, 
D.D., of Manchester, long and widely known as an able and 
successful pastor, an efficient administrator, and an untiring 
worker for the churches generally. The first meeting was
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occupied with the election of a chairman for the ensuing year, 
which resulted in the selection of Rev. Dr. Fairbairn, Princi­
pal of Airdale Independent College ; resolutions of sympathy 
with the family of the late Lord Cavendish and the Govern- * 
mcnt ; end the annual report, by that prince of secretaries, 
the Rev* Dr. Hannay.

The chairman’s address was the event of the following day, 
and so marked was the effect produced by the rhetoric of the 
speaker, that the remainder of Tuesday’s proceedings was 
comparatively flat.

THE IDEAL OF THE CHRISTIAN CHURCH

was the chairman’s topic, but strictly speaking it was the ideal 
of Congregationalism, and was addressed to members of the 
Union rather than to the public at large. It is full of striking 
passages, some historic, some didactic. He gave graphic 
descriptions of Hilderband, Luther, Calvin and the Pilgrim 
Fathers ; it is stimulating and rousing throughout.

THE JUBILEE FUND.

The Rev. Dr. Hannay presented a statement on behalf of ' 
the Jubilee Fund, which is being raised to celebrate the fiftieth 
year of the Congregational Union. One hundred and sixty 
thousand dollars are already promised, in sums ranging from 
one hundred thousand dollars down to five cents. It is confi­
dently expected that over a million dollars will be collected 
for this fund before the close of the year. This large sum is 
to be devoted to the extinction of chapel debts, the augmen­
tation of ministers’ salaries, and the furtherance of other de­
nominational interests.

THE CHURCH AID AND HOME MISSIONARY SOCIETY

reported an income of $211,794 during the year; 658 rural 
churches, with which arc associated 100,000 persons, were 
assisted, besides conducting 173 mission stations. In this 
home mission work the society spent $200,000 last year. .

The Colonial Missionary Society held its meeting in Clapton 
Park Congregational church, May 1 ith. There was a large at­
tendance. Considerable space is given in the report to the Con­
gregational College at Montreal, and the arrangements neces­
sary by the prospective retirement of Rev. Dr. Wilkes as 
Principal. The report also largely refers to Australia, where 
evidently Congregationalism has to contend with difficulties 
similar to those in Canada, and seems far from being what it 
ought to be, after all the preference given to it by the society. 
Cape Colony and Newfoundland are also adverted to. There 
were good speeches made on the occasion, but as usual the

*
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burden of the prophets was about Australia. “ Distance 
lends enchantment to the view.” The synopsis does not give 
the receipts of the year, but one thing is certain, the Colonial 
Missionary Society does not receive the support of the 
churches in the Mother Country to which it is entitled.

THE LONDON MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

The annual meeting was held on nth May in Exeter Hall. 
The report refers to the fact that the work the society has 
been engaged in since 1797, is of such a nature that it is often 
not easy to mark, by statistics, the changes which have taken 
place in so short a period as a year. Evidently great and 
good work is being done in many lands. Triumph can be 
chronicled as the result of sacrifice and earnest service on the 
part of those who have toiled in the mission field. A few days 
before the annual meeting, the society sent out a larger 
number of missionaries than it has ever done at one time. 
Twenty missionaries for Madagascar and Central Africa is a 
large contingent sent to the battle-field. Fourteen of the 
twenty have Central Africa for their destination. Among the 
speakers was Captain Turpie, the veteran commander of the 
missionary ship John Williams, the third ship bearing that 
name; Rev. J. Fierce, Madagascar ; Rev. S. Hepditch, Rev. 
C. Symes, and Mr. Bompas, (,).C. The outlook for the so­
ciety is most hopeful. Grand possibilities are before it, and 
right loyally is it determined to fulfil the heaven-imposed 
task. The total income of the society for the year is $562,435.

One other society closely identified with the Congrega­
tional Union of England and Wales claims a passing notice, 
namely,

THE CONliREC.ATIONAL TOTAL ABSTINENCE SOCIETY,

which was organized eight years ago, and its progress has 
been very satisfactory, with slender means, only $750 last year, 
and no paid agents employed. It was stated that 1,600 out 
of 2,575 Congregational ministers in England were members, 
and 323 out of 385 students are also enrolled as pledged tee­
totallers. Much stress was laid upon the fact that the work­
ing population are becoming alive to the evils of the drinking 
habits of society.

Space forbids us giving any account of other important dis­
cussions at the meetings of the Union, such as the subject of 
attendance at Public Worship, Sabbath School work, the 
State of Ireland, and many other vital questions. All these 
were taken up and dealt with in a practical and earnest way.
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THE SCOPE AND FRUIT OF THE CHRISTIAN
MINISTRY.

SOME PRACTICAL THOUGHTS ON THIS AND OTHER TOPICS.*

Fathers and Brethren :

When, a year ago, the great honor was done to a layman among 
yon of electing him chairman of this honorable body, there muet have 
been a purpoHo in so unusual a departure from ordinary precedent. 
It is probably not an uuwise interpretation of that purpose to suppose 
that it waa desired to have the views of a man of business and affair* 
upon questions that are generally nppcrmoHt amongst ns. Your 
chairman take* this view of the position, and he will be pardoned for 
expressing *orae opinions from another standpoint than that which 
is common 012 such occasion* as the present ; premising, however, 
that he does not assume to speak for the laity of the churches gener­
ally but for himself alone.

In a meeting of the pastors and representatives of Congregational 
churches one of the first questions which would occur to an onlooker 
is this : *• For what purpose have these people met ?” Their meeting 
does not appear to be a necessity. They repudiate the idea of any 
central body sending out •• decrees for the churches to keep." And, 
equally, their system is not of that essentially missionary character 
which results in a central body annually sending out men.

But much may be done even where authority is not claimed, or the 
missionary fv notion exercised. The modern Congress of the Cliurch 
of England that has increased to such an influence in extending and 
developing iior system, has not a particle of legislative authority. It* 
member* confer, they exchange ideas, they debate. And the clash of 
arms (participated in far move by laymen than is oustomary amongst 
ns) is at times sharp and loud. The debates are read with eagerness, 
and their influence is wide spread. Legislation, however, ie left to 
Convocation. But while Convocation has the name of power, the 
reality is with Congress.

• The Ohalrmen'i Address So the Congregation*! Union of Ontario end Quebec,
In Brantford, Ouk, June 7—11 Publiebedby request oi the Union.
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Now with us, the cliurchca, emerging from their condition of iso- 
Ifttod units, have passed into tlie condition of a federated body. And a 
primary object of their annual meeting is to exchange ideas, compare 
notes, and debate topics of common interest, without making the 
«lightest pretence to legislative authority.

Proceeding then on this line of thought, it may be remarked that 
as churches and pastors we have had weighty matters on hand during 
the year. Have we fulfilled our functions ? What results can we 
report to cheer one another withal ? We have all more or less come 
in contact with brethren of other churches, and with the world at 
large. What have we learned by it ? We may have come into con- 
tact with brethren in larger spheres, and seen the working of our 
system on a wider scale. Has it stimulated us, or taken the conceit 
out of us ? We may have met with men who have been out in the 
great harvest field of missions, amongst the teeming populations of 
the East, where each laborer, instead of a few hundreds of Christians 
—nominal or real—has a million or two of idolaters around him. 
Has that done us any good 1

Gatherings like this, even more in the old land than here, are given, 
at times, to mutual admiration. And the chairman’s address is 
generally devoted to the exposition or defence of abstract principles-- 
of which nobody, amongst us at least, ever entertained a doubt. 
Shall we come down, as old Socrates used to say, from the clouds 
to solid earth and ask one another, not what are the beauties of our 
principles, but what we have done to work them out, since we met 
last year 7 The tree after all is known by its fruits. What fruit 
have we thon to show ?

We may bo inclined to begin by saying that, though there may be 
little fruit of a tangible oharaetor, we have helped to leaven other 
churches with the ideas of liberty and independence.

That may be doubted. There is a good deal of desire for liberty in 
human nature, and Christians, under every form of organisation, are 
apt to assert their independence. They are doing it constantly in 
quarters that certainly were never influenced by us. It is a question, 
indeed, whether the separate existence of churches, devoted to liberty 
and independence, is not a hindrance to the assertion of liberty by 
members of other organizations. There would probably be more of . 
the assertion of Congregational principles in Episcopal and Presby-/ 
teriau churches than there is, if it were not that we can be pointed at 
as beacons. '• That measure," says a member of Bynod, M is Congre- 
gational 5" and the argument strikes home. Everybody knows the

62
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meanure is wise. But they do not wish for Congregationalism, and 
reject the measure. We may make the mistake of taking credit to 
ourselves for what is due to the love of liberty in human nature, or 
to the spirit of the times.

WHAT HAH BERN THE FRUIT ?

At any rate, to one who claims that he has preserved his liberty, 
we are entitled to say : What use tlieu have yon made of it ? You 
have had free scope to work,—what results have yon ta» show ? For 
liberty is folly if its results are only idleness.

We have not a large number of churches. But I suppose that 
during the year there have been about ten thousand sermons preached 
amongst us. A great expenditure of power, it must be admitted. No 
one can accuse ns ol silence. There is an amplitude of loaves in our 
vineyard. But the vital point is : How many grapes can we show ? 
Fjvery branch that beareth not/ririt the vine-dresser taketh away.

What of souls converted during the year V It would answer no 
purpose to deceive oureelvos by arithmetical phantasms. But we do 
believe in conversion. And we believe that conversion can be mani­
fested. If not, our church theory vanishes. What, then, have we to 
say of conversions during the year ? You have had in your hands 
the greatest spiritual force in the world,—“ the sword of the Spirit, 
which is the Word of God." Has it been M quick and powerful'1 in 
your use of it ? Hus it searched the “ thoughts and intents" of the men 
that heard you ? It has wonderful power whf n rightly wiolded. But 
the Spirit uses only his own testimony. The sword, it must be con­
fessed, gets rusted at times. There is very little steel, either to be 
seen or felt. Some, indeed, take pains to wrap the sword in folds of 
silk ; and the hearers, instead of being cut and wonndod, are pleased 
with the silken rustle. It was said by a secular paper amongst us 
lately, with a touch of cynicism, that Fcstiis, in these days, would never 
have trembled under the preaching of a judgment to come. He would 
have been charmed with the preacher's eloquence, and thanked him 
for the pleasant morning he had passed. It is a question, indeed, if 
much of our worship is not used as a recreation. Some use the theatre 
for this purpose ; others use the church.

It is sometimes said that the majority of conversions now-a-days, at 
least in towns and cities, take place out of the church, though the 
church does build up the convert when the great change takes place. 
How has it been with us ? This charge ought not to lie against those 
who carry on the work of Whiteiield and James Haldane I

But the Word is to edify the saint, as wall as to convert the sinner.
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The saints, then, that have listened to these varied ministrations, 
have they hoard the undiluted truth ? Have they been fed, according 
to their capacity, some with the pure milk of the Word, some with its 
strong moat ? Can wo bring testimony, that by the Word they have 
been strengthened to do God’s will in the family, iu the church, and, 
especially, in the corrupting atmosphere of the world ? Have the 
saints been stimulated to work themselves in God’s kingdom ? For, 
after all, the stimulating force of the church is in the ministry.

Can we quote instances wherein it might bo said : " I was in terri­
ble danger of falling, but God’s Word, through my pastor, kept me 
from the pit.” M I was utterly cast down by the difficulties of life, 
but the Word spoken in my hearing was a strong cordial, and I took 
heart and went on my way rejoicing.” •• I lost ray dearest friend, the 
very light of my eyes ; but the Word in the ministry of the church 
sounded in my cars as a voice from the eternal world, bidding me 
remember Him who is the Resurrection and the Life.” "My family, my 
children, are under obligations to ray pastor which can never bo repaid.” 
The young man, the widow, the man of business, the politician, have 
been under your influence. Have you spoken such words as to issue in 
fruits of repentance or wise and holy living ? Or has it been mere 
namby-pamby prosing, or metaphysical speculating, or learned jang­
ling, ora re-hash of Judaism, or humdrum emptiness; or any other 
of the forms in which preaching may become M mere sound and fury 
signifying nothing,”

But there 1ms boon more than preaching, Mootings for prayer, the 
teaching of Bible classes, the oversight of the Sunday school, the cele­
bration of Christian ordinances, are powerful agencies for good, if 
rightly used. Have they been so used ? And what of that responsi­
ble function of the cure of souls ? The Chief Shepherd calleth His 
sheep by name and leadeth them out. The under shepherd certainly 
has the care of individuals, too. Has the best been made of opportu­
nities for private conversation ?" A word fitly spoken is like apples of 
gold in pictures of silver.” How many apples have we gathered dur­
ing the year ? I say deliberately, a» one under pastoral care, that 
the true pastoral function is largely concerned with individuals. The 
minister in his personal intercourse with his people can do 1 >s much to 
teach, to comfort, to warn, or to help, as by his public utterances. I 
have often thought that such occasions as marriages, baptisms, sick­
nesses, and funerals, with their touching associations, afford invaluable 
opportunities for enforcing some of the most precious doctrines of our 
faith. These occasions are often used perfunctorily. But the sower
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who desires well prepared ground will never allow such opportunities 
to pass. In these days, and amongst us, I think, more than others, 
we often hear that it is impossible for the minister to do more than 
preach in public. For my part, I have profound faith in the methods 
of the All-wise Master. He addressed the crowd, as wo all know, but 
some of his most heart-stirring words were spoken to individuals. 
Nicodcmus came to him—as anxious ones come to you—by night. A 
woman w is mot at the well, and Martha at the grave. It was a very 
small company that gathered at the supper, yet in what language can 
we characterize the utterances of these opportunities? And did not the 
Apostle of the Gentiles—our Apostle—declare, when speaking of his 
ministry, that he taught publicly, " and from house to house ?" Fa* 
mily instruction, and house prayer meetings, evidently. The great 
moral teachers of Greece, as you will remember, pursued the same 
method. The profoundcst wisdom of man, apart from the words of 
revelation, is contained in records of conversations, either with indi­
viduals, or with a select few. It is not wise to ignore the experience 
of ages and the Master's example.

Doubtless, however, much has been done, though we thus speak. 
And in spite of what an able minister has called •• the moral enervation 
caused by the weekly custom of delivering opinions authoritatively 
without the right of reply," there has boon zealous and faithful labor. 
“ God hai not boon unrighteous to forgot your labor of love, in that 
ye have ministered, and do rainistor."

wuat ftavr nxxw Tint drawbacks?
But have there boon any drawbacks ? We have boon scrutinizing 

1 our items of profit, in drawing out this ecclesiastical balance sheet.
Let us now turn to the losses. Have there been any drawbacks 

^ then ? Moral and spiritual teachings are unique in this quality, that 
J their power lagely depends on the perton by whom they are spoken. 
1 If a man teaches science, his teaching carries weight, though he be 
1 well known to be immoral. Not so with your teaching. Conduct is 
* of the very essence of ministry. It may give force to the Word, or 
f it may utterly paralyze it.

Exhortations to holiness from a man known to bo living a godless 
1' life provoke more than contempt. They develop unbelief. God help 
o the young people of a congregation ministered to by a man of the 
I world in the ministry I Many of the hardest examples of scoffing 
i and scepticism have been developed within the walls of the church 

itaelf.
There is amongst ue no particular inclination to monkery or

1
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asoeticism. Our error* do not lie in that direction. That a man 
should never fimilo, should fast to sparene»* of flesh, end affect the 
role of an anchorite, in not our ideal of the true minister. We know 
the difference between John the Baptist and our Blessed Master, and 
that wisdom is justified hy her children even yet. But for all this, 
there is a reasonable seemliness of out ward conduct which men pro­
perly require in the man whose busmens is with the grave themes of 
the soul and eternity. Kvmi ungodly men fuel the force of this. The 
jolliest of " jolly good fellows" does not want a boon companion to 
pray with his dying wife. The man who spends his life in the very 
atmosphere Af the bar-room feels h sort of revulsion, if lie finds a 
minister of Christ drinking and smoking with the rest. To the 
most fervent appeals of such a one, if he chanced to hear him preach, 
he would listen with a curious air, ns a critic watches the performance 
of a play. And the more fervent the appeal the more he will cry, 
“ What astonishing buncombe t"

I will touch briefly, but I must touch, on graver matters still. 
Those are not mere indiscretions of outward conduct, or unreasonable 
and silly freedoms. There is such a thing as an outbreak in the 
church of positive immorality. " Woe to the man by whom this 
offence comotli and woe to the congregation or fellowship that 
winks at it 1 The pestiferous influence of these things goes far be­
yond the bounds of the church. Ungodly men are hardened in their 
very ungodliness, and wicked men confirmed ii? their wickedness by 
the knowledge even of a single man in the high places of the church, 
who is not only like themselves in real character, hut has the deep 
damnation of hypocrisy in addition. And of all the mournful ex­
periences of the manifold Christian church, the saddest is to find such 
outbreaks in circles of Christians who have separated from brethren 
on the ground that the church should consist wholly of the regen­
erate. These tilings are the “ flies that spoil the ointment" of a 
whole denomination. Yon. in your several churches, labor zealously ; 
and find possibly you arc spending your strength for naught. The 
apathy of your congregation seems impenetrable. Could yoil divine 
the secret thoughts of their hearts, aud know what the grave men of 
your charge, or the young and curious of them, are thinking of, you 
might find that while you are appealing and exhorting, the devil is 
whispering into their eats some scandal of ministerial wickedness five 
hundred miles away 1 This is a drag upon you all. A terrible re­
sponsibility is upon any church, any association, any cirels of 
ministers, who suffer such an evil among them. The leaven should 
be purged out at any oost.
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There are other drawbacks. Lightness and folly, and, I will add, 
fun and humor, in the pulpit are such. Depond upon it they are. 
Folly in personal conduct, or in the management of church affairs, is 
a serious drawback. More serious still is unscriptural doctrine, should 
it creep in,—perhaps the following of some will-o'-the-wisp of science, 
falsely so called : science—leaving its own raagnideent domain of 
material things, and seeking to penetrate into “ things that are not 
noon," the spiritual, the transcendental, the eternal,— “ vainly puffed up 
by a fleshly mind,"— more fools we if wo follow them. Neglect to fol­
low up the Word is a drawback. Rn is want of skill in personal 
dealing with men. Learned theologians and great preachers have 
been utter failures in this respect, and completely baffled by simple 
cases. Much labor is spent in vain in consequence of the laborer 
resting satisfied with more preaching. As well might a physician 
expect to heal the sick by inducing them to attend medical lectures.

In striking an ecclesiastical balance sheet, we are compelled to 
make largo deductions for losses on such grounds as these j' and, as 
it is in mercantile life, some of the severest losses arise from the fault 
of others. All this, however, demonstrates how much we are bound 
up in one another. If one member suffer, others suffer with him. 
“ If the blind lead the blind, both fall into the ditch."

TH* USE OS STATISTICS.

But now, passing from the sphere of individual labor to that which 
concerns us as a body, it is certainly meet that once a year we look 
round on the whole position. And we do it. We gather statistic* 
and compare figures. But it is all-important to do this wisely. 
Figures, it is commonly supposed, always speak the truth. But one 
whose life is passed amongst them can testify that of all plausible false- 
hoods, those told by statistics may be the most misleading. This is 
especially the case when we forget to introduce the principle of com­
parison, or when we compare ourselves with ourselves. Scripture 
declares this not to be wise ; and experience confirms the judgment. 
When we have gained so much per cent, in so many years, it may 
possibly be taken as evidence of growth. But if the country itself has 
gained so much more, we have gone backward and not forward, 

liil Ib it, however, of any use at all to gather statistics ? Is there not a 
the Kurt of " numbering the people" about it ? To which I reply i M All 
w«| depends on the object. If the object is to foster pride, and a leaning 
Ml on the arm of flesh, it is only evil. But statistics may be used for 
iti| the holiest purposes."

Thus, we recognise it as a duty to preach the Gospel to every créa-
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ture within our roAch. We feel, generally, with Paul, that we are 
debtors—that we owe it as a duty to the people of the country in 
which our lot is cant to diffuse the light and truth of the Word. 
Some Christians, as we know, repudiate this theory. Hen^e they have 
no numbering—no comparing of notes—no measuring of progress. But 
this is not our theory. We think in all sober seriousness that we are 
debtors. Wo have a duty. And statistics, if wisely used, supply us 
with the means of ascertaining whether we me discharging our duty 
or not. We think wo have a light. Statistics toll to how groat an 
extent our light is shining—that is, whether we arc a mere feeble 
rushlight in the great crowd, invisible except, to a small circle, or a 
torch whoso light gleams more or less over the whole multitude. Sta­
tistics may load us either to rejoice before God for success, or to hum- 
ble ourselves before God for barrenness, and to earnest crying out for 
more usefulness and more fruit. For wisely used they give us the 
measure of what we have done. It is by the test of what lie has done, 
that, in the great day, every man will be tried. It is by this we are 
tried every day by other Christian bodies. And by this we are judged 
by our brethren at home. The question is asked and we are bound to 
answer it, what have we, the Congregational churches of Canada, 
done for the people of Canada ? We sometimes think our brethren 
in England treat us hardly. Particularly are we sensitive, when, on 
finding ourselves placed alongside brethren from the great Republic, 
we are humbled while they are honored.

But in attending the Jubilee meeting in England last year things 
were forced on my attention of which till then the true bearing had 
not been appreciated. There were gathered representatives of our 
thousands of churches in England, and, with them, some representa­
tives of the churches in this North American Continent. These last 
had all their origin, near or remote, in the fatherland : and their 
representatives went home, like our settlers occasionally do, to tell 
how they were doing in the regions lieyoud the sea.

It was spirit-stirring to hoar the story told by our American 
brethren. Deducting a leaven of tpm&Mffltkm9 whioli was evident 
hero and there, one could not hut feel proud of our ocolesiastioal re­
lations as they told of following the stream of emigration westward 
and planting churches and colleges everywhere towards the sotting 
sun. Fifteen hundred new churches planted during the laet twenty-five 
years wae a roll call to excite reflection. They told, too, of their work 
amongst the colored people of the south. Further, they told in never 
to be forgotten words (and there wae no spread-eagleism here), of
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their great missions to the heathen and Mohammedan world, giving 
clear evidence of a far-reaching and apostolic ambition, revealing a 

f society pressed by the multiplied needs of nations ; longing, and 
1 groaning, and praying, and giving, both men and money, and eon- 
1 secrated women, too, to the great work. It was a wonderful story, 
j and we thank God we heard it.
I But when we had to tell our story, M alas ! what a falling off was 
1 there," The story was told as well ns it could he told by the brethren 
1 who were deputed to do it. They performed their task well. But 

they hud to confine themselves largely to telling about Canada as a 
country. Of the Congregational ehurohes and their work, there was 
little to bo said. And one could not but cry out in bitterness of 
spirit, Our leanness !" “ What wore we among so many ?" It
was a bitter experience.

If wc Canadians had had to give an account to a meeting of 
merchants and bankers we could have told a good story enough. I 
bad with me statistics showing that in extent of business, in rapidity 
of growth, in development of enterprise, we Canadians, in proportion 
to population, were fully abreast of the United States. A citizen of 
Montreal or Toronto could hold up his head, in a business or political 
confereuce, as high as any man from New York or Chicago. But in 
a gathering of Congregatiouulists, the conviction was gradually burned 
into my very soul, that a Canadian would tiud his true place in a very 
obscure corner. For really, brethren, what docs all our work amount 
to ? That is the point. Wc have been in the country fifty years. 
Wo have had perfect freedom. What then have we dim* /

1 may be askod—nay 1 am sure you art asking—what is the good of 
this stylo of remark ? L'ni buuo / Well, brethren, I have a purpose, 
and the purpose is to make us dissatisfied with oursedves. Dissatisfac­
tion is the root of all progress. If wo sue ourselves as we are, we 
shall perhaps be led to humble confession and acknowledgment of fail­
ure before God, who has given us such a field of labor as Canada is, 
such freedom to do our work, untrammelled by social or political dis­
ability-such principles and traditions to advocate, such opportuni­
ties to improve. And, after humble confession, wo may make stren­
uous resolve, by the grace of God, that the days to come shall be bet­
ter tliau the days that are past, and that, rising from the littleness of 
our immediate surroundings, and forgetting paltry bickerings in the 
presence of a heavy responsibility, we will think of the masses of our 
countrymen who are yet unsaved, of the regions ôf boundless possi­
bility in the North-West ; and, M girding up the loins of our mind/1
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find, emulating the great example of our American brethren, seek to do 
our bhare in the work—not burying our talent in the earth, but occupy- 
and improving till the Great Master comes.

We certainly cannot point to much actual work, as compared with 
other churches, it is a very small part of the population of Canada 
that we directly touch. Individually, each of you has done what lv 
could. And doubtless much has been well done. " Honor to whom 
honor is due.”

FREE THOUGHT AND KEEK SPEECH.

