‘“ Never Again My Will.”

When readiog that deeply interesting book
* Morning on the Mountains, or Woman and
her Saviour ia Persia,” we noticed the following
particulars respecting Hanoab, the deughter of
one of the most intelligent and wealthy Nesto-
risos who placed her in the Seminary as early
as 1845. She was then quite small and the
teacber objected much to taking her; but pater-
nal importunity prevailed. Assoon as her father
turaed to go, she began to scream ; but he left
sayiog she must remain, and * learn wisdom.”
Toe kiod teacher took her in her lap to soothe
ber ; but it was of no use ; her bleeding hands
bore the marks of the nails of her new protegee
for weeks. Sae called for her father, but he was
intestionally out of hearing. The child re-
maived, but learned witdom very slowly. She
bad her fits of rage so often, that she was sent
bome sometimes for weeks, and again for moaths.
8he made little progress, either in study or other
good, till the winter of 1850, when she seemed
to begin to love the truth ; yet though her ge-
peral deportment was correct, she often showed
such 8 determined wiil, that her instructors
feared she had never said from the beart, “ Not
my will, but Thice,” aod often told ber, that if
she was a cbristian, God would in love, subdue
that will. She could not feel her need of this,
and thought that they required too much of ber.
Bo they wers obliged to leave her with God, and
Ho cared for ber in sn unusual way.

The Mission premises had formerly been occu-
pied by an Ociental betb, and bere and there
were old pits, ouce used for carrying off the
water, but now covered up so that no one knew
where they were. Oone evening Miss Fiske
oalled the girls together, and told them some
things she wished they would refrain from.
They promised compliance and weat out ; but
bardly had they gone before their teacher heard
the cry, ** Haooab is in the well” She ran
there but sll was rignt. Then they led her to
an opening just before the back-door, sayiog
“ The earth opened and swallowed ber up."—
The covering of one of the pits bad given way»
and she bhad fallen twenty feet below the surface.
Fortunately, as in the case of Joseph, there was
BO water in the pit, end in a few days she was
able to resume ber place in school, but much
mcre gentie and subdued than ever before. The

“ cbange was marked by ail. Moanths after in

privahi interview with ber teacher, she gave an
account of the whole matter. She said the girls
weot out, most of them saying * We will obey
our teachers” but she, stamping ber foot, said
“ I did 'right before and 1 sball de so again.”
With thece words on her lips, she sank into the
earth. At first sbe did not know what had hap-
peved, but remembered all that had been said,
sad felt that God wase dealing with ber. Lying
there helpless and bruised st the bottom of the
pit, she made a solemn vow to God, * Newer
again my will.” Frow that time she was a most

* lovely example of all that was geatie. Sbe

teemed to give up everything, and “ bear all
things.,” Her father saw the change, and“dne
day said to ber teachers, ‘‘ I am not s christian,
but Hennah knows notbing but God's will”—
Her christian character developed beautifully ;
the school learned of her to be Christ-like. She
longed to do good, and was ready to make any
sacrifice for souls.

Ia June 1858, Hanoah left Oroomiah for her
mountain home. She had been married to Ba-
dal, whose work it was to labour for Christ
among the dwellers in the mountsin distriots.
In this life of privation for Jesus’ sake, sho was
bappy and did whaet she could. * She suffered
bowever from the cbange, and waeis advieed to
visit Oroomiah for ber health. It was boped
she might soon recover ; but she went only te
leave ber sweet testimony 10 the blessedness of
knowing no will but God’s; and then go bome.
She- sent the following messages to Miss Fiske
from her dying bed ; * Ilove to have God do
just as He plesses. I thaok you for all your
love, and especially for showing me my Saviour.”
She died in December, 1860.

Never again my will. Do not many of us
eed Lo ponder and pray over the Jesson Han-
Is there not much in our
bearts that often makes it bard to say, * Not
my wiil but Thine.” * Tnhe will of the Lord be
doae.” .

