Mr. McKeown’s boy ho >d was spent 
at Nictaux, N. S. In 1853 he was re­
ceived on trial for the Methodist min­
istry and sent to the Liverpool cir­
cuit. Two of his brothers entered the 
ministry in the United States, one of 
them being the popular pastor of a 
Methodist church in Portland, Maine. 
31 r. McKeown was genial in dispo­
sition, possessed of much native talent, 
and a popular preacher and platform 
speaker. He had occupied several 
important circuits with profit to the 
congregations, had been for several 
years Chairman of a District, and at 
Charlottetown, in the summer of 1879- 
80, had been elected President of the 
Conference of that year. In June 
last, having finished a term of three 
years with the Exmouth street charge, 
St. John, he was appointed to Sussex, 
where he had won the esteem of all 
classes. On Sunday last the Exmouth 
St. Church was draped in black, and 
touching Causions to the deceased 
minister were made by both Dr. Pope 
in the morning, and by the pastor, 
Mr. Read, in the evening.

The funeral took place on Tuesday. 
From Sussex, where a service was 
held in the church, the body was tak­
er by train to St. John, for inter­
ment in the cemetery there. At a 
sen-ice in the Exmouth St Church, 
Rev. D. D. Currie gave an address, at 
the close of which a large number 
joined in the procession to the grave.

The State University at Michigan 
is frequently quoted as a successful 
State University. Yet the Rev. Leo­
nard Woolsey Bacon, in an article in 
the Christian Union, has this :—

At their best estate the secular uni­
versities are capable of attaining, at 
many points, a high success. Noble 
libraries and equipments, a strong 
force of teachers, a great concourse of 
students competing in generous rivalry 
of study, all these are within the reach 
of the State University, as the experi­
ment of Ann Arbor demonstrates. 
Withal,as the same experiment proves, 
Christian influence, in the person of 
good men in the faculty, may hold 
place, though by a somewhat preca­
rious tenure, subject to be counteract­
ed by mischievous and anti-religious 
influences from teachers of the oppo­
site sort. Positive, permanent, domi­
nant Christian influence, pervading 
the instruction and discipline of the 
institution, cannot be expected there. 
“One thing thou lackest” must be 
written on the walls of every constitu­
tionally secular university. Though it 
have lands and buildings, library and 
apparatus, many students and accom­
plished teachers in every department 
of secular science, and have not Chris­
tian faith and love, it profiteth 
thing.

The Semi-centennial of the Free 
Christian Baptists in the Provinces is 
being observed. The fiftieth General 
Conference was opened at Victoria 
Corner, Carleton Co., N. B. on Friday 
October 5th. The first Conference 
was held at that place in 1832. There 
w ere then two ministers and five 
churches. The little one has now be­
come a strong and vigorous body, ac 
tiv.e in effort for the spiritual and tem­
poral good of the world, having more 
than 10.500 members in New 

Brunswick and 3,500, in Nova Scotia 
The actual members of Free Baptist 
Churches in the United States and 
Canada and England are 131,000. The 
Reliyitiis Intelligencer commenced 

by Rev. Ezekiel McLeod, and contin­
ued by his son, the Rev. Joseph Mc­
Leod, has proved a great blessing to 
that growing Church. It is a strong, 
vigorous paper.

“ A Minister,” to whose recent let­
ter we made some reference last week, 
writes a private note disclaiming any 
intention of causing brethren who re­
cently arrived to enter our work a 
moment’s uneasiness. He adds, “ I 
deeply regret that you should even 
mildly suggest such a motive on my 
part as underlying the letter.” Those 
who know to what difficulties many of 
our ministers are subjected and how 
some of them pay large sums for the 
privilege of preaching the Gospel will 
not wonder that at times relief 
is sought in asking questions. In this 
case it should have been remembered 
that the late increase in our list of 
workers was no private Scheme, but 
in accordance with regular Con­
ference action.

GENERAL CONFERENCE.

Fifteenth Day.—September 25th.

The remainder of the report of the 
Committee on Education was read by 
Rev. Prof. Burwash.

