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The Relations of Canner and Jobber

Address by President of National Canners Association of United States at Recent Convention of United States

Wholesale Grocers—Bears on Si milar Conditions in

Among the many points of interest at
the recent convention of the National
Wholesale Grocers’ Association at At-
lantic  City, referred to at length in
these columns last week, perhaps none
was of more import than the address by
(. S. Crary, president of the National
(‘anners’ Association, on ‘““The Relations
of the Canner and Jobber and ways in
which they can Co-operate to Mutual
Advantage.”

While neither the canners nor the job-
bers are so comprehensively organized
as in the United States, conditions here
are to a large extent similar to those
in existence across the line, and Mr.
Crary’s address should, accordingly, be
of interest to the Canadian trade gen-
erally. It is given substantially here-
with.

Relations Closely Identified.

“The relations of the canned goods
packing industry to the wholesale gro-
cery trade is so close and the interests
of the two organizations are so closely
identified that a member of either can-
not well trust himself to speak in criti-
cism of the other, but would better con-
fine himself to those points of general
interest to hoth.

“It was a good many years before the
rivalry in the canning business would
permit of a national organization, cov-
ering as it does practically all of the
fruit and vegetable packers from Maine
to California. And it is only of very re-
cent years that the wholesale grocers
secemed to find sufficient ground for the
bringing about of the splendid organiza
tion you have now efiected.

““I'he desire for closer communion be-
tween the National Canners’ and the
National :Wholesale Grocers’ Associa-
tions and to insure as nearly as pos-
sible a complete affiliation working fol
the common interests of both has pro-
duced your invitation to me to be with
you. The tendency is to a closer rela-
tionship in all lines of business, and the
iobber and packer should, in no sense,
he competitors. Yours is the logical or-
ganization which the packer seeks as the
natural channel through which to
accomplish the distribution of his pro-
ducts, and the packer can hetter afiord
to pay you a reasonable profit for this
distribution than to attempt it himself.
Organization is for the benefit and pro-
tection of the individual, and this is
true in business as well as in social
work. Society and business associations
are socialistic in their purposes, and
are not organized for individual profit.

Limits Jobbers to Distribution.

‘“The wholesale grocer has elected to
bhe the important middleman in the
distribution of food products between
the manufacturer and the consumer. He
has constituted himself as the logical
clearing house for the packers’ products,
and the packer, recognizing the henefits
of the jobbers’ well organized system of
distribution, will avail himself of it just
so long as the toll charged is a reason-
able one, and just so long as the jobber

confines himself to fhe business of dis-
tribution and does not enter the field as
a competitor of the packer. When a
packer has seen his own trade on a
given brand of goods dwindle from year
to year, finally to be displaced entirely
by the jobbers’ brand, the reputation of
which has been built up by the assur-
ance that it is ‘just as good,” he at
last awakens to the fact that he should
confine his efiorts exclusively either to
his own bhrands or that of the jobber,
and if he decides to handle his own this
means a reorganization of the selling
end of his business and the establish-
ment of his own plan for distribution.

‘“A close relationship between the in-
dividual packer and jobber exists only
by virtue of their co-operation in the
distribution of the packer’s brands. Take
away that relationship and the packer
has lost the incentive for enthusiasm
and painstaking effort. When a man®
identifies himself with any business, if
that business is to get the best there is
in him, he enters upon it as a life busi-
ness, and to make it amount to any-
thing must build for himself.

Assurance Better Than Contracts.

“The personality of the seller and his
known disposition to meet his contracts
fairly are in reality more vital to you
than the contract itself. The contract
committee from your association which

id us a visit in Cincinnati last Febru-
ary was, doubtless, disappointed, be-
cause there was not shown a keener dis-
position on the part of the canners to
agree with them pn a uniform contract.

“There seemed to be a feeling preval-
ent among the canners that the mat-
ter of contracts was largely a personal
one, and for that reason that it would
bhe quite impossible to get together on
important points.

‘“The selling of goods by a packer un-
der his own label and the buying of
goods by a jobber unlabeled are two en-
tirely separate and distinct proposi-
tions.

““No particular form or contract could
he established as a hard and fast rule.

“The packer who puts out a line of
fancy goods under his own brand always
knows that the quantity of high grade
stock he is to harvest is uncertain, and
there should certainly be no criticism
on the part of the distributor if he cares
to handle the packer’s goods at all, in
taking them on a pro rata contract.

““The question of the lack of good faith
in making deliveries under pro rata con-
tracts on packers’ brands does not arise
as it would if the goods were bought un-
labelled, because the buyer knows that
the packer will strain every point to the
care of his own trade name.

‘““Now, the jobber wishes to buy goods
for his label and naturally he is the one
to take the initiative in the transaction.
He wants a given quantity of goods, and
it is just as much out of reason for the
packer to attempt to change this buy-
er’s specifications as to his requirements
as it is for the jobber to attempt to
dictate to the packer how and under

Canada.

what form of contract he should sell kL
goods.

“If seller is willing to contract I
the delivery of 10,000 cases of standai
goods on a contract with 80 per cen
delivery guaranteed, then instead, |
the contract be placed for 8,000 cas
with a guarantee of full delivery, an
make a closed contract of it.

An Easy Way to Consumer,

‘“We are all seeking, or should sec
the simplest methods of getting from
the garden and field to the consunu
and in doing this we are prone to work
along lines of elimination that alwuy
eliminate the other fellow, always fccl
ing sure of the necessity and usefuln
of our own commercial existence.

““While the practice od dealing in 1u
tures is being assailed, there will
those who condemn it, but a very larp
percentage of the business of the coun
try will continue to he done by thos
who plan for to-morrow and next week
and next year, and in doing it they will
continue to make and keep their futui
contracts as usual.

““The strongest reason for organiz.
tion in the canning industry is that i
enables us to work out plans along lines
of development, which are always lool
ing to an increased consumption of cun
ned goods.

“Quality itself is the best adverti.
ment and recommendation to the con
sumer for a repetition of his ordei
There is no better way in which the
wholesale grocer can help this matio
along than by contMually insisting upon
a good quality of produet, and the pack
er, who stands for quality should not
be held to compete with those of qu
tioned ability to produce good quah

Advance Step in Economics.

‘“The packing of canned goods is 1
advanced step in economics and hri
to the people the advantage of an
cellent preservation of fresh goods in ol
seasons.

““By this method we are enabled
provide ourselves in -seasons of pl
against those of insufficient supply t!
are almost sure to follow.

“The public has been prejudiced in
past by attacks from st'l]l—slyll'd fool
experts, and a few years ago the ind
try was held yp to such scathing cri
cism, as the result of wholesale
demnation, growing out of altogethe
sufficient investigation of the genc: il
practices of the industry, that besi
a monetary loss of millions of doll
the admission of a man that he
really engaged in the canning busin s
carried with it the accusation of by
an undesirable citizen.

“‘If this test by fire was necessary ii
order to finally bring about the Natioi
Pure Food law, then it was worth /¢
price, and the honest packer may cou
gratulate himself that through it all he
has had one staunch and intelligent
fender, Dr. H. W. Wiley, of Washingt
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A Fixed Grade of Quality.

