ATTEMPTED ASSASSINATION.
The Emperor of Germany again fired
upon—Iie receives a charge of shot—

The Assassin a Socialist Doector—His

Majesty severely wounded — Great

consternation in Berlin.

Berlin, June 2.—While the Emperor
was taking a drive, at 2.30 o’clock this
afternoon, some shots were fired at him.
The Emperor was wounded in one arm
and one cheek by buckshot and small
shot. The would-be-assassin is Dr. Nobe-
ling, occupying apartments at No. 18
Unter den Linden. When his door was
forced open he fired upon and wounded
the hotel-keeper and tried to commit
suicide, but was secured. The Emperor’s
personal attendant jumped into the
carringe and supported the Emperor
until the carriage reached the palace.
The Emperor was conveyed to bed and
several grains of shot extracted, causing
great loss of blood. The Emperor suffer-
ed great pain, but never lost conscious-
ness,

The following is official: Nobeling
fired twice with a double-barrelled gun.
The Emperor 1eceived about thirty
small shot in his face, head, both
arms and back, but by 6 o'clock this
evening his general condition had already
improved in a satisfactory manner. An
immense crowd from all parts of the city
thronged into the Avenue Unter den
Linden on the news becoming known.
assassin is named Karl Edward
Nobeling, a native of Kulno, near Biar-
baum, aged 32. He is aresident of Berlin,
doctor of philology, agriculturist, and an
habitue of the Democratic Social Clubs.
A quantity of arms was found in his
apartments. He fired on the persons
attempting to arrest him with ready-
loaded revolver and then inflicted severe
wounds on his own head. A strong
escort of police barely sufficed to pro-
tect Nobeling from the mob. Nobeling
confessed that he cherished the murder-
ous design eight days, because he con-
sidered the Emperor’'s removal would be
a public benefit.

Berlin June 4.—An official bulletin,
issued at 10 o'clock, says the Emperor
has been free from pain this evening.
During the day he repeatedly slept
calinly, and took nourishment with some
appetite.

When the enraged populace broke
into Nobeling's apartment at Unter den
Linden he discharged two chambers of a
revolver at them. Herr Holtfeur, an
inn keeper, was severely wounded. The
crowd sceing the latter bleeding, suppos-
ed he was the assassin, and fell upon
him with great fury. His life is des-
paired of. After his second shot Nobel-
ing was instantly placed in a prison van.
As the driver drove rapidly through the
archway, at the entrance of the house,
his head struck against the archway with
such violence that his neck was dislocat-
ed, and he died.

The
collision was undoubtedly caused by the
Keenig Wilhelm porting her helm too
suddenly.”

The First Lord of the Admiralty,in his
statement in the Commons to-day, con-
firms the report that the collision oc-
curred while the Grosser Kurfurst was
endeavoring to avoid the merchantman.
He said the dock was preparing at Ports-
mouth for the reception of the Keenig
Wilhelm.

Two of the men who were rescued died
from exhaustion on board the Preussen.
Eye witnesses of the disaster say the
Preussen did not lower any boats, and
that nobody was visible in the water half
an hour after the Grosser Kurfurst foun- |
dered.

The Pall Mall Gazetfe says: Of the
500 men on the Grosser Kurfurst, about
210 were saved, including 13 officers and
the captain. The Keenig Wilhelm, which
was leading the squadron, put her helm
hard about to avoid a Norwegian bark cros-
sing the steamers bows. The Grosser Kur-
furst also ported her helm, but not suffici-
ently hard ; hence the disaster.

Pablic School Board.

At the regular monthly meeting of tiie
Listowel board of Public 8chool trustees
on Tuesday evening, the members were
all present ; Rev. J. W. Bell, and Messrs.
Freeman and Campbell, members of the
High School board, were also. present by
invitation, An account of Thos. Pether-
ick for glass, $4.78, was passed, and an
account of E. Kilmer laid over. Copy of a
resolution from Town Council was read, to
the effect that in their opinion it was to
the interest of the town that the Public
School board should convey the old school
site to the town, instead of to the High
School board. Considerable discussion
took place on the question, $he chairman
and Messrs. Martin and Fennell, favoring
handing over the property to: the High
School bounl,aml{)lml a motion prepared
to that effect. Messrs. Towner, Mcll-
wraith and Bradley opposed the motion,
and had an amendment prepared; but
before either amendment or motion was
put, the latter named gentlemen left the
meeting. No further action was taken
for want of a quorum.

