Le Roi—A 40-drill Rand compressor of
the latest type has been ordered and will
be placed end on to the present Black
Bear compressor, giving the combined
plant, when completed, a capacity of S0
drills, and making one of the most effi-
cient compressor plants in the world. The
whole plant will be completed and in run-
ning order in about five months’ time. 1t
is intended to pipe all the other B. A C.
properties except the Columbia-Kootenay,
and to supply them with power from this
source until further power is needed.
Twenty-five Rand drills of a large type
have been ordered to replace 20 drills now
working in the mine. Only Rand drills
will be used in the Le Roi in future. A
Jeansville pump has  been  or-
dered for the Le Roi. All
the water in the mine will be
drained into the 900-foot level and raised
to the surface from this point by tae
pump in question. Three new pumps of
the same make have arrived here and
have been put in place on the No. 1, Nick-
el Plate and Great Western.

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The Le Roi Compsany Orders an Ad-
ditionz! Compressor.

IT WILLECOST ABOUT $60,000

The Miners in the Vicinity of Silverton kHave
Receded From Their Position in Relation
to Contracts—They Will Now Accept Work
Under Contract.

With the deepening of the Le Roi work-
ings, and for the exploration of the Black
Bear claim, it has been found that the
present plant at the Le Roi is inadequate.
It has at present a compressor capacity
for 50 drills, and these are to be increased
by 40, which will give the mine a capa-
city of 90 drills. In order to have air for
the purpose of driving 90 drills, an ad-
ditional compressor, with a capacity of 10
drills will be necessary. This was or-
dered yesterday from the Jenckes Machine
company.

According
to latest advices Mr. J. H. Turner has
been criticizing the new jesue—on the
principal apparently that the - “QOuts”
should go for the “Ins.”? Well, I cannot
compliment him on his attack.. on. the
government. His whole letter bristles
with absurdities, and, I fancy, glaring in-
accuracies. He talks about the new loan
having been “hawked about.” The oniy
“hawking about,” as he calls it, was the
making of the necessary arrangements for
the underwriting. Did Mr. Turner nNever
have any experience of underwriting in
his time, or having to give guarantees
that he would not issue another loan for
three years? He talks about having
“forced the credit of British Columbia
up to £103” Did he think that the gov-
ernment was going to get from the pub-
lic a price only a few points under that
granted for Consols and higher than that
obtaining for the Dominion of Canada
three per cent registered and inseribed
loan? As & matter of fact, and Mr. Tue-
ner knows it quite well, that price—102
he calls it—it was really 105 for a few
weeks or so—was purely artificial and
caused by purchases made on behalf of
the sinking fund.

Does it not also show increased confidence
in the present government that Englisn
financiers should be found willing to lend
it the money required to liquidate the
enormous legacy of debt left it by its pre-
decessors in office? Mr. Turner refers fto
the damage cused to British Columbian
credit in London by the new government,
but where are his proofs? Assertion is
not argument. Mr. Turner could oniy
raise his last loan by giving guarantees
that he would not borrow any 1mote
money for three years from July Ist,
1895. No such stipulation was exacted
from the present government, who couald
jssue anothér loan tomorrow if it liked.
Tt would, therefore, rather look as if the
present government, enjoyed quite as much
of the dconfidence of London financiers as
did M. Turner and his colleagues. See-
ing that 'the present government has
managed to® borrow more cheaply than
Mr. Turner could do, even although the
money market was much more favorable
to him in 1895 than it was to Mr. Cotton
in 1899, and that it has had to give no

harantee whatever as to future borrow-
ing, it has done very well, and it can ai-
ford to ignore the jibes of a disappointed
ex-premier.

MORE POLICE INVESTIGATION
FIVE WITNESSES EXAMINED—AN.
OTHER SESSION TONIGHT.

The Books of the International—An Ex
Provincial Constable—Lessees of Card

Rooms—An Ex-Mayor.

