THE CHILDREN'’S AID,

The twentieth aonual report'of the
Brantford branch of the - Children’s
Aid Society tells in facts and figures
the great work accomplished.

stupor. ‘The child, more dead than
alive, from the: long continued ne-
glect, was ®moved to the Shelter and
afterwards made a ward of the So*
ciety. Under the kind and tendercare
she received she soon developed: into
a fine child, '‘and now is in a good
christian home and very much ad-
mired by all.

Another home was visited here on
sevenal occasions, and warned of their
neglect, . but the improvement was
only tempogary. . Finally “two_ child-
ren were given ‘to. our care, the
yotinger ‘being ‘in a wvery ‘sick condi-
tion :but we. weré rewarded by thef:
child’s returpn to health and: she, -too,
is in 'a’ good home where she receives
every ‘attention and is the lady - of
the house. Her sister also has been
I am also pleased to
report the marrage of four of our
girls who have homes of their own
and are happy and prosperous.”
