‘‘“There are several needed reforms in
legislation, and most particularly is
this true in the matter of bonding Cana-
dian goods through the port of Skag-
way. Unless the government tukes some
steps in this matter at once, it will
work detrimentally to the district from
a commercial standpoint.

‘“‘While in Skagway, I got somewhat
acquainted with the conditions result-
ing from goods from Vancouver passing
through that port in bond free, degtined
for Dawson, This is a matter that no
stone, here in Seattie, should be left
unturned to change. It has so far re-
sulted in putting Skagway to a great |
disadvantage commercially. The Cana-
dian Pacific railway can buy goods in
the East, at eastern prices, ship them |
over its own line to Vancouver and over
its navigation lines to Skagway,through
there in bond free, and over. the rail
way and navigation liues to Dawson and |
the Yukon district. When these goods |
are landed at their destination, they can
be sold cheaper than the Skagway mu-l‘
chants can sell them. Hence Skagway 3
has had practically ull her trade with | {
interior points taken away from her. |2
The citizens there are now seeking some
measure of relief from this condition, ‘
and are greatly disappointed to have |
the authorities at Washington, D, C.,
so indifferent to their appeals.
