The engineers and firemen of both
trains jumped before the collision and
escaped unhurt.

~Conductor: E. H. Cooke, of the spec-
ial train, received the worst injuries.
It is not known how serious these are
but he seems to be injured internally.

Brakeman James McDiarmid was
slightly injured about the head, and
Ralph Campbell, a porter on the press
car, was slightly hurt in the back.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier and all the rest
of the party and train hands on both
trains escaped umhurt.

Scene of Accident

The accident took - place about ex-
actly midway between Regina and
Moose Jaw, between the® stations of
Pense and Belle Plaine. The freight
train left Regina at 7.40 p.m., and'the
Laurier special left Moose aw almost
precisely at, 8 pm. The special was
running as the second section of No.
96. Hon. G. P. Graham, Ministef of
Railways, says the train was running
about forty miles per hour before the
brakes were put on. It had just climb-
ed a grade, and was putting on speed.
The newspaper men, who were sitting
in their car, some in the smoking
room, and the rest listening to the
gramophone in the main part of the
car, were thrown head over heels
sprawling on tha floor.

GOLD RUSH
AT THE PAS

Gold Found on a Ridge of
Black Sand in a Dense
Swamp—Many Claims Are
Staked by Prospectors

THE PAS, Keewatin, Aug. 5.—~Th’ere
is considerable excitement here and at

Etionmami, or Hudson Bay Junction
as it is now called, over the new gold

find near here. Comparing it with
Sther discoveries it is very easy of
access, as it is situated only thirteen’
miles north of=the junction of the
Pas Mission line and six miles east.

It is on a small ridge practically in
the middle of a mhskeg. After leaving
the track one has to walk up to one’s

waist almost in water and grass to
reach it. The find was discovered in
cather an odd way, as these things
usunally are. Two hunters who happen-
ed to be out after game stopped and
camped at an old fashioned shack.

The put up a small stove which had
no legs and not wishing to burn the
floor, one of them went out and got
a pail of sand and spread it under
the stove. The other hunter, being
somewhat of a prospector, noticed at
onee that it was different to the usual
sand and was eager to know if there
was any quantity of it. He prospected
around and found a long ridge of it.

Had samples Assayed

He then began to send samples off
to be assayed, the result of the first
being thirty dollars to the ton, the sec
ond forty and the third fifty. Other
samples have been forwarded but the
results are not yet known. It was
after the result*of the third sample
‘was known that the rush commenced,
and people from Prince Albert and all
other points along the line began to
arrive.
Almost every body here has the gold
fever more or-.less and many have
left for the scene by handcar as there
is only one train a week on the Pas
Mission line and the fact that people
not accustomed to the bush are lia-
ble to get lost does not seem to act in
a deterrent in any way. :
The result of the latest assay is
awaited with the greatest eagerness,
and though it is possible that the find
will prove to be another Lac la Ronge
many people expect bigger things. The
rush has only just commenced and is
likely to continue for some time.

Getting Used to It.

People at The Pas are getting used
to these supposed gold finds. =~ There
have been numerous prospector in this
part of the country for the last ' two
years. They take out bags of quartz
samples and are always going to.Te-
turn, but the great drawback is lack
of transportation. Some valuable land
has been staked north of here, but be
ing in such inactessable places it
would take untold wealth to woik tho
claims.

The last find nere is coal which has
been found in the Pas Mountain. This
is about 90-miles southwest of The Pas
from the Carrot river. A large number
of people have been out and staked the
claims, but it is not certain yet that
they have the right thing. Anyway the
peoplé who know something about the
coal showing,s say that they have it
there. It is rather a difficult place to
get into, so that the deposit will have
to be well worth it to pay for work-
ing. But those who have staked, in-
cluding Prince Albert people, expect
' great -things.

This coupled #-
gether with the non-existence of a
sound peace organization and an ef-
fective staff, suggests that from the
very outset the Dominion defence
forces are in a bad way. If such
staff as exists does not understand
the first principles in the strategie
distribution ef its forees then it

impossible for it to have a sound
peace organization. !

System All Right &

I do not believe that Sir John
French objects to the present militia
system in force in Canada; he cet-
tainly would not feel himself called
on to advise the Dominion on the
question of the universal service un-
less he were directly invited to do
so. But it must occur to him that
the least to be expected from the vok
untary system is that the volunteers
shall carry out the obligations which
they undertake. This apparently they
fail to do. =

Fearing
that the knowledge of the confession
would reach the crowds who gathered
to attend Dull’s funeral, the sheriff
decided to remove the negro from the
vicinity. :

Sullen with grief at the death of
their beloved sheriff, immense crowds
gathered in the streets tnis afternoon
and surged around the church where
the last rites were being said over
the remains of the popular officer who
was slain by the bullets of a negro he
tried to arrest on Monday night. The
church held only a fraction of the im-
mense crowd that came to the funer
al. In all probability Chatham authori-
ties will be given a chance to conviect
Harris first as their claim is prior,
and the fact that there is ‘no death
penalty in Michigan lawsemakes the
friends of the dead sheriff anxious to
see this alleged murderer placed on
trial for his life in a community where
capital punishment is inflicted.

