The marriages registered were 218,866, 
corresponding to a rate of i4 7 persons 
married per 1,000 living. This is higher 
than in any year elnde 1884, when it was 
16.0. There is a tendency for ohuroh mar­
riages to deoiine, and for those at registry 
offices to increase. Of previously divorced 
persons there are 160 who to-entered the 
married state—76 of esoh sex. Taking 
the males first, 69 married spinsters, 
14 widows, and 2 divorced women.

caused him to oatoh a fresh cold, and on 
Wednesday he was forced to take to bed. 
Yesterday the Prinoe'e condition had 
become more serions, but it doee not 
seem to have caused alarm, as his 
indisposition was not known to tho 
public. Yesterday afternoon an un­
favorable change waa noticed in the 
Prinoe and hie condition caused great 
apprehensions. Towards night the last 
sacraments of the Roman Catholic Church 
were administered. The Prinoe was later 
attacked by high fever, and was in danger 
of lapsing into deliria on. King Leopold 
and Queen Maria were summoned to the 
Prince's bedside. They did their utmost 
to console the sufferer, though both King 
and Queen were overcome with grief. 
Finally the Ministers and chiefs of the 
royal household were sent for. They were 
in attendeeoe during all the latter part 
of the night. At 10 o'clock the Prinoe was 
subjioted to the operation of capping, bat 
with no result. Shortly before midnight 
the attending physicians pronounced the 
Prince to be dying, and the worst was ex , 
peeled at any moment. Gradually the 
Prince’s respirations beoama weaker and 
weaker, until a sudden flow of blood from 
tho lungs suffocated the sufferer. He died 
at 1.46 a. m., not 8 a. m., as at first stated.

TL» latest and moat probable version of 
the cause of Prinoe Baudouin’* death ia 
that it was due to a complication of small­
pox, bronchitis and 1 œ malaria, 
populace are enraged at what they term the 
blundering of unsuspecting doctors.

Baudouin was upon the point of 
being betrothed to his oousin, Princess 
Clementina, the third and youogesi daugh­
ter of his uncle, King Leopold.

All the theatres and publie institutions 
are closed, and will remain oloeed until 
after the funeral, which will take plaoe 
from the Royal palace at Laeken, in South 
Brabant, about two miles north of Brussels. 
The Parliament has also adjourned.

Prinoosa Henriette is said to be worse 
this evening.

The extreme danger of Prinoe Baudouin 
first became known at noon yesterday, 
when he had a hemorrhage of the ktdneje. 
The King and Queen, while at the Prince's 
bedside last night, were overcome with 
grief and wept together. The Queen waa 
finally obliged to retire in conséquence of 
the violence of her grief. The Prinoe tried 
to reassure those at his bedside, saying : ”1 
shall be better to-morrow." The physicians 
were still hopeful, till 10 p. m , when the 
patient was cupped. At midnight the 
Prinoe motioned Dr. Melis to approach hie 
bedside, and thanked him for his kindness 
His voice was then almost inaudible. At 1 
o'clock he motioned to his parents to oome 
closer to his bed. He raised himself with 
difficulty, and embraced them in farewell. 
Both were weeping. The brother and 
sister of the dying man then knelt at Ms 
bedside. The Prinoe recognized them and 
feebly reached out his hand and touched 
their foreheads.

The 
services of physicians were not needed, for 
every man in the headings where the explo­
sion occurred was killed Dead bodies were 
brought up every few minutes, and the 
crowd at the shaft mouth si 
to allow the men carrying 
room to pass. Every corpse was covered 
and no one even ventured to inquire which 
body it was, for they knew ivery one in 
that part of the mine was dead.

Supt. Keighley said : No man living 
knows the cause of the accident and it will 
never be known tor a certainty.

John W. Bell, fire boss at Heels No. 1, 
said : About two years ago there was an 
explosion of gas at this mine and one man 
was burned to death. No safety lamps 
were used here. I do not know 
whether or not the fire boss did his 
duty. But let us be charitable enough 
to hope he did. There waa too much work 
here for one fire boss, anyhow. They 
discharged one a couple of* weeks ago to 
rednoe expenses and one man has been 
forced to do the work. I managed to secure 
the last report of tho Mino Inspector, and 
it is a very important document just now.

of the dual Empire of Austro-Hungary was 
taken with a degree of thoroughness that 
easts even the work cf Mr. Porter into the 
shade.

A powerful steam crabe, recently built 
by a firm in Scotland, is to be used in 
coaling steamers by a decidedly novel 
method.

Ordinary railw4y coal oars, with their 
full load, are run upon a large table near 
the crane. The table, with the loaded car 
securely fastened on it, is then hoisted to 
the wharf and is lowered directly over the 
hatchway of the ship.

By an ingenious arrangement the oar is 
tilted and its contents erupted into the 
hold.

With this aparatus the work of loading 
vessels is greatly facilitated, it being 
possible with it to load 1,000 tons of coal in 
ten hdurs.

A WOMAN IN THE CASK

A Brussels cable says : The sudden death 
Prinoe Baudouin has caused the most 
alarming rumors to be circulated on all 
sides, and the rumors grew in import as 
the day progressed. It was openly asserted 
that the death of the popular Belgian 
Prince was a repetition of the sad oironm- 
stances surrounding the death of the Arch­
duke Rudolph, the heir to the Austrian 
throne, who met hie death in such a mys­
terious manner on January 30th, 1889. It 
was added that a beautiful German 
governess who had been recently banished 
from the Belgian court by order of King 
Leopold had been ia some way connected 
with the death of Prinoo Baudouin. 
Rumor also had it that there had 
been an intrigue lasting a long
time between the governess and the 
Prince, and the result of their liaison 
said to have been the birth of a child. In 
any case the death of the Prince is sur­
rounded with mystery and spec 
The court physicians in the death oertifi- 
oate announce that the Prince’s death was 
caused by hemorrhage following 
attack of bronchitis. The physicians also 
assert that the Prinoe oaught a chill while 
watching at the bedside of his suiter, the 
Princess Henriette, who has been ill tor 
some time past. But the statements are 
far from convincing the people that the 
real cause of the death of Prinoe Baudouin 
has been given to the public, and the start­
ling rumors already referred to are popu­
larly believed to be founded on a solid basis 
of fact of some description.
