Teachers’ Convention.

MR Eprtor,—The doings of the Inter-
provincial Convention, held in St John
during last week, have been pretty fully
reported in the daily papers. As many
of your readers may not see these full
reports and some new points may be
referred to, I have thought best to send
You the following for publication «

About 500 teachers were in attend
The first meeting—a preliminary one- -
was held in Mechanics’ Institute on
Tuesday evening at 7:30 p. m. At this
meeting, Inspector I, B. Oakes was ap-
pointed temporary chairman, while the
officers were elected. Dr David Allison,
President ; Superintendents Crocket and
Montgomery, Vice Presidents ; John
Maych, General Secretary ; 8. A. McKin-
nie, Recording Secretary ; and Super-
visors McKay, H. C. Creed and Geo. A.
Robinson, Enrolment Secretaries,

Mayors Thorne of St John and Ches-
ley of Portland extended to the Con.
vention a cordial welcome and an invita-
tion to visit the chief points of interest
in these cities; and expressed a hope
that all would so enjoy themselves and
profit by their brief stay as. to ecarry
home pleasant recollections of the twin
cities by the sea, Judge King and My
Stockton, M, P. P, followed in short
addresses, in which they expressed symi-
pathy and pleasure in the educationa]
advancement of the day. The Superin-
tendents of Education of the three
provinces represented, very pleasantly
responded on behalf of the teachers, to
the words of kindly welcome {hat were
spoken.  Col. Parker, of Quiney, Il1.,
concluded the speeches of fhe evening.
For pure and simple wit, elear and pun-
geut thought, his address was a model
one. Hesaid among other things, “The

greatest profession on earth is that of
the common school teacher, In the
march of progress the teacher leads the
van, His work is the work of God, No
school is worthy the name that does not
make true, noble, manly characters its
aim.  Education is not charity any more
than it is charity for a parent to clothe
bis child. Itisa God-given right.”

The presidents and professors of the
colleges and normal schools, inspectors of
schools, and principals of high schools
and academies were invited to seats on
the platfcrm,

WEDNESDAY MORNING
Sir William Dawson, President of McGill
Callege, Montreal, was introduced by
Dr Allison. Heisa very easy and most
fluent speaker. His language which was
extremely simple was pure English, He
indulged in reminiscences of his acquaint-
anice and connection with the schools of
Nova Scotia since 1850. Having been
the first superintendent of education in
the Province, and done much pioncer
work in preparation for the introduction
for the free school system, he gave much

valuable information and by contrast
brought into clear light the progress of
the xchools in the past 38 years. “The
real womk of the school should be in
training the general intelligence, The
young people from these provinces scat-
ter everywhere over the continent, You
meet them everywhere, and find they
have made their mark, They owe it to
their traiving in shiftiness, to the influ-
erce in pious homes, and the training in
good elementaly common shools. Tt
should be our aim to keep up the stand-
ard of these commeon schools to the best,
so that what New England is to the
United States these provinees may be to
the Dominion. - The resourees of the
provinces mark for them a destiny such
18 you scarcely dream. Nowhere
from here to Florida or from here to the
Rockies are there such magnificent.natu-
ral resources, such facilities for develop-
ing and profiting by them." In the mat.
terof this development we are somewhat
behind. We cannot hurry these great
movements. But the time of develop
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in stimulating interest in man and na.

He
wonid leave Greek and Latin to those
who wish thoroughly to master them and
let the rest receive bumanistic culture

/ —In reply to our hint in last week’s
issne for a few lines on the hygienic
benefit of rusticaiing, the Dr has kindly
sent the following :—

BUsTI(:nluu,—To write an{t particu-
larize the cases with their several wants
and hygienic benefits for rusticating would
not only necessitate a very long paper but
might lead many to rusticate for hygienic
benifits only. To rusticate scientifically
requires that three very important things
should be considered, viz : bodily health,
mental culture and finances. The last
named as a rule interferes with the suc-
cessful carrying-out of the other two,
therefore we must leave to each to con-
sider his own special case and arrange
his recreation accordingly. Rusticating
in Berwick and vicinity can be most
successfully carried out, for its healthy
situation, pleasant drives and walks care
for the first ; the intelligence of the in.
habitants cultivate the second, while one’s
expenses mie so reasonable compared
with similar localities that nearly all can
afford them, Few visitors leave the vil-
lage without some expression of their
gratification in having visited the place.
Such an espression as “'l‘ue{ never saw
80 many pretty cottages with neat sur-
roundings in one village before,” speaks
well of the industry and taste of its
residents, The visitor has only to drive
to the brow of the North Mountain to
be charmed with the view gpread before
him. There lies the valley in solemn
grandeur, its well-cultivated fields inter-
cepted by pretty lots of woodland, vil-
lages almost hidden from view by their
qnumemnl trees, its silvery streams and
vich ;meadows cannot fail to impress the
traveller with the idea that these should
be a happy and contented people.

—We would emphasize the following
note from our medical friend of Halifax
relative to the drainage of the Main
street in Berwick. It orly requires a
glance in passing to see stables, sink-
drains, wells, etc, in close proximity,
The earth becomes saturated with im-
purities and exhales noxious gases, and
the otherwise pure and whelesome water
becomes impregnated with filth and
deadly poison engendering fevers, diph-
theria and other fatal diseases.  For
some years past we have maintained the
idea that many of the cases of dipbtheria
and fevers which have at times been
prevalent in certain parts of the village
Owe their existemce to this very cause.
We may revert to this matter of drain-
age again ;—

Spare the Birds.

Many boys—through mere thought.
lessness, rather than wantoness, we be-
lieve, as very few of them are naturally
blood-thirsty at heart- ~have a fashion. of
destroying the nests of birds, and, in
some cases, killing the parents. Birds
should not be killed in the spring, their
mating seasonm, nor in thesnmmer. They
should he permitted to come and go un-
harmed, to protect the growing crops
from insect pests, and to gladden the
days with song. If you must kill, boys,
wait till the fall, the sportsman’s sea-
son, and even then spareall the song
birds, Never kill any but those recog-
nized as the sportsman’s lawful game.
Spare the song birds, whose slaughter
can give no plensure, but which deprive
the farmer of valued friends.
