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FOUND HIM 
NOT GUILTY.

John Nevilles Acquitted of the 
Shooting Charge.

Accused Swore He Was Not Out 
of the Pool Room.

( The Jury Took Two Hours to 
| i Come to Decision.

John Nevilles, accused of shooting P. 
C. Harry Smith at the home of E. W. 
Kappele, Ray and Market streets, on 
the night of the fourth of March last,, 
while Smitii was attempting to arrest 
a burglar, was acquitted at thè General 
Sessions yesterday.

Nevilles went into the box and told 
his own story. He said that on the 
night of the shooting he went to Car­
son’s pool-room about 7 o clock and re­
mained there until about 11, when he 
and Charles Rogers went up King street 
and met Constable Tuck at the corner 
of King and Park streets. Shortly after 
Smith recovered from his wound, wit­
ness said, he was taken into the City 
Hall on suspicion of having done the 
shooting, but was allowed to go, because 
it had been shown that he was else­
where. A day or so later he was ar­
rested on the charge.

Crown Attorney Washington recalled 
Constables Tuck and Bran nan and Sergt. 
Buinbridge. Tuck said lie had seen Car- 
son shortly after the shooting and that 
he (Carson) said he had heard of the 
shooting about 8 o’clock in the evening. 
He further said that while talking with 
him, Aitchison, a barber in the same 
shop, had called Carson aside twice. The 
morning after the arrest, the constable 
said he saw Ed. Nevilles, brother of the 
accused, who called to him, “Have you 
got that knife? 1 know it; it has nicks 
in it." Constable Brannan a wore that 
he was with Constable Tuck when Jie 
visited the barber shop, and corroborat­
ed his evidence on that occasion. Sergt. 
Bainbridge bore out Constable Tuck’s 
evidence on the knife question. . J. 
McNair and John Trcmlett also gave 
evidence. They said that on the night 
or the arrest they went to the barber 
shop and Carson told them that lie first 
heard the report of the shooting about 
8 o’clock, as he had a man in his chair, 
and lie locked his doors at 8 o’clock.

M. J. (VReilly. K. f\, who acted for 
the prisoner, delivered a strong address 
on behalf of the prisoner. The only 
strong evidence against him was Con­
stable Smith's, and from the time he 
went into the hospital until he came out 
h" had said nothing about the prisoner 
shooting him. Why. in the face of the 
circumstances, had hi* not laid the infor­
mation agnins. Nevilles sooner, if he re­
cognized him on the night of the shoot­
ing as being the guilty person 1 When 
he coines out of the " hospital he says 
Nevilles is the man who shot him. Was 
this natural? Would you not have ex­
pected him to name the guilty one at 
cnee, if he knew who he was? He says 
that while in the hospital lie was consci­
ous, and yet when Chief Smith named a 
man to him, while there, he answered. 
“No. it wasn’t that man.’’ The first 
night lie went to the hospital. Dr. l,ang- 
rill says lie told him in quite a rational 
way all that happened. The nurse who 
attended him said she thought him quite 
rational at times. The witnesses for the 
defense were business men of this city, 
and some quite prominent in business 
circles. These men all swear the accus­
ed was at Carson’s pool-room from 8 to 
11 o’clock. Surely the evidence of so 
imry should have greater weight than 
tlrt of one man. A lot had been said 
f’x'ii? a knife, but there was no evi­
dence to show whose it was, nor was it 
pu: in as evidence. The question of con­
victing a man of such a charge was a

That Is Building Inspector’s Advice In Regard 
to Victoria Avenue School.

Building Inspector Anderson, with the 
Chairman of the Building Committee 
and Secretary Foster, yesterday after­
noon inspected the Victoria Avenue 
School, which the Board of Education 
was asked to tear down, replacing it 
with a new $90,000 building. Mr. Ander­
son expressed the opinion that the 
school should either be torn down or 
entirely remodelled. In one of the rooms 
he discovered that the floor had settled 
over three inches. The teachers said the 
building vibrated during heavy wind 
storms, but Mr. Anderson does not 
think there is any danger. He strongly 
recommends that the third storey be re­
moved and the school made a two-storey 
building. The spiral staircase, it is said, 
in case of fire would act as a flue for 
the flames. The light in some of the 
rooms is very bad, and would be much 
worse if an addition were erected to the

Although the Board of Education on 
Thursday night decided to place fire es­
capes on the school, there is some oppo­
sition to this. It is said that the child­
ren never practice on the fire escapes 
erected last year on the Hess and Queen 
Victoria Schools, and that there is dan­
ger of a panic in case of fire.

The appropriation for the dog catch­
ers will last only another ten days and 
the police will be asked then to enforce 
the by-law and summons people who do 
not obey the regulation.

A PRISONER 
BREAKS JAIL

Campbell Escaped From TbaroM 
Police Cells Last Night.

Think Some Friend Must Have Let 
Him Out.

Over Three Tons of Iron Stolen 
From Old Welland Canal.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
St. Catharines, Ont., June 12.—A sen­

sation of no mild order was caused in 
the otherwise quiet town of Thorold this 
morning, when it became known that VV. 
J. Campbell, who was arrested yesterday 
near DeCew’s Falls, and locked up in the 
police cells, was missing. When Chief 
Durby went to the lock-up early this 
morning to attend to the wants of the 
prisoner ^ic found the cell which he had 
been occupying empty, and no trace of 
the man left. It is not known definitely 
how he made his escape, but it is 
thought that some one entered the police 
office by a rear window and, getting 
possession of a key to the cells, liberated 
the prisoner, whose whereabouts have 
not yet been ascertained. When the Chief 
went off duty at midnight, everything 
was in a satisfactory condition at the 
lock-up, but it is believed that a friend 
of Campbell must have been watching 
for a favorable opportunity to accom­
plish his purpose.

The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain condltlone, 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister, of Intending homesteader.

Dutloe—Six months' residence upon and 
ou'tivatlon of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
hi- homestead on a iaitn of at least 80 acree 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, laughter, brother or als-

Ia certain conditions a homesteader In good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
aloLgsido his homestead.

NO PARADE,
But a Remarkable Street Scene 

IVill be Given.

One of the strangest sights that this 
j city’s streets have ever presented will be 
seen on the morning that the Buffalo 
Bill Wild XYest and Pawnee Bill For 
East appears. The engine and curs 
which will be used in “The Great Train 
Hold-up by Indians” will lie taken 
through the streets from the railroad 
cars to the exhibition grounds under tin- 
engine’s own electric power. In plan­
ning for the “great train hold-up by In­
dians” the. management experienced 
great difficulty in providing for an en­
gine, as it would be quite impossible to 
transport a real locomotive from town 
to town and use it in the exhibition. It 
is a ppm liar fact that in presenting a 
scene typical of the primitive west that 
the latest invention of modern science 
was called upon to solve a difficult 
problem. An electric dray, used origin­
ally in transporting merchandise through 
the city streets, was called into requisi­
tion-a© the basis for a mimic locomotive. 
The wheels of the truck, reconstructed 
to suit the purpose, form what arc the 
driving wheels of a real locomotive. 
Upon this basis a superstructure was 
erected in imitation of a practical loco­
motive. The inventive ingenuity of the 
Yankee has provided the engine with an 
appliance that makes it emit black 
smoke, with a loud puffing noise ; there 
is a whistle, bell and an electric head­
light of great power. The engineer, 
seated in the cab. operates the. engine 
and all of its appliances in the same 
manner that the railroad engineer con­
trols his iron horse. While there will 
be no street parade of the conventional 
sort with the Wild West and Far East, 
the transfer obtins unique engine, with 
its train of ears, from the railroad to 
the show grounds, accompanied by In­
dians in their picturesque garb, the 
musieal elephants and camels, used in 
the Far East scene, will constitute a 
sight more interesting and vastly more 
picturesque than the street parade of the 
ordinary tented exhibition. When the 
paraphernalia arrives at the show 
grounds, with its hundreds of horses, the 
public will be able to witness an equally 
picturesque scene and unusual sight in 
the erection of the Indian tepees by the 
bund of a hundred real redmen and their 
squaws, who accompany the exhibition.

B0Y5 AND PROFANHY.
To the Editor of the Times :

Sir,—Of late we see many accounts 
both in the United States and Canada, 
calling attention ito how profane and 
bad language is increasing among the 
boys. The truth of this cannot be denied 
by any one who happens to come in con­
tact with the groups of boys who con­
gregate in public places and on the 
streets. This is really a sad state of af­
fairs, as if such a low habit is to be 
allowed to continue and become a fixed 
one among the coming youths, it can­
not do otherwise than eventually lead 
us to become a very irreverent and dis­
respectful race. The class of youths who 
seem to become most addicted to this 
habit are those ranging in ages from 
12 to 20, who seem to believe that an 
oath or some other form of bad lang­
uage makes them appear more manly. 
XVhat is the most shocking of all is the 
way in which they can be hoard calling 
on the Name of “Jesus” or “Jesus 
Christ,” or calling upon God to 
“Damn” everything. Blasphemous and 
other degrading language has become 
very coramou of late, not only among 
the lower classes, but also among those 
in the higher walks of life, which seems 
almost incredible, seeing that such a 
low habit as profanity answers no good 
purpose, and can only be an indication 
that the people who do so are naturally 
inclined (o fall into low and degrading 
habits. The reason of this practice be­
coming so epidemic among the boys can 
only be placed to the way in which it

It has l»een 
stated that the schools might assist 
greatlv in checking this habit among 
the children, but I do not believe that 
they can accomplish very much without 
its use being discontinued by the older 
people and by their parents in their 
homes.

HAMILTON TALENT FOR THE 
HAMILTON SCHOOLS.

