An Earthquake in England.
At 9.30 on Tuesday an earthquake shock 

was felt in the eastern çouuties ot England. 
At Ipswich the walls of the houses were 
shaken, plates were rattled and bells rung. 
The people were thrown into such a state 
of consternation that business was suspended. 
The shock was still more severe at Colchester. 
The concussion lasted half a minute. The 
first symptom was a deep rumbling sound, 
which was speedily followed by a quakiug 
and shaking of all the buildings. The tall 
chimney stacks of factories fell, and other lortv ■ 
structures were destroyed. The spire of one of 
the largest churches iu the city, 150 feet high, 
fell with an awful crash. Iu one part of the 
city a tire was caused by the shock.

In private- houses tables and chairs were
overturned, glassware shattered, and
pictures and other ornaments Mi
to the floor. Men, women, ami
children rushed shrieking into the streets. 
At Chelmsford one shock was so severe that 
the people were filled with terror. At the 
south end the earth trembled tor miles 
around. The windows m many dwellings 
were broken and chimneys were demolished. 
At Maldon the town hall and private houses 
swayed. The wave passed from the south to 
north. In the Strand, London, the busi­
ness houses were perceptibly rocked and the 
employés fled. The duration of the shock at 
Ipswich is estimated at three seconds. The 
earthquake has caused a general feeling of 
alarm.

Colchester was the centre of the disturb­
ance. In some of the streets traffic is ior- 
biddeu, as the buildings are in a dangerous 
condition. The side walls of houses near 
Colchester were shaken out. At Ipswich 
mansion was shattered and the railway depot 
partially destroyed. The damage at Col­
chester is estimated at £10,000.

At Colchester a child was killed and a 
woman’s skull was fractured. The woman 
is in a precarious condition. There were 
many narrow escapes. The old parish church 
at Langenhoe was demolished. The place 
looks as if it has been bombarded. An 
invalid at Wivandve died from terror. The 
damage there will reach $4,000. At Cogges- 
hail a number o£ school girls rushed panic- 
stricken into the streets, and many of them 
were crushed.

RAILWAY NEWS.

The Milwaukee and Northern railroad is 
now open for business to Pike, 184 miles 
north of Milwaukee, the crossing ot Pike 
river.

A new time-table for summer travelling on 
the Canada Pacific will be issued about May 
1st. Changes will be made in order to effect 
better conuections with the lake steamers at 
Port Arthur.

The passenger department of the joint 
Executive Committee began its session yes­
terday at New York. About twenty roads 
were represented. The session promises to 
be of long duration^ as many matters of im­
portance will come up.

Tne passenger agents of the trunk lines 
held a meeting in New York on Monday. 
The subject considered was supposed to be 
the cutting of rates by railroad companies in 
conjunction with steamship companies. No 
action was taken.

worï In a few day».
The perpecution of Mrs. Parnell at Borden- 

town, N.J., by unknown parties continues. 
The fence around her orchard was burned 
Monday night week.

Laura Day, the young daughter of James 
Day, of Parryiowu, N.Y., disapi-eared from 
home last Tuesday, and has neither been 
seen nor heard from since.

The Supreme Lodge of the world of the 
Knights of Pythias opened its session at New 
Orleans on Tuesday morning. It is predicted 
the session will last ten days.

Ttie trustees of the Central Insane Asylum 
at Columbus, O., have asked Dr. Potter, tho 
superintendent, to resign. Potter has been 
charged with cruelty to patients.

The newsdealers of New York on Sunday 
began to boycott the Herald. They claim the 
circulation of the paper was reduced 30,000. 
The Herald admits it fell off 5,000.

A meeting of.whiskey men at Cincinnati 
last Saturday decided to fix the price of high 
wines at $1.10. It is thought this action in­
dicates that the pool will be maintained.

In June last a man named Stevens enticed 
Mrs. Emerson into a hotel at Waterloo, 
Iowa,and attempted to assault her. She ÿiot 
and killed him. A jury on Monday acquitted 
the woman. t

The Secretary of the Navy, in accordance 
with the resolution of Confess, has issued a 
proclamation offering a reward of $25,000 for 
the discovery and rescue of the party of 
Lieut. Vireeiy.

At Brooklyn theatre Saturday evening, the 
audience mistaking the cry of a drunken man 
for an alarm of fire, there was a panic for a 
few minutes. A number of women fainted, 
but quiet was presently restored.

