The 
Roman Tribune, Deoatns, who went by 
the name of the second Achi lies, is said 
to have killed at different times three 
hundred of the enemy, and when treach­
erously set upon by twenty-five of his 
countrymen, although he was then past 
his sixtieth year, he killed fourteen of 
them before he was slain. Pliny tells 
us of one Athanatus, who walked across 
the stage at Rome loaded with a breast­
plate weighing five hundred pounds, and 
with buskins of the same weight. Anoth­
er man named Milo, when he stood up­
right, could not be forced out of his place 
by any of the athletes. But of all the 
prodiges of strength of whom we have 
any account m Roman history, Mixirnin, 
the emperor, is to be reckoned the fore- 
nuat. Whatever we are told of him is 
well attested ; his character was too 
exalted not to be thorougly known ; and 
that very strength for which he was 
celebrated at last procured him no less a 
reward than the empile of the world. 
Maximin was above nine feet in height, 
and was the best proportioned man in 
the empire. He washy birth a Thracian, 
and, from being a simple herdsman, rose 
through the gradations of office, until he 
became Emperor of Rome. The first 
opportunity he had of exerting his 
strength was in the presence of all the 
citizens in the theatre, whore he over­
threw twelve of the strongest men in 
wrestling, and outran two of the fleetest 
horses. He could draw a loaded chariot 
which two of the strongest horses could 
not move. His appetite was prodigious. 
In war he was always foremost and in­
vincible. Maximin was killed at last by 
his soldiers, whilst sleeping. Another 
man, by distributing the weight about 
his body, so that every part bore its 
share, was thus able to raise a weight of 
two thousand pounds.—Cope's Natural 
History.

As Bavaria joins Switzerland, I give 
the essence of a little talk which I had 
with a Bavarian farmer and his wife, be­
tween Genova and Munizh. They were 
both in the field, reaping wheat with a 
sickle. A bare footed woman was pick­
ing up straw in the next field.

‘What do you get a month for such 
work V I asked

‘We get, both of us together, thirty- 
two marks’ ($8), said the man.

‘And your board, too V
‘Yes, our food, too.’
‘What do you eat every day ?' I asked.
‘We have flour soup for breakfast, 

potatoes, bread, and noodlea for dinner, 
and sonp and noodles for supper. Twice 
a week we have salt pork.' (Noodles 
are made of black flour, scalded and 
dried.)

‘Do you have coffee and sugar V
‘Nnneg !’ they both slid, shaking their 

heads.
The bread they cat is made of rye. In 

the villages the same bread is fed to 
horses. It is a common thing to see a 
man and hrrse eating from the same loaf.
Girls, working as servants in cities, get 
about $5 a month ; and so it is with all 
the laboring people on farms in Switzer­
land, France, Germany and Russia.
How I should like to have these poor 
overworked women see an American 
farmer’s wife in her sweet homo, beauti­
fully carpeted surrounded with book, Lumber, Lath, Siting 
and papers, and eating meat and cake : ’ * =
and pies three times a day. The market 
gardener near Munich and Dresden uses 
bire-footed women to draw his vegetables 
to market in wagons over the stones.
Women become beasts of burden : still 
they do net grumble ; they do not smile 
either—they simply exist. The only 
liberty they have is liberty to work ; the 
only rest they have is sleep. The ex­
istence of a cow or sheep is a perpetual 
heaven, while theirs is a perpetual hell.

The>men who gathered at Toronto on 
1 Tuesday last, represented, in the large 
majority of cases, the best classes of 
Danada’s eons.

The Scott Aot business is getting to be 

n serious matter, said a gentleman to 
The IVurlil yesterday ; serious for tho 
liquor trade ard for some others as well. 
The vote in Halton and the agitation in 
the other counties,"he continued, has just 
about raised the question to an issue be­
tween prohibition and anti-prohibition.
To talk of fighting it out on smaller lines 
is to ignore two mighty forces that are 
now antagonizing the one the other. This 
straight tight between prohibition and 
anti-prohibition is modified by two 
things : first, the fight between the pro­
vincial legislatures and the federal legis­
lature as to which controls the liquor 
traffic ; second, by the relation of the two 
political parties to temperance legislation 
like the Scott Act.

