But the paramount 
object of the conference, the inerq^se 
of knowledge and sympathetic under­
standing in every part of the Empire, 
was undoubtedly attained.

“It required courage and imagina­
tion," said the premier, "to deal with 
.such proposals as the standardizing 
of teachers’ certificates throughout 
the Empire, the recognition of uni­
versity degrees ; the interchange of 
professors and educational instructors 
and the best methods' ox teaching the 
English language to the foreign popu­
lations that live under the British 
flag."

Sentiment Against Exchange.
There was a strong sentiment 

against the interchange of teachers. 
The premier stated to the conference 
that the department of education in 
Alberta was willing' to take teachers 
that were duly qualified but not on 
the basis of exchange as that would 
possibly interfere with the autonomy 
of the local school boards.

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GOVERNMENT WILL INSTITUTE 
PROSECUTION OF LUMBER COMBINE

Attorney-General Cross Announces that Executive of Alberta Retail Lum­
ber Dealers’ Association Will Be Called Upon to Answer Charge 

of Conspiracy in Restraint of Trade. This Action is Result of 
Investigation Made by Parliamentary Special Committee.

Pursuant to the announcement 
made some time ago that the attor­
ney-general of Alberta was reviewing 
the evidence taken by the parliamen­
tary committee of inquiry appointed 
during the last session of the Do­
minion Parliament to inquire into the 
alleged lumber combine in the four 
western provinces of Manitoba Sask­
atchewan, Alberta and British Colum­
bia, with a view to taking such ac­
tion against the lumber dealers in 
Alberta as was warranted by the state 
of affaitrs as set forth in the evidence 
taken by the commission, Hon. C. W. 
Cross, the attorney general, issued 
the following statement today in an 
interview with the Bulletin :

“The provincial government has 
kept in touch with the investigation 
held at Ottawa in March and April 
last, concerning the prices charged for 
lumber in the provinces of Manitoba, 
Alberta and Saskatchewan, and as 
early as possible after the enormous 
mass of evidence was taken in that 
investigation, my department was put 
in possession of a copy of that evi­
dence and a copy of the draft report 
of the sub-committee, which report 
was finally adopted by the committee 
appointed by parliament to investi­
gate this matter. The evidence 
given in the investigation extends 
over 774 closely-printed pages, end is 
necessarily full of detail, including 
price lists, correspondence, freight 
tables, and a mass of other material

that requires to be very, closely ex­
amined in order to ascertain what 
the facts in connection with this mat­
ter really are. *

“Since the receipt of the evidence, 
the deputy attorney general has been 
continuously engaged in sifting and 
analyzing it, so as to be in a position 
to advise the government as to wmu 
action should be taken in the pre­
mises. As a result of the examina­
tion of the evidence so made, the 
government have concluded that the 
facts disclosed call for judicial in­
vestigation. It would be improper 
for me at this stage to say "'hat 1 
think the result of the laying of a 
charge in connection with the lum­
ber combine should be. That is for 
the court or jury to decide before 
whom the matter ultimately comes, 
but it cannot be doubted that the 
question whether there is an illegal 
combination between the lumber 
dealers should be made the subject of 
judicial inquiry by the laying of a 
charge of contravention of the sec­
tions of the code in relation to con­
spiracies in restraint of trade in the 
interests of the general public.

“Unfortunately, it is practically 
impossible for the government of this 
province, acting alone, to indict the 
Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers’ As­
sociation, as a body, for conspiracy 
with the Mountain Lumber Manu­
facturers’ Association of British 
Columbia, because the latter associa­
tion is not within our jurisdiction,

and it must rest with the government 
of British Columbia to take action 
against them, if they consider it their 
duty to do so. I say unfortunately, 
because a judgment of a court upon 
th! subject as to whether the air- 
rangement. if arrangement exists be­
tween these two associations, is il­
legal and a contravention of the 
criminal code, would go to the root 
of this whole matter. This question, 
however, will doubtless be decided in­
cidentally in the course of the prose 
cution, which it is the intention of 
the government to institute against 
the executive officers of the Alberta 
Lumber Dealers’ Association.

“By reason of the fact that all the 
exhibits, including the list of the 
members of the Alberta Lumber 
Dealers' Association, were banded 
back to the witnesses by the .special 
committee of parliament, and were 
not printed in the report of the evi­
dence, the government is not at pre­
sent in possession of evidence as to 
what firms compose this association.

“The object, however, of the prose­
cution, which, as I have already 
stated, is to bring before the courts 
the question- of the legality of this 
combinaion, if such exists, will be 
for practical purposes sufficiently de­
cided by the indictment the govern­
ment proposes to lay against the 
executive officers of the association

“The matter will be takea up im­
mediately, and a charge laid as I 
have indicated.”

Morning Session.
Rev. W. J. Howard, who was ex­

pected to deliver an address upon 
“The pastor and the league” at the 
■morning session, was unable to be 
present, and the time was benefically 
passed in a Bible study of the 

• Epistle of Philemon, conducted by 
Rev. A. S. Tuttle. The speaker con­
sidered first the connection of Phile­
mon with St. Paul and the circum­
stances leading to the writing of the 
epistle.

He then deduced from the epistle 
the principles which apply to modern 
life, viz., How Christianity grapples 
with the evils of modern society, now 
it influences the individual rather 
than his environment and so reaches 
out to institutions. It does not 
work a reconstruction of the social 
order as much as of the spiritual 
order.

Afternoon Session.
Mr. F. WT. Cox delivered an elo­

quent and forcible address in the 
afternoon upon “ The league as a 
factor in personal religious develop­
ment.” The league was, he said, 
virtually a training school for ,,<e 
development of the religious life. It 
was, however, a means and not an 
end.

Work in it should begin early. 
Children should be made to feel when 
quite young that they belonged to 
Christ. The principles to be incul­
cated by the league were severally 
dealt with—Implicit obedience to 
Christ; readiness for service; per­
sonal training in each department; 
importance of the quiet hour daily 
w.-u Bible study. .'In connection 
with this last, Mr. Cox quoted Drum­
mond’s saying that “Ten minutes 
earnest study and medication upon 
the Bible daily would transform 
life.”

Round .Table.
An interesting round table of dis­

cussion, conducted by Rev. Mr. Mar- 
. shall, the new pastor of McDougall 
Church, followed, the topics consider­
ed were the training of young people 
for Christian service, the develop­
ment of Christian manhood and 

. womanhood; how to interest young 
men in the work. Features brought 
out strongly were that in committees 
the best work was obtained when 
they met frequently and were obliged 
to present reports. An excellent 
time for holding committee meetings 
was said to be a half-hour before 
the general weekly meeting. Socia­
bility in the league was also highly 
commended, and the members advis­
ed to .have their friendly attitude to 
each other continue outside the 
league meetings.

The evening session, which was 
largely attended, brought to a close 
a very successful convention.

These packs were brought in Wed­
nesday night by the freighters, and 
remained unopened until Colin Fras­
er arrived from Athabasca Landing.

He is now here, and interviewed 
this morning by the Bulletin, stated 
that the fur supply was rattier less 
this year than usual, owing to the se­
verity of the winter.

Distress Among Indians.
Mr. Fraser reports considerable dis­

tress among many of the Indian bands 
as the result of the scarceness of 
game. At Fort Cliippewayan, in an 
effort to relieve the distress, 30 bags 
of flour that were available were dis. 
tributed to 500 impoverished Indians.

Valuable Fur Cargo.
Fraser’s furs and those of Ben Hur_ 

sell, make a goodly showing in the 
fur room. After they have been open­
ed up and inspected by the several 
fur buyers of the city, they will ; be; 
auctioned off to the highest bidder, 
and shipped to England or the Statefe 
to be dressed, many of them finding 
tWu way hack to Canada. in hand­
some fur garments for Monsieur arid 
Miladi.

Colin Fraser’s furs are put up in 25 
large roped packs fresh from the great 
wooden fur presses in the trading 
posts of the north, and in five trunks 
which contain many score of the fin­
est skins of ..marten, otter, fisher and 
fox. Among the varieties of the last 
are said to be some rare silver fox 
skins.

Mr. Fraser, who is an independent 
trader, has already brought down ear­
lier in the season $7,666 worth of furs, 
and there will be from $20,000 to $30,- 
000 worth of furs in this second out­
fit.

In another corner of the fur room 
are two packs of furs and three trunks 
of fine furs belonging to Ben Hur- 
sell. These will also be, placed on the 
market with Mr. Fraser’s and go to 
the highest bidder.

MIRACULOUS ESCAPE OF TWO 
BOYS FROM DEATH.

A serious, but what happily proved 
not to be a fatal accident, occurred 
near Poplar Lake, about 9 miles to 

J the northeast of the city yesterday 
' afternoon.

A picnic was being held yesterday 
by Messrs. McDiarmid and Cummings 
to raise funds tor the erection of a 
hall at that place. Among those in 
attendance were James Howey, son 
of Officer Howey of the city police 
force, and Bert Potter, son of A. E. 
Potter, of the firm of Potter & Mc­
Dougall.

During the afternoon these twp boys 
arranged a horse race on the trail 
near the picnic ground. The boys 
were galloping down the road at a 
rapid rate. As they rounded a turn, 
where the road was hidden by a 
clump of bushes, the horses dashed 
into a buggy coming in the opposite 
direction and which they could not 
see till they were right upon it.

As a result of the collision the horse 
ridden by young Potter was almost 
instantly killed, its back being brok­
en, while young Howey was thrown 
some distance and was at first
thought to be seriously injured. His 
horse escaped injury.

Officer Howey was summoned by a 
messenger who came to the city on 
a bicycle and upon driving out he 
lound upon examination that no
bones were broken but the lad was 
badly shaken up. Young Potter,
thougn his horse was killed, escaped 
without serious injury. The bby'was 
taken to the city and today is; re­
covering from the effects of his ad­
venture, , v, -

The carriage with which the horses 
collided, was badly smashed up; the 
wheels being broken and the body
of the vehicle being reduced almost 
to kindling wood.

SAILED RIRST BRITISH
VESSEL ON THE YUKON.

Senator Col. Domville, of Rothesay, 
N.B., and Col. Wedderbum, of St.

Colonl Domville is one of Eastern 
Canada’s foremost militiamen and 
politicians. He was one of the of­
ficers that accompanied Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier to England at the late 
Queen's jubilee. He was for many 
years the opponent o fHon. G. E. 
Foster and was for four year chair­
man of the select standing commit, 
tee of the House on banking and com­
merce. He was appointed to the sen­
ate in 1903.

In 1897-8 Col. Domville built and 
sailed the James Domville, the first 
British steamer on the Yukon, and 
flew the first Union Jack.

Both gentlemen ' are greatly enjoy­
ing their visit to the capital of Al­
berta with which they are much im­
pressed.

est of the old timers, and one of the 
men to whose energy and faith, the 
West owes its prominence of today, 
*.-i leave Edmonton within a few 
4ays tor Armstrong, a town-- in the 
Okanagan valley, rn British Col- 
ambia, after a continuous residence 
of twenty-eight years in this dis­
trict. Mr. McLeod, who came to 
Belmont in 1879, has not been in

good health for some time, and re­
cently he sold hie farm. This week 
his stock and household furniture 
by auction, realizing $2,500. He 
goes to Armstrong with the hope 
that the more equable climate of B. 
C., w.-i benefit his health. He will 
be accompanied by three daughters 
and a son.

An Original Old Timer.
Mr. McLeod is truly one of the 

original old timers, well-known by 
all of the other old timers in Ed­
monton as a man who came West 
w-~u the Hudson’s Bay Company 
znd lived for years within the Arc- 
lie circle.

Mr. McLeod went through a large 
portion' of the far north and west 
and was associated with some of the 
best known of the old timers of the 
company. He returned to Winnipeg 
m 1867, and in 1868 he made a trip 
to Prince Albert at the request of 
the late Rev. Dr. Black with the
carts of the mjssipn - -ere,. In .11___
ire' pitreh’aSëd land at ïtlgh Bluff 
from half breeds resident there, and 
was one of the first white men to 
take up land in that vicinity. He 
subsequently removed to Westborne 
and Gladstone and in 1879 went to 
Edmonton believing that the railway 
was to be built info the, country at 
once. He took up land at Belmont 
five miles from the city and has 
continued to reside there until the 
present time.

Condemned With Scott.
Mr. McLeod was a member of the 

council of forty in the stirring days 
of the Riel rebellion and was the 
second man condemned to death by 
court martial by Riel. Scott was 
shot on Friday and the order was 
that Mr. McLeod should be shot on 
tne following Sunday. His life was 
saved owing to the fact that he was 
personally known to the French sol­
diers and these refused to shoot him 
until the return of the bishop. If 
the bishop said he was to be shot, 
then well and good. Fortunately no 
other events occurred and his life 
was saved.

In the winter of 1881 Mr. McLeod 
drove all the way from Edmonton to 
Winnipeg and back. The journey 
eastward was made in twenty days 
and the return trip in thirty days. 
Six men were takep back to Edmon­
ton, one of them being Alex. Dunlap, 
then of Winnipeg.

At the time of the rush to the 
Klondike overland, Mr. McLeod 
sketched for the Hon. Frank Oliver 
t-he best route to the city of Dawson. 
H|3 had become familiar With the 
country of the far north when trav- 
elling for the Hudson’s Bay com 
pany, and states that if the travel­
lers who attempted he overland trip 
to Dawson and the Klondike had 
followed the route suggested by him 
they would have reached the coun­
try Wiuh much less difficulty.

BRINGING DOWN $20,000 IN 
FURS.