Hut as a set-off to the small amount of our work in the aggregate, 
wo are apt to claim that we have testified for freedom of thought and 
speech in the churches at large. This claim merits very careful con- 
sidération. Hear with me, then, while 1 endeavor to open out some 
practical points in connection with this topic. First, then, let it he 
noted that as to freedom of thought there has been a certain amount 
of misapprehension in thinking and nonsense in speaking. Thought 
is always free. You cannot fetter ideas. And no one has anything 
to do with a man's thoughts but God alone. Hut when it comes to 
speech, we must be sensible of a fundamental difference. For speech 
affects others. It may bless or curse a world. Speech, therefore, 
(and in treating of speech I include what is written) must bo subject 
to limitation, even as action is. Alexander Selkirk, in hie solitary 
island, could say and do absolutely what ho pleased, subject to God 
alone. Hut when a man is a member of a community, he cannot say 
and do what he pleases. He certainly cannot in the civil community. 
Van he in the ecclesiastical ? In the ecclesiastical he certainly can­
not do what he pleases. Can he then tug what he pleases ? Are 
the ecclesiastical relations of a man, his relations to his church, to his 
brethren, such as to impose any limitations or obligations upon him in 
respect to speech ? There ore speakers on religious subjects w ho have 
no ecclesiastical relations. Thes* are subject to civil limitations only. 
They are not at liberty, because of these limitations, by speech or 
writing, to injure their neighbors. Hut they are perfectly at liberty to 
rent a hall or to stand in a public place (if the civil law will allow of 
it), and either commend or denounce revealed religion as they pleaae. 
For that matter, they can teach Mohammedanism or Buddhism if it 
please them. Hut, brethren, this is not our position. You cannot
teach Mohammedanism or Buddhism in our churches. You have oc-

•

clesiastical obligations. When men like Rowland Hill lelt the Estab­
lished Church and became Evangelists, they threw off their ecclesias- 
cal obligations along with their benefices. But that state of things
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begun to disappear almost at the very outset. The moment a building 
is erected the question must be nettled. “ Wlmt use is to l»e made
of it r

Here, then, enters the principle of limitation, u pregnant fact 
for every one to consider, who exercises a ministry within four walls. 
Hut further, if preaching results in the formation of a society, a new 
principle of limitation is introduced. For no society can hold together 
without a mutual understanding. By that understanding every mem­
ber of the society is bound. Still more, if those societies form connec­
tions with other societies of the same kind, when they enter into such 
relations that a minister of the one has a standing as minister in them ; 
and a member of one is practically (by right of transference) a member of 
all ; then each of these, pastor and people included, comes under obli­
gation to the rest. His absolute freedom is limited by those obligations. 
This is precisely the position of the Congregational churches of to-day. 
The people have long passed out of the embryo stage of mere audiences 
gathered round a preacher. And the preacher himself has long ago 
ceased to be a person who goes out into the world on his own account, 
accredited by nobody and responsible to no one. Every minister 
amongst us is a person who has been accredited, called, or sent. Each 
of these words implies order, co-operation, and obligation. Certainly 
those who accredit, call, or send, are hound by solemn obligation to 
Christ and His people to take due care that only til men are so called 
out. And, equally, those who are called, are bound as honest men to 
keep within the hounds of that for whit'll they have been culled, or to 
which they have been sent.

The only difference between Christian In alios of modern days is iu 
the degree of limitation. We can understand one desiring a lesser de­
gree of restraint, or a larger measure of liberty, but absolute freedom 
of speech belongs to a different order of things than a church of 
Christ. For Jesus Christ, whose disciples we all profess to be, an­
nounced himself as the dispenser, for a definite object, of a certain 
system of truth, lie set forth ideas and principles, which he declared 
to be true ; and not merely true, but the only truth on the subject. 
" No man cometh to the Father hut bv Me.”

CHRISTIANITY THE TRUE POStTIVElSM.

He founded His whole system on the reception of thtivc ideas. 11 Ho 
,that Afh/rrtA is saved." And he is saved because the things he is requir­
ed to believe are true. It is plainly stated, moreover, that as there is a 
true, so there is a false. This grand distinction between the things 
that arc true and the things that are false runs through the whole
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teaching of our Lord and Hit apostles. There is no latitudinarianium 
with them. The Word is “ the word of the truth of the Gospel." It is 
“the truth and no lie." There are “false Christs, false prophets, and 
false teachings." Hut falsehood, in the system of our Lord, is hate­
ful, deadly, and Satanic. “ Get thee behind me, Satan" is our Lord's 
alarming reply to a false suggestion as to the object of llis mission, by 
his most zealous disciple. Talk of positivcisra ; there is nothing so 
positive, so dogmatic, so imperative, so encircling as the doctrine of 
Christ. It is life to receive it. It is death to reject it. And why ? 
because it is the only truth, it is just as possible for it to be equally 
true that two and two make four or five, or that the angles at the base 
of an isocèles triangle may bo equal or unequal, as that it is equally 
true that Jesus Christ did or did not come down from heaven ; that 
Ho rose or did not rise from the demi ; that He ascended or did not 
ascend into the heavens ; that Ho will como or will not come again in 
glory. There cannot be two true opinions on these and other great 
Christian verities of Christianity which depend upon them. The 
enunciation of one or other of opposite opinions on these subjects 
must be the utterance of a lie, and a lie in these things is spiritual 
death.

Lot ns boar in mind that this truth is above all things practical. 
Jesus Christ claimed to ho not a philosophical teacher merely, 
(though he did claim that), but a Saviour, a Physician sont to heal the 
souls of mon. Now a physician has a serious responsiblity. If he 
makes a mistake, he will kill the patient. He is in possession of a 
body of truth which has been tested by experience. On the lines of 
that truth he exercises his function of healing. And mark this : If a 
new idea occurs to him, he never dreams of testing it upon his 
patients. " Expert mentum in corftore riliHe tries a new drug 
upon a dog or a bird, but never upon a man. Let us apply the 
analogy. The Great Physician of souls and our Master, operated with 
spiritual materials, viz. : with doctrines, revelations, ideas,—all which 
being true and perfectly adapted to the case have the function of 
spiritual healing. He sent forth His messengers to diffuse these ideas 
and principles, and so to distribute this function of healing through 
the world.. “ Go and preacn the Gospel." “He that bclieveth shall be 
saved." He sent them out with specifics. And Ho made them dis­
tinctly understand that they carried life and death in their hands, 
Tlie apostles perfectly understood that their word was life and death. 
One of them cried out— oppressed with these terrible issues—** Who 
is sufficient for these tilings ?” As time went on they accumulated
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demonstrations that this medicine had healing power. To men who had 
preached at Corinth or Ephesus, who had tamed wild beasts and res­
cued profligates, who could testify that M with mighty signs and won­
ders they bad preached the Gospel from Jerusalem to Illyrium,” it 
would have seoracd downright insanity to sigh for freedom to teach 
Stoicism or Epicureanism I What should they possibly want that for 7 
Freedom to become quacks instead of true physicians ! Bah 1 Re­
strained—because they cannot administer poison 7 Enslaved—be­
cause they are forbidden to try experiments as to the effect of other 
doctrines than those of the great Master ? Why should they 7 What 
right have they ? They know that certain doctrines will convert the 
soul and transform the life. Have they the right to send men down 
to death, merely to try experiments in spiritual medicine 7 For in 
this case you will perceive there is no •• eorput vils" to experiment 
upon. You caunut preach your Stoicism or Epicureanism to dogs 
and cats. Indeed, no. Alas 1 those terrible experiments must be 
made with human souls.

Imagine the Apostle Paul taken to task by a free-thinker of that 
day. •• Sir/1 the free thinker says, “ You are bound to a certain 
set of ideas. Why not travel beyond them, and explore the whole 
realm of truth 7 You are fishing in very shallow waters. Why not 
launch out into the deep, and let out your not there 7" 11 Sir,” would 
not Paul have replied, “ You utterly mistake my vocation. I am 
not nn explorer after truth. I have found truth. Like your Arohi* 
modes, I have cried ' Eureka.' I have demonstrated it in the spiritual 
sphere as clearly as your Euclid did in the material. As to its being 
narrow, you are utterly mistaken. The truths I teach, by which na­
tions may he turned from the power of Satan to God, are exceeding 
broad. The waters I fish in are not shallow. They are deep, yea, they 
are unfathomable. These doctrines, in their height and their length, 
their breadth and their depth, surpass all knowledge. These eternal 
counsels and deep mysteries, hidden from former ages and genera­
tions, but now made manifest, not for this age only, but for the ages 
to come, are the deep things of the Infinite, of whom and through 
whom and to whom are all things in the Universe. Shallow and 
narrow, indeed 1 Accept them yourself, and see whether you can 
sound their depths to the bottom. Besides, I am charged to teach 
these things. I have accepted the charge—I am bound by my re­
sponsibility. ■ Woe is me if I preach not thit Gospel.' But, indeed, 
why should I wish to preach another gospel, when its powers and 
adaptations are so clearly demonstrated."
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That, we may be very Mire, is what Paul would have said. Now 

there is not a particle of difference between the functions and duties 
of a spiritual physician of those days and of our own. And, thank 
God, there is not a particle of difference in the efficacy of the medi­
cine. On the other hand, there is nota particle of difference between 
the quackery of those days and our own. All our modern fooleries, 
either in the church or out of it ; all the explorations of the realm of 
bog and quagmire ; all the Positivism, Spenecrisrn, Rationalism, and 
others like them, that lie outside the solid realm of Divine truth, are 
but reproductions of the vain explorations of former ages. I am not 
speaking of material science. There we have made enormous pro­
gress, and fulfilled the original command to subdue the earth. But 
when the explorers who are floundering about in spiritual quagmires, 
call upon you to follow them, and taunt you witli not being free,— 
what can you say, what ought you who have accepted the responsi- 
bilties of a spiritual physician to say but this—that you are 
standing on ground that has been proved to he solid, that you are 
administering remedies which have been demonstrated to be healing, 
and that you dare not, as honest iqon, try spiritual experiments 
which may mean death to souls-nay, that it would be intolerable 
wickedness to do it. For there is no to**i to try experiments. You 
might add, that those whose souls you have in charge have some 
rights in the matter. They have the right to object to spiritual ex­
periments being tried on them and their children.*

The grand testimony, brethren, is the testimony of the truth, the 
truth of our Master and His Apostles—as taught in their own words, 
which words you have on record, all outside of which (in spiritual 
things) is a lie: but of which—sad to say—many men, profoundly 
wise in other wisdom, are as ignorant as the ordinary man is of 
Greek. The only freedom worth contending for is freedom to 
steep your very souls in this elixir and principle of life, the Divine 
Word ; so that its many-sided truths, in all their variety of wonderful 
applicableness, shall bo as familiar to you as the realm of drugs to a 
physician, or of precedents to a lawyer. And, contrary to certain

• Practical experience le the true lout of moral theories. It ie, in fart, the only mode of 
acquiring knowledge on the Mibjoi t that is good for anything. Let Mr. Herbert Spencer, 
for example, undortaku tne moral guidance o! a compauy of five hundred people, of 
various rank*, age* and condition* of life, and no itlnne thi* charge for a sufficient length 
of time to allow of the changing fluvtuatiou* of huuiau existence to tnko effect. During 
this change let children lie b< >rii end eduratod to mauhood and womanhood ; sickness and 
deaths come lu their turn ; poverty to eoiuo, ami wealth to others. Let men carry on the 
affaire of business, travel and po’ «-••», and women the affaire of the houee and eoolety. 
Let the charge o. the moral», of this number of people be a ter loue and practical one, 
Involving some degree of re*poneiblllty—however Flight—for result»—and I venture to say 
that by such a course the nhlloeopher would learn a thousand things that theorist» never 
dream of, and better qualify himself to frame » theory of morale than by reading whole 
Ubrariee of books aou cogitating fur a century.
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speculations which have been given forth of late, I make bold to say 
that tho church which will live the longest, and save the most souls 
(using that word in its highest and deepest sense) in the days to come, 
will bo tho church whose ministrations aro most thoroughly imbued 
with the ideas and doctrines of Jesus Christ and His Apostles. I care 
littlo about what tho form of govornmont may bo, though some forme 
are undoubtedly bettor tlmn others for certain purposes. We think 
our own, of course, the best; as it is for certain purposes. But let tho 
vital principles of Divine truth bo preached and sot forth in a church, 
to the exclusion of tho rubbish of tradition,—either Pharisaic, or 
Stoic, or Plutonic, or other learned folly—that church will have life, 
the not will catch fish, tho medicine will heal, ill© church will regene­
rate and save. Ami it trill abide. For while flesh is grass, the Word 
of God abideth for ever.

I make bold to entreat you, brethren, as a layman speaking to hie 
spiritual teachers, do hold fust, in those days of latitudinarianism and 
of “ divers and strange doctrines,” to this old doctrine, not in the dead- 
ness of tho letter but in tho life of tho Spirit. Hero you have ample 
verge and room enough ; for, including tho Old Testament, which 
Jesus endorsed, there is in Divine Rovolation a range and depth of 
thought which, I venture to say, has not been fully explored or sound­
ed to its limits, oven by tho most experienced amongst you. And 
while wo repudiate tho authority of human creeds, we do need— 
experience shows it—to beware of that kind of latitude and freedom 
which would lead us beyond tho bounds of a Divine and authoritative 
standard. For, after much experience of life, and men, and books, I 
am more than ever convinced that there is a radical difference be­
tween tho tturipturos and all other writings—viz., that tho Beripturos 
are Divine, That is tho difference. But if wo had to draw out a 
summary of the chief doctrines taught in Scripture, I should say that 
beyond controversy, such a one as is contained in the platform of the 
Evangelical Alliance, or generally in our own Declaration of Faith and 
Order, would express it. The orthodox faith is right, much as foolish 
people deride tho word •• orthodox.” But so long as you have the 
Bible in your pulpits, keep to it. It is not honest—though I have 
seen it in a Congregational pulpit—for a man to stand up with the 
Bible before him, and give out doctrines and notions, of which not 
the shadow of a foundation was to be found there.

THIS PRIESTHOOD OP LETTERS. .

We sometimes hear of the decadmci of the pulpit. A great thinker 
of a previous generation wrote of tho “ priesthood of letters” as about to
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supplant the priesthood of the Church. •• The press," now-a-days,11 is 
the light of the world.” Now, far be it from mu to disparage the power 
of literature for good. The Bible itself is a written book. But the 
doctrine, as it is often put, is utter unreason. I verily think that 
God is permitting the press to pour forth its daily deluge of false* 
hood and folly in the newspapers, as a practical demonstration of the 
absurdity of this notion. While men rage against His truth and the 
people speak such intolerably vain things, M He that sitteth in the 
heavens shall laugh : the Lord shall have them in derision.”

No, brethren. The pulpit, the place of teaching in Christ's 
church, when it utters the doctrine of Christ (but not otherwise), 
that is the light of the world. I am very sure that the pulpit of the 
United BtaU'S, and the ministrations of the church generally of that 
country, with all its imperfections, has saved the laud from chaos. 
Again aud again, when travelling in the neighboring Republic, after 
glancing over the farrago of lies mid corruption that appears in the 
daily press, it has been with profound thankfulness I have entered 
church on Sunday morning, and found that there was one place at 
any rate where the air was pure, and whore intelligence, instead of 
being prostituted to the most damnable purposes of party or spite, 
was employed in drawing out from Gcal’s word, principles of the 
truest patriotism and manly virtue, the life both of Church and 
State. The proclamation of Christ is the one thing the world needs, 
All good flows from that. Personal elevation, social order, true 
civilization, rational liberty. We have the truth. Let us not be 
deluded by counterfeits. For of counterfeits the varieties are many.

Civilization is a favorite cry in these days. But civilization is con­
sistent, is it not, with lying, cruelty, treachery, aud almost everything 
that degrades the la wly and the soul? Was not the court of Nero 
civilized? Was not that of Louis XtV. ? Think of Corinth. Ro. 
member Versailles. Ponder the history of that oily of blood and 
luxury, the very top and crown of modern eivilizntiem— Paris. Art, 
we are told, is to teach us 1 Art ? its tinoet and highest develop­
ments may he unspeakable moral degradation. They not only may 
be : they often arc. It was publicly stated, not long ago, by a 
president of the Royal Academy of England, when a certain method 
of study was objected to as injurious to morals, that it was better 
to have a hundred students ruined than to miss a high development 
of art in one. Literature ? What literature ? There is the liter­
ature of light, and the literature of darkness, is there not ? There 
is purity, *u4 there is corruption, M Out of the same mouth pro-
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ceedeth both blessing and cursing.1* Are both alike 7 Is the 
reading of a book quickening and elevating merely because it is a 
book 7 Is falsehood light because it is in print 7 Away with such 
cant. Literature may damn the soul, as well as save it. The tree 
of the knowledge of good and evil is not the tree of life.

You, and you only, have the life of the world in your hands. 
Bound the centre of Christian light, the sun of the moral universe— 
art, literature and civilization may revolve in harmonious propor­
tion, and be blessed, But substituted for it, or sotting themselves in
opposition to it, art, civilization, literature are only wandering stars, 
misleading souls into the blackness of darkness for ever and ever.

It has been, I confess, with a deep feeling of shame and something 
too of indignation, that I have heard teachers amongst us (not in 
this country) in descanting on the great work of the future, eihorts 
us not to launch out into the deep seas of Divine truth to meet the 
stirring thoughts of the time ; not to ponder now modes of bringing 
Christ and His Gospel before all sorts and conditions of men; (a thing 
we have lamentably tailed in in Britain) ; not how we may save the 
largest number of souls, and build up temples of redeemed men on 
the foundation of the Apostles and Prophets (being sure that all other 
good things would follow) ; but alas ! to enlarge our thoughts in the 
direction of contriving increased satisfaction for the bodily wants of 
mon ; and to seek first, not the Kingdom of God and His righteous­
ness, but the other things that may and do exist without it. Good 
things, undoubtedly good they are, but not the first things--not the 
things that your ministry is consecrated to. Yea, and in so doing we . 
have been exhorted to loam lessons, not from Christ, and Paul, and 
John ; but from Voltaire, Rousseau and the Secularists, whose whole 
ambition is to make the most of this world, for the best possible rea­
son, because they believe in no other. But for us, God help us, if we 
are delivered over to such noueense. Beware, I entreat yon, of the 
lying counterfeits of the day. Dowate of secularism, of1* oppositions 
of science, falsely so called beware of “doctrines of genealogies," 
aud the vain jangling of earthly politics. “Launch out into the deep** 
in order to catch men for Christ. To catch nun ! Think, I pray, you, 
every, Sunday, have I caught any men to-day 7 If not, is my net at 
fault ? Or is ii my unskilful handling of it ? Christ yearns for souls. 
Don't be en foolish as to bring him mere bodies and secularities.

PUBITY or COMMUNION.

But finally, I hear you say, we have testified for purity of commu­
nion. Parity of communion, vie. : that the church of Ghriet shall
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consist of regenerate men ; that indeed is a very positive thing to tes­
tify about. There are no metaphysical mists and pitfalls here. A 
great ideal, truly 1 A church of saints, a congregation of faithful 
men, manifesting faith by love, by uprightness, by superiority to the 
lying trickeries of the age, by self-denial, by goodness. We Congre- 
gationalists have taken hold of a groat and unshakeable principle here. 
Independency may bo more pride and self-will. Yes, ii may. Free­
dom may become license to do evil. Yes, only too truly. But good­
ness, wisdom, holiness ; those are positive and uumistakeablo bless­
ings. To uphold and spread these is to give life to the world. But, 
brethren, if we would uphold them wo must manifest them. We 
shall be contemptible creatures, indeed, if while contending for purity, 
men can truthfully say of us, “ With all their talk, they are like our- 
selves.” Do we not need to be a little more careful of the entrance to 
our churches ? Conversion and regeneration have of old been the 
accepted qualifications for membership. Have we not become lax in 
our examination ? Depend upon it if our churches consist of Christ's 
own disciples, they will take root and grow. They will be the light of 
the community around them, and they will be the salt to purify it.

OUI MISSION WORK.

Pardon me for detaining you a few minutes longer, that a word or 
two may be said about some matters of practical interest. First, as 
to our Missionary operations. It is vain to think of making progress 
with these unless we have the missionary spirit. What is the mission­
ary spirit ? Why, the desire to catch men. There you have it in a 
word. It is a restless spirit. It reaches out, and looks forth on the 
field of the world, near or far. It hates to build on other men's foun­
dations. It strives to preach the Gospel where Christ has not been 
named. When we have the missionary spirit a way for its operation 
will surely be found. We have missed scores of opportunities because 
we were thinking of something else than catching men. Had the 
ambition to gather souls for Christ been always burning within us, I 
verily believe our churches would have been treble or quadruple their 
present number. The past cannot be recalled. For the future let us 
act wisely. As a practical measure let me suggest this. Our Gene-

bod
once a month. A sufficient number of members of the committee 
should be located in one place to ensure the work being attended to. 
It should, in time, oversee the Manitoba work, as well as the rest. 
And we must have a Missionary Superintendent. If one cannot be 
had whose whole time is devoted to the work, let one of the pastors be
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•aperintendent. It ie a question if the work of sustaining weak 
churches should not be separated from that of spreading and extend­
ing abroad. A society for aiding weak ohurohes would command 
sympathy and support. And so would a society for spreading abroad 
the Gospel. It might multiply machinery but it wonld conduce im­
mensely to definitive action. It would save heartburning, too, and 
I am certain it would draw out more funds..

MODES OF W0R8MIP.

There ie a controversy in England respecting the mode of con­
ducting worship among us. This is a large subject It would be 
absurd to enter on it fully at the close of an address. But I will 
observe in brief.

1. That beyond doubt the reading of Sozipture, the singing of 
psalms and hymns, the offering c»f prayer may be made a powerful 
means of edifi ation—aye, and of conversion too.

2. That it is desirable for the pastor to devote, time, labor and skill 
to arrive at a thorough competency in these things. He should 
understand something of music, ev< rything abont hymnology, and be 
a master of the art of reading in public. He should, above all, 
master the difficult problem of praying in public, in the power of the 
Spirit, and on Divine models.

8. We all have a form of service,—i.t. we have, in effect, a liturgy. 
Forme .of prayer t however, have both advantages and disavantages. 
They secure the bringing before a congregation the expression of a 
wider, ; '•ofounder, and more edifying range of thought than ordinary 
extempore utterances do. They secure a congregation against vul­
garity, irreverence, impertinence and oratorical display ; all common 
faults, as you know. But they tend to formalism and hardness of 
heart. And they cannot be adapted to circumstances. The eubject 
is a large one, and cannot be pursued. Doubtless it would be pro­
fitable to give more time to our worship,—put more thought and 
heart into it,—aim to make it a substantial and edifying tiling in 
itself even if the sermon is shortened to half an hour in the process.

I may say, however, that many times, having worshipped in an Epis­
copal Church hi the morning and a Congregational or Presbyterian 
Church in the evening—and having heard, especially in England, on 
the same day, the best of both—my judgment invariably gave its verdict 
in this direction,—that for purposes of solid edification, the service of 
the English Church was as superior to that of the Nonconformist 
church as the preaching of the latter was superior to the former. 
And the superiority I believe largely consists in the great quantity
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and variety of the Divine word which is introduced. For "the 
entrance of God's word giveth light." There is nothing, however, to 
prevent us having much more than we have. I verily believe that 
a service like U?t of old Surrey Chapel is, ou the whole, the best for 
practical purposes.

Till PASTORAL OFFICE.

As to the pastoral office and function you may gather that I 
magnify this office. Indeed I do. It is one of the most deplorable 
symptoms among us, that in large cities the pastoral function is in 
danger of falling altogether into disuse. The minister may become a 
mere lecturer. He does not feel responsibility for his congregation. 
Where this pestilent heresy creeps in there is no cure of souls ; no 
watching, therefore, for souls ; no shepherding, guiding or governing, 
except as it can be done by talking to a crowd of people. To talk of 
exercising a watch for souls in that way is an absurdity. As IT hearer 
and a layman, I do strenuously press upon pastors present that they 
seek to know every member of their flock, and to know the world 
they are living in, a matter in which deplorable ignorance is some­
times manifested. Cultivate every mode in which your teaching can 
bo made personal, such as Bible classes, Bible readings, prayer moot- 
lngi, and the like, Nothing binds a church ho much together, heals 
broaches, stops difficulties and tends to steady solid growth, os an as­
siduous, wise and devout cultivation of this great function of caring 
for individuals. As part of the pastoral function the cave of the Sun­
day School may properly be emphasized. The lambs of the flock are 
fed there. Is it not the duty of the pastor to see that they are fed 
itUely t He cannot be the active superintendent. But a presiding 
care ho certainly should have, exercised largely through the teachers. 
Through them he should feed the lambs.

CHURCH FINANCES.

As to church finances and business. This, I am aware, is 
generally a layman’s function. But it would really be desirable 
for the pastor to pay attention to church business himself. The 
scriptural delineation of a bishop gives us a man of business rather 
than a man of letters. The great apostle of the Gentiles—our own 
apostle—took careful note of money matters. And the Holy Ghost 
speaking by him grouped together some of the profoundest utterances 
as to eternal things, with practical common sense directions about a 
weekly collection. Still, it is primarily the duty of laymen. And laymen 
ought to be as precise and business like about the affairs of the church 
as they are about their own. And I am persuaded of this, that with

e
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proper system, at least double the mouey could be raised among us 
for denominational objects than there is, and in some churches treble 
or quadruple. And they would really never feel it.

Further, wo should bn prepared to economize and sacrifice in order 
to give. What mon and women of the world spend in luxury and 
folly, wo should save and oousocratc to Ood. And part of what others 
save and keep till death to be squandered by their heirs, we should 
be prepared to give while we live, after reasonable claims have been 
provided for. We shall never extend missionary operations and build 
churches, manses, and a college, and pay off existing debts, until we 
are willing to economize and sacrifice in order to accomplish it. We 
could get a large sum of money for Foreign Missions by having a 
systematic collection in every church on every missionary prayer 
meeting. Try this for a year and see what the result will be. We 
could raise ell the income we want for our College if the pastor would 
preach a pertinent sermon on the subject once a year and follow it up 
by taking up subscriptions—getting a good round sum from the most 
hberal man in the church, and invoking the scriptural principle of 
emulation for the rest.