Religion—is it an Emotion. or a
Principle t

We have sometimes thought, in times of religi-
ous excitement, that in our emotional religion
we are in daoger of losing sight of the desper
priociples of Christisnity. The young convert is
often led to suppose that, unless he can keep in
miod a certain degree of what we term religious
feeling, he backaslides, thus mistaking this for re-
ligion ; for if it be indeed such, why does the
Christian ever admit to his heart any emotions
except religious ones P If this be religion, who of
us do not backslide, aud lose sight of our Cbris-
usnity every day of our lives ? Is it thus God
would have us live ? May not the idea be the
very one which causes the young professcr to
turn away from the cause which he has espou-
sed P The excitement which may beve attended
bis conversion, passes. We are, to a vast sxtent
governed by our surroundings. There is less to
excite religious emotioas in the heart, and he lo-
ses that degree of feeling which he supposes to be
the evidence of the new birth; discouraged he
turns aside, believiog he has known nothiog of
religion, or that he has backslidden, and he no
longer strives to walk in the narrow way.—How
often it proves true that ‘the lest state of that man
is worse than the firat I' It is an absurdity to sup-
Po:e, ss we sometimes do, tbat the feelings of all
Christians perfectly correspond. This cannot
be, for we are not constituted alike. Besides
there are many things to act on our emotional
vatures. The jnfluence which our physical con-
dition exerts over them is very great ; body and
soul are #0 closely linked, that there is between
them a common sympathy, and they act recipro-
cally upon each other. The laws of digestion
bave more to do 'with our minds than most peo-
ple suppose. Where is there to be found a dys-
peptic, one whe has lived in violation of these
laws, who is a bright, joyous Christian ? Because
through disease, he is in mental as well as bodily
affliction, shall we deny him the power of relig-
ioa P Did not Jesus come to save such ? Dare
we restrict the limits of this grace P And yet,
when we lay too great stress on emotional relig-
ion, do we not literally do this? Not that we
should denounce all boly emotions, for it is even
the gift of God, but with it, nay, befors it and
waderlying it, if we be in truth God's children,
there must be tke deep principles of Christianity
manifest in the simplest acts of our life. Ifihese
bs established in our bearts, our emotions msy
take care of themselves. 1f we abide by the for-
mer, we shall not be devoid of the latter. But
il we seek the feeling oaly, it is like searching
for fragrance where there is neither blossom nor
frait. It is like faith without works, and this we
know is not well-pleasing in the sight of God.
Emotions are often superficial ; religion is a prin-
ciple which must lie deeper in our hearts than
every other ome, or we have not learned its first
elements. If our God notes even the sparrow’s
fall, it He numbers the hairs of our heads, wnat
reason bave we to suppose that the religion of
which He is the suther, may not be carried into
lif’s minutest deed ? Even in the stooping to
pick up a pin, this principle may be exercised, for
Jesus has taught us lessons of frugality. In so
small an sct, we may have a motive, and that mo-
tive may be a religious one. We may step
aside that we may not crush a tiny iasect, be-
cause God mede it. We may modify an uckind
sentence concerning our neighbors, which may
spriog to our lips for utterance, becsuse God in
bis word teaches us charity, and we may repress
a little fretful word, because he has said * In pa-
tienoe possess ye your souls.'—Thus not one hour
in the day may pass, during which we may not
exercise this principle, though it may not always
be sccompanied by any particular emotion. In
sbort, it may be the ruling principle of our lives.
Then let us, through watching and praying, strive
to make it such, and let the young convert be
taught to do the same,and when the Holy Bpirit
thus takes possession of our hearts, its fruits will
be ¢ love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness,
goodness, faith, meekness, temperance. We
shall be * more than conquerors through him that
loved us,’ and ‘ neither death, nor life, nor angels
oor priacipalities, nor powers, mor things pre-
sent, nor things to come, nor height, nor depth,
nor any other creature, shall be sbie to separate
us frem the love of God, which is in Cbrist Jesus
our Lord.'—Northern Christian Advocate.

‘“ Rejoice Evermore.”

Christianity is full of joy to the believer. Ilts
author, though & msn of sorrows and acquainted
with grief, wis a happy, because a holy man.
Though this may seem paradoxical, yet itis not
s contradiction. Paul besitates not to say res-
pecting his religious oxperience, * Serrowful,
yet always rejoicing.” The ‘* man of sorrowa”
in addressing his disciples, intimates that one
design of bis teaching was, * That my joy might
remain in you, and that your joy might be full.”