The report recommended that sup­
erintendents of districts be requested 
to give more attention to educational 
matters, and on every occasion on 
which educational matters are to be 
brought before the people a sermon be 
preached on educational topics.

Mr. Kennedy said he hoped we 
would never commit a greater sin, 
than advocate the cause of education 
in a Sabbath evening congregation. 
Mr. Wesley, one of the most learned 
men of his day and one of the great­
est Divines that has ever lived was 
also a great educator, and he never 
failed to bring the subject of educa­
tion, at all times, week days and Sab­
bath, before his people.

After considerable discussion, this 
clause was adopted.

The report further represented that 
there is urgent need for the increase 
of the income of the society from 
87,500 to 815,000. And that the 
President of the General Conference 
Revs. Drs. Douglas, Ne lies, Burwash, 
Dewart, Burns, Shaw, Inch and Rev. 
Mr. Lathcrn, be a deputation to visit 

j the several Annual Conferences to ad- 
! vocate the furtherance of the interests 

of the Educational Society. And that 
the Presidents of the General and An­
nual Conferences be requested to issue 
a joint letter to the superintendents 
throughout the Church, calling atten- 

i tiou to the need of increased activity 
! on behalf of the Educational Society.

After some discussion the clause was

ted.

I The clause was laid over for the 
1 consideration of the Committee on 
I Discipline.
] After several notices of motion had 

been given Rev. J. Shaw moved that

the meeting of the General Conference,

; the Secretary of the General Confer­
ence a certified list of all delegates to 
the Conference.—Carried.

! Dr. Inch gave a notice of motion re­
garding the appropriation of moneys 
collected to the funds for which they 
were ostensibly taken.

Rev. 31 r. Shaw also moved that the 
Annual Conferences be required to 
give the Secretary of the General 
Conference notices of all motions, 
memorials, etc., from their particular 
Conference on the opening day of the 
General Conference.—Carried.

DISCIPLINE

The annual meeting of the Nova 
Scotia Conference Missionary Com­
mittee was held in this city on Tues­
day. Careful inquiry was made as to 
the probable receipts and expenses of 
the various missions of they Confer­
ence, and the grant in aid of these was 
so divided as to equalize the deficien 
cy. According to estimates each 
minister on these missions will be sub­
ject to a deficiency of $279.60, a sum 
about §00 less than the estimate of 
last year. We ask our people—those 
at least who are reached by the Wes­

leyan—to think of this fact and take 
all possible means to blunt its keen­
ness. In many or most quarters the 
deficiency could be met. A venerable 
minister, long associated with our 
work, assured us the other day that 
ministers in the Maritime Provinces 
in former days knew little of the dif­
ficulties which many of pur present j 
pastors know in the efforts to main- i 
tain their families in any sort of re- ! 
■pectability. To begin at once will 1 
be the best way to remove the evil 
on your circuit.

Rev. Dr. Young, Superintendent of 
missions in the North West, is to visit 
the 3Iaritime Provinces and give ad­
dresses on missions. The President 
of the Conference and Rev. S. F. 
Huestis are a special committee to ar­
range about his movements in Nova 
Scotia Dr. Young is expected to 
proceed first to Prince Edward Is­
land.

A Methodist minister in Texas 
writes what would be true of the Wes­
leyan in this quarter. He says :

“ 1 know from personal experience 
that the Advocate is the very best 
steward in Texas. Nearly all, if not 
quite all, the stewards on Shelby Cir­
cuit take the Advocate ; all of our 
leading members are subscribers ; it 
is largely circulated all over the cir­
cuit, and has been for the last thre 
years. At no time during the past 
three years have the stewards let a 
Quarterly Meeting pass without meet­
ing promptly the preacher’s claims. 
The circuit has not failed once during 
these years to meet the 31issionary 
and Conference claims. Brethren, 
you hesitate to ask the people for 
quarterage, but you can ask them to 
subscribe for the Advocate. Try it.”

3Iinisters will do well to read an 
item from the River Philip circuit in 
our “Methodist Notes.” The ad­
dresses in this case were not mere ex­
hortations, but a series of carefully 
prepared sermons, calculated through 
the blessing of the Holy Spirit to lead 
to intelligent and therefore definite 
decision to enter Christ’s service. 
Bro. Morton's arrangement is worthy 
of imitation in other circuits.