‘1t has been suggested that ‘t ndght
possible to establish a fixed grade of
jnality, but after all, the production of
ial:ty is much like the contract ques-
on, and is one in which the personal-
v of the packer enters largely. The
holesale grocer has established his re-
(tions and business with a certain pack
¢ whom he feels can produce and de-
iver products  of a very satisfactory
uality, and while he buys from that
acker various quantities of so-called
tandard goods there are neither rulings
or specifications by which these stan-
fards are established.
“It might be well to establish joint
ymmittees on standards. To accom-
lish this let there be three committees,
ich consisting of three members, one
iken from each of the associations of
holesale grocers, canners and brokers,
ith the headquarters of one committee
in New York to pass on eastern stan-
dards, one in Baltimore to pass on
Baltimore and Maryland standards, and
ne in Chicago to pass on western stan-
dards. Any matters arising in con
royersy or where arbitration as to
quality is required, could be passed up
o the particular committee qualified to
pass upon the goods and in this way
ny differences involving serious loss
iight he amicably and justly settled
Matters of Mutual Interest.
“There are a great many matters
vhich might be worked out to a better
olution in ways that would be of great
henefit- to bhoth packers and wholesale
rocers. A close working arrangement
hetween the transportation committees
f the two associations might be par-
ticularly advantageous at this time
vhen the country is threatened with an
ulvance in freight rates and classifica-
tion changes that will involve additional
wrdens to all lines of business. We, as
imners,; assure vou of our deep concern
for.all matters that afiect your organ-
ization as a whole and of our particular
meern, and esteem for the co-operative
ork vou extend to us in the distribu-
ion of our own brand of goods.”

throngh individual or divided effort.

The new organization will be known

WILL REMEDY TRADE ABUSES.

Bill to Amend Insvection and Sale Act
Passes House.

The frauds which [ have been per
petrated in different parts of Canada in
contravention of the Fruit Marks Aet,
partienlarly during the last season, bid
fair to be dealt with more stringently
under  Hon. ‘\"\¢||||-\ Fisher’s bill to
amend the Inspeetion and Sale Aet, which
came up in the House of Commons on

things, for more severe [u'll;lllh'.\ for
infractions of the fruit marks aet, and
also in respeet to the adulteration of
lll"\ S

Several members suggested that the
penalties for violation of the fruit
marks aet were too severe

Mr. Fisher said that he was preparved
to  redeunee the penalties so that
for a first offense the penalty would nof
exceed $25 nor be less than $10; for a
second offense, not more than $50 nom
less' than $25, and for a third offense,
not exeeeding $200 nor less than $350
With these alterations the bill was re-
ported and passed.
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“Men Who Sell Things”

How One Traveler Made a Success on a Rush Trip—Sheldon’'s Method of Esti mating an Employe's Value — The
Wheelbarrow Salesman and His Two Handles—Enthusiasm an Important Factor.

CHAPTER V.—(Continued.)

Not content with leaning on the
broken reed of their own procrastin-
ating methods while others all around
them are getting away from them a
large share of business easily within
their grasp, they try to argue away the
chief point adhered to by their more
progressive brethren in the flace for
sales—namely, that ‘“a bird in the hand
is worth two in the bush.”’

Again I must ask the reader’s forgive-
ness in relating a personal experience
which seems to fit in right here, and
am willing to bear eriticism on that
point, if my little book prove a help
to some in bringing their attention to
the necessity of inereased energy in
the daily routine of their efforts at
winning success. My sole purpose in
relating this ineident is to point out
the reason why, in a eertain elass of
salesmen, the negative qualities are out-
weighed by the positive. In any event,
the reader will agree with me that our
sins of omission, .as well as those of
commission, are traceable to our weak-
nesses, and also that a cure can be ef-
fected only through the development of
strong qualities.

Our firm had experienced econsider-
able difficulty in drawing business from
the West and Northwest through Chicago
to the smaller Eastern market in which
our house was located. At different
times we had employed two or three
salesmen in that seetion without sue-
coss.  On looking the situation over, we
concluded that it was necessary for
a member of the firm to go out there
and do a little missionary work. Hav-
ing traveled there at an earlier period,
1 volunteered to make the trip.

A Flying Trip’s Incidents.

The time to make an advance trip
with fall goods being at hand, T immedi-
ately mapped up a flyer for ten days,
at the end of which T was to meet our
buyers in New York. There was no
time to lose and keep the Eastern en-
gagement, so T laid out the «trip to
make close conneetions.

The first town on the list was Osh-
kosh, Wiseonsin. I arrived there at
430 on a hot June afternoon, and
planned to get through and leave, if
possible, on the 9.30 train the same
night.

The sample-rooms were all taken at
the Atherton Hotel, and I had to open
my trunks in the billiard room, which
was used for that purpose when the
place was crowded. I made no attempt

at a regular display, but simply ar-
ranged the trays to be gotten at handi-
ly.

Rushing out of a side entrance to
make my first eall, I ran into Oley, the
Swedish porter, who stopped me long
enough to say that two rival salesmen
from Chicago had been there all day
long winding up their summer business.
Noticing my arrival and seeing me un-
packing fall goods Oley explained that
they had said to him, ‘‘He’ll have a
fine time trying to sell winter goods
with the thermometer 93 degrees in
the shade. We have a small line of ad-
vance goods along with our summer stuff,
but haven’t tried to do any business.
Why! You ean’t even interest the trade
in stuff for present use, to say nothing
of ‘goods they’ll not need .for three
months to come. He might as well close
up and move on. We’ve been around
sounding the trade, and that’s the ver-
diet.”’

“‘Give them my regards, Oley,”” I
said. ‘‘Perhaps they are right, but I’'m
going to make a stab at it, anyway.
Maybe things are not so bad as they
prediet.”’

It was a walk of but two blocks to
my first customer’s store. A few
pleasant greetings over, T explained that
T was a little pressed for time, and
followed up the remark with an earnest
appeal for an immediate engagement.

Possibly the urgeney of the whole
thing impressed them; at any rate, they
were over in my room at 5.30. Being
quick buyers, they selected a bill amount-
ing to three hundred and fifty dollars by
6.30.

Snatehing a mouthful of supper, T
hurried baek to the sample-room and
selected a few samples of the best sell-
ing numbers. These I quickly packed
into telesecopes and boarded a ecar for
the South Side, across the river. The
merchant T wanted to see kept open
nights, and T was fortunate in finding
him in.

Apologizing for troubling him at that
late hour. T began unstrapping my cases,
keeping up a running fire of selline talk
in the meanwhile. He protested that
he didn’t want to buy so far in advance
of the season. Perhaps if T had had as
much time on my hands as my Chieago
rivals T would have listened to him,
but T kept right on, ignoring his pro-
tests as tactfully as possible, and fin-
ally ecaught his eye with an unusually
attraetive value in the velvet line.

He called a clerk, and together they
took a few samples and retired to the
rear of the store to compare them. They
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talked them over so long that I bega:
to get nervous. It was eight o’clock
But an hour and half remained in which
to return to the hotel, pack up, and
cateh the train. I was going to inter
rupt them, when they started toward me
talking earnestly and nodding their
heads.

Something in the manner of the dealer
told me that the deal was off. Sure
enough. Handing back my samples,
said: ‘“You’ve got some good values;
in faet, I don’t mind telling you the,
are a shade better than the samples sent
me by the other houses. T will probabl
send you an order later on, but I don’i
want to place it now.”’

Closing the Sale.

It took me less time to tell him than
to write it that I wasn’t trying to sell
him a eat in a bag; that his own jude
ment confirmed the quality of my goods,
that T had eonfidence in him, and hopei
he had eonfidence in me; that nothing
could be gained by either of us by de
lay; if he wanted my goods it would
be necessary to book his order right
there, as I would not guarantee the
prices for forty-eight hours.

That brought him around. When I
said good-bye, the perspiration was run
ing down my back but T had his order
for four hundred and fifty dollars safe
lv tueked away in my inside pocket
That made eight hundred dollars for
a few hours’ work. Tt was reassuring
to say the least, when I thought of m)\
two Job’s ecomforters back in the hotel
wishing me all kinds of good luck.