Town Council.

Council met in regularsession on Mon-
day evening, 3rd inst. His worship
Mayor Scott presiding.

Hacking, seconded by Austin, that J.
M. & A. Climie be paid $200 on account
of lumber—Carried. The treasurer's
statement for the past month was laid
on the table, showing a balance on hand
of $226.80. The report of Finance com-
mittee, recommending the payment of
several accounts, was onamotion received
and adopted. Moved by J. A. Hacking,
seconded by Dr. Dillabough, that the
Mayor, Reeve, and councillors Freeman,
Towner, and Binning be and compose the
Court of Revision for the year 1878, and
that the first sitting be held in the Coun-
cil chamber on Thursday the 27th day of
June inst., and that due notice be given
in the Banner and Sraxparp—Carried.
It was moved by D. D. Hay, geconded by
J. A. Hacking, that the mayor be author-
ed to correspond with the County
Council of Huron, urging that body to
make a grant inaidof graveling the town
line from Molesworth west to the cros-
sing of the gravel road leading to Sea-
forth—Carried. A petition, previously
laid over, was read from the fire brigade,
respecting increased accommodation for
the engine and hook and ladder com-
pany, the present engine.house being
entirely too small for engine alone, and
quite unsuited for the purpose. An offer
having been received from Mr. W. C.
Smith to erect a building suitable for an
engine house, hose tower and council
chamber, and rent the same to the coun-
cil for the sum of $200 per year, it was
moved by J. A. Hacking, seconded by
Dr. Dillabough, that- a committee com-
{maml of Dr. Nichol, Austin, Dr. Dilla-
»ough, Towner, the Mayor and Reeve, be
appointed to interview W.C. Smith in
regard to securing an engine house, and
report at next meeting of council. Un
motion, a committee was appointed to
investigate and report on the advisability
of having the bodies removed from the
old burying ground in the cast ward to
some other locality, and alfo to take
such advice as is necessary as to the
legal bearing of the matter. It was
moved by D.D. Hay, seconded by Dr.
Dillabough, that in our opinion the pub-
lic interest would be promoted by the
retention of the common school property
by the town,and that the common school
board are hereby respectfully asked to
make a conveyance to the town of the
property in question—Carried. It was
moved by G. Towner, seconded by J.
Heppler, that a committee composed of
the following members of the council
wait upon the school board with a copy
of the previous resolution and request a
compliance therewith, John Binning, D.
D. Hay, Dr. Dillabough and Jacob Hep-
pler. The yeas and nays being taken,
the motion was negatived by the casting
vote of the mayor. Council then ad-
journed.

PITCHER PLANTS.

For the BTANDARD.

Perhaps most of the readers of the STADARD
are aware thal some species of the very inter-,
esting genus of “ Pitcher Plants ™ are natives
of Canada, yet' few” may know that asmall-
but very beautiful specimen of this genera of
Canadian flowers is to be found in the woods
pear Listowel. Such, however, is the case ;
and as some account of the slipper-like flower
may be of interest to the admirers of Cana-
dian botany, I will attempt to describe it.

e most attractive feature of this wild wood
plant is its flower,which is about an inch long,
and shaped much like the shoe of a €hinese
woman. The color of the flower is yellow,the
inside belng rked with lines of brown, and
{h size It would contain abouta thimbleful of
matter. This flower hangs gracefully from
the top of the plant stem, and at its junetion,
or what may be called the  heel ” of the slip-
per, are one or two tongue-gshaped petals, cov-
ering two small seeds. The stalk of the plant
is over a foot in height, the leaves aré¢ of a
light green hue, four or five in number, and
in shape and appearance much resemble the

lantain, the ribs ranning from stem to point
rlke the lines of longitude on a hemisphere.
The largest leaves are towards the ground ;
there are several inches between each leaf
those towards the top of the stem are quite