The adjourned police investigation open:
ed Fhursday night at the city offices at 3
o’clock,Nthe Mayor and Mr. W. F. AMe;
Neill presiding. Five witnesses were ex-
amined, the evidence for the most part be-

ing unimportant. Counsel for the prose-
cution stated that he desired to further
examine Mr. Klockman before closing his
case. The mayor stated that the city so-
licitor, having a copy of all the evidcnez
before him, had advised the commission-
ers that their ruling regarding Mr. Klock-
man’s evidence at the last sitting was a
proper one in his opmion. Mr. Klock-
mann will not have to answer the ques-
tion put to him and objected to on that
occasion.

Mr. MacNeill called as his first witness
John 8. Holland, theatrical manager of

gaged by Mr. Klockman; he was pad
partly by profit and partly Ly salary. He
did not know who composi the Interna-
tional Hotel company, ur \heller they
owned the music ball i'e bLelieved Bl
Klockmann was the president of the com-
pany, but knew nothing of the other ofii-
cers.

He produced the books ot the music hall,
but declined to make public the contents
of private affairs. Mr. Macdonald said his
learned friend must connect the contents
of the books with the matiers now being
investigated, otherwise the witness was
not compelled to produce and show the
books to the commissioners.” Mr. Holland
detailed the books he produced, and de-
scribed his methods of book-keeping. Ile
had no entries regarding the gambling
room, and had no connection with that
branch of the business. Witness said he
knew the chief and Officer McFee, but
had not paid them or any other per-
son connected with the police, any mon-
ey. Nothing came of Mr. MacNeill’s in-
spection of the books, and the witness
was excused without further question,
taking his books with him.

William Morrison, a miner, at present
out of work since last November, testi-
fied that he had worked at the Interna-
tional club rooms in charge of the gam-
bling rooms from March last until two
months ago, in all four months. He was
a tenant and had paid Mr. Klockmann
various sums a month for rent. He had
been hauled up by the police on two oc-
casions and fined $75 and $50. He was
fined on both occasions for playing poker,
He had never been ordered to leave the
town by the police. When he left the
International he got the: value of the
checks and table coverings, about $80,
from his successor. The police knew of
the games being carred on. He kept no
books. Never paid any money to. the
chief or Mitchell, nor had they ever ask-
ed him for money, He had not. run
| games ﬁ’l;‘g’gny.,;othei‘j, use in Rossland be-
cause it would not pay. Robert Barr
had suggested the starting of a game, but
he asked too much and the matter drop-
ped. The police never at any time ad-
vised him to leave town. To Mr. Mac-
donald the witness said the talk with
Barr was in February. He was fined in
February for playing cards. He went in-
to the International in March. The
police had shown him no favors, but had
been very strict with him.

Harry P. Jones, a miner by ecalling, but
engaged in running the card room at the
International at present, testified that he
paid Mr. Klockmann $200 a month rent
for the card room and kept all profits
made himself. Had never been arrested
or fined for gambling or for anything
else. He never paid the chief—who he
knew well—Mitchell or an other person
connected with the police, any money.
He had never seen or heard of any of
the policemen gambling. He did not
know of any money being paid to police
officials. Mr. Macdonald asked no ques-
tions and the witness departed.

James Albert Webb, a grocer, said he
had been engaged as special constable at
the International for the city in  the
spring of 1897 for four months. Gambling
was being carried on at this time, in-
cluding faro, roulette, poker and black
jack. Mr. Manly was running the house
at this time. On one occasion in 1807
the gambling material was moved out of
the room in the International and only
the ordinary poker game was carried on.
The same night a raid was made. The
man in charge of the billiard table told
him he knew of the raid. He was never
told he had to stand in with the chief.
His place on the force was taken by
Mitchell. The barkeeper said they could
not buck against the chief and Mitchell
toox his place. To Mr. Macdonald the
witness said at the time of the raid he
\ knew nothing of it. If the mayor at that

time (Mayor Scott) let out the secret he
knew nothing of it. He knew nothing
| against the chief about his being corrupt
or otherwise.