Fire at Cochrane.

NORTH BAY, Ont., Aug. 8.~—Coch-
rane, 252 miles north of this place, the
youngest town in the north, received
its first set back today, when fire lick-
ed up 19 business places.

We wonder what the 15 000 “tired,,
disappointed, disillusioned” American
farmers are going to do now that they
are back home. For leaving the West-
ern States”in the first instance they
had plenty of reason, and while West-
ern Canada may not have proved the
earthly paradise that some of them
expected, the reasons for leaving the
Western States remain as strong as
ever. Those reasons are not disputed.
“Tremendous prices were paid for the
farm land in the Western States and
the farmers to the numbers of tens of
thousands, sold out at top prices. Now
that some of them have returned is it
to be expected that they will buy back
their old farms? If so will they pay
more than they: received?

To buy for less would indicate that
the land boom in the Western States
has collapsed: and to invest money in
a distriect where prices are falling is
not a favorite diversions for farmers
or any other class of the community.
It must be admitted that there is still
some good government land left in the
United States,*bvt it is getting scarcer
every day, and 'is uot to be compared
in point of quality with the deep soils
of Alberta and Saskatchewan. When
a new bloek is to be thrown open for
settlement men camp for weeks before
the registration offices and once ‘the
farms have been located the .price
shoots rapidly up to a parity with
neighboring long settled -land. In other
words there is more land than there
are settlers in the United States, while
in Canada the case is reversed. Until
the proportions bedome adjusted,. ir-
respective of the boundary line, the de
mand for-Canadian farms by Ameriean
farmers ds very likely to continue.

_That something in the nature of a
national conspiracy to check the move .
ment. northward exists in the United
States there can be little doubt. - The
| railroads in the United States are very
much interested in Iiring back the
‘dissatisfied farmers,” and they are
suspected of being responsible for the
unblushing slanders that have eman-
ated from several sources. We recall
the gifted Winnipeg newspaper man
who volunteered' to ‘supply matter de-
famatory of Canada for distribution in
different parts of the United States.

CLEANING- WITH GASOLINE |

The first thing to do is to ol;a!n
gasoline of a suitable grade. A simple
experiment ' will: determine this and
make you J4ndependent of the advice
of your dealer. Pour a little on a
piece of ‘white writing paper of good
quality.” . If ‘thé gasoline leaves not a
trace -of greéase on the paper after
evaporating you will be safe in using
it} ‘otherwise it is useless for your
purpose. *d -

Secondly’” “buy enough gasoline to
wash and Tinse your garment. Two
gallons are enough for a dress, pro-
vided you wash it in a proper recep-
tacle which retards evaporation by
exposing ' a comparatively small sur-
face to the-air. Many women fail to
succeed because they do not realize
the -necessity of rinsing the garment
in plenty of ¢lean gasoline after the
first washing.

The gasoline that is left after a
garment is washed can be allowed to
settle and the clear gasoline at the
top used again. It is not desirable,
however, "to use the same gasoline
too often.

Now"as to the method of procedure
for garments in general. Soak the gar-
ment in gdsoline. The length of time
advisable “fb‘iﬁ this depends upon the
-condition”of the garment. If it is much
soiled twenty four hours is not too
long. Your labor will be lightened and
thé garment’saved much rubbing. Be
siire that the vessel in which you put
the ' garment and the gasoline has a
tight cover. A wash boiler can be
used. Cover the opening with two
or more Turkish towels, and over thig
place the lid ‘and weight it all around.

Procure “ 'a small washboard and
putting it into the - boiler, rub the
garment vigprously, just as if using
water. Before wetting the garment
it is a good plan to locate all the
spots that heed particular attention,
by basting ﬂf‘ound them with a small
thread of contrasting color. They are
then easy toj find out when the gar-
ment is wet." The under part of the
sleeves, - the ‘neckband and the hems
of the skirt tﬁﬁst Teceive special at-
tention TH th‘é matter of rubbing. Do
Tiot expect.- the gasoline to 'do all the
work, or it vi‘hl dlsappoint you. Rinse
the garment iﬂ clear gasoline and then
hang in the sun and air to dry. Final-
ly press it with an iron of suitable
temperature, to remove the creases,
and also whatever odor may remain.
During the whole process up to the
pressing keep your work out_ of doors.