To the Editor of the Times :
iSir,—I was very much pleased to sec 

the account of the stand taken by at 
Uiist some of the School Trustees of this 
our beloved city, at their last meeting, 
with regard to the employing of sonic 
more teacher» who hold only .second- 
class certificates. As pointed out by 
some of the board, there arc many 
teachers who hold only second class cer­
tificates. who as teachers arc equally as 
proficient, in teaching as any of those 
who now’hold firsts, and as a matter of 
fact actually surpass many of them in 
the matter, both of discipline and the 
advancement of the pupils committed 
to their charge. Then, vS»y should our 
home talent, those who financially are 
not able to pursue their studies to the 
attainment of a first-class certificate, be 
compelled to seek schools in other, cit­
ies. towns, and country places, in order 
to replenish their scanty means, prior to 
their finally try jug to secure their 
firsts? «Should we mot rather try to 
keep them here, iV their native city, 
amongst, their own families and friends, 
and native surroundings, where they 
have spent their childhood days? Then, 
whereas 1 am pleaded to see that the 
trustees arc inclined to view the matter 
in a light somewhat favorable to the 
young and rising generation, many of 
whom may and will seek to become 
teachers, yet I am sorry to see that 
some of the said trustees a re a little in­
clined to be parsimonious in their deal­
ings with them, in regard to the propos­
ed salary to be offered. Personally, 1 
do not think that the minimum salary 
of $400 is one iota too much to be of­
fered. It must be remembered that the 
present-day living is exceedingly high, 
and it is inclined to rise even still high­
er. and it must also be remem tiered that 
many country schools arc paying as 
high as $400 for teachers who hold only 
second-class certificates, and some even 
more than that. 1 know of some 
schools in the country that pay as high 
as $400 for teachers who hold only third- 
class certificates. I al«o know of a num­
ber of teachers in the country and vil­
lage schools, with only seconds, who arc 
receiving as high as $300 and $5.'»0. Then 
the living expenses in the cities, being 
much higher than in the country places, 
why should we seek to cut the salaries 
of the same grade of teachers down to 
the lowest amount that is being paid in 
any of the rural schools, that is, to 
$330? XX'hy, Mr. Editor, the inspectors 
of the XX'entworth and Haldfmand 
schools have just sent in a list of about 
two dozen vacancies that will occur at 
the end of this term, and in every case, 
with one exception, the trustees are of­
fering salaries of not less than $400, $45<) 
and $300. and that for teachers holding 
only second-class certificates. There is 
no country school that I know of where

NEW BUILDING.
Court House Committee Endorses 

Registry Office Project.

'Hie Joint Committee's recommenda­
tion that a new registry office be built, 
taking the place of the old building which 
has outlived its usefulness, was endorsed 
yesterday afternoon by the Court House 
Committee and sent on to the City Coun­
cil, with «X rider to the effect that it is 
not to cost more than $40,000. The plans 
prepared by Architect Stewart McPhie 
have been approved of by the aldermen. 
They call for a two storey brick build­
ing costing about $37,500. It is the in­
tention to erect the new offices, east 
of the Court House, facing on John 
street. The new building will have a 
very imposing front. The township will 
pay 30 per cent, of the cost and the 
city the balance. To raise the money by­
laws will be submitted to the ratepay­
ers iu both the city and county next 
January. The old building will be re­
tained for other use.

Registrar Hope satisfied the aldermen 
as to the need of the new structure and 
pointed out that within the last six 
vears the city received revenue amount­
ing to over $22,000 from his office. It 
would cost over $20,000 to remodel the 
old building and the aldermen decided 
it was cheaper to build a new one.

Another heater has been Invented. 
This one’s chief charm is its simplicity. 
Observe the little fiat thumb piece, about 
half way up the stem in the picture. 
This is the secret of the working of this 
beater. All you have to do Is to move 
this up and down with the thumb and 
finger and around whirl the paddles of 
the beater, working with all the enthus­
iasm. of one of ;the high-priced heaters, 
but without any turning of handles or 
pumping uf> and down of unresponsive 
mechanism.

! Covers for Hot Dishes.

Who has not seen cranberries or ;> 
dings or sauces taken from the fire au 
set on a table or «window ledge to cool 
with no thought of the dust or gernu 
they are imbibing?

While a tin or earthen lid should not 
be placed over hot food, as It generates 
a. steam which may spoil the taste, some 
cover should he provided. Large paper 
bags, such as are used by grocers for 
fruit, dr ten pounds of sugar, are ex­
cellent to slip over the top of the dish. 
It should be loose enough to let the 
steam escape at the sides.

Even better are squares of cheese­
cloth or fine musl-ln neatly hemmed and 
weighted on the corners with small 
leaden w-elghts or heavy bone buttons 
to proven* the cover blowing away or 
sagging Into the dish in the center.

A dry. mild day should be chosen 
for the operation. First shake the cur­
tains before wetting, or hang them 
up and brush them dry with a soft 
brush to get rid of the superfluous 
dust. Then soak In cold water and 
borax—one tablespoonful to two gal­
lons of water—for an hour or two. This 
will remove all traces of old starch 
and will facilitate matters greatly.

Squeeze them well In the water, then 
pass through a wringing machine. 
Wringing by hand tears the delicate 
fibers. Wash in wai m water, making 
a lather with soap Jelly. Work them 
up and down In this, squeezing and 
pulling them through the hands. It 
not clean after the first washing, repeat 
the process.

Rubbing of all kind* must be avoided 
and It Is always dangerous to wash 
curtains by machinery. Rinse them In 
the usual way, first in warm water, then 
In plenty of cold, to insure perfect clean­
liness and a good color Pure white 
curtains may have a little blue either 
added to the last rinsing water or mixed 
In with the starch.

SUMMER DRAPERIES—By C. T. Herrick
-Y:*- H

OW many do you leave tip dur­
ing the Summer? What hang­
ings do you keep at your win­

dows? What sort of table covers and 
furniture covers do you use in '.he 
hot wheather?

There are gome women who seem to 
think it makes no difference If the same 
hangings are used for Summer as for 
Winter. Thick portieres and curtains, 
woolen, or silk and wool table covers, 
the damask or plush upholstery unmiti­
gated by a cotton or linen - protection— 
these you see In July as in December

Does some one say “I can't afford to 
have one set of furnishings for Winter 
and another for Summer?”

It you take that ground you show a 
measure of short-sightedness, which In­
dicates that you need mental spectacles. 
Put them on for a moment and look 
at the subject more closely.

Consider your draperies, first of all.
If they are of heavy material, they 
catch dust and perhaps fade In the 
glare and exposure of the open windows, 
the hot weather compels. Moreover, 
they seem to hold heat in their folds 
and make you feel warmer than is 

. necessary.
The thick covers of the chairs hax e 

an even more positive affect. If you 
have a cane-seated chair, or one covered 
with leather or linen. In your sitting 
room, see how a caller will gravitate 
to that rather than to the plush covered 
seat. Comfort is found In the one. dis­
cern fort In the other. On the ground of 
economy, also, the unprotected plush 
cover is a mistake. By the Fall the dust 
will be ground into It and it will look hka 
an old piece of furniture, even though 
It may have been bright and new In 
the Spring.

Do you see, then, how the changes T 
suggest spell economy as well as com­
fort?

I do not mean to advise anything so 
much beyond the reach of most house­
keepers as a different set of furnish­
ings for 4aoh season. The very wealthy 
might perhaps be able to afford thie- 
though they don't. But It Is within the 
power of housekeepera of modest means 
to achieve a change and refreshing 
•f their rooms, which will render these 
different In appearance to their usual 
Winter trim.

Take an account of stock so far as 
your furnishings are concerned and 
set yourself to work to see how you can 
make the apartments look cooler. The 
portieres might well come down and 
after a thorough brushing and beating, 
b* laid away until Fall. They are very 
handsome, I know, and Impart a look 
of cosiness to the room In the cool 
weather. But ooelneep Is not what you 
are seeking for Just new. A sense of 
apses and airiness is the object of your 
efforts and you have taken the first 
step towards this when you have banish­
ed the portieres Teu will be astonished 
to see how the room takes a mor* 
spacious look at ones and produces the 
offset of having a freer circulation of 
air than U possessed before.

With the portieres send away the 
heavy timons from the windows. They,
• «,« ana, a* wail ami /eld ad

carefully, with measures of protection 
from moth, if there Is woolen in the 
material!?. Bestow the same treatment 
on wftolen or silk and wool mantel lam­
brequins, J0r scarfs, or piano, or table 
covers. The house will look cooler for 
the change. A certain air of bareness 
Is positively refreshing in Summer. The 
ornaments that gather dust are also 
best off on the shelves of the chtha clos­
et during the dusty season. Work of 
any sort Is hard enough In Summer 
without adding labor which can be 
avoided.

Now as to the window curtains. Your 
course with regard to them will be 

decided by the material of which they 
are made. I have already advised tak­
ing down the thick draperies at the 
windows and in some circumstances it

perhaps yon follow the wisest fasmon 
of all—if you can afford It—and have 
them dry-cleaned by a professional.

Whatever the method it Is not cheap, 
either in work or money. The process 
has to be gone through at least once a 
year and the curtains are seldom im­
proved by it. Don't you see the wis­
dom of taking them down now, rinsing 
the dirt from them and putting them 
away rough dry, reserving the final 
starching and doing up until Fall? You 
don't want to put them a way with the 
dust in them, nor do you wish to let 
them remain starched all Summer and 
perhaps be yellow and broken In the 
creases in the Fall.

But now the windows are bare? Yes. 
and cooler so. I admit that they are 
not so attractive as when draped, and

is well tu follow the same course about 
the other curtains.

Suppose, for Instance, that you have 
good lace curtains. You know what 
a trouble It is to get them clean. Per­
haps you take the risk of sending them 
to a laundry with the possibility of 
their coming back badly stretched and 
torn. Perhaps you do them up your­
self, with Infinite pains and labor or

If you can afford it I would advise you 
to put up fresh curtains in place of 
those you took down. Not long, heavy 
curtains, but light and inexpensive ones, 
which can be put Into the washtub three 
or four times in the Summer and which 
will be little loss when they finally go 
to places.

You can buy such curtains ready­
made, of course. Any drygoods store

will sell them, full length, with ruffles 
or without. But ruffles catch dust and 
are not easy to launder, and the full 
length curtains sweep the floor as the 
wind blows and are soiled from the 
dust, which will sweep into the best- 
kept house when windows must be left 
open for air. Better therefore than the 
regulation draperies are the short white 
muslin curtains, plainly made, reaching

A -vyv o/x AAAAA
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from the top of the window casing to 
the sill and allowed to hang straight 
or caught back at the sides. If some­
thing more elaborate Is desired the 
"Dutch curtains,” so-called, may be ar-

Thls arrangement consists of Just such 
plain white curtains as I have described, 
extending from the top of the window 
to the bottom of the sash and flanked 
on each side by outer and narrower 
curtains of cretonne. Over the top of 
the window is a sort of lambrequin of 
the same cretonne, made in a box pleat­
ing and reaching from six to eight 
inches down ever the top of the white 
curtains. This is simple and pretty, 
and all the materials of which the dra­
peries are composed can be washed and
ironed with little trouble.

the curtains catching fire at any time.
The curtains may then be dried, but 

a great saving of trouble will be affect­
ed if they are starched right off. In 
this case the starch will be required to 
he a little thicker than If the drying 
process Is first resorted to.