Gan nie Jeffers, queen of the gypsies in the 
Ünit d States* who died in Greenfield. Tenu., 
March 10th, was buried at Dayton, O... on 
Tuesday week. Fifteen hundred gipsies from 
all parts of the country were present.

Rev. Merritt N. Capron, of Leyden, N.Y-., 
formerly of Rome, has been deposed by the 
Northern New York Methodist Episcopal 
Conference on charges of imprudent and im­
moral conduct and fraud. Capron will 
anpesL, . »*

While a number of boys were playing on a 
railroad near Portland. Me., they tied one of 
the smaller boys to the track and left him. 
Just before the train was due a man saw the 
bov and released him. The little fellow was 
half dead from fright.

It is said the widow of the millionaire 
Louis Hamerslev, whose will is now being 
contested, has been received recently into the 
R-oman Catholic Church. Her conversion is 
said to have been effected through the in­
fluence of Mgr. Capel.

The conference of North Atlantic steamship 
companies in New York has been dissolved*. 
As a result- of the dissolution the Guion 
steamship line yesterday reduced outward 
steerage rates from $21 to $18. Other re­
ductions are expected to follow.

The Countess De Racouska, convicted of 
deadly assault by firing a pistol at a boy in 
her boarding house at Philadeinnia, was re­
leased on bail Saturday nignt, to appear when 
wanted. She claims to be a descendant of 
Henry of Navarre. She has been released on 
account of her wretched experience.

Two hundred employés of the Baldwin 
locomotive works.^Philadelphia. have been 
discharged owing to the lack of orders. The 
remainder of the force is working on short 
time. About 600 more will belaid off by the 
end of May. The proprietors say there is a re­
markable depression m locomotive building 
business.

At Riverside, Northumberland county, 
Pa., Henry Sutter, a prosperous farmer, went 
home drunk and attempted to kill hjs son 
with a butcher kuife. In warding off the 
blow’ the b<?y had his hand almost severed.

A Cairo despatch says Zebehr Pasha is 
willing to go to Khartoum and act under the 
authority of the Khedive, but not under 
Gordon. The President of the Ministry be­
lieves Zebehr is the only man who can pacify 
the Soudan.

Gen. Gordon has sent a telegram to Sir 
Evelyn Baring expressing «the utmost indig­
nation at the manner • in which he has been 
abandoned the English Government, and 
saying that henceforth he will cut himself 
entirely adrift from those who have deserted 
lnm. on whom will rest the bloodguiltiness 
of ail lives hereafter lost in the Soudan.

The Times says Professor Maspero, the 
French Egyptologist, has discovered at Ek- 
mecu, the ancient Khemnis (the Panopoiis of 
the Greeks), oetween Aseioot and Thebes, an 
immense necropolis which dates from the 
Ptolemaic period. Five catacombs have so 
far been Opened. These yielded one hundred 
and twenty mmnmies. The sites of one bun- 
drtd similar catacombs ar^ still intact. It is 
believed they contains» many as sixthousand 
mummies.

Part of the 
number went slowly by steamer down 
the river, while the others march­
ed along the river bank ; - when two 
hours’ distance from Snendv they were at­
tacked by Arabs, and after a short fight, all 
the troops were massacred. The Arabs after­
wards captured Suendy. The Egyptian 
troops there had discarded their arms aud 
uniform in hones or being spared. Few, how­
ever, escaped.the general massacre. Two 
thousand men. women, and children 
slaughtered, many of them rerugeea 
Khartoum.

Crordon Wants to Retreat.
Foreign consuls at Khartoum report on 

April 9th that Gordon considers t£e time 
for retreating has arrived. Gordon will send 
with Col. Stewart, and Vice Cons^tPower, 
w'ho are to return to lower Egypt, Ht Abys­
sinia, all foreigners who choose to accompany 
them. Gordon has himself no intention of 
retiring. He hopes England will yet send 
him aid.

His retirement is obstructed, however, 
by his recent acceptance of £40,000 of the 
people’s money.

The Queen has forwarded a letter to the 
newspapers thanking her subjects for their 
sympathy with the royal family and with the 
Duchess of Albany in their grievous breave- 
meat. She also expresses her gratitude to 
the people of all other countries, especially 
the one in which her son died, for their 
sympathy and condolence.

At a great Nationalist meeting held at Mal­
low recently addressee were maae by O’Bfieo 
and Wm. ^ Redmond, M.P.’s. Desolations 
were passed in favour of the independence of 
Ireland, peasant proprietary, justice to la­
bourers, and encouragement to home manu­
facturers, and expressing admiration for the 
courage, eloquence, and devotion of Parnell 
and the Irish party.