As to this last first : the Scott Act was 
passed by the Reform Government of 
Mr. Mackenzie, and more or less Re­
formers are bound to defend it. The 
Conservative party have never committed 
themselves to it : in fact it is to them 
that the opponents of the law now look 
for relief from what they call its harsh 
effect. Now take a step further and 
consider the cause I first mentioned as 
modifying the prohibition fight, namely, 
the tight between the Dominion and the 
Provinces as to which controls the liquor 
trade. And still go a step further and 
suppose the Dominion gains this tight in 
the long run. The liquor business will 
bedeclared a part of trade and commerce, 
and the Government (Sir John’s) will 
take it under their protection. Would 
you then be surprised to see his Govern 
ment take a position something like this: 
we never passed the Scott Act ; wo take 
taxes from liquor wherewith to help sup 
pent the Government ; in consideration 
of the money this business yields us we 
are bound to protect it—protect it at 
least until a straight issue has been voted 
on by the people Of Canada as a whole 
whether prohibition shall obtain or not ; 
an*still further this : that as the Gov­
ernment has legalized the business so far, 
has taken large sums from it, it is only 
just and equitable that compensation 
should be made to the trade for wiping 
out a business in which they bare sunk 
all their means and to carry on which 
they have paid heavy license fees.

Mind,I don’t say this is what is to take 
place ; it is however the direction in 
whicji things are tending, and they are 
at least luy own views. In a word, I am 
in favor of this : first settle where the 
jurisdiction is ; next go to the country 
on an issue of prohibition with compen­
sation. This will be the straight tight 
and a short and economical one. To fight 
it out as an issue between prohibition 
without compensation as against the con­
tinuance of the traffic will be a long, 
bitter and costly struggle. Time enters 
into my idea of compensation as much as 
money I may as well tell you I am in 
favor of prohibition with compensation, 
the compensation to take the form of a 
moderate allowance in money to all in the 
trade, and a certain number of years to 
get out of the business and to turn the 
capital they have sunk in it into some 
other channel.

[The above being the second article of 
a similar sort which has appeared in the 
World, it looks as if the liquor men are ®d- 
about to make a new departure. De­
spairing of successfully opposing the 
Scott Act in the constituencies, they will 
concentrate all their force toward in­
fluencing Parliament to use its powers to 
put off the evil day. But prohibition, to 
be effective, should not be delayed from

The great Liberal gathering held in 
Toronto on Tueaday laat waa the largeat 
political demonstration ever held in 
Canada. Every county in Ontario waa 
represented, and amongst the foremost 
was glorious old Huron, which for the 
past 13 years has sent a solid Reform 
representation to the legislative halls of 
Ontario. Fully 500 staunch Reformed 
from our county attended to welcome 
home Hon. Oliver Mowat, of whom 300 
marched in the procession.

From early morning in the city the 
streets were thronged with people, every 
second person wearing a badge. The 
early trains brought in delegations from 
all parts of the country, who mingled 
with the throng and added to the jam, 
until it waa scarce possible to move along 
the streets. There could not have been 
less than 60,000 strangers in the city.

Mr. Mowat’s train arrived shortly af­
ter eleven, and as the arrangements for 
the procession were not quite completed 
he was spirited away upstairs in the sta­
tion, while Manager Wragge, ex Mayor 
McMurrich and other prominent politi­
cians guarded the approach and kept the 
crowd in order. At length everything 
was put in shape, and

THE CHAMPION 
of Ontario's rights appeared. As he 
stepped from the station he was greeted 
with a ringing cheer—that cheer never 
died away uutil the procession reached 
the Queen’s park. It was a cheer two 
miles long, a cheer one hundred thou­
sand throat power strong.