Joseph Hurssell, one of the fur 
traders of- the far north, living at 
Smith’s Landing, on the Slave River, 
about 650 miles north from Edmon­
ton, arrived in the city last night and 
is at the St. James hotel.

Mr. Hurssell, in company with Col­
in Fraser, is bringing down from the 
north about $20,000 worth of furs. 
The latter stayed off several days at 
the Landing on his way down, but is 
expected to arrive here tomorrow. 
This is the second trip this season 
for Mr. Fraser. On the previous one 
he brought to the city about $8,000 
worth of furs.

Mr. Hurssell left his home at 
Smith’s Landing on the first of July. 
He reached Mr. Fraser at Fort Chipe- 
wyan several days later, and from 
that point, from which they took their 
departure on July 8th, a direct jour­
ney was made to Athabasca Landing.

• Thompson-Seton His Guest.

sell had for his guests for some days 
Major Jarvis and Thompson-Seton, 
who are making their northern tour. 
It was on a two-day run out from his 
Post that they first saw the herd of 
northern buffalo. Major Jarvis and 
Thompson -Selon were accompanied’ 
by the old Hudson’s Bay guide, Jose 
Baulieu. On the second day out they

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RAILWAYS BLEED UNITED 
STATES POST OFFICE.

Washington, July 38—A general or­
der has been issued by the post office 
department which will result in re­
ducing the compensation enjoyed by 
the railroads for carrying the mails 
by at least $1,000,000 annually. In 
connection with the order it is hint­
ed that there may be a scandal if -all 
the facts which made the issuance of 
the order a necessity become known.

The order in question affecte -sev­
eral hundred mall routes in the 
country and is to the effect that on 
these routes the mail can be carried 
in smaller ears than the railroads are 
using. It is therefore ordered that q 
reduction either be made in the size 
of the ears ■ or if the railroads choose 
to continue their bee. they will get 
paid lor the size of cars actually 
needed.

Ob the other hand, the railroads in­
sist that it is the province of the post- 
office department /to designate the 
cars which shall be usad on the melt 
îoutçs and that the roads arc now us­
ing such cars as were actually order­
ed by the department.

DeteCtivés at Work.
Department officials admit that this 

is true, but insist that more apace is 
being paid for by the department than 
is actually^ needed in the transporta­
tion of the mails, but it is not stated 
whether this condition is the result 
of poor judgment or otherwise.

GREAT BRITAIN^ PROPOSITION.
¥tie Hague, July 30—The British 

delegate» is working on a proposi­
tion which, when it is presented, will 
cause considérable surprise, as it is 
in tile nature Of the unexpected.

As already cabled, the representa­
tives of the United States-have been 
privately' discussing with other lead­
ing delegates the advisability Of the 
United States presenting a proposi­
tion for the periodical sitting of the 
conference, this proposition suggest­
ing that it should meet quinquienni- 
aUy on June 2, beginning 1912.

The British delegation went ahead 
of the Americans,having already com­
municated in the strictest secrecy to 
only a few delegates of the great 
powers, its proposition on the same 
subject establishing that the confer­
ence should sit septennially but that 
two years befpre the meeting special 
repreeentatives of Great Britain,Ger­
many, Russia, France, United States,, 
Australia and Japan and Italy should 
meet to prepare the work of confer­
ence .pre-arranging everything con­
nected with its organization and the 
matters to be taken under advise­
ment ..

Thus when the conference meets 
again its program would be already 
so studied by each country that sat­
isfactory agreements would be the 
more easily reached. In addition 
although nothing had been said 
against Russia the conference would 
be no longer monopolized by one na­
tion and would not depend as here­
tofore on the will of the sovereign of 
that country for its coming together or 
its program.

Carnegie Decorated.
Queen Wilhelmina has conferred 

upon Andrew Carnegie the Order of 
Orange Nassau.

The Orange of Nassau was founded 
in 1892 in the name of Queen Wilhel­
mina. It is conferred for favor to the 
royal family or to the country and 
can be given to foreigners ns well as 
natvies. It consists of a blue enam­
elled cross which has eight points, the 
whole being surrounded by a laurel 
wreath. In the centre is'the national 
coat of arms on a blue ground sur­
rounded by the inscription “Je Main­
tiendrai ” On the reverse there is an 
inscription, “God seig met ous," and 
a large “W.”

CHARGE OF MURDER.

eANks loaning CANAbiAN
MONEY.

Winnipeg, Aug. 'I.—In a strong 
article the Winnipeg Oommereial 
undertakes to 'show that Canadian 
banks are lôening millions of Cana­
dian money to outsiders even 
though the money is greatly needed 
ht home. The Commercial says:

“Among the business men of this 
port of Canada considerable indig­
nation is being expressed at the ac­
tion of the chartered banks. The 
latter are accused of «hitting off 
Credit tin legitimate business, mid 
investing their funds in New York 
and other outside places. The banks 
of Canada take rMUions of money 
6n deposit from the Canadian peo­
ple and take it over the • boundary 
line to Use in 'the large markets 
there, where "they can seeure a high 
rate of interest on calls.

“At the same time they refuse to 
loan money in the western cities 
end towns for municipal delien- 
tures,, which are good substantial 
security. Their right to call a hall 
in loaning for speculation is /not 
questioned; biit it is reckoned 
father unfair that they should re­
fuse to invest Canadian money in 
legitimate Canadian business, es­
pecially when they have it to invest 
in foreign interests.”

This charge is both just and un­
just, says the Montreal Star. Pos­
sibly the banks ate sending more 
money to the States than is neces­
sary. yet at the same time it has 
become an established principle 
with our banks that loans There are 
essential

Money in the States is a quick re­
serve . In that big broad markit it 
can be withdrawn at a moment’s' 
notice without disturbing Canadian 
conditions, and can be brought back 
here to meet emergency calls.

At the present time our banks 
$5,000,000 or so without overgtep- 
Oannda and $23,388,259 in curre.i’ 
loans. Some of this money is in 
England.

No one here knows where the 
young man was from, but it is stated 
that he had been for some time in the 
employ of the Canadian Bank of Com­
merce at Calgary and the Bank of Ham­
ilton, Saskatoon, previous to coming 
north.

Preferred Against Galician Previously 
Held for Attempted Murder.

Saskatoon, Sasic., Aug. 1.—To-day 
the coroner’s jury on the Galician 
shooting affair brought in the follow, 
ing verdict on the death of John Me- 
clralclmk. “We believe that the de­
ceased came to his death through a 
bullet fired from a revolver in the 
hands of Metro Sharope on Monday 
morning in the deceased’s home.” The 
preliminary hearing will come on at 
2 o’clock to-mOrrow when Dunning 
will substitute the previous charge of 
attempted murder to one of murder.

BODY CUT IN TWO BY TRAIN.
Calgary, August 1.—James Kenny, 

a young man 26 yeairs of age, work­
ing on a C.P.’R. section crew nine 
miles north of Calgary, was found 
yesterday morning cut in two, the 
legs being a hundred feet away from 
tire trunk of the body. Kenny was 
hit by a special freight on Wednes­
day night at 10.46 n’clock. The en­
gineer oi the train saw a huddled 
shape’ on the track and applied the 
emergency brakes, but too late.

Tire body was krougUt to Calgary 
yesterday. The young man hailed 
from Truro, N.S. He was evidently 
drmtk and failing across the track 
went to sleep. An inquest is being 
held.

ARE DIVORCES IN B.C. LEGAL?
Vancouver, Aug. I.—Has the su­

preme court of British Columbia 
any powers in matters of divorce? 
it has remained for Mr. Justice 
Clement to raise the question, start 
ling tne Bar, and even tile bench, 
his brother judges, and sending 
divers tremors and feats in th ■ 
teins of Retires whom British Col 
tm-iiia have divorced since, m 1857. 
the then colony adopted this law ol 
the motherland.

In effect Mr. Justice Clement 
asks

“Was that law, exercised for 14 
years before British Columbia 
joined confederation, taken away by 
the B.N.A. act, which includes 
'Marriage and Divorce among the 
exclusive prerogatives of the Do­
minion Parliament.

In" raising this question the court 
has had to include Nova Scotia, the 
only other province of the Domin­
ion which had this English law be­
fore confederation, and which, like 
British Columbia, had since con­
tinued to -exercise it.

Calls in Minister of Justice.
The point has been raised in 

tyary Watts’ petition Cgatnst Reiri 
ben Watts. That ease has- now been 
directed to stand aside until Oet 
ober. Meanwhile Justice Clement 
has requested arguments upon the 
twofold question :

Has «(ne judge or have1 thAec 
judges power to grant divorces, and 
second, if one judge has mat power, 
can he grant a decree nisi; usually 
returnable in six months, or must 
he not grant a first and final de­
cree absolute.

Upon the argument the attorney- 
general and the minister of justice 
will be asked to take part with J. 
A. Russell, K.C., and C. M. Woods- 
worm, counsel for and against the 
Watts petition.

Old Divorces Would Stand.
“Tirere would not. of course, hi 

a revolution in matters of divorce, 
even though it should be decided 
here or before the judicial commit­
tee of the privy council, where the 
question will ultimately go, that 
the province has not the power it 
has so long been exercising," said a 
K.C. today.

“The divorces that have been 
granted would not be swept away. 
Ottawa would have to make them- 
legal, and would of course with an 
enabling act, which would also ap­
ply to Nova Scotia.”

But he did not think that it 
would decide that the British North 
American act made any such 
change.

The woman who was of the same tribe 
and blood as the two prisoners, fell 
Sick in the spring arid became delirious. 
In sickness of this kind the Indians 
imagine that an evil spirit of a Wen- 
digo lias edtered them. They believed 
that if the person dies naturally the 
Wendigo escapee to the woods, pursues 
And frightens any of the game and fa- 
hime follows. Therefore the band as- 
«embled, and, accenting to custom, ap- 
riointed their chief and medicine man to 
the high honor of ehokirig the eick 
equaw that tile spirit hiight rièt escape 
with the passing of breath, but might 
remain in the afflicted dead body. In 
the presence of the whole band, the 
thief and the medicine man carried out 
the. instructions. A piece of canvas was 
placed npon the Squatv’s neck and then 
the nooae of a rope. This being tight­
ened by the two leaders of the band 
the ravings of the woman were stopped, 
the evil spirit was imprisoned and the 
game preserved. This piece of barbar­
ism was executed within two hundred 
miles rtf KCnofa. Word of it reached 
the authorities and the arrests followed. 
If a judge is not sent np to try them 
they will be brought to Edmonton for 
trial. The decision m this respect >s 
being considered by the department of 
.justice.

The Fidlers asked the officials not to 
be too severe with them, as they had 
ho idea they were doing wrong. They 
were merely doing their duty by the 
band and followed the custom of their 
fathers. The execution of this duty was 
a high honor, arid, according to the 
custom, the executioners Were hand­
somely paid by the parents of the vic­
tim.

Edmonton on the Itinerary.

VAN HORNE IN BRAZIL.

Sir William and Other Canadian
Capitalists to Build 2,000 Miles 

of Line.
New York, Aug. 2.—TÎie Times to­

day says the syndicate of New York 
and Canadian capitalists, including 
Sir William Van.Horne and William 
Lanmau Ball, which for some time 
has been engaged in traction ami 
harbor improvement undertakings in 
Brazil, have laid plans, it was re­
ported yesterday, to extend its oper­
ations to steam railroad undertak­
ings. The syndicate is said to have 
under consideration the construc­
tion, all told of 2,000 miles tif - rail- 
wa'y in Brazil, to connect and ex­
tend existing tine».- The ultimate 
purpose is said to be to confriect Rio 
de 'Janeiro with Mtintevideo, the 
capital of Uruguay. Among the rail­
roads said -to have been acquired al­
ready by the syndicate are the San 
Paulo and Rio Grande railroad and 
Sorocabana railway. The latter was 
constructed by the state oi Sau 
Paulo and has been leased to tile 
American syndicate, which is under­
stood to have agreed to assume the 
$19,000,000 of 5 per cent bonds is­
sued by the state to cover the cost 
of the railroad. 'Part of the contract 
with the state is said to be under­
taken on the part of the syndicate to 
share in raising a coffee valorization 
loan. Under the title “Port of Para,” 
a company was organized some 
months ago under the laws of Maine 
to improve the port of Para. Still 
more recently another Maine-corpora­
tion has been organized by these 
same interests to improve thé port 
of Rio Grande de Sul, for which 
franchises were recently granted. 
William T. Van Brunt, president of 
the St. Joseph and Grand Island 
railroad, and of the Hari-imhii lines 
is interested along with the other 
capitalists mentioned in the Rio 
Grande de Sul undertaking.

For years Germany and the 
United States have been the twin 
ideals held before the Canadian peo- 
ply by tiie high protectionists. This 
then is the goal for which they work— 
a condition in which the Canadian 
manufacturer would scan the horizon 
.or a place to ship his goods in order 
that the home market might not be 
‘glutted” and that he might con­

tinue to mulct the Canadian consum­
er of the artificial price made pos­
sible by “adequate” protection.

LOOKING FOR MARKETS.
True to its traditions of "protect­

ing” the Canadian consumer from the 
devastating consequences of cheaper 
manufactures the Winnipeg Telegram 
lifts its hands in holy horror at the 
thought of a commmercial treaty with 
Germany. Though appalled at the 
prospect the Telegram to its own 
notion precludes argument and dis­
poses finally of the spectre by declar­
ing that "Germany applies for closer 
* trade relations simply because hei 
“own market shows signs of being 
“glutted.”