As to our Homo Mission wo might follow thu same rule. Lot a 
eormon bo preached on the subject. Not a sermon on the difference 
between the character of Jacob nml Khuii, or on the eternal Bonship 
of the Musiah, but a sermon giving information about our own work 
in this Dominion uf Canada in this year of our Lord lbbtl. Our Epis­
copal friends are generally more practical than wo arc. Thoir home 
mission sermons generally tell us all about what they are doing. 
Give your people information. Act on thoir intelligence. Wake 
up their sympathies. And you will get all the money you want : 
and that not in the way of honing out of unwilling contributions, but by 
hearty free will offering,—probably with the addendum, “ If you want 
more come and toll me."

We ought to pray more over our finances. Prayer and system 
should work together. I know a church that was heavily burdened 
with debt a year or two ago. Some of the members took the burden to 
the Lord, recognizing that the silver aud the gold are His. They 
prayed with intelligence and directness, viz., that some of their number 
might be prospered in business, that so they might have the means of 
lessoniog the debt. That year, to my knowledge, two members of the 
church realized profits oi over $100,000 each in trade, the result being 
that they recognized the obligation, and with the help of another, paid 
off the church debt en tirely. Their bounty in fact overflowed to others,
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for one of them out of personal friendship to the pastor of Emanuel 
church, Montreal, presented the treasurer with $500 to assist in 
paying off its debt.

ABOUT OUR COLLEGE.

It was in this very church, some ten years ago, that a substantial 
beginning was made towards an Endowment Fund. I have had the 
opinion, and expressed it, that it would have been wiser to have di­
rected our efforts to the erection of a building. I think by this time 
had that been done we might have had both building and endowment. 
Be that as it may, the endowment fund has already amounted to one 
sum of $20,000, and there is $2,700 in hand towards a second fund of 
like amount.

As to a building—it has become a necessity, The work is not half 
done, when done as it is done now, The students work at heavy dis­
advantage. They have also to endure great privations. That power­
ful stimulant in the college, the esprit de corps, cannot be properly de­
veloped unless students have a building and live together.

As to the place—the college is in Montreal. There does not seem a 
sufficient reason for tearing it up by the roots. Besides if you did, 
the way to a building seems very uncertain. As to Manitoba, it is so 
far off that Toronto or Montreal makes but little difference. And 
when the Pacific Railway is finished there will practically be none 
at all.

But it is all-important that the churches rally round the college and 
sustain it. It would be foolish to build unless that were assured. The 
committee hope to be able to secure a Principal in England, wno will 
exercise, under God, a quickening influence, not only over th».oolleg6 
but over the churches.

There is one way of co-operation that is open to you all. Look out 
for young mon who have spiritual and intellectual aptitudes, and who 
can both rood and t j$ak. Don't encourage others. Don't send more 
palo-faood lads, who have a fancy for reading, but could not utter five 
sentences consecutively to save their lives. Pray avoid this. Prevent 
unsuitable men from throwing away their lives and tormenting the 
churches. But look out for others. Watch your young men in Sun­
day school and prayer meeting. Mark those who have good voices 
and can pray and speak well. And draw them out. Help them to 
read and study. Send them well prepared, and the churches will 
thank you for the result.

Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God is for the real pros­
perity and steady increase of our churches.
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THE CHRISTIAN MINISTRY.

After all, the general prosperity mainly depends on each pastor 
doing his own work well. The body is made up of individuals. Let 
the parts be healthy and the whole will grow. With sound preaching, 
sensible management, a missionary spirit. Scriptural worship, promi­
nence given to the Word, brushing aside little hindrances and a grasp­
ing of large thing for God and souls, we may take our place in the 
land and occupy our post well. God help us to do it, both now and 
in days to come.

V
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REGULATIONS FOR DELIBERATIVE ASSEMBLIES.

PARLIAMENTARY RULES.

1. PHRI.IMINAKY STATEMENTR.

1. Bodice which hold elated meeting*! such as churches, boards, religious, lit* 
erary, or scientific associations, and the like proceed directly to business on 
assembling, by the chairman calling the meeting to order at the appointed time 
The body is supposed to lie then fully organized, and the usual course is taken.

2. In religious and ecclesiastical bodies which meet annually, the officers of the 
previous year serve until new ones arc elected. The chairman calls the meeting 
to order, at the time designated, and the election of officers is usually the first 
business, unless other service be provided for to precede.

3. When new bodies meet, such as councils mass-meetings, conventions called 
for special pur|>oses, or persons for the formation of associations, churches, or 
societies, any one may a 11 the meeting to order when the time named arrives. 
If there be a committee having the matter in charge, the chairman of such 
committee would properly do it.

The one so calling to order names some one to take the chair, or asks the 
meeting to nominate some one. and puts the nomination to vote. The chairman 
so elected takes his scat, and completes the organization by calling for the nomi- 

1 nation of a secretary, and other officers, if necessary. When this is done, the
chairman states the object of the meeting, indicates the course of business, and 
the deliberations proceed. But if the business be difficult to reach, a committee 
may at once be appointed to prepare and present it in proper shape, for action 
before the body.

4. In some cases, where the body is large, and the business to be considered 
specially important or difficult, there is first a temporary organisation, effected as 
above, and afterwards a permanent organisation.

This is done by organizing temporarily with a chairman and secretary, and 
then proceeding to ballot for permanent officers ; or by appointing a committee 
on nomination, which committee shall recommend persons as permanent officers. 
The election is usually by ballot, especially in the case of presiding officer.

5. In representative assemblies, composed of delegates from other bodies, 
immediately after the first organization, the chairman calls for the credentials of 
delegates present, of which the secretary makes an accurate list, so as to know 
who has tne right to a seat, and a vote in the meeting.

Neither the chairman nor the assembly can add to the number of members 
appointed by the bodies from which they come. Nor can any delegates, regularly 
appointed and accredited, be deprived of their right to a seat in, and the privi­
leges of the assembly except for improper conduct during the meeting.

II. TUB CHAIRMAN. •

' It is the duty of the presiding officer to maintain order in the assembly, and ro
to direct the course of proceedings as best to secure the object contemplated. He 
states all motions made, puts them to vote, and announces the result. He de­
cides points of order, ana appoints committees, when so directed by the body.

If necessary for him to leave the chair, the vice-president, if there be one. takes 
hie place; if not. and his absence be only temporary, he asks some member to 
occupy the chair till hie return. If bis absence is to be protracted, he requests 
the body to choose a chairman in hie plao..

Since much of the good order and efficiency of any deliberative body depends 
upon the fitness of the chairman for the place, no one should be chosen for

that position out of mere personal esteem, nor unless he possesses the requisite 
qualifications. Nor should the position be accepted by one who is conscious that 
he is not competent properly to discharge its duties.

In church meetings the pastor is mrdcrator €X officio Hut he can request any 
member to take the chair, if he so desires,

III. HIM HKC-NKTAMY.

The duty of thn secretary Is, to miikn ami keep a fair and accurate record uf 
the proceedings of tlm tmsiting ; have charge of all papers and documents belong­
ing to It; rend whatever I* requited to lie read from the desk. Itcfuru the body ; 
call the roll of memlmrs : nnd furnish, when required, any information which the 
records contaiu.

I. In legislative bodies, a record of business actually passed and done consti- 
lutes the minutes. Hut in deliberative bodies not legislative, the records are 
expected to show a concise journal of all proceedings.

1. Propositions not carried, nnd motions lost, are not to be recorded, unless 
their record be ordered at the time.

3. Resolutions voted and proceeding actually had may be omitted from the 
records, by a vote of the body at the time, so directing.

4. Names and proceedings cannot be inserted in the minutes subsequent to 
their approval, unless it be apparent that the omission was a mistake, and the 
insertion be essental to make the minutes correct.

IV. TUB MEMRKRS.

All the members have equal rights aud privileges in the assembly ; have an 
equal interest in the successful issue of the deliberations; and nn equal responsi­
bility in maintaining order and furthering the business.

Discourteous remarks should not be indulged In or allowed. Members should 
arise to speak, and show thst rcsficct to the chairman which lioth his person aod 
his position claim and should receive.

Strict attention should l»c given to tlm proceedings. Conversation among 
members and all unnecessary noise should be avoided. Remarks while speaking 
should be confined to the subject under debate, and should be both temperate 
and courteous.

V. ORDER VP SC SIXES*

1. If the meeting be a stated one, the order of business is usually this: Pint, 
Reading and approval of the minutes of the last meeting. Second, Unfinished 
business, or that which aupearson the minutes, including the reports of commit­
tees in their order Third, New business, which may lie proposed by any 
member.

2. If the meeting be a special one. the object and order of business may he set 
forth in the call by which it is convened ; in which case the chairman states it. 
and the deliberations proceed affording to that order. Or the chairman may 
state the object of the meeting informally, from his own knowledge; or a com­
mittee may be appointed to prepare an order of business. Hoards usually bare 
their order ot business piescrilied. which order should be followed.

3. Associations and other bodies which meet annually, or at long intervals, 
councils and other bodies which dissolve or adjourn sine die, have their minutes 
read and corrected before adjournment.

4. The only change which can be made in the minutes, is to correct what is 
incorrect, if what is actually passed and done be accurately recorded, it cannot 
be changed to meet the wishes either of individuals or of the entire body. En­
tries of actual transactions cannot be obliterated. Hut statements of related 
facts, not essential to a truthful record of actual busines*. may be omitted in 
correcting the minutes, if so ordered by the body.

3. It is however expected that the minutes of churches, end other bodies not 
legislative, will show • concise history of their proceedings,* end not be simply 
confined to g record of business done. This is made at the discretion of the
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secretary, but it subject to revision by the body, when the minutes Are passed 
upon.

L vi. a guonuM.
i. In All ddilîrqtjyir/nss<*mblieH. it is undorstood that the votes of a majority of 

members present shall decide a question under debate.
s. In constitutional changes, and some other matters, it is common to require 

a vote of two-thirds or three-fourths of those voting.
j. Hoards, standing committees, and some other bodies, usually agree that no 

business shall be done unless there be present a certain number designated, and 
called a quorum.

4. While a majority vote strictly carries any question of ordinary character, 
yet in churches and religious assemblies, all important decisions should have the 
general concurrence of the body, and not be held by a mere majority.

5. Churches seldom fix the number of a quorum by rule, but consider any 
number present at a business meeting regularly called competent to act. It is 
however unwise to transact important business with only a small part of the 
church present.

VII. motions.
1. All business must be presented by a motion-made in writing, if so required. 

Properly the motion should be made by one member and seconded by another. 
But routine business may by general consent pass to a vote without a second,

а. No discussion can properly be had until a motion is made, seconded, and 
distinctly stated by the chairman.

3. A resolution cannot be withdrawn after it has been discussed, except by 
unanimous consent of the body.

4. A resolution, having been discussed, must be put to vote, unless withdrawn, 
laid on the table, referred, or postponed.

3. A motion lost should not be recorded, unless so ordered by the body at the 
time.

б. A motion lost cannot be renewed at the same meeting except by unanimous 
consent of the body.

7, A resolution should contain but one distinct proposition or question. If it 
does contain more, it must at the request of any member be divided, and the 
questions acted on separately.

I. Only one question can properly lie before an assembly at the same time. 
But there are certain subsidiary motions, which by common usage may Interrupt 
one already under debate. These are motions to amend, to substitute, to post- 
Pone, to lay on the table, for the previous question, and to adjourn. These motions 
in their form are not debatable, except those to a wend and to substitute.

9. The subsidiary motions just named cannot be interrupted by any other mo­
tion ; nor can any other be applied to them, except that to amend, which may be 
done by specifying some time, place, or purpose.

to. Nor can thesj motions interrupt or supersede each other ; except that a 
motion to adjourn is always in order, except while a speaker has the door, or a 
vote ie being taken.

xi. When these motions, which are not debatable by usage, are amended by 
an addition of time, place, or purpose, they become debatable like other motions ; 
but debatable only as to the time, place, or purpose, which brings them within 
the range of discussion.

ta. No resolution or motion can be entertained which has, at the same session, 
been put to vote and lost. Nor can a resolution be entertained which directly 
contraducts, annuls, or abrogates one already passed. But one passed can be 
reconsidered and voted down, and then one of contrary import can be passed.

VIII. AMENDMENTS.
1. Amendments can be made to resolutions or motions, in three ways; by 

omitting, by adding, or by substituting, words or sentences.
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а. An amendment to an amendment can bo made ; but not to the second de­

gree. It would complicate and obstruct proceedings.
3. No amendment should he made which essentially changes the meaning or 

design of the original resolution.
4. But a substitute may be oflured, which may or may not change the meaning 

of the resolution under debate.
5. An amendment is first to be discussed and acted on, and then the original 

resolution as amended.
IX. KVBAKINO

1. Any member desiring to speak on a question, should rise in hie place and 
address the chairman, confine his remarks to the question under discussion, and 
avoid all unkind and disrespectful language.

s. A speaker using improper language, introducing improper subjects, or oth­
erwise out of order, should lie colled to order by the chairman, or by any mem­
ber, and must either take his seat or conform to the regulations of the body.

3. A member while speaking can allow others to ask questions, or make ex­
planations ; but if he yield the floor to another, cannot claim it again as his 
right.

4. If two members rise at the same time to speak, preference is usually given 
to the one farthest bom the chair, or to the one opposing the question under 
discussion.

5. The fact that a member has several times risen to speak, gives him no pre­
ference to be heard on that account. Nor can the chairman give the floor to 
one because he has made several attempts to obtain it.

б. Calls for the question cannot deprive a member of his right to speak, either 
when he has the floor or when rising to speak. Nor is it courteous to call for 
the question while a member is on the floor.

7. Should a member use offensive language in debate, hie words should be 
taken by the secretary, verified by his own acknowledgment, or by a vote of the 
body, and he be required to apologize, or he visited by such censure as the body 
may see fit to inflict.

x. vu 11 wo,
I, The question is put to vote by the chairman, having first distinctly re-stated 

it, that all may clearly understand how and on what they vote. First, the a/flrm* 
olive, then the negative is called ; each so doliheutuly as to give all an op­
portunity of voting. He then distinctly announces whether the motion la carried 
or loti.

1. Voting is doue usually by aye and ho, or by raising the hand. When the 
decision is doubted, hv standing to be counted. Sometimes by ballot, sometimes 
by a division of the house, the affirmative taking one side and the negative the 
other, until counted. Sometimes by calling the yeas and nays, the secretary calling 
the roll, and each member answering with his vote. The last two methods are 
in use chiefly in legislative assemblies.

3. Taking the yeas and nays ia resorted to usually for the purpose of holding 
memliera accountable to the constituents whom they represent. In churches 
and other voluntary associations it cannot lie required, since they are not repre­
sentative bodies, and have no constituencies to whom they are amenable.

4. If the yeas and nays be ordered, each member haa the right to explain hie 
vote it length ; and in doing so, can discuss the merits of the entire question, 
should he choose, in order to justify his vote.

3 If the veto as announced by the chairman be doubted, it ia usual to call It 
the second time, generally by counting.

0. All members should vote, unless fur reasons excused ; or those under dis­
cipline, during which disability they should take no active part in the business 
of the body.

7. The chairman usually votes when the question is taken by ballot ; other-
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wise it is customary for him to waive that right. But when the assembly is 
equally divided, he may, if so disposed, give the casting vote.

8. When the vote is taken by ballot, as is usual on important questions, espe­
cially in the election of officers, tellers are appointed by the chair to distribute, 
collect and count the ballots.

9. The tellers do not themselves announce the result of the ballot, but report 
it to the chairman, who makes the nuounceinent.

10. In announcing the result, it is usual to state the whole number of votes 
cast, the number necessary to a choice (in the case of an election), and the num­
ber cast for the successful candidate, and then to declare his election. If there 
be no election, the number of votes for several of the highest candidates is 
announced, and a new ballot is ordered.

XI. COMMITTERS.

t. Committees are nominated by the chairman, at the direction of the body, 
and their nomination confirmed by a vote. More commonly, the meeting directs 
that all committees shall be appointed by the chair; in which case no vote is 
needed to confirm.

2. Any matter of business, or subject under debate, may be referred to a com­
mittee, with or without instructions. The committee make their report, which is 
the result of their deliberations. The body then takes action on the report, and 
on any recommendations it may contain.

3. The report of a committee is received by a vote, which acknowledges their 
service, and takes their report before the body for consideration. Afterwards, 
any distinct rccomtnendation contained in the report is acted on, and may be 
adopted or rejected.

4. Frequently, however, when the recommendations of the committee are of 
trifling moment, or likely to l>c generally acceptable, the report is received and 
adopted by a single vote.

5. A report may lie recommitted to the committee, or that committee mav be 
discharged, and another appointe l fur the same purpose, with or without 
instructions, for a further consideration of the subject, so as to present it in a 
form more likely to secure the concurrence of the body.

6. The meeting has no (tower to change the form of a committee's report ; for 
then, so far, it would be a document uf the body, and not of the committee. But 
the report may be re-committed with instructions to change it. Any distinct 
recommendation in the report may, however, he modified, since that, if adopted, 
becomes the action of the body, rather than of the committee.

7. A committee may be appointed with power for a specific purpose. In that 
ease it has full discretion to dispose conclusively of the business intrusted to it, 
without further reference to the body.

8. The first one named in the appointment of a committee is by courtesy con­
sidered the chairman. But a committee, when called together, has the right to 
elect its own chairman.

9. The member who moves the appointment of a committee, is usually out of 
courtesy, though not necessarily, appointed, first named on it, and acts as 
chairman.

10. Committees of arrangement, or for other business protracted in its nature, 
report progress from time to time, and are continued until their final report is 
made, or their appointment expires by limitation.

11. A committee is discharged by a vote when its business is done, and its 
reports received. But usually a committee is considered as discharged by the 
acceptance of its report.

ia. In constituting a committee, it is usual to appoint a majority of those favora­
ble to the proposition submitted to their consideration, if it be a matter in 
controversy.

13. In making up its report, if unanimity cannot be secured, a majority pre­
pares and presents the report. But the minority may also present a sepaiate
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report. The body can hear and act on both, at its discretion ; or It may refuse 
to give any consideration to the minority report, if so disposed.

XII. STANDING COMMITTEES.

A committee appointed to act for a given time, or during the recess of the body 
is called a standing committee. It has charge of a given department of business 
assigned by the body ; acts either with power in the final disposition of that 
business, or under instructions, in preparing it for the action of the body. A 
standing committee is substantially a minor board, and has its own chairman, 
secretary, records, times of meeting, and order of business.

XIII. COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE.

When an assembly desires to consider any subject in a manner less formal and 
restricted than can be done under ordinary rules of business, it may resolve itself 
into a committee of the whole for that purpose.

This is done by a vote to go into a committee of the whole, at • given time, and 
for a given purpose. When the specified time arrives, the presiding officer names 
some member to take the chair, the business is stated, and tne body, as committee, 
proceeds to its consideration.

The proceedings arc governed by the ordinary rules of debate, except—
i. The chairman has the same privilege in debate as other members.
a. Speakers are not restricted as to time.
3. The previous question cannot be called.

fej 4. No committees can be appointed.
3. No other business than that assigned can be considered by them.
0. The committee cannot adjourn but rise, when its time has expired; and if 

its business he not completed, it will, when its report is made, ask permission of 
the assembly to sit ngain.

When the committee rises, the chairman of the body resumes his seat, and the 
chairman of the committer reports the results of the del iterations. This form 
of committee is seldom resorted to except in legislative bodies.

xiv. aitral.
The chairman announces all votes, and decides all questions as to rules of pro. 

cccding, and order in debate. Dut any member wno is dissatisfied with his 
decisions may appeal from it, to the decision of the body. The chairman then 
pats the question, "Shall the decision of the chair be sustained?" The vote on 

po| this question is final. The question on appeal is not debatable. The right of 
appeal is undeniable, but should not be too freely used.

xv. PROTEST.

It is the right of any member, who may regard the action of the body in a given 
case, to be wrong, unauthorized, or in any way oppressive, to protest against it. 
This protest may ho male verbally and informally: in which case it Is heard, but 

in 1 is not entered on the minutes except by request of the protestant, and by |*rmis* 
sior. ol the body. Dut if it be presented formally in writing the body is bound to 
receive the document, and record its reception. The entire document can be 
entered on the records by a vote of the body.

seri The right to protest, as well as that of petition and appeal, can never be denied 
to free men without an abridgment of tneir liberties. Questions pertaining to 
the rights and privileges of members, even though they be liable to abuse, should 
be treated by deliberative assemblies, in the most liberal manner, consistent with 
good order and a proper discharge of their obligations.

XVI. THE PREVIOUS QUESTION.

Debate may be cut short by a vote to take the previous question. By this is 
meant that the previous, original or main question under discussion be imme­
diately voted on, regardless of pending amendments and secondary questions, and 
without further debate,

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In some bodies, a motion for the previous question cannot be entertained, un 

less such motion b« seconded by one quarter, one third or one half—as the ruUj 
may Imi—of the votnra prruunt, Hut in hodio* where no rule exista, a motion 
made and wtiimded lik»» any other, I* nufhvlrnt if It U* voted by a majority. Aj 
motion for the piovlous quintl ui U 11 it dfKiUblc

1, If a motion for the iireviiiiin question Ur carried, thou the main questioii| 
must be immediately taken, without further debate.

a. If the motion for the previous question l>e lost, the debate proceeds ss| 
though no such motion had been made

3. The previous question cannot be ordered while a motion to postpone, or tc| 
commit, is undoi consideration, It cannot itself be postponed, nor amended; but 
It can be interrupted by n motion to lay on the table the original resolution 
which If voted, carries with it the whole subject, including the motion for the 
previous question.

4. If a motion for the previous question I* lost, it cannot be renewed on the 
same question during that session, unless the question has undergone some 
change by amendment, or otherwise, in the mean time.

XVII. LAV ON THK TABLE.*

Immediate and decisive actum on any question under debate, may be deferred 
by a vote to lay on the table the resolution pending. This disposes of the whole 
question for the present, and ordinarily, is in eftect a final dismissal of it. But 
any member has the right subsequently to call it up by a motion. The body de 
cides by vote, whether it will, or will not. take it up. A motion to lay on the table 
is not debatable.

1. Sometimes, however, a resolution is laid on the table for the present, or until 
a specified time, to give place for other business necessary to be done. It is then 
called up when the time specified arrives.

a. A motion to lay on the table must apply to a resolution or other docu­
mentary matters. There must be something to lay on the table. An abstract 
subject cannot be disposed ol in this way.

XVIII. POSTPONE MU NT.

A simple postponement is for a specified time or purpose, the business to be 
resumed when the time or purpose is reached. But a question indefinitely post­
poned is considered as fully dismissed.

XIX. NOT UKMATABLK.

Certain motions, by established usage, arc not debatable, but when once before 
the body, must be put to vote without discussion.

These are : the previous question ; lor indefinite postponement ; to commit ; to 
lay on the table; on affieal; to adjourn But when these motions are modified 
by some condition of time, place, or pm hose, they become debatable, and subject 
to the rules of other motions; but are debatable so far only as concerns the time 
place or purpose by which they are modified.

A body la, however, competent, by a vote, to allow debate on all motions.
xx. to ar.coNKimta.

1. A motion to reconsider a motion already passed, according to established 
usage, must be made by one who voted for that motion when it passed.

a. If the body decides to reconsider, then the motion or resolution so reconsid­
ered, is placed before them, as it was previous to its passage, and may be dis­
cussed, adopted or rejected.

3. A vote to reconiider should be taken at the same session, at which the vote 
reconsidered was passed ; and alio, when there are as many members present as 
voted on It then.

XXI. »! DISCUSSED.

If when a motion is introduced, a member objecta to its discussion aa foreign, 
profitless, or contentious, the chairman should at once pu| the qaesttaq, " QhaU
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PARLIAMENTARY RULES.

this motion be discussed P" If it be decided in the negative the motion cannot be 
entertainod,

Mil, ORDRR OF Till PAY,
The body may decide to take up mime particular huilneii at a specified time, 

That business thereby become* the order of tkt day, for the time specified, When 
the hour arrivée, it muet be taken up by the call of the chairman, or of any mem* 
bcr, with or without a vote, all pending business being postponed In consequence.

XXIII. POINT OF ORDia.

Any member who supposes a speaker to be out ol order, or that a discussion 
is proceeding improperly, may at any time riti to a point of order. He must dis­
tinctly state hie question or objection, and the chairman must decide whether hie 
objection will be taken.

But one rising to a point of order cannot discuss the Question, nor enter into 
any debate; he must simply state his objection, and wait lor a decision.

XXIV, PRIVILEGED QUESTIONS.

Questions relating to the rights and privileges of members are of primary im­
portance, and until disposed of take precedence of all other business, and super­
sede all other questions, except that of adjournment.

XXV. RULE SUSPENDED.

A rule of order may be suspended by a vote of the body to allow the transaction 
of business, which could not otherwise be done without a violation of such rule. 
But if rules be thought necesessary to exist, they should not frequently be sus­
pended.

XXVI. FILLING BLANKS.

Where different numbers are suggested for filling blanks, the highest number, 
greatest distance and longest time are usually voted on first.