In the Sermon on the Mount, we clearly dis-
cern that in showing bumanity the way of boli-
ness, Jesus taught us how to be happy. Pleasant
ways snd pesceful paths are known only to the
possessors of true wisdom.

Lord Cecil, who left the army last year in or-
der to be free te evangelise, preached on Bus-
day in the afternoon in Bt. George’s Hall, acd
in the evening in the Mechanics’ Hall,—tbe
change to the latter being necessitated by the
overcrowding of the former. Indeed a great
number were disappointed in not obtaining ad-
mission to Bt, George’s Hall, and we presume
it was the same thing in the evening, for the Me-
chanics’ Hall, though very much larger was
packed to its utmost capasity. la the after-
noon Lord Cecil gave out and led the hyma
be must be born agein,’ snd invited all,
who loved the Lord to unite with bim in
prayer for the comversioa of the unconverted.
He then took the last three verses of the second
chapter of John for his text to which however
pe did mot stick very oclosely. His voice is
clear and powerful, and his articulation distimet,
80 that he could be beard in the largest halls or
churches. He makes much longer pasuses than
ordinary betweenm h:s sentences, leaving his hear-
ers a little snxious to know what is coming
next. He said that if be were to ask any and
every unconverted person in the assembly if be
or she belisved in Carist’ the answer would be,
¢ 0, yes, certainly,’ and yet their belief might not
be any more real than his (Lord Cecil's) had
been s number of years ago, when be would
bave given the same swawer. He was taught
from bis youth to believe that he had been re-
generated in baptism, and to read the Bible and
pray every evening, and thougbt bimself a Chiris-
tian when he bad no more faith than a stone.—
And 00 it was with many amiable youog meo
and women, who, whilst they paid what they
deemed s proper respect to religion sad its
ministers, bad o heart-love for or union with
Christ. The position of such was that of ¢ the
fearful and unbelieyiog ' mentioned in Rev,

The position of these gentiemanly, well bred
youths who did not become true Christians was
the most miserable in the universé, for they
would feel more keenly than any othets the de-
gradetion and poilution of the company with
which they would be sbut up. Hoe would you
like, said be, addressing the careless ones
of both sexes, ‘ to be confined in & room for
life with the very offscvuriog and scum of so-
ciety, with all that is vile and sbominable, and
nothing else ? And et this must be your lot,
but for eternity instead of time, and in bell-fire
instead of & room. Why will ye press forward
in the broad road to everlasting destruction
when Jesus invites you to present salvation ?
The Scriptures give the resson~-you are fear-
ful ’ tearful of some companion’s jest, or of the
remarks of your circle; of society ; but the fear-
ful sve included in the terrible catalogue just
read.”’ Hoe said the work of conversiou to Chriet
bad been going oa gloriously in the Ottawa
Valley for some time back, aad that ot by
maa’s wisdom and enticing words, but solely by
the power and demonstration of the Holy Ghost.
Yot in every place thers were some who re-
sisted the gospel, and who only grew harder and
harder, and barder the more it was preached,
and these were the most hopeless cases of all.
He bad noticed in speaking to people about the
state of their suuls, that a very common answer
was, ‘I made o profession of religion so many
years,' or ‘ I gét religion at such a time.’ It
was all religion that people talked about and
not Christ; yet Christ was the ooly true sand
saving religion. ' We cannot give anythiog like
a full report of the discrarse, but the foregoing
may illustrate the close penetrating style of
Lord Cecil's addresses.

the marrow, and he uses it to this end. There
is Do joint of the barmess of unbelief that he
does not try with the poimt of thet quick and
powerful sword. Or, to use another figure, be
comes to olose grips with Satan in the heart of
the unbeliever, and wrestles manfully to over-
throw bim there ; all the while however, con-
scious of bis own utter 1inability for such a con-
test, be prays thet be may be emptied of self
and fllled with Christ.