The fine show of new books and 
fancy articles on the shelves and coun­
ters of our Book Room is calculated 
to anvst the attention of the most 
stoical. If sales this winter do not 
exceed those of the last, it will not be 
the fault of the Book-Steward and 
his staff of assistants.

Rev. Dr. Rice, in addition to his 
appointments in the Halifax District, 
will attend Centennial meetings as fol­
lows : At Yarmouth, Oct 29 ; Digby, 
Oct. 30 ; Granville Ferry, Oct. 31 ; 
Pictou, Nov. 2.

Rev. Mr. Dodds, assistant to the 
Rev. R. W. M’Call.of the well-known 
Belleville 3iission, in Paris, is dead. 
The deceased, who was taking a holi­
day, ate poisonous fungi in mistake 
for mushrooms. His widow is in a 
critical state of health, attributable to 
the same cause. 31 r. Dodds was the 
fon-in law of Dr. Horatius Bonar. 
He was an accomplished and earnest 
man. Besides his widow he leaves 
five children.

The report of the Committee on 
Discipline was read by Dr. Williams.

The committee recommended no 
change in paragraph 383 of the Dis­
cipline, and recommended that para­
graph 368 be amended by inserting 
after the word “ members” the words 
“ of any circuit in the District.—Car­
ried.

Concerning public worship, memor­
ials from Avenue, Metropolitan, and 
other quarterly Official Meetings were 
received. The committee reported as 
the singing in public worship is under 
the direction .of. the superintendent of 
the circuit, and as there is no specific 
law in regard to the mode of giving 
out hymns, no change was recommen­
ded.

With reference to the other portions 
of the memorials relating to the ordi­
nary worship, no change was recom­
mended. —Carried.

With regard to repeating aloud the 
Lord’s prayer by the congregation, 
and the reading of the Scripture les­
sons alternately by the minuter, the 
committee deemed it inexpedient to 
recommend the enactment of any rule 
on that subject, as there is no hin­
drance in the way of adopting either 
usage.—Carried.

Concerning the resolutions and me­
morials from several Conferences, Dis­
trict Meetings and Quarterly 3Ieetinge 
in relation to class meetings, mainly 
suggesting the continuance of the pre­
sent rule, no change was recommend- ! 
ed in the Discipline on the subject.— I 
Carried.

On the memorial of the local preach­
ers’ meeting of Charlottetown, N. B. 
Conference, regarding their local 
preachers’ meeting. Recommended 
that the course pursued is irregular.
2. That the Discipline provides a 
Circuit Court granting and renewing 
the licences of local preachers.—Car­
ried.

On memorial from the Montreal 
Conference as to paragraph 165, page 
58. Recommended that the para­
graph be made to read :—“ Do you 
take snutf, tobacco, or drams, and will 
you continue to abstain from them ?"
—Carried.

On the memorial from the Niagara 
District recommended that a change be 
made and that it reads as follows :—
“ If any minister or probationer for 
our ministry follow a trade or en­
gage in any secular business that 
would detract from his ministerial 
character and usefulness, or interfere i wa* 
with the proper discharge of the du- I of s 
ties assigned him by the Church, he 
shall, on proof thereof, be dealt with 
as in other cases of delinquency, and 
if he persists shall be excluded from 
the itinerant work. Selling our books 
is an exception.—Carried.

On the memorial of the New Bruns­
wick Conference, asking that a circuit 
record of births, deaths, etc., be kept 
in each circuit, recommended no ac­
tion be taken. —Carried.

On the memorial of the Slontreal 
Conference, recommending that para­
graph 167 be altered to read : “If

the Chairman deem it inconvenient 
for a candidate to attend the District 
Meeting he may, with two other min­
isters, examine him and report the re­
sult to the District Meeting. ”—Carried 

Rev. Dr. Rice then introduced Rev. 
Mr. Richardson to the Conference.