T made the -train by the small margi
of a hair; it was pulling in at the d
pot when I arrived. There was no tim
to cheek baggage. Quickly T ordered
the drayman to back right up to th:
baggage ear and dump my trunks i
withont being checked. The statio
agent was one of the sort that eve:
traveling salesman earries around a elib
far  He started right in to veto pr
ceedings, but he was a minute late. Th
conduetor shouted, ‘“All a%oard!’’ [
threw a half-dollar fo the driver, tell
ing him to hurry and drive off. The
train pulled out, and T swung onto the
rear platform. T stood there and waved
my adien to the enraged agent, but i
was lost in the shuffle, for he was bless
ing the drayman in three languages.

The conduetor let me into the bac
gage car. Handing the baggageman
cigar, T remarked pleasantly: ‘‘I had
to break the rules this time, brother
Will you please check these trunks to
Green Bay?”’
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Don’'t Beat About the Bush.

That was rushing things too . mueh
for eomfort, but I really believe that
some salesmen lose business by having
so mueh time on their hands that they
don’t know what to do with it. Either
they do not make the effort, or they talk
their eustomers all around Robin Hood’s
harn, until patience ceases to be a vir-
fure; the merchants give the orders to
the man who attends to his business
and then gets away as soon as he ean.

Mind you, I haven’t said, ‘‘Do as I
have done. and you will sneceed.”” Not
at all; but rather, I have hinted that
vou should learn by mistakes how to
avoid them.

Suppose that with a house of one
hundred salesmen we have fifteen that
are full of faith in their house and
their work, and eighty-five that stand
ont eareless and indifferent. What ean
such a house do? Only fifteen are able
to fight, and there are eighty-five fussy.
feeble men to look after! Don’t you
sce why that house ean make no inroady
on the trade of its eompetitors? Don’{
vou see why it is that you haven’t head-
¢d the sales list in your establishme t
since you first picked up your grip
.\il('k’

My plan is to take a common-sense
view of the faets. I like to deal with
faels. You ean’t get around a faet.
Theories you ean brush cut of the way,
but when you eome to a faet you can-
not dig under it, and you eanunot jump
over it; von have to meet it.

Estimating an Employe’s Value

A. F. Sheldon, founder of the Sheldun
School of Seientific Salesmanship, asked
the general manager of the largest in-
stitution of its kind in the world the
question, ‘‘How do you measure the
value of an employe?’’

The answer was, ‘‘By the degree of
supervision which he requires. The less
supervision he needs, no matter what he
is doing, the more valuable he becomes.™

His next question was, ‘‘What is the
cause of the need of supervision?”’

Again the answer promptly ecame,
**All supervision is caused by two class-
¢s of sins; first, sins of omission; see-
ond, sins of eommission. If the employe
n any eapaecity did not omit to do a
hing whieh he should do, and in doing

committed no errors, then he would
need no supervision, and his value would
he at the highest.’’

The manner in which James Keeley,
managing editor of The Chicago Tri-
hune, with the assistance of Harry Ol-
sen, effected the eapture of Paul O.
Stensland, the Chieago bank-wrecker, in
I'angier, Moroeeo, in 1906, exemplifies
he sort of enterprise that does things.

Enterprise That Does Things.

It is an admirable lesson in pluek and
energy that might well be followed by
the class of salesmen who mean well
enough, but only partially suceeed
through puttering around. Intelligent
applicatior to instant opportunity is
necessary in performing sueh work.

THE CANADIAN GROCER

While the detectives were theorizing,
the Tribune was working. The inform-
ation received was indefinite, but inves-
tigation proved its probable accuraey,
and led Messrs. Keeley and Olsen in
tracking Stensland to Tangier, and there
arresting him.

Speaking of the incident, the leading
daily of another ecity said:

““The arrest of Paul 0. Stensland
is an indieation of what the press
can do, and also what the Chicago
police eannot do. The Chieago Tri-
bune has found the man for whom
twenty-two thousand depositors of
the Milwaukee Avenue State Bank
were looking, and for whom the
united police foree of the world
was supposed to be looking, while
the sensational press was ‘diseover-
ing, him in every nook and eorner
of the world in various disguises.

‘“The Tribune was the first to
receive something in the nature of
a elue to the whereabouts of the
missing banker. But the clue was
slight, and would have been worth
less had it not been followed up
with diseretion, with patience and
a study of the subject of the pur-
suit and what a fleeing eriminal
would be lik(‘l.\' to do under the eir-
eumstanees in whieh Stensland had
placed himself. A study of the eon-
ditions of the various eountries in
which he might seek refuge was also
to be made. It required that knowl-
edge of human nature that after a
time becomes a seeond nature to the
trained reporter.

The Tribune in its pursuit of the
eriminal did not avail itself of the
serviees of a detective. The trained
detectives were looking in an alto-
gether different direetion for the
fleeing banker. It is not too mueh
to say that had it not been for the
Chieago Tribune, in all probability
the frandulent banker would never
have been diseovered, and might
have lived in ease on his ill-gotten
gains—money of whieh he had rob-
bed the poor who had eonfidence in
him.”’

When Mr. Keeley finally cabled the
Tribune that the aetual arrest had
taken place, the question of getting the
prisoner safely baeck to the United
States was attended with all manner of
international ecomplieations. [t was fin-
ally deecided to send a stenographer from
the office of the State’s -Attorney to
Washington to econfer with the State
Department in an effort to seeure the
aid of the United States Government
for a prkper and immediate transfer.
His mission was attended with the usual
amount of red tape ‘‘necessary’’ to
such procedure, eausing dangerous delay.

At this interesting juneture the Wash-
ington correspondent of the Tribune,
Mr. Raymond, eomprehending the ne-
cessity for vigorous aetion, entirely
without regard to the traditions of in-
ternational relations, took matters in his
own hands and ealled upon President
Roosevelt at his summer home at Oyster
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Bay. A brief interview was all that
was necessary to show him that the
President appreciated the urgeney of
the ease, and that he was in hearty sym-
pathy with the vietims of the wrecked
bank.

With charaeteristic independence, Mr.
Roosevelt did not hesitate to overturn
the traditions of musty international
law, deelaring that he would go to any
extent necessary to seceure the return
and subsequent punishment of the bank
wrecker who had stolen millions, and
who was denounced as ‘‘one of the most
obnoxious types of eriminals.”” The
interview finished, without a moment’s
hesitation the President sent a telegram
to the Hon. Robert Baeon, Aecting See
retary of State at Washington, instruet
ing him eoneerning the ease, stating that
it was his desire to appoint James
Keeley and Harry Olsen as official re
presentatives to take Stensland in cus
tody.

Stensland arrived in Chieago in due
time in eharge of his eaptors, and was
duly prosecuted aecording to law.

The Fussy newspaper man, like the
Fussy Salesman, makes a good stroke
now and then, when fortune favors
him, but in most cases he fools away his
best opportunities of doing something
worth while. The sort of enterprise ex
hibited by Keeley and Raymond in be-
half of their paper is the kind that will
enable the salesman to win big seoops
of business for his house.

Daniel McIntosh Died Suddenly in
Church on Sunday.

While sitting in his pew in Chalmer’s
I’resbyterian Chureh, Toronto, on Sun-
day morning, June 14, Daniel MelIntosh,
one of the elders of the chureh, sud-
denly fell over dead. He had walked
to chureh from his home at 135 Beatrice
St. and was only in his seat a few
minutes when the end eame.

St. He was born in Nairn, Seotland,
seventy-seven years ago and eame to
Canada in 1852, A family of nine
daughters and sons survive.

Cash System Coming in Vancouver and Saskatoon—Edmonton Trying to Secure
Better Freight Rates.

VANCOUVER.