The city clerk and the chief explained
the books kept in connection with .ae
! police court. The chiet declined to pro-
| duce a book showing reports made by
ithg force to him, but the commissioners
l directed the production and the chief
i handed in the docket in question. The
I gaid that any particular

| commissioners
!entry might be referred to, otherwise the
| book was mnot to be open to the public
i generally, as it was not in the interest of
‘justi‘ce that matters out side of the in-
|vest1gation should be made public. In
| any case the book in question was always
| open to the police commissioners.

4 YWHY MACHINERY HAS ' GONE UP.

Ve

There has been considerable of an ad-

vance in the price of mining machinery,
and . there may be some :safisfaction in
knowing that the cost of other sorts of
machinery has gone “ap too. The*cause
of the advance is principally due “to the
fact that the price of the raw material
used in the comstruction ~ of all sorts
of machine plants has.  advanced , from
40 to 85 per cent. The dewrul for some
forms of the raw material has been =0
great that it is impossible to get it with-
out an extremely long wait. Take cru-
cible stgele, for instance. The makers of
compressor plants use this material for
some of the.parts. The factories .which
turn out this form of steel when an or-
der is sent to them for a certain quantity
say, ‘“we will take your order but cannot
deliver for another /six months, or per-
haps a year.” The result is that the fac-
tories making compressor plants have to
use a less suitable material
ore close down, and it is a
common thing for some -factories to
shut down for a time while awaiting the
arrival of material. A local agent for a
large machine house declared that he
could sell enough compressor plants in
British Columbia to operate 1,000 drills,
provided he could guarantee 1mmediate
delivery. As it is, the company which
orders a compressor plant has to wait
from three to four months before it can
be delivered. The 40-drill compressor
plant which was ordered by the Le Roi
company yesterday, is to be placed on
the cars at the factory in four menths. As
it will be two weeks in transit, and as its
erection will occupy at least two weeks
and perhaps longer, it will be a matter of
at least five months before this plant wiil
be in operation. Such delays are vexa-

tions, but undey” the existing condition
of "affairs, cannot be helped.

As a matter of
fact he was brought from Chicago ‘to take
part in ‘a comedy planned by Heinze. He
had the manager of one of the great Can
adian banks come over and visit Butte at
the same time, and during the auction
the bank manager stood by Maginnis and
occasionally nodded a grave approval to a
whispered question of Maginnis’. The
Bostonians knew nothing of the comedy,
and bid very eagerly against Daly an
Heinze and his ally, the great Canadian
bank. Heinze stood by grave and serious
and watched the bidding with the face of
a sphynx. He wanted to unload his one-
sixth interest on the Bostonians at the
highest figure possible, and to his amaze-
ment he saw them bid up to $601,007.
Then, according to a prearranged signal,
he dashed his cigar on the stone steps of
the court. house, and Maginnis and Flana-
gan let the Michael Davitt go to the Bos-
tonians. _ ¥

Heinze received $100,000 on his $15,000
investment, and the carelessness of the
Boston & Montana management in not
picking up this interest put a clear $85,-
000 into Heinze's pocket. The story of
this little comedy is thoroughly enjoyed
throughout the mining camps of the west,
though it may not make a pleasant read-
ing for the New York and Boston stock-
holders of the Butte & Boston.

HOW THE ORES ARE REDUCED.

TS A
Outline of the Metallurgy of Chalcopyrite
Ores of Rossland.

Mr. John M. Haley of this city; wha
was employed at the Trail smelter, has, at
the request of The Miner, furnished the
following account of the metallurgy of
the chalcopyrite ores of the Trail Creek
division.

Metallurgy is the art of extracting met-
als from their ores and preparing them
for the use of the artizan and the manu-
facturer.

The history of this art dates from the
most remote antiquity, and its funda-
mental principles had been discovered and
applied to the wants of mankind long be-
fore the existence of the sciences, by aid
of which their operations have since been
explained. After two years of practical
experience, including the assay office, the
refinery and the blast furnaces, 1 will
herewith- submit a brief outline of the
operations, including subsequent refining
by the Oxidation process at Trail, B. C.