There are a few special ways of
using gasollne which it may be well
to mention. White ostrich feathers
may be cleaneii by using gasoline and
flour. Stir in enougb of the flour to
make a thin white paste. Thoroughly
shake the feather in this. Dry it by
waving in the sunshine and air. The
flour will shake out, leaving your fea-
ther white, s &t and beautltql
{Coat collars ‘can often be cleaped
by wetting a "cloth . in gasoline and
then rubblng the solled part. If the
fabric - will warrant ‘it and is mueh
soiled use an old tooth brush for
this purpose instead of ‘the cloth.
Néckties caniiot always be cleaned,
by the slmple . rubbing process. If
that is so try using a brush dipped in
gasoline to scrub the soiled parts.
Satin of course, does not permit of
this process. Grease spots can be re-
moved by rubbing the spots with a
good white soap after the article has
been soaked in gasoline. Rub hard
and rinse thoroughly.

‘Gasoline in whlch soap has been
used cannot be used a second time.

1@ Making of Good Citizens
by the Churches--Work Done
by Various Catholic and
Protestant Churches

+ WINNIPEG, Aug. 5.—No result in

itoba caused more surprise than that
in North Winnipeg. It was thought in
advance that Mr. Mitchell, the +Con-
servative, would have a walk over.
The Liberal candidate was a new com-
er to the city from St. John, N. B,
.and he was of Jewish race. Now North
Winnipeg is the “foreign quarter” of
the city. Also the Hebrew is not popu-
lar in Russia, in Poland or in Austria.
He is the superior in business ability
of the natives of these countries, and
they do not like to be beaten. Conse-
quently it was expected that this anti-
Jewish prejudice among Russians, Pol-
ish and Austrian residents of Winni-
peg would make his election' impos-
sible.

Nevertheless he redeemed North
Winnipeg for the Liberal party in the
face of an adverse election throughout
the province. The explanation lies in
another peculiar characteristic of Win-
nipeg’s foreign quarter. There was a
third candidate, a Ruthenian, in the
person of Fulcher. He made his cam-
paign on a Socialist platform, and So-
cialism is strong among the recent
arrivals from congested Europen. So
Mr. Fulcher gathered into his camr
a mass of foreign voters whom the
Conservatives were counting on, the
foreign anti-Jewish prejudice to use
against Green, the Liberal candidate.
The result was that the Liberals wor
the election and a Jewish member is
now a member of the Manitoba Leg
islature.

This election result is likely—owing
to its demonstration of the strength
of Soeialism in the city—to call the
attention of Winnipeg’s south end to
their foreign residents. In the past, it
is stated by persons conversant with
the situation, the well-to-do people of
the western metropolis have been in-
clined to pass the north end by on
the other side.

North End a Big Factor.

To a visitor it is one of the most en-
tertaining sections of "the city, as it
is undoubtedly fraught with tremen-
dous issues for Canadian citizenship.
lere are gathered thousands of men
and women who have come jnto this
country without any conception of
what our Western citizenship means to
them. ’

For the most part they come trdm
a class which has little or no part in
the government of their native land.
There are Germans ‘and Danes, Ice-
landers and Swedes, it is true; but
there are also Syrians, Roumanians,
Bohemians, Slovaks, Russians and Ru-
thenians. It is the Ruthenians who
supplied most of Fulcer’s voting men,
and their Socialism is of the uneduct-
ed variety which is close to Anar-
chism, though this is in reality its lo-
gical antithesis.

These people must be educated or
no one can tell how disastrous may be
the effects upon Canadian politics and
Canadian national life. o

Hope Lies With the Churches.

Fortunately there are at present a
number of agenecies at work among
these fellow eitizens of foreign birth
with the object of inculeating in them
an intelligent interest in the public
life of their adopted country. These
agencies are largely religious. There
are, of course the state schools, but
education in Manitoba is not compul-
sory, and a large proportion of the
foreign children—who need education
the most—do not attend school. The
State is doing something; but all it is

of the great problem. The churches
therefore, have had to enter the field
of eduction to make up for the short-
comings of the state.

The- ecclesiasltical conditions among
these newcomers are a surprise to any
easterner. They brought their own
churches with them. The result is that
in addition to the Canadian churches
—Protestant and Catholic—at work in
their midst there are at least three
denominations which were unknown
to - Canada until the coming of these
citizens from eastern Europe. These
three are the Orthodox Greek church
and two offshoots from it, or protests
against it. These two bodies are
marked by a mingling of the Roman
and Greek rites. The United Greek
church has more of the Greek and
the Independent Polisit Church has a
larger infusien of the Roman spirit.
Both are however, in communion with
Rome.