Hot water or boiled starch must al­
ways be used and the requisite thtek- 
nee. will eoon be learned by experience.

helpful. Apply a few drops of oil to 
each bearing every’ time the machine Is 
used.. The rollers must be dry when In 
use. When through with the machine 
release the pressure from the rolls l>y 
loosening the springs. When not In use 
cover the mangle with a blanket, or 
some other covering to keep dust from 
the machine.

When mangling the clothes' take them 
from tiv- line while damp or just before 
they fuite dry, and fold them
strain thout wrinkles. Do n<~t
sprlirU . : ip as much as for régula '
Ironing, if the clothes are dry. Leave 
them folded for a couple of hours, so 
that the dampness will become even.

After mangling put the goods on a 
clothes rack or similar article to dry 
before they are packed away. Large 
pieces, such a tablecloths and sheets, 
should be folded twice with the hems at 
the ends, and fed into the machine 
straight and lenghtways. care being 
taken that, they do not wrinkle in going 
through the machine.

Bring them back through the machine 
and fold In the middle, putting them 
through and back again. They should 
be folded to the size desired. Small 
pieces, such as napkins and towels, may 
be mangled first flat and out through 
the machine again at each fold until 
folded to the size desired.

If lace curtains have had an accident 
or are worn in holes, do not attempt 
to dress them. A much better plan 1* 
to cut a piece the required size from an 
old curtain, dip it in starch, then press 
it over the rent with a hot iron. The 
defective part will thus be invisibly 
mended until next washing day.

Muslin Curtains.
Muslin curtains are a little more 

troublesome to do up than lace, inasmuch 
ns they require to be ironed. The wash- 
ing should be done the same as the lace, 
but the rinsing operation must be very 
carefully performed.

After blueing them It Is a good plan 
to rinse them again in clean, cold 
water. This gives them a beautifully 
clear color, not at all suggestive of thl 
blue bag.

Should the curtains be at all Inclined 
tn be yellow, or if they are very much 
soiled, they may be allowed to stand 
for twenty-four hours In cold water to 
bleach.

The starching must be carefully- at­
tended to and after the curtain ii 
squeezed out of the starch, It should 
«gain be dipped Into fresh clear water, 
squeezed and well clapped between the 
hands before It is dried. This removes 
all extraneous particles of starch and 
preserves the clear and semi-transparent 
look on which their beauty depends.

After the curtains are taken from the 
clothes line they should be very care­
fully folded, rolled tightly, and left foi 
three or four hours before ironing. II 
will be understood that they are nol 
left on the line to get bone dry and 
hard, but Just dry enough tor ironing. 
A slight sprinkling with warm water be­
fore rolling will be necessary if they 
are too dry.

Having the ironing table ready thi 
Ironing may be begun.

Boiled Starch. ,
To make boiled, starch allow one table 

spoonful of starch to two tablespoonful! 
of cold water, add half a teaspoonfu 
of bçrax and a small piece of wax 
candle. This keeps the iron from stick­
ing.

Mix these ingredients until they an 
quite smooth and creamy looking, then 
pour on boiling water, stirring carefully 
all the time until the starch !e crooked 
and becomes transparent looking.

It should then bo strained through a 
Piece Of muslin and the basin covered

MRS. HERRICK’S EXCHANGE OF HOUSEWIFELY
Braided Bugs.

My Dear Mrs. Herrick:—Someone has 
asked how to make braided rugs. Here 
Is the method: Cut rags broader than 
for carpe la. turn edges towards center 
and braid with three strands; lay upon 
floor or table and sew' the braids to­
gether on wrong side in whatever shape 
desired round, oblong or square. Some 
fill another rag In center turning both 
edges of outside rag over It before 
braiding when a heavy rug is desired.

If by hooked rugs the correspondent 
means crocheted rugs I can tell her 
they are crocheted ae elmple mats are 
with a large strong needle. Stockings 
make very nice onee.

Then we make kitted rugs with large 
wooden knitting needles. Take as many 
stitches as you need for the width of 
your stripe, five or six inches being the 
general width. Knit back and forth 
like seam or top of stockings or what 
la called right and wrong until the 
stripes are long enough. Sew together 
la round, oblong or square ruge. For 
round or oblong crochet a center of 
the shape you wish your rug, round

" HI someone tell me how to make a 
cosy corner In my parlor? I have a 
square window opening on the porch 
The w'indows reach to the floor; two 
are in front and one at the side.

I have used the 
leaf of the citron aloes or lemon ver­
bena In the same way. Does anyone 
know of any other jelly to which such 
an addition is an improvement?

Home-made Moss Bags.
Dear Mrs. Herrick:—A correspondent 

asks how to make moth bags at home! 
For several years I have used bags made 
of unbleached mualin, dipped Into and 
thoroughly soaked In strong alum water. 
My method is to use a generous half cup 
of powdered alum to a gallon of boiling 

_water. Put the muslin bags into the

liquid and let them remain In It until 
cold. Then hang the bags up to dry and 
drip without wringing the water from 
them. I do not think any kind of insect 
will invade these bags unless the eggs 
are already in the goods which are pul 
Into the bags. This alum water is use­
ful in wiping off shelves and floors of 
clothes presses. A. M

If there ls any fulness it may come t« 
the edge, where It will show least. Iron­
ing curtains and the use of .too muck 
starch will soon make the strongest lac« 
wear out.

Dark silk-lined curtains may bo clean- -t 
ed by grating potatoes In a little watei Z 
and using the clear liquid for spong­
ing the material. Then go over th« 
curtain with a clean cloth wrung oui 
in cold water and Iron through a damj 
cloth.

Curtains past their first youth should 
not be starched, then they hang mor*

Good tops of long curtains may b« 
used for short bedroom curtains. Win- 
dow curtains look much better if thej 
are of one color.

The Men's Guild of St. Giles’ 
Church, which was organized last year 
and had a number of interesting ad­
dresses during the winter months, at in­
tervals of about two weeks, had a good 
closing of the season last evening, when 
they were fortunate enough to secure 
Mr. George Tate Blacks!ock, K. C„ Mr. 
Kelley Êvans and'Mr. H. Osborne, K. C., 
of Toronto, to gi\*e addresses. A large 
number were present, and about 110 sat 
down to thei banquet, which was served 
under the direction of Crawford, caterer, 
before the speech-making commenced. 
The tables were daintily decorated with 
ruses, carnations and snowballs. Only 
gentlemen sat down to the spread, and 
the ladies were admitted at 8 o’clock 
to hear the speeches. Mr. H. S. Lees, 
President of the Guild, presided.

Mr. Lees, in opening the proceedings, 
said he was highly honored to hold the 
position of President of the Guild. It 
was organized but six months ago, and 
during that time had increased rapidly 
in numbers, and the interest had spread 
widely. He then called upon Mr. ,1. M. 
Cunningham to propose the toast, “Can-

Mr. Cunningham was glad to have the 
honor of proposing a toast so dear to 
the heart of all, and to couple, with it 
tho name of Mr. Kelley Evan». When 
it becomes necessary to conserve Can­
ada's resources, it looks ns though its 
resources are limited. In this century 
the foundation is being laid, and it 
should he done well. Canadian press 
representatives in the old country had 
opened the eves of the people there. Mr. 
Kelley Evans wn? then introduced.

In replying, he said a toast of that 
nature was in itself a task, but when 
introduced as it had been by Mr. Cun­
ningham had, it was n double task. The 
question of the resources of the country 
i> one every citizen should take the 
deepest interest in. The agitation for 
conservation- is largely due to the ex- 
President of the Vn-ited States." He 
realized that the people had destroyed, 
in some direction» beyond repair, the 
great resources the Lord had given. Two 
subjects which can he considered are. 
first, tlie forest. The forest in earlier 
days was hewn down, ami the future 
was not considered. The sun had been 
for veai> and years storing up this pro­
duct. and it is to be hoped that the danv 
age has not gone too far to he repaired. 
In Prussia the forests of 5,00^.000 acres 
yielded 4.1 cent» an acre, and now they 
have 7.000.000 acres yiedling over $2 an 
acre. They are conserving their forests.
It is not in the tree as a piece of wood 
that its value consists, hut on that tree 
not only the stream depends, but the 
xv-ry climate. Every citizen should con 
aider this conservation and not, allow a 
few to exercise their powers for per­
sonal gain. Secondly, and one thing 
"Mr. Rlacksloek generally bars, is the 
lit ttie wriggling fishes in the water. A 
few years ago the whitefish were caught 
in tons and used for manure on the farm. 
The people are responsible for thi< aw­
ful waste, ns they were warned. As nil 
example Prince Edward county and tho | 
Bay of Quinte district allowed the fish 
to hr taken heedlessly, and the food was 
thus taken from the mouths of the peo­
ple of the present time. Although the 
Chinese arc considered barbarians, it is 
the people of this country who are the 
barbarians. One Chinese said the people 
of his country did not need so many 
laws to understand that the people 
should not take fish during the spawning 
season, as the Chinese had faced starva­
tion and realize the necessity of conserv­
ing their resources. It is now time that 
the people should endeavor to assist 
upon a knowledge of the facts, and vote 
tor the man. whether Grit or Tory, who 
would uphold principle. More interest 
should be taken in policy and less in poli­
tics. A teeming supply of fish can be 
brought back, or they may be left as 
they are if proper means are employed. 
People instead of going to other coun­
tries to spend their money should visit 
the Rocky Mountains or some other 
such place. *

Mr. G. Tate Blackstock, the eminent 
lawyer of Toronto, who was the princi­
pal speaker of the evening, was then 
railed upon, and gave an address of un­
usual merit, and which was plentifully 
sprinkled with humor, which kept the

Every person who reads history 
knows that the circumstances of 200 
years ago cannot now be applied. In 
former years the difficulty arose as to 
the abolition of the slavo trade, and al­
though it is easily understood now, the 
people of these days raised their hands 
against the mother country because of 
her effort, to abolish this trade. Eng­
land exhibited what no other country 
has done, and relieved the Empire from

An Upper Atmosphere.
One of the most, remarkable dis­

coveries made by “balloon soundings" 
is the existence around the earth of 
stratum of air liow known as the “in­
version layer, i The automatically 
recording instruments sent up by M. 
Tesserenc de Bort and others have 
just shown that the temperature of 
the air steadily diminishes up to a 
height of about eight miles but that 
beyond is a layer about a mile thick 
that shows a constant or rising tem­
perature with increasing height. As 
this stratum must vary the atmos­
pheric density and refraction, it gives 
a basis for some interesting specula­
tions. M. Durand Greville thinks 
that it must be faintly luminous, and 
suggests that it may produce the 
“gegenschein” or midnight glow op­
posite the sun, that it may give the 
second lighting up of high peaks in 
the Alps after the first twilight glow 
has faded, that it may hold the fine 
dust that gives the brilliant skies 
after volcanic eruptions, and may ex­
plain other puzzling happenings*.