OBITUARY NOTES.

Mr. James Popham, one of"the longest 
established and best known às well as re* 
spepted manufacturers of boots and shoes iu 
Montreal, died suddenly last week, from heart 
disease, it is considered by his medical atten­
dant. Deceased was a native of Barnstaple, 
in the county of Devonshire, England, and 
came here in 1841. He entered business in 
the same line with which he was identified 
up to bis lamented dicease, after finishing his 
studies at tne principal school then in the 
city. The firm of J a mes Popham L Co. is 
one of the most widely known in Canada, 
and has always stood high. Deceased leaves 
a spotless record. He was greatly esteemed, 
and will be universally regretted.

or violation of sections 88" and 84 of toe aaid 
Liqnor License Act shall be instituted 
against any holder of a license to sell liqnor 
granted to ijim under the authority of any 
statute passed in My of the provinces, so 
"ong as such license and such authority ia la 
force ; and tor the purpose oi having thequee- 
tion of the constitutionality of such Aci ds- 
tided as soon aa possible, the Governor-Gen- 
erai-in-Coancil may refer the said question to 
the Supreme Court of Canada to hear and 
determine auto questions, and toe laid court 
shall hear toe same sad certify their opinion 
to toe Governor-in-CounciL The LieutenMt- 
Governor of My province may become a 
party to such case, and in toe event of My 
province thus becoming a party thereto, shall 
be entitled to be heard by counsel on behalf 
thereof. The judgment of the1 Supreme 
Court shall be final unless on the request of 
the Governor-in-Counrilor of the Lieutenant- 
Governor of My province, .who may have 
been party to it. Her Most Gracious Majesty 
may be pleased to refer the matter of the 
said case and the decision of the Supreme 
Court thereon to the Judicial Committee of 
Her Majesty’s Privy Council.

The motion wae adopted.
In committee on the amendment,
Mr. DAVIES wished all the penalties im­

posed under the Act to be dropped.
Mr. MCCARTHY said that would not do 

until the constitutionality of the Act was set­
tled. It was certainly desirable to suspend 
penalties so far as regarded persons who had 
taken out provincial licensee, but it would 
pot do to suspend the penalties imposed for 
infraction of the provisions of the law anon 
persona who might, in efttain parta of toe 
country, take out Dominion licenses. The 
penalties proposed to be suspended should be 
those mentioned in sections <3,84, £9, and 9L

THE ESCAPE OF PIUS IX.

How His Holiness Left the City le Dis- 
guise.

On the afternoon of November 24 the Due 
d’Harconrt had arrived at the Qnirinal in his 
coach aa ambassador of France, Md craved an 
audience of the sovereign. The guard» won­
dered that he atayed so long, but they knew 
not that he sat reading the newspaper ia the 
Papal study, while the Pope had retired to 
his bedroom to change hia dress. Here bis 
major-doflio, Filippani, had laid out the 
black cassock and dress of an ordinary priest 
The Pontiff took off Ü» purple stole and 
white pontifical robe, and came forth in 
the simplb garb he had worn in his quiet 
youth. The Duc d’Harcourt threw him­
self on his knees, exclaiming, “Go forth, 
Holy Father ; divine wisdom inspires this 
counsel, divine power will lead it to » happy 
end.” By secret psqsages and narrow stair­
case» Pine IX. and his trusty serv-Mt passed 
unseen to a little door, nsed only occasionally 
for the Swiss guayis, Md by which they were 
to leave the palace. They reached it, Md 
bethought them that the key had been for­
gotten. Filippani hastened back to the papal 
apartment to tetch it : and returning unques­
tioned to the wicKet,"found the pontiff on his 
knees and quite absorbed in prayer. The 
wards were rusty and the key turned with 
difficulty ; but the door was opened at last, 
and the holy fugitive and his servant quickly 
entered a poor hackney coach that was wait­
ing for them outside. Here agsin they ran 
risk of being discovered through the

of the other servant, who stood by the coach, 
Md who, having let down the. steps, knelt aa 
usual before he shut the door. The Pope 
wore» dark great coat ovqr his griest’s cas­
sock, a iow-crowned round hat, ' Md a broad 
brown woollen neckcloth outside hie straight 
RomM collar. Filippani had on his usual 
loose cloak ; but under this he carried the 
three-cornered hat of the Pope, a bundle of 
the most private and secret papers, the papal 
seals, the breviary, the cross-embroidered 
slippers, a small qÙMtity of linen, and a 
little box fall of gold medals stamped with 
the likeness of his holiness. From the inside 
of the carriage he directed the" coachman 
to follow many winding and diverging 
streets, in the hope of misleading the spies, 
who were known to swarm at every corner. 
Beside the church of St Pietro de Marcel- 
lino, in the deserted quarter beyond the 
Coliseum, they found the Bavarian Minister, 
Count Spaur, waiting in his Own private car­
riage, and imagining every- danger which 
could have detained them to long. The 
sovereign pressed the hand of his faithful 
Filippani Md entered the count’s carriage. 
Silently they drove on through the old gate 
of Rome/uount Spaur having there shown