The progress of Mr. Mowat from the 
Falla right up to the Queen’s park was a 
continued ovation. At St. Catharines 
and at Hamilton he was feted. At the 
latter city a magnificent reception was 
given him. But it was in the procession 
up Yonge street in Toronto that he waa 
most honored. One end of the line was 
In the Queen’s park at the platform be­
fore the tail end had got in motion. That 
is a distance of two miles. Most of the 
men were four deep and in close column. 
Several thousands were delayed by the 
trains and did not arrive in time to take 
part in the. march. The procession was 
frequently interspersed with banners, 
and well marked by bands of music. 
Members of parliament and leading men 
from all the municipalities walked be­
hind their respective flags. There were 
men from Bruco and ulengarry, from 
Lambton and Renfrew, from Lincoln 
and Muskoka, from Huron and Fron­
tenac. Mr. Mowat as he rode 
up Yonge street escorted by a yeoman 
guard of young men from East York was 
cheered continually by the double line of 
people who occupied the sidewalks, and 
by the processionists who formed in open 
order to let him and the prominent 
members of his party pass through.

They lost 19 in Burlington, and 
gained 19 in Oakville.

Young, with Harry Brace,who resides in 
Oregon, are alive. Mr. Green was 
strong, robust man, hardly knowing a 
dose of medicine during a long lifetime 
86 yeears, only taking one dose which 
was presented to him, by Dr. Dunlop 
when ho first came to settle in Huron. 
One of his feats of strength was carrying 
a barrel of whiskey from where J. Morris 
gate stands to the Crown and Anchor 
hotel.

Not only in early spring, but later in 
the season, strong, vigorous shoots will 
appear on the main stem of the vine. 
These start at no particular place, and 
grow with great rapidity. Novices in 
grape culture are puzzled as to the 
proper treatment of these shoots. A 
shoot from a regular bud, if not needed 
is broken away, and the same should be 
done with these chance shoots. Unless 
cane it needed juat where such a shoot 
appears, break it off. The laterals puzzle 
many, but their treatments very simple. 
As a shoot grows there will be found two 
buds at the axil of each leaf—the part 
where the leaf joins the stem. Later, 
one of these bads will start into growth 
—this shoot is called a lateral. We wish 
to keep one bud perfectly dormant, for 
next year's fruiting. If the shoot from 
the bud that has started were pulled out, 
the other one would start into growth, 
and there would be no fruit from it next 
wear.

The crass grows green nn<i ran'.:, and 
the perfume of the grâce fille the air even 
in the bleakest days of the bleak autumn 
in the little sea-encircled paradise. There 
are hundreds of beautiful lanes winding 
,among the valleys and hillsides with 
trees on either side growing so close to­
gether that no sunshine can ever pene­
trate through the interlacing boughs to 
the hard, smooth, beaten track beneath ; 
miles of white, shingly beach on which 
the sand is as fine as sifted flour and is 
left by the receding tides as hard as ce­
ment ; quaint little farm bouses embow­
ered in sweet «milling si.rubbery and 
flowers, and acres of mo o-land that is 
carpeted the year round with heliotropes, 
petunias and margueiites. A blue-gray 
sea rie. s and falls around the island forty 
two feet.

“Sweet little Jersey," “Dear old St. 
Helior’s,” is the affectionate way in which 
the people here speak of their little is­
land home and its chief town of bO.OOl) 
Souls. St. Helier’s is a queer old place. 
Its streets are narrow ami crowded. Mas­
sive earthworks and miles of masonry 
crown the hills about and render the 
place apparently impregnable against the 
foe.

The Channel Islands, and particularly 
Jersey, possess much of interest for the 
stranger, but the crowning glory of Jer- 

, sey is the beauty of her women. For 
general comeliness they would readily be 

‘ awarded a prize in any competition of 
feminine grace. Haro, creamy, compk*:- 
ior.s that would put the bloom on the 
peach to blush, figures made graceful and 
and sinewy by bodily toil, with rather 
strongly cut features, eyes like slues and 
lustrous dark hair, the girls meet on the 
streets of St. Helier’s seem, to the stran-

Ser, the personification of womanly in- 
ependence, beauty, and maidenly re­

serve.
The soft white mists that wrap the 

, island every night from sundown to sun­
rise give.them their carnation cheeks. 
The toil that brings witfi it the active, 
healthy body is due to causes which will 
enlist on the side of these woman the 
sympathies of true manhood.