By the way, it is not so long since 
the Conservative press was equally 
appalled because Canada had not 
closer relations with Germany. When 
the British preferential tariff was in­
troduced Germany unceremoniously 
struck us from her list of friends and 
since then we have been as strangers. 
Though Canada has managed tc 
struggle along under the commercial 
displeasure of the Kaiser’s Empire 
the Opposition press was firmly con- 
vinced that we should never be able 
to do so. That Empire we were re­
minded, was - essentially a manufac 
turing country and must import from 
abroad immense, tqriantitiee of the 
very farm products which Canada 
had to seV. In granting a prefer 
ence to Britain we were told we hat" 
closed an unlatched door in Ger 
many and our informants were fully 
convinced the market we lost in Ger 
many was of more consequence than 
the increased market we were likely t, 
find in Britain. It is somewhat 
strange, therefore, that one of these 
late advocates of German trad 
should become suddenly alarmed at 
the thought that we might endeavoi 
to secure a share of the German trade 
At least it would be strange if we dit 
not understand . that their forme 
yearning lor the German market wa 
bom of'aversion to the British pre 
ferenoe, and that the sudden aversion 
to German trade is born of undyinj 
affection for the bulging purse of tin 
Canadian manufacturer.

If the German market were cvei 
preferable to an increased Britisl 
market, surely the German trade plui 
the increased British trade would b- 
better still. The preference has secur 
ed for us the » increased market ir 
Britain, and if we can secure also r 
place ip the German market it wouli 
surely be desirable to do so. Thougl 
Britain buys more than before,we hav< 
more to sell. And our power of pro 
duction is bound to increase mof< 
■rapidly than Britain's demand <fo 
our products. If Canada has alread; 
become the “bread basket of the Em 
pire,” that surely is the beet proo 
possible that she is capable of pro 
ducing much more than the Empir. 
requires. The productive resources o 
Canada have only begun to yield. I 
a crop of 100,000,000 bushels satisfie; 
Britain’s demand for Canadian wheat 
or comes within measurable distance 
of satisfying it, what. will be th. 
condition of affairs if we have m 
other customers when our wheat croy 
grows to ten times that amount? I 
Is only a matter of years—and not 
many of them—until our annua 
crop will reach these proportions anc 
it surely is the part of prudence tc 
anticipate our surplus supply by pre 
arranging for an outlet, or as man; 
outlets as practicable. The prudent 
farmer tries to findanaxkets b-forehanc 
for his glowing cropsj and on ex 
actly the same principle Canada it 
looking about for purchasers of oui 
prospective' erbps. -

But, the Telegram says, the Ger. 
man market jfor manufactured goodi 
shows signs of being “glutted" and 
Germany" is forced to look abroad foi 
a plac&jto sell them.

CURSING THE TAX COLLECTOR.
The Insurance and Finance Chron­

icle of Montreal is convinced that the 
Alberta Legislature is a heartless 
and headless monster, brutally strang­
ling the goose that lays the golden 
’gg. Says the Chronicle :
“The Legislature of Alberta,, no 

“doubt having ‘ swelled head ’ and 
‘not having a great deal of experi­
ence, has undertaken to show what 
“it can do in the way of collecting 
‘taxes. is not only taxes insur­
ance companies, banks and other 
institutions that aid in building up 

"the new province, but it has now 
‘undertaken to tax the income re­
ceived by these companies or other 
‘investors on the investments. The 
‘policy of taxing what is absolutely 
‘necessary for the building up of the 
‘province is simply stupid. What all 
‘our provinces want, including Al­
berta is capital to develop their re­
sources. The idea of discouraging 
capital which they need so badly is 

‘the height of absurdity. We would 
recommend Alberta, or any other 

‘province, to repeal this kind of lég­
islation as quickly as possible. One 
‘of our older provinces did the same 
kind of thing, but any province that 

‘tries this experiment will have to 
pay for it.threefold. The great dan­
ger, however, of this sort of legisla­
tion is that it naturally tends to’the 
withdrawal of capital altogether.” 
The fact that the Insurance and 

’ inance Chronicle denounces the 
treasure in itself settles one point of 
controversy. It absolutely abolishes 
he Opposition doctrine that the tax 
s really paid, not by the financial 
nstitutions, but by their patrons, in 
he form of increased rates of inter- 
st. For if the burden does not rest 
îpon the bankers, why should their 
pokesman. demand their relief 
rom it? These gentlemen know 
.'here the shoe pinches, and their 
lery declamations only assure the 
mblic that the pinch is where it was 
atended to be. The Chronicle, it 
rill be observed does not threaten 
n increase in interest rates to make 
P the amount of the tax. It urges 
he unwisdom of taxing a badly need- 
I commodity, and utters a warning 
hat capital may be diverted from 
ae Province, but there is no word of 
■costing interest charges and mulct- 
ag the public of the amount. Both 
ie financiers and their spokesman 
nderstand that the corporation tax 
iw and the law against usury are 
he upper and nether millstones be- 
ween which the monetary institu­
ions find themselves. While the 
orporation tax demands a part of 
heir income, the law against usury 
■revente them holding up the public 
or a proportionately greater rake- 
ff. By this means they are made to 
ontribute their share of the common 
lurden. How strenuously they ob- 
:ct, witness the paragraph from 
heir defender.
But there is a point in the Chron- 

:le’s argument worthy attention. It 
i this: “The policy of taxing what is 
absolutely necessary for the build­
ing up of the province is simply 
stupid.” This is a dictum which 
hould be afforded a place among 
n infinite number of excellent sound- 
rig economic maxims tlie practical 
pplication of which would mean 
uicide. For example, land, as we 
nderstand it, is “absolutely neces- 
arJ for lhe .building up”, of this or 
ny other province,- therefore to tax, 
and is “simply stupid” by the 
'hforrfcle’s system of calculation, 
me, We want schools, and to main- 
ain them.. w#( Jiiust have money; 
qually true if we want roads ,we 
oust pay for them; but what recom. 
iense are schools and roads for the 
ondemnntion of the Insurance and 
inance Chronicle? ' Our thirst for 
rnowledgc and our love of easy loco- 
notion bring us under the appalling 
rown of this disapproving economist, 
he temerity of our venturesome- 

egislators is awful. Perhaps we 
hould have a special session to 
ibolish the school and local improve- 
uent taxes. True, the schools would 
'.ave to close and weeds would grow

in tire highways, but we would avoid 
the unpardonable sin of taxing what 
Î3 “ absolutely necessary for the 
building up of the province.”

The work is prepared 
by Mr. J. Castel 1 Hopkins, and is an 
exhaustive review of the principal 
events in the history of Canada dur­
ing the year. Practically every mat­
ter of any public consequence is dealt 
With. It is somewhat difficult to re­
view the political events of this coun­
try without giving some evidence of 
party bias, but Mr. Hopkins can be 
said to have preserved a remarkably 
fair independence in his record of 
the different governments in Canada.

The Annual Review is a publication 
that should have a place in the lib­
rary of every business man and it is 
indispensable to the man who takes 
a lively interest in public affairs.

SQUANDERING RESOURCES.
Ralph Smath, M.P., the Labor man 

from Nanaimo, British Columbia, 
threw light a few days ago on 
the cause of British Columbia’s 
financial troubles, and the anxiety of 
Premier McBride to tap the Federal 
treasury for larger supplies of the lu­
bricating element with which to keep 
the Provincial machinery in motion. 
In an interview with the Victoria 
Colonist , Mr. Smith is reported as 
saying:

“After we have wasted our sub­
stance we go begging the Dominion 

“authorities to assist us out of our 
“difficulties. We have the richest 
“province in the Dominion yet we 
“have been unable to pay our way 
as a province. Instead of econo- 

“mising our resources we prefer to 
“create a political agitation with the 
'Dominion government to make up 
the loss. No province of the Do- 

‘minion has given so much away as 
British Columbia. No province in 

“the Dominion has handed out its re­
sources in so reckless a way.”

The fiscal history of British Colum­
bia is a record of deficits, and that 
despite the fact that that Province 
has control of perhaps more valuable 
and varied resources than any other 
province in the Dominion. With 
millions of acres of splendid fruit and 
agricultural lands; with unknown 
riches of mineral wealth ; with the 
most valuable timber resources in 
Canada, situated next door to a prac­
tically unlimited market; with the 
ocean washing its western border for 
five hundred miles, offering the 
cheapest possible facilities for com­
merce with the world ; with a thous­
and miles of railway opening up its 
southern half for settlement, industry 
and trade ; with fisheries unsurpassed 
on the North American continent; 
with big game in abundance, which 
should bring thousands of dollars per 
year from the sale of hunting per 
mits; and with the fullest and freest 
Provincial control over its resources 
of every kind, the fact remains that 
British Columbia has not been able 
to pay its way, even with liberal as­
sistance from the Federal treasury, 
and has habitually spent beyond its 
income.

That its mountainous nature in­
creases the cost of constructing public 
works and opening up the country is 
unquestionably true, but surely the 
construction of roads and bridges has 
not been carried on with such abso­
lute disregard of requirements as to 
outstrip the revenues, and leave a 
yawning chasm in the annual budget. 
And aside from this work, what great 
development enterprises has British 
Columbia undertaken sufficient to run 
the Province annually in debt? The 
.railways of that Province have been 
for the most part built by Federal 
assistance and without cost to the 
Province. Aside from the construc­
tion of roads and railways, the cost 
of administration in those matters 
which require expenditure, but do 
not produce revenue, should be no 
higher in British Columbia than in 
Alberta. Where, then, has the money 
gone to? Or has the leakage been in 
the other end of the business, as Mr. 
Smith claims—a squandering of re­
sources rather than a squandering of 
the revenue derived from them?

Allowing that British Columbia’s 
Governments have never been nig­
gardly in expenditure, it is inconceiv­
able that the fault lies altogether in 
this. There is abundant proof that, 
together with lavish expenditure of 
Provincial funds, there has been a 
not leas lavish slaughter of the re­
sources from which these funds were 
drawn.

British Columbia affords surely a 
sufficiently striking example of the 
fatuity of trying to extract revenue

from natural resources with which to 
carry on provincial government. A 
farmer does not sell his farm in order 
to support him in idleness. Yet, this 
is precisely what British Columbia 
has been doing, and precisely what 
any Province must do which relies 
for its support on the exploitation of 
its natural resources. And in the case 
of British Columbia the price obtain­
ed by the Province appears to have 
been usually out of all proportion to 
the value of the property sacrificed. 
The end and outcome of such a course 
can only be a condition in which the 
Province shall have neither funds nor 
resources from which to draw them. 
This is the pinch that inspires Pre­
mier McBride’s petitions for larger 
grants from the Federal treasury.

“A SENSELESS PHRASE.”

Under this heading the Montreal 
Gazette, the senior Conservative news­
paper of Canada, disposes of the in­
consequential phrase into which Pre­
mier McBride has tried to interject 
a cause for a quarrel with the Federal 
Government. The Gazette says :

“Some objection is being made be­
cause in the House of Lords it is 

“proposed to reinsert the words ‘fin 
‘al and unalterable ’ in the bill to 

“give effect to the provincialist de- 
‘mands for the increase of the sub­
sidies from the Federal treasury 
‘which Sir Wilfrid Laurier in one of 
“his moments of business weakness 
‘was flattered into acceding to. There 
is no occasion for the annoyance of 

‘the opposing critics. The words 
“mean nothing. No act of Parlia- 
“ment affecting a public matter is 
‘final and unalterable. The majority 
‘can change it at any time it thinks 
‘fit, and the change, until another 
‘change is made, has all the effect of 
the ‘final and unalterable’ enact­
ment. There was nothing in the 
'conference of provincial ministers 

“which finally imposed its will on the 
“Government and Parliament of Can­

ada to make their agreement among 
“themselves final. The members were 
not plenipotentiaries dealing with 
each other or with Canada in a way 

“to bind their successors or even 
themselves, and it would seem gro­
tesque, even from a provincialises 

“point of view, to say- they could bind 
“Canada. They did „not bind them- 
“selves .some of t hotte present pro- 

testing that they had!'not received 
“enough and asserting their right ,to 
“demand more. The measure of their 
"demands was the measure of their 
"presumed wants, caused by their ex­
travagance and surrender to the rail­
way subsidy rings. The same extra­
vagance continued, 'dîCit will be, will 
again bring them to a position 
where they will want more money to 

“spend without being compelled to 
take the odium of imposing taxes to 
raise it. Then this bill, instead of 

“being a final and unalterable bar to 
further concessions, will be a prece­
dent for demanding them.”

BORDEN’S CHOICE.
When Mr. Borden visits British 

Columbia on his proposed tour he 
will have ample opportunity to dis­
play his dexterity in trying to en­
dorse Premier McBride without 
swatting some of his indispensable 
supporters in the House of Com­
mons. That Mr. Borden should de­
sire to secure to himself whatever 
political advantage might be gained 
from an alliance with Premier Mc­
Bride is quite to be supposed; but 
such alliance could be consummated 
only by direct refutation of the views 
of parliamentary lieutenants whose 
support he would not care to sacri­
fice. The sum total of Mr. McBride’s 
accomplishments in London was • to 
persuade the Imperial Government to 
suppress the opinion of the Canadian 
Parliament that the provincial sub­
sidy schedule should be final and 
unalterable; but the outstanding 
point in the views expressed by 
Mr. Borden’s suppo: ters, who debated 
the question in the House, was 
that this opinion of Parliament 
was correct and that the sub­
sidy arrangements should be 
final and unalterable. Whatever 
political energy Mr. McBride’s cause 
may possess it has secured as a 
protest against finality in subsidy 
arrangement; but whatever else Mr. 
Borden's supporters- intimated, the 
point they emphasized and reiterate;] 
was that there should be finality in 
the arrangement for subsidies. Just 
how to navigate to catch the current 
in British Columbia without en­
countering the rocks of party schism 
should provide Mr. Borden with 
themes for some reflective moments.