XXVII. ADJOURNMENT.

i. A simple motion to adjourn is always in order, except while one is speaking 
or a vote is being taken, It takes precedence of all other questions, ana is not 
debatable.

a. In some deliberative bodies a motion to adjourn is in order while speaking 
or voting is going on, the business to stand on re-assembling precisely as it was 
when adjournment took place.

3. A body may adjourn to a specified time. But if no time be mentioned, the 
fixed or usual time is understood. If there be no fixed or usual time, then an 
adjournment without date is equivalent to a dissolution.

4. A body may, at any stage of its proceedings, vote that It will adjourn at 1 
given time. When that time arrives, the chairman will call for a vote of adjourn­
ment, or declare the meeting adjourned without further action.

3. A body may, at any stage ol its proceedings, vote that when It does adjourn, 
it will adjourn to a given time. That vote will therefore As the time of Itg 
re assembling, without any further action.

t
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THE MARITIME UNION.

The Annual Session of the Congregational Union of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick met on Saturday, July 8th. in the Congregational Church, Sheffield. 
The church with which the Union met is the oldest Protestant Church organi­
zation in New Brunswick, having been organized some time between 1762 and 
1765, by Puritan settlers from New England. The Union was called to order by 
Rev. A. McGregor, of Yarmouth, N.S., chairman. Rev. D. XV. Cameron, of 
Keswick Ridge, offered prayer ; Rev. I. W. Cox was chosen minute secretary, 
and Rev. J. B. Thompson assistant. When the roll was called it was found that 
there was a general representation. Several gentlemen, not delegates, being 
present, were invited to sit as honorary members, among them Prof. Granville F. 
roster, formerly of St. John, now president of a college in Illinois. The ordi- 
nary committees were appointed. In the evening Rev. Alexander McGregor, the 
chairman, gave his retiring address, Rev. |. Barker and Rev. S. Sykes assisting 
in the devotional exercises. Mr. McGregor's theme was. " A wise understand­
ing of the times is an essential factor in the progress of the Church of Christ." 
The following are some of the points of the address: First, the drift of evan­
gelical theology of the present day; secondly, the tendency and effort of the 
larger denomination» to absorb tlr smaller; thirdly, the fellowship and indepen­
dence of the churches, ns illustrated and enforced by the general tendency of the 
times towards confederation and concentration of forces. These and other facts 
were shown to largely affect and modify the efforts and policy of the Christian 
workers of the day, in order to effect the largest and noblest success. Rev. 
James Shipi»erley. of Cheboguc. N.S., was elec ted chairman of the Union for the 
ensuing year. On Sunday Rev. Janies Shippcrlev preached on ” Spiritual Life" 
—a Peter iii. 18. At 3 p.m. a mass meeting was held, Freeman Dennis, Esq., of 
Yarmouth, N.S , occupying the chair. An address was delivered by Rev. D. VV. 
Cameron, of Keswick Ridge, on "Christian Activity," showing especially that the 
love of Christ is the secret of true success. Rev. Irving L. lieeman followed, 
claiming that if the Gospel were but given a fair chance by being fully worked, 
unrestrained and unfettered, it would »|>eedi!y realize and confirm the declara­
tion that it is "the power of God." Rev. Arthur Main, of Economy. N.8., fol­
lowed, taking up and pressing home the thought oT the hour At the evening 
meeting a sermon was preached by Rev. Irving L. Becnian, from Heb. xii. 22-24 
—" But ye are come unto Mount Zion, and unto the city of the living God, and 
to Jesus the Mediator of the new covenant;" after which the Loid » Supper was 
observed, Rev J. Barker presided, assiste*l by Rev A. McGregor and Rev. Robert 
Crisp (Methodist). Oil Monday the morning devotional exercises were led by 
Rev. Jns. Whitman, of Manchester, Nova Scotia. When the regular business 
was resumed, Rev. Irving I,, lieeman. of St John, N.H., and Rev. D. W. Came- 
ron. of Keswick Ridge, were unanimously received into membership in the 
Union, on their credential* from associations in the United States. A commu­
nication was read from Edward Gould, Esq., of Portland, Maine, conveying the 
greetings of the National Council of Congregational churchesof the United States 
to the Congregational Umou of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. A paper was 
presented bv Rev. J. XV. Cox. of Noel, N.S., on Foreign Missions. A warm inter­
est was aroused on this great subject, resulting in a liberal offer of money to the 
cause bv Rev. C. L. Roes, of IxKhside, Cape Breton, and alao in the appoint­
ment of a committee to draft a plan of foreign missionary work for the Union. A 
letter of dismission was granted to Rev. Enoch Barker to unite with the Congre­
gational Union of Ontario, and also to Rev. Addison Blanchard to the Associa­
tion of Colorado. United Sûtes. ‘
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CONSTITUTION.

I. That the name of this Association be “The Congregational Union of 
Ontario and Quebec."

II. That it shall consist of Congregational or Independent Churches, and of 
Ministers of the same Church Order who are either in the pastoral office or 
(being members of Congregational Churches) are engaged m evangelistic or educa­
tional service, approved and received at a general meeting.

III. That this Union is founded on a full recognition of the distinctive princi­
ples of Congregational Churches, namely, the Scriptural right of every separate 
Church to maintain perfect independence .in its government and administration, 
and, therefore, that the Union shall not assume legislative or administrative 
authority, or in any case become a court of appeal.

IV. That the following are the objects contemplated in its formation:—!. To 
promote evangelical religion in connection with the Congregational denomination. 
2. To cultivate brotherly affection and co-operation in everything relating to the 
interests of the associated Churches. 3. To establish a fraternal correspondence 
with similar bodies elsewhere. 4. To address an annual or occasional letter to 
the associated Churches, accompanied with such information as may be deemed 
necessary. 5. To obtain accurate statistical information relative to the Congre­
gational Churches throughout the British American Provinces. 6, To hold con­
sultation on questions of interest connected with the cause of Christ in general.

V. To promote the accomplishment of these objects, and the general interests 
of the Union, an annual meeting of its members shall be held, each of the 
associated Churches being represented by two lay delegates ; the meetings to be 
held at such time and place as may be appointed at each annual meeting.

VI. That the officers of the Union be a Chairman, Secretary-Treasurer, 
Statistical Secretary, Minute Secretary and Committee, all to be chosen annually 
from its members, who shall execute the instructions of the Union, and prepare 
a docket of business for the annual meeting.

VII. That alterations may be made in this Constitution by any annual meeting, 
provided that notice of such alterations has been given at the meeting next 
preceding.

STANDING RULES.
0

1. Applications for admission to the Union, whether by Churches or Minis­
ters, should be made in writing : and after having been read to the Union shall 
be referred to a standing Committee on Membership. Churches so applying shall 
present the written recommendation of three members of the Union. Ministers 
tearing regular letters of dismissal from a kindred Congregational organization, 
and those who furnish evidence of having completed a course of study in the 
Congregational College of B.N.A., and having been ordained to the ministry, may 
be received at once on these grounds. Other ministers shall be required to bring 
proof of (1) their membership in a Congregational Church ; (2) their ordination 
to the ministry ; (3) if they have come from any other denomination, their good 
standing therein ; and they shall satisfy the Membership Committee in relation 
to their literary acquirements, and their doctrinal and ecclesiastical views ; 
(4) should the Membership Committee be satisfied on these points, and recom­
mend the applicant for membership, the recommendation shall be filed with the 
Secretary, and the application and recommendation shall then lie over until the 
next annual meeting, when a two-thirds vote of the members present shall be 
requisite for admission Into membership.
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I. The Union ■hull meet annually on the Wednesday after the first Sabbath 
In Jane, at 7.30 p.m., when the annual amnion will lie tlcllverod.

3. The Union shall thon be organize! under the presidency of the Chairman, 
or, failing him. n chairman f ro tern., to be chosen by the Union, by the election 
of Minute Secretaries and Reporters, the calling of the Roll, and the appointment 
of Standing Committees on Business, Membership. Nomination and Finance, on 
nomination by the Committee of the Union.

4. On Thursday morning, after devotional exercises, the Chairman’s address 
shall be delivered, and the Chairman for the next year shall be elected, after 
nomination by the Committee of the Union, or by any member of the Union.

5. The Committee of the Union shall then present their Annual Report.
6. The meetings shall be daily opened and closed with prayer ; the morning 

devotional exercises to extend to an hour.
j. No motion shall be discussed unless seconded ; no member shall speak 

twice to the same motion without permission from the Chair; and every motion 
shall be presented in writing by the mover, if required by the Chair.

8. The Roll shall be called, and the Minutes of the preceding day read at the 
opening ol each day's session, and the Minutes of the last day at the close of the 
session.

9. The Church in whose '.ocality the annual meeting shall bo held, shall be 
requested to celebrate the Lord's Supper in connection with such meeting.

10. On Monday evening, during the sitting of the Union, * public meeting of 
the Union shall he held.

II. Application shall be made by the Statistical Sectary, one month at least 
before the annual meeting, for statistics of the several Churches, and • brief 
narrative of the state of religion among them, that he may prepare a condensed 
narrative of the whole for the annual meeting, and for publication, If so ordered.

12. A collection for the funds of the Union shall be made annually in each 
Church, on or ne«r the Lord’s day prior to the meeting. From this source, the 
Finance Committee, after providing for other necessary expenses, shall pay, in 
full, if possible, the travelling lares of (1) Ministerial members who are Pastors 
or members of Congregational Churches within the Province of Ontario and 
Quebec ; and (2) one delegate from each church contributing not less than the 
sum of five dollars to its funds ; or if unable to pay in full, shall deduct from 
the claim of each, such equal amount as may be found necessary ; such payment 
not to be made until after the final adjournment, except with leave of the Union.

11. The delegates from the Union to corresponding bodies, who may fail to 
fulfil their appointment by personal attendance, shall address these bodies by 
letter, communicating in substance such information and sentiments as they 
would furnish if present at their annual convocations.

4
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RESOLUTIONS AND DECLARATION OF FAITH.

The following resolutions were adopted by the Congregational Union of 
Ontario and Quebec, at the Annual Meetings, held in Guelph. June, 1877, and 
London. Ont., June. 1878.

In reference to the Doctrinal Statement, it should be distinctly understood 
that it has been adopted by the Union, neither as a creed to be subscribed, nor 
Bi a scientific document by which the belief of the churches is minutely declared.

It has been intentionally drawn up in simple language, so that the several 
members of our churches may refer to it, as a brief statement of what is gen­
erally believed by those connected with the Congregational denomination in 
Canada. Its cordial and unanimous adoption gave a striking and practical 
illustration of the unity of opinion on the cardinal doctrines of the Christian 
Faith, which exists so largely in the body.

M Forasmuch as our denominational attitude toward modern 
religious thought may, from the freedom of our ecclesiastical 
polity, be unintentionally misapprehended, we hereby affirm 
our continued adhesion to the historical principles of our body, 
and declare our belief :

" 1. That human formulations of dogma, whether in the form 
of written creeds or articles of religion, are neither conducive 
to unity of faith, nor preventive of error, and that the Holy 
Scriptures alone are the true standard of religious belief.

" 2. That as the Bible is the inspired revelation of the 
Divine mind and will, to the diligent and prayerful student light 
may be expected to break from its pages. Nevertheless, from 
its devout study for ages by the best and wisest men, such 
light, while it may secure a richer development of its funda­
mental truths, will certainly never mar nor displace them.

" 3. That as a denomination we arc unwilling to accept the 
theology of any man or class of men as authoritative i never­
theless on alt material points we are still in general accord with 
the cardinal doctrines held by the fathers of Congregational­
ism, holding such views, not because they held them, but be­
cause, like them, we find them in the Word of God.

414. That, whilst we claim, we concede the free exercise of 
private judgment on all matters coming within the legitimate 
range of reason ; hence every brother must be held resjxmsible 
for his own distinct opinions without compromising the opin­
ions of his brethren. Nevertheless we rejoice in the substantial 
doctrinal harmony which exists amongst us.”

DOCTRINAL STATEMENT
_ %

The Congregational Churches of Canada hold—
1. That the Scriptures of the Old and New Testament are 

the inspired records of God’s mind and will.
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2. That there is one God, infinite in His nature and perfec­
tions, the Creator and Governor of the universe.

3. That the Father is Divine, that the Son is Divine, and 
that the Holy Spirit is Divine : Divine in the sense that they 
are one God.

4. That the Son, as the Divine Word, was in the beginning 
with God and was God, but that to redeem us from sin and 
death, in the fulness of the times, He took upon Him our very 
nature, and in our nature suffered even unto death.

5. That by the Holy Spirit the soul is born again and 
sanctified.

6. That man was originally created in the divine image, but 
through disobedience to the command of God fell from his first 
estate and involved himself in ruin.

7. That salvation has been secured through the absolute 
righteousness and atoning death of the Lord Jesus* that 
through faith in Him alone can we be saved, and that a true 
faith will ever be followed by holiness of life.

8. That the Lord Jesus will come again to judge the quick 
and dead ; that at the last day there will be a general resur­
rection ; that after the judgment those who are approved of 
Christ shall enter on a life of everlasting blessedness, but that 
those who are condemned shall receive the due wages of sir», 
everlasting punishment.

9. That there is one Holy Catholic Church, which compre­
hends all, in all climes and ages, who truly believe in the Lord 

•Jesus Christ.
10. That each local Church should be constituted and 

governed by the revealed will of the Divine Head, our Lord 
Jesus Christ.

11. That each local Church should be composed exclusively 
of those who give credible evidence of their having become 
u new creatures in Christ Jesus that it should be complete 
in itself ; independent of all ecclesiastical authority ; that it 
should exercise the right of receiving its own members ; of 
maintaining its own discipline ; of appointing its own officers ; 
in a word of conducting its own affairs, in harmony with the 
principles of the New Testament.

12. That towards sister Churches, the attitude of the local 
Church should be that of a co-equal, with the free exercise of 
Christian sympathy, mutual co-operation, and, if needful, of 
respectful remonstrance, yet without authoritative interfer­
ence or control.

13. That each local Church should have its own Bishop or 
Bishops, and its Deacons. The office of the Bishop should 
include the preaching of the Word, and the spiritual over-
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sight and rule of the Church—the Bishop ruling, not as a 
lord over God's heritage, but as the servant of Christ. The 
work of the Deacons should primarily be the care of the poor 
of the Church ; but they may be a Board of Consultation for 
the Bishop, and when desirable an Executive for the tem­
poralities of the Church.

14. That the Lord's Supper should be administered as 
often as prescribed by the Church.

H. That baptism should be administered to infants, and to 
adults not previously baptized, on the profession of their faith ; 
in both cases by the application of water to the subject.

16. That as the Congregational Union is neither a Church 
nor a Church Court, connection with it, however, in many 
respects highly desirable, is nevertheless purely voluntary, and 
should be sought for mutual benefit and for the promotion of 
the general interests of the denomination ; it being clearly and 
distinctly understood that such connection is neither requisite 
to the completeness of a Church, nor for co-operation in de­
nominational work.

RESOLUTIONS IN REFERENCE TO COUNCILS.

Adopted nt the Annual Meeting of the Union in Montreal. June. 1876,
and reaffirmed in 1880 and 188a.

1. That previous to the formation of a new Church of our 
order, a Council of pastors and delegates of sister Churches 
should be called by the parties desiring to be so formed into 
such a Church, and that statements and documents relating 
to the proposed organization should bo presented to the 
Council thus formed, and its advice in the matter sought.

2. That in the ordination, recognition or installation of pas­
tors, and in the setting apart of evangelists in or among our 
Churches,* the Church over whom the pastor is to be placed, 
or of which the evangelist is a member, should call a Council, 
before whom should be laid the call of the Church, and the 
credentials of the pastor elect, or the evangelist, as the case may 
be, and the advice of the Council sought in relation thereto.

3. That a Council consists of the representatives of Churches, 
not individuals, and it is expedient that each Church con­
sulted should be represented by its pastor and a delegate, and 
should embrace, though not exclusively, the sister Congrega­
tional Churches contiguous to the Church or people seeking 
advice.

REPORT OP THE UNION COMMITTEE.
Bringing warm and kindly greetings to the brethren of the Union, the Com­

mittee would, at the same tine, tender similar greetings to the church with 
which we assemble again after an interval of nine years.

To those whose decease has 
been reported before, there has been added this year the names of the Rev. James 
Howell, for some years the energetic Agent and Secretary ol the Canada Con» 
gregational Indian'Mission, and Mr. Alexander Christie, of Toronto, who for so 
many years represented the proprietary of the Canadian Independent at the Union 
meetings. Faithful brethren, " They do rest from their labor, and their works 
do follow theml*'

There have also gone out from us during these years a large number who were 
wont to sneak of Canada as their home and field of labor, but who, feeling as 
if they had " no more place in these parts," have left lor the United States. 
And, we recommend, therefore, that the Union appoint a special committee to
investigate the cause of so large an exodus, and report thereon during the pieeent 
sessions.

The Jubile of the Congregational Union of England and Wales la awakening
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much interest in the British churches, and the effort to raise a fund for denomi­
national extension, and kindred objects worthy of the occasion, is meeting with 
great success. The Secretary. Rev. Dr. liannay. announced at the May assembly 
that the munificent sum of /isv.onostg. had alioady been pledged, and that he 
saw hie way clear to another ^100,000. at least, making in all about a million and 
a quarter of dollars A new impetus is Iwing given to all furmsof religious effort, 
which will, we doubt not. leave large and permanent results. Of the deputation 
appointed by you to attend the autumnal meetings in Manchester, at which the 
jubilee was inaugurated, only one —the Rev. John Burton—was able to attend. 
But our respected Chairman for the present year. Mr George Hague, of Mon­
treal, having been called to England on business about the time of the autumnal 
meeting, contrived so to arrange his visit as to attend the sessions of the Union, 
and a letter was given to him commending him to the English brethren as chair- 
man-elect of this Union, and also one to ihe Rev. James Roy, of Montreal, who 
went to Britain for his health about the same time, and all these brethren were 
most cordially received. Reports of their visit will be given at the projier time.

Your Committee regret that but little progress has been made in the matter of 
raising funds lor our Church Building Society, which, so far, is but little beyond 
a name. One or two devised church properties have been sold, and the proceeds 
of sale invested with the Society. A number of other properties, however, are 
rapidly slipping out of our hands, through the decease of trustees and the neglect 
to fill vacancies, and your Committee hope that energetic steps mav be taken to 
sell these disused buildings without further delay, otherwise they will be. in some 
cases, entirely lost to the denomination.

They would also call attention to the urgent need of something being done to 
place the Retiring Ministers' Branch of the Provident Fund upon a better foot­
ing. there being at present no resources at the disposal of the Board out of which 
to meet the necessities of any case that may arise An appeal such as th at made 
on behalf of the late Rev. H. Denny, or, more recently, on behalf of an 0 ther of 
our brethren, may meet with a generous response, as these have done, ; but relief 
of an eleemosynary character is always felt to be unpleasant, and would be even 
more so in the case of those w hose payments into the Fund justly entitles them to 
au annuity therefrom.

On behalf of the Committee
John Wood, Stcntary.

On motion the report was referred to the Business Com­
mittee, and subsequently was, on their recommendation, 
adopted.

The Secretary-Treasurer also presented his Financial State­
ment, and report of special collections received for an invalid 
member, both of which, on his motion, were referred to the 
Finance Committee for audit, and reported by them as cor­
rect. Subsequently the Business Committee recommended, 
and the Union voted to ask, the churches " to take up one 
communion service, as last year, on behalf of the honored 
brother who is permanently laid aside by serious illness ; and 
that the Secretary of the Union be requested to have this in 
charge, as before."

Applications for Membership were presented from
Rev. J. B. Seer, B.D., of Wmghem, Ont.; Rev. F. lames, of Aultville, Ont.; 

Rev. Geo. Skinner, of Kincardine, Ont. ; Rev. John Morton, of Hamilton. Ont. ; 
Rev. A. C. Kaye, of South foledon, Ont. ; Rev. J. Hill, from Scotland ; and from 
the churches at Barrie. Ont., Wingham, Ont., and Winnipeg. Man.

All of which were referred to the Membership Committee.



Also a letter from the Bond St. church, Toronto, naming 
delegates in the event of its reception into the Union.

The Rev. E. Ebbs, Convener, read a report from the Spe­
cial Committee appointed to confer with the Bond Street 
church and sister churches of Toronto. Referred to the same 
committee.

Letters of dismission were asked for by
Revs. M. Lowry, of Petrolia, Ont.; A. E. Kinmouth, of Stouffville. Ont., and 

W. Ewing. B.A., of Manitoba.

Referred to the same committee.
A letter was read from Rev. Dr. Cochrane, on behalf of the 

Synod of Hamilton and London, with reference to the intro­
duction of the Bjble as a text book into the common schools. 
On motion it was referred to the Business Committee ; also a 
communication from the Upper Canada Bible Society.

The Union then adjourned till 2 p.m.
2 P.M.

The Union re-assembled, but after adopting a docket of 
business for Friday morning, immediately gave way to the 
Missionary Societies.
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Friday, June qth, 9 a.m.

The Rev. C. Pedley, B.A., conducted the morning prayer 
meeting.

The Chairman, Mr. George Hague, of Montreal, having 
arrived, delivered the customary address, and assumed the 
presidency of the assembly. Subsequently the Business Com­
mittee reported, recommending

"Thât the thinks of the Union be given to the Chiirman tor his excellent 
address, and that he be requested to place it at the disposal of tha Union for 
publication in the 'Year Book.' -Carried.

The Rev. John Burton, delegated to the Congregational 
Union of England and Wales, reported. On motion Mr. Bur­
ton was thanked for his services.

The Membership Committee reported, recommending
The reception of the Revs. J. B. Saer, B.D., George Skinner, Francis James 

John Morton, and A. C. Kaye, of the churches of Barrie, Wingham and Winni­
peg ; and subsequently of the Revs. J. W. Cutler, and R. Vivian (laid over from 
last year) and J. Hill, from Scotland. Their recommendation was concurred in.

On the case of Bond St. church, Toronto, a majority and a 
minority report were presented, the committee being divided 
in the proportion of 6 to 5. The majority reported,

" That as the conduct of the services in Bond St. Churth, Toronto, and ite 
relation to other churches in the city remain the same as last year, we deeply 
regret that we cannot recommend its admission to the Union. The minority 
report recommended its admission.
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The hour of adjournment having arrived during the discus­
sion which ensued, the Union adjoilrned till 1.30 p.m.

1.30 P.M.
After brief devotional exercises the discussion was resumed. 

The Rev. J. Burton supported the majority report, the Rev. 
Dr. Wild the minority report. On the vote being taken the 
minority report was adopted: Yeas 44 ; nays9. The Union 
then adjourned till Saturday at 9 a.m.

Letters of dismission were granted, on report of the Mem­
bership Committee, to Revs. M. Lowry and W. Ewing, and 
certificate of membership, to date, to Rev. A. E. Kinmouth.

The Union then adjourned to allow the Congregational Col­
lege of B. N. A. to hold its annual meeting.

In the evening the ladies gave a reception social to the 
members of the Union and their wives and hosts, at the house 
of Mr. James Wilkes, at which several brief addresses were 
delivered.
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Saturday, Junk ioth, 9 a.m.
The Rev. B. W. Dav led the morning devotional service.
An invitation from the church in London, Ont., to the Union 

to meet them in 1883, was presented, and referred to the 
Nomination Committee. On its report it was subsequently 
cordially accepted. The same committee presented a pro­
gramme of Sabbath appointments in the city, which was con­
curred in.

The Business Committee reported the following resolution 
in response to the circular of the Upper Canada Bible So­
ciety :

"That this Union, being deeply interested m the Ireeiit possible circulation of 
the Holy Scriptures throughout our land, pledges itself in the future as in the 
past to a living and vigorous sympathy with the Upper Canada Bible Society in 
the various departments of it* religious anil philanthropic work, and would at the 
same time express its gratitude to God for the manifold blessings with which He 
has crowned the labor of the time-honored parent society and of this auxiliary."

At the instance of the same committee the 3rd standing 
rule was amended by striking out the words, “ the pastor in 
the place of meeting,” and inserting instead, “a chairman 
pro tern, to be chosen by the Union.”

In regard to the overture of the Synod of Hamilton, the 
following resolution was presented by the Business Committee :

" Whereas the law now permits the Scriptures to be read in vur public schools 
where the people of the section do not object, and thus recognizing its authority, 
and as this provision is to a large extent made use of in the opening and closing 
exercises in our schools, we deem this better than using the Bible as a text book, 
to which there are grave objections.’'

On motion tl*e resolution was laid on the table.
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The Finance Committee reported recommending the deduc 
lion of $3.50 from the claim of each pastor and delegate.

The report was adopted.
A letter from the Principal of the Brantford Ladies’ Col 

lege was read, inviting the Union to visit the college.
The

lution :
Rev. Dr. Stevenson then moved the following reso

•• Rnolved,—That in view* of the circumstances in which the churches now 
stand, and have stood for the past few years, in the matter of the introduction of 
ministers to the pastoral oversight, it is now more than ever desirable that min­
isters and churcnes should adhere to the recommendations of the Union with 
respect to the settlement of ministers passed in 1876, and re-affirmed in 1880.’*

After ample discussion the resolution was adopted by a vote 
of 44 yeas to 1 nay. The Union then adjourned till 2 p.m.

2 P.M.
In the absence of the Statistical Secretary, Rev.‘W. H. 

Warriner, B.A., the Secretary of the Union presented thd sta­
tistical tables, and read the summary of statistics.