It oan scarcely be supposed that such esrn-
est administrstion of the woid will prove bar-
ren or unfruitful ; and all true Christian hesrts
should be lifted up te the Lord of the harvest
for such a blessing on these extraordinsry efforts
in conmeetion with the ordioary means of grace
a8 there shall scarcely be room enough to re-
ceive.— Montreal Witness.

He read correctly and fluently, and I endeavor-
ed to explain the parables, and invited him, as
be left, to come in a few deys and talk again.—
Four or five days afterwards he came agsin,
snd appeared somewhat interested in the truth,
though his manper was rather listless. Bud.
denly I noticed that one hand was bound up,
and ssked him if it bad been injured. He lei-
surely drew cff the bandage and exhibited
hand pierced through the centre of the palm
with a spike, about ten inches in length, and
balf an inch in thickaess. I turned to bim in
borror, and ssked why ke had done that. He
replied, composedly, that be had mno otker
means of support, and that when men saw that
they would pity him and give him money. At
this point, my teacher, who had been listening
to the conversation, and caught the idea, came
oat bhastily and drove the man from the place.—
Coming back, he said (o me, that in s few
minutes more the priest would have nailed
himself to my table and deliberately waited for
movey. He added, that they sometimes nail
themaeelves by the lips to the doors and counters
of shops.

“ The next morning I walked out, and found
a boy lying by the side of the roed, begging,
with all his toes freshly cut off, and crying bit-
terly with the pain. This was no farce. Then
I remembered that I met s beggar in Kalgan

 last year, carrying his withered hand, snd show-

ing the bandless stump from which it had been
severed. There is ro doubt that this people
néed the gospel.—AMissionary Herald.

- The Work of God in France.

The following occurred in the work of a Me-
thodist Local Preacher a short time since :

Our worthy Local Preacher stood up in a
central position and struck up a Psalm. He had
pretty soon a good aadience, who wondering,
listened to his prayer and to the reading of
Scripture. But very soon the mass was ended,
and somebody harried up to the priest to tell
him what was going on. By and by the Mayor
came up with bis tricolared silken belt of office,
and with him the petty constable. ¢ What are
you doing there * * Y ou see, Mr. Mayor, I am
reading the word of God.” But in that case a
soft ansewer did not tura away wrath, for Bro.
Frank snd his companions were seized by the
oollar and jostled to prison. Every small village
in Fraooe bas a lock-up as a resting-plsce for
drunkards or vagabonds. lu such a room our
two friends were shut up. But they bad soon s
larger audience than before, for criminale are
happily scarce in the place, and all tbe villsge
folks guthered to look at the Woaderful pair of
rebels tu the lJaw. A grated window, opening
on the main thoroughfare, gave full access to
sight and voice. The two friends like Paal and
Silas, were quite bappy in prison, and were
singing as cheerfully as possible a fine French
hymn, ¢ Agneau, agneax, tu es digne "—O Lamb
thou art worthy ! Then they prayed right sloud,
aod the crowd listened and wondered. Then
Bro. Frack began preaching. All this put the
Mayor in s rage, snd be got ready a rude ma-
oure cart to carry the two spiritual preacbers
before the Attorney-general at Monidemar. But
now Brother Frank stood oa his rights, and re-
fased to go. Heshowed the Mayor that, grant.

ing it was forbidden to preach, it was not offence
that required imprisonment before the trial, and
that at sny rete it was an cffence of which the
higher police had to take notice, not the Mayor.
80 they were liberated, snd hurried out of the
village, s large crowd following and listening to
Brother Frank's words of exhortation as he went
on.— Missionary Advocate.

The Karens.

The Karers are a wild people formerly ssvere-
ly oppressed by the Burmans, and driven in con-
sequence to secluded and remote places off the
rivers and lises of travel. They have no large
towns ; and originaily bad no books, no written
lsoguage. But they had a most precious traditi-
oo, which preveuted them from embracing the
idolatrous practice of their Burman maaters, sad
made their bearts very acoessible to the Gospel
when first presented to them by the white for.
eigner. By that radition they were led to look
forward to s time when white men from the west
would bring to them books, and religion and de-
liverance. Accordingly, during the firet years
of missionary effort among them, thousands be-
cawe bopefully converted, and embraced the new
religion with great joy. Sinoe tbat time their
language has been reduced to writing, tbe whole
Bible has been translated, thousends of the
young have been partially educated, and a train
ing school for candidates for the ministry bas
been established.— Buff Advecate.