Mr. Richardson said he had just 
arrived in Toronto on Saturday from 
the Bahama Islands, where he was a 
missionary minister. He had been 
born there and was converted by a 
missionary, and had followed his pre­
sent avocation for twenty-six years.
It afforded him very great pleasure to 
be present at the General Conference.

AFTERNOON session.

Upon motion it was decided to limit 
the speakers to five minutes each.

UNION.
The consideration of the leport of 

the Committee on Union was resumed.
The second clause of the report, 

which was the first to be discussed, re­
commended -that paragraph 8ti, page 
39, of the Discipline, referring to the 
election of the General Conference 
President, be so amended as to pro­
vide for an itinerant general superin­
tendent in some form.

Rev. W. Williams in support of the 
recommendation said that the longest 
period contended for was one of twelve 
years. Some would be content with 
an eight years’ presidency. He was 
of the opinion that the latter term was 
all that was expected by the 31. E. 
Church. No separate ordination 
would be asked nor transferring pow­
er. In answe# to a question from4the 
chair, Mr. Williams said, that the de­
legates of the Methodist Episcopal 
Church stated nothing definite con­
cerning the office i. e., they did not 
lay down everything that they would 
or would not yield.

Rev. John Shaw moved to add to 
the clause :—“ In order to meet as 
far as possible the views and wishes of 
the brethren of the 3Iethodist Episco­
pal Church, this Conference will not 
object to an Itinerant General Super­
intendency, provided the duties and 
powers of the office are so defined as 
to prevent interference with the duties 
and powers of the Annual Conference 
officers or of the courts of the Church.

Rev. A. Langford moved “ That in­
asmuch as the report of the Committee 
on Union on the important question 
of the General Superintendency is 
not clearly defined, the whole question 
be referred to a Special Committee on 
Union to express definitely in what 
form and to what extent the General 
Superinteudency is proposed, and will 
be submitted to the quarterly official 
boards of our church.”

Rev. A. Campbell moved to add to 
the clause, “ provided always that such 
general superintendency shall not 
change our Presbyterian ordination, 
exercise functions of the stationing, or 
interfere with the pastoral duties of 
the ministers.”

Judge Jones said that the whole 
question of union hinged upon the 
general superintendency. He thought 
that no obstacle should bo thrown in 
the way of union from any source. 
The financial difficulties have been 
greatly overstated. The statistics of 
the other Churches show a very favor­
able increase on their part The union 
should not be an absorption. The 
concessions made on the point of 
lay delegation is no concession to the 
Methodist Episcopal Church, and that 
Church asks for the general superin­
tendency in some form. The general 
superintendency is not to be a bishop 
at all, although the Methodist Church 
on the other side has succeeded very 
well with its bishops. He has nothing 
to do with transferring ministers. 
This certainly appears to be a very mo­
dified form of the office. He hoped 
that the Conference would consider 
the position which the Church would 
occupy if the clause was not passed or 
if it in any way burked union. The 
other Churches would then have the 
sympathy of the people on their side, 
and the Canada Methodist Church 
would have to bear all the odium.

Rev. Dr. Nelles said that for over 
thirty years he had had experience in 

’ reference to the educational work, 
t and he could therefore give views on 
! both sides. During the presidency of 
! the late Dr. Stinson he was left at lib- 
I erty so as to be able to travel about 
j to different parts of the work, and did 
1 so for a certain time, during which he 
! rendered invaluable services to educa­
tional work. In I860 they went 

! through great educational travail, 
which rendered it expedient that some 

, one should visit every district and 
most of the quarterly meetings. Dr. 
Sanderson in company with the speak­
er,'held such meetings, and they found 
that the result was always favorable. 
Where they had difficulties to antici­
pate, when the chief officer of the 
Church was able to meet every broth­
er in the quarterly meeting, and lay 
the facts before, and present the 
claims, to this portion or that portion 
of the work, they were able to secure 
almost the unanimous concurrence of 
the people to the traditional, and he 
hoped the future policy of the Church 
with regard to education. In 1868 
Rev. Dr. Punshon was President, 
and for the six following years he was 
left at liberty, and rendered, as he 

prepared to say, services the value 
Inch could not be overestimated. 