June 13.—Mexican tomatoes are on
the market here for the first time, be-
ing an outcome of the trade now being
established between British Columbia
and Mexico. The vegetable is of fine
quality, of good shape and size, with a
remarkably smooth skin. They seem
rather better than the local varieties in
hoth shapé and_ all-round quality, and
iIso in price, being a cent or two cheap-
er. They job at about 19¢ when figured
down to actual weight per crate, as
igainst about 21c¢ for the hothouse lo-
cals.

Richard Hall, of Point Comfort,
Mayne Island, midway between Van-
ouver and Victoria, in the Gulf of
(ieorgia, is the pioneer of the tomato-
raising industry in that part of the
province. He has two large glass houses
crected, each 130 feet long, and expects
in a couple of weeks to take off his first
rop. Other farmers on the island have
ollowed Mr. Hall’'s example, but are
lanting in the open air. The market
s a good one close at hand, and the
enture should be profitable. The seed
as obtained hy Mr. Hall from Jersey,
ngland.

Warm weather has started in with a
ush this week, and strawberries and
ther small fruit = which require the
cat for ripening, are coming along
apidly. Although the season is late,
he berries will come along in the na-
ural order of sequence, though with
ontinued heat, the season may be some-
hat shortened.

The only adverse report obtained from
rmers in the lower part of the Fraser
ver delta is regarding the potato crop
his will suffer as a result of the large

amount of rain which fell in some se«
tions last month. The seed rotted, and
there are instances of where a second
planting was put in. The acreage de-
voted to potatoes in the delta this year
is the largest yet, but this extra extent
will be about ofiset by the delay to
growth. Cherries will be a large crop,
in fact everything has set well, with
the exception, perhaps, of prunes, which
does not promise to be heavy.

. W. Leeson, wholesaler. of this city,
has returned from Prince Rupert, where
he went to leok for a business opening
if facilities can be acquired there that
will permit the handling of fruit and
produce, he will open a branch, but it
1s doubtful if he can secure what he
needs. There is only one wharf there,
and under present conditions it is not
likely that any part of it will be leased
by the G.T.P., for the company will
need it for its own business.

The cash system of doing business, o1
at least, the curtailment of credit is
fast obtaining in the various lines of
trade on the coast. Following the ac
tion of the merchants, P. Burns & Co
has announced to their customers that
all accounts must be paid by the 20th
of the month. This firm has a large
number of meat shops in towns of Bri-
tish Columbia. and this rule will go in-
to effect in all of them.

The growing of flax, which is to be
undertaken by the Lillooet Flax Com-
pany will mark a step forward in Bri-
tish Columbia’'s industries. This com-
pany, the manager of which is A. Bau-
thier has secured a large tract of bot-
tom land back of Port Haney, thirty
miles from Vancouver, and will re
claim it the operations having already
commenced. After the flax is ready, it
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is proposed to manufacture linen, and
the various by-products, such as lin-
seed oil, etec. Mr. Bauthier, who is an
experienced hand thinks that nowhert
are conditions for flax-growing better
than here.

Charles Woodward, head of the Wood
ward departmental stores, leit this
week on a trip to Europe to make pur-
chases, He will be accompanied to
Montreal by his daughters, Mrs. Fisher
and Miss Woodward, where the latter
will await his return from England.

The Okanagan Flour Mills (o., at
\rmstrong, which has been in liquida-
tion, last week ratified an agreement
whereby the property and assets of the
company are sold to Donald Matheson
Donald Graham, Mark Hill, Thos. Clin
ton and George Parkinson, for the sum
of $35,000. The purchasers assume all
obligations, and agree to discharge the
outstanding liabilities of the company
both before and after liquidation

On Tuesday evening a destructive fire
took place at the factory of the Em
press Manufacturing Company This
company manufactures jam, et wnd
has a large trade in the west. The fire
started in the engine room, between 6.30
and 7 in the evening, and the extract
plant was totally destroyed. The coffee
ind jam plants escaped. The loss is es
timated at $50,000 or $60,000 damage
with $30,000 insurance. The company is
to be commended on its enterprise, for
the next morning work was comymenced
and it is expected that only a week or
ten days will elapse before business is
resumed to meet current demand

The Commercial Travelers’ Conven-
tion, which was held in Vancouver last
week, will mean much to the Canadian
West, both from a commercial and soeial
point of view. Fortunately the weather
was ideal and every arrangement was
carried out. The visitine drummers were
ible to see what a commercial centre
this city is, and were able to appreeci
ate the hearty reeeption tendered them
by the Canadian people. To the loecal
committee all praise is due, for. they
spared no effort or expense to make the
convention a suceess, and the visit of
the outsiders a pleasant one. That they
were thoroughly suceessful is shown by
the enthusiastic way in which the whole
affair passed off and the generous enter
tainment accorded will not be lost

SASKATOON.

June 12.—The state of the groeery
business is very satisfactory at present.
There is room for improvement, how
ever, in eutting down goods given on
time as payments are slow, but the ten
deney is towards a ecash trade all the
time. Two or three of the leading gro-
cers in town who run departmental
stores, have schemes on foot by which
they give each customer a eoupon for
each dollar’s worth of goods purchased.
At a certain time drawings will be held
and prizes awarded to the luecky ecoupon
holders. This induces many to pay cash
who would otherwise not.

Saskatoon is to have a wholesale dis-
tributing warehouse all to itself in a few
months’ time. Last year the A. Maedon-
ald Co., of Winnipeg, opened a braneh
warehouse here, and the business handled
by it has so increased that the company
has deeided to erect a large brick and
stone huilding which will meet the needs
of the trade for some time to come, A,




Macdonald, president of the eompany,
was in town a few days ago, and pur-
chased a site for the building on First
Avenue.

Farmers are now well pleased at the
prospects for a bumper erop this year.
The rain of the last few days has pro-
duced a rapid growth throughout this
distriet. Last year’s wheat is being dis-
posed of as rapidly as eirecumstances will
allow, as the market is drepping all the
time. The Saskatoon Milling Co. report
an average delivery each day.

Freeman & Co. have sold out their gro-
cery business on Twentieth Street, and
have gone to Keppel, Sask., where they
intend earrying on a similar trade. H.
S. Hughes has also disposed of his busi-
ness.

EDMONTON.

June 15—W. B. Lanigan, general
freight agent for the C.P.R. Western
lines, while in the city last week, met a
number of the members of the wholesale
section of the Board of Trade to discuss
with them the question of a reduetion in
the freight rates prevailing on freight
below 100 pounds going out of Edmon-
ton on the C.P.R. Up to the present
time this rate has been higher than a
freight slightly over 100 pounds. This
worked a hardship hoth on the Edmon-
ton manufaeturer or wholesaler and also
on the small retailer in the Edmonton
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distriet. The Edmonton shippers wished
to get the same rate on small freight as
on large eonsignments out of Edmonton.
Mr. Lanigan promised to eonsider the
matter and see if something eould not be
done to improve the freight rates on
small shipments.

A factory for the manufacture of ean-
dies, aerated waters, vinegar, piekles
and sauces may be established in the eity
this summer by a ecompany of loeal men
if the eity council decide to give them
reasonable concessions. At the last
meeting of the eity council J. K. Me-
Donald, on behalf of this eompany, made
application for a site for the faetory,
and other concessions. He stated that
an arrangement whereby the company
might lease a site for three years at six
per cent., with the option of purchase at
the end of that time, would prove satis-
factory.

It is expeeted that the exterior of the
new Griffith packing plant will be eom-
pleted this week, when work on the in-
terior will be pushed with all possible
speed. It is understood that several ear-
loads of machinery are now on the way
and will reach Edmonton in a few
weeks’ time. A great many changes
have been made in the plans as origin-
ally designed, the objeet of this being to
secure a plant of the most-modern type
possible. It is expeected that packing
will be begun some time through the fall,
probably as early as October.