The ore is first sampled and
then  assayed to  determine  its
exact value and composition. On the as-
say value of the precious metals the mine
owners are paid, and the composition of
the ore assists the metallurgist in the
caleulation of -his charge. When the anal-
ysis are received the percentage of 4the
sulphur and arsenic are noted. Both ele-
ments, if present in more than an allow-
able quantity, are calcined or roasted, and
the methods employed are the following:

roast if they carry sulphur over 15 per
cent. Hand roasters and O’Hara’s are best
adapted to fine ore or granulated matte.
After consideration of the above the met-
allurgist calculates his charge, consisting
usually on these ores of one ton of raw
ore charged, in 1,000-pound lots with fuel
and flux; that is, lime rock CaO and
coke at both ends of the furnace, also a
charge of heap roast with fuel and flux
added proportionately. The molten mass
c?f slag and ‘matte flows from the furnace
into a receiver, where ‘it is separated by
specific gravity. The slag being the lighter
comes to the top and flows off into a
launder, where it is granulated by a strong
heaéiteo.f ;ate:d and washed away.

§1m..llar to the slag, only the water carries
it into a settling tank, from which it is
raised by cup conveyers into a bin and
transferred to the O’Hara and hand
roasters to be calcined. This calcine does
not carry over 5 per cent of sulphur, and
Yvhen the operation is tinished the calcine
is charged with given quantities of fuel
and flux, and sometimes heap-roast is ad-
ded to 1.:his charge. The metal produced
from this charge carries from 55 to 63
per cent copper, 27 to 34 ounces gold and
54 to 67 ounces silver per ton. This metai
is now shipped to the states or refined at
the works.
Refining.

The product from the furnaces is first
conyerted t into blister copper. About
one-thirtieth of your charge, when the
matte reaches the right grade, comes
dovfn as ' copper bottom. Rethrow this
again from the matte to purify it, and this
alloy of gold and copper, assaying 709
,ounces of gold per tonm, is taken to the re-
\finery, .Where it charged with the same
grade in a furnace, the bottom of which
has been saturated with pure copper to
prevent it absorbing too much value.Ths
charge is fused, skimmed, and then tap-
ped and granulated into water, making
a l}ollow spherical shot. Charge this
again into the furnace, calcine, and when
sufficient amount of copper is oxidized,
add a given quantity of dry silicious gold
ore; this slags the impurities forming
silicates and oxides of copper. When tus-
ed, skim, raise the heat a little, and tap
;the product, or the gold-copper alloy as-
saying 7,000 ounces gold per ton. Granu-
late this alloy and refine with sulphur
‘In 'reﬁning sulphur the sulphur
».camlzmes with the copper, form-
,ing a copper sulphide, and the gold
remains with the alloy and is shipped to
the mint at 800 to 960 fine.

The granulations from the 7,000 ounces.
Alloy can be alloyed with silver, thereby
producing a gold-silver-copper alloy of
‘known value. This alloy is poured in a

The
acid is prevented from becoming too con-
centrated by addition of dilute acid when
necessary. The solution. in the gots is
now drawn off by means.of a lead syphon
into the silver tanks (which are lined
with lead) until the acid solution becomes
cloudy.  Then it is stopped, as sthe gold
is liable to be drawn over with the acid
into the silver tanks. The residue that
remains after the acid is syphoned off,

also the metallic gold containing a litte
silver, is transferred to a lead-lined tray,
where the acid is diluted and boiled by
steam to dissolve the. sulphates.

A workman
now enters the tank, and with a copper
chisel detaches the crystals adhering 1o
the sides. These crystals are dissolved in
pure water and re-criptallized. the mother
liquor heing eventually added to the first
liguor from the precipitating tanks. When
the liquor becomes over-charged with iron
the copper is precipitated with ~ metallic
iron. This can also be done with the s2-
lution from the silver tanks if one does
not care to make blue stone.