It is, then, through these two last
churches—as well ‘as through their
own institutions—that the Roman Ca-
tholic authorities of Canada are seek
ing to reach and educate the stranger
citizens. A healthy emulation between
the French and Irish elements in that

ONTARIO
MURDER CASE

Orilla dcene of Bad Murder—
Strangled Child and Threw
It Into River—Committed
for Trial

before Police Magistrate Clark this
afternoon charged with the murder of
the latter’s infant child. Nearly a
score of witnesses for the prosecution
were examined and both accused were
committed for trial at the general as-
sizes to be held in Barrie on the 26th
of September.

The girl gave evidence against Me-
Nulty, charging him with being the
father of the child, and she said she
had done away with it at his instiga-
tion. The child was born in Toronto
on March 10. She wrote to MéNulty
asking him for money to enable her to
place the child in a home. He replied
telling her to do away with it. On
March 26 she came by train to Hawk-
eston, bringing the baby with her,
took tea at a farmhouse and was driv-
en’to the station. She went out on the
railroad track, strangled the child and
put it in a suit case. She then return-
ed to the station and took a train to
Orillia and went over to the Narrows
between Lakes Simcoe and Couchich-
ing, tied a stone to the body and threw
it down in the water there.

Witnesses from Hawkeston testified
to seeing thie prisoner poth with and
without the child the same evening.
Miss Dolan admitted having "given
birth to another child two years ago.

Many Old-Time Superstitions
Explained — Black Cats,
Spilled Salt, Throwing Shoes
Bring Good or Bad Luck

LONDON, July 28—“The true origin
of superstition is to be found in early
man’s efforts to explain nature and his
own existence; in the desire to propit-
iate fate and invite fortune, in the
wish to avoid evils he could not un-
derstand, and in the unavoidable at
tempt to pry into the future.”

Thus, in one sentence, Mr. T. Sharp-
er Knowlson explains the whole the.

his latest book. “The Origin of Popu-
lar Superstitions.”

It arose from the
thought that when a man is drowning
the gods intended him to drown, and
no.wise man would cheat the gods of
their will.

The chief elements to change are
the sugar, proteids and salts. Proper
dilution of cow’s milk practically cor-
rects the proteids and salts, but this
reduces the sugar and fat so that these
ingredients must be added. The ad-
dition of separator cream is the most
accurate method of obtaining the pro-
per proportion of fat, and milk sugar
may be purchased at any drug store,
and this form only should be used
for at least the first six months of
life, but after that the ordinary gran-
ulated sugar may be used. The cane
sugar is sweeter, but is indigestible
during early life. The milk sugar
should be dissolved in boiling water,
and strained or filtered, if solution is
not clear.

If separator cream (16 per cent) is
used, the new born or a sick child

The feeding apparatus should con-
sist-simply of a plain long eiglit ounce
sfeeding bottle” and a cone-shaped
soft rubber nipple that will fit tightly
over the mouth of the bottle.

Water Good.

The guestion of the condition of the
city water was the chief subject of
jiscussion Monday evening at the
meeting of the waterworks committee,
presided over by Ald. Brown.

Commissioner - McPherson - stated
that on Friday last he had a consulta-
tion with Mr. Aird Murray, provineial
sanitary engineer, who undertook to
have tests made of samples of water
taken at the springs, the compensat-
ing basin and at points in the city.
The result of these tests, Mr. McPher-
son remarked, showed that the water
was all right from the springs down
to the power house, at which point a
certain deterioration was .noticed to
take place. The basin at the power
house was accordingly pumped out,
when it was found that a fungus
growth existed which, while not injur-
ious, imparted an ynpleasant taste to
the water. The basin yesterday was
thoroughly washed out and treated
with chloride of lime and the mains
theroughly flushed, with, it is ber
lieved, the result that a marked im-
provement in the condition -of the
water compared with that that prevail-
ing during the past few months.

Mr. McPherson explained that ac
cording to experts he had questioned
on the matter, the growth in_ ques
tion was encouraged through the us:
ing of the basin for condensing purs
poses in connection with the power
house plant and that he would recom-
mend that as soon as the new pipe
line was completed the power house
basin be cut off from the city mains
and used for condensing purposes
only. The large main and the half-way
compensating basin would, he thought
provide an ample supply and reserve|
for fire and all other purposes

Asked as to the rate of progress
being made with the new water main
from -the springs to the city, the
Commissioner stated that it was now
being laid at the rate of 500 feet per
day, and that four —or five weeks
would -~ probably see the work cem-
pleted.