FOUND HIM 
NOT GUILTY.

serious thing and he reminded the jury 
that it. was better to set 99 guilty men 
at liberty than to convict one innocent

Crown Attorney Washington, in his 
address, said the ease was a serious one, 
awl he was not before the jury as a par­
tisan, nor as n man who would ask 
tliem to convict the prisoner, but as a 
citizen, like themselves, seeking after 
justice and trying, to the best of his 
ability, to lay the evidence before them, 
in considering which they must use their 
common sense. In weighing the. evidence 
that Constable Smith, while in the hos­
pital with a bullet, in his brain, was con­
scious and suffering no pain, they should 
use their common sense. V. C. Harry 
Smith had been a splendid constable and 
an upright, honorable man. and should 

| lie not be believed when 'he says he 
knew that man who stood up and shot 
him. no witness for the defense had ever 
denied that, not even the prisoner him­
self. They were asked to believe that 
the constable could not recognize a man 

lab flight in that alleyway, as neither the 
gus light nor the moon could shine on 
His face; but the rays ol the sun or 
moon do not have to shine on an object 
in order that it may be seen, and there 
has been good evidence to show that it 
was a bright moonlight night, with 
fresh snow on the ground. Tnen there 
whs the question of the alibi. A certain 
band of men get together and swear to 
a certain tiling, amt all the lawyers he 
ever knew were powerless to shake 
them by cross-examination. The barber, 
Mr.. Carson, when interviewed by two 
policemen and two newspapermen, be- 
iore the alibi was fixed, said he first 
heard of the shooting about 8 o’clock, 
although it did not take place until 
about 9. Now, take the evidence of these 
men who say the prisoner was in the 
pool-room during the whole evening, and 
it is contradicted by Mr. Bennett, who 
says he saw the prisoner on the street, 
going on# of one door and in -by an­
other. It was for the jury to say who 
should be believed and whether the pri­
soner was guilty or not.

His Honor Judge Snider then spoke a 
few words to the jurors. He said Ham­
ilton is a city in which several crimes 
hail been committed and the guilty per­
sons had escaped and it was especially 
necessary that if the offender could be 
caught he should be punisfhed, neverthe­
less justice demands fair treatment. 
They, as citizens like himself, must re­
cognize the difficulty in arriving at a 
decision. It was for them to return a 
just and true verdict, to the best of 
their ability. Whoever shot the con­
stable had taken great pains to cover 
his tracks, but deserved no sympathy 
whatever, as he gave none. Several wit­
nesses say it was a brilliant night, with 
snow on the ground; the constable look­
ed into the face of the man who shot 
him, and says it was the prisoner. They 
should scrutinize the alibi closely. The 
prisoner could not he in two places at 
one time. Several had sworn that the 
prisoner had not left the pool-room be­
tween 8 and 11 o'clock. Then Mr. Ben­
nett says lie saw him on the street 
about 8.25. going from one door to an­
other. without a hat. Wliat both par­
ties say may bo true, but only if it 
happened on different nights. Smith’s 
evidence had not been contradicted. The 
real thing is, were the circumstances ! 
such that Smith could identify the man : 
who shot him or was the alibi sufficient 
to prove that Smith’s evidence cannot 
be believed? They must face the prob­
lem and decide. If there was a doubt, 
the prisoner should have Lhe benefit.

After being out about two hours the 
jury returned a verdict of not guilty, 
and the, prisoner was released.

SPEED LIMIT 
FOR AUTOS.

County Council Fixes It at 15 
Miles an Hour.

Wentworth county councillors finished 
up their .June session yesterday after­
noon. The. rate of assessment, was 
struck at. 3% mills, which is the same 
as that of last year.

It will be necessary for the council 
to ra.iee $56,000 to meet, the needs of 
the year, but the opinion was that the 
council would come out all right when 
the Government grant comes in.

A heated argument arose over the col­
lection of taxes now overdue on the 
township of Saltfleet on the Beach pro­
perty for 1907 and 1908. The council­
ors from Saltfleet couldn’t see why 
they should be called upon to pay the 
taxes on property which the Govern­
ment in the year 1907 turned over to 
the county and took out of their hands. 
They said they refused to pay the taxes 
on that property now that it is county 
property.

Warden Gage said it was up to Salt- 
fleet to collect the taxes on the Beach 
property and hand it over to the coun­
ty. The Government grant of $250 was 
all that had yet been paid on those, 
taxes, and the township of Saltfleet 
must pay the balance for the last two 
years. He told Councilor Milieu, of 
Saltfleet, that this question could be 
settled amiably, otherwise it. would be 
settled through the courts. It was nil 
nonsense that these arrears should be 
standing. The assessment this year 
would be the same as last for the town­
ship of Saltfleet., less $250 which the 
council would raise from the Bench. Bar­
ton will also pay the same, whether an­
nexation takes place or not.

The council decided to leave the ques­
tion of taxes on Beach property for 1907 
and 1008 in the hands of the Legislative 
Committee with full power to net.

A by-law was passed regulating the 
speed of automobiles. No automobile 
shall be driven at a speed exceeding 15 
miles per hour in the county. The pen­
alty for violation is not to exceed $50, 
and any person giving information which 
shall lead to the conviction of any one 
guilty of violating this act shall be en­
titled to half the fine.

is Down on Goldenrod, Ragweed 
and the Tariff on Handkerchiefs— 
26 Cents and a Sneeze Will Get 
You in—Its Anthem is “Blow, 
Bugle, Blow."

It a called “rose cold" then, but it’s j 
the same old thing.

The annual convention of the as­
sociation will be held this year at 
Bethlehem, N. H., on August 27, and 
according to Secretary Patterson 
again, an unusually interesting pro­
gramme will be provided. It is ex­
pected that samples of all the sneezes 
indigenous to the American climate 
will be on exhibition, ranging all the 
way from the “false’’ or “car’ sneeze 
to the real, robustious roof raising 
affair that always gets a laugh in 
public.

In ordçr that this part of the pro­
gramme may be as successfully car­
ried out as possible special plans have 
been laid. Out of 177 members of the 
association who have been to Beth­
lehem 93 report the place exempt 
from the titular affliction while 61 re­
port it partially exempt. To get the 
most perfect sneezing, therefore, the 
convention will temporarily adjourn 
while buckboards and stages carry the 
delegates over the town line, say to 
Maplewood. Here the sneezes will be 
placed on view and carefully exam­
ined, the delegates returning to Beth­
lehem for the rest of the programme 
when this part of it has been com­
pleted.

This may prove a bit irksome, but 
then that, is one of the disadvantages 
of holding a hay fever convention 
where there is no hay fever. It is 
understood that a number of the mem­
bers of the association from New York 
have begun an agitation for the selec- 
Uon of this city as the place in which 
to hold the convention in 1910. No 
place on the continent, they will 
argue, has more hay fever than New 
York. Anybody can get hay fever in 
New York, if he can get it any­
where, and then, there's Coney Island. 
You don't hold a Republican conven­
tion where there are no Republicans, 
do you? these delegates will ask. Well, 
then, why hold a hay fever conven­
tion where there is no hay fever?

It is understood that among the sub­
jects that will come up for discussion at 
the convention in August is the matter 
of the selection of the national flower. 
Everybody knows that there has been 
manifested a fairly widespread senti­
ment in favor of conferring this dis­
tinguished honor upon the goldenrod. 
But the advocates of this beautiful 

4ïûWfin blossom have reckoned without 
the members of the United States Hay 
Fever Association. Now it is to the 
goldenrod that scientists have tracts 
the origin of much of the hay fever t ha I 
the members of the association suffer.
It can be said without fear of successful 
contradiction that the United States 
Hay Fever Association, will put itself 
unanimously on record next August as 
uncompromisingly opposed to the selec­
tion of the goldenrod as the national 
flower. It’s the pollen from this posy, 
it appears, which, borne by the breeze* 
to the mucous membranes of the nasal 
passages of members of the association, 
produces these hectic, humid eyes and 
that notable dialect every recurrent year, 
beginning on or about August 15 and 
terminating six weeks or two months 
later. Ragweed too furnishes much of 
the pestiferous pollen, and it mavbeju«t 
as confidently affirmed that anv attempt 
to make ragweed the national fiower will 
meet with a prompt protest from the 
United States Hay Fever Association. 
>or nw,,t an.v friend of Indian corn 
expect t„ get the suffrages of the. hav 
fever association's members, and for the 
same reason.

As Secretary Patterson said last 
August at Bethlehem, where he doesn't 
have hay fever: “Never so long a* gras* 
runs and water grows will the member* 
ot this association give their consent 
to such a proposition. " Or. as was said 
also by Secretary Patterson on his re- 
turn immediately thereafter to this citv 
where he dues have hoy fever

Much boisterous merriment has been 
indulged in because the National Sport­
ing Club, at the close of the bout be­
tween Langford and Hague, declared the 
negro to be t.ie heavyweight champion 
of the world, says the New York Press. 
But the subject is not so deliciously hu­
morous as it might be. The National 
Sporting Club of London is the only or­
ganization in the world of substance and 
quality that conducts boxing bouts. It 
is the only club in the world with suffi­
cient gumption to revise the absurd and 
unjust rules that governed boxing .half 
a century ago, and put modern and na­
tional rules in force. By the way, the 
brutal London rules, with the inade­
quate Queensherry addition, are still in 
force in America.