“Bystahbm,” in Tha West, puts into 

felicitous phrases the failure of Mr. 
teskT: v \

“ But Me Blah he*-certainty failed to 
“ impreea the country with any definite 
“idea of thte better policy which, if he

“ consequently he tips, failed to sustain

The other powerless to be btfrn.”
Mr. Goldwin Smith, in an essay on 

Canada in the ContemporaryfReview, tolls 
us that he does not much affect this 
phrasg, “ Greater Britain ” ; and probably 
he i* right in thinking that it is too reck­
lessly used and too often. The immediate 
occasion of his protest is the pubtiearton 
of Mr. Seeley1* “ Expansion of England,” 
to which we had occasion some months 
ago to refer at some length. Mr. Smith 
does not indulge in the dreams of ’the 
“ expansionist" a* he calls him ; he has 
dreams of hi S'own. He says :

“Standing on his historical Island, the 
British expansionist sees all the other com­
munities if the race revolving round him, 
and fancies that they neither have, nor ever 
will have, any relations but to him. He 
fondly imagines that it only owing to some 
unlucky defect in the old colonial policy that 
the United States did not remain tor ever in 
colossal babyhood as an appendage of Great 
Britain.”
The final trouble* of the United States 
were precipitated, Sir Cobnewall Lewis 
tills us, by a vote of five to four in a 
Cabinet Council Suppose it had been 
the other way 1 It ht net inconcei- 
able that the United States might 
have remained a loyal colony. There was 
a loyal population at the South. There 
was a loyal population at the North. The 
fighting men were few. We do not see in 
any development of the American experi­
ment anything to make ns rejoice that the 
Rebellion resulted in Independence.

nial policy of the Saxons, England might 
have remained mg appendage of the old coun­
try en the Blbe ? Surely it is conceivable 
that these young nations, under other -stars, 
may be destined to live . » distinct, perhaps 
even e greater, life of their own, though 
they must always cherish their an entrai con­
nection wish old England, and will be sure to 
cherish it the more tiff greater thdy grow, 
because their greatness will reflect enhanced 
interest and importance on the land from 
which they spring.”
Surely it is as legitimate, aa logical, and as 
consistent with facta to dream of a once 
possible American Dominion, or to dream 
qf a future United Empire, as to dream of 
these colonies living A* » greater life of

(hice more wé quote :*1 jc

“ language, literature, intereoprse, history, 
transmitted habit*, institutions end forth» of 
thought, are the agents which propagate 
whatever of old England it it possible or de­
sirable to propagate over She young English- 
speaking nations. The governorships do not 
propagate English sentiment : they propagate 
only aristocratic sentiment, and that only in 
the circle immediately around them, the mass 
of the people remaining entirely nnsffected 
and démocratie to the core.”

The United States have oar language, 
our literature, and our history, ; they Save 
a very close mtbnxgirse constantly in­
creasing ; but they are net English, and 
over them England has no hold—except 
upon that particular portffin of them which 
is ridiculous at home and uneasy abroad. 
A good deal more is required to make up 
English sentiment and give a country to 
England by loyai adherence to English 
traditions. Our Governorships form strong 
links in the chain that hinds oa to Eng­
land. They could get along without the 
Queen, perhaps, in England ; and we 
could gét along without a Governor- 
General ; but they will not do with­
out the Queen in' England" till they have 
lost their grasp of English traditions ; and 
we shall hold to our Governors-General 
till our grasp is loosened on the traditions 
which have kept ys an English State. 
When the Queen goes, her representative 
will go too no doubt, but with them will 
go much that many generations nf English­
men and Canadians have died believing in. 
We entertain the belief that Canada will 
nothin the' life of any man now living, 
alter the conditions of her national exist­
ence. If she does so, the alteration will" 
b^ violent : and no nation ever changed 
suddenly the course of its development 
without serious social injury. We do not 
affect greatly the words “ United Empire” 
or “ Imperial Federation. ” We believe 
strongly in the development of nations 
under Providential guidance ; and the best 
future for Canada is a future of gradual 
growth, on the lines now laid down, and 
under the conditions that, at the present 
moment, give us all the freedom we need, 
and gives Great Britain all the authority 
stte cares to exercise.