It is because of the woeful dearth of 
men in Jersey that the women do all the 
work. Where you meet one man in 
these tortuous streets of St. Holier s you 
meet ten women. Out among the green 
farms this disproportion of the sexes is 
even more painfully apparent.

The heavy, ungainly carts on the coun­
try roads almost without exception driv­
en by women, and handsome women too. 
Groups of cherry cheeked girls may be 
seen in the way-side orchards, some pick­
ing apples from tho trees, others strain­
ing at the rude cidcrpressee. The little 
fields, with their luxuriant growth of 
turnips, cabbages, and rutabagas, are all 
tended by women, whilethebloomingflow­
ers in the huusoyards show'in -their rich 
variety the evidence of woman’s care 
and attention.

None but women are to he seen in the 
big public market of St. Helier’s—wo- 

• men buying and women selling. What 
men you see are either too young or too 
old and decrepit—boys who have not 
started out in life, or old sea-captains 

. who have come homo to end their days, 
Smelling of salt cod and full of reminis­
cences of stormy voyages to Huenoa 
Ayres, to Australia, or through the China 
Seas.

ing among theP women that they here 
escaped the perils of the sea. -i-f Corres­
pondence N-w York Tribune.

The cat had a fit 
the first day, two or three the second, 
and the number of attacks increased in 
a geqpietrical progression until, as the 
saloon man said, “There wore more fits 
than cat and the cat had to give in.”

However, as there are no rats or mice 
in Leadville the. e is no real need of cats, 
and it makes little difference whether 
they live or die. The thin atmosphere at 
this altitude (10,200 feet) is as fatal to 
the vermin as to their foe, and the in­
habitants are thus mercifully spared the 
inflictions of both.—[Leadville Letter.

Aeoonling to Sir Win. Gull, Queen 
Victoria’s physician* and of courue em­
inent in hie profession, it ie better in 
case of fatigue from overwork to eat 
raisins than to resort to alcohol. In hie

from overwork, I would aay that if I am 
thus fatigued my foot is very simple—I 
eat the raisins instead of taking the 
wine. For thirty years I have had large 
experience in this practice. I have re­
commended it to my personal friends. 
It is a limited experience, but I believe 
it is a very good and true experience.’ 
rhis is valuable testimony ; we know of 
none better from medical sources ; and 
we commend it to the thoughtful consid­
eration of all those who are in the habit 
of resorting to *a little wine for thy 
stomach’s sake.’—[The Truth.

A Nan MS. Eal« Mice and File».

J. A. Miller, for some years a resident 
of Forest Hill, and a somewhat notorious 
character in that locality, swallowed a 
large dose of strychnine with suicidal in­
tent.

If yon are doubtful about the economy 
of using the fineet potatoes for seed try a 
bushel st least, and see for yourself 
which will produce the most and largest 
tubers.

Where plaster can bt had for from S3 
to 85 per ton the man who neglect» to 
sow it neglects one of the best ine.ins of 
enriching his land, for plaster will help 
the clover, and clover the land. Plaster 
is also very beneficial to peas. Sow from 
one to two bushels per acre.

Sheep breeding ia an art at the present 
day. Breeders have classified sheep into 
breeds best auspted for either mutton or 
wool, and the mutton sheep have been 
classified into heavy and large breeds, 
while those bred for wool are divided in­
to long wools, tine wools and middle 
wool».

When lime or ashes *is mixed with 
guano, hen manure or other fertilizers 
containing ammonia, or readily yielding 
it, there is a loss of a valuable constitu 
ent. If the coil needs lime or ashes sow 
the other-fertilizer first, and when that 
is well incorporated with the soil the 
lime or ashes may be applied without 
lose.

Turpentine has so strong an odor that 
it will prevent depredations of most in­
sects, and on a email scale is one of the 
best applications that can be made. A 
corncob dipped in turpentine will keep 
cucumber and squash bugs from the hill 
to which it is applied. If hung in plum 
trees it will preveut attacks of tile cur- 
culio.