When the resolution which the Im­
perial Parliament was asked to en­
dorse came up in the House on March 
25th last, M>r. Foster took the op­

portunity to express his fears that 
the present accession to the demands 
ol the provinces would simply pro­
voke successive raids on the Federal 
treasury, and to emphasize the neces­
sity of placing some check on the 
extravagance or recklessness of pro­
vincial administrations. He said:

“Now, leaving that, it seems to me 
“that some guards might have been 
“placed. Did it ever occur to the 
“government—it must have occurred 
“to them, for it occurs to every one, 
“and has been mentioned in , this 
“discussion—that when you have a 
"spending power that is not under 
“obligation to find the means it 
“spends, you have a spending power 
"that is more likely to tend to ex­
travagance rather than to economy. 
“That is the difficulty in this case. 
“The province of Quebec, let us say, 
"or the province of New Brunswick, 
“spends with a lavish hand and 
“rolls up a debt which it knows it 
"never well can meet. But it does 
“this with sublime indifference to 
“fate. Those in charge of its affairs 
“speak the spendthrift’s words : ‘ It 
"will last our time.’ Or, even if they 
“know that in -their time the burden 
“becomes too heavy, they say: ‘Well, 
“we can make a raid on their friends 
“at Ottawa and get an extra allow­
ance and so we will even up.’ And 
“every time this is done there is a 
"greater incentive to repeat it. But 
“you say, it must be done. But 
“must it always be dojle? Is it not 
“possible to put some «checks on the 
"provinces that they may not come 
“again and again asking subventions 
"from this Federal Parliament? I 
“think it is quite possible. For in­
stance there might be a check on 
“the debt-creating power of the pro­
vince. It is so in the United 
“States. Many states in the union 
“are constitutionally bound not to 
“exceed a certain debt per capita of 
“their population—when they reach 
"that limit they must stop, and when 
“they want to spend a dollar they 
“must find the dollar first. Was 
“there any discussion of such a 
“check in this interprovincial con 
"ference, or was the door left wide 
“open so that any of these gentlemen 
“who might be disposed to be extra 
“vagant, might, in the next ten 
“years, make another raid upon the 
" Dominion treasury and get what 
“they want? There was another 
“check Which, it seems to me, might 
“have been proposed witli advan­
tage. When you give a fixed al­
lowance you are in this position : 
“That fixed allowance is enough for 
“to-day; but, ten years from this 
"tinie the provinces come and say, as 
"they have in this instance, that the 
“fixed allowance is not enough and 
"that they want more. The question 
“is naturally asked : On what basis 
“do you say that you should get 
“more? On the basis that we give 
“you up the customs and excise, 
“and your customs and excise have 
“increased largely in these ten 
“years, therefore our vested rights in 
"them, so to speak, have increased 
“and we want an increase in the 
“yearly subvention. Was it or was 
"it not possible that a subvention to 
“the provinces could have been ar­
ranged or a percentage plan, giving 
“to them a certain per cent, of the 
“excise and of custom revenue, what­
ever it might be? Then when they 
“came back, as come back they will 
"in future years, that plea would be 
“gone for ever, because, as the eus- 
“toms and excise of the Dominion 
"increased, their subvention would 
"increase as well. There you could 
“make a finality. But with a fixed 
“sum you never can make a finality. 
“Some such arrangement might have 
“jaeen arrived at in order to prevent 
“this everlasting . recurrence which 
“I foresee, becoming easier each time 
"that ft proves successful, to prevent 
"that everlasting recurrence, finally 
“to the great injury and may be harm 
“to the Dominion of Canada as a 
“whole.”

Mr. Bergctron, the counter-irritant 
to Dr. Sproule and the aspiring 
leader of the French-speaking Con­
servatives, was even more outspoken 
in his opinions of the extravagant 
habits of the provinces and of the 
un-wisdom, of acceding to their im­
portunities. He said:

“But the provincial governments 
“have grown expensive. They have 
"created debts. According to the 
“intention of the fathers of confed- 
"eration the provincial governments 
“were not to run into debt. It is 
“true they were granted a few dollars 
“of revenue as has been mentioned 
"here this afternoon, but they were 
“supposed to gather their revenue 
“mainly through direct taxation. 
“And there was a reason for that. 
“The Minister of Finança (Mr. 
“Fielding) has juat mentioned it, in

“saying that direct taxation, as Mr. 
“Holton said, is the best way of tax- 
“ing the people because they know 
"what their government is costing 
“them and they are more enlighten- 
“ed in their political affairs. It is 
“said that this is an unpopular 
“method of taxation. The fathers 
“of confederation did not so regard 
“it, but looked upon it as the best 
“way for the provinces to raise their 
“revenue. And I think they were 
"right. As I have said, the pro­
vinces are not to-day in such great 
"ned of money. * » » * * * *

“But go far as these raids are con­
cerned the Prime Minister has no 
“guarantee in making this arrange- 
"ment with the provinces, that the 
“provinces will not come at some 
“future time demanding more. I 
"have said that the local legislatures 
“are too costly. Of course, all. we 
“are looking for, whichever side of 
“the House we may occupy, is the 
“good of this country. My opinion 
“is that there are too many politi­
cians in Canada. This country is 
“over-governed. The local legisla- 
"tures have too large a membership. 
“In Queebc, for instance, they have 
“ seventy-three or seventy-four mem- 
"bers. I am convinced that fifty 
"members could represent that pro­
vince in the local legislature per- 
“fectly well, and the same proportion 
“would be enough for the other 
“provinces. These gentlemen are 
"paid an indemnity. I do not be­
grudge them that. But, when that 
“question was mentioned at the time 
“of confederation, the indemnity of 
“the local legislatures was put at the 
“lowest possible figure, and it was 
“declared that the less they were paid 
“the better it would be, because they 
“would make their sessions shorter 
“and would attend to their work 
“better. All this has been changed, 
“and the representation in the differ­
ent provinces has become expend 
“sive.

"Now there is a danger of over 
“government in this country. The 
“people some day may find that they 
“are too much governed. They 
"might come to that conclusion, par- 
“ticularly if the politicians continue 
“to be like those we have seen; who 
“are ready some of them to offer re- 
“sistanee to the Dominion Govern- 
“ment if it does not yield to their 
“demands. Some day the people of 
"this country might rise and say: 
"We have too much of that.” * * *

“The more money you give to the 
“local governments the longer you, 
“will prevent them from resorting to 
“direct taxation, and only in that 
"case will the people realize where 
“the money comes from and where it 
“goes.”

The issue between Premier Mc­
Bride and the parliamentary lieuten­
ants of Mr. Borden is clear. Mr. 
McBride wants the subsidy question 
kept open and undetermined, the per­
ennial source of bickerings and bar­
gaining. Mr. Foster and Mr. Ber­
geron want it put on a permanent 
business basis, and the latter parti­
cularly would put a curb on those 
provincial politicians “who ate 
“ready some of them to offer re­
sistance to the Dominion Govern- 
“ment if it does not yield to their 
“demands.” Between these Mr. 
Borden must take his choice. There 
is no compromising the irreconcilable 
views. If he would run with Mr. 
McBride he cannot hunt with Mr. 
Foster and Mr. Bergeron.

CEMENT WALKS BREAKING DOWN
The cement walks on Namayo ave­

nue should be a solemn and perpetual 
warning to the city administration as 
to how such work should not be done 
in future. Wherever the blame be­
longs those walks are tangible though 
rapidly disappearing inonuments to 
some one’s incapacity-yor worse. An 
occasional “bad” block is probably 
unavoidable in a long stretch of walk, 
but it is scarcely exaggeration to say 
that for a considerable distance along 
Namayo the exception is a block that 
is. not bad. From end to end of the 
walks and on both sides of the street 
are signs of rapid and hopeless disin­
tegration. Commonly the surface of 
the blocks appear hollow, as though 
the facing had broken loose from the 
foundation material and the edges 
turned upward. This seems to be pre­
cisely what happens. The surface 
“shell” once loosened from its support, 
cracks with the strain of traffic. Then 
in a few days the fragments are dis­
placed. And the instances in which the 
has occurred so often that m the mat­
ter of probable length of service the 
walks are a very doubtful improve­
ment on the plank structures they re­
placed. nd the instances in which the 
process is visibly and hopelessly un­
der way are many times more , num­
erous than those in which it has 
reached its disastrous completion. So 
general is the braking down that it 
is probable that half the entire stretch 
of walk will have to be reconstructed 
during the first five years of its ex­
istence.

This matter concerns the citizens at 
large very directly and considerably. 
While new walks are constructed by 
frontage tax the expense of repairing 
and maintaining walks is borne by 
the city at large. During the coming 
three or four years therefore the city 
may expect to be called upon to pro­
vide funds for practically reconstruct­
ing a half-mile of cement walk on this 
street alone. This means simply that 
the walks must be paid for once by 
the residents of the avenue and again 
half paid for from the general funds 
of the city. The final outcome of con­
tinuing this system of extravagance is 
not difficult to determine nor pleasant 
to contemplate. It should inspire the 
commissioners to a radical alteration 
in the method of walk-construction, if 
Such alteration has not been already 
made. Whether or not it has been 
made is an eminently fitting subject 
for aldermanic inquiry.

Moved bv Archdeacon Scott, 
by Rev. W. G. White. “That | 
of the diocese lie asked to pet
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in perils. from the Gentiles, in perils 
in the wilderness, in perils in the sea; 
in weariness and painfulness, in watch­
ings often,, in hunger and thirst, in 
fastings often, in cold and nakedness. 
Besides those things which are without 
there is that which presseth upon me 
daily, anxiety for all the churches/'

Another loss is that of Mr. Malaher, 
the devoted and energetic secretary of 
the Missionary Leaves Association, who 
passed away quite unexpectedly in the 
autumn of 1904.

There is still one more, one of whom 
it would not become me to speak as 
fully as I could wish my sainted wife 
who entered into rest s;> suddenly six­
teen months ago. To tnoso who really 
knew her no words of mine are neces­
sary to say that she was a true “Mother 
in Israel." For thirty-seven years she 
shared my missionary labors, and was 
my never failing helper, counsellor, and 
comforter. She never let any thought 
of self ever interfere v ith what she con­
sidered her duty, and her self-sacrific­
ing devotion to “those of her own house­
hold," to the Indians, and to others 
should be an encouragement and a stim­
ulus to “to and do likewise." For all 
these we thank God, and pray for 
grace, “so to follow their good examples 
that with them we may be partakers 
of His Heavenly kingdom."

Others have left us but are still of 
the “church militant." Archdeacon 
Holmes, after many years of trying but 
successful labor in this neighborhood, 
has been called to the higher office of 
bishop, and to the more important 
charge of the diocese of Moosonee. The 
Rev. A. J. Warwick, after fourteen 
years of appreciated work at Vermilion 
and Chipewyan, to work amongst the 
settlers in the diocese of Rupert's Land; 
Rev. H. Robinson for reasons which 
are difficult to define, and Messrs Da­
kota and Peters as settlers and trappers. 
Miss Collins has transferred her ser­
vices to the diocese of Saskatchewan, 
and Miss Halpenny, under * another 
name, to the police force.

Our worthy Archdeacon also left the 
diocese for a time, but feeling the call 
to return he unhesitatingly responded 
to it, and is now actively filling the 
place of his predecessor. Of the new 
comers it is best, perhaps, to say but 
little, excepting that we heartily wel­
come them amongst us, and pray that 
they may be a real help in the work 
of the Lord, and make full proof of 
their ministry. The Rev. T. E. Street­
er, Principal of the Home here, who 
was ordained to the diaconate last year, 
and who is leaving us in order to pre­
pare for the higher order of the minis­
try ; Rev. C. J. Roberts, at Chipewyan, 
who was also ordained deacon earlier in 
the year; Rev. W. S. Williams, from 
the diocese of Huron, who has been sup­
plying the place of Rev. A. S. White 
at Vermilion; Rev. C. J. Pritchard, 
from the diocese of Saskatchewan, my 
assistant at Athabasca Landing; and 
Mr. Fisher my lay helper. There have 
been two other ordinations: The Rev. 
M. Johnston to the priesthood, and Mr. 
R. Holmes to the diaconate; the latter 
by the Archbishop of Rupert's Land at 
my request.

The ladies too must not be forgotten 
as there are fresh faces ainong them: 
Miss Hill, an honorary and most de­
voted worker at Wapuskow; Miss Gar­
diner, a certificated teacher at the 
same place; Miss Cameron, now Mrs. 
Johnston, who along with Miss Edgar 
l*as joined the regular army.; Miss Jdc- 
Leod, the efficient schoolmistress at 
Spirit River; Miss Roberts who is help­
ing her father with the. school at Chip­
ewyan ; and last, but not least, Miss 
Clemitson. To them and to those who 
have been longer in the work a deep 
debt of gratitude is due from the parents 
for their devoted and untiring efforts 
amongst the young. Three new helpers 
are on the way, all intended for this 
place at present. Mr. Trickett, whom I 
hope to ordain deacon, as Principal, 
and Miss Bennett and Miss Kemp as 
matron and sub-matron of the Home.

I am sure our hearty congratulations* 
and best wishes will be given to Miss 
Johnston who is about to be married 
and whose active services, but not her 
sympathy, the diocese thus loses; and 
also to Miss McLeod who is leaving us 
for a similar reason, and although she 
has been in the diocese so short a time 
has gained the hearts of her young 
pupils and the respect of all who have 
known her.