On motion they were received and ordered to be printed in 
the “ Year Book;” and the thanks of the Union were voted 
to Mr. Warriner for his services.

The Statistical Secretary was also requested, in order to 
make the returns as complete as possible, to fill the blanks of 
non-reporting churches from the latest report previously re­
ceived from such churches, and indicate the fact by a foot­
note to the page.

The roll of the Union was referred to the Membership 
Committee for revision, which subsequently reported, recom­
mending the dropping of the names of the Revs. John Camp­
bell, H. J. Colwell, E. Ireland, D. McKinnon and W. Wil­
liams, with the understanding that the Secretary is authorized 
to give each of them a certificate of membership, to date, if 
required. Guelph (Zion), and Hawkcsbury were also dropped, 
and certain trifling changes made in the nomenclature of other 
churches.

The Rev. B. W. Day then read a paper on "The Church's 
influence in the world.

On motion a vote of thanks was given Mr. Day for his in­
teresting paper.

The Union adjourned till Monday at 9 a-m.

The Lord’s Day, June iith, xi a.m.
The Rev. H. D. Hunter, of London, preached in the Con­

gregational church from 2 Cor. iii. 5-6 :
" Not that we are sufficient of ocrselves, to tbiok anything as of ourselves ; bet

_ »
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our sufficiency is of God ; who also hath made us able ministers of the new testa­
ment ; not ot the letter, but of the spirit ; for the letter Icilleth, but the spirit 
giveth life.'*

In the afternoon a children’s service was held, and was 
addressed by the Revs, J. Wood, Thos. Hall and W. Walker.

In the evening the Rev. Dr. Stevenson preached from Mark 
v. 28 :

” For, she said, if I may but touch hie clothes I shall be whole."
The Lord’s Supper was then observed, the Rev. Dr. Wilkes 

presiding.
Most of the pulpits of the city were filled by members of the 

Union, and several of those in the surrounding country.

Monday, June izth, 9 a.m.

The morning service was conducted by the Rev. R. K. 
Black.

The Business Committee reported, and it was
"Resolved—1That the thanks of the Union are due, and are hereby tendered 

(i) to its efficient Secretaries, the Rev. John Wood, General Secretary-Treasurer ; 
The Kov. W, H. Warrincr, Statistical Secretary; and the Revs. I. R. Black and 
j. H. Saor, Minute Secretaries. Also, to the annual preachers tne reporter and 
vssaylste, who have so ably fulfilled their appointments."

The last named were also, by resolution, requested to hand 
their essays to the editor, for publication in the 11 Canadian 
Independent.”

" 2. To the pastor and members of this church and congregation, and to our 
brethren of other denominations who have extended to the members of this 
Union such warm and cordial hospitality.

•• 3. To the railroad and steamboat companies for reduced fares."

They also recommended
•' 1. That the churches observe in unison the second Sunday in October as a day 

of prayer for our college, and that sermons be preached and collections taken in 
behalf of that important Institution ; 2. That annual sermons be preached and 
collections made in behalf of the Canada Congregationaal Missionary Society, the 
Foreign Missionary Society, and the Provident Fund Society ; 3. That they bring 
before their churches the great field open to us in the North-West, and urge a 
larger measure of benevolence, whereby effective work may be undertaken."

•• That whereas the Congregational churches of Canada have always taken 
strong ground in opposition to the fact or semblance of a State Church in 
this country ; and whereas we are credibly informed that the chaolains appointed 
to State institutions in the Dominion are invariably members of one denomina­
tion only, which is manifestly in opposition to the principle of the equality of all:

•• Be if Resolved—That the Secretary be requested to ascertain the facts, and, 
if they are as stated, bring them to the notice of other sister denominations, for 
the purpose of concerting action thereon."—Canied.

The following resolution on the subject of Temperance was 
unanimously adopted :

"That the Union re-affirms its former position in regard to the practical ques­
tion of total abstinence from intoxicants, and hopes that all the churches ot our 
order will throw their strongest influence on the side of thoee who are laboring
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loi the removal of the traffic in ptrong drink ; that it rejoices in the fact that the 
Scott Act has been declared constitutional, and hopes that as the present year 
will see this Act submitted in many of the countiesjn our provinces, the Congre­
gational churches will not be behind in the fight against intemperance which is 
certainly coming.'

On report of the Nomination Committee the following were 
appointed the Union Committee for 1882-83:

" Resolved—That the claims of the Congregational Foreign Missionary Society 
be cordially recommended to the Canadian Churches, and that the pastors be 
requested to present its claims to the churches on the *th Sabbath of June; and 
also to endea >r to secure the holding of a monthly mlsaionary prayer meeting, 
with a collection for that object " *

The Union then adjourned.

Scotia ani» New Urunhwick."

i. This Corporation shall consist of the |>er»oi)* named in the Act# of Incur- 
|Hiretion by the legislatures of Nova Scotia and New Itrunswick, in the year 
i *iil ; of delegates Iront Congregational churches that have been recognized and 
admitted to the fellowship of this Union, such delegates not to exceed two in 
number from each church, and of minister* of the same church older, who shall 
lie recognized and admitted as members at the annual meeting of the Union.

3. The Corporation shall have in connection with it an Honorary Membership, 
with a privilege of a sliaie in its delil>eratiotis and business, but without the right 
to vote. And all ollicers of this Uuiou, or members of the Union Committee, or 
any of the Committees of the Union, not living members of the Union, shall be 
considered Honorary Member* ; and the Union may elect such |ieiwuns for 
Honorary Membership for the Session as it may deem projier and advisab t.

4. This Union 1* founded «tu the lull recognition of the distinctive principle of 
Congregational churches, tunnel), the Sciiptural right ol every separate church 
to maintain perfect indriamdeiice in its government and administration, and, 
therefore, this Union shall not assume legislative or administrative authority, or 
in any case become u Court of Ap|wal.

5. The following are the object* contemplated in its formation I. To promote 
evangelical religion in connection with the Congregational denomination, espe­
cially by such means as Missionary Him ts. educating young men for the ministry,

• and aiding or sustaining weak churches in the 1**1). 4. To cultivate brotheriv
a fleet ion and co-o|K*rnlioii in every I lung relating to the interests of the associated 
churches. 3. To establish fraternal corrvs|*>iidence with similar bodies else­
where. 4 To obtain accurate and statistical information relative to the Con­
gregational churches in these Province*. 5. To hold consultation on question* 
of general interest connected with the cause ol Christ.

0. To promote the accomplishment of these objects and tile general interests 
, of the Union, an annual meeting of its invmliers shall lie held at such time and 

place as max lie ap|*uiited at each annual meeting, or, if necessary, by the 
Committee of the Union.

7. The Presiding Officer shall lie a Chau man or I'resident, chosen by the 
Union from its delegates or |iersoiial meinliurw in the eatly part of each annual 
session, and shall also lhi the Chan man of the Union Committee.

H. The other officers shall lie a Secretary, a Missionary Secretary, a Treasurer, 
and such other mem tiers as shall lie elected to compose the remainder of the 
Union Committee.

O. The allairs of this Union, as now incorporated, shall be under the control 
and management ol the Union Committee, consisting of the President, or Chair­
man of the Union, the Treasurer and Sccictarie*. and such other persons being 
members of Congregational churches in connection with this Union as shall lie 
elected at the annual inerting. The Committee to be under the direction of the 
Union, to exeiute its instructions, prepare a docket of business for its annual 
meeting, and to act for and on Iwhalf of the Union in all matters requiring 
action Iwlween the limes of the meetings of the Union, which action shall be 
subject to the approval of the Union when it meets lor business.

10. The Secretary of the Union shall be the Secretary of the Union Com­
mittee. and shall have charge of the Ihsiks of Records, Constitution, liydaws. 
Rules and Regulations of the Union, and shall have charge of the general 
correspondence of the Union, except such correspondence as relates purely to 
matters of a Missionary character.

13. All applications for admission to personal membership shall In* made 
through the Secretary, who shall report them to the Union at its annual meet 
ing. and be at once referred to the Membership Committee for full enquiry 
Upon their report that the evidence of g<*wt standing is sufficient and satisfac 
tor)-, the applicant shall !>e eligible for immediate admission In unanimous vote. 
failing to obtain which they shall stand proposed bv consent of the Union (with 
the privilege of Honorary Memliership) until the next animal meeting, at which, 
after a further report from the Membership Committee, thev may he fully receiv* 
ed by a vote of two-thirds of the members of the Union in attendance.

14. A church may depute ns a delegate to the Union meeting a memlier who 
may he in good standing in any other Congregational church.

15. The Union may appoint on its Committee me miters of churches in connec­
tion with the Union who are not personal meinlters or delegates

tfi. Application shall lie nude to the Secrctarv. one month at least before the 
annual meeting, for statistics of the several churches in Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick, and a brief narrative of the state of religion among them, that he 
may prepare a re|w>rt for the meeting of the Union,

17. The Secretary shall make an np|*cal annually to each church connected 
with the Union, to take up. some time in the month preceding the annual meet­
ing, a collection in aid of its funds Prom this source, in addition to the other 
expenses of the Union, the travelling fares of the ministerial niembera of the 
Union, and of one delegate from each church contributing for the year, shall he 
paid in full, if possible; the deficiency, if any. Iieing divided by the number of 
members herein defined as entitled to participate, and the amount of auch 
dividend Iieing deducted from the sum otherwise to lie paid to each such member, 
on the understanding that such ministers and delegates shall remain during the 
Sessional meetings, except with leave from the chair.

18. Delegates from the Union to corresponding bodies, who may fail to fulfil 
their appointments by personal attendance, shall address the lindies by letter, 
communicating in substance such information ami sentiments as they would fur­
nish if present at the annual meeting.

19. The following shall be the present plan of action for promoting mission 
work in the Provinces :

(1.) That each church shall lx» requested to take up an annual collection and 
subscriptions.

(2.) That the Union Committee shalliV considered the Missionary Committee 
in charge of all Missionary funds and operation*. All applicationa for aid from 
the Missionary funds must he presented to the Committee through the Missionary 
Secretary, muat in every case be accompanied by a guarantee, signed by at least 
three members of thechurch. and receive the sanction of the Committee prior to 
transmission to the General Committee of Canada.

(3.) That the Committee meet for the transaction of business. Missionary or 
otherwise, at the meetings of the Union.

(4.) Kverv Missionary of this Society shall lie in full communion with a Con* 
gregational church.

(3.) Pastors receiving aid must send regular reports of their fields of labor every
at* months to the Missionary Secretary.• •

ao. The expenses of the Secretaries of the Union in attending Its meetings 
Shell be paid except when provided for liy Article 17.

ai. The Treasurer shall submit his reports at the annual meeting of the Union, 
and the Secretaries of the Union shall he a Standing Committee to audit such 
report.

ai, In the event of any Secretary of the Union vacating hie office during the
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year intervening between the annual meetings, the remaining officers are empow­
ered to appoint temporary successors.

23. Alterations may be made in the Constitution by an annual meeting, pro­
vided that notice of the proposed alterations shall be given at a previous meeting, 
and that such alterations shall not be inconsistent with the Acts of Incorpora­
tion.

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ABSTRACT OF FROCK RDINTiS.

Sh»:ffiku), X.B., Jvi.y 8. 1882.
The Union met in I lie Congregational Church. Sheffield,

N.B., Inly 8th, at 4 p.m.
In the evening the Rev. A. MoCiregor, retiring chairman, 

delivered his address on the following subject :—“ A wise un­
derstanding of the times an essential factor in the progress of 
the Church of Christ." Rev. J. Shipperlev was elected chair­
man.

Applications for membership were made by Rev. I. L. 
Reman and Rev. 1). \V. Cameron. At a subsequent meeting 
of the Union they were l>oth received.

On Sabbath, the annual sermon was preached by Rev. J. 
Shipperley from 11 Feter iii. 18 : subject, M Spiritual growth.’* 
Rev. I. L. Reman, of St. John, N.R., preached in the evening 
from Heb. xii. 22-24.

At the morning session on Monday a letter was read from 
Mr. N. K. Could, of Portland, Me., representing the National 
Council of Congregational churches of the. United States, 
bearing the gieetings of that body to the Congregational 
Union of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.

At a subsequent session a letter was read from Rev. R. K. 
Black, the delegate from the Congregational Union of Ontario 
and y ne bee, conveying fraternal greetings, and a statement of 
their difficulties and encouragements ; also a letter from Rev. 
C. C. McCnlly, delegate from the Maine Conference of Con­
gregational churches.

A paper presenting the claims of Foreign Missions upon 
the churches was read by Rev. J. W. Cox, B.A. At a subse­
quent meeting a Foreign Missionary, Society was organized, 
the ministers and laymen present pledging subscriptions from 
1100 down to $5.

On Tuesday, the committee appointed to draft resolutions 
on the Council System reported as follows :

M Where**, At the late meeting of the Congregational Union of Ontario and 
Quebec, held at Brantford, Out., a deliverance waa made bearing upon the tin- 
portance and necessit) ol Council action in the matter of organisation of churches 
and in the settlement of pastors ;

" Rnolud, that this Union do now reiterate its continued adherence to its own 
deliverance of Sept., 11*70, which ie in perfect accord therewith, and at the name 
time record* its satisfaction with the action of the sister Union of Ontario and 
Quebec, Irelieving it to have been high time to assert a principle eo vitally affect­
ing the present and future usefulness of the denomination." ,

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The resolution was unanimously passed.
In the afternoon the following resolution was also unani­

mously adopted :

The Rev. I. L. Reman delivered an essay upon the subject 
of Congregationalism which called forth a lively discussion. 
It was resolved that Mr. Reman l>e requested to place his 
essay in the hands of the business committee for publication.
A similar resolution was adopted in reference to the retiring 
chairman's address.

The committee appointed to draft a resolution tin Tern- 
perance submitted the following report :

“ Whereas the injunctions of Scripture, the experience of the church the 
voice of nn intelligent conscience, and the influence of the Holv Ghost. all corn- 
bine to teach and impress us with the importance, the vital necessity of tern, 
perance to the Christian character and the cause of <M. lie it th refore.

" AVio/tvif. that this Union hereby pronounces itself in the most emphatic 
manner on this great question. ' 1

The resolution was unanimously adopted.
On Tuesday evening the public meeting of the Union was 

held. Rev. A. McGregor addressed the meeting in reference 
to Ins visit to Manchester, England, in October last, as the 
delegate from this Union to the Jubliee meeting of the Con. 
gregational Union of England and Wales. He was followed 
by Professor Foster, of Illinois, and by Rev. Charles Duff, 
of Speedside, Ont., the latter speaking on the subject of

the relation of the Sabbath School to the church."
At the session of Wednesday morning the committee ap­

pointed to examine the Trust Deed prepared by Mr. James 
Woodrow and Rev. A. Blanchard, reported favorably, and 
recommended that the Union endorse it and commend it to 
the churches. The report was unanimously adopted, and 
Rev. J. W. Cox, B.A., was appointed to visit the churches, or 
correspond with those of them who may be needing it.

Some time was then given to reports concerning Cornwallis 
and Economy, N.S.; after which the Union adjourned to 
meet in MiHon, N.S., the first week in July, 1883.

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BY-LAWS AND REGULATIONS.

CHAPTER 1
OF THB CORPORATION

1. The Corporation it called "Thi Congregational College of British 
North America."

i. Its object it to educate Ministers lor the Congregational Churches of Ca­
nada and the other Provinces of British North America.

j. All who contribute one dollar annually to the funds of the College are 
members of the Corporation, and entitled to a voice in the management of its 
affairs.

4. All who contribute, or may have contributed, two hundred dollars to the 
funds of the College (annual subscriptions not included), are life members of the 
Corporation.

5. A Regular Meeting of the Corporation is held annually, for the reception of 
the Report of the retiring Directors, the election of a new Board, and the trans­
action of other necessary business

6. The Annual Meeting is held at the same time and place as that of the Con­
gregational Union of Canada.

7. Special Meetings of the Corporation may be held for the transaction of spe­
cial business, on a requisition to that effect to the Chairman of the Board of 
Directors, signed by at least twenty members of the Corporation; provided 
always that no such Special Meetings be held without two month's public notice 
thereof, signed by the Chairman and Secretary of the Board of Directors.

CHAPTER II.

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS.

1. The Board of Directors is elected from members of the Corporation, and 
consists of a Chairman. Treasurer, one or more Secretaries, and not less than 
twenty and not more than twenty-live other members, who hold office for one 
year, but are eligible for re-election.

1. Five members of the Board lurin a quorum.
3. The functions and duties of ths Board are: The oversight and management 

of the affairs of thn College during their >uar of office ; and. on the expiration of 
the sAine, to present a Report of their proceedings, as well as of the general con­
dition of the College, to the Corporation at its Annual Regular Meeting, or at 
such other tunes as the Uor)K>rMioti may require.

4. The proceedings of the Board are subject to the sanction of the Corporation, 
and are regulated by By-laws, which may be soar tod, amended or repealed at any 
Annual Meeting

3. Vacancies in (he Board, whether occurring by death or resignation, may be 
tilled by the Board, as soon aft r their occurrence as it may see lit ; provided 
always that no such appointments bo made without a vote of. at least, a majority 
of the members of the Board

CHAPTER 111.

OF THE PROFESSORS
’ appointment from the Corporation ; nr, in 
of Directors, subject to ths approval of the

/*•

1. The Professors receive their 
exceptional cases, from the Board 
Corporation.

a. Their duties and their salaries are determined by such regulations as the 
Corporation may from time to time ordain in their behalf. ,

e
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3. The Professors constitute a Faculty of Theology, and, ae such, are entrusted 

with the educational department of the College, subject to the sanction and control 
of the Board of Directors.

4. In cases of discipline, the Faculty may admonish or reprimand a student, or 
prohibit hie attendance on the clashes, preliminary to reporting him to the Board 
to be further dealt with.

5. The Faculty are required to make regular reports of their proceedings to the 
Board.

CHAPTER IV.
OF CANDIDATES FOR ADMISSION

1. Every Candidate for admission into the College mint present to the Directors 
the testimony of the church of which he is a member, respecting hn piety and 
apparent suitableness to the work of the Ministry, together with a written state 
ment of the grounds of his own conviction that he is called of God to that work 
and of his views of Christian doctrine and Church Government.

1. Candidates for admission to the Full Course must be prepared to pass the 
Matriculation Examination in the McGill University.

3 Candidates who are graduates of any University, or who can satisfy the 
Board that they are otherwise possessed of sufficient acquirements, maybe at 
once admitted to the Theological Course; also, as exceptional cases, such candi­
dates may he admitted to that Course as it may be expedient, in tho judgment of 
the Directors, to train as preachers, without the ordinary literary culture.

4. Approved Candidates are received on à probation of four months, at the 
close of which, if the result of their probation be satisfactory, they are admitted 
to the Full Course.

CHAPTER V.
OF TH* STUDENTS. *

I. Students are during their Literary Course under the general supervisiotTof the 
Theobgical Professors, and take such subjects in the Theological Department 
as the Board may direct.

a. The Students, both in the Literary and Theological Departments, are 
required to attend exclusively to the studies approved by the Boaid.

3. Every Student, on his admission to the College, is required 10 sign a 
declaration of obedience and consent to the By-laws and Regulations of the 
College.

4. Students arc allowed to live with such families only ss are approved by the 
Hoard of Directors. Change of abode must be promptly notified to the Secretary 
of the College

3. Pecuniar) aid. when necessary, may lie granted to them from its funds, the 
amount in each case to be fixed by the Board at the beg'nning of the Session.

6. Attendance upon the classes in the College and the use of the Library is 
allowed without charge to the student».

7. As a pr.rt of their preparation for their future work, the Students, under the 
sanction of the Directors, may preach the (»os|>el as they have the opportunity.

8. Every Student, when admitted into the College, on the expiration of the 
term of hia probation, is required to procure a formal dismissal from the church 
to which he formerly belonged, and without delay, to obtain admission into • 
Congregational Church in the place in which the College may be. Such die- 
missal and admission must be reported by him to the Uoerd. Furthermore, he 
is expected to be as regular as possible In hie attendance upon the services, 
ordinsnccs and church-meetings of the church to which he belongs during his 
College course.

Students who leave College without obtaining the official sanction and 
discharge of the Board are required to refund to the College the amount expended 
by it for their education. On applying for admission they must furnish security 
satisfactory to the Board that tin* condition will lie met

11. Churches who desire the services of Students with the view of permanent 
settlement in the Pastorate, or otherwise are requested to communicate with 
the Board through the Secretary.

CHAPTER VI.

t. The Pull Course of Study extends over hvt Sessions, and is divided into a 

Literary Course of two Sessions and a Theological Course of three Sessions.
2. In the Theological Department, the course of study includes the Original 

languages of the Scriptures, Biblical l.iteiatur»*. Systematic and Pastoral The­
ology. Church History, Homiletics, and Kx« gesis of the Greek Testament, with 
such other accessory subjects as the Board of Directors may from time to time 
appoint. •

j. In the Theological Corn*e the students arc examined at the close of each 
Session in all the subjects of the year. The examinations are conducted by 
examiners (among whom the Theological Professors are included) chosen by the 
Hoard of Directors, and by means of punted questions and written answers to 
the same. Those who pass are arranged according to their proficiency, as 1st 
Class. 2nd Class, and 3rd Class. If a Student fails to pass in any subject he is 
required to undergo a Supplementary Kxamin ition in the same. The result of 
these Sessional Examinations are reconled by the Board, and reported to the 
Corporation at the Annual Meeting.

4. The Session of the Theological Department begins on the second Wednes­
day in Septcmlwr and ends on the secoud Wednesday in April.

3 The Professors are at liberty to hold, during the Session, such class exami­
nations as they may deem necessary, either in the manner aforesaid or orally.

1». In the 1-itentry Course, Students are required to pass such examinations as 
may be appointed by the Faculty of Arts of the McGill University. The Board of 
Directors ate required to obtain from the same Faculty of Arts a report of the 
examinations of the Students in the several subjects thereof, and also of their at­
tendance and conduct during the Session in the University, and to present the 
same at the Annual Meeting of the Corporation.

CHAPTER VII.

UKNKKAL aiOULATlONK.

1. In reference to matters not provided for in the foregoing Bydaws, the Di­
rectors may act according to their discretion, subject always to the approval of 
the Corporation at any Regular Meeting.

a. Alterations may made in the liydaws and Regolati ms. or new ones 
added, by any Annual Regular Meeting of the Corporation, provided that notice 
of such alterations or additions has been given at the meeting next preceding.

Theological Student* ire allowed exemption from attendance on certain classe* 
should thev desire it. Thus the studies of the Third and Fourth Years of the Full 
Course are prosecuted simultaneously in the Faculty of Theology and in the 
Faculty of Arts The work of the Fifth Year !* confined to the Faculty of 
Theology.

Candidates who ere admitted to the Theological 
Course proper (••Shorter"), in accordance with Sec. 3, Chip. iv. of the Regu­
lations, are required to attend euch classes in McGill College as the Feculty of 
Theology may deem expedient, and also to pass the examinations of each classes.

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REPORT FOR SESSION 1881-82.

The Board of Director* bog to submit the following as their Report 
for the Session 1881-82, that being the 48rd in the history of the 
College.

The Session was opened with the usual public service in Emanuel 
Church at the appointed time, and was brought to a dose with a 
public service on April the 19th.

No application wan received from any candidate for admission, and 
the Sessional Roll stood as follows :

All tho above, with tho exception of Mr. Currie, have been in regu­
lar attondanoo, and have kept tlnir term* in thoir respective donart- 
monts. Tho health of the students ami of the Professors has been 
uniformly good, and the work of the Session has been prosecuted with 
encouraging success and without intormissioti. Mr. Currie, oo the 
ground of impaired health, ami of his desire to continue his course at 
hie own charges, requested that thn Board would grant him leave of 
absonoo during the Session, which request was accodod to ; and he is 
now, and has boon, diligently preparing himself for entrance on the 
second year of tho Full Course. Messrs, ltobortson and Skinner have 
oomplotod thoir course, and have left with tho full confidence of the 
Board, and with their best wishes for tlmir future usefulness,

The work of the Session has been conducted by the noting* 
Principal, Dr, Wilkes ; the VIvm. principal, Professor Fenwick; Dr. 
Stevenson and Mr, MeFadyen. Tho two latter gontloraen have, as 
before, rendered valuable and gratuitous service to the College in con­
ducting the classes under their charge, and the host thanks of the 
Corporation are again duo to them for their servioo* bo cheerfully 
rendered.

Tho following are the Reports presented bf the Professor* of the, 
amount and character of the work done in their several o!a**o* i

(1) Dr. Wilkes report*
Will the Board sect ,u my thank* for the manner in which my resignation was 

received and accepted at the close of the Session iB8o-8i, and for the generous 
• appreciation of my services which they placed on record ) 1 have had pleasure 

in complying with their request to continue in office another Session, which has 
oow been brought to a successful termination. The work in my department has
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been continued without brent, and it hi* been plenum and sntiwfactory. The 
students have shown much real and industry. attending lectures with regularity 
and performing creditably the presented exercises. Not only have they as- 
htbiteti uniform oicfllênco of conduct, but thf tone of their spirit, At indicâtêd In 
the weekly devotional meetings, has cheered and encouraged their instructors.