Something about Lions.

Rev. 8. A. W. Jewett has done good service
to the Church by preparing a sketch of Dr. Liv-
ingstone's journeys and missionary labours.
Among others interesting, are a few things about
lions. First is his

COMBAT WITH A LION,

While living in the beautiful valiey of Mabot-
7a, he had an encounter with a lion, in which he
wes hsndled rather roaghly, although be came
off the conqueror st lest. The people of the vil-
lage—the Bakstla—were greatly troubled by
the lions, which lesped into their cattle pens and
destroyed their cows. Tae berds were, too,
sometimes attacked in open dsy. This being
quite ucusaal, the people believed themselves
betwitched. They were given, they said, ‘ into
the power of the lions by a neighboring :tribe.’
Buch are the habits of this animal, that if one of
a troop of lions is killed, bis comrades profit by
the hint, snd quit for & time, that part of the
country. The people of the village went out at
once to attack the animals, but being towardly
they (came back without killing one. So when
the herds were next attacked Livingstone went
with the men to inspire them with courage, and
aid them in getting rid of the annoyance. The
rest of the story he shall tell you in bis own
words.

% We found the lions on a small hill, about a
quarter of a mile in length, and covered with
trees. A circle of men was formed around it,
and they gradually closed up, ding pretty
near to each other. Being down below in the
plain, with s native schoolmaster named Mebal-
we, & most excellent man, 1 saw one of the lions
sitting on a piece of rock withia the now closed
circle of men. Mebalue fired at bim before 1
could, and the ball struck the rock on which the
snimal was sitting. He bit at the spot struck,
as a dog does at a stick or stone thrown at bim ;
then leaping away, broke through the opening
circle and eecaped unburt. The men were afraid
to attack bim, perbape on aecoumt of their be-
lief in witcheraft. When the circle was reform-
ed, we saw two other lions in it, but we wege
afraid to fire, lest we should strike the men, and
they allowed the beaststo burst through also
If the Bakatla bad acted according to the cus-
tom of the country, they would have speared the
lions in their attempt to get out. Seeing we
could not get them to kill one of the lions, we
bent our footsteps toward the villsge. In goieg
round the end of the hill, however, I saw one of
the beasts sitting on s piece of rock as before,
but this time be bad a little bush in front.

“ Being about thirty yards off, I took a good
aim at his, body through the bush, aad fired both
barrels into it. The men called out, ‘he is
shot, be is shot” Others cried, ‘ he has been
shot by another man, too ; let us go to bim " 1
did not see any one elss shoot at him, but I saw
the lion’s tall erected 10 anger bebind the bush,
and turning to the people, ssid, * stop a litule ti))
I load again.” When in the act of ramming
down the ballets I beard & shout. Starting and
looking balf rouad, I saw the lion jast in tbe sot
of springing upon me. I was upon a little height.
He caught my shoulder as be sprang, and we
both came to the ground below together. Grow-
ling borribly close to my ear, he shook me as
terrier does a rat. The shock produced a stu-
por rimilar to that which seems to be felt by o
mouse] after the first shake of the cat. It caus-
ed a cort of dreaminess, in which there was no
sense of pain, nor feeling of terror, though quite
conscious of all that was bappening. 1t was like

chioroform describe who see all the operatioo,
bat feel not the kaife.

“ Ttis singular condition was not the result
of any mental process. The shake annibilated
fear, and allowed no sense of horror in locking
round at the beast. This peculiar stste is pro-
bably produced in all animals killed by the car-
vivora ; and if so, is & merciful provision by our
bosevolent Creator for lessening the pain of
death. Turning to relieve myself of the weight,
a8 be bad ove paw om the back of my head,
I saw his eyes directed to Mebalwe, who was
trying to sboot bim at a distance of ten or fifteen
yarde. His gua, a fliat oae, missed fice in both
barrele. The lion immediately left mwe, and at-
tacking Mebalwe, bit his thigh. Another man,
whose life I had saved before, alter be had been
tossed by a buffalo, attempted to spear the lion
while be was biting Mebalwe. He left Mcbalwe
aod caught this man by the shoulder, bu: at that
moment the bullets he bad received took effect,
snd be fell down dead. The whole was the work
of a foew momeants, and must have been his pa-
roxysms of dying rage.”