He very much doubted if Victoria 
University would have been in existence 
as such if it had not been for the ser­
vices of the General Superintendent.

• . ii^ C-♦i!f.~ 1 the case, the Committee cannot enter-it was generally admitted that there tain nroi<w
must be some arrangement made bysome
which he might be at liberty to trav­
el throughout the whole connection 
during the next quadrennium. It 
seemed to him that a very slight ex­
tension of this idea would get them to 
the general superintendency which 
appeared to be in the report of the 
Committee.

After some others had spoken Rev. 
W. Briggs said it seemed to him that 
if they must have union they must 
have a General Superintendent, say a 
General Superintendent elected for 
four years and subject to re-election. 
This would bring the superintendent 
in sympathy with the ministers and 
people, and thus prevent the fear of 
Milton’s words being realized and new 
presbyter being old priest, writ large. 
There had been no answer made as 
to the many thousands of dollars that 
would have to be faced if this union 
be consummated.

Rev. \V. C. Brown submitted that 
the report was indefinite, and purpose­
ly so, and he thought the not wither 
ing, but withered sarcasm which had 
been brought to bear on the report 
was out of place.

Rev. Dr. Sutherland said that while 
the report was necessarily indefinite, 
it was too indefinite. He opposed 
Mr. Langford’s amendment because it 
would send it to Committee without 
instructions, and he favored that of 
31 r. Shaw, because he thought that it 
properly guarded the principle. He 
contended that the principle had been 
in the Church since the Church was 
established.

Rev. J. Lathem spoke against some 
of the points raised by Rev. Dr. Suth­
erland, and concluded by withdrawing 
an amendment in favor of that of the 
Rev. John Shaw.

Rev. J. Rogers said he would ac­
cept such a general superinteudency 
as the amendment of Rev. John Shaw, 
even if the question of union were 
not hanging on it : but he would ac­
cept it all the more readily under the 
present circumstances. He did not 
thilik that it was now or never, but 
he thought it was now or for many 
years.

Rev. G. S. Milligan said, coining 
from one of the least of the tribes of 
Methodism as he did, had kept him 
from speaking, and as they were least 
affected by this present divided state, 
he could give an unbiased opinion. 
He was heartily in favor of union, and 
he would go quite as far as the amend­
ment of the Rev. John Shaw.

Rev. John Shaw said he proposed 
the amendment because there appear­
ed to be many and great objections to 

Ahe indefiniteness of the report. He 
could not think that it was the busi­
ness of the General Conference to go 
into the functions of the proposed 
General Saperintendency, but the 
Committee ought to define them, and 
with the limits he proposed all Would 
be well He contended that John Wes­
ley was the most despotic General Su­
perintendent the Church ever had. 
There had fears been expressed kthat 
their powers had been extended, but 
he thought that history and facts were 
against this view.

The amendment of the Rev. John 
Shaw was put and carried with almost 
complete unanimity.

It further recommends that the 
General Conference direct the ap­
pointment of a mixed Committee of 
twenty seven persons to meet the 
Committee of the other bodies in the 
city of Toronto in November as pre­
viously arranged.

Rev. W. C. Henderson proposed 
that the Committee be enlarged to 42 
members. ,

Rev. Dr. Sutherland proposed that 
there be a committee of 30, ten of 
whom should be laymen, the whole to 
be elected 'by the General Conference.

Rev. W. C. Henderson's amend­
ment was carried, and the members 
were appointed as follows :—Toronto 
Conference 12 ; London Conference 
12 ; 3Iontreal Conference 8 ; New 
Brunswick Conference 4 ; Nova Sco­
tia Conference 4 ; Newfoundland Con­
ference 2.