Interesting Ontario Items

Ottawa is Making Large Preparations for all Pure Food Show—Toronto Gro-
cers’ Association Planning for Picnic —Strawberries Plentiful Everywhere.

CHATHAM.

June 15.—The rains of Saturday and
Sunday meant hundreds, probably thou-
sands, of dollars to strawherry growers
in the western peninsula. The outlook
for the crop at the opening of the sea-
son was excellent, but the continued
drought had its inevitable effect upon
the vines. Early last week the first
home grown berries sold for 20e. a box.
On Thursday they were down to 10e.
Saturday saw the price, in response to
the expected falling off of the crop, rise
to 15¢. Saturday night brought heavy
rain, however, and prices are now down
to 10c. again, with a still further fall
in prospect. High prices are good for
the growers—but not much good wken
there are no strawberries.

An addition to the Kent Canning
works, 14 storeys high and 40 x 76 feet
is to be built shortly.

This week a party of Chathamites
leave for the Old Country, among their
number being Mr. and Mrs. John Mec-
Corvie. They will probably be abroad
a month or more.

J. A. Muckle, who has been a member
of the staff of the Bradley store here
since its inception over a year ago, left
to-day for Windsor to accept a position
in W. .J. Cherney’s grocery.

Chatham’s second 5, 10, 15-cent store
was opened on Saturday. S. H. Knox
& Company have followed closely on the
heels of Brewster & Co., and keen rival-

ry is anticipated between the two con-
cerns. The grocery trade is little affect-
ed, however.

There was no quorum at the Retail
Merchants’ meeting last Tuesday even-
ing, the memkers having appareatly
failed to recover from the shock of the
elections. A special meeting will prob-
ably be called in the near future to dis-
cuss house numbering, and the city tele-
phone franchise. Merchants strongly re-
alize the assistance which systematic
house numbering would mean in the
matter of deliveries. The Bell Telephone
franckise expires this year, and there is
talk of competition from independent
lines. The consensus of opinion among
retailers is that there is much room
for improvement in the local system.

The establishment in this city during
the past year of several bottled milk
dairies has created a more or less lucra-
tive side line for grocers, partiecularly
those on the side streets. These grocers
handle the bottled milk, some of them
quite extensively. Many householders do
not take ice during the summer months
and these prefer to take their milk when
they want it from the corner grocer,
who keeps it fresh and cool in his re-
frigerator. Quite a number of customers
have left the dairies and are now taking
through the grocers. Up till about a
vear ago milk was usually sold from
big cans, but the bottle innovation has
proven very popular.
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On June 5, the marriage took place
at the residence of Mr. and Mrs. Hugh
Collins, Raleigh Street, of their eldest
daughter, Miss Nettie Collins, to Chas.
Gonyou of the Pere Marquette. Miss Col-
lins was formerly a valued member of
John MecCorvie & Son’s grocery staff,
and among the many presents were a
couple of beautiful oil paintings from
that firm.

Ridgetown parties have purchased ihe
hall at Cedar Springs, and intend open-
ing a general store in the near future.

OTTAWA.

One of the busy retail centres in On-
tario is Ottawa. Here the grocers have
their business on a firm basis and they
find time to get a surprising amount of
work into their day and yet manage to
enjoy themselves after hours. Travelers
like to strike Ottawa about as well as
any town in Canada, for the groecers
there always have a glad hand and
a cheery word for the man with the
grip. This is not saying that grocers
in other towns are not just as cordial-
but there are so many good fellows in
the Capital that the feeling of good
fellowship seems more pronounced.

Just to keep themselves bright, the
members of the Ottawa Retail Grocers’
Association have undertaken to run a
pure food fair in connection with the
Central Canada Exhibition, whieh takes
place in September.

That it will be a splendid success is
a foregone conclusion. Every man is
working for it and their efforts are
bound to be ecrowned with satisfactor
results. A splendid, large, newly-com-
pleted building at the fair grounds in
Lansdowne Park has been plaeed at
their disposal and already more than
half the space available has been sold.

The retailers have a good argument to
use in talking to possible exhibitors in
that the fair always draws thousands of
people from all around Ottawa, which
swells the attendance at the exhibition
wonderfully. Last year fullv one hun
dred thousand people visited Lansdowne
Park.

It is more than likely, when all a:
rangements are made, that the displa,
of food products this fall will be bette:
than anything of the kind ever seen in
Ottawa. President W. York, Duncan
Bell and H. V. Ellis have been appoint
ed dJdelezates of the assoeciation to the
convention of the Ontario Retail Mer-
chants’ Association, taking place in
Galt this week.

J. C. Tully, paper and twines, has re-
moved from Market Square to I
Nicholas St., where he is in more com-
modious quarters.

Maclure & Langley, Toronto, who
have become over-erowded in their preni-
ises at 154 Pearl Street, are removing
this week to the offices and warehouse
formerly occupied by the Blue Ribbon
Tea Co., at 12 Front Street East. The
change will place them a good deal
nearer the centre of the wholesale sec-
tion, and will also afford needed addi-
tional warehouse space.
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BUSINESS LESSONS FROM A POLI-
TICAL DEFEAT.

The recent eleetion in Ontario is not
without its objeet lesson to business men.
The Whitney Administration was on the
whole a satisfaetory one. It certainly
did better than its political opponents
had declared it would. Baut it was not
without its faults. No pelitical adminis-
tration ever was without them.

But the Opposition Party in the Legis-
lature did not take advantage of the op-
portunities whieh the faults of the Gov-
crnment ereated. It did not wake up
to the opportunities which even the ‘last
awful week’’ afforded until after the
Ifouse had adjourned and some of the
ncwspapers began to stick editorial pins
into them.

Possibly they were meditating on the
tradition of the Liberal Party and hoped
that would earry them through. But
great as is the tradition of the Liberal
Party, and valuable as has been its ser-
vice to the country, it is as little likely
to carry a party into power as political
oratory is to inflate a balloon.

Business is not polities. But busi-
ness men, as well as politicians, must
grasp their opportunities if they are to
win. Opportunities, as the ancient
Greeks typified in their statues, must

be grasped as they appear, not as they
disappear, Neither will tradition alone
serve. To have a good and a long re-
cord in business is not to be scoffed
at. But it is the methods of to-day, not
the aets of yesterday, that are the de-
termining factors of present suceess.

The Liberal Party in the Ontario
Legislature made the fatal mistake of
getting busy at the'eleventh hour and
when opportunity had turned the eorner,
whereas it should have got busy immedi-
ately after the avalanche of January.
1905. Their opponents, on the other hand,
never slept.

Business men should be busy all the
time, not in doing things fitfully and
without method, but with order, method
and continuity.

Eleventh hour conversions may be ef-
fectual. But there is not much saving
grace in eleventh hour developments of
energy in either polities or business.

Trade is at present passing through
a period of quietness. It does not fol-
low, however, that business should be al-
lowed to drift. On the contrary, there
is every reason why it should be push-
ed.

If advertising, acumen, industry and
up-to-date business methods possess
utility for manufacturers, wholesalers
and retailers they should certainly pos-
sess it when trade lags and needs the
impetus which these thin
to impart.

Do not wait for a more econvenient
season or, Micawber-like, until some-
thing turns up, but
it all the time.”’

The business men who keep their ad-
vertisements, their window displays, and
their ideas working eontinuously will be
found far in advance of their competi-
tors when trade wakes up. And it is
certainly showing signs of awakening.

THE NEW CANNED GOODS PRICES.

With the somewhat peeuliar econditions
existing in the eanning industry in Can-
ada at present the new prices for 1908
pack goods, which have been expected
from the Canadian Canners for several
weeks, were awaited with a good deal of
interest and in certain quarters even
some anxiety has been manifest.