The National Sporting Club of London 
is the only club in the world where 90 
per cent, of those who attend the bouts 
are business and professional men, or 
men of means, who can afford to sup­
port boxing. In substance, the National 
•Sporting Club is the one organization 
in the world that really sustains the 
game of boxing and keeps it on a solid 
footing in Europe. Boxing is merely 
one of the features of the club, which 
has in its membership some, of the 
wealthiest and most prominent men m 
F.ngland, the commercial phase of the 
sport, so unpleasantly conspicuous in 
this country, is absent.

From all points of view, therefore, the 
National Sporting Club muet lie regard­
ed not only as a pioneer in international 
boxing, but the bulwark of the sport.

The action of the club is a logical one. 
There is in force in the club a rule 
which says that.a champion must defend 
his title every six months or forfeit to 
a. bona-fide challenger. Johnson, as 
champion, was under signed agreement 
to meet Langford before that club on 
May 24th. Johnson fluked out of that 
match, and Hague, having won the Bri­
tish heavyweight title from Moir, was 
put in place of Johnson. Langford won 
from Hague, and the club, having"in its 
rules and regulations a proviso that 
champions must defend their titles every 
six months or forfeit to a bona-fide chal­
lenger. declared Johnson out of the run­
ning.

It follows as a matter of course that 
the British club cannot make any ruling 
that would affect Johnson’s title as 
champion of America, for that was cap­
tured from Tommy Burns, the previous 
holder. But it will be remembered that 
Burns clinched his hold on the world’s

heavyweight title by beating Gunner 
Moir in the ring .of the National Sport­
ing Club of London, and that Johnson 
got the honor from Burns on Australian 
soil, which is under English domination.

Who shall say. therefore, that the Na­
tional Sporting Club has not the right 
to declare Langford the heavyweight 
champion of England and of the world?

Johnson certainly indicated an unwil­
lingness to mix with the Boston negro, 
and his eleventh-hour cancellation of 
sailing orders shows that he did not de­
sire even to get in the vicinity of Lang­
ford.

The Bostonian lias a much .better 
claim to the championship than Johnson, 
for Langford is willing to fight all com­
ers and Johnson is not. It has been er­
roneously asserted that Langford had 
barred Jeffries, but such is not the case. 
Li.ngford will meet Jeffries, provided . 
tin* former champion returns to the 
ring, but the negro is not challenging the 
boilermaker at a time when he does not 
appear to be willing to re-engage in the

It is also a fact that Kaufman, Ketch­
el, O’Brien and all the other chaps who 
have been flirting with the heavyweight 
title have studiously avoided Langford.

That Johnson and Ivangford eventual­
ly will come together goes without say­
ing. The public will force Johnson to 
get. into the ring with Langford and set­
tle the question of supremacy. Johnson 
doubtless will take the measure of Kauf­
man and Ketchel and then Langford 
will be the only one left for Johnson tp 
tackle.

Meantime, it will be Samuel Langford; 
heavyweight champion of England and 
of the world, and .lack Johnson, heavy­
weight champion of America.

Ketchel 
knocked out O’Brien, just as 1 expected,” 
said Jack Johnson, the colored champion, 
yesterday, "but that cuts no ice with 
me. Ketchel can’t beat me, and never, 
could.

'Twixt East and West.
(By a Banker.)

Midway between Africa and Europe 
the extensiAe rook-bound island of Crete 
rises sheer out of the blue AA'aters of the 
Mediterranean. The approach to Can- 
dia, one of the principal towns, is ex­
tremely beautiful. .Skirting the iron- 
bound coast, dark, sullen gorges are seen 
cleft far into the beetling cliffs and 
craigs; here a bold promontory juts out 
into the ocean ; or here is a wild chaos 
of detached boulders and masses of 
rock; over which the foam-crested bil­
lows continually break ; Avhile in the 
background is a range of lofty cloud- 
capped mountains, Mount Ida towering 
above them all—not, however, the 
Mount Ida of mythology which is by 
the Bosphorus—garbed summer and 
Avinter in perpetual snow.

Upon landing it is soon apparent that 
although many of the buildings are of 
Moorish origin, yet that the Moslem has 
gradually been driven back by western 
civilization. Here and there a veiled 
Avonian or a turbaned Turk or Arab 
may be seen, but they are few and far 
bf tAveen, although, judging by the 
many thousands of Mohammedan 
graves in an extensive cemetery — the 
tombstone of a male moslem is always 
surmounted by a sculptured fez or tur­
ban, thàt of a woman by a chaplet of 
roses or other ornament—it must at one 
time have been thickly populated by the 
adherents of that faith.

A few miles from the town the travel­
ler finds himself in the realms of hoary 
antiquity. Knossos, the foundations of 
which are now laid bare, the city of 
Minos—the great naval monarch and 
pioneer of European civilization who 
reigned more than a thousand years be­
fore Alexander the Great was born and 
whose history was considered to be mere 
legend until these great ruins were dis­
covered—is. with the exception, of 
course, of the magnificent relics of the 
great past, so abundant in Egypt, per­
haps the most ancient city in #he world. 
And, although built so far back down 
the dim vista of the ages, yet some of 
the works of art found therein, especial­
ly a number of great amphoroe, or wine 
vases, perhaps five or six feet in height, 
and ornamented in the ohasest designs, 
are equal in grace and elegance to any 
made in these days of advanced civiliza-

And it is remarkable how the spade 
of Ihe archaeologist is confining ancient 
history. Even Agamemnon himself 
Avas by some regarded as more or less 
a mythical being until his city and tomb 
were discovered and excavated. And 
now time after time discoveries continue 
to be made absolutely confirming Bibli­
cal history, and hopelessly crushing the 
futile efforts of the so-called “higher cri­
tics” to discredit Holy Scripture. But 
the Bible wil remain until time is no 
more, a record of the earliest history of 
the world, and above all the Divine an­

Heroes of Faith.—Heb. II: 1.40.
Commentary.—I. Faith defined and de­

scribed (v. 1). 1. Noav—As if beginning 
to anticipate that too continued a strain 
of Avarning and rebuke might wear upon 
his hearers, the apostle hoav suddenly 
changes his tone to thrilling jubilation. 
From threatening penalty for unbelief 
he rises into a lofty peal of evaltation 
over the glories of faith. He proceeds to 
show that faith is not only justifying, 
but inspiring, ennobling and exalting to 
the soul.—Whedon. Faith—The apostle 
does not give a complete definition of 
faith, but rather describes it, showing 
what it is by Avhat it does. Faith is 
that soul element Avhich enables us to 
look up and grasp God. It is the con­
necting link between God and man. The 
substance—“Assurance.”—R. A". The 
margin renders it “ground.” Substance 
is from the Greek hupo, under, and sta­
sis, standing, and from the Latin sub, 
under, and stans. standing. Literally it 
signifies that Av’nlch stands under an ob­
ject—the support. Things hoped for— 
The man of faith acts as though he al­
ready possessed the things he hoped for. 
The unseen is real to him. He confi­
dently expects them. The evidence—De­
monstration, proof. Faith in the divine 
word supplies the place of and is cuqiva 
lent to proof. It satisfies the mind and 
inspires conduct just as a proof or de­
monstration should do. Stuart points 
out that the “faith” mentioned here is 
not specifically Avhat is understood by 
“saving faith,” but rather faith as a 
practical principal and power, influencing 
all life and conduct. The true and 
essential nature of faith is confidence in 
God, belief in His declarations.—Robert 
Tuck. Tilings not seen—The “things 
hoped for” are the peace and approba­
tion of God, and those blessings by 
which the soul is prepared for the king 
dom of heaven. The “things not seen” 
are, in an extended sense, the creation of

offer up Isaac as a burnt-offering. When 
he was tried—In Gen. 22 ;1 we read that 
God tempted, or proved, Abraham. The 
Bible writer does uot mean that God 
incited Abraham to sin, but he tried and 
proA'ed him and thus gave occasion for 
the development of faith (1 Cor. 10. 13.; 
Heb. 11. 17, Jas 1. 12). “It is well to 
see that God confers a signal honor up­
on us when He thus tests our hearts.”— 
C H. M. “Tempting is for the sake of 
leading men to evil; testing them is 
for the purpose of making them better. 
The trials of life are to prove what we 
are, to see if we ar fitted for larger 
things. The ship is tested, not to des­
troy it, but to see if it is strong to car­
ry its cargo through the storm. The 
meaning of trial is not only to test 
worthiness, but to increase it. The fire 
doth not only discover what is true 
gold, but makes the true gold more 
pure.” Offered up Isaac—Isaac was 
bound on the altar, and the knife was 
raised.

pression. “How could Abraham have re­
ceived him .back in a figure when he re­
ceived kirn back figuratively from the 
dead, because Isaac was typically, or 
figuratively, dead.”—Cam. Bib. The 
restoration of Isaac was undoubtedly a 
type of Christ’s resurrection, as His 
birth was a type of Christ’s incarnation.

20. Blessed Jacob and Esau—Gen. 27. 
27-29, 39, 40 21. Jacob, etc.—See Gen. 
48. 3-20. The sons of Joseph—That is 
Ephraim and Manassel.

22. When he died—“When his end ’"as 
nigh.”—R. V. made mention, etc.—Al­
though at the time of Josephy’s death 
the children of Israel were not oppos­
ed, yet he understood the promises and 
“by faith” knew they would some day 
leave Egypt. Gave commandment—The 
directions he gave “concerning his 
bones” shows his perfect confidence in 
God (Gen. 50. 25, 25; Exod. 13. 19; 
Acts 7. 16). Joseph lived 64 years after 
the death of his father and died at the 
age of 110 years.