If they, or some ot them, 
were not guilty of conspiracy and collusion, 
then we fail to comprehend the leg*lr;meaB- 
ing of those phrases. Ewald, in his treatise 
on the British constitution, lays down that:—

“ Collusion ” is a “ deceitful agreement or 
contract between two or more persons for 
the one to bring an action against the other 
to some evil purpose, so as to defraud a third 
person of his right. This collusion is either 
apparent when it shows itself on the face of 
the act, or which, is more common, when it is 
dene in the dark or covered over with a show 
of bonp-ty. It is a thing the law aShora ; 
therefore, when found, it makes all things void 
dependent upon the same, though otherwise 
in themselves good.?

What do we fiod in the case of some of the 
members who approached Mr. Bunting and 
others ! Firstly, that they corruptly agreed 
with the Ministers of the Crown to act a* 
though hostile to them. Secondly, that they 
went to Mr. Banting, on the advice qf Min­
isters qf the Crown, and urged him to com­
mit a .dishonest act, and failing in their 
nefarious designs, urged their own honesty 
in orde/ to destroy their victim. The law 
we are told abhors collusion, and collusion is 
not confined to mere commercial but to 
criminal acti as well. We quote again, from 
the same author, whose opinions are based 
apon the statutory law of England, and what 
says he concerning “conspiracy?” This :—

“ The term used for an unlawful confeder­
acy to prejudice » third pern»*. Formerly, 
and in its strict legal sense, it was need for an 
agreement of two or more falsely to prosecute 
another for felony, which it a crime not fre­
quent now. There matt be two at least to 
form a conspiracy, combinations or confeder­
acies winch are entered into for the purpose 
of wronging third persons, are of varions na­
tures, and consequently these offences bear 
different shades of guilt ; but ordinarily 
sneaking, ail conspiracies, combinations, and 
confederacies are m sdemesnors punishable
byfineandimprisqstqe.Bt.”.......... .... ,H
j WTufct vu the action of Messrs. Mowat end 
some of hie colleagues, but a vile conspiracy 
to destroy Mr. Bunting ?

Banish athletics and yon increase the attend­
ance at the theatres and the saloons, where 
the temptations are greater and the excite­
ments less healthy than those of the field 
and river. Of tbe evils of liabilities to strains 
and injuries in competitive college athletics 
ProL Richarde «ays : It is well to bear in 
mind at this point the fact that even throe 
who ere not athletes do not, therefore, enjoy 
immunity from accidents. Still it is possible 
that a «light injury, to a person having or­
ganic weakness, might result in a fatal diffi­
culty. Such an ieene might be avoided by 
the requirement that every candidate for trial 
should be examined by a competent physi­
cian.

It Is ths general belief among farmers that 
milk for calves should be slightly warmed, et 
least to the temperature natural when taken 
from the cow. The Calves will drink it more 
freely at this warmth. When, however, the 
heating ie doue on the stove it is apt fo be 
warmer than new milk. This is iujuri-us. 
Milk that has been scalded is constipating, 
even when given cold. If the calf taka* food 
much above the temperature of the stomach 
the digestive organs w*ill be weakened. Ibo 
warm food and drinks ^re-fruitful causée of 
dyspepsia in men and- women; and will be in 
farm animals if tbt^laTteÿAre subjected to 
their infinence.—^Mmrricdn Cultivator.

The habit of taking hold of the manger 
wiih the teeth and then drawing in the 
breath is a bad habit contracted by acme 
horses. It it aot a disease, but produces 
flatulence and causes indigestion. It ie easily 
prevented. A horse cannot crib if the head 
ia held down to within 18 ioehet df tira floor. 
If the manger ia put down on the floor so 
that the top ie no more than this height the 
habit cannot be indulged in. When a horse 
is out, it ie advisable to have, a strong wire 
guard over the muzzle to prevent him from 
catching héüi of a tie-poet with his teeth. 
The vice will thus be cured in time, as the 
her* forgets it, and the ill condition result- 
tog from it will sooa be remedied.