Treat your hens as well as you do 
yoiiraelf. If you want eggs protect your 
fowls and feed them. It's the feed that 
makes the eggs. No feed, no eggs. 
Don’t forget that a hen ia an egg ma­
chine. She takes food matter and con­
vert» it into albumen, oil and shell. The 
aasimilation of the greatest amount of 
egg production. Contraction of feed 
means diminution of egg supply. Then 
feed well, keep your fowls safe from bad 
conditions of weather, interruptions and 
accident. Put you mind and heart into 
the business and you will make money.

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Taking Cere eiKew iwitw.

There ie an old proverb that aays a 
lady ia always to be known by her boot» 
and gloves. Quite a crucial a test is the 
faculty of taking good care of her cos­
tumes, and one that quite as distinctly 
marks the well-bred lady. Anyone can 
buy an elegant wardrobe if ahe has 
money enough, but to take the requisite 
care to keep it fresh and dainty requires 
something more than » check book. Of 
keeping nice dresses, a lady writes :

“ Each drees should have its own wrap 
or cover to keep it from chafing or fad­
ing. Take fine, firm cotton cloth, some­
thing over » yard wide, cut it into 
squares, then hens and wash the squares. 
They should be fine, take no room, and 
weigh little ; firm, to keep away the 
dust ; hemmed, that yon may keep the 
same side next the silk, and washed, to 
do away with tbe bleaching chemicals, 
which are liable to change the color of 
the silk. Fold the bottom of the train 
back and forth in about eighteen or 
twenty-three inch folds, so as to fit the 
box yon have for it The bottom now 
being altogether, you will cover it with a 
email cloth or towel to keep the dusty 
train from rubbing against tbe cleaner 
parts of the robe ; roll tbe whole dress 
loosely to the size and shape of the box, 
lay it Upon the white cloth and fold the 
corners of the same over the top ot the 
package and place it in the box. Now 
loosen the roll end adjust it to its space 
so as to favor any delicate or easily 
crushed portion of the dress—as Medici 
collars, flower garniture, embroidery, 
Ac,—relieving crowded places and dis­
tributing the thick to the thin spots.

To pack laces, fold them in blue tissue 
paper or soft linen, because white paper 
contains bleaching acids and discolors 
and decays the ribbon or lace. The 
same ia true of white ahoee and gloves, 
and especially of silver ornaments. Tbe 
latter, though worn every evening, re­
tain their purity and brilliancy for 
months if kept closely in blue tissue pa­
per. Shoes and slippers should never he 
folded together without a doth or paper

The Presbytery of Huron met in Willis 
church, Clinton, on the 9th inst. In the 
absence of the Moderator, the Rev. A. 
D. McDonald, of Seaforih, was chosen 
to preside. A remit from the General 
Assembly was discussed, and, with a 
alight amendment, approved of. A con­
stitution adopted by the congregation of 
Willis church, Clinton, was presented for 
the approval of the Presbytery.

It was agreed to raise the Mis­
sion Station at Hillsgreen to the rank of 
a congregation, to be associated with the 
congregation of Kippen, and Mr. Thom­
son, of Brucefield, was instructed to com­
plete the organization of Hillsgreen. A 
call from Kippen and Hillsgreen, to the 
Rev. Samuel Acheeon, of the Presbytery 
of Lindsay, was sustained, and Mr. 
Thomson was appointed to prosecute the 
call before that Presbytery, at its next 
meeting. The Rev. A. Stewart and Mr. 
Robb, of Seaforth, elder, were appointed 
to visit the congregations of Bayfield 
road and Berne, to make inquiry respect­
ing their fal'ure to raise their minister# 
salary to the required minimum. The 
Rev. James Pritchard was appointed to 
visit the congregations of Bethany and 
Bayfield, before the meeting of the Home 
Mission committee, and to apply to the 
committee for a grant of 8160 in aid of 
the work in these congregations. It was 
decided to hold the next regular meeting 
at Kippen, and induct Mr. Acheson into 
the charge of Kippen and Hillsgreen, 
should he accept the call.