As To The Bishop Himself.
Before proceeding to other matters it 

may be well to refer briefly to my own 
position amongst you. It was the idea 
of the late Bishop that, in order to save 
the funds of the Church Missionary So­
ciety, the dioceses of Mackenzie River 
and Athabasca Landing should be work­
ed for a time by one bishop. So, hav­
ing obtained my assent to the plan and 
consent to take the oversight of Atha­
basca, and as I had been a missionary 
in the diocese for more than twenty 
years and was still connected with it 
as archdeacon, he laid the matter be­
fore the committee of the C. M. S. and 
our late Metropolitan, both of whom 
approved of the proposal, as an imme­
diate relief to the funds, and a tempor­
ary arrangement until the Episcopal 
Endowment Fund could be completed. 
I was asked to take charge of the two 
dioceses. To this I consented on condi­
tion that if I found the burden too 
great I be allowed to resign one of the 
Sees. In May, 1904, I took up my re­
sidence at Athabasca Landing. I must 
confess that I never worked so hard 
since I have been in the country as 
during the last three years, and the 
burden of the two dioceses, increased 
by the action of the C.M.S. and the 
M.S.C.C. has been a great strain. I had 
fully intended to resign Mackenzie 
River at the end of last year, and re­
tain Athabasca alone, but as the mini­
mum sum for the Endowment Fund had 
not been raised I took the advice of our 
archbishop and decided to postpone my 
resignation for a while longer, so that 
while still only bishop of Mackenzie 
River, I have full powers as the Com­
missary of the archbishop of Rupert’s 
Land to administer the diocese of Ath­
abasca. But I am now about to resign 
both these offices having quite recently 
accepted the position of assistant bishop 
in the diocese of Toronto, the duties of 
which I expect to take up in September 
or October.

The Bishopric Endowment Fund.
This seems a suitable place to refer 

to the Bishopric Endowment Fund.
By formal resolution the last synod 

acquiesced in Bishop Young’s scheme of 
transforming the Clergy Endowment 
Fund into a Bishopric Endowment Fund 
on a certain condition. The Fund at 
that time amounted to $20,867.85. I am 
thankful to be able to tell you that the 
fund will have reached $40,000 as soon 
as the societies pay in the grants due 
from them,—the minimum sum requir­

ed before the income from it can be 
used as stipend for the bishop.

This large increase has been made by 
the addition of compound interest, 
these grants from the S.P.C.K. and the 
C.B.C., $3,605.74 from the Woman’s 
Auxiliary, some small amounts, and 
$5,000 given me by a friend in England 
to assure me a salary after I gavé up 
Mackenzie River, and which I have 
now made over to the fund. This 
means that a*s soon as necessary arrange­
ments can be made a bishop can be ap­
pointed to this diocese. It was a great 
disappointment that the S.P.G. was un­
able to join the other two societies in 
making the usual grant. Had it done 
so the minimum sum would have been 
made up sooner, and Athabasca could 
earlier have had her own Bishop in­
stead of being dependent upon the C. 
M.S. for him. $10,000 is still required 
to complete the Endowment.

Whilst on the matter of funds I may 
as well state here that the $1,500 
which was put aside for educational 
purposes, a further amount of about 
$2,500 which Bishop Young handed over 
to me for current expenses, and one 
which I had in hand have been expend­
ed, so that at the present moment the 
diocesan exchequer is nearly empty, and 
as I have already informed you, I can­
not guarantee any expense this year be­
yond salaries and school supplies. The 
statement of account which I have laid 
upon the table will show how the money 
has been expended.

Questions of Education.

A matter which will require very 
serious and careful consideration is the 
Indian school question. The opinion 
has been growing that the Government 
whose wards are the Indians, ought to 
undertake the whole cost of their edu­
cation, and thus free the churches from 
what is felt to be an excessive burden. 
The matter is before a select committee 
consisting of representatives of the Pres­
byterian and Methodist churches as well 
as our own. Consultations with the 
Government have been held. An ad­
visory board has been nominated. And 
it is hoped that definite action will be 
taken ere long. Concessions will have 
to be made undoubtedly ; but we must 
be very careful to safeguard our rights 
regarding religious education.

Some changes will also have to be 
made with regard to other schools. The 
parents of the pupils will have to under­
take the support of those who are board­
ers; and, as the' new Provincial Gov­
ernment is willing to aid liberally to­
wards paying the salary of teachers *n 
the out-lying districts, there ought to 
be little or no financial aid required 
from mission funds. In some places, 
doubtless, a school district can be form­
ed and worked to advantage.

The help which at one time came 
to us almost entirely through the Mis­
sionary Leaves Association of England 
is now being taken up by the Woman's 
Auxiliary of Canada. How much we owe 
to both it is impossible for me to say; 
or how we could ndw" possibly get on 
without tha latter is difficult to ima­
gine. In so many ways it is a real 
handmaid of. the Missionary society, sup­
plementing its grants, supportings its 
own missionaries, aiding schools, help­
ing to erect and furnish churches, sup­
plying organs, bells, chancel requisites, 
etc., cheering the downcast worker by 
its sympathetic readiness to help, as 
well as by the letters^which come from 
individual members . the auxiliary. 
May our Lord's prouÿ$ed blessing be 
fully realized by all connected with 
them, and who have stilus “ministered 
to the saints and do piinister."

Although so many bales will not be 
needed in ‘ the future' the help of the 
auxiliary in other ways will be still 
more required owing to the yearly de­
crease of the C.M.S. Orrant, and of the 
increasing claims upon the M;S.C.C. in 
the more southern districts.

The formation of the M.S.C.C. has 
not resulted in as much financial aid 
being given to this diocese as was hoped 
for and expected. In 1903, the year of 
the last synod, that society made a 
grant of $1,440. For this year it has 
allotted $2,400. In 1903, the C.M.S. 
Grant was $8,300. This year it has put 
on the estimates $3,946. So that this 
year the amount from the two societies 
will be neatly $2,000 less than what was 
received from C.M.S. alone in 1903, and 
$3,400 less than from the two together 
In other words the increase from the 
Canadian Society has not kept pace with 
the decrease from the English. This 
will account in some measure for the 
excess of expenditure over income. It 
is only fair to add that the bishop’s 
stipend was included in the C.M.S. 
Grant of 1903. But with that $1,750 de­
ducted there is still a shortage of $1,500, 
although there has been an increase ’*n 
the staff of workers. In 1903 there were 
eight clergy, including the bishop. This 
year there are eleven.

The Work Has New Complexion.
The character of the work is rapidly 

changing, and it will probably change 
still more rapidly in the future. With­
in a few years probably the number of 
white people will exceed that of the 
natives, and the work will lie more 
amongst the former than the latter. 
Self-support ought therefore' to be kept 
in view, and steps towards that end 
ought to be taken at once. At Atha­
basca Landing a beginning has been 
made. Aweeklv offertory has been es­
tablished, and the people are trying to 
raise $250 for this current year which I 
think they will do. Difficulties will be 
encountered no doubt. But when the 
matter is fairly and wisely put before 
our people I feel sure that no right 
minded man will shirk his responsibil­
ities.

Amongst other changes which have 
affected us has been the inclusion of 
this diocese within the newly formed 
Province of Alberta, thus giving us 
thred members to represent us in the 
Provincial Parliament. It must be our 
concern to do all we can to secure 
right legislation with regard to educa­
tion, the drink question, the rights of 
the Indians and the welfare of the set­
tlers.

The inrush of settlers to the south 
of us has been and still continues phen­
omenal. It has not affected us very 
much as yet, but there are not wanting 
indications that the rising tide of im­
migration will overflow into this dio­
cese. The prospect of it is not so im 
mediate perhaps as it was before the 
Grand Trunk Railway decided upon 
taking the Yellow Head Pass, but there 
can be no doubt that as soon as the 
railway approaches the Peace River 
settlers will crowd in to occupy the fer­
tile lands of that district. Telegraphic 
communication is to be extended to the 
Peace River Crossing. A grant of $35,- 
000 has been made by Government for 
the improvement of the Lesser Slave 
River. A steamer is plying on the lake 
this summer. Another is running on
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the Athabasca River. The Hudson’s 
Bay Company has put a new propeller 
on the Peace River. A tramway is to 
cross Smith Portage. A new and larger 
steamer, belonging to the same Company 
is to grace the waters of Great Slave 
Lake, and the mighty Mackenzie. And 
other improvements are likely to be af­
fected. All this shows that the isola­
tion which characterized these northern 
solitudes in times gone by will soon be 
a thing of the past, that we will soon 
be in touch, close touch, with the swell­
ing wave which .is sweeping onward to 
the west and north, part of that mighty 
force which is so rapidly altering the 
features of this Great North West. God 
grant that your part may be to direct 
the current into channels which shall 
be for the elevation of humanity, for 
the good of our race, for the glory of 
God, for the spread or Christ’s king­
dom, and for the extension of true re­
ligion and virtue. Hitherto the man­
agement of the fundt. as well as of the 
other affairs of the diocese has been 
almost entirely in the hands of the 
bishop. Had I been remaining in the 
diocese I should have suggested the ap­
pointing of a finance committee to re­
lieve the bishop of part of this burden, 
and I think it would be well for you 
to consider the matter and make some 
suggestion. Such a committee would 
have been impossible until recently, but 
now the bishop could obtain the as­
sistance of good business men who, I 
am sure, would be glad to help him in 
this way.

Improvements in Many Places.
Athabasca Landing has become an in­

corporated village, and with its tele­
graph service, weekly mail, bank, and 
shortly expected railway still continues 
to be the most suitable place for the 
bishop’s headquarters. The opening of 
a branch of the Imperial Bank has en­
abled me to have all the diocesan ac* 
counts transferred thither, so that now 
the bishop can keep himself informed of 
the state of those finances at any time, 
instead of having to wait weeks, some­
times months,, as was the case formerly. 
This will be a manifest advantage. Set­
tlers are coming into the neighborhood, 
and already monthly services are being 
held at three or four different centres.

At other places too improvements have 
taken place. Two mission churches have 
been built—one at Stony Point here by 
Archdeacon Holmes. The other by Rev. 
A. S. White at Stony Point, Vermilion. 
Both are very neat structures, and, I 
trust, are meeting a felt want. At the 
latter place a little house has been 
purchased, adjoining the church, which 
will do for a school teacher or mission­
ary as may be required. The Rev. W. 
G. White and his brother have put up 
a new home at Whitefish Lake which 
has been occupied this last winter by 
nineteen Indian children; and the Rev. 
M. Johnston has enlarged the house at 
Spirit River, which belongs, however, 
to the Presbyterians, not to us, and has 
opened a school there which has been 
well attended and much valued. A 
piece of land has been surveyed for . the 
mission.

The unfortunate fire at Wapuskow 
was a severe blow to the mission there 
from the effects of which it has not yet 
recovered ; but through the kind help 
received from various sources a new 
Home and Parsonage have been erected 
and other improvements effected which 
have added greatly to the^appearance 
of the mission premises. S*ne resigna­
tion of Mr. and Mrs. Weaver who have 
borne the burden and heat of the day 
for so many years is one which we all 
regret. Our prayers will accompany 
them, and also Mr. and Mrs. Streeter, 
wherever they go.

The labors of the Revision committee 
have resulted in a much improved edi­
tion of the Cree Bible being published 
by the British and Foreign Bible So­
ciety ,and which it should be our en­
deavor to circulate amongst the natives 
as much as possible. Where this has 
been done there has been a marked im­
provement in bible reading and a spirit 
of enquiry has been aroused which by 
the blessing of God and the Holy Ghost 
will lead we trust to a coresponding 
improvement in the life.

Need of New Prayer Book.
A further need is a new prayer book 

in the syllabics. There is a great short­
age of this at the different missions, and 
steps should be taken to remedy it.

It seems a pity that more of the mar­
ried clergy are not subscribers to the 
Clergy Widow and Orphans’ Fund, and 
that no action has been taken with re­
gard to the Clergy Superannuation 
Fund. Both of these concern yourselves 
and your wives and families so closely 
that I would commend them to your 
particular attention.

In addition to what I have already 
mentioned or referred to there will be 
other matters to come up for consider­
ation and discussion. One such is this 
which I think will commend itself to 
all:

At the last General Synod held in 
Quebec in 1905 it was agreed that the 
Canadian dioceses should join with all 
the other dioceses in the world in pre­
senting a Thank Offering at the Pan 
Anglican Conference to be held in Lon­
don, England, next year, 1908, each dio­
cese having the option of designating 
its offering if so desiring. I would like 
therefore, that this diocese make an of­
fering towards the Memorial Church in 
memory of the late bishop of the dio­
cese and my dear wife, and that it be 
presented as thus designated, with the 
General Thank Offering, as before stat­
ed.

Steps should be taken to secure from 
Government or from any large syndi­
cate of corporation, sites for churches 
and grants of land for mission purposes 
and the bishop or the synod should be 
made a corporation solely for the pur­
pose of securing these legally, and thus 
benefiting the diocese in years to come.

Leaves the North With Regret.
And now, brethren, I must close. But 

before doing so I must add a word or 
two about1 my new appointment. It 
will not be without regret that I leave 
the north, part with friends of long 
standing, and sever myself from the 
work in which I have been engaged for 
so many years. It has not been of my 
own seeking. On the contrary it came 
to me unexpectedly. But to my mind 
the Hand of God was in it so clearly 
that I accepted it in the confident as­
surance that it is His will, and that 
He who has called me to it will give 
me the necessary grace to fulfil its dut­
ies. It will be my prayer that God will 
provide you with a man after His own 
heart, a man full of faith and of the 
Holy Ghost, endued with all needful 
ability, wisdom, health, and strength» 
and able to cope with the exigencies of 
the work, the country, and the times. 
May God Himself make choice of a fit 
person to serve Him and His church in 
this sacred office. Now the God of peace 
that brought again from the dead our

Lord Jesus, that great Shepherd of the 
sheep, through the blood of the ever­
lasting covenant, make you perfect in 
every good work to dc/his will, working 
in you that which is well pleasing in 
his sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom 

ever. Amen.