In my department a series of lectures. 4ft in number, or Systematic Theology, 
have lieen delivered, comprising the subjects of Inspiration, the Attributes of 
God. the Trinity, the Creation, the Doctrine of Providence. Scripture Teaching 
Concerning Angels. Man Primeval and his Fall, and the Nature and Evil of Sin. 
Twenty-one lectures were devoted to Biblical Introduction—the Pentateuch, 
certain of the Prophets, and a p »rtion of the Hagiographa having engaged our 
attention. The history of the Canon of the New Testament and Homiletics 
were the oilier subjects, of which twelve lectures were devoted to the former and 
nine to the latter. The senior class had ten lectures on the Decalogue The 
number delivered altogether was a hundred less two Some of these courses of 
lectures were attended by two gentlemen of another denomination who are pre­
paring for the Christian Ministry. They were very grateful for the opportunity 
afforded them. The students have had frequent occasion to exercise their gift» 
in preaching. During the absence in Europe of Rev. James Roy. of Wesley Con­
gregational Church, one of the senior students rendered to the congregation 
valuable service in the pulpit, and the other in the Bible class. The thanks of 
the Deacons of the Church were duly received. The Presbyterian Church at 
Lancaster. Ont., has been regularly supplied, mostly by one of the students. The 
congregations at Hawkesbury and Vankleek Hill have received a weekly supply 
by our students, for the most part in rotation. They have also conducted dunng 
the Session their own mission in the north-eastern part of the city.

After a considerable amount of correspondence employment his been found 
for all the students, except one. du«ing the vacation at a rate of remuneration 
that will be helpful to them. The one excepted will probably he required within

The Examination», twelve in number, have been exceedingly creditable to the 
students. They have been marked bv more uniform ability than usual.

Two occasional students, Messrs. Maasett and XVeetoa, have attended most of 
my lectures. The former gentleman stood a creditable examination in three of

I here cheerfully bear testimony to the uniform kindness and correct déporté 
ment of all the students. So far aa they tie oonoerned, the Session has been one 
of nnmlngted pleasure and satisfaction.
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The progress made in study and the spiritual tone which has pervaded their 

entire work have been in«*st gratifying and hopeful.
(8) l)r. Stevenson reporta :—
That the students who have attende I his class in Greek Testament Exegesis 

have in all respects conducted themselves and acquitted themselves to his 
satisfaction.

The examination* in tlm several claws of tlio facility of Theology 
have burn duly hold, and the results, witli the questions, have been 
reported to your Board. It is gratifying to have to report that 
the results of the examinations are very creditable to the students, 
and show a Inrgc amount of careful and diligent work on their part.

In the last annual report your Board ropnrltxl that Major Hiram 

Mills had offered to give the College the sum of $000, to constitute an 
Exhibition to ho offered for com petition to the students of this College, 
provided that among the conditions of its Lot turn there he one that the 
student, holding it " do ahshiiu from the use of tobacco by smoking, 
chewing, or otherwise." Your Board have to report that the above- 
named situi was duly given by Major Mills, hut that gentlemen subse­
quently informed the Principal that he had expected that the Corpo­
ration would, as a condition of receiving his proffered gift of $600, 
enact a by-law absolutely prohibiting the use of tobacco, in any form, 
by any student of the College ; and as he had found that this had not 
been done, hut that an arrangement had been made to which he could 
not assent, that he must, therefore, request that the said sum of $«100 
be returned to him, failing compliance with his wishes by the Cor­
poration. Your Board, thinking that such a condition was not likely 
to be entertained by their constituents, and in view of the fact that 
considerable time would have to elapse before such a by-law could 
constitutionally be enacted, sanctioned tin* return of the money -to 
Major Mills.

Your Board have now to lay before you important negotiations that 
have been had touching the apvointinvut to the Prinoipalship, now 
vacant, with the Committee of the Colonial Missionary Society since 
the last Annual Meeting. In accordant** with the recommendation of 
the Report for 1880-81, your Board, as authorized by yon, have laid 
till* whole matter before the Committee, and have sought their 
couneel and co-operation therein. In the month of September last 
Mr. Hague informed the Board that it was his intention to visit Eng­
land ; end the Board, thinking that his visit might be turned to good 
account for a full discussion with the Committee of the G.M.8. of

mfitters of great importance to the future interests of the College, 
respectfully requested tliviu In afford liiiium opportunity of meetivg 
them for this purpose. This request wits cheerfully complied with, and 
Mr. Hague had protracted interviews with the Committee nod Office- 
bearers of the Society, at which he laid special stress 011 the effort* 
that friends of the ('allege in Canada are now making, and arc pre­
pared to make in the future, to secure its furth:*r development and 
improvement, in order to show them that we in Canada are alive to 
its importance and interests.

After careful consideration of the whole question, the Committee, 
by a letter bearing date January lltli, have informed the Hoard of 
their final action and purposes in relation to the College, from which 
it will be seen that their proffered aid is a marked advance on their 
former assistance, and is in keeping with the liberal policy they have 
always maintained towards this institution. The Committee way :

“ In hearlv co-operation with your Hoard, wu «ru prepared to endeavor to 
secure for you a competent Principal and Theological Tutor, who will probably 
need a salary of at least £»><>.. (*tg.) per annum, ar;d a tree residence in the 
College building you are pledged to erect forthwith as the home of the Principal 
and the students, with adequate provision of l.inrat y, lecture-room, and other 
necessary offices. It is iinderstoo I that the salary and expenses to Canada of the 
new Principal lie equally shared I etwee n your |io;ml and our Committee." The 
Committee further sax that tlu-v have lieen led to assume this additional re*|ion»i- 
hility only bv a conviction that the gravity of the position of our affairs, en a 
denomination, demand* and justilivs it; and that both they and their con­
stituents will expect, a* a ••01111111011 of its continuance that there lie on the part 
of the Canadian churches a <:orru*|*onding increase in the m ain mid amount of 
giving for College purposes; and that it xvill tie useless to look for a new Prin­
cipal, unless it can l#> made clear that the proposed building can he forthwith 
crochsl, furnished and opened, ns the visible embodiment of a nexv departure, 
and «11 income stunt'd laigely in advance of the present amount. Thu letter 
concludes as follows. - •• t lur Committee would, therefore, urge upon )tmr Hoard 
the ini|K>rtnn«'0 ol holding .1 meeting of your constituency, to face the wholu 
problem which has to Ik: solved, at an early dale, and to obtain such guarantees 
as are necessary, on your part, tiefore we should lie just died in ojiening nego­
tiations with any suitable minister to fill the post which Di. Wilkes' retirement 
xvill soon render vacant. Happily there lias lieen enough of personal inteicourse 
and frank discussion lietxvecn ns to dix est thi* letter of everything in tone and 
spirit xvlncli could savour of dictation or hardness: hut the time has fully come 
when the business aspects of the matter must appear, hi the proposal* now 
submitted, our Committee reserve the right of ruviexv and alteration at the end of 
live year*."

111 response to this generous oiler, your Hoard placed on rocord, 
ami tendered to the Committee, their grateful appreciation of the mi- 
failing and increasing interest in the welfare and efficiency of the 
College manifested by tho C.M.S ; and convinced, as they arc, of the 
vital importance to our churches in Canada that this institution 
should be efficiently maintained among them, it is their opinion that 

/the offer of the Committee, with their specified conditions, should be 
cheerfully accepted by the Corporation.

Hut as it was found that to convene a special meeting of the Cor­
poration would require three months' public notice thoronf, and would 
bo attoudod with oon side ruble expense and other Ineonveulenous, it was 
doomed host that a circular should be prepared setting forth the 
above-mentioned proposals and views of the Committee of the Colonial
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Missionary Society, and that tho same should be sent to the several 
District Associations and churches in Canada for their information 
and action thereupon, with the request that they would favor tho 
Hoard with an expression of their opinion as to whether the con­
ditions of the and especially that condition which lias refer-
slice to the erection of the building for the use of the College in the 
city of Montreal, should be accepted, and whether they would regard 
the adequate sustenance of the College in the future as a sacred duty 
incumbent upon them, both in the interests of themselves individually 
and of all as a denomination. Your B >ur l have to report that, up to 
date, formal written replies have been received from tat Tho 
Wrntrrn, Central, and Eantm PUtrict Amociuliont of Ontario, as 
follows :

(1) Western Association :
“ Moved tty Rev. Duncan Medley*. M A., and seconded by Rev. Charles 

l)uff, M.A.. and resolved : That while this Asm cation would prefer Toronto as a 
more suitable place for our College, yet. m view of the li'oerality <>l the Colonial 
Missionary Society and of the Montreal brethren, and in view of the necessity of 
immediate action in ie>ponse to the proceeds now submitted, we pledge our­
selves to do all we can to make the ' new departure ‘ a success "

\2) Tiiv Central Association replies :
" Resolved. That this Association, having had under consideration the circular 

regard ng the College, expresses pleasure in the prospect of renewed usefulness 
opening up M this important institution, and pledges itself to use every effort 
towards the efficient maintenance of the same."

(8) Tho pastors in the Eastern Association ruply :
" (rij XVe highly appreciate tile interest and generosity evinced by the Com­

mittee of the Colonial Missionary Society in the proposals they make to send 
out from England a suitable man to assume the Rrincipalship of the Col­
lege, and to contribute one-half of the means for his support. We are con­
vinces! that tins course would largely further the interests of the College 
and of the I HmoniinalKui. stimulating and encouraging our churches through­
out the Dominion to increase! liberality. (6> While the churches within the 
hounds of tins district are by no in • ms negligent of the claims «if the Col­
lege in their lieiievoleiicn, we as pastor» ami ministers will pledge ourselves 
to do what we can to augment in the future suen annual collection*. (<*) We 
desire to express our pleasure that steps have already Ikmii taken towards 
the erection of a proper college-building, so long needed. We appreciate the 
liberal in.•usures devised therefor by bretnrvn tn Montreal, and shall rejoice in 
weeing this measure brought to a speedy conclusion. |<fj The continuance and 
increased efficiency of the College we regard as of vital rn unent in relation to our 
existence and increase ns a denomination in th.s great country, and therefore 
would urge large benevolence 111 its liehalf from the Colonial Missionary Society, 
our churches, and individuals interested in this work before u*. What we urge 
u|ion others we would assume lor ourselves." (Signed I, Samuel N. jack son, 
Thomas Hall. Hugh Rcdlev. Benjamin W. Day, Rouen Brown, |ohn Wood, W. 
M. Reacock, l). Macallum

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Those answers, with one or two exceptions, arc favorable to accept­
ing the offer of the C.M.8. as to tilling the office of Principal ; but 
certain of them express tie) opinion that, in view of the great expan­
sion of population in the western and north-western sections of the 
Dominion, Toronto might he a more suitable locality for the College 
than Montreal, were the way clear for placing it thero ; mean while, 
however, they pledged themselves to do their part to make the con­
templated new departure successful in developing the efficiency and 
usefulness of the College in the future. The Church at Yarmouth 
made an important suggestion as to the appropriation to tho use of 
the College of certain church properties in Halifax, Quebec, ami else­
where, not now used for church purposes, and the Hoard recommend 
that this suggestion be not lost sight of by tin. various parties concerned.

It is the opinion of your Board that the answers now reported are 
of such an encouraging character a* to warrant both the Colonial 
Missionary Society and the Corporation in going forward with the 
important undertakings now before them ; and they have, in reporting 
these answers to the Society in eurtennu, expressed thin opinion, and 
have pledged themselves to do all they can to make the generosity of 
the Society fruitful in rich results to our churches. Your Hoard 
have had under careful consideration the steps that should lie taken 
for the immediate future, and the arrangement» that should be made 
for tho next Session.

In view of the fact that the success or failure of the whole move­
ment is ho essentially ami intimatclv connected with the character of 
the Principal that is to be, as that, hniuarly speaking, it depend* on 
him, your Bnaid have respectfully requested the Committee of the 
C.M.S. to so far modify their proposed conditions a< to endeavor to 
secure a suitable person for Principal nt wnv, ho that Le may be 
rcody to enter upon the duties of his ofllce next Session ; this, of 
course, implying that a free residence would have meantime to be 
provided for him. It is. further, the •opinion of the Board that, 
should the Committee accede to this request, it would b.-of paramount 
importance in tin* interests of the College that some one should be 
duputed to %i.dt K ngls ml for the purpose of uiding the Committee in 
finding a suitable man ; ami they recommend that their successors be 
authorised to appoint such deputy.

The Hoard feci confident that you dill share with them the eon- 
victiou that it is of the highest moment to the interests of the College 
that tl»e present critical transitional period in its history should be 
brought to an end as soon us possible, inasmuch as its effect cannot 
lie otherwise than disturbing and detrimental. At the same time the 
iasiics at stake, both of a personal and public character, aro an weighty 
that the greatest care and caution will have to be exercised on the 
part of the Committee in London and of this Corporation in the selec­
tion and appointment of the future Principal, bhotild tho negotiations 
with the Colonial Missionary Society, now rejsurtod, not result in 
immediate success, your Board recommend that their successors be 
authorised to renew the arrangements of the past Session far the 
next, or to make sueh others as may be found necessary.
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Your Hoard requested the Fneulty, at the beginning of the Session. 

to make arrangements for the visitation of as many of tlio churches 
as might 1m found practicable, in order that the position and claims 
of the College might be laid before them. The Principal reported 
that the following gentlemen had rose * favorably to the invi­
tation made to them to do this service, viz. : Revs. XV. H. All worth 
and Win. Hay, to visit the churches west of Toronto; Rev. Hugh 
Pedley, west of Kingston ; Rev. John Wood, in the remainder of 
Ontario; and the Revs. J. (1. Sanderson and R. K. Black, those in 
Quebec. The best thanks of the Corporation are due to these gentle­
men for this their service.

Your Board have to report that Mrs. Brigham, widow of the late 
Mr. Erastus 0. Brigham, of Brigham, in the Province of Quebec, has 
placed certain moneys and property in the hands of trustees for the 
use of the Congregational Church at Brigham, with reversion to this 
College, under certain contingencies duly set forth in the deed of gift, 
a copy of which is held by the College.

The Treasurer's statement of receipt < and disbursements, 011 account 
of the vast Session, shows Total receipts—including $1,172.18 from 
the C.M.H., $1,800 from the En lowuvuit Fund, and $1,01*2.78 from 
the churches and individuals— total $1,144.01. The disbursements, 
including the deficit of 8244.60, on account of the previous year, have 
amounted to $4,107.88; thus leaving a balance of $22.47 duo to 
Treasurer. The subscriptions to the Building Fund are 810,600.

The Treasurer of the Endowment Fund reports as follows :
The statement of last year was that >2.538.34 hail been received on account of 

this Fund, of which $2.000 had been securelv invested, and the balance was in 
the Savings Hank, except $300. advanced to the Treasurer to meet current ex­
pense*. This loan has been repaid. The receipts since have been as follows:

Thus towards the second 120.000 the sum ol 82,955.54 is on hand, and also a 

piece of land at Longue Point of uncertain value* hut estimated at I240 when 
received.

The thanks of the Corporation arc again duo to the X'ico-Principal 
for the care ho haa taken of the Libraiy during the punt Suasion. The 
lived for addition»* to the Library in felt mon? strongly than ever, but 
it cannot lie at all adequately met, owing to the lack of necessary 
funds.

The iiujHirtnnt matters discussed in the Conference of the last 
Annual Meeting were duly reported and recorded by your Board. ' but 
no further definite action therein has been taken than that relating, 
as now reported, to the Principalship. It is, however, the unammoua 
opinion of vottr Board that the College should liavu the benefit of 
whatever special attainments and aptitudes for teaching may be 
found in the ranks of our ministry, by the instituting of Lectureships 
on special subjects as subsidiary to the regular professorial work of

51
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the Faculty. The expediency and desirability of modifying and im­
proving the •• Shorter Course,M in order to the more complete literary 
equipment of students taking that course only, should not be lost 
sight of. But both these matters will bo in a position for a more 
definite and satisfactory treatment when others of a weightier character 
shall have found their settlement.

Your Board were gratified to learn that at the above-named Con­
ference satisfaction was expressed with their administration of the 
affairs of the College entrusted to their charge ; and in thanking their 
constituents for the same, they would beg to add that their sole and 
simple desire has uniformly been so to discharge the important duties 
devolving upon them as to promote the best interests of the College, 
and of the churches for whose benefit it exists.

ANNUAL REPORT.

In presenting the Twenty-fifth Annual Report of the Society 
the Directors feel that it becomes them to do so with devout 
gratitude to the great Head of the Church for the results 
obtained during the quarter of a century just closed.

The financial course of the Society has been somewhat 
chequered by light and shade ; but, taken altogether, it has 
shown a steady and satisfactory advance. With care and good 
management there is no doubt that this advance will keep up : 
and your Board hope that, with the continued help of the 
churches, and the natural increase resulting from interest, the 
Fund will ere long be in a position to allow a larger ant uity 
than one hundred dollars to its annuitants.

THE WIDOWS’ AND ORPHANS* BRANCH.
Since last annual meeting the Board regret to have to re­

port the death of one of our oldest beneficiaries—Rev. James
f
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Howell—whose widow and three children are now annuitants 
of this branch. The annuitants now on the Fund consists of 
seven widows and four children, involving an annual expendi­
ture of eight hundred and twenty dollars ($820).

The Society has paid to its annuitants in all oxer seven 
thousand three hundred dollars ($7,300).

The receipts in this branch for the year, as will be seen 
from the Financial Statement, are somewhat of an increase 
on last. The investments are virtually increased by $1,090. 
though the figures only shoxv an increase of $303. This is 
explained as follows : In the icport of last year it xvas deem­
ed advisable to 1 educe the value of the stock held by the So­
ciety in the Provincial Loan Company, which cost $3,100. to 
seventy-five cents on the dollar, or $2,362 ; and it xvas then 
announced that wc should probably reduce it this year to fifty 
cents, in order to bring it doxvn to somewhere near its actual 
value. So far, we regret to say, there is no improvement in 
the position of the Company, and it is hard to determine the 
value of the stock as it is not quoted on the market : but if 
forced to a sale, the probabilities are that it xvould not bring 
more than txventy-five per cent. Under the circumstances, 
therefore, the Board decided to reduce the amount to fifty 
cents on the dollar. This will account for the difference be­
tween the actual and nominal increase. With the exception 
of this stock the other investments are yielding seven per 
cent, interest.

1HK RETIRIN'; MINISTERS1 BRANCH.

The Board have pleasure in reporting a considerable in­
crease in receipts and investments in this branch, notwith­
standing the similar reduction in value of the stock in the Pro­
vincial Loan Company. The collections from the churches 
have been almost the same as last year, and it is earnestly 
hoped that the churches will all take a warm interest in this 
branch of the Society's work, so as to put it in a strong posi­
tion.

The Secretary-Treasurer, by personal canvass, has suc­
ceeded in securing from members of Emanuel church, Mon­
treal, six life membership subscriptions of $25 each and one of 
$20 from a member of Calvary church, which are here thank­
fully acknoxvledged. Further life membership subscriptions 
arc .invited.

At the annual meeting in 1880 the Board xverc asked to 
consider on xvhat terms ministers may be constituted benefi­
ciary life members of this branch by the payment of a sum of 
money at once, either by themselves or by their churches.

*59
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The Board have fully considered the matter, and beg to 
report :
' “Thai in order lo constitute full life benehciary memlrership in this branch, the 

' amount required to be paid at once, either hv churches or ministers, would be 
fifteen years' purchase, according to the age rate. [Sec Manual, page 9] 
Should the Society desire to incorporate thism the By-laws, it will be necessary 
to give notice of motion at this meeting, to be voted upon next year."

The Board desires to call attention to the fact that accord­
ing to By-law ix. the rc-considcration of rates of premium and 
annuities takes place next year, 1883.

At the last annual meeting the Secretary-Treasurer, on 
behalf of the Board, gave the following notice of motion :

(1.) "To amend General By-law No. s. Sec. !.. by inserting after the words 
* Meeting of the Society,’ the following : * Such receptions to be confirmed by 
the Board of Directors, liefore takingeflect.’ (2) “To create a new section undvr 
By-law No. 2, to be numbered 2, and to read as follows : • Before confirming the 
admission of any applicant the Board of Directors may, if they think it neces­
sary. make enquiries considering theii general health, and if the result of the 
enquiries is unsatisfactory the Directors may either decline to confirm the recep­
tion. or require such additional remuneration as. in their opinion, would be suffi­
cient to cover the extra risk."

This motion is now before you to be voted upon, and the 
Board hopes that the suggestions therein contained may be 
accepted, as they are in the general interest of the Society.

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ANNUAL MEETING.

The Fifth Annual General Meeting of the Shareholder* of 
the Congregational Publishing Company was held in Zion 
Church, Brantford, on Friday, the 9th June, 1882, at 5 
o’clock p.m.

The Rev. Dr. Cornish was elected Chairman, and the Rev. 
J. R. Black Minute Secretary. The meeting was opened with 
prayer.

The Secretary-Treasurer’* Report for the year ending jrst 
May, 1882, was read and adopted. His statement of receipts 
and expenditure, which had been audited and found correct 
by the Rev. Thomas Hall, was also submitted and adopted.

In the Report it was mentioned that the debt now owed by 
the Company was about $950. After some conversation, 
voluntary contributions for the purpose of removing the incum­
brance were promised, as follows :

ANNUAL REPORT.

The Directors of the Congregational Publishing Company 
herewith submit to the Shareholders their Statement and 
Report for the year ending jist May, 1882 ; .

A11 inspection of the Statement will show the several 
amounts received and paid during the year, on account of the 
Year Book, and the addresses by the Rev. Dr. Jackson and 
the Rev. Dr. Stevenson. There is still owed a balance of $204 
on cost of issue, but there are arrears due to the Company 
estimated at $205, which, when collected and added to the 
money received on account of the publications, will furnish a 
small balance to their credit.

The Year Book was this year compiled and edited by the 
Rev. Dr. Jackson with his usual care and ability, and as the 
Company was so jieeply in debt, he repeated his generous 
action of last year, by rendering gratuitously his valuable ser­
vices as a donation to the funds. The price of the Year Book 
was fixed at 12 cents per copy. This is really a very small 
charge for so large a volume, full of important denominational 
matter, collected and arranged at a great expenditure of time 
and labor. The Directors hope its circulation will be largely 
increased.

With respect to the Canadian Independent, it was 
feared at the last annual meeting that the weekly is%ue could 
not be maintained for want of sufficient pecuniary support. 
There was, accordingly, a resolution passed, authorizing the 
Directors “ to alter the size, price and times of issue of the
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Canadian Independent, if they think fit to do so.*' Under 
this resolution the size ami the times of if sue wcic changed 
on tlie 1st January last, hut the price» was left unaltered, 
namely, $1 per annum. At the time of the change, the end 
of 1881, the newspaper was in debt to Mr. Clark about $(>o. 
This liability has since been discharged, and the magazine has 
up to the present time been self-sustaining. So far as the 
Directors can see, the present subscriptions, if paid as they 
become doe, would afford funds sufficient to carry on the 
periodical, nl its pvt sen! tost issue ; but in view of the almost 
certain increase in printers' charges, this favorable state of 
affairs cannot continue, unless the subscription list be ma­
terially enlarged. Taking into consideration the fact that the 
magazine is a denominational publication, and is the means of 
supplying so much interesting an 1 valuable information to the 
members of the churches, this enlargement ought to be readily 
accomplished: indeed many persons could easily double their 
subscriptions, or make small donations jn aid of the work.

In the cm lier months of the year Mr. H. J. ('lark continued 
to act as chief Kditor of the paper, but in consequence of 
pressing engagements, lie had to resign the position. At the 
request of the Directory, the Rev. John llnrtnn, B.D.. kindly 
undertook the duties, on Mr. Clark promising to help him as 
far as his time would permit. The services of Mr. ('lark and 
Mr. Burton have been rendered gratuitously, ami many thanks 
arc due to them tor their assistance in sustaining the peri­
odical. The excellent manner in which it has been conducted 
is evident to its readers, and many commendations on its 
behalf have been received by the Directors, who heartily ap­
prove of the general contents of its columns, and they hope 
that Mr. Burton will consent to remain as chief Kditor for at 
least another year, and that Mr. Clark will co-operate as 
heretofore. They also express their sense of obligation to 
Mr. Kcvell for his most acceptable services as Business 
Manager, without charge for so doing ; Indeed, none of the 
officers of the Company have received any remuneration 
during the year. It was hoped that by such an arrangement, 
and by the receipt of donations from friends throughout the 
irovinccs, that the debt of $950, mentioned in the Report of 
ast year, would he greatly reduced, if not " e *ated. They 

are sorry to say these anticipations have not been realized ; 
there has been received only the sum of $41-25 towards die 
minishing the incumbrance, but tlieic have been several liberal 
sums promised, on condition that enough be raised to provide 
for the balance. The liability of $950 was incurred by a 
former Board of Management, who, against the advice of 
several who differed from them in opinion, changed the issue
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of the magazine from monthly to weekly. The difference of 
opinion was founded on the belief that the funds of the Com­
pany would not warrant such a change, with its consequent 
increased expenses. Invents have proved the soundness of 
this opinion. A large debt has been accumulated, and the 
members of that management have nearly all gone away from 
Ontario, while the debt incurred under them remains unpaid. 
As the obligation was created previous to the appointment of 
the present Directors, they feel warranted in recommending 
to the shareholders that an urgent appeal should be made to 
the members of the several churches for aid to remove this 
unpleasant and discreditable incumbrance. •

The comparatively large amount of subscriptions in arrear 
seriously cmbarasscs the editors and cramps their operations. 
It is highly desirable that all these debts should be discharged 
without further delay. This can easily be done by means of 
post office orders, or bv remittances in registered letters. / It 
is well to have the periods of credit made as short as possible, 
indeed sonic of our friends arc opposed to the credit system 
under any circumstances. One of our prominent correspond­
ents, in sending the amount due by the church with which he 
is in connection, said in his letter that he thought “ the Inde­
pendent should be issued on a cash basis, subscribers paying 
in advance." If this course was adopted, it would save a 
great amount of trouble to all parties concerned : but if the 
credit system be continued, the labor in connection with it 
would be materially lightened, if all subscribers would promptly 
remit the amount due by them, however small.