Livingstone's victory over the king of beasts
waa rather dearly bought. He came out of (ke
fight with the bone of his arm crushed to splin-
ters by the jaws of the lion, and eleven flash
wounds from his teeth in the upper pari of it.
The Bakatia declared him the largest lion they
bad ever seen; and the next day they built a
buge boofire over the carcass to take the chsrm
of witcheraft out of him.

) THE LION'S VOICE.

Liviogstone does not confirm with his testi-
mony the prevalent notions of the * king of
besats. He says nothing he has learned of the
lion would warrant the atiribatiog to him either
the nobleness or ferocity usually sscribed to
him. A Newfoandland or St. Beroard dog
he thinks has more nobility. The immense
masses of muscle round the shoulders and jaws
of the lion proclaim his great strengih. Sull, in
this respect, he would seem 0 be inferior to the
tiger of India. The lion will sometimes take
away an ox ; but he does not carry it, He drags
it on the grousd. But here are the great trav-
eller's awn words: * To talk of the msjestic roar
of the lion is mere msjestic twaddle. Itis in-
deed well ealculated to inspire fear ; if you hear
it in combination with the tremendously loud
tbunder of that ocountry, on & night so pitchy
dark that every flash of the intensely vivid light-
ning lesves you with the impression of stone
blindoess, while the rain pours down so fast
that your fire goes out, leaving you without the
protection of even a tree, or the chance of your
gun goiog off. But when you are in ajcomforta-
ble house or waggon, the case is very different,
and yeu hear the roar of the lion without any
awe or alarm. The silly ostrich makes a noise
as loud yet he was never feared by man. Oa my
mentioning this fact some years ago, the aseer
tions was doubted, so I have been careful ever
sinoe Lo inquire the opinions of Europ who
bave hesrd both, if they could detect any differ-
ence between the rosr of a lion and that of sn
ostrich. Toe invariable snswer was that they
ocould not when the animal was at any distance.
In general, the lion's voice seems to come deep-

to this day I can distinguish between them with
certainty, only by knowing that the ostrich roars
by dey and the lion by night.”

HOW HE LOOKS, ACTS AND EATS.

The African lion is of a taway color, ths ma'e
being edorned with a heavy maue, suggestive of
great strength. The face is not much like the us-
ual diawioge; but the nose is prolonged like
that of a dog. They are often seen in the daytime.
When thus encountered by the traveller, the
lion gases a few seconds, turns around, and
walke slow!y away, looking back over his sheul-
der. Boon be begins to trot, and whean be thinks
himself out of sight, he bounds off like a gray-
hound. When uomolested, there is very litile
denger of their attacking a man by day, or even
in clear moonlight. When attacking an snimsl,
tbe lion seizes bim by the flank near the hind
leg, or by the throst. An elscd may some-
times be seen s0 artistically and completely dis-
emboweled by a lion that be seems hardly torn
st all. The contents of the ablomen and chest
thus taken out, makes a full meal for the largest

Whea the liou is gorged with food, he falls into
a sound sleep, acd is then easily dispatched.

One great advantage of the meetings of our
various religious Societies at this season of the
year, is found in the opportunity which is afford-
ed to Christian workers of various decomina-
tions to greet each other on the same platform,
and manifest to the world that true unity which
binds together in one common sympathy all who
“ Jove the Lcrd Jesus Christ in sincerity.” An
instance of this occurred atthe mceting of the
London City Missicn, when the first resolution
was moved by a minister of the Church of Eng-
land ‘end s-conded by one of our Missionary
Secretaries, the Rev. G. T. Perks. The second
reso'ution was moved by the Rev. Dr.” Halley,
the Priccipal of one of the Colleges belonging to
the Congregstionalists and seconded by a Rector
of a Metropclitan Parish. The latter gave ex-
pression to some noble sentimen's of true-besrt-
ed catholicity. e remarked, I cacnot refuse
the aid of the City Miesion in‘my large snd pe-
o2ssitous parish because forsooth these mistion-
ares do ro: bring every individual who listens
to their teach ng 1o my church ;" and edding an-
otier noble remark,  When 1 wes ordained and
8-t apart to the work of the ministry, it was not
t)mske members of the Church of England, but
to br'ng men to Chbrist.” 3