The report of the Committee on 

Statistics was read by the Rev. J R. 
Gundy, It embraced the following 
details :—Rev. G. H. Cornish submit­
ted a statement of the statistics of the 
connection prepared by himself, which 
was adopted with such additions as 
the committee were able to supply. 
The committee recommended the ad­
option of a memorial, ask ing the Gene­
ral Conference to consider the advisa­
bility of taking steps to secure, as far 
as possible, uniformity in all numeri­
cal and financial returns throughout 
all the Conferences. In harmony with 
the above memorial, the Committee 
recommended that the Book Steward 

, be instructed so to arrange the circuit, 
district, and Conference schedules that 
they may follow the same order 
throughout, so as to prevent confusion 
and inaccuracy of the numerical and 
financial returns. The Committee 
also recommend that full returns of 
the statistics gathered for the district 
meetings be published annually in the 
minutes of the several Annual Confer­
ences. The Committee have to regret 

1 that, on account of imperfect returns 
from some of the Annual Conferences, 
the statement is not so complete as it 
otherwise would have been.

The totals of the tables in ministers 
and members are as follows, the first 
numbers being for 1878 and the second 
for 1882,in every case;—Probationers.

In the current number "of the Ca­
nadian Methodist Magazine are illus­
trated articles on Life and Adventure 
in Peru, and Alpine Experiences. F. 
H. Torrington, Esq., Toronto Phil­
harmonic Society, gives an admirable 
account ot the history of the Oratorio ; 
Dr. Carroll records the remarkable 
personal history of the Rev. James 
Evans, founder of Methodist Missions 
in the North-West ; and T. E. Pen- 
dergast describes the later develop­
ment of this future granary of the 
world. These with other racy and 
good articles and an engraving and 
sketch of the Centenary Church, St. 
John, N. B., and a condensed ac­
count of the late General Conserence, 
make up a very interesting number.

It is asserted that over $70,000 
were expended in the production of 
one of the Special Season numbers of 
the London Graphie. It is doubtful 
whether any proprietorate in any 
country has expended so vast a sum 
on the publication of one single issue ; 
of a number subsequent to the one re­
ferred to, over 690,000 copiée were 
issued, and the number was out of 
print in a few days. More than 160 
tons of paper were consumed, and the 
total cost of production was $85,- 
000, and the pages if put end to end 
would have made an unbroken line of 
paper reaching from London to New 
York.

Id 
some section* of Russia crops are be­
low the average. The wheat crop of 
the United States is estimated at 520,- 
000,000.

A report ia published in Glasgow of 
the Scotch harvest. Oats are a crop 
and a third, wheat is rather above an 
averaiy, and barley fully better, es­
pecially in quality, than last year. 
Beans are plentiful and good. Tur­
nip crop is above an average ; while 
the potato crop will yield good returns, 
notwitlistanding extensive ravages of 
disease. The total value of the chief 
cereal and root crop* is estimated at 
over eighteen million*.

LETTER FROM WASHINGTON.
When one get* away from hie na­

tive air and see* new eights and 
strange faces the mind i* naturally 
led to a comparison between thing* 
at home and things abroad. Such 
has been the case with me during the 
past several days, and on the whole 
[ have concluded that Canada, her 
provinces and people, is not in the 
least behind her friend across tue 
border, relatively that is of course.

October is a de ightful season for 
a tour through the American cities. 
The journey by rail from New Yoik 
to Washington abounds, with pleas­
ing features. Planters are just now 
ploughing and sowing for the sum­
mer's second crop. As one passes 
through the great corn fields, brown 
unto the harvest, and acres glowing 
with ripened tomatoes, and luxuriant 
land plot s purple for the vintage,I roup­
ing back to memory come the slave 
tales of youth, " Uncle Tom’s Cabin,” 
and the “ Tale of the Great Dismal 
Swamp,” with a score of otheis. 
Then you look about half expecting 
to see among the tall rows of corn or 
among the reeds of the lagoon,dusky 
toilers aud fugitives of bye-gone 
days. But the traveller will scarcely 
observe a single negro at work about 
the plantations until he gets within 
the bounds of old Virginia. There 
indeed are multitudes of negro men 
nnd women, but they are not popu­
lar, especially the latter, among the 
American people who require hired 
labor. The negro regiments are fill­
ed with fine strong men who delight 
greatly in the show aud excitement 
of mil tary life. These men aie said 
to m ike a finer display upon the 
review ground than their white com­
rades. The African has a wonderful 
sense of rhythm, hence the beauty 
and perfection of their aianœ ivres in 
the field. When l inquired this eve­
ning upon my arrival for the ctrief 
points of interest ab >nt Washington 
for a s.ranger, so a* to have a good 
start for to-morrow morning, “ O, 
youuught to have come in December 
when Congress sits.” But 1 expect 
to see and learn a good deal about 
the great capital, though the nation­
al assembly is not in session. Aud 
if there is any truth in the remark 
of the grumbling Englishman who 
said be could not discover anything 
surprising among the Americans un­
til he got as far south as Washing­
ton and heard the Congressmen talk, 
and that teas surprising, perhaps it 
is better to be here in October. So 
far I hare only seen the capital by 
moonlight, and will therefore leave 
Washington for the present and re­
turn to my visit in New York, the 
greatest^city of the United States, 
and probably the third greatest in 
the world.