It was praectically certain that with
the prospeets for exeellent erops in all
lines of fruits and vegetables consider-
able reduetion would be made and this
was verified when the new prices came
to the trade by means of an advanee
sheet early in the week. Peas at 75e,
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with the old price 92V%e, corn at 85e,
old price 97%%e, and tomatoes at 95e,
old price 1271%5e¢, furnish an idea of the
amount of the drop, and this is praeti-
cally general throughout vegetables, and,
with a few exeeptions, in fruits.
Considering the prospeets for bumper
crops, large pack and eonsequent large
business the prieces on most lines seem
to be fair and about what
Tomatoes, without doubt,
greatest surprise.

Taking into aeeount
the 10 per ecent. trade discount and the
freight charges which must be paid by
the packer, the priece is low, and mem-
bers of the trade express the idea that
very little, if any, money will be made
on these goods at this price.

When it is considered that a large
part of the pack of the independent ean-
ners is tomatoes, this price is regarded
in some quarters as a direet slap at the
independents. What ecourse they will
take as a result is a matter of interesting
inquiry.

While the euriosity of the trade is sat-
isfied to some extent by the announce
ment of the new prices, there yet re-
mains an element of interest as to how
the situation will work out. Tt is said
that large stoeks of last year's pack are
still held in different parts of Canada.
The ecanners will have to provide for
covering the difference in prices, and
this will be no ineonsiderable item.

The situation at present presents op-
portunities for manipulation which
might put the industry in a peeculiar
position so far as the eanners are con-
cerned. It is secarcely ]ll\vl) that these
will be taken advantage of, but there is
the possibility just the same.

In the meantime the retail trade, and,
in most eases, also, the jobbers, looks on
and bides its time. So far as can be
learned, little buying has as yet been
done on the new basis.

AN OBLIGING (?) CUSTOMER.

A retailer in a Western Ontario town
was recently pressed for money. He in
turn began to press his eustomers, some
of whom were considerably in arrears.
One of his eustomers whom he approach-
ed was a wealthy farmer who owed him
$S0.

““I wish,”” he said, ‘“‘that you would
pay me the acecount you owe me. It is
owing nearly a year and I am very much
in need of money.”’

““I can’t pay it now,’
farmer.

‘“Why, you have money in the bank,’’
persisted the retailer.

“‘Yes, I know I have, but it is earning
interest and I ean’t afford to lose the
interest just now. Why don’t you bor-
row? Why, I will lend you money 1f
you want it, at 6 per cent.”’

The conclusion of the matter was that
the farmer lent the retailer $80 at 6 per
cent., but would not pay his aceount.
This is surely a new type of high
finance.

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THE SITUATION IN THE WEST §

The Western Viewpoint, by our Special Winnipeg Correspondent.

Your correspondent has been playing
hooky for the past two weeks but per-
haps your readers have not lost any-
thing thereby for the trip was over near-
ly 500 miles of territory in the north-
western part of Manitoba and Saskat-
chewan, and, as seeing is believing. it
is possible to speak with authority con-
cerning at least a goodly portion of the
crop areas of the West. Anything more
beautiful or promising than the eoun-
try at the present time would be dif-
ficult to imagine. One man who has
spent 35 years on a western farm re-
marked that it would be diffieult to
imagine any day of the present erop
season that ceould have been improved
upon. It is not only that the growth
has been rapid, but the plants are
well stooled and particularly vigorous
and healthy.

Estimates of acreage continue to eome
in from different sources. One of the
most carefully prepared is that of Seere-
tary Fowler, of the Northwest Grain
Dealers Association.  This estimate
places the wheat area at 5,767,000, a
gain of 15 per cent.; oats at 2,607,000,
a gain of 10 per cent.; barley at 855,-
650, a gain of 9 per cent; and flax at
123,420, a gain of 2 per cent. There is
really only one exeeption to be taken
to these figures and that is, that the area
of wheat is too small. The gain is fully
20 per eent. which would run the acre-
age over the 6,000,000 mark. It is, o'f
course, far too early to begin to esti-
mate yields, but it may not be out of
place to remark that the average of the
Jast ten years in the Canadian West had
been nearly 19 bushels to the acre and
should 1908 mark up to the average it
would mean a erop of 114,000,000 bushels.
The West may not reap half that amount
but one thing is ecertain, the present
will be a hard c¢rop to kill, owing to the
extremely favorable conditions under
which it has been planted and the fine
growing weather that has obtained since
seed time.

The wheat market has been material-
ly affected by the promise of bountiful
crops, not only in the Canadian West,
but also in the winter wheat belts and
there has been a serious decline in the
past two weeks, with small recoveries
from time to time. The lower prices have
inereased the export trade materially and
one or two firms have cleaned up pretty
well the last of the low grade wheats
and report an improved demand for
higher grades, but following the plan
of the whole season the moment wheat
reacts to high levels there is a falling
off in the British demand. There has
been the expected increase in receipts
pow that seeding is over but it is nof

expected to last and at the outside the
crop of 1907 will not run over 67,000,000
bushels, which is. however, some 5,000,
000 better than was at one time expeet-
ed, and the bulk of this was marketed
at profitable prices.

All thought and attention now is turn-
ed toward new wheat, but the oat erop
of 1907 is still to be heard from and
it is expected that there will be some
sensational fireworks at the end of June.
One house has bheen trying to work
a corner, a large percentage of their
holdings have been bought at very high
ficures and still the oats continue to
come and it seemed hardly possible with
the present poor consumptive demand
that anything but a fiasco can attend
the elosing of the corner.

There is a marked improvement in
the business situation in the eity, al-
though money is still tight. The letting
of the contract for the new Union De-
pot and the street improvements that
are being rushed by the ecity before ex-
hibition time are absorbing a number
of the unemployed and the whole situa-
tion is better than it has been for some
weeks.

The faet that the erop has such a good
start is encouraging ecountry merchants
to make preparations for increased busi-
ness and this again is reflected in the
wholesale houses. Wholesale hardware
houses, who felt the tight times more
than either grocery or dry goods, report
that May business was up to that of
the same month last year, which was
an exeeptionally leavy one. Stocks in
the eountry, for the reasons above, have
been allowed to run low and though
there is liitle doing in earlot orders
even now there is a steady and increas-
ing trade in less than ear lots. Trade,
too, is much more on 2 ecash basis in
the hardware lines than it was before
the stringeney occurred and this is ecer-
tainly a most satisfaetory state of things.
The faect is, the farmers of the (Canadian
West have met their obligations in such
a way on the short erop of last year
that business men have come to realize
that there 1is very considerable ae-
cumulated wealth in the older settled dis-
triets and it will take something much
more disastrous than one partial failure
of erop to really eripple the West. The
stringeney, however, has had the effeet
of making farmers realize their posi-
tion and the need of paying up store
bills about which they were inelined
to be careless when money was plenty
and eredit good.

So far as Winnipeg is eoncerned, June
has been a month of meetings of all
kinds, in faet, there has been a perfeci
epidemie, the Presbyterian General As
sembly with its 400 commissioners, the
Methodist Conference for the Provinec,
the Anglican Synod, the Women’s Mis
sionary Conventions, and the Grand
Lodge of the Masonie order are just a
few of the things that have brought visit-
ors to the eity in hundreds this month
And truly, the visitors would go far to
find a eity looking more beautiful than
Winnipeg does this year. Boulevards
and trees are alike, a riot of green and
early as it is the earagena hedges ar
a mass of yellow bloom and the irec
honeysuckle and lilaes are all out in
full bloom.