23. By faith Moses—The faith of 
Moses is brought uot in.the remainder 
of the printed lesson—vs. 23-29. Hid 
three months—The faith of his parents 
caused this to be done. A proper child 
—“A goodly child” (Exod. 2: 2). He 
was “exceeding fair” (Acta 7: 20). Be­
cause of his great beauty “they braved 
the peril im-olved in breaking the king’s 
dfraree.” King’s commandment—To de­
stroy all the male children (Exod. 1: 
22). 24. Come to years—See Exod. 2:
10; Acts 7 : 22-25. Moses was about 40 
years old at this time. Wc arc not told 
what Avas the occasion of his decision 
Ao abandon the Egyptian court, i>ufc it is

clear that God was leading him to for­
sake the idolatrous and immoral influ­
ences with which he was surrounded. He 
had evidently come to the place where 
“he must either wholly go xvith the 
Egyptians in religion and life, or he 
muet choose Gad.** His decision meant 
that he must renounce the Avealth, popu­
larity and power of an Egyptian prince, 
and join himself to a people xvho Were 
and cruel treatment. But his faith in 
suffering affliction, who Avere groaning 
under the heavy burdens of poverty, toil 
God enabled him to do this. 25. To 
suffer affliction—God’s people at this 
time Avere greatly oppressed by the 
Egyptians. For a season—He saxv that 
sin’s pleasures were but for a short 
time, xvhile the rexvard of the righteous 
would be of endless duration. To the 
sinner there are “pleasures” in sin, but 
they arc fleeting (Job 20: 5) and leave 
a xvasted life, a ruined character, a lost 
soul behind them.

26. Esteeming—Moses put a high esti­
mate on the reproach that came through 
trusting in the promised Messiah. 27-29. 
Forsook Egypt, etc.—He not only left 
Pharaoh’s court, refusing the royal adop­
tion, but he left the land of Pharaoh, 
instituted the Passoxer, and crossed the 
Red Sea, and this was all done “by 
faith” in God.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.
The Faith of Abraham and Moses.

Nearly all of that part of the lesson 
to be printed is confined to the faith of 
these two ancient worthies.

T. The faith of Abraham. He was a 
most extraordinary man, and sustained 
a very intimate relation to God. “In 
the scriptures he seems to be set forth 
ns a model for the church in all ages. 
God had been pleased to honor him with 
a trinity of appellations that are won­
derfully comprehensive and deeply sig­
nificant: ‘Friend of God’ (lea. 41: 8; 
Jas. 2: 23) ; ‘father of many nations’ (Gen. 
17: 5; ‘father of all believers’ (Rom. 
■1: U, 16). We notice three distinct 
stages in Abraham’s personal progress 
in the divine life. 1. He complies xvith 
the conditions of true discipleship in 
forsaking all to follow God (Gen. 12: 
1-5; Heb. 11: 8; Luke 14: 33). 2. He 
was justified by faith (Gen. 15: 6; Rom 
4,;LUal-3: fi; Jas. 2: 23). He believed in 
Jehovah, and it xvas counted—the faith 
he put in Jehovah—to him for righte­
ousness or justification; though there 
was no art in the ease but that of the 
mind and heart, no work of any kind.

II. The faith of Moses. 1. His faith 
enabled him to make a xvise choice. The 
world placed before him its very best, 
and religion placed before him its very 
worst. There xvas honor, pleasure and 
wealth on the one hand, and affliction, 
reproach and hardships on the other 
hand. But his faith was elear and 
strong, and he made the xvise choice. 
His xvorldly prospects xvere cut off at 
one blow, and he identified himself with 
slaves. 2. His faith enabled him to en­
dure. Many start out well, but when 
the tests como xvhich call for real endur­
ance they fall by the way. Faith en­
abled Moses to keep going, regardless of 
hindrances. 3. His faith enabled him to 
see the invisible. Moses believed in 
God's actual presence in the world, con­
trolling human life and human affairs. 
He believed that God would be with him, 
according to llis expressed promise, to 
cheer and guide. “Faith regards God’s 
word as more real than man’s nets, as 
not less real than a star in heaven ; and 
believes that the least promise that God 
has written will outlive the last pyramid 
that all tlie Pharaohs hax-e ever built.” 
4. His faith enabled him to apprehend 
the truth with respect to the promised 
Messiah. “By faith lie kept the Pass- 
over,” xvhich points directly to Christ.

Toronto, June 12.—Church union 
formed the topic for discussion at yes­
terday’s meeting of the Congregational 
l uion of Canada and the question was 
debated with a warmth of earnestness 
and a cogency of argument that render­
ed fhe session a-membrat»lc one in the 
history of the great interdenominational 
movement. The matter was brought 
up «ui the report of the Committee 
mi Church Vnion, presented by Kev. 
Hugh Pedley. of Montreal, which 
made recommendations almost identical 
with those suggested by the General 
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church at 

j Hamilton. The following scheme was 
presented:

That the documents agreed upon 
by the Joint Committee of the Metho­
dist», Presbyterian and Congregational 
churches be sent to the churches for 
consideration.

That as an aid to discussion, and to 
test the attitude of the churches, these 
questions be asked:

Are you in favor of the Congregation­
al Church entering into union on the 
proposed basis?

It not satisfactory, what changes 
would you suggest?

Answers to these to be sent to the 
Committee on Church Cnion before 
March, 1910, witli statistics as to the 
voting for and against.

The discussion revealed a «strong 
difference of opinion among the dele­
gate» to the union, although the gen- 
«•ral trend of opinion xvas favorable 
toward union of some character. 
Rev. J. w. Pedley was the only out­
spoken and direct advocate of union, 
but he struck a popular chord in his 
appeal for a united Church based on 
tin* simplest form of creed and devoid 
of the ironbound lieliefs of the Middle 
Ago».. There was no conclusion reached 
in the matter, however, as the debate 
wa> adjourned at noon until this morn­
ing.

Rev. W. E. Gilroy, of Brantford, was 
decidedly against the proposed basis of

Rev. J. K. Unsworth was in a position 
of suspense. The present basis of union, 
lie said, lacked the rigidity of Presby­
terian practice, and the elasticity of 
Congregationalism. Ninety-nine men in 
a hundred were not concerned with what 
the ministers were concerned, but just 
wanted the message sent over the world 
in the best way. The only thing that 
should be asked a candidate for the 
ministry was. “Arc you » loyal roan to 
Joan# Christ?” There would always be 
as many creeds as there were thinking 
men. Linked together, there was no 
doubt that the churches could do a 
greater share of the work God intended 
them to do.

“Personally, said Rev. .fames XV. 
Pedley. " I prefer a_ church without 
any creed.” He had read the West­
minster Confession through and was 
amazed that 100 men qould have made 
from it a statement as simple as the 
proposed basis of union.

The comparatively small number of 
students that take the arts course in 
the Congregational College of Canada 
formed a ground of regret in the report 
of the registrar. Prof. W. H. Warriner, 
presented at the annual meeting held in 
the afternoon.

Principal Hill made an address in 
which he refuted the sugestion that 
the college should he closed and the en­
dowment. fund turned over to the 
Home Mission Society, ns it wpuld 
deaden the life of the church and turn 
the young men toward the United 
States or England. He dwelt on the 
necessity for securing efficient leader­
ship and made a special appeal for the 
securing of young men to enter the 
ministry. He asked both pastors and 
laymen to look over the boys in their 
churches, pick out those capable of 
leadership, and send their names on to 
the college, so that influence might be 
brought to bear to turn them toward 
the church.

N. Y'., June 11.—Three men broke 
into St. Stephen's Church at Croghav at 11 
o'clock last night, and, being surprised by 
one of the Franciscan brothers connected 
with the monastery located at Croghan, made 
an attack upon him and stabbed him several 
timet In the arm. It Is said that a terrible 
battlo took place. The brother was probably 
saved from worse injury through the fact 
that some of the other brothers, bearing the 
noise, come to his rescue and scared the bur­
glars. if such they were, away.

Some are of the opinion that the attack 
upon the brother was the culmination of an 
anarchist plot. This opinion is probably due 
to tha fact that Father Leo, who was killed 
by an anarchist at Denver some months 
agiv was at one time located In Croghan, 
and that he also was a Franciscan priest. 
The three men escaped.

CALLED “TRAITOR.”
Bishop of London in Hot Wpter 

Over Church Spectacle.

London, June 11.—The English Church 
pageagt. which will consist of the rendering 
In outdoor setting of a series of spectacular 
representations of episodes of Church history, 
was opened on the grounds of Fulham Palace 
yesterday, the first day being somewhat mar­
red by the rain. The pageant, which Is un­
der patronage of the Archbishop of Canter­
bury and Archbishp of York, was organized 
with the Idea of popularizing the history of 
the Church, affording Instruction to the 
masses, and incidentally to bring financial 
assistance to various State charities.

The presentations will be given twice a 
day. at three o'clock In the afternoon and 
eight o'clock in the evening, for six days. 
The history ot the Church from the earliest 
times down to the present will be depleted 
by a body of about 4,000 amateur actors and 
actresses. The palace grounds are well 
adapted to the purpose, and the rendering 
of various scenes, with the old palace as 
a background and the characters dressed la 
the costumes of the period, will be most 
realistic.

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THE SLAVONIA 
RUNS^ASHORE.

The Six Hundred Passengers Res­
cued by Other Vessels.

Vessel Grounded on Westerly Isle 
of A lore Group.

Little Chance of Saving the Strand­
ed Vessel From Destruction,

New York, June 11.—Official des­
patches received here this afternoon 
tell of the total loss of the Cunarder 
Slavonia, with 410 passengers on board, 
on the rocks of Flores, the most west­
erly of the Azores group. The passen­
gers were saved. No mention is made 
of any loss of life. The 110 cabin pas­
sengers were taken from the Slavonia 
by the Princess Irene, a North German 
Lloyd boat, and 500 steerage passengers 
were transferred to the. Batavia, of the 
Hamburg-American line.

The Slavonia and the Batavia sailed 
from New York side by side, and prac­
tically steamed in each others company 
to the Azores.

The first cablegram received was sent 
from Velas, a gable station in the 
Azores. It stated that the Slavonia had 
stranded off Flores, and that her pas­
sengers had been saved by the Princess 
Irene and the Batavia.

A later despatch stated that the Slav­
onia would be a total loss. The 110 
cabin passengers were nearly all Ameri­
cans bound for pleasure trips. The 
steerage passengers were foreigners re­
turning home for visits.