A Preventive of Black Leg.
_ ▲ correspondent of the Farming World 
lays l—.“ I know by experience the following 
to be » sere preventive of black leg in cattle. 
Take » eeton needle three-quarters of an 
inch wide, four long (any biae'ksmith can 
make them). Grease a good-sized strong 
string with mercunai ointment, and pot it 
through the dewlap just forward of the 
brisket, tie the ends together and let it 
remain until it wean out. Early in the 
spring put the shove in all of the herds from 
tbree-year-otde down to calves. I never saw 
e case in a herd after the above had been 
done '’urine'hat season. It should be done 
every spring. *

Against Horse-Shoeing.
One of the most intelligent and prosperous 

Michigan farmers has entirely abandoned the 
practice, of shoeing. He says that if never 
•hod his horses re ely have tender feet, their 
feet keep in good shape, and he finds they are 
far leas apt to be lame. He eVeu finds that 
those which have never teen shod have such 
sharp hoofs that unless the roads are very icy 
they stand to draw quite a load. When so 
icy ae to make it dangerous totirive, which is 
seldom more than two or three day» "in a 
year, he can weil afford to let hie team rest, 
or draw wood or manure ou the farm, where 
they can almost always travel safely.

A recent writer in a scientific journal takes 
precisely the same ground in reference to 
roadsters and even horses on the race-coarse. 
Be says of his own unshod horse that after 
having jfen ior years the victim of the far­
rier, it is remar sable that he should work as 
he does barefooted. “Shod, he ‘brushed* 
and stumbled badly ; barefoot he do* 
neither. ” He tell» of a doctor’s horse that in 
five years has travailed London streets a die- 
taupe of more then 13,000 miles. He was 
never shod, yet hie boo|| are the admiration 
of veterinary surgeons, and show no sign of 
nndne wear. Several other cases even more 
significant are cited.

Snre -bonifier» In Horses.

Many collars are 
stuffed mpre solidly on one side than the 
other, and eboule be rejected. The oorse 
•nDald.be fitted toe oellerat tne shop, ay wo 
very seldom have eheeldere one Sly alike.' 
We have often wondered that farmers do not

Potash for Vrnlt.
The lack of potaeb te in many old orchards 

the cause of their unfruitfulnese. A drawing 
of wood ashee will often give old trees a new 
leaee of life. The trees are constantly taking 
np potash and putting it out of reach in their 
wood, which, aa it remains year by year, 
nevjgr goee to the soil again until the tree ie 
burned. Every housewife knows that apple 
wood ie very rich in potash. It ie fair to pre­
sume that an apple tree which for forty or 
fifty years has be* gathering.» all the poteeh 
within reach of its roots has pretty well ex­
hausted the «apply, ae well ae ot other mineral 
p.ant food also. It ie found by, experiment 
that a dressing of aihw in midsummer ae" the 
fruit ie forming, greatly aide in its develop­
ment The potash hae a spécifié effect in aid­
ing the ripening procès».—American Cultiva­
tor.

The firstagricultural necessity is minore ; 
the eecond is tillage, to place the fertility 
within reach of the plante.

The farmers who shift their principal crop 
every year, generally do it at the wrong time.

A correspondent of the Indiana Farmer 
cautions his brother farmer» that if dover 
seed ie sowed toe early and there comes a few 
warm daye it will start growing, and then if 
it turns cold, more or less will be killed. He 
hae snoceeded beat by waiting till toe ground 
ie solid enough, to harrow, and towing upon 
the freshly harrowed enriaçe.

One advantage of the mangel wurtzel as a 
crop ia in the fact that the seed» are so large 
that they can be pat in with a common grain 
drilleet to as to .distribute very thinlw. In 
a mellow field previously marked, three row»

With rows th)rtfr*wt«fieS 
spirt,' all the cultivation, excepting a little 
thinning out, may be done by home labour.

There ie a wide variation in the amount of 
seed which the drill will distribute aa betwhen 
light aad heavy oate. If- the oets weigh 
thirty-six to thirty-eight pounde per bushel 
it ie probable.tbat more will go through then 
will he neeeaeary or profitable for seeding. 
On good eoil bushels of plump seed ie 
enough. But with oats weighing thirty 
pounds or les» per measured Buehel.'the drill 
may have to be set eo ae to sow 2J or three 
bushels, and even then not get much more 
than half that amount of seed in the ground. 
The farmer should always attend to seeding 
himself, so that by noting the qnantitg,<that 
go* out he may know how to regulate the 
»6»d distributor. '■**

The White tTrnb,
This pest to the farmer and gardener 

prompt» frequent inquiries as to me»* for 
it» destruction, and the best evidence that 
remedies are not very successful is that the 
grub still thrives and the inquiri* still con- 
tin ne to be made. An Iowa correspondent 
writes for a remedy, and says that he has 
been informed that a tableepoonful of salt, 
placed, for instance, in a corn hill, would 
kill the grub, and àskïour advice. Unques­
tionably salt In sufficient quantities would do 
the work, but it wouM'probably kill the drop 
at ttih same rime. It baa been need, it ia eaid, 
with sncceee for grub working on etraw- 
Mmee, but one of onr patron» tried it and 
killed his strawberries. We forget now 
whether be succeeded in killing the grub or 
not But there ie the danger, and weehould 
hesitate to use salt in such quantities as 
would certainly be effective.—Western Rural.