KENDRA MINISTER.moved by Mr. George, seconded by 
Mr. Harvey, “That this synod much 
regrets the decision of the Rev. C. R. 
XVeaver of St. John’s mission to leave 
this diocese, and would urge upon him 
to reconsider his decision to leave a 
sphere of work where his efforts are so 
generally appreciated."

Moved by Archdeacon Scott, seconded 
by Mr. S. Lawrence, “That a vote of 
™tender®d to the C.M.S., and 
M.S.C.C., severally, for the substantial 
support given by them to the work in 
this diocese."

Moved by Rev. C. R. Weaver, second­
ed by Rev. W.G. White, “We, the mem­
bers of the Synod of Athabasca give our 
most sincere thanks to the British and 
Foreign Bible Society for printing and 
circulating the Cree Bible; thus feed­
ing the souls of these poor people with 
the Bread of Life."

Moved by Rev. W. G. White, second­
ed by Mr. C. D. White, “That this 
synod tender their hearty thanks to the 
Missionary Leaves Association for its 
generous assistance in the support of 
our missions and schools, and would at 
the same time express sincere regret 
at the loss sustained in the sudden home 
call of the late energetic and indefat­
igable secretary of that society, Mr. H. 
G. Malaher."

Moved by Rev. M. Johnston, seconded 
by C. D. White, “That this synod tend­
ers a cordial vote of thanks to the Wom­
an’s Auxiliary of Eastern Canada for 
the valuable assistance rendered in so 
many ways to this diocese."

Moved by the bishop, seconded by the 
archdeaoon, “That this synod expresses 
its grateful thanks to the Hudson’s 
Bay Company for the help given in 
so many ways to the missions and 
missionaries in this diocese."

Moved by Mr. Bedson, seconded by 
Mr. Harvey, “That a warm vote of 
thanks be given to the ladies for their 
kind attention, and for the refreshments 
provided."

Moved by Archdeacon Scott, seconded 
by Rev. W. G. White, “That this synod 
destres to place on record its deep ap­
preciation of the services of the bishop 
of this diocese, the Rt. Rev. W. D. 
Reeve, D.D., during his long and de­
voted labors in the mission field of 
this diocese and that of Mackenzie River 
and, whilst congratulating him on his 
deserved appointment to an elevated 
and responsible post in the diocese of 
Toronto, regards with sincere and un­
feigned regret his resignation of this 
See. Its earnest prayer is that his life 
be long spared, and that the same abun­
dant success in the cause of Christ 
be with him in his new sphere of labor 
as has always accompanied him in the 
mission field of the Canadian North- 
West. This synod would also add that 
in its opinion the presumed promotion 
of its bishop is no more than a proper, 
if somwhat tardy, recognition by the 
church in the populous centres of Can­
ada of the merits of those who at the 
call of duty sacrifice the comforts of 
civilization for a life of toil and peril 
in the remotest parts of this great Dom­
inion."

The bishop then briefly reviewed the 
work of the synod and closed with the 
benediction.

The Bishop’s Address.
You are all aware, doubtless, that this 

syhod was due to have been held last 
year, a'*1 thr^tt years had elapsed 'sirfee 
the .holding of the preceding one. But 
although I made some effort in that 
direction, and appointed a time, the 
project had to be abandoned, as it was 
the year for my visiting the Mackenzie 
River missions, and the result showed 
that I could not possibly have got back 
from that northern diocese in time to 
meet you on the date fixed. It had, 
therefore, of necessity, to be postponed 
until this year; and I now express my 
gratitude to Almighty God for permitt­
ing us to meet together at this the first 
gathering of the kind under my episco­
pate. Our gathering is not a large one, 
but with one exception it is the largest 
which has yet been held in this diocese 
and would have been larger still but 
for the difficulties and expense of travel 
and other unfavorable circumstances.

The Changes of Four Years.
Since the last synod was held in 1903 

many changes have taken place which 
have affected the diocese in a greater 
or less degree, some to a considerable 
extent. First and foremost must be 
mentioned the retirement, followed in 
less than nineteen months by the home 
call, of the second bishop of the dio­
cese, Dr. Young, my gifted predecessor, 
whose achievements during the nearly 
twenty years of zealous labors in this 
See, aided as he was by his true help­
meet, Mrs. Young, have made him so 
greatly missed and so hard to follow and 
whose kindness of heart, genial disposi­
tion, and constant readiness to help and 
advise have kept his memory green 
throughout the diocese. Almost his last 
official act was to preside at the synod 
held here a few months previous to his 
retirement, and just after having made, 
on account of my illness, a long and ar­
duous journey into the farther north 
to visit the missions and missionaries 
in Mackenzie River.

Of still greatèr loss to the church at 
large, though not affecting this diocese 
quite so closely, was that of that “Mas­
ter of Israel" our late Metropolitan, 
the Archbishop of Rupert’s Land and 
Primate of all Canada, who was taken 
from us in 1904, he was so loved, so 
revered, so respected that his loss at the 
time seemed irreparable, and has not 
yet been measured. His was a grand 
character, the like of which is seldom 
seen. Our prayers that Archbishop 
Matheson, his pupil, colleague, and suc­
cessor, who has been elected Metropoli­
tan in his place, may have all needed 
grace to walk worthily in his steps 
should be very earnest and continuous.

Another grand old man, full of years 
and honors, has also been called to his 
reward, our more recent Primate, whom 
most of you knew by name only, Dr. 
Bond, Archbishop of Montreal, a man 
characterized by true Christian manli­
ness, straightforward honesty of purpose 
and undaunted energy and courage. 
Our prayers will also be offered, I am 
sure, for his successor, Dr. Sweatman, 
of Toronto, who has been elected to both 
the offices of Archbishop and Primate.

The First Bishop of Athabasca.
Still another has departed, one whose 

name will always be associated with 
this great north land as its apostolic 
and pioneer bishop, Dr. Bompas. The 
first bishop of Athabasca, as well as of 
Mackenzie River, and Selkirk, called to 
his reward after forty years of incessa- 
ant toil, the description which St. Paul 
gives of himiulf might well be applied 
to him: “Ar# they ministers of Christ? 
I am more; in labors more abundant, in 
journeyings often, in perils of waters i
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Synod of the Diocese of
Athabasca was held at St. Peter's Mis­
sion, Lesser Slave Lake, on Saturday, 
July 13th. There were present the Bish­
op of the Diocese, the Rt. Rev. W. D. 
Reeve, the Venerable Archdeacon Scott, 
and the Revs. C. R. Weaver, W. G. 
White, M. Johnston, and W. S. Wil­
liams representing their several mis­
sions, namely: St. Peter's, Lesser Slave
Lake, St. John's Wapuskow, St. An­
drew's Whitefish Lake, the Spirit River 
Mission, and St. Luke's, Vermilion, each 
of which was also represented by a lay 
delegate, namely : Messrs. Harvey,
George, White, Bedson and Lawrence.

The Synod opened at 10 o’clock with 
morning prayer, and sermon and a cele­
bration of the holy communion. The 
preacher was the Ven. Archdeacon 
Scott, who took for his text, Acts vi. 
4: "We will give ourselves continually 
to prayer, and to the ministry of the 
word.” The offertory was devoted to 
the missionary society, and, together 
with that of the following day, Sunday, 
amounted to $32.

After lunch, which was prepared and 
served by the ladies of the mission, the 
delegates assembled in the schoolroom 
and many subjects of importance were 
discussed and action decided upon,

Cree Service Held Sunday.
On Sunday morning a Cree service 

was held in church. Seven candidates 
were presented for confirmation, two of 
them being Indians from Wapuskow. 
After the solemn rite had been adminis­
tered, they, together with the rest of 
the congregation, were addressed by the 
Bishop upon the words, “Thy, vows are 
upon me, O God," the Rev. M. John­
ston interpreting in Cree. English ser­
vices were held in the afternoon at S.S. 
Peter’s and George's churches, the 
preachers being the Revs. W. G. White, 
and W. S. Williams. A devotional ga­
thering presided over by the Bishop was 
held in the evening. The services and 
other meetings in connection with the 
synod were well attended and were felt 
to be most edyfying and productive of 
good to all present.

The Synod's Proceedings.
The proceedings of the synod were as 

follows: The Bishop occupied the chair 
and opened the meeting with prayer. 
The Rev. W. S. Williams was appoint­
ed secretary. The names of the dele­
gates were announced. The bishop the 
proceeded to give his address in which 
amongst other matters of deep interest 
he referred to the changes in the dio­
cese since the last synod, to his resig­
nation of the Seo and transference to 
the diocese of Toronto, and to the gen­
eral diocesan work of the last three 
years.

The following motions and resolutions 
were placed before the meeting:

Moved by Archdeacon Scott, seconded 
by Mr. C. D. White: "That in view of 
the urgent necessity of completing the 
Bishopric Endowment fund of this dio­
cese, for which purpose the sum of $10,- 
000 is still required, the bishop be asked 
to take steps to secure the above amount 
and the S. P. G. be earnestly requested 
to make a grant equivalent to that of 
each of the two societies—the S.P.C.K. 
and the C'.B.C.”

Moved by Mr. Harvey, seconded by 
Mr. George : "That, where not already 
done, special collections be made at the 
various missions as a thankoffering gift 
to be presented at the Pan-Anglican 
Conference next year, and applied to 
the erection of a memorial church and 
house, if funds allow, at Athabasca 
Landing in remembrance of the devot­
ed labors of Bishop Young in this dio­
cese, and of Mrs. Reeve in both this 
diocese and that of Mackenzie River."

Moved by Rev. W. G. White, seconded 
by Archdeacon Scott: "That the Wom­
an’s Auxiliary of Canada be asked to 
assist in the support of the Indian 
schools of the diocese pending the ex­
pected action of the government regard­
ing the education of the Indian child­
ren.”

Proposed by Rev. W. S. Williams/ 
seconded by Mr. Sheridan Lawrence: 
“That the incumbents of the various 
parishes make strong representations to 
settlers that mission funds are not 
rightly available for the education of 
their children and that it is their duty 
to apply for government help to estab­
lish government schools, or where this 
cannot be done to subscribe generously 
to mission school funds and so relieve 
them of all cost in the education of 
their children.’’

Proposed by the Bishop, seconded by 
Mr. Harvey : "That the Ven. Archdea­
con Scott, the Incumbent of St. Mat­
thew’s, Athabasca Landing, and, with 
their consent the following residents in 
Athabasca Landing: Mr. Reid, Manager 
(if the Imperial Bank, Mr. McKernan, 
1’iistmaster, Mr. Walker, Manager Re- 
villon Brothers, and another, be appoint­
ed an executive committee to assist the 
bishop in the financial affairs of the dio­
cese."

Moved by Mr. Harvey, seconded by 
Afr. Bedson, "That it be left to the 
bishop to appoint delegates to represent 
this diocese at the Provincial synod at 
Regina and also at the next General 
Synod."

Moved by Mr. S. Lawrence, seconded 
by Mr. Harvey, "That this synod strong­
ly endorses the principle of self-support 
with regard to the church in this dio­
cese, and in view of the increasing dif­
ficulty of the missionary societies to 
continue their accustomed support of 
the mission work of the diocese, urges 
that strong efforts be made to secure 
greater assistance from the members of 
the congregations."

Moved by Rev. C. R. Weaver, second­
ed by Mr. C. D. White, “That the sec­
retary of the synod be instructed to 
make enquiries respecting what has been 
(lone in regard to the revision of the 
t'ree Prayer Book, and that the result 
of his enquiries be reported to the mis­
sionaries of the diocese."

Moved by Mr. George, seconded by 
Rev. C. R. Weaver, “That each Incum­
bent prepare a history of his mission 
to be presented at the next diocesan 
synod, that accurate statistics of church 
work be kept for presentation annually 
to the M.S.C.C., and also a journal re­
cording the affairs of his mission and 
other events of interest in the neigh­
borhood.”

Moved by Archdeacon Scott, seconded 
by Rev. W. G. White, "That the bishop 
of the diocese be asked to act as sec re-

She has seen 
the lord of lier life by this worse 
than Circe’s spell transformed to the 
likeness of a beast; her children, the 
Idols of her soul, despoiled of their 
beauty and dragged down to hell by 
its malignant spell. Thank God. that 
Christian women are banding to­
gether to remove the universal tem­
ptations that everywhere assail those 
whom they love; to lift up the fallen 
on life’s, battlefield ; to rescue the 
victim of strong drink; to save the 
innocent children from worse than 
Moloch Sacrifice.

No truer patriotism is there than 
that which seeks to turn baek the 
rising tide of intemperance. In five 
years, says Mr. Firank Spence, the 
sale of strong drink in Canada has 
increased one-half. The crimes which 
flow therefrom have increased in like 
proportion. This increase is in large 
part due to the influx of immigrants 
from lands beyond the sea, where 
the drink evil has long had sway.