The Directors refer with great sorrow to the death of the 
late Mr. Alexander Christie, who was so long connected with 
the Company. He was well known throughout the churches 
in Canada, and was highly esteemed by all who had the 
pleasure of his acquaintance.

In concluding this Report, the Directors wish to speak not 
only to the shareholders, but also to the ministers and dele­
gates present at the Union meeting. They desire to state that 
the Company was inaugurated, not to make money, but to 
provide means to pay off the small debt that then existed on 
the Independent, and to carry it on, with other denomina­
tional publications: that the subscriptions paid for stock 
were really donations to the enterprise ; that those subscrip­
tions have, unfortunately, been absorbed by the change in 
the issue and management of the magazine, and by the accu­
mulation of subscriptions in arrear, and that it is now neces­
sary to look matters squarely in tlie face, in order to decide 
what is the best course to adopt in relation to present circum­
stances. If the Company is to be carried on with efficiency,

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there must be more money put into it, either by the share­
holders or by others. At any rate, a substantial guarantee 
should be furnished for the purpose of meeting, if required, 
the very probable increase of the cost of issuing the magazine 
and the Year Book, and, in addition, immediate steps should 
be taken to wipe out the old debt of $950, incurred under a 
former administration.

CONSTITUTION.

Aw. 1. That the Society be called "The Canada Congregational Missionary 
Society in connection with the Colonial Missionary Society.

Arr 2 That its objects shall lie to aid feeble Congregational churches in 
sustaining their ministers to spread the Crovnel. by means of missionaries, among 
all classes of inhabitants, and to promote other general missionary objects of the 
Congregational Ixxly.

Art. j. That all persons subscribing live shillings j»er annum shall become 
members of this Society . anil any person subscribing at one time twenty dollars 
or upwards, shall be an Honorary or Life Member of this Society.

BY-LAWS.
1. All communications 011 the subject of grants shall be made by or to the 

financial representatives of the church or station seeking aid.
1. Applications for aid, in new casea, shall be made one month at least before 

the annual meeting

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3. Every missionary of this Society shall be in full communion with a Congre­

gational church
4. All the missionaries shall repoit once in six months to the District Secre­

taries respectively, and make a full statistical return annually according to the 
prepared forms.

5. In the event of any District Secretary vacating his office during the year 
intervening lietween the annual meetings, the name standing first on the list shall 
he convener, and the District Committee is em|Hiwered to appoint a successor.

The Twenty-ninth annual meeting of the Canada Congre­
gational Missionary Society was held in the Congregational 
Church, Brantford, Ont., on Thursday, the 8th of June, 1882. 
C. Lawes, Esq., Cobourg, was appointed chairman, and the 
Rev. R. Mackay. Kingston, secretary.

After prayer, by the Rev. George Purkis, the Rev. Dr. 
Wilkes read the annual report and financial statements, which 
were received ami adopted.

ANNUAL RLPOKT.

If there is nothing of special iutciest to report on this 
twenty-ninth annual review of the work of the Society, • 
there is always the consideration that the work is of utmost 
moment to the welfare of the many who receive its benefits. 
The labors of twenty-four Christian men, with few exceptions 
for a whole year, in ministering the Word of Lift to their respec­
tive Hocks, watching over the spiritual interests of multitudes 
of the young as well as those of mature age, and in many and 
varied forms exercising all around them a healthful moral and 
spiritual influence, arc of value not to he estimated. We do 
not enlarge upon this, which should he a fruitful source of 
thought and of encouragement, hut allude to it as a ground of 
urgency to enter upon new and enlarged operations. The 
fact that three churches formerly dependent have during the 
year joined the ever-increasing company of the self-suppport- 
ing is a further encouragement to devise liberal things and to 
proceed with vigor. Nor must we lose sight of the fact that 
our funds this year exhibit a gratifying increase as compared 
with last year, though they are hardly equal to the receipts of 
some former years.

Referring to the district reports for details of what has 
been effected during the year, the Committee calls attention to
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certain resolutions of last annual meeting, containing instruc­
tions of which some notice is required.

The first relates to the appointment of a Superintendent of 
Missions, when the sum of $600 should be contributed specially 
to his support. No contributions for this purpose have been 
forthcoming, nor has there appeared a suitable man for the 
work required. It may be suggested also that such an appoint­
ment would seem to demand an addition to our organization of 
a general Executive Committee, residing in one locality, and 
meeting every month, or more frequently if needful. To such 
Committee would be assigned the dutv of earn ing into effect
such a resolution.

With reference to the legacy left by the late Mrs. Jones, of 
Brockvillc. the proper application was made to the Solicitors, 
in accordance with the advertisement in the Official Gazette. 
and the Executors have paid the amount, principal and inter­
est, but too late to enter in this year’s accounts.

The instructions regarding unused church property have 
been complied with, and the results are described in a sub­
joined report.

The Colonial Missionary Society has cheerfully paid the 
20 per cent., the amount of which this year is not large, be­
cause the total contributions of last year were unusually 
small. The Society manifests much interest in the Manitoba 
Mission, and will afford yet more liberal aid when suitable de­
mands are presented. There has not been in the history of 
our work in Canada anything approaching the magnitude and 
urgency of the demand for properly equipped laborers and 
friends to sustain them, as is now presented by the spiritual 
harvest-field of Manitoba and the North-West.

The total receipts for the year now reported are $2,983.56, 
including $429.76 from The Colonial Missionary Society. To 
this must be added a balance from last year of $248.53. This 
combined amount has been disposed of as per audited ac­
counts, except a balance in the Treasury for the quarter due 
in July of $332.40, being fully $250 less than will then be 
required. The comparison with last year is as follows :

4. There has been correspondence commenced by the Trus­
tees of Brockvillc church property, but thus far they have fail­
ed to accomplish that which they expressed a desire to do.

5. The capital in my hand, deposited in the City and 
District Savings Bank to the name of " Church Building 
Fund,” is $825.25 ; there has been received for interest $42.78. 
Paid to Rev. W. Hay, as ordered, $20 ; paid to Rev. M. S. 
Gray, expenses, $5 ; paid J. Fletcher’s account for deeds, &c., 
$6. This leaves a balance on hand of $837.03.

REPORT OF THE MANITOBA COMMITTEE.

With the continued flow of emigration towards the Great 
North-West, and the rapid growth and development of promis­
ing centres of population, your Committee have realized more 
than ever the great responsibilities of their trust.

We are able to report continued improvement in the posi­
tion and prospects of the church in Winnipeg. Under the 
able and judicibus pastorate of the Rev. J. B. Silcox, the 
congregations are large and ever-increasing ; and provision 
is,already made for the erection of a commodious church 
and parsonage, both of which, it is anticipated, will be com-

pletcd during the present year, and dedicated free of debt. 
The church here promises to he an important centre of mis­
sionary power and influence lor Manitoba ; and while it is 
having an eye to the planting of churches in other important 
centres of population, its members aie not unmindful of the 
requirements of their own city, for a second Congregational 
church is already in contemplation for Winnipeg.

The Rev. J. Brown, in addition to his agricultural pursuits, 
is still ministering with self-denying devotion to the church at 
Pilot Mound ; but feeling the importance of the church having 
a man entirely set apart to the work of the ministry, he has 
made application to the Committee, more than once, urging 
them to send a suitable pastor to this young and growing 
church in the wilderness.

The rising towns of Biandon and Portage La Prairie have 
been brought into great prominence during the past year, and 
the tide of emigration which has been flowing to them has 
borne thither many of our leading members from both Ontario 
and Quebec, as well as from Great Britain, who have settled 
and purpose making their permanent homes in these promis­
ing centres. We arc glad to say that steps are already being 
taken to establish churches and to secure suitable ministers 
for these prairie cities in embryo ; and we earnestly hope that 
by the time of our next annual meeting we shall be able to re­
port the existence of flourishing Congregational churches in 
both these places.

Your Committee, with this vast Province before them, con­
taining an ever-increasing number of rising towns and villages, 
strongly feel the importance of immediate action in the orga­
nization of churches at many different points; but in order to 
do this we are in need of suitable men and an enlarged revenue. 
For the former let us earnestly pray the Lord of the harvest 
that He may raise: up laborers for His vineyard.

In conclusion we would «acknowledge with gratitude the con­
tinued interest and sympathy of the Colonial Missionary So­
ciety of England, and our indebtedness to them for their 
annual grant to the funds of the Society.

REPORT OF THE ONTARIO WESTERN DISTRICT.

In presenting this report I shall content myself with a sim­
ple statement of facts as they have come to ny notice,
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Tilbury and Edgeworth.—An application came from Til­
bury Northern and Edgeworth, but no report from the mis­
sionary. It is remarked in connection with the application :

•• We are steadily gaining, and we bless God for it and take courage."
Kelvin and New Durham.—After some unccrtaintyMuring the 

past year, the Rev. C. Pediey, B.A., has finally decided to go 
to Kelvin and New Durham ; and the people of the latter 
place have undertaken to put up a new church during the pre­
sent season.

Sarnia.—Brother Claris, of Sarnia, reports sundry discour­
agements, with contra hopefulness from the Sabbath School, 
prospective increase of population by immigration, the well­
doing of old Father Time and God’s blessing.

St. Catharines.—Pastor Wetherald, of St. Catharines, re­
ports great comfort in his flock and in his work, with a rea­
sonable measure of real success, though the storms of domes­
tic affliction have beaten heavily upon himself during the year. 
In this he has doubtless had the sympathy of the whole broth­
erhood of Christ who know him and of him.

Kincardine.—The church in Kincardine has been without a 
pastor for nearly three years. The Rev. R. Mackay spent a few 
weeks there during the past winter, and held special services 
every evening, which were largely attended. He dispensed 
the ordinance of the Lord's Supper twice, and on the last Sab­
bath received a number into fellowship on profession. A 
Young People’s Association was formed, with a membership 
of about sixty. The Sabbath School was re-organized, and it 
now has a large attendance. There are many young people 
who, it is expected, will be received into fellowship under the 
ministry of f. wise pastor. Mr. Skinner, who has just com­
pleted his course in College, has labored there during the past 
two months, and has received a call to the pastorate, which 
call, we believe, he has accepted.

Win g ham.—The Rev. J. B. Saer, B.D . the pastor, says :
" The church was organized August 30th. 1M81. . was then composed of

41 member* (18 male* and 23 female*). Mv installation took place November l. 
1H81. Si’ ..e the above date the average attendance has increased and the mem­
bership augmented by an additional twelve, making a total of 5$. The Sunday 
School 1* growing in numl>ere and interest, and our Bible Classes are very prom­
ising. All financial obligations have lieen fulfilled with a commendable liberality 
and punctuality. About S47.50 (les* expenses) were sent to the Missionary So­
ciety. Arrangements are being made to purchase or build a place for worship. 
So far we can speak of prosperity, numerical, financial, moral and spiritual. In­
deed. so marked is the latter that many of those recognised as consistent church 
members declare that prior to onr organisation they did not apprehend the Gos­
pel in its majestic simplicity, and glory in the liberty and gladness which are the 
necessary results of an intelligent and experimental knowledge of the Divine 
Human Christ. '

Western Toronto.—Here the work is progressing, especially 

in the young being interested. Peace and earnestness pre­
vail. The Held is important and encouraging.

Xeunnarket reports nothing special. It is holding its own, 
the respected pastor faithfully working and looking for the 
reward of the same.

Whitby has been for the present left ; the Committee feeling 
that it is useless to continue there until we arc prepared with 
man and means to take a strong and permanent hold. We 
deeply regret to leave these sincere, attached and earnest 
friends.

Alton. —The church building here was burnt in January, and 
Mr. Wrigley, discouraged, left for Michigan in March. At 
present the Committee see little hope for work in this Held.

Caledon and Church Hill, under Rev. A. Kaye, has expe­
rienced a measure of prosperity, presenting, at Church Hill, 
encouraging features. Mr. Kaye, however, on account of ill 
health, contemplates resigning, and these constant changes 
are having their inevitable results on these places.

Bowmanvillti under Mr. Hen de Bourck, has erected a beau­
tiful building, and is in a most promising position. Mr. Heu 
de Bourck, however, has resigned, and the church is likely to 
secure the services of the Rev. W. H. Warriner.

We need to have enkindled a more thorough interest in our 
struggling churches.

REPORT OF THE ONTARIO EASTERN DISTRICT.

It is a cause for gratitude rather than otherwise that your 
Committee have not much to report in reference to the Held 
with which they are more immediately concerned.

They would regard it as an omission on their part did they 
not again refer with thankfulness to the fact that the churches 
in Ottawa and Lanark village are self-supporting, and help­
ing the Society to carry the Gospel of peace to other places ; 
and that the church in Ottawa, besides entirely remodelling



the interior of their house of worship, at a cost of over $700, 
all of which has been raised, has erected a handsome and com­
modious parsonage for its inuch-respectcd pastor, the Rev. ' 
John Wood.

Maxwell and Martintm'ii.—The churches under the pastorate 
of the Rev. 1). Macallum were practically self-sustaining last 
year ; and, notwithstanding that the people in St. Elmo have 
erected one of the most beautiful and comfortable churches 
in the country, and paid for it, they have raised larger contri­
butions for the support of the cause than in any previous year. 
The people are being educated to give ; some are giving to 
the utmost of their ability, and others, it is hoped, at no dis­
tant day will do likewise. There arc indications of spiritual 
life. Pastor and people are praying for richer manifestations 
of the presence and power of God in their midst.

Vankleek and Hawkesburv.—By the action of the Committee 
these churches have been furnished with student supply dur­
ing the winter months.

been accepted Onr church has suffered greatly by removal* but peace and 
order reigns in our midst. Notwithstanding the depletion the subscription list 
for next year s salarv is larger than last year at each of the three stations The 
state of mv health has been such that I have been induced by the advice of 
friends and physicians to make a change. So 1 expect to go to Manitoba in 
May. This is yet a hopeful held, and this is a good time for a new man to come. 
Our people want a pastor, not a supply.

A montai later Mr. Brown writes:
" During the year we had only five additions to our inember*hip—four on pro- 

Cession and one by letter—and a number have removed to an inconvenient 
distance whose names are still on the communion roll.

Since Mr. Brown wrote the above lie lias been laid aside by 
severe illness, and unable to leave for Manitoba, as he had 
intended. He has the heartfelt sympathy of the Committee, 
and they earnestly trust he may be completely restored, and 
that the change to the great new country may be both benefi­
cial to his health, as well as a benefit to his family and a bless­
ing to the cause of Christ.

The Committee earnestly trust the Lord may soon be 
pleased to send the church in Middleville a pastor who will 
build them up in the faith and lead others to Christ.

REPORT OF THE ONTARIO EASTERN DISTRICT. l8l
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Belleville.—Mr. Geo. Robertson, one of the students of the 
College, supplied the church here during the summer, and 
labored with much earnestness, acceptance, and some suc­
cess. The Secretary was requested to visit the church on 
several occasions so as to administer the ordinance of bap­
tism, and receive into fellowship several persons who were 
professedly converted, in connection with Mr. Robertson s 
labors. The church was greatly encouraged by these additions. 
At the last meeting of this Committee arrangements were 
made for a three months’ missionary supply, which were car­
ried out. . , „ .

REPORT OF THE QUEBEC DISTRICT

Pitch Day.—Our dear Brother Adams writes :
•' This year, like the last, has been one of physical suflering—two months con- 

fmeil with tievere nickntws. But God has been very kind in that He has supported
in nil iny trial», ami oncu more raised me up no that I am now in better health 

than for over two years, ami I hope He may grant me continued health and aparo 
mu for the good of Ilia cause In this place. We have had three removals by 
death, and a* they were all trusty, active membera of the church, wo feel their 
loss very keenly. One of these was my youngest daughter. Mrs. Magoon. and 
although I have undoubted assurance of her eternal welfare, it is a severe blow. 
We miss her very much in the church, in the choir and in the family. Hut we 
hone to meet her again * where no farewell tear is shed.' We have repainted and 
repaired our place of worship at a cost of over a hundred dollars, and there 
gome more we intend to do during the present year. There is nothing of special 
interest to note as to the cause here. With deaths and removals and other 
changes, wo can scarcely more than hold our own."

Our Brother has dissuaded his people from making any 
application for aid from the Missionary Society for the 
present. Their contribution to the funds of the Society 
during the past year is larger than usual.

Franklin Centre.—0( this field our Brother Wright reports 
in December 1881 :

•« Concerning our condition at present, there are things encouraging to state 
It is true our membership does not increase very fast, but this is due chiefly to 
causes which are too common, and yet unavoidable. The constant exodus west­
ward is the chief drawback in this field-tbe young blood and brain is thus con- 
•tantly drafted off. Our church roll keeps about the same, 52; M. 17. F. 35. 
Two have been received, one on profession of faith, and one by letter. Our 
attendance at morning service fluctuates pretty much, as the weather does. Yet 
it averages more than ever before. Of course it naturally follows that our spii 
tual condition ia not as high or healthy as one would desire. Our Sabbath
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School rejHirt is, in some respects, cheering. Some time ago the Sunday School 
was a drag upon the finances of the church ; it is mit so now. During last year 
it has supported itself financially. It has increased its library, renewed its stock 
of hymn hooks, and contibuted Si 2 to missions."

At the close of the year Mr. Wright reports :
•• Our membership keeps alwuit the same. Congregations perhaps a little 

larger The Sunday School is « onsideiably improved, and a deeper influence is 
felt in it. I am happy to testify that we have no church debts or quarrels. We 
are not ' falling by the way * There is the most complete concord existing 
between pastor and people, and, notwithstanding the discouragement arising 
from depletion of members and financial pressure, we have much to cheer us. My 
people have manifested more consideration and kindness than ever liefore. And 
it is with heartfelt gratitude that I record the wonderful loving kindness of the 
l»rd in blessing my congregation and my family with good health during the 
vear. I have now been four years in Franklin Centre, and although we have 
sometimes been discouraged and almost despairing, yet the good hand of God has 
upheld and blessed us. and we enter upon another year with a stronger confidence 
—a sweeter chanty and a more sanctined hope than «ver before."

Inverness.—Mr. C. E. Bolton, of the Congregational College 
of B. N. A., entered upon this field at the close of his college 
course. After some time he was asked by the church and 
congregation to remain among them as pastor and evangelist. 
Believing that much good might be done by mission work 
among the French population he accepted the invitation ami 
devoted himself to the acquisition of the French language 
that he might be able to prosecute such work. At the close 
of the year Mr. Bolton reports:

'• The attendance lit the chapel has Imen below the average during the winter. 
The reasons urn. the families are scattered, there Is not good shelter for horses, 
the cha|Hil Is very void, the roads bad. and the weather unfavorable In fine 
weather we had fair congregations hut not as large as in summer. During the 
revival, two years ago. all our young people joined the church, leaving the work 
of edification to us, which I trust is being done Our outlying congregations are ' 
very good, a few from among whom have turned tu the l-ord and may come into 
the church, i have not made as rapid progress as I uxnocted in my French : 
my studies ar * interrupted, hut they are now resumed with an assistant. I am 
more and more persuaded that this country is being prepared for the Gosjiel. The 
work Is a great one. and serious difficulties are In tna way; still greater moun­
tains than these have barn levelled by faith That alone sustained me, for l find 
it takes more than five months to acquire a moderate degree of aptness In writing 
and speaking a foreign tongue."

WaterviiU.—This field is certainly looking up. Here wc 
have a very striking illustration of what may be done by an 
earnest, plodding, persevering devotednoss to the every-day 
work of the pastorate. Mr. Ptirkis tells us î

" We are moving quietIv along, not making much stir, but still making some 
little progress "

In the church, at headquarters, the congregations are gene­
rally good, and things seem gradually becoming more consoli­
dated. They have lately elected four deacons to serve for 
three years—their number having been reduced to one. At 
out-stations, Capelton, the congregations continue good ; at
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Read's School House the attendance varies with the weather, 
while at Levers—the school house being out of repair—the 
meetings have been considerably interrupted, the people at 
the latter place have been urged to attend morning service in 
the church ; some, from other quarters, come farther than 
they would have to do, but local jealousy is often as powerful 
as denominational bigotry. At the close of the year, Mr. Purkis
reports :

In the good providence of God. 1 have been permitted to labor among the 
people of my charge another year, and I hope not altogether in vain My health 
has been generally good, having been only two Sabbaths laid aside, on one of 
which my place was supplied by T. Robinson. Esq., of Hatley. I have preached
in all i6v sermons. 14 of which were on funeral occasions. The ladies of the

building. A lecture by our friend Rev. J. L. Forster helped not a little to raise 
the necessary funds..

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REPORT OF VISITING MISSIONARY. IQ3

At Urbania, too, where we held two seivices, the same spirit 
prevails, and, indeed, along this whole line of ten or twelve 
miles is evidently a grand opportunity for missionary work. 
The land is ready to he possessed. It is to us a promised land 
if we have the courage and make the effort to go up. Who 
will go ?

Although Noel is not, we are happy to say, a vacant church, 
still, under considerable pressure, I was induced by the pastor 
to visit that church for a special purpose. Here several ser­
vices were held ; and here, too, I may be permitted, unoffi­
cially, to say the progress of the church is plainly apparent. 
It increases not onlv in numbers, but I should think also in 
depth of spiritual life, which is the root of true progress and 
prosperity. At the Sabbath afternoon service the church was. 
well filled with an audience whose attention was very helpful 
to the preacher. Two infant baptisms were administered, and 
two new members received the right hand of fellowship on 
admission to communion. The body seats were tolerably well 
fi(led by communicants at the celebration of the Lord's Sup­
per, and nearly all the remainder of the congregation retained 
their seats as witnesses of that ordinance. I conducted two 
services at the hall in Lower Noel, at which good audiences 
were present.. 1 was glad to find that the minds of the peo­
ple were at work in the direction of building a new parsonage 
and providing better preaching accommodation for this part 
of brother Cox's field. May not only the minds but the pock­
ets and hands be engaged ; then good results may be expected. 
Much has already been done by this enterprising Christian 
band, but whatever work in the Lord’s vineyard has been al­
ready achieved, is ever with a living church nothing more than 
the foundation on which to continue a still greater structure.

Crossing the Das nas from Noel we come to Economy,
our last-born infant church, but nevertheless a strong, healthy 
babe, a child of promise, which is somewhat restive of a certain 
kind of ecclesiastical pap and leading-strings. Athough this
church is but four or five vears old it seems to have somewhere

read the injunction, M ÇJuit you like men, be strong.” It has 
already? some time since, built a rootny house for its pastor's 
residence. I also found the site prepared for the foundation 
of a new church edifice, and that by no means a make-shift 
one, but it is to contain a basement for Sabbath school and 
smaller meetings, in addition to its chief auditorium.

Report of the Yarmouth Branch.

From various causes over which there was no control the Aux­
iliary was not in active operation until late in spring. Since then 
it has met weekly, under the inspiration of new officers, and 
with the sympatny and practical confidence of the church and 
congregation generally. Its mode of working is on the same 
line as the past, having an occasional social gathering with an 
eye always to the main end of developing the social element in 
the congregation and securing liberal contributions at the least 
possible financial outlay.

Report of the Sheffield Branch.
It again becomes my duty to present a report of the work of 

the Sheffield Branch of the Ladies' Home Missionary Society. 
We still depend on old ways of working. The Christmas 
social, by this time a regular fixture of our winter's work, was 
held in the Temperance Hall, and passed off quite pleasantly, 
with a good audience, although the weather was not very fine. 
We have also had two socials in private houses, with a good 
attendance.

Owing to the need of* money for home purposes it was 
thought best to work for the two ends at once, dividing the 
proceeds at the close of the year, and sending a certain part 
to the Missionary Society, while keeping the rest for our own 
church work.

As to the question, “ How shall a waning interest be re­
vived ?M we do not seem to have found the answer, Some of 
our younger ladiés have joined us this year, and are waiting for 
us to show them the use of it. In order to do this it may be that 
we need to cultivate our own minds and souls more diligently.
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young men and young women conducted by Mr. Butt and 
Mrs. Squires respectively, and the Sabbath school is thriving. 
Several of the outlying settlements have made application to 
the missionary for his services in their districts. The Fortune 
Bay mission has claimed the anxious attention of the Com* 
mittee, and Mr. Saw, former missionary, was requested to 
visit the Bay on a general preaching tour and report on the 
state of affairs. His report proves that bread cast on the 
waters will return after many days, and many of the blessed 
fruits of the gospel were seen. He preached to about 2,000 
people, and was much pleased at the great change that had 
taken place amongst them. The work of the last missionary 
was confined mostly to Fool's Cove, but the Committee arc 
striving to find a better centre of operations. Our warmest 
interest has followed Miss Cross, the new teacher, to the 
lonely and difficult post in Pool's Cove, and we are devoutly 
thankful for the efficient manner in which she has been able 
to help the people in the absence'of the missionary. Wc 
hope to sec a zealous, pions man engaged in the arduous 
work soon. The Juvenile Missionary Society deserve our 
highest praise, having in the past year outdone all former 
years in collecting a total of £71 currency. The Ladies* 
Auxiliary also, in the important department of their work of 
collecting, as well as their interest in education, receive our 
warmest thanks : they collected in all £29. XVc gratefully 
acknowledge the continued assistance and warm interest of 
the Colonial Missionary Society in our isolated and long- 
neglected, though oldest and most loyal of British colonics. 
We trust that the many indications of growing interest in 
Newfoundland will direct the geneious sympathies of English 
Christians to our mission work here. We thank the sub­
scribers and friends of the missions, and would again urge to 
renewed zeal and liberality in this good and unselfish cause. 
We have 1 great work before us, there are many places 
around our coast where the gospel has never been preached, 
we feel the duty press upon us to extend the spiritual kingdom 
m our island home.

desire to express their sincere thanks to these honored 
societies for their encouragement and words of cheer tendered 
to us.