At the meeting of the British and Foreign Bi-’
ble Bociety simiiar brotherly affection and gen-
erous npsectarian feeling was exhibited. One
of the speakera was the Archbishop of York, one
of our first scholars and theologians, and a truly
working prelate, another was tbe Rev. W, Muir-
heid, a missionary of the Independent Body re-
c:ntly returned from China.

A thort time ago ths Governmeat, with a
view to conciliate the Irish, recommended Her
Mjesty 0 exert her royal clemercy in behalf of
several Fenians undergoing various terms of
imprisonment for sedition and treason; and
they were ac-ordingly eet at literty. What do
you think was their acknowledgmeut of the
Qeen’s gooc-will and grace! Why immediate-
ly on their release they stterded a banquet, at
which the old hatred of England and the English
was as freely indulged in as ever. Qae of the
soeskers said he should like to drive every
E.aglishmaa out of Ireland.

The Msycr of Cork uttered such inflarma-
tory language that Pricce Arthur, who was at
the time on a visit to Ireland, declined to go to
Cork, and the Government found it neceesary
to take stepi to remove his worship of Cork
from the Mayoralty. The business bowever
wa3 cut short by his resigning his civic dignity.
Ireland is still England's difficulty, becaute of
Popery ; and a d:fliculty I am afraid it yet will
be.

A movement has recently beea inavgurated
which prom’ses to render good service in the
ciuse of Chrictian philagthropy. It consists in
ths cpening of a Training Hospital at Totten-
h:m a suburb of London for the purpose ot giv-
ing the necessary instruction to nuiszs for the
poor. Itis mcdelled after a well known estab-
lishment at Ka'serworth in Germany where
there are et present almost 500 young women
who are cilied deaconesses, and whoss employ-
m:nt it is to sct as narses a‘the bed sides of
the sick. It will also include some other de-
partments of Clristian work such as the train-
ing of tke young, attention .to 1s2,.d echcols,

Those who
are admitted to the Institution to be trained
as deaconrsces must ‘receive credentials from
the pastors of the Church to which they belong.
Bome handsome subscriptions have been receiv-
ed to aid in carrying out the proposed scheme
which in point of fact will be an association of
Protestant Sisters of Mercy, witho+t ths vow of
ce.ibacy _characteristic of Roman Catbolic Bis-
tertoods.

We have just received the mournful intelli-
gence of the massacre of some European settlers
in N-w Zealand at the White Chiffs, about 35
miles to the north of New Plymouth, the chief
town in the provincs of Taranake, Among
those who have been cruelly murdered is the
Rev. Jokn Whiteley one of cur oldeet and most
esteemed Miseionaries in the Colony. This
calamitcus event is supposed ‘o have occurred
on the evening of Saturday February the 13th.
On the following Monday the body was acci-
dently discovered lying on the grass pierced
by five buliets. Mr. Whiteley left this country
for mirsionary work in New Zealand in the
year 1832, and ever since that time he has been
pursuirg a course of much usefulness. His self-
denying and upright character bad given him
much irflierce over the natives ; and on fre-
quent occasions when war broke out bewween
various tribes he interposed at the risk of his
own life, to stay tha ¢ffusion of blood and re-
store pesce.

could not see where it had been; we could not
plantit for the lumps. It was s source of trou-
ble and vexation to me and I determined to do
something with it, s0o I went to work. I puta
large blind drain through the middle of the
patch ; this was my maia drain. Then 1 ran
from the main drain small ones esch way, twen-
ty feet apart, to the outside of the clay pateh.s I
laid in two inches tile draia. Then I drewon s
large smouant of corns cobs and cosrse manure.