Boston impresses the man coming 
down fpr the first time from the Pro­
vinces with its magnitude, bat al­
though first in literary refinement 
Boston dwindles infinitely in com­
parison with the style and magnifi­
cence of New York, the queen of 
American cities. The tourist need 
not confine himself to the day time 
in looking around the west of New 
York, for the electric light by night 
takes the place of the sun by day, 
and casts over the broad avenues and 
beautiful squares an exquisite radi­
ancy, while Central Park with Coney 
Island presents the ravishing aspect 
of fabled fairy land. At the time 
of my visit ranch of the beauty of 
Coney Island bad been laid waste by 
the recent equinoctial storms. Many 
thousands of dollar* will be required 
to repair the damage. But the pro 
pnetor* ai e quite able for that. Van­
derbilt, the elder, 1» the great man 
of New York, but not a popular citi­
zen. He bas many dollars but very 
few friend*. Bis i ailroads, his street 
cars, and palatial mansions represent 
the sweat and blood of thousands 
among tbe poorer classes. With him 
m-n are nothing, money is every­
thing. It is not Vanderbilt the 
prince, the benevolent, but Vander­
bilt the monied tyrant who giinde 
the poor umelentingly beneath an 
iron heel, and force* his employees 
to labor hnrd sixteen hour* ,ui of 
tbe twenty-four, and they hate him. 
Surely tbe rust of bis tiensure shall 
eat into bis flesh as it were fire.

The ( Liibtiau man on entering 
New York is at first struck most 
painfully with tne seemingly wide­
spread forgetfulness of God and rgbt 
tb rougbout the city. Aie there bet *, 
he asks, the servants of the Most 
High ? This thought came to me 
again and again until the Sunday, 
aud then my heart wa* n j icel in 
tb-' congregation of the smuts. I 
was *o fortunate as to hear Mi. 
Beecher in the Plymouth Chuicb 
upon the tint Sunday after bis re­
turn from the Usual three mouths 
summer vacation. He took fur Uis 
text the passage, “ Wtiattio. Vui tjings 
art true, etc.” Mr. B-rcLrr :» un­
doubtedly a great man. buu tSsdeploi- 
abletbatbe pi sache* from * pulpiitike 
his such a loose g->sp< 1. He said, “ I 
like to be popular,and 1 pride myself 
upon being free fr >m orthodoxy—re­
latively, that is.” Surely here i* Mr. 
Beecher’s deep error. He may be 
right in his own heart, be is, doubt­
less ? He may understand what he 
means, but ninny of bis people do 
not. And when he indiscriminately 
declaims ad ary amentum iyiwrantiam 
agaiast the schools of orthodoxy, 
many of his hearers, not knowing 
much about the matter, are led to 
contemn those bulwarks and defences 
which Christ through^ hii Church 
bn* built about the Faith. I notic­
ed tin* ract particularly while con­
versing among the Plymouth Chnroh 
congregation. Mr. Beecher in con­