In connection with things to eat in
the West a matter of interest is the
formation of an association of the B.('
fruit growers that takes in 85 per cent.
of all the growers. A determined effort
is being made to capture the Winnipeg
market for all the fruit they can pos-
sibly send and John Coltart has just re-
turned from that provinee, having been
appointed the Winnipeg representative.
To him all the fruit of this associa
tion®* will be shipped so that it will be
possible for the future to keep better
tab on it and note as to the improve
ments in packing. Hood River straw
berries have always been first favorites
here and the B.C. people have suecceed
ed in growing the variety in eertain
parts of that province and have secured
one of the packers from Hood River to
superintend the packing in B.C. this
season. It is expeeted that 20 ears of
B.C. strawberries will reach the Win
nipeg market in the course of the next
few weeks. The few that have alread)
arrived are of excellent quality and have
come forward in good econdition. The
B.C. fruit is noted for its depth of ecolor
as well as for the richness of flavor.

A feature of the present year will
be the erection of buildings on farms.

Interest in groeery ecireles this week
centres on the Canadian Canners’ new
prices for 1908 canned goods, a provi-
sional list of which was furnished to a
number of the jobbers on Monday. With
tomatoes at 95¢, eorn at 85¢ and peas at
7He, the prices seem to be about what the
trade was expecting after the talk there
has been for several weeks concerning
the matter. Some surprise is evidenced
at the price of tomatoes, but various
causes are quoted as eontributing to this
figure. Jobbers seem to be pretty well
satisfied. Local retailers, who might be
expected to get busy under the announce-
ment, are generally holding off, and seem
to be willing to pursue a waiting poliey
in the belief that something further may
oecur before the summer is over.

Business generally continues fair,
though none of the wholesale houses have
been rushed. The situation, however,
seems to be gradually clearing up and
the expectation expressed is that the
good crops promised everywhere in the
country this summer will bring along
good business.

SUGAR—The local market is quiet
and retailers seem to be pursuing the
same hand to mouth policy in buying
that is evident in most other eommodi-
ties.

The general situation has not echanged
materially during the week, beyond a
slight strengthening. The trend of all
markets is slowly upwards, and all indi-
cations point to a continuance of this.

Heavy rains are reported in Cuba and
the erop is practieally ended, the re-
mainder to eome in sight eannot vary
much from 25,000 tons, any additions
held on estates should go to local eon-
sumption to end of year.

THE EGG’'S FOOD VALUE.

Apart “from its convenience to th
housekeeper pressed for time, the egy
has a distinctive food value whicl
should make it part of the daily mem
for every family. A given weight of egy
contains more nourishment than thre
and a half times its weight in milk and
about half its weight in good fat meat

The yolk of an egg is more nourishing
than the white, as it contains much les
water and a large percentage of fat, «
which the white has none.

While the greatest nourishment is t
he had in the raw egg, says the Wash
ington Post, it sometimes proves quit:
indigestible. Many persons are mad:
bilious by eating eggs in any form. Thi
is sometimes counteracted by mixin:
the egg with a little acid, as orang
juice or lemon when used raw, and b
adding the tiniest pinch of soda in eook
ing.

Many persons who cannot eat a sol
boiled egg can digest readily one tha
is cooked for half an hour, though th
usual belief is that this is the most in
digestible form.

A light, well made omelet is probabl
the most easily digested of all cooked
eggs, which is unfortunate, as it i
about the hardest way to prepare them

The idea that one cannot eat eggs i
often but a notion, as has been proved
time and again when an egg and milk
diet is ordered. Occasionally they mak
one quite ilf, in which case the preserib
ing physician can always give a correct
ive.—New York Commercial.
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EFFECTIVE WINDOW DRESSING

Soap Displays in a North Toronto Grocery—The Window as an Advertising
Medium.

During the past couple of months gro-
cery stores in Moiitreal, Toronto, and
throughout Ontario and Quebee have
been displaying attractive windows more
or less similar to the one shown in the
engraving on this page. The displays
have been well worked up and have il-
lustrated several of the points of ideal
window dressing. The windows here il-
lustrated appeared in J. A. Hopkins’
store at the corner of Main and Dover-
court Road, one of Toronto’s most
modern groceries, recently, and attract-
ed a good deal of attention.

W. D. Wilmott, of the MacLaren
(‘heese Co., Toronto, who dressed this
window, and also the others which have

the window dresser, might be mention-
ed. In showing one article they leave an
impression which would not be made by
a number of different articles. It is often
advisable to dress a window occasional-
ly with one line of goods, particularly
if the goods shown are something
special, or something which it is desired
to run off quickly. Again, the windows
are not crowded. Just enough material
has been used to fill the window and to
tell the story of the goods without giv-
ing an impression of overerowding. The
windows too, with the lithographed
posters and border are attractive
enough to cause a second glance from a
passerby.

Since these letters were written the market for low grade teas has declined
about a ha’penny. Is itany wonder? Since I have been in business I have never
had such bad reports from Ceylon.

Now I know that efforts are being made to force as much as possible of
this tea into Canada. Samples of this trash are already being shown. I am
writing this as a note of warning, so any who are tempted by low prices (and
most of us are) will do well to test the teas very carefally, not only from samples
but when the teas arrive as these very poor teas which may appear sound on
arrival may quickly turn sour and prove a total loss.

CHEESE AND BUTTER BULLETIN

Montreal, June 18.
[t was observed some time ago that
the consumption of cheese in England
was falling off. At first the Canadian
shippers” were somewhat skeptical re-
garding sueh a condition but substan-
intive evidence has arrived in this eoun-
ry which goes to prove that such is
cally the condition existing in England.
The Englishman is very constant in
lis tastes and distates and cheese has
dways been one of the foundation stones
' England’s dietetary programme.
Exporters here have been paying.
oeally, 3¢ to }e per lb. more than ean
he bought in England. With not any
oo roseate an outlook for the future
here is the eomforting assurance that
he other sources of cheese in Eng-
and will fall off somewhat before long.
\Ithough the demand is not very large
it present when a shortage prevails it
s expected the Canadian shippers will
vet a chance if their supply is equal to
tlie demand and they may be in a posi-
ion to dietate prices. Up to the present
ime the receipts of cheese have been
isappointing which is due primarily to
shortage of the milk supply. By this
must not be taken that each individual
w is not doing its duty, but there is a
{ccided shortage of eows. With all these
sadvantages it is fair to say that the
ield aceording to the means available
ill ‘be ahead of last year. The attrae-
ve prices which the Australian and
‘cw Zealand houses are offering is di-
rting attention from the Canadian pro-
ict. Advices from the Old Country
port small stoeks. So a little prepara-
n and waiting by Canadian shippers
ay result. In view of the above out-
k, which is rather on the optimistie
le, the words of a gentleman recently
ived from England sound decidedly
| 'ssimistic when he states that ‘‘the
ry of the cheese trade in Canada has
parted and that it has seen its best
vs.”” This gentleman eclaims that the
w Zealand exporters were getting the
st of the market owing to eloser ap-
cation to the English requirements.
iille perhaps this may be a too pessi-
stie view of the situation it may be
d with perfeet certainty that the An-
odean exporters would become a very
ious menace to the Canadian trade if
ertain degree of carelessness of the
«lish requirements which has erept
o the Canadian trade were not elimin-
d. One peculiar incident in the cheese
de may be noted and that is, the loss
1,800 boxes which were going to the
¢lish, without affeeting the market
the slightest degree. This faect goes

to show that the supplies in England
must have been ample and it is also sig-
nificant that Canada so far has shipped
very little, therefore, New Zealand is
keeping- her so well supplied that large
amounts ean disappear indiseriminately
without affecting the market. This faet
certainly contains a warning to the Can-
adian shippers. Shipments of cheese
from Montreal during the last week were
52,881 boxes as compared with 44,555
boxes for the previous week and 73279
boxes for the corresponding week of last
year.