It H surmised at the local office of 
the line that the sea was calm and that 
the stranding of the Slavonia was due 
to thick weather.

Captain F. Yon Ivot.ton-Peterssen, of 
the Princess, naturally did not send 
more words about the disaster than is 
necessary, ns the toll from the, Azores 
is stiff. His despatch runs: “Have 
taken on board 110 passengers from the 
Slavonia, which was stranded on , the 
southwest end of Flores Island. The 
steerage passengers on hoard the steam­
ship Batavia. The Slavonia will prob­
ably be a total wreck.

The steerage passengers, according to 
the Hamburg-American line office here, 
will be landed at Naples or Genoa, 
whence most of them were bound.

The larger part of the cabin passen­
gers were on their way to Italy.

The Slavonia was a sister ship of the 
Vltonia. Pnnnonia and (arpathie. and 
was one of the best liners in the Medi­
terranean trade. She was a steel twin 
screw, of 10,600 tons gross and was 510 
feet long. She was originally the 
Yamuna, and was built by Sir J. Laing 
&. Sons, at Sunderland, in 1903. She 
Mas valued at $750.000. and was partial­
ly insured.

Flores is about thirty miles long and 
rime miles wide, thickly populated and 
n«s a hilly surface. The inhabitants 
raise cattle and poultry and meat for 
the Spanish markets.

L C. R. N0TUABLE.
Ayent’j Conviction For Storing 

Liquor Quashed in N.. B.

Frederidion. N. R , |1,-Th»l Ihr
Government .railways are not liable to pen­
alty under the Canada tempérance act for 
carrying liquor Into the Scott Act counties 
was the substance of a judgment handed 
down by the Supreme Court here this after 
noon, quashing the conviction made by Police 
Magistrate Marsh against R. 7,. Walker, l. r. 
R. station agent, for receiving and ware­
housing liquor.

The Judgment of the court which was de­
livered by the Chief Justice and was unan­
imous. upheld the contention of Mr. Hughes, 
declaring that the decision of Police Mag­
istrate Marsh was not Justified It set forth 
that the Intercolonial had been constructed 
under the authority of the British North 
America Act. and. being the property of the 
Crown and operated tn the public interest, 
could not be Interfered with by any act of 
Parliament, unless such act was made special­
ly applicable to It.

The Judgment of the court means that the 
liquor now at the police station will have 
to be returned to the Intercolonial shed. As 
the city has already been mulcted to the tune 
of over $200 In costs, it Is scarcely likely that 
the case will be appealed.

FOR NAVAL DEFENCE
Report of Generous Financial Offer 

From Canada.

London, June 11.—It is stated here 
that the Canadian Government is con­
templating a “very generous financial of­
fer to the Imperial Government,” to be 
expended on naval defence in such a way 
as may be decided by the Imjterial De­
fence Committee. Mr. Balfour’s speech 
at the Press Conference has encouraged 
Canadians to believe it possible to come 
to an agreement on the lines of an au­
tonomous local navy working in har­
mony with the Admiralty. It is added 
that the Admiralty is now less inclined 
to oppose the formation of local navies 
than was the case foilnerlj-. “The 
omens are favorable, therefore, for 
nil agreement between the Dominion 
Government and the Admiralty on 
the lines of their present proposals.”

CRUISER MISSING.
The French Jules Ferry Has Crew 

of 728 Men.

Paris, June 11.—The Toulon corre­
spondent of the Eclair says that no 
official news has been received yet* of 
the armored cruiser Jules Ferry, which 
left Turkish waters for Toulin sixteen 
days ago. The relatives of one of the 
officers of the ship recently received a 
letter from him, in which he*stated that 
the cruiser was leaking badly.

The Marine authorities, while admit­
ting that the vessel should have l»een 
heard from several days ago. state that 
there is no ground for concluding that 
she has sunk, and are hopeful of receiv­
ing reassuring news within the next 24

The Jules Ferry is a ship of 12.750 
tons, and carries a crew of 728 men. She 
was launched at Cherbourg on Aug. 8, 
1003.

CAMPING SITES.
Only Small Lots Will be Leased in 

Forest Reserves.

Ottawa. June 11.—By an order-in 
Council all places for public camping 
sites, such as lake fronts, medicine 
springs, fishing grounds and the like 
in Dominion forest reserves are to be 
reserved for the public before individu­
al leases are granted. Lots of one acre, 
with a water frontage of 100 feet, may 
be let by the season fo privatç camps 
at. $5 per year, but large areas will be 
kept open for the general public for 
picnic and camp purposes.

It is further provided that permits 
free of dues may be issued for the 
cutting of timber for the construction 
of educational, religious and charitable 
institutions, and buildings in connection 
therewith, in Manitoba. Saskatchewan, 
Alberta and British Columbia.

WHEAT DOING WELL.
Grand Trunk Pacific’s Crop Report 

on Western Conditions.

Winnipeg, June 11.-The weekly crop re- 
pon along the Hue of the Grand Trunk Pacif­
ic. received to-day, shows that exceedingly 
satisfactory growing conditions still prevail. 
In fact, from oue end of the line to the other 
In Manitoba. Saskatchewan and Alberta every 
crop report is practically along the same 
lines: that the wheat is up from seven to ten 
inches. Is uniform in height, and that con­
ditions could not be Improved upon, as no 

, rain la needed for several days.

NINETY KILLED.
tbsquitoes Bring Malaria to 

Settlement on Orange River.

London, June 11.—A special despatch from 
Cape Town says that the heavy rainfall has 
caused the overflow of the Orange River, in 
the Oordonla northern district. This has re­
sulted in the breeding of swarms of mos­
quitoes. leading to a serious outbreak of 
malaria. Three quarters of the population 
are affected and ninety deaths nre reported.

COLORADO SPRINGS
With Its New Government by Com­

mission, Eliminates Politics.

Colorado Springs. Col., has just adopt­
er! by an overwhelming vote of 3.161 to 
2(13. the commission form of government 
under a charter which abolishes the 
ward system, eliminates jrarty politics, 
provides the recall, initiative and refer­
endum. and places ample restrictions 
around the granting of franchises. The 
charter is probably the most liberal ad­
opt ed by any American municipality, lx*, 
cause of the fact that the State Législa­
ture gives cities a free rein in nifeking 
tlvur charters. The charter comes as the 
result of a movement advocated by the 
press and backed by the Chamber of 
Commerce and other civic bodies. The 
instrument was drawn by 21 representa­
tive citzens, nominated by a joint com­
mittee from the civic organizations. The 
first election under the new charter will 
be on Tuesday, July 6.

In many respects the charter is re­
markable. The only elective of fiers ore 
the Mayor and four Council men who 
compose the Council in which the powers 
of tlie city are vested. Responsibility is 
fixed bv the creation of five departments 
at the head of each of which is one 
member. The departments are: Water 
and waterworks,governed by the Mayor; 
finance; public health and sanitation ; 
public works and property, and public 
safety. Provision is made to put the 
water system on a self-sustaining basis ; 
an effort is made to secure a uniform 
system of public accounting. The Mayor 
receives $3,000 salary, Council men $2,000. 
The most radical measures perhaps are 
in regard to elections, the idea being to 
eliminate all factional control. Nom­
inations are made by the filing of 25 in­
dividual certificates, the signer of each 
of which, v.s well as the nominee, must 
make affidavit to the fact that the can­
didate is not the representative of any 
political party.

No franchises may be granted except 
on vote of the qualified electors. The 
people reserve the right to regulate fares 
and rates, and may license street cars, 
meters, poles and similar fixtures. Each 
corporation is required to make a de­
tailed annual report. The city receives 
on all franchises 3 per cent, of the gross 
receipts for the first 15 years : 5 per 
cent, for the remainder of the life. The 
city may purchase any public utility. No 
franchise may be granted for a period of 
more than 25 years.

On petition of 30 per cent, of the qual­
ified electors, an elective officer may 
be removed from office through the “re­
call.” Under penalty of removal, no 
official may receive free service from a 
corporation. A civil service commission 
is authorized to provide for placing the 
fire, police and public works employees 
under civil service. Ot.ier employees are 
appointed by the Mayor upon recom­
mendation of the f'Jtincilmen.

THEIR ALLIES.
Premier Asquith Speaks on the 

Imperial Press.

French Canadian Newspaper Man 
Makes Eloquent Response.

London, June 11.—The week's bril­
liant functions in connection with the 
Imperial Tress Conference reached a 
climax to-night with the Government's 
dinner, at which Earl Crewe, Colonial 
Secretary, presided. Premier Asquith, 
the Archbishop of Canterbury, Col. See­
ley, Lord Cromer, Lord Northcote and 
other distinguished guests were present.

The Premier proposed the toast to 
the guests and with high eloquence 
he claimed that there ought to be a 
sense if interdependence in the 
partnership between the Governments 
and the press. It was the duty of 
the Imperial press to promote in the 
highest forms and for its worthiest pur­
poses a spirit of Imperial unity, and 
he referred to the one voice and settled 
conviction wherewith statesmen of both 
parties had dealt with the question of 
Imperial defence.

Mr. Langlois, who Inst responded, 
speaking for two and a quarter millions 
of Freneh-C'anadians. declared that in 
all crises Quebec would stand by the Em­
pire. There would be no discordant 
voice. Should any occasion arise Can­
ada would be united in a mighty whole 
11 defend the common cause. Freneh- 
C'anadians were proud of the British 
flag, which floated over a peaceful and 
contented people in Quebec. (Applause).

Speaking in French, Mr. Langlois 
expressed pleasure at the entente 
cordiale and repeated that. French- 
Canadians were grateful to Britain 
for safeguarding their religion, customs 
and liberties. He recalled with pride 
that in the dark days of 1812 Freneh- 
C'anadians saved Canada. What they had 
done in the past they could be relied 
on to do in the future.

Messrs. Cunningham and Fenwick res­
ponded for Australasia.

Earl Crewt^ said the Home Govern­
ment would meet the overseas repre­
sentatives as equals and allies. No­
thing could he further from the Min­
ister's thoughts than to dictate to 
thepi any policy or act. He thought 
the Imperial Press Conference would 
have effects as far reaching and bene­
ficial as any conference that had been 
or would be held.