Weed» an thw Breln.
Weed» ! Every farptst aad gardener should 

have the subject of. weeds oh the brain. It 
is a capital disease for à zpan to hâve and a 
good, useful hobby to ridp. Whenever one 
sees a weed be should kill it They are 
worse than euakea, and yet one instinctively— 
hot very wrongly—kills these on sight. Every 
one dreads the common and ever present, ever 
living purslane—the “pueley” of the garden. 
Each plant haa about two million erode, and, 
of routes, they all ripen, because we fight 
the “pueley ” for a while ; and not being as 
persistent aa the weed, we give it np just 
about the time tfe "seed ie about to mature' 
and we low all our labour. Weeds are the 
Bret and the last thing to appear and etay. 
They are everywhere. And to fight them 
must be the first and the las> thing. The 
very common chickweed is now grecnpnd 
lively, hot young * yet,, and can easily be 
killed by running a heed plough through the 
garden. And tbesebsnd implements are ex- 
cellent wee poos to use to our warfare with 
weeds—H. T. Times.

Testing Meeds.
Before garden -or field seeds are sown in 

quantities it ia a good plan to trot them. 
They will often be found to’be worthless or 
only partially good, and much time and vexa­
tion may be saved by tasting before the 
planting ie dene. To test seeds, do not plant 
them. . Not infrequently the conditions of 
the eoil and ite temperature peevent good 
seeds from eerminating, and this ie especially 
true w hen they are put in boxes in the house. 
Without a green-house or hot-bed a regular 
temperature and an even amount of moisture 
cannot eaeily be eeejrred. A good plan ia to 
place seeds between damp pieces of flannel, 
and keep them aa nearly uniform in tempera­
ture ae Doeeible. The seed» can be examined 
any number of times, and the prooe»» is 
cleanly and convenient. If seed» were 
tested, much vexation and doubt » many 
waye might be «pared It might often hi 
found that good seeds fall to germinate when 
planted out, and the causes of the failufe 
discovered.—Am. Cultivator. •

Hybridising Seed*.
A writer in Colman’s Rural World has the 

following to eay-.-—It is not generally known 
tbat squasnes, melon», and cnoumbere will 
mix and hybridize if planted* near to each 
other, and may, alihough planted at a dis­
tance, by the bees bringing pollen from one 
plant te another. Not only ie the seed made 
worth ess, but the fruit ie spoiled tor uee, as 
the flavour ia mixed. This ha» been doubt- 
ed ; but two yean ago I grew melons and 
oneumbera together, in adjoining beds, to test 
the question. £k>me of the melons were all 
right, and sottie of the cnoumbere, but there 
were a great many melons that were too 
muoh like cucumbers and teo many cueum- 
bers like meiooA One cucumber waa dis­
tinctly halt and half, being partly netted and 
divided into .sections. Meet of the melons 
were dneaji^ljL Since then I have chosen to 
grow melons in'the garden khd cnoumbere in 
the farthegt end of the farm. Watermelons 
do not eeem to mix.; they bloom much later 
than muskmeions. and I have them growing 
aide by side all right—Massachusetts Plough­
man.

THE DAIRY.
Dairymen have found that out middlings 

are one of t}ie beet rations that oan be fed 
for the promotion of the milk yield.

It is no fraud to colour winter-made butter 
eo aa to render it more attraorive, provided the 
material doee not injure the quality of the 
butter. Moet farmers regularly colour the 
butter they churn for tbemeelvee, because ite 
golden hue make» it taete better.

A large udder ie commonly regarded as a 
eigo ol*a good milker, bat excessive size 
indicate! a deposit of fleeh which is of no ad­
vantage. but rather a* burden for the over­
weighted animal to oarry. If the milk vein» 
are well developed the cow Will be a good 
milker, end the udder will be aa large * is of 
any advantage.