When an outfielder sprints forty 
yards at top speed in less than five 
seconds, keeps his eyes on a flying 
ball, and grabs it with both hands 
as easily and gracefully as if he were 
picking a ripe blackberry off its vine, 
few persons who are watching the 
game consider that he has done any­
thing wonderful. As a matter of 
fact he has performed a feat which 
is simply marvelous. Think even of 
running that far at such a spaed I 
Think of keeping an object which is 
flying through the air at the rate of 
eighty feet a second in view! Think 
of calculating at one glance where 
that flying speck will fall and then 
being there to'meet it, and you can 
have some idea of the difficulties 
which every outfielder must meet 
half a dozen times, perhaps in one 
afternoon. '•

It would take a professor of math­
ematics half an hour, perhaps, to 
figure out where a sphere of a cer­
tain weight, struck by an object of cer­
tain weight, propelled by a certain 
force, and driven at a given angle 
would reach a point. Any outfielder, 
even in a minor league, makes the 
calculation in the fraction of a sec­
ond, He doesn’t do it by geometry, 
but by instinct.

Yet there are catches which bring 
the most callous fans to their feet 
with yelps of delight and send thrills 
through the crowd. Some of these 
catches border on the accidental so 
impossible do they seem.

One of the -greatest catches ever 
made was that of Eddie Hahn in a 
game on the White Sox park late last 
fall, when Comiskey’s crippled crowd 
was fighting desperately to hold the 
lead in the American league race.

The game was close, and a long hit 
would have robbed the Sox of a vic­
tory. In the eighth inning one of the 
lopposing batsmen slammed a long 
line drive into right centre.

The drive 'seemed a certain triple, 
idt in the right field was a long row 
of circus seats put up to accommo­
date the big crowds.

Hahn was in pursuit of the ball. 
He tore across and back to at top 
speed, with the ball flying towards 
the'fence, against which the Circus 
seats were hanked. At the last mo­
ment Hahn leaped, and landed high 
up in the seats, clearing the barrièr 
-entirely. With the ball sticking in 
his hands he crashed down onto thé 
third row of seats, rolled through, 
and put up* his hand with the ball 
sticking there, and the umpire 
awarded him the catch.

But quité as good as that was a 
catch- made by Hughie Jennings, now 
managing the Detroit club, when he 
was playing with the old rowdy Bal 
timoré team.

Jennings was playing shortstop. A 
foul fly was hit and the ball was fall 
(ng into the crowd back of Ithird 
base. Jennings, rushing across at to;: 
speed, kept after the ball. In from 
of him was an unbroken phalanx oi 
humanity. Two rows of men wore 
sitting on the grass. Behind them 
two rows were kneeling and behind 
them was a solid mass of standing 
humanity. Without even checking 
his speed Jennings tore towards the 
crowd .The ball apparently was go 
ing to fall right into the packed mass 
of men. Jennings with a final de 
spairing leap, end with reckless dis­
regard for the consequences, threw 
his body into the air, clearing three 
ranks of men, and, while in the air 
he grabbed the ball, and fell upon 
the standing rows: He bowled over 
a dozen men anti turning a complete 
somersault, rolled clear of the crowd 
mid arose, his freckled face aglow 
with victory and the -ball clutched 
in his hands.—Hugh S. Fullerton in 
tlie Chicago Tribune.

No Such Sums Were Ever Before Laid Out at One Time in Railroads, 
Canals, Waterworks-, Bridges; TunpefS, I irrigation Works 
ell Over the World—A Review of ttie Great Undertakings In 
Progress or Projected.

The total length of the Trans- 
Siberian line is nearly 4,200 miles; of 
the Cape to Cairo 6.500 miles, about 
2,000 Of which have been completed, 
leaving 3,500 still to be laid. Bays 
Dexter Marshall in the Pittsburg 
Dispatch.

When completed the much mooted 
Pan-American system will be longer 
than either of the others- Its com­
pletion does not rest with one com­
pany, however, or a single govern­
ment, but with several companies and 
governments. It will take the forin 
of a gigantic Y,.the north-west branch 
of which will touch Behring Strait 
while the north-east branch, will 
reach the Atlantic coast cities ot 
Canada and the United States, and 
the main stem will extend to the 
Straits of Magellan on the south.

From New York to the Straits of 
Magellan, the Pan-American line will 
be 10,400 miles long. With the ex­
ception of about 3,800 miles, provi­
sion already has been made for all 
the links between New York and 
Argentina. The sections not provid­
ed for are: 1,200 miles in Peru, 460 
miles'in Ecuador, 850 miles in Colom­
bia. and 1,200 miles in Panama and 
the Central American States. But 
almost every link already down has 
needs, and with little reference to 
been laid to suit national and local 
the ultimate result.

In Africa and Britain. 
Permanently unique as this system 

will be it will be outdone in some 
respects by the Cape to Cairo line, 
which, at the point of crossing the 
Zambesi River, spans, the world’s

freatest cataract—the famous Victoria 
’alls—twice as high as Niagara and 

witn a vast volume of water, on the 
loftiest, though not the highest plac­
ed, bridge yet built.

The British Indian Government 
proposes a line to ♦ connect India 
with Burniah, which will be hun- 
drad.s of miles long, costing many 
millions, and another to connect 
Northern India with China by way 
of Thibet, the esoteric land of the 
Lama, whose mysteries were un­
covered only two or three years ago 
by Colonel Youngliuaband at the 
head of a file of British soldiers. 
This line will penetrate the loftiest 
mountain region in the world.

The Railroad Dream of Dreams.
, .Tfie railroad dream of dreams will 
oome true when the Cape to Cairo 
system is conpefitgd by way of lines 
yet unlaid aaross the Isthmus of 
Suez, through Palestine and Syria, 
via Constantinople and Moscow, wih 
*ue Trans-Siberian, and it by a line 
from Kamsk to East Cape, under 
Behring Strait, ,via a 28-m^le tunnel, 
and a line theyce to Skagway, then 
to connect with tt>e Grand Trunk 
Pacific. „

Then, say he ^reamers, it will be 
possible, by way qf connecting lines, 
to make a .practically all-trail trip 
from Cape of GooB ’Hope to Cape 
Horn, more than 36.000 miles. Then 
all the great - centres, excepting 
those of Great Britain, Japan, Aus­
tralia and New Zealand, may be 
visited by ta... When the proposed 
23-mile channel between France and 
England greatest bare ever imagined 
excepting thé title between Asia and 
North America-Life drilled, London 
also will be in rail connection witli 
the world’s other cities.

There are scoffers a plenty, but 
little by little the links actually are 
being laid and connected. The Czar 
has just granted the necessary con­
cession for the Behring Strait tunnel 
line. Some day the world may 
awake to find that facts are moie 
wonderful than imagination.

Daring Electric Scheme.
1 ht most daring electrical scheme 

yet conceived should be mentioned 
before the Cape to Cairo railroad sys­
tem has been left, too far behind, li 
is the mammoth installation at Vic­
toria Falls. From 20,000 to 25 000 
horse power ofily will be developed at 
first, but later it is proposed to 
utilize much more—ultimately 150,- 
000 horse power comparatively soon 
and ultimately 750,000. Furthermore, 
it is proposed to transmit a portion 
of this power to the mines of the 
Rand, 750 miles away, nearly foul 
times as far as any existing electrical 
transmission.

It has been announced that it will 
cost $2OODO0;OOO to double track the 
Trans-Siberian road, as much more to 
complete the Cape to Cairo line. 
360,000,000 to build the proposed line 
to Bagdad, an<l $185,000,000 to com 
plete the Pan-American links n 
South • and Central America. Add 

sums to be spent on the Grand 
Trunk Pacific and the other new 
lines and extensions which cannot 
be mentioned even, and it will be 
Been that rnqfe than a billion dollars 
worth »f railroad building is under 
way.

Great Canal Project*.
The most talked Oi transportation 

improvement now going on is the 
Panama Canal, of course, with *it 
30,000 laborers and its $140,000,000 of 
planned expenditure. The most ex­
pensive water transportation scheme 
actually under way is the $101,000,000 
barge canàl across New York State 
from Albany to Buffalo. Meanwhile 
the Canadians are planning a canal 
both deeper and wider tfian the barge 
canal, to connect Lake Huron and 
the St. Lawirence, at a cost of $125,- 
600,000. It is predicted that eventu­
ally this Canadian lake to tidewater 
canal will secure most of the Euro­
pean bound cargoes of wheat.

After the lapse of a hundred years 
or thereabouts since its original in­
ception, tlie announcement was mad- 
not many months ago that a ship 
canal is about to be cut between 
Buzzard s Bay and Massachusetts 
Bay, across the shank of Cape Cod. 
sreatly to shorten the water distance 
between New York and Boston, and. 
no doubt, decrease1 the loss ol life 
and vessels by shipwreck. The coat 
of this canal is to be about $10,000,- 
000. It was first projected in colon­
ial days, when a start was made at 
digging it. ,

Canals in Europe.
The nations of Europe are spending 

millions in cash, and employing tens 
of thousands of men in improving 
and extending national and interna­
tional lines of waterways. Germany 
purposes connecting the upper 
reaches'of the Vistula, the Oder, the 
Elbe, and other rivers with ’ the 
Rhine, by which Berlin will be plac­
ed in closer water communication 
with hundreds of thousands of square 
mues, and by which internal com­
merce, largely tributary to Antwerp, 
will be increased vastly.

This great work is under way in 
comparatively short sections, but tlie 
widening and deepening of the North 
German or Kiel Canal, at an esti­
mated cost of $55,000,000 has not been 
begun as yet, although the work is 
inevitable, to the dismay of German 
taxpayers. Unless it is done this 
waterway, which has cost so much 
already, and was dug to make it 
possible for German warships to 
navigate the Baltic, without going 
Around Jutland, a voyage of some 
hundreds of miles, will not float 
German’s new naval vessels, planned 
to equal Great Britain’s lig.,-.ng ships 
of the Dreadnought type.

Half a billion dollars is a modest 
sum to set down as the probable cost 
of the canal projects now Under wav 
m the world, J

City Improvements.
Greater amounts, are being spent 

now and prospectively in New York 
and its immediate vicinity in public 
improvements than in any other 
equal area.. In money these improve­
ments call for an outlay of much 
more than $600,060,000, or more than 
four times tlie predicted cost ot 
digging the big ditch across Panama.

I he biggest New York public work 
is the new aqueduct, 15*0 miles long, 
.which,.is to carry water from tue 
Gatskill watersheds, under the Hud- 
son_ River, by the greatest inverted 
syphon yet planned, wiping out 
whole towns on its way, under the 
neck of Long Island Sound, across 
Brooklyn and under the Narrows to 
Staten Island.. This undertaking 
will cost $162,000,000, more than a 
million dollars a mile and $22,000 000 
more than the cost of the Panama 
Canal. It involves the creation ol 
-e second largest artificial lake in 

wor c* as a storage reservoir 
The Pennsylvania tunnels and ter­

minals under the North and East 
Rivers will cost $100,000,000; the 
Hudson Company's trolley tunnels 
Under the North River, wivn the ter­
minals as much mane, while the 
New York Cental’s new terminals 
ami electrification will cost $80,000- 
UOV. One hundred and five millions 
more are planned in sub-ways 

Electrification of Steam Road. 
Besides these projects there is the 

electrification of the New York 
New Hav-ep, and Hartford and Long
nnnmn rallroads- tl)e proposed $25,- 
WO.OCO improvement by the Brooklyn 
Rapid Transit Company, and the mil­
lions on the backs oi millions being 
put into noteworthy new buildings 
two of which are to be higher than 
any other modern structure in exist­
ence except the Eiffel Tower

t erliaps the greatest works now in 

progress under the direction of the 
British Government are in the na 
ture of docks and harbor improve 
ments. Tlie new naval harbor ai 
Dover will be big enough to float th( 
entire -British navy at one time. At 
Bombay $21,000,000 is being spent on 
Hocks and dredging. At Malta thi 
twp largest drydocks in the work! 
and extensive breakwaters are bein£ 
completed. Great naval and harboi 
improvements are' going on also at 
Colombo, chief port of the Island of 
Ceylon, and at Hong Kong.

These are the chief public workr 
doing in the world today.

The great projects mentioned give 
an idea only of the total “improve 
ment’’ activity of mankind at this 
time in the way of improvements. 
There are innumerable and compara­
tively minor projects for the expen­
diture of from a hundred thousand 
to six or eight millions of dollars v 

i foot in every land—the big bridge

over the St. Lawirence at Quebec, to 
eost $4,060,0Cf3, now going up. the 
bridge over the . Misaiseippi above 
New Orleans, to "cost $6,000,000, and 
tfie beautificatiori projects in all the 
cities, to cost tens of millions, high­
way improvements by the hundreds 
of miles, for example—besides new 
mining and other development 'en­
terprises sueh as those going on in 
the Congo Free State, which cannot 
be more than hinted at. In addition 
there are the millions on millions be­
ing poured out in electrical railroad 
■construction.

Should the "demon impulse” for 
extended transportation be uncheck­
ed for ten or a dozen years the re­
sulting expenditures will lie as great 
or even greater. It would be easy 
to make detailed figures showing 
that such expenditures of from $3,- 
Oq-),000.000 to $4,000,000,000 are now 
Authorized and going forward.

NEW ORIENTAL CAFE.
Edmonton has to its long list of 

cafes a new ope added, that is as 
unique in its dainty appointments as 
its aims to combine a superior class 
of Canadian cooking with Oriental 
skill in serving it.

The cafe, owned by Jim Mah Wnh 
the silk merchant, is on First street, 
opposite the Windsor Hotel. Behind 
its unpretentious exterior is an in­
terior charmingly finished in green 
and white, with handsome chinaware 
from Chinese factories, and the walls 
adorned with quaint pictures of Het- 
qui-lee and his mythological band of 
bénéficient fairies. Mah Wah is se­
curing as chef one of his countrymen, 
who has been an assistant cook at 
the C. P. R. Hptel, Banff.