The Directors are of opinion that while it is most desirable 
that the Congregational churches of British North America 
should unite to sustain this society, yet they would not dis­
courage from assisting any of the Foreign Missionary Societies 
to which they have contributed in the past, but they deem it 
right, that such contributions should go through the treasurer 
of this Society and appear in its annual list of subscriptions.

The Directors were instructed to correspond with the 
officers of the Labrador and Indian Missions, with a view to 
a union of the three societies. This subject received a very 
careful consideration, and they concluded that it would be 
unwise to enter into any arrangement of that kind for the 
present ; they believe that it is better we should work as a 
Board, simply in the interest of Foreign Missions. With so 
many open doors, and inviting fields of missionary labor 
among the heathen, your Directors are intensely anxious to 
be in a position ere long to send forth a messenger of the 
gospel of Christ from the Congregational churches of the 
Dominion of Canada. They would therefore earnestly urge 
the friends of the Society to put forth self-denying efforts to 
accomplish this with as little delay as possible. M Whom 
shall we send, and who will go for us ?" The Directors can­
not for a moment doubt the willingness of the churches to ' 
furnish the means, if only some one fully consecrated to this \ 
honored service will come forward and say, M Here am I, send

ftme.

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314 CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS.

CONSTITUTION.

I. NAME.
Coogregitional Foreign Missionary Society of British North America.

it. OBJECTS.

To spread the knowledge of the Gospel among the heathen and other unen­
lightened people.

III. MEMBERS.
Persons subscribing 0a annually, ministers and other representatives of con­

gregations contributing Sio annually shall be members. Every benefactor 
making a donation of #40 at one time shall be a life member.

IV. ANNUAL MEETING.
A general meeting of the society shall be held annually to appoint officers and 

directors, receive reports, audit accounts and to deliberate on any measures 
which may promote the object of the society. At such meeting all matters shall 
be determined by the majority of the members present.

V. COMMITTEES
Directors are empowered to subdivide into committees for managing funds 

making reports and such like, but no proceeding of the committees shall be valid 
till ratifier! at an ordinary meeting of the board. Not less than three directors 
exclusive of the officers of the society shall constitute a meeting of the board for 
the despatch of business. The treasurer and secretary shall be ex-officio 
entitled to meet and vote with the directors of the society.

VI. FUNDS.
All funds arising from donations, legacies, subscriptions, collections or other­

wise shall be lodged by the treasurer as soon as collected with the bankers of the 
society.

VII. FOWER TO REVISE.
The foregoing regulations shall be subject to such modifications as the mem­

bers of the society at their annual meeting may from time to time think proper.

BY-LAWS,

I. ANNUAL MISTING.

The annual meeting of the members may be held at the same time and place 
as the Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec. All arrangements for the 
meeting shall be made by the directors.

II. ANNUAL MEETING OF DIRECTORS

A special meeting of the directors shall be held previous to the annual meeting 
of the members to prepare the list of directors, committees and officers for the 
ensuing year, to be submitted at the annual meeting as well as to transmit any 
other business connected with the society.

• III. ANNIVERSARY SERVICES

Missionary sermons shall be preached on the fourth Sunday in June in the 
churches open to the society’s use, and such other services shall be held as the 
society may from time to time appoint.

CheboRue, iV.S.—The Rev. James Shippcrley writes:
" Death, which has in the past few years Iren so busy in our church, has taken 

away another of our number, the head ol a household, while, since our last re­
port. three or four families have removed from Chebogne. These circumstances 
not only materially diminish our means of sustentation, but also have a discour­
aging effort on the minds of those still with us. While the xvhole church feels its 
financially weakened state, the pastor struggles along under constantly decreasing 
stipends, in the hope of ho! ling together ‘the things that remain. Besides two 
congregations ministered to every Uird's Dav in the parent church, there is a 
growing and encouraging interest manifested in connection with the fortnightly 
Sabbath afternoon aervices at Union Hall. Sand Beach The church occupies an 
important position, and still has a work to do.”

REPORT OF VISITING MISSIONARY.

According to my appointment hy the Union at its last 
meeting at Noel, I, as directed bv the Missionary Secretary, 
visited several churches in connection with the Union during 
the missionary year. I, however, did not occupy the three 
months, for which time I was snpposed to be in readiness, and 
the funds of the Society will consequently be drawn upon to a 
less extent than that granted by the Union. The travelling 
expenses also guaranteed by the Union have been fully met by 
the churches visited by your agent.

My first call in this position was to occupy the pulpit 
for four Sabbaths of the chairman of the Union while that 
Brother was absent as the delegate to represent our churches 
at the Jubilee of the Congregational Union of England and 
Wales. * .

Your agent next visited, very early in the Spring, the 
church at Cornwallis, holding two preaching services, one be­
ing at the meeting house at Habitant on Sabbath morning, 
and the other the same evening at the hall at Kingsport. 
Considering the very bad state of the roads at that time good

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ANNUAL MEETING.

The Twelfth Annual Meeting of the “ Newfoundland Home 
Missionary Society ” was held in the Lecture Room of the 
Queen’s Road Chapel, St. John’s, on the evening of the 22nd 
February, 1882. There was a large and interested company, 
and the meeting was more than usually successful, many 
clear indications being present of the deepening interest 
in our mission and educational work. The pastor, Rev. D. 
Beaton, presided, and addresses were delivered bv Rev. W. W. 
Purcival, Methodist, and Rev. L. G. .McNeill, Presbyterian.

Mr. William J. Barnes read a most encouraging report of 
the mission work, and Mr. H. W. Seymour made a state­
ment concerning education in the elementary and training 
schools. The adoption of the report was moved by Mr. L. 
T. Chancey, and seconded by Mr. I. Beer. Various other 
motions were made, conveying thanks to the Ladies' 
Auxiliary, the Juvenile Missionary Society and the Colonial 
Missionary Society for their interest in and help towards our 
work, and to Miss M. Good for her valued labors in the 
training school.

ABSTRACT OF ANNUAL REPORT.

In submitting the Twelfth Annual Report we are thankful 
to record a prosperous state of affairs. The Mission Church 
in Twillingatc is in a flourishing condition under the pas­
toral care of Mr. Whyte. The President visited that station 
last year, and received a most favorable impression of the 
work. Mr. Whyte is held in the highest esteem as an earnest 
and able minister, not only by his own people, but by the 
members of other denominations. 'In addition to the ordinary 
Sunday services, Mr. Whyte holds a Bible class and meeting 
for the study of music, and a course of evangelistic cottage 
meetings is to be carried on during the winter. In Random 
our mission is also prospering. Mr. Squires renorts that the 
Sabbath afternoon services are well attended, and in fine 
weather the church is filled. Some new members have been 
added during the past year, and others, seeing the good 
which the Society is doing in their midst, are helping on the 
general work of the mission. There are Bible classes for
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May I not repeat a suggestion that has already been made ? 
that we take up some branch of Bible study in our summer 
meetings, and thus search for the hidden treasures stored up 
in Christ's word.—Adeline Burpee, Secretary.

Report of the Brooklyn Rranch.
We are sorry to have to report that in consequence of a di­

minution of members our collections have fallen considerably 
below that of the previous year, but we hope to have an in­
crease in the present year.

Report of the Beach Meadows Branch.
We have nothing special to report that will be of particular 

interest. We have kept up our monthly meetings. Our mem­
bership at present is only six in number. We pay one cent 
per week, which has amounted during the year to $3.12. 
Small sums have been raised by the members of our Sabbath** 
school and by mission boxes, the balance,.in needle-work and - 
knitting, amounting to $17. We hope that during the com­
ing year our membership may be increased.—Mrs. Allen 
Movser, Secretary.

Report of the Milton Branch.
This Society is still in quite a flourishing condition, and the 

funds in hand compare favorably with former years ; but we 
have cause to regret that the attendance at the meetings is not 
as large as could he wished for, nor the interest manifested as 
strong as the importance of the work demands.

There are always a few who stand by the M colors," and bear 
the burden and heat o! the day, but many, we fear, who ex­
pect to share in the glory of the victory, arc not in the front 
ranks, hut linger on the outer edge and do just as little as 
possible. If these half-hearted ones only knew the sweet 
inward peace that springs from a consciousness of duty per­
formed they would long to be in the thick of the contest, that 
they, too, might share in the rewards of the victors.

We have to record the death of two of our members, Mrs. 
W. H. Freeman and Mrs. Taylor Freeman. But while some 
have been taken from us others have been added.

Our means of raising money are much the same as former­
ly. The mission boxes and monthly dues arc maintained, 
but last Christmas we departed somewhat from the usual routine 
by giving what is called a “ Free-will Xmas Offering" to the
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audiences were present at both places. During my stay at 
Cornwallis I visited several families, conducted a prayer­
meeting in the village of Canning, and visited and addressed 
the Hand of Hope meeting at Kingsport. A special business 
meeting was held at the church, at which I, by request, 
presided. I found the people here very anxious to obtain the 
services of a good pastor as early as possible. They also 
expressed a willingness to make a great effort towards sustain­
ing a settled minister, and also to take steps to render his 
residence in the parsonage more comfortable than the present 
state of that building admits. The people here are intelligent, 
determined and vigorous, and there is evidently a wish not to 
let a pastor work unaided, but to co-operate with him. With 
the right man to lead, here is material with which to build up 
a self-sustaining church in a very short time. A new church 
edifice as well as a new parsonage are much needed here.

Maitland was next visited : Here the exodus to the United 
States had much diminished the church membership. Still, 
in Maitland village a faithful few remain—some very faithful, 
but very few. Though the remnant be discouraged they are 
not in despair. Here still stands, in an excellent position, the 
gaunt and discolored skeleton of what we have strong hopes 
is to be a sightly church edifice from which is to go a shining 
light of gospel truth, and that at no very distant day. The 
power granted by the Union with which to proceed with the 
work on the edifice, has not yet been taken advantage of, but 
friends there hope efforts will be made to proceed with the 
work, as until this is done a place of worship is unavailable. 
It is highly important for several reasons, that no time be lost 
cither in finishing the covering of the church building or 
of maintaining regular service in the village of Maitland.

South Maitland.—Here the prospects are very encouraging. 
I was well received in this neighborhood, and every household 
gave me a hearty welcome. Though many adherents of the 
denomination were axvav, either temporarily or permanently, 
they have not taken ail the Congregational sentiment out 
of the place. For our principles, if not growing here in The 
ungenial atmosphere of pastoral absenteeism, they certainly 
exhibit a remarkable tenacity of life. Here I held about seven 
services in the comfortable basement of their really handsome 
though unfinished church. The services were of a very 
encouraging nature, and the necessarily limited visits of Rev. 
J. Cox had. at least, kept the spiritual appetites of the people 
sharp and eager for more frequent and regular meals of the 
Bread of Life in their own house of worship.

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Although several of our missionary rlmrchcs have hern 
without the preached word during most of the year, it is grati­
fying to state that now. with one exception, all our pulpits are. 
or will he, supplied hy the end of this month. At our last an­
nual meeting it seemed good unto ns to appoint our esteemed 
brother, Mr. Shipperley, as our Missionary Agent, with the 
view to visit the missionary churches, and by personal effort 
hoped that he might succeed in.creating more enthusiasm in 
our local ami general work. His church considerately acqui­
esced, and so three months out of the twelve were placed at 
our agent's disposal to do the work assigned. The bulk of his 
report I append, which, I think, will convince all that the 
appointment was a step in the right direction.

My own attendance, as your delegate, at the Jubilee services 
of the Congregational Union of England and \\ ales last Octo­
ber, afforded an opportunity of conference with members of 
the Colonial Missionary Society’s Committee ami of the Ca­
nadian brethren, also in attendance, with reference to the local 
and general work of Congiegationalisin in the Dominion.

The practical outcome to us here lias been that the Colo­
nial Missionary Society's Committee has kindly promised us, 
for the better prosecution of aggressive missionary work, one 
hundred pounds sterling annually fortive years, beginning with 
the present fiscal year. Thankful for the pecuniary help thus 
promised, we nevertheless set even higher value upon the 
moral assistance we hope to draw from immediate contact 
with the great missionary heart of our English brotherhood.

The following extracts are from the reports to hand of the 
missionary churches, which I respectfully submit :

Nor/, JV.S.—The Rev. Jacob Cox, 15.A., the pastor, writes :
” Vy work since last reporting has gone on without mti-nnissi^n. Our con­

gregations increase, with which the completion of our place of worship has much 
to do. In each of the original stations we have had additions to our membership. 
Our relations to some of our neighbors, who in the past w ere not over friendly, 
are becoming daily more pleasant.’*

Manchester, N.S.—Rev. Jacob Whitman writes, saying:
'* I recently preached my seventh anniversary sermon to m> people, w hen 1 was 

led to recall the destitute condition of the community, spiritually, when 1 entered 
there, and bow my entrance was with much labor and discouragement, yet by 
God's help and presence the undertaking ha* been crowned with enough success 
to call forth devout gratitude." __

ANNUAL REPORT.

The Foreign Missionary Society of the Congregational 
Churches of British North America was organized by the 
Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec in Zion Church, 
Toronto, on 13th May, 1881. The following gentlemen were 
constituted a provisional Board of Directors :
. Revs. S. N. Jackson, M.D., fames Roy, M.A.. A. L. McFadyen, B.A., H. D. 
Hunter, H. D Powis, J. Burton. B.D., H. Pedley, B.A., |. Wood, R. Mackay,

D. Higgins, j. Nasmith, H. Cox, J. R. Dougall, G. Hague, J. C. Field, M.P.P., 
H. O’Hara, Dr. Richardson, G. S. Fenwick, G. Robertson, and B. W. Robertson.

The Board met for the first time on the evening of the same 
day that it was constituted, the following members were 
present :

Revs. S. N. Jackson, M.D., R. Mackay, J. L. Forster, H. Pedley, B.A., J. 
Burton, B.D., H. D. Powis, H. D. Hunter, C. Duff. M.A., J. Wood, T. Hall, and 
Messrs. J. C. Field, M.P.P., D. Higgins and H. O'Hara.

On motion, J. C. Field, Esq., M.P.P., of Cobourg, was 
unanimously elected President, B. W. Robertson, of Kingston, 
Treasurer, Rev. T. Hall, of Kingston, Secretary.

The members of the Board residing in Kingston were em­
powered to draft a constitution and by-laws for the society. 
This was attended to as soon as possible and published in the 
Canadian Independent.

A meeting of the provisional Board of Directors was held 
in Kingston, Nov. 3rd, 1881. The following were present :

Reva. J. Wood, D. Macallum. R. Mackay, B. W. Day, S. N. Jackson, M.D., 
and T. Hall.

The meeting was called to ratify the constitution and 
by-laws of the society.

In its amended form this Constitution was published in the 
Canadian Independent, December 15th, 1881. The Directors 
have correspondence with the Secretaries of the American Board • 
of Commissioners Foreign Missions, London Missionary So­
ciety, Livingston Inland Mission, and our own Indian and 
Labrador Missions.

They each suggest that it might be 
possible and judicious for us to locate our first missionary in 
the neighborhood of some of their agents.

ANNUAL REPORT.

This mission on the coast of Labrador has been carried on 
for several years by a number of ladies belonging to different 
churches in Montreal, under the title of the “ Ladies' Labra­
dor Missionary Association." The work during the past year 
has been conducted by two lady missionaries, Miss Warriner 
and Miss Nellie Wilkes. These young ladies had the entire 
charge during the winter, conducting divine service on Sun­
days, prayer meetings and other meetings during the week, 
working bravely and cheerfully, helping and strengthening 
each other. Mr. Gerrie, a theological student, was down at 
Labrador for the summer months. He was greatly interested 
in the people ; while there he spent the greater part of each 
Saturday visiting the vessels for the purpose of distributing 
tracts and other religious papers, supplied by the American 
Tract Society and the Seamen's Friends Society ; they were 
always thankfully received, even by the Catholics, who, al­
though refusing to come to church, would readily take a little 
bundle of these papers, saying they could always learn some 
good from them. Divine service was held every Sunday 
morning, and after dinner, Bible-classes were held, one by 
Miss Warriner for the women, and one by Mr. Gerrie for the 
men, the women's class being the largest attended, and'pro- 
ductive of much good. The people of Labrador are kind,

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“ The truth as it is in Jesus.” Several valuable accessions 
have been made to the band of preachers and teachers. In 
her work at Spanish River Miss Baylis is now assisted by 
Miss Keeshing. Mr. Thomas Skye and Mr. £li Richards, of 
Cape Crocker—the latter as native interpreter—arc both zeal­
ously pursuing their lespcv.tive undertakings. Mr. Nicol 
has quite recently been appointed by the church at French 
Bay as their missionary among the Indians of Mississauga, on 
the north shore of Algoma. We would call attention to the 
following interesting facts in relation to the work at French 
Bay, Mississauga, Serpent River and Spanish River :

French Hay.—At one time this was an extension of the 
Saügeen Reserve. It is now a separate Reserve, having its 
own band of Indians and chief. It is a field of great interest. 
For several years a nourishing church of about 60 members, 
under the pastorate of our devoted Missionary, Rev. Wm. 
Walker (native), does credit alike to the piety and intelligence 
of the too long despised Indians. Mr. Walker has a good 
Sunday school, and also a Temperance Organization and a 
Mutual Improvement Society, under his direction.

Mississauga.—This is a place less known to the general pub­
lic. It is on the north shore of Algoma. The Indian Re­
serve extends between the mouths of the Mississauga and 
Blind Rivers, and terminates at an angle six miles up the 
north-east side of the Mississauga River.

This band was formed several years ago by a union between 
the Blind River and Mississauga Indians, under one chief, 
Bon-e-ka-osh. They are now called the Mississauga Indians 
or Band. Until the last few years they were entirely cut off 
from communication with the white population, consequently 
a great amount of work has to be done in order to civilize and 
christianize them. This field was for two years under the 
superintendence of Mr. John Lister : one year under Mr. J. J. 
Anderson ; and during the last year under Mr. John Nicol, 
who has labored most assiduously among them with an en­
couraging amount of success.

Serpent River.—The Board of Directors in July last secured 
the services of Eli Richards, an active native teacher. He 
reports a day and Sunday school, with an average attendance 
of 20 children (all Indian). He has also a week night Bible 
class, where they read the Ojibway Scriptures. His Sabbath 
services are well attended by earnest and attentive listeners.

Spanish River.—For several years this has been an import­
ant field. Miss E. Baylis has nobly devoted her summer 
months to teaching the Indians, and has accomplished much 
good. She has been most indefatigable in her efforts to sow

I. This Society shall be called " Tbs Canada Congregational Indian Missionary
Society " /

II. Its object shall be to spread the Gospel among the aborigines of Canada 
and the Northwest Territory, according to the views of the CongregationaHsts. by 
means of Missionaries, native Pastors and Teachers.

III. Persons, being members of Christian churches, and paying one dollar per 
annum, shall be members of the Society, and any such person paying twenty 
dollars at any one time shall be a life member.

IV. The business of the Society shall be managed by a Board, consisting of 
President, Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, a Secretary. Twelve Directors, and an 
Executive Committee of at least three members.

V. The Officers and Directors, and the Executive Committee shall be
appointed at the annual meeting of the Society. ,

VI. The Board shall hold regular quarterly meetings on the Erst Tuesday in 
February, May, August and November, and may meet oftener if necessary ; but, 
unless there is a special reason for so doing, the President and Vice-Presidents 
living without the County in which the Board holds its meetings need not be 
notified.

VII. The Society may form Branch Associations, whose Presidents shall be 
entitled to a seat at all meetings of the Board.

VIII. Any vacancies occurring during the year shall be filled up by the Board.
and such appointments ihail remain in force until next annual meeting.

IX. The funds of this Society shall be audited annually by two auditors to be 
appointed at the annual meeting.

X. This Constitution may be altered at any annual meeting by a two-thirds 
vote, three months* notice of any proposal to that effect having been previoeely

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quiet, willing and eager to learn, but they need help, sympathy 
and encouragement.

In the winter time, while the ladies were alone, Miss War­
riner us 2d to read a printed sermon on Sunday mornings, 
generally one of Mr. Moody’s, the people preferring them as 
being simple and full of anecdote, thus being more readily re­
membered ; even in the school Miss Warriner found the 
easiest way to teach the children was by anecdote, as their 
interest was aroused and the stories remembered. An infant 
class was held once a week by Miss Warriner, who seems to 
have a special gift for interesting and teaching the little ones.

The school at Labrador is quite famous and respected for 
over a hundred miles along the coast. It is most highly 
thought of and valued, being regarded somewhat as a kind of 
High School. A sewing class was held once a week, to teach 
the women to sew; they either brought their own work or 
some was provided for them. To make this class attractive, 
Miss Nellie Wilkes read aloud some instructive and interesting 
story, thus in a happy way providing work for the mind as well 
as for the hand ; a prayer-meeting was also held once a week.

The missionary in Labrador, perhaps more than any other, 
can appreciate the words, “ Cast thy bread upon the waters 
and thou shalt find it after many days,” for to-day many 
browned and weather-beaten sailors bow their heads in prayer, 
and listen to the words spoken, who, before a week has passed 
away, are scattered on the face of the deep, and their places 
taken by others ; but, for our encouragement, we hear that 
sailors at Liverpool, N.S., and many other places, have been 
heard to give testimony of the good they had received from 
the mission at Labrador.

The usual Sunday-school was held at three o’clock in the 
afternoon, immediately after the prayer meetings, the number 
of scholars varying from twenty to thirty, mostly young people, 
although both the old and young attend, and occasionally 
might be seen a pupil over seventy years of age.

Mr. Gerrie, in speaking of Mr. Butler, the late missionary at 
Labrador, says, "This quite unostentatious work has been, 
and is, a power in Labrador, and this is best shown by the 
loving esteem in which he is held, not only by our own people, 
but by all classes in that part of Labrador.” He goes on to 
say, speaking of Labrador, “ It is not in itself an inviting . 
home tor the emigrant ; as rocks, although beautiful as granite, ‘ 
are extremely ill-adapted for the production of com and vege­
tables. On the island of Bonne Espérance I do not know of a 
single spot capable of being converted into even the semblance 
of a garden. I think only in one garden did I see potatoes 
growing, and cabbages and .turnips in two or three. So that

Economy was much shorter than I desired, for the little I 
knew of the brethren here made me strongly desire to know 
more ; but previous arrangement induced me, after holding one 
meeting and securing a. supply for the following Sabbath, to 
bring my visits to a dose.

My impression is that there is by no means a lack of oppor­
tunity for mission work in Nova Scotia : ami notwithstanding 
other denominations often follow hard in our wake, feeling ap­
propriation sometimes easier than evangelization, yet, with 
earnest work there is little danger of being crowded out. Yet. 
if our flocks or property are to be retained we must have zeal­
ous under-shepherds constantly in attendance, for other deno­
minations very highly prize former Congregationalists as being 
among their most earnest and consistent members. Yet we 
cannot afford to lose them.

But if we are to successfully to do the work of the Lord 
there are two means absolutely necessary, viz. : zealous self- 
sacrificing men and larger mission funds. With both of these 
a glorious prospect is opened to the spread of the Gospel in 
connection with the Nova Scotia and New Brunswick Mission­
ary Society.

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the seeds of truth in the minds of the young, both in her day 
and Sunday schools. Many of the male Indians get employ­
ment in the saw mills during the season, and their whole 
families are accustomed to camp in the neighborhood in their 
primitive birch-bark wigwams. They send their children to 
the Mission school. Recently the government established a 
District school for the benefit of the few white settlers. Last 
summer Mr. Nicol visited the Reserve, nine miles up the river, 
talked with the chief—Louis (a remarkably fine specimen of 
the Indian family) and the band ; he found them favorably 
disposed to settle down to agriculture, and they expressed an 
earnest desire to have a school established among them, and 
to obtain the services of a native teacher. Chief Louis is a 
Pagan, and positively refused to give up his belief in Paganism 
until the band were supplied with some means of instruction 
for themselves and their children in the Christian religion. 
Truly here it may be said “The fields are white already for 
the harvest/*

Subgamook, Shishigwahning, West Bay and Sucker Creek 
are now without instructors, but the Indians there are thirst­
ing for the truth. The yearly visit of Mr. Walker, of French 
Bay, is just enough to make them feel their need, and it is 
exceedingly touching to see how anxiously they plead with 
Mr. Walker either to stay and teach them the gospel or send 
somebody who loves Jesus to tell them of His love to the poor 
Indian.

The Board appeals to churches and Sabbath schools and 
the friends of Missions generally for the support necessary to 
sustain and extend this education and evangelistic work