cluding said, “ Many reports have 
been flying about me in the newspa­
pers during my vacation. They have 
had me an atheist, a materialist, a 
spiritualist, and dear knows wbat 
not, but I stand before yon the same 
as ever. I believe in Jesus Christ. 
He is mySavionr.” In view of the 
suspicion lately prevailing that Mr. 
Beecher has gone over to .Unitarian- 
ism, he should have made a broader 
confession of Jesus Christ. Espec­
ially so, when just before he had re­
ferred to tbe rise of Uuitai iamam, 
aud had taken occasion to remark, 
these men made two errois : first of 
all tbey only addieased theme» Ives 
to the educated, ignoring the multi­
tude ; secondly, they failed to zone 
their ministry with a flitne of love. 
These were their only errors, accord­
ing to the pastor of Plymouth Church. 
Is then M . Beecher a Unitarian in 
d ictrine so far as a man can be who 
ignores doctrine ? 1 have quoted al­
together from memory.

On Sunday night I heard Mr. Tal- 
mage, wii > took ,for his aui'j. ct, the 
flight and fate of Jonah, aud preach­
ed like an old-time Methodist. Tbe 
sermon was charged with originality 
and tire. He believed everybody in 
tbe Tabernacle would be converted 
that night. The congregational sing­
ing was magnificent. At the special 
service held afterwards at least fifty 
pei sons stood up to be prayed for. I 
noticed many tearful eyes, while 
some were sobbing for their sins. 
The sermon did me good. It gave 
me a fresh determination to cry 
aloud and spare not.

I am reminded that my letter is 
lengthening out. 1 hope to give 
some account of other aspects of this 
visit at a futuie time. Your travell­
ed readers will pardon the minute­
ness of that with wuich they are 
quite familiar and pass it over to 
those who are not.

THE
GILCHRIST SCHOLARSHIPS.
In the year 18Ô9 there was born in 

Scotland a child afterwards known 
as John Borthwick Gilchrist. On 
reaching maturity he became an 
army doctor, and spent most of his 
time in British India, dying in 1841. 
He was a man of fervid, impetuous 
temperament, greatly addicted to 
getting himself into all manner of 
sci apes. On one occasion, in a spec­
ulative freak he purchased, at a very 
low rate,a large tract of land in Aus­
tralia. At his death he left this to 
trustees to be devoted by them to 
furthering the cause of education .in 
whatever manner they migii t see fit. 
For i quarter of a century after his 
death the income was used partially 
or wholly in providing educational 
lectures in different parts of Great 
Britain. By this time the property 
bad increased immensely in value 
and the trustees felt themselves war­
ranted in putting Dr. Gilchrist’s 
beneficence into a more definite and 
comprehensive shape. They accord­
ingly founded the series of princely 
scholarships which will ever seep 
green the memory of the old doctor 
who builded so much “ more wisely 
than he knew.” Two were to be 
competed for annually in British In­
dia, one in Mauritius and the Cape 
of Good Hope, one in Australia and 
one in Canada. These were of tbeannu- 
al value of one hundred pounds^terl- 
ing,and were tenable for three years,all 
save those for India, which were held 
for five. Then there were 2 scholar­
ships of fifty pounds to be competed 
for annually in England and Scot 
land and a special one of tbe sama 
value alloted to University College, 
Bristol. In addition to all this, 
lectureships for the benefit of work­
ing-men have been established in dif­
ferent parts of England and Scotland 
Lastly, whatever surplus funds are 
left the trustees devote to miscellane­
ous expenditures in the cause of edu­
cation, lending a helping hand to both 
persons and institutions that are at 
once meritorious and necessitous. 
To Dr. Carpenter, the eminent physi­
ologist, who is Registrar of London 
University and Secretary of the 
Trustees of the Gilchrist Funds, is 
very largely dne the successful ar­
rangement and working of the scheme 
depicted.

Every year about the 20th of June 
the matriculation papers of the Lon 
don University are fore warded to 
deputy examiners in the various 
Provinces of the Dominion. These 
papers, nine in number, cover the 
subjects of Latin, Greek, one modern 
language, a Sansciit, English Lan­
guage, English History and Geo­
graphy. Chemistry, Arithmetic and 
Algebra. Tbe examinations last for 
nearly an entire week, and are very 
severe, To the candidate making the 
highest marks is awarded the scholar­
ship and bis matriculation admits 
him either to Loudon University or 
to Edinburgh.