The butter market has been rather
featureless during the week with the
exception of the faet that a large order
from England arrived which immedi-
ately advanced the market }¢ to 3e and
put the market beyond any export busi-

ness. This condition of affairs is un-
fortunate because this immediate stiffen-
ing of prices will drive the English buy-
ers off instead of cultivating the Eng-
lish market. Prices range around 22}e
to 22le. [Exports for the last week
amounted to 1,874 packages as compar-
ed with 1,522 packages for the previous
week. Total shipments since May 1,
3,396 packages as compared with 295
packages for corresponding period of
last year. The above record certainly
compares very favorably with last year
and it seems regrettable this record ean-
not be maintained.

Receipts for the week ending June
13, 1908, were 18,956 packages against
15,424 packages for 1907 for the same
week. For the year 1908 up to date,
36,039 packages as compared with 71.-
939 packages for corresponding period
of last year.

THE PROVISION SITUATION

Toronto, June 17.

There is little new to report in the
situation among Canadian packers this
week. The British market is holding
its own and exhibits no notable features.
It still eontinues well stocked with Danish
bacon and econsequently offers no lively
demand for the Canadian produet. Last
week Danish shipments aggregated 42,-
000, -which is about the average week-
ly deliveries. American shipments, too,
were about as usual and in all mounted
up to 12,000 boxes.

Under these eonditions the Canadian
packers have not kept very busy supply-
ing the export demand. Some bacon
has been going forward, of eourse, but
the shipments have not been at all large.

Loeal demand, however, seems to be
a little more brisk. Packers state that
deliveries have been rather more free
during the week under review and when
it is known that prices offered are from
20 to 30 eents higher than a week ago,
it will be seen that something is offer-
ing stimulation. Part of this may be
accounted for by the faet that a higher
Ameriean market is drawing off some of
the goods which have been coming to
this market. It is said, too, that the
opening of the north shore distriet by
means of the new C.P.R. line will mean
cousiderable new business in provisions
as heretofore shipping faecilities to the
distriets were poor. This will reflect, of
course, particularly to the benefit of To-
ronto packing houses.

Prices offered for hogs this week are
$6.10 f.o.b. and $6.35 off ears at fae-
tory.
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Conditions prevalent in the Ameriean
market are summarized in the follow-
ing paragraph from the New York Jour-
nal of Commerce:

**The past week has witnessed quite a
change in the speculative market for hog
produets. Receipts of hogs were a little
lighter and prices higher, but not light,
except at the eentres where floods have
blocked railway transportation. Kansas
City being practically shut off. But there
has been a great deal of bull talk in the
air, notwithstanding stoeks are still large
and not deereasing to any extent and
consumption is still small and not in-
creasing. Shorts have been the chief
buyers on the advance, after the packers
started it, and the latter have been the
chief sellers after it began, looking very
much as if they have worked up this
boom to sell futures, notwithstanding
they are predieting lighter run of sum-
mer hogs. Cash demand ecertainly did
not come in at the advance and it looks
like a speculative movement, started by
the packers and as they are the chief
holders of the stock the conelusion is
natural that they want to sell and they
have been unable to do so.

As to the hog supply there is no evi-
dence that it i1s likely to run lighter
than usunal, exeept that the average
weight of hogs is falling off and has
been for some time past, indicating pre-
mature marketing, as prices of hogs
are high and should induce feeding. But
corn is relatively higher than hogs and has
been for months and this may, together
with the Government’s overestimate of
corn back in farmers’ hands, be suf-

BEST SEASON FOR QUARTER
OENTURY.

Large Catches in Nova Scotia Fisheries
Aid General Business.

The present season is turning out
splendidly for the fisheries of Nova Seco-
tia, as is evidenced in the following let-
ter, which came in this week from a cor-
respundent of The Grocer in Halifax.
He says: ““The fishermen of the pro
vince are reaping a bountiful harvest
this season. All along the coast enor-
mous catches are being made of mack-
erel, and on the Banks the catches of
cod and haddock are very large. At
some points on the coast the mackerel
fishing is unprecedented. The buyers of
fresh fish have more than they ecan
handle and they have refused to pur
chase any more. The fishermen, in con
sequence, have been obliged to salt the
fish down. At Arichat and the fishing
settlements along Chebucto Bay, the
supply of barrels and salt became ex
hausted, so large were the ecatches. Dur-
ing the present week nineteen vessels of
the Lunenburg fleet arrived at their
home purt from the Banks, bringing
in over 15,000 quintals of fish, valued at
nearly 7‘100 000. The prosperity of the
fisheries makes business good all round
and the present season so far is the best
for a quarter of a century.

LOBSTERS GROWING SCARCER.

A correspondent of the Fishing Ga-
zette on the coast of Maine says ‘‘that
notwithstanding the statistics of pro-
duction the men in the business know
that lobsters are growing scarcer each
year. The statistics of the annual
catch do not reveal all the facts.
Thirty years ago lobster fishing on the
Maine coast was confined to the inside
grounds, or from three to five miles
from shore. Then only rowboats and
sailboats were used and no man could
tend more than forty pots. For a pol
not only must be lifted each day to see
if it contains lobsters, but it must be
moved around constantly to find the
places where lohsters are plentiful. To
day, with gasoline hoats, the outer field
is used more than the inner field. Some
catchers go out as far as fifteen miles
and fish in thirty-five fathoms of water
Moreover, a man will tend one hundred
pots, owing to the rapid movements ol
the gasoline boat. Thus the volume ol
lobsters is kept up by improved methods
and increased labor, so the statistics of
the annual catch are not proof that th:
supply is not becoming exhausted.”

chemieally pure, nourishing and health-
ful.

The lard is recognized as a mixivre
of cotton oil and beef stearine, and pro-
duces a vegetable produet that is un-
l'l|li2|”(‘ll.

Having the indorsement of leading
physicians. the cooking oil.  whieh s
made  strietly  without smell or taste,
ranks high for the use of persons suffer-
e from indigestion or weak stomaghs.

Prior to the enaetment of the United
Niaies Pure Food Law eotton seed oil
was exported nr large quantities and re-
turned to Ameriea as olive oil, having
had 20 per eent. of olive oil mixed with
it, and then sold at the price of pure
olive oil. The profit to the adulterators
on the other side was enormous, as the
cotton oil seld for 46 eents a eallon, as
against $2 a gallon for olive oil.

Pure eotton seed oil, as obtainable to-
day under the protection of the Pure
Food Aet, is preferred for salad pur-
poses to olive oil, it being readily as-
similated and of lasting henefit to weak
stomachs.

Stearine, which eomes from the press-
ing of salad oil under ice, is a natural
butter by its consistency and taste.
Nearly all of this is sold in Holland to
manufacturers of butterine, who ship it
to England, where it has a large sale.

Toilet soaps of the highest grade, the
use of which imparts to the flesh the
softness and smoothness of the babe’s
cheek, are made of oil from the seed
that was thirty years ago looked upon
as worthless,

Cotton seed meal with its agreeable
nutty flavor, is, from the agrienlturist’s
point of view, the most important, be-
catise it has proved the best food for live
stoeck. It enriches the produet of the
dairy and imparts to . the cattle the
smooth, sleek, glossy hide so highly
prized by dairymen who take pride in
the appearance of their stoek.

Thousands of tons of cotton seed meal
are used annually by tobaeeo growers
and planters in the Conneeticut Valley,
New England States, Pennsylvania, Vir-
cinia and wherever the prized weed is
cultivated.

A fine, light-eolored leaft that com-
mands the highest price results from the
nse of the eotton seed meal, and the
most suecessful  tobaceo  growers sow
prime cotton seed meal on their land
hroadeast immediately after plonghing.