BIG BUSH FIRES. I
Immense Fires Raging Along the 

Line of Algoma Central.

New Brunswick Fires Fierce—Peo­
ple Flee Before Flames.

8ault Ste Marie, Ont., June 11.—Re­
ports from along the line of the Algoma 
Central Railway say that bush fires are 
running .ill along the line of the rail­
way, between mile 63 and 69. The five 
extends about three miles ou each side 
of the railway. Last night it made a 
break on the property below mile 63.

Smith's vamp at mile 68 has been com­
pletely destroyed, and also the camp of 
the Mayflower Mining Company in 
Pennyfather Township. The fire threa­
tens the camps along the Goulais River, 
and yesterday W. T. Yuli, who conducts 
a camp there, was advised to visit it if 
he wished to save anything. From this 
fact it is estimated that the fire is cov­
ering a large district, and unless rain 
comes the fire will rage right down to 
the “Soo."

The Algoma Central Railway has 
a large staff of meu employed along 
the line between mile 63 and 68 
fighting the flames, which are grad­
ually working toward the “Soo."

At Hayden yesterday the houses of 
the sectionmen and the water tank 
were threatened by the flames, but 
were saved with considerable difficulty.

The fires are regarded as the most ser­
ious that have visited the district for 
many years, and there is no telling what 
the result will be until the rain comes. 
Everything in the bush is very dry as 
tinder and the flames are making a pro­
gress which, it is said, is only seen in 
the fall of the year when the bush is 
dried out.

A VILLAGE WIPED OUT.

Inhabitant* of New Brunswick Settle­
ment Fled Before Flames.

St. John, N. B., June 11.—Never 
sinoe the great Miraraichi fire of a 
hundred years ago has New Bruns­
wick been in such danger from for­
est fires. Another day without rain 
will create conditions unprecedented. 
Already the damage has been enor­
mous, and in almost every timbered 
county in the province fires are rag­
ing beyond human control. The cen­
tral and northern portions of the 
province are in the sorest straits, al­
though the Maine border of Charlotte 
County. To-day a whole village, with a 
large sawmill, was destroyed in Victoria 
County, the inhabitants being forced 
to flee for their lives.

Refugees from along the Internation­
al Railway, who arrived at Campbell- 
ton this evening, tell a tale of hardship 
and suffering seldom heard in a settled 
country. After a week of fighting fires, 
and when the danger was considered 
past, the roar of flames was to-day 
heard about two miles away from 
Messrs. Couillard and GouimonVs mill, 
and, fanned by a brisk wind, they ad­
vanced rapidly on the mill property. A 
brief fight was made to check the flames 
but they advanced through the old work­
ings with a roar which sent terror to 
the hearts of the ninety inhabitants of 
the place.

Without stopping to pack their be­
longings, some without coats or h,ats, 
the men carrying the children and help­
ing the women, ran in advance of the 
flames two miles, until picked up by a 
relief train sent out by the manager of 
the International Railway, and all were

brought safely to town, where they are 
being cared for by friend?.

Along the Mivamichi conditions are 
desperate. At Lockstead, near Black- 
ville, fire is raging, and men are 
fighting desperately to get. control of 
it. At. Busby’s Siding, about three miles 
west of Beaver Brook, another fire is 
destroying the Miramiehi Pulp Com­
pany s large tract of valuable timbers. 
Un the Richiburto Road there is a 
stretch of five miles on both sides of 
the road that is nothing but a seeth­
ing mass of flames, and great anxiety 
is felt for the people who nre living in 
this district, as help cannot be got to

A special train with a large crew 
of men left Newcastle last night, to 
fight, the fire in the vicinity of Rogers- 
villr. Another special train went up 
1 he Canada Eastern to try and check 
the fires in these directions. There 
is another large five raging at Taxis 
River, which is destroying the most 
valuable timber limits in that, section 
of the country. This fire is not vet 
under control, altlv-ugh a large body 
of men are fighting desperately.

REVENUE INCREASING.

Customs, Excise and Post Office All 
Show Large Gains.

Ottawa, June 11.—The financial state­
ment for May shows the revenue for the 
first three months of the year to have 
been $13,613.974, which is nn increase of 
more than a million and three-quarter 
dollars over the collections in the same 
time the year before. The increase is 
principally due to enlarged customs col­
lections, which show an increase of over 
a million dollars during the three 
months. Excise collections increased by 
nlM»ut. a hundred thousand dollars and 
post office revenue by the same.

EARTHQUAKE IN FRANCE.

Eight Persons Killed at Lambeso, 
Near Aix.

Marseilles, June 11.—Two earthquake 
shocks, running from northeast to south­
west, were felt through the Riviera be­
tween 9 and 11 o’clock. While the dam­
age done here was not great, reports 
from smaller cities show that the ef­
fects of the second shock were serious. 
At Lambeso, a town of 2.500 inhabit­
ant», twelve miles northwest of Aix, sev­
eral houses collapsed and eight persons 
nre reported to have been killed. Troops 
were immediately hurried there to search 
in the debris for possible dead or injured 
persons.

Reports received later in the night 
indicated that the shocks had been felt 
practically throughout the whole of the

south of France. They equalled in st 
ity those of the earthquake of 1884. 
violence seemed to have been greates 
th vicinity of Toulon. Warships in 
harbor there were displaced from 1 
moorings.

A TRUE STORY
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jPWRTHUR C. TRAIN, formerly Assistant 
District Attorney of New York coun- 
ty, says:—“It is often said that cir­

cumstantial evidence is better tha.i direct, 
since, while a witness may forget or com­
mit perjury, ‘circumstances cannot lie.’ Any 
cuch distinction is, however, entirely arti­
ficial. There is no essential difference, so 
far as reliability is concerned, between di­
rect and circumstantial evidence, since all 
evidence depends upon the truthfulness and 
recollection of witnesses.

“The ‘circumstances’ don’t lie, but perhaps 
the witness who testifies about them does. Ho 
is just as apt to be in error in regard to the 
shape and direction of footprints as he would 
be in describing the appearance and actions of 
the burglar who made them.

“The value of all evidence depends upon 
the original capacity of the witness to ob­
serve, his ability to recollect accurately what 
he has seen, and finally upon his power to 
express correctly what he recollects. In these 
respects there is no difference between wit­
nesses who testify to circumstances and those 
who testify directly from observation.

“In my opinion there is no possibility of 
innocent men being convicted of crime in 
New York city unless the defendant be an ex­
convict who refrain^ from putting in any de­
fence to the charge against him in order to 
avoid having his record brought out on cross- 
examination.’'

never before had seen him in converse with cither 
of the Crooks.

In pursuing hls Inquiry the clerk established 
another circumstance which, when taken in com 
junction with the testimony which the maid, Susan, 
had given, promised additional strength to the evi­
dence.

if you kept quiet with your questions about missing 
folk. Happen your own business is dark enough."

He nodded at the clerk and the constable. Itrave- 
well started bark and paled, while Crooks leered 
meaningly. Merkle stepped forward.

"I hold warrants for the both of you for com­
plicity in the murder of John Smith,” he announced, 
"you had better come quietly."

(.'rooks showed no concern at this sudden turn, but 
Bracewell wns not made of such tough fibre. On the 
way to the Jail the prisoners were surrounded by a 
crowd of the townspeople, who jeered and threat­
ened them. The young attorney drew back in alarm 
at the show of public feeling, crying upon Merkle 
to protect him.

Newipipermen See the Ever Ready 
Fighting Force of Navy.

144 Ship» in Seven Lines Extending 
From Cowes Road.

Vessels Dressed With Thousands 
of Flags and Bands Playing.

Portsmouth, June 12.—The delegates 
to the Imperial Press Conference, who 
are spending the day here as the guests 
of the Admiralty, have witnessed a naval 
spectacle that represents a concentration 
of sea power unparalleled in the history 
of the world. Stretched out in seven 
line in the far-famed roadstead and 
extending from Cowes road to the sea 
forts guarding the entrance to Spithead, 
the visitors saw the “wars-head” of the 
British navy, that is to say, that sec­
tion of the fleet which always is fully 
manned and equipped in readiness for 
instant action. Of the 144 ships, esti­
mated to be worth, all told, something 
like $450,000,000, that had assembled for 
to-day’s manoeuvres, not a single one 
had been especially commissioned for the 
occasion.

Among the 24 battleships were 7 
Dreadnoughts, while supporting these 
lines of capital ships lay 24 cruisers, 13 
scouts and auxiliaries, 48 torpedo boat 
destroyers, and 35 submarines. Had 
they been placed end on end they would 
have formed a double line eighteen miles 
long.

All the vessels were dressed with 
thousands of flags, and with the crews 
on deck manning ships and the bands 
playing, the scene was full of animation 
and color.

BLAMES TRAMP.
Octogenarian Widow Brutally Mur­

dered by an Unknown.

Trumbull, Conn., June 12.—Mrs. Sar­
ah Di—Je, a widow 81 years old, was 
brutally murdered yesterday while alone 
in her home on the Trumbull road, 
about two miles north of here. An au­
topsy performed upon upon the body 
showed that her nose was broken, and 
her face badly bruised and that death 
was directly caused by strangulation. 
Her throat showed the marks of finger 
prints.

Mrs. Dibble lived alone with her son, 
George, who, on returning from work, 
failed to find his mother about the 
house. On making a search he found her 
body, nearly nude, in a dark corner of 
the cellar. The authorities are looking 
for a tramp seen in the neighborhood 
earlier in the day.

TEXAS MURDERER
Stabt Sheriff as He Adjusts Black 

Cap on the Scaffold.

Floreueeville, Texas, June 12.—Using 
as a weapon a sharpened spoon, Refugio 
Juarequcu, sentenced to hang for crimi­
nal assault upon ea 15-year-old girl, 
fought desperately on the scaffold yes­
terday to prevent execution. He stab­
bed Sheriff Wm. Wright over the heart 
when the officer attempted to adjust 
the black cap. The spoon struck a bone 
and the wound is not serious.- When 
Juarequcu was sulxiued the executioh 
proceeded, a brother of the wounded of­
ficer taking charge.

The first time the trap was sprung 
Juarequcu fell across the trap, and it 
was necessary to req>eat tilie preliminar­
ies. The second springing of the trap 
was fatal. The man protested his inno­
cence to the end.