Milking Cowe at a Loro

tion, that one-third irwb are milscd 
st a le.-,-, another third With neither profit nor 
loss, add the other third make op the loesee 
of the first and provide the profits of the 
business, doubtless does not accurately repre­
sent the reel proportions, bud ie nevertheless 
in the main correct. A very considerab e 
proportion of the prpfite made by the farmer 
from, good cows is consumed in supporting 
the poorer oowe in the earns herd, that do 
not produce enough to pay for their oare 
and keep. But the scales are handy, (Team 
tubes and trot churn» are inexpensive^and 
beyond his own attention to the details of 
hie bueinese, there is no reason why anyone 
should maintain an unprofitable dairy oow. 
If anyone feels any great desire to know 
which ones are unproductive he can very 
easily ascertain, and it is not difficult to 
weed them out and supply their place» witb 
others which may prove better. The eaae 
and promptneas with which an exact know­
ledge of profit and lose oan be arrived at 
whenever it is thought worth wnile to ex­
amine the question, ie one of the advantages 
of the dairy imameaa, but witb a little more 
figuring and careful observation it is possible 
tp ascertain the profits and losses in all the 
other departments of the farm. —Breeder's 
Gazette, Chicago.

Linseed Meal lor Mil eh Cows.
A dairyman who had tried linseed cake 

meal eaye he obtained two 100-lb. eaoke. 
They cost en board ear» at Cleveland $1.33 
each. The seeks alone are worth all they coat 
(13 cent») for any purpose, and are a pretty 
fair sack for grain.

Now for the trial. Onr oowe had been fed 
regularly all winter on frosted and «oft corn, 
having all toe oat straw they wanted. We 
mixed the linseed meal one part bran, and 
ted this mixture at the rate of from four to- 
six quarts a day, at two feeds for each cow in 
the form of elop. In addition to the 
above they have clean bright wheat 
straw out of the barn. The reeult is at the 
least one quart more milk from eeeh row 
within 24 hours from the time of the com­
mencement of the lineeed meal, and toe milk 
ten per cent, richer in cream, the butter tak­
ing on a yellow tinge; showing conclusively 
the healtbfnlneea of the feed. Onr oowe also 
look better than they ever did in the month 
of MsTch.

I find lhfeeed meal very good for hones. I 
have been feed»g it mixed as above, font 
quart» a day, morning and night, fed dry, for 
one horse, in addition to about a half feed of 
com. This may not be the beet way bnt’I 
find it a strengthening and cooling feed for 
work horses—Rural World.

Hoots for she Dairy.
Recently the, writer visited a large dairy 

which waa daily giving hundreds of pounds of 
very rich milk. The ration fed waa clover 
hay, a email feed of grain, and about a half 
bushel of sugar beets per day. The point 
raised is, why this particular herd of oowe, 
mostly due to ealve ip March, should, within 
fitly daye of calving time, give each more 
thanj'éighty pounde of milk per week ? The 
dairyman could not explain the fact, but this 
he knew, that clover bay and beets not only 
made the rows give good yield» of milk, but 
it also caused them to give milk ten menthe 
instead ot ox or seven, aa when ted on hay 
or grain. The beets, we think, are not rich 
in nitrogen, but they do roc tain an abundant 
supply of natural juices. Clover hay ie very 
rieh in nitrogen, and if oat eborte are fed, all 
toe better. This brings up the enquiry, Do 
not the juieee of roots—and ensilage, for that 
matter—possess a food veins, although rated 
by ohemiete ae water Î

The discrepancy between whet should be 
*e proportionate value of green grew and 
the same grass in the form of hay, can hut 
raiselhe inquiry, why the auperior feeding 
vaine of green and natniplly succulent food ' 
Dow thie explain why the owner of the dairy 
in question wee eo enuoeistul in extending the 
season ! The feeding value of the beet, aa 
rated by the chemist, ie email, estimated by 
what he can find io it, and the fraction found 
Would not account for the increase in prodno- 
tion unless the water reported be given a food 
value when combined with the acids, alkalis, 
etc., of the stomnoh of the row. This it an 
interesting point, and one in whieh we wish

There ie not » publie 
man in America to-day who do* not know, 
and who is not known by throe gentlemen, 
and the reminieceneee of public and social life 
which they eaa recount would fill a congres­
sional volume. During the weary yet ex- 
citing years of the war ; through the more 
peaceful times of Grants administration ; 
while Hayee held the reine of government, 
and when Garfield was ehot, it was these men 
who stood in the executive mansion, welcom­
ing the advent of each new administration,