Next door Mah Wah has added to 
his fine display of silks, linen drawn 
work, willow ware and Oriental 
chinaware, some of it shipped direct 
from the large store in Canton, of 
which Jim Mah Wah’s fat her has 
been proprietor for years.

Three Chinamen Killed in Fight.

DR. WADE TELLS OF PERILOUS 
TRIP.

Dr. C. H. Stuart Wade, #f Edmon. 
ton, who has been spending the past 
two or three weeks at the Coast, is 
the subject of a lengthy interview in 
a recent number of tlie The Victoria 
T mes

Dr. Wade, the Times says, is a 
former student of Arts and Science ol 
Bartholomew's Hospital and King s 
College, London, a Master of Arts and 
a Doctor of Science. For his re­
searches in the district of the Mac­
kenzie river and in Athabasca the 
Royal Geographical Society of Eng 
land conferred upon his their fellow­
ship. The Smithsonian Institute at 
Washington also in like manner madc- 
him a Fellow of the Geographical So­
ciety of America.

When exploring within the Arctic 
ri ne on the Mackenzie river, he re­
ceive1 on the 2nd ot January follow 
ing the outbreak of the Boer war an 
invitation accompanied With an offer 
of a commission from a general of the 
British army to gq to the front. With 
o n hesitation, he prepared for his 
walk e‘ 1 70C miles to Edrhonton from 
Pm extreme north of Mackenzie 
through Athabasca and the northern 
portion oi Alberta to Edmonton. He 
arrived in Edmonton in May, but had 
at the last moment to put 'Off going 
to South Africa owing to a dislocation 
of his shoulder on the last stage of 
the journey, and as no help was close 
at hand its reduction was delayed for 
almost two days. The setting of the 
arm by tlie Indians was not quite 
snccessiul. The dislocation has per­
manently injured his right arm.

Temperature Sixty Below.
The doctor, with a temperature of 

60 degrees bglow zero, started on the 
3rd bf Jamiary for Edmonton. On 
the third day through lack of food, 
bis dogs began to play out. Only 
one dog was left on the sixth day.-. 
From this time on he had to drag 
his own sleigh with the straps over 
his shoulders and the deer skin strap 
bound around his forehead. He was 
compelled at this juncture to leave 
his sleeping bag on the trail. From 
the Arctic zone to Edmonton he wear­
ily dragged his sleigh. On the long- 
journey he had an attack of snow 
blindness which lasted four days. For 
three and a half days on one occasion 
lie had nothing to eat. Fish formed 
his only diet for 27 consecutive days. 
Just as he iic reached Athabasca lal,,* 
he was seized with an attack of <1 v- 
entery, at a distance of 300 miles frum 
Edmonton. There were no inhabi­
tants near. He was, however, able 
to reach an Indian camp in the eiid, 
the last part of tlie distance being 
made on his hands and knees. There 
the Indians nursed him lor three 
weeks, (hi resuming his journey he 
proceeded to the spot where a river 
had to he crossed. It was now tea 
late in the season for the crossing 
and the river “broke up at his feet.’’
He immediately loosened the straps 
from his shoulder, but forgot in Ids 
hurry the head deerskin band around 
his forehead, with the result that he 
was violently thrown on to his right 
arm which, through the force of his 
fall, was dislocated.

Met In With Indians.
Here again there was a delay before 

he could meet with assistance. Alter 
a day and a halt he came upon a 
party of Indians. His dislocated arm \ 
had swollen to twice its size and was 
hard to reduce. In the end, by bind 
ing it round with deerskin according 
to his instruction, and fastening it at 
the proper level to a tree, he instruct­
ed the Indians how to pull and when 
to let go. The arm went into its 
socket, which enabled tlie doctor to 
continue his journey to Edmonton.

Although the last winter was tlie 
worst experienced for thirty years, the 
coming season’s harvest crop in tlie 
Edmonton district, says Dr. Wade, is 
as far advanced as usual. The doctor 
is an experimental horticulturist and 
an old government lecturer. He lias 
*>ne good work in hybridizing grain.
He states that it is an Undoubted fact 
that grain properly selected will ma­
ture in Edmonton -quicker than in 
any other part of the country.

Professor Hanson, of the' United 
btates Bureau of Agriculture supplied 
him with specimens for his hybridiz­
ing exjieriments from Sitka, Russia 
Denmark and Sweden, all of which 
did well.

Introduced Alfalfa.
The doctor introduced alfalfa .into 

Alberta four years ago. The Ameri­
cans had asserted that alfalfa would 
aot grow in such a cold climate, the 
doctor maintaining that it would, and 
was able to produce a three-year-old 
root. The cultivation of alfalfa is now 
a great success.

Through specimens of selected apple 
trees supplied to him by Dr. Saunders 
and Dr. Fletcher, the doctor is conful- 
ent that successful fruit cultivation 
in this line will take place in the near, 
future in the Northwest and Alberta.
In his garden are now thriving trees 
which were planted four years ago. 
These trees have never been protect­
ed, not even during last year’s severe 
winter.

Dr. Wade is staying in Victoria with 
a view to taking up his residence in 
that city. His wife is too delicate tp 
stand the severity of the winters in 
Alberta. He has come to Victoria be­
cause the climate of the Island ap­
proaches most nearly to that of the 
best parts of the Old Country.

Wages Below Living Point.
“The average wage of unskilled 

workmen throughout the country is 
less than the scientific minimum 
necessary for maintaining the aver­
age workingman’â family in physical 
efficiency. And yet nearly 1,000,000 
immigrants from the most backward 
sections of Europe, and with less 
than $20 each, are being annually 
dumped into -our congested urban 
centers, where employment already 
is greatest, and where the immigrants 
have the very least opportunity to 
live in decency and make themselves 
useful to the country. The trans­
portation agencies are doing this. 
These agencies are thte self-consti­
tuted nation-makers for private gain. 
If we are thus developing in this 
country a white race problem we 
tiave to thank the same methods and 
agencies that in the past produced 
our now serious black race problem.

“The last three United States cen­
suses also show that the insane in 
'this countiry have increased tastier 
than the population. We now have

in the United States in continuous 
charitable care probably 5,000,000 
abnormal dependencies, including 
paupers, insane, blind, deaf and 
dumb, indigent and discouraged- 
representing a dead loss to the na­
tion every year equal to the total 
wealth we have invested in" all the 
colleges, universities and technolo­
gical schools of the eoüntry. If we 
could abolish this one item of ab­
normal expense we could double the 
facilities of all ouir institutions of 
higher education every year and do 
it with no extra effort at all.

Kill Millions Without Need.
One large source of this abnormal 

dependence is our vast aggregate of 
unnecessary industrial accidents. 
Few ]>eoplc begin to realize our an­
nual national loss from this source. 
At a conservative figure 1,000,000 
workers in ttie United States every 
year are killed or injured in indus­
try by accidents, of which fully 
three-quarters are proved by Europ­
ean experience to be wholly unneces 
sary and which cost the nation an­
nually in lost earning capacity and 
damage suits at the lowest estimate 
an amount equal to the whole wage 
income of the mine workers or all 
the farm laborers of the entire coun­
try. " .

“With the growing industrial dis­
order is associated a startling recent 
increase in crime and vice. Suicides 
have increased in the nineteen years 
from 1885 to 1903 more than five 
tinJps as fast as the population. 
Murders and homicides in ttie twen­
ty years between 1885 and 1905 have 
increased more than three times as 
fast as the population. Even mak­
ing allowance for the greater records, 
nearly 9,000 suicides and 600 mur­
ders occurring in 1904 and 10,000 in 
1906, is not a good record. Their 
growth has been almost steady, show­
ing it is not the resultant of acci­
dental causes, but of some sinister 
evil in the nation which is steadily 
working increasing wrong.

Billions for Criminals.
“Of professional criminals such as 

burglers, footpads, gamblers and 
other crooks, there are now known 
and estimated to be some 300,000 in 
the country, getting an average in­
come each of perhaps $1,500 a year, 
and causing additional national ex­
pense for police protection, to say 
nothing of extra expense for locks, 
safes, alarms, etc., of $2,000,000,000 
more, making a total annual loss to 
the nation from this source more 
than counterbalancing the value of 
all our annual exports o: manufac­
tures, or nearly equal to the annual 
running expenses of all our churches, 
benevolent institutions, public 
schools, institutions of higher edu­
cation and home missions of every 
kind.

“Of unprofessional crime in busi­
ness and politics in the form of graft 
it is impossible to make tin accurate 
estimate, but the annual national 
loss from that source must be at 
least twice that irom professional 
crime. This class consists of an oli­
garchy composed of three classes— 
saloonkeepers, gamblers and others 
who engage in business that de­
grades; contractors, capitalists, bank­
ers and others who can make money, 
by getting franchises and other 
property of the community cheaper 
by bribery than by paying the com­
munity; politicians who. are willing 
to seek and accept office with the 
aid and indorsement of the classes 
already mentioned. These three 
classes combine and get control of 
the party machine, nominate and 
elect men whti will1'agree to help 
them rob-the city and state for the 
benefit of themselves, and who will 
agree also not to enforce the laws in 
regard to the various businesses that 
degrade a community."

Paul and Minneapolis, and the inter­
ests Of one are naturally. the interests 
of the other.

The recent investigations into the 
working of the various railway lines 
in the United States has caused a con­
siderable rivalry between the two 
lines, and the statement issued by 
James J. Hill, previous to his retire­
ment, that the Great Northern rail­
way is to extend into the districts of 
Western Canada, has naturally caused 
the Chicago, Milwaukee and. St. Paul 
the great Hill rivals, to look also for 
fresh fields in which to meet the ad­
versary.

Fight e Long One.
The result was that the railway of­

ficials wore pointed towards the Can­
adian west as the most feasible field 
in which to meet the Hill interests, 
providing, as it does, a ground which 
can afford trade and traffic for a dozen 
railway lines, and at the same time a 
sufficient population to make the road 
a paying investment at the very be­
ginning of its operation.

North and west of .the district, too, 
there is a country which was gone 
over thoroughly by the’agents of both 
the railways, cacti unknown to the 
other, and reported to be abounding 
in rich lands and offering induce­
ments to railways to open it up.

That country was the Peace River 
valley, where, good authority states, 
there is excellent land for wheat rais­
ing, and the lowlands of the valley 
also providing a great opening for the 
cattle interests. It is to this district- 
that both the Great Northern and the 
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul rail­
ways are head.ng and there they will 
finally reach.

JAPAN SENDING COMMISSIONER.
Vancouver, Aug. 1.—The Imperial 

Government is sending a special com­
missioner to Hawaii, the United States 
and the Dominion to study the Japanese 
labor question at close range. This im­
portant mission has been entrusted to 
Mi*. K. Ishli, director of the Conimer-. 
cial Bureau of the Japanese Foreign 
Office. Mr. Ishii reached Honolulu yes­
terday on the Nippon Maru,' according 
to a private cable received in Vancou­
ver to-day.

The decision of the Japanese auth­
orities to send him abroad was prim­
arily due to a desire to have a detailed 
report of the labor troubles in Cali­
fornia as regards existing conditions, 
and the alleged ill-treatment and dis­
crimination shown the Japanese immi­
grants. His countrymen are now vir­
tually excluded by virttie of President 
Roosevelt’s executive order of last 
April requiring new arrivals—who must 
come direct from Japan—to be pro­
vided with passports. However, there 
is a large Japanese population in Cali­
fornia.

Here on His Way Home.
Mr. Ishii will visit Vancouver and 

Victoria on the homeward trip, to study 
labor conditions, as it affects the Jap­
anese. Upon the nature of his report 
will depend whether the Japanese Gov­
ernment will adopt measures to pre­
vent further emigration to Canada and 
the United States.

After completing his investigations 
in California, the Commissioner will 
go east to Washington and Ottawa. Ho

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon siiclr land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his intention to do so. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period o* twenty-pno 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on thé merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended' on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirenlents, purchase me land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally arc 
100 feet square ; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two lenses 
lo dredge for gold of five miles each 
fpr a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of 
• he Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.

“In my opinion the amount oi 
typhoid lever in Edmonton this sum­
mer and fall, from present, indica­
tions will be away below last year.”

Tliis was the statement this morn 
ing of Dr. Têrnan. city medical health 
officer, tp T,he Bulletin, Dr. Teman 
has recently given, considerable at 
tent ion to this feature of the city’s 
health, and his ipinion will thus h 
very assuring to those who may fear 
an epidemic of that much-dreaded 

’disease. '
“Of course we are only just at th? 

present time entering upon the 
typhoid season,” Dr. Teman con­
tinued, “but the indications an 
th ta its prevalence wilj not be nearly 
so great as in previous years.”

In the east the ravages of this 
disease are usually greatest during 
September, October and November, 
while in the west they begin much 
earlier in the year, usually in July, 
a iidAugnst. Dr, Teman pointed 
out further that, a great source of 
thé spread of the disease ig the 
common house fly, and its appearance 
is simultaneous with the increase in 
fever.

The reports of the city physicians 
indicate that the majority of the 
cnees already reported in the city 
have their origin from, the water 
supply, and fo remedy, this the health 
offic. rsoipe weeks ago issued notices 
requirjng all householders using wells 
to ,baye them, thoroughly cleaned out 
before the fffst of jjily.

Asked as to whether the riyer water 
was in any case responsible for the 
disease. Dr. Teman did not feel him­
self in a position to give a decided 
answer.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of-a family, or male ever 18 years of. 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may, 
however, be made on certain condi­
tions by the father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother, or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
la'nd applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim. *"
. An application for inspection must 

be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi­
dual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of concellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants for Inspection must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default, and if suivie, 
quently the statement, is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of 
re-entry, should thé land '
