Wants Traffic Features Secured if 
«^Scheme Can be Financed at 

All.

LORD TWEEDMOUTH IS DYING.

A delegation representative of the 
city councils of Edmonton and Strath- 
cona waited on Premier Rutherford 
on Saturday morning to learn wheth­
er an increased appropriation could 
be secured towards the construction 
of the proposed C.P.R. high level 
bridge across the Saskatchewan- 

No response is forthcoming from 
the provincial government as yet. 
The delegation was requested to leave 
the plans of the bridge and the C.P. 
E- estimates of the cost with, the gov­
ernment engineers who will go care­
fully into the question of the cost ol 
materials and endeavor to find wheth­
er any reduction can reasonably oe 
made. Until euch time as the govern­
ment engineers can report on the re­
sult of their investigations the gov­
ernment will be mum as to its views 
ip the matter of increasing the sum 
or $100,900 promised when the scheme 
was first advanced.
Government’s First Consideration.
It would appear from the reply giv­

en by the government for the request 
for assistance to an east end bridge 
proposition that the government bis 
hopes of seeing the C.P.Rv high level 
bridge built with all the traffic fea­
tures between the two cities. The 
committee which made the request 
for the east end bridge scheme was 
told plainly that the C.P.R. high lpval 
bridge would receive the first consid­
eration and as long as it was before 
the citizens there was no hope of gov­
ernment assistance for a bridge in 
any other location.

"Speaking as a private citizen,’ 
said the Premier to the Bulletin, “I 
think that the high level bridge with 
the traffic features should be built if 
it can be financed at all. By taking 
advantage of the present situation 
with the combined federal and pro­
vincial government assistance of 
$800,000 a bridge can be secured for 
letrs money than it would take the 
two cities to build a bridge inde­
pendent of the C.P.R."

Pface No Obstacle in the Way. 
"The bridge will be a great con­

venience between the two cities in 
every way. When the university *s 
well established stud*.

will want
the university buildings ______ _
it over the proposed bridge between 
the two cities. Personally I do not 
think the C.P.R. should be bonused 
at all to come into the city of Ed­
monton but I think it is a very 
short sighted policy to make 
their entrances difficult. I do 
not like the way the C. P. R. has 
cut up property, in the two cities, 
but now they have secured posses­
sion of it there is nothing to prevent 
them building a railway bridge as 
soon as they like. Everything with­
in reason should be done to secure 
the high-level bridge between the 
two cities.”

"While in Winnipeg I called on 
Wm. Whyte, of the C.P.R., and was 
informed bv him that the plans had 
neen sent to Edmonton and that the 
cost was heavy, in accordance with 
all the city wanted in connection 
with the bridge. He said that the 
C.P.R. wanted to have the decision 
of the cities concerned as soon as 
possible, So that work could be begun 
at once."

C.P.R. New Line.
The Premier stated that he had 

been informed in the C.P.R. offices 
in Winnipeg that the C.P.R. would 
liave a direct line into Strathcona, 
via Wetaskiwin, from Winnipeg by 
the 1st of November. Construction 
gangs have been at work all sum­
mer completing the gap on the Wet­
askiwin to Saskatoon line, east of 
Hardisty, and it was expected the 
work would shortly be completed.

With this connection between 
Strathcona a lid Winnipeg, the C.P.R. 
are said to have a shorter route to 
Winnipeg than that of the C.N.R. 
from Edmonton. It Is thought the 
C.P.R. will shortly begin work on a 
branch from either Cam rose or Sedg 
wick to Strathcona, which will con 
siderably shorten the distance. Ill 
view of this new competing line 
with the C.N.R. and the G.T.P. it is 
thought that the C.P.R. are anxious 
to have a bridge thrown across the 
Saskatchewan as soon as possible.

Former First Lord of Admiralty, Who 
Discussed British Naval Program 
With Kaiser.

London, Sept. 14.—Lord Tweed- 
mouth, former lord president of the 
councilwit is announced, is dying. 
Edward^darjoribanks, second Baron 
Tweed mouth, became first lord of- 
the admiralty as a result of the 
Liberal victory in 1905.
In the early part of 1908 there was 
great sensation in England over the 
discovery that he had been corres­
ponding with the German Emperor 
on the subject of the British naval 
program. He made a statement in 
the House of Lords and no action 
was taken at that time.

On the reorganization of the minis­
try, after Sir Henry Campbell Ban- 
nerman’s death, he was appointed 
Lord President of the Council, but 
he resigned from that some months 
later.

Ottawa, Sept. 12—Archibald Blue, 
chief of census and statistics branch 
of the department of agriculture, has 
supplemented the. brief crop bulletin 
of two days ago, giving conditions up 
to August 31, with a more detailed 
analysis of the production of the Can­
adian farms this year. The reporVin- 
dicatcs that in no previous year/ on 
record have the crops been so uni­
formly good from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific. For the whole of Canady the 
estimates of production, based on re­
ports of a large staff of correspond­
ents, show for fall wheat a yield of 
16,700,000 bushels, and of spring wheat 
151,638,000 bqahels, being 25.22 and 
21.39 bushels-per acre, respectively.

Sydney, N.S., Sept. 12—Commander 
Robert E. Peary, who is returning to 
the United States' “with the prie,” 
will challenge Dr. Cook to an open 
debate if Dr. Cook does: not withdraw 
his claims of having discovered the 
>ole first. On his arrival here on 
Vednes'dfay or Thursday ■Commander 
Peary will also issue a detailed state­
ment ridiculing Dr. Cook’s story. This 
he is now preparing at Battle Harbor 
on the Labrador coast, where the 
Roosevelt still lingers. This fact was 
confirmed by a telegram which pas­
sed tiiroùgh Sydney. Commander 
Peary will assert that "Dr. Cook knew 
of the former's success beforg he an­
nounced1 his to the world. Dr. Cook 
is said -to have obtained! the news 
from Eskimos who drifted south from 
Columbia, whereupon the Brooklyn 
physician, it is asserted, dashed south 
with all speed and1 succeeded in pro­
claiming his discovery, jtiat a few 
days before Commander Peary flash­
ed his success through the wireless 
telegraph station at Indian Harbgr.

It was also learned, here tonight 
that Commander Peary will not only 
prove Dr. Cook a fakir but will also 
expose a certain coterie in the Arc­
tic Club, which has been circulating 
stories reflecting upon the command­
er’s éharàctet. In his counter-attack 
upon these men Commander Peary 
is expected to charge that this clique 
is dominated by Dr. Cook.

His Gold Brick Statement.
Battle Harbor, Sept. 12—In reply 

to an inquiry as to the meaning of 
his telegram to a New York newspap­
er, saying that Dr. Cook had handed 
the public a gold brick. Commander 
Peary said: “That telegram wa® sent 
W-ttir a full understanding of its 
meaning. It was not intended for 
publication, though I have no seri­
ous objection to its publication. Had 
it been so intended I should have 
modified the expression, ‘has handed 
tire public a gold brick,’ to something 
more elegant but not less forcible or 
significant. I have stated my position 
in regard to Dr. Cook’s main proposi­
tion as explicitly and unequivocally 
ac my command of tire English Lan­
guage permits. I cannot go into de­
tails until I have seen a corrected re­
port and a sketch map of Dr. Cook’s 
journey Over his signature. So far I 
have seen only fragmentary and con­
tradictory reports- oi dr. Cook’s Arctic 
trip. ”

Gigantic Reception for Peary.
The final instalment of Commander 

Peary’s story has redoubled local in­
terest in the explorer. Civic demon- 
stration/'such as Sydney harbor has 
never seen, a holiday in the public 
and parochial schools, and a tjar|quet 
by the Century, the leading chib of 
the city has been arranged, and the 
Peary day will be the most memor­
able in Sydney’s history.

HARRIMAN’S ESTATE 
EXCEEDS $160,000,000

Contents of Late Financier’s Will Dis­
closed to Family—Believed Child­
ren Will Receive Bulk of Gigantic 
Fortune—Stocks Placed in Trust 
to Protect Market.

New York, Sept, 14—The contents 
of the will of E. H. Harriman were 
disclosed to his widow and1 five child­
ren today at their Ardeh home. The 
document disposes of an estate sup­
posedly worth more than $100,000,000 
and perhaps $200,000,000. It was the 
purpose today of Charles A. Peabody, 
president of the Mutual Life Insur­
ance company, the custodian of the 
will, to file the document at Goshen, 
the county seat of Orange county, for 
probate, tomorrow.

No hint of the manner in which 
Mr. Harriman has disposed of his 
great fortune could be definitely learn­
ed today. Business associates believe 
that the great bulk of the estate will 
go to the five children and the major

James J. Hill, Great Railroad Mag­
nate, Sees Decline bf U.S. With 

Decrease ih Agriculture.

Chicago, Sept. 14—Recommendations 
which may shape history in the eco­
nomic and financial life of the na­
tion gave to today’s sessions of the 
American Bankers' association an im­
portance and interest greater than 
has attached probably. to any other 
meeting held -by that1 body in the 
thirty-five years of its existence. 
Startling and far-reaching propositions 
were placed before the bankers. One 
was the demand for the establishment 
of a $100,000,000 central bank to be 
conducted by the government, the 
second was the warning uttered by J. 
J. Hill that the United States is on 
the verge of permanent decline and 
the rapid, steady decrease of the per­
centage of rural population-portends 
disaster, and that this country, now 
one of the world’s largest exporters of 
wheat, stands in danger of -becoming 
within ten years a wheat importing 
nation.

James J. Hitt’s Address.
In his address James J. Hill said 

the well-being of a country and its 
political institutions, the direction of 
its industrial progress and ultimately 
of popular genius itself depend inti­
mately upon the amount, distribution 
and employment of its capital in the 
shape of cash credit. This is the 
motive power of the national engine. 
It always has been so. “Commercial­
ism” has been common and must be 
common to every time and every race 
above the barbaric level. Men are 
always seeking to better their condi­
tion. The increase - of wealth is an 
outward and visible sign of an in­
crease in intelligence and power. The 
use made of that wealth will deter­
mine largely the quality of the next 
national era in the ideals that move 
the new generation.

WAS NOT SELF-INFLICTED.

Surgeon States Lieut. Sutton Could 
Not Have Fired Fatal Shot.

Washington, D.C., Sept. 14—Dr. 
Tulley Vaughan, the surgeon who was 
present at the autopsy of the body of 
the late kieut. James N. Sutton yes­
terday at Arlington cemetery, has pre­
pared an official report on the sub­
ject for Mrs. Sutton. Dr. Raymond 
Spear, the navy department surgeon 
who was present, has not yet reported 
to the secretary of the navy.

Dr. Vaughan in an interview this 
evening made some very interesting 
comments on what he saw.

“I <do not think it possible,” he 
said, “for Lieut. Sutton to have fired 
the shot which ended his life. There 
were, three unmistokeable wounds, one 
under the left jaw- and on the fore­
head, immediately over the right eye, 
and a third about three inches over 
the right ear.

“The first two may have been made 
by a blow from a fist, but the tiiird, 
I should say, was made by the butt 
ot a revolver. It is safe to assume 
that’thése wounds were not self-inflict­
ed, and were made while Lieut. Sut­
ton was alive. The force of the 
blows must have rendered him un­
conscious and so even had his position 
permitted he could not have used a 
revolver.”

Asked about thé probable distance 
away the pistol was held, Dr. Vaugh­
an said : “Bullet wounds differ mater­
ially in appearance, even when the 
pistol is held at the same distance, 
but from the appearance of the 
wound and the absence of any powder 
burns, I do not think Lieut. Sutton 
could have inflicted this himself.”

OWNS AN AMERICAN ISLAND.

British Subject -Has Deed for One of 
Hawaiian Group.

Honolulu, Sept. 15—Under a deed 
just filed here W. G. Irwin, a British 
subject, is the owner of the Island 
of Lanai, in the Hawaiian group, 
which is now American territory. 
The deed was made to Irwin by Chas. 
Gay, who acquired the island from tfie 
territorial government several years 
ago.

When Gay bought the island L. L. 
MqAidléss protested - against any pri 
vate person owning the island and he 
carried the matter to the United 
States Supreme court, which decided

The Miracle of the Earth.
The farms oT this- country are now 

adding annually over eight billion dol­
lars to the total of our assets, a total 
which, unlike that of manufacturing 
and other industries, represents not 
value conferred by human, labor upon 
some material already existing, but 
value actually created out of elemen­
tal things. This is the annual miracle 
of the earth, quite as wonderful-' as 
if a new planet should appear in 
space each twelve months. It is the 
mother of every other form of human 
industry. Our tillable area may be 
made to support millions of people 
greatly multiplied after the last bit 
oï mineral has been extracted from 
the earth and man’s ingenuity in 
fashioning tools and fabrics has pas­
sed its limit. There is no comparison 
in volume and value between the -cul­
tivation of the soil and any other oc­
cupation.

So far the majority of people will 
agree. What they fail to realize, prac­
tically, is the declining status of ag­
riculture m this country. The agri­
cultural population, the producers and 
depositors in the great national treas­
ury of wealth, is declining year by 
year while the city population, which 
thrives only by drawing drafts upon 
the land and cannot'live a year after 
these cease to be honored, rises in 
its expense. Yet not only is such 
a crisis approaching, but it is being 
hastened by legislative stimulation in 
favor of other industries while over­
looking this.

Decline in Workers of Soil.
Since the percentage of those at 

work on the soil declined by about 
one-fourth in the last 30 years we 
have to consider not only the mtirease 
of food demand over its domestic -sup­
ply, but also that disturbance of the 
balance between one form of industry 
and another upon which prosperity 
and stability depend. This industrial 
inter-dependence appears to be one 
of those universal laws that prescribe 
harmony and proportion as esential 
to health. If in a population of 100,- 
000,000 people, which we shall have 
shortly, 45 per cent, are engaged, in 
agriculture, then forty-five .million 
people are calling upon the labor of 
fifty-five iihliron for clothing, pro­
fessional services, commercial help, 
tools -and furniture and all the smal­
ler comfort# and luxuries. If, instead, 
the agricultural percentage is reduc­
ed to 30 per cent-, only thirty million 
people instead of forty,five million 
people make such demands, while 
seventy million instead of fifty-five 
million complete in. supplying them.

This problem besets Great. Britain 
today. We must not seek voluntarily 
that calamity which has been forced 
upon her by physical conditions. The 
time of her greatness was the-eta of 
prosperous agriculture, with other in­
dustries -proportioned to' it. ILong 
after that balance was disturbed she 
maintained herself because the growth 
of her colonies was equivalent to ad­
ded farms in- England.

The situation, then, Sums itself up

CHICAGO GRAIN MARKETS.
Chicago, Ills, Sept. 14.—The Armour 

may now be looked upon as the czars 
of the breadstuffs situation. In case 
the price of wheat is noticeable to 
his fastidious taste he will hold it in 
the stack, or farm or in the elevator 
at the country station, or possibly in 
his private granary.. The farmer of 
today is not the farmer of twenty or 
even ten years ago. The present day 
“follower of the plow” is a speculator 
in every sense that the word im­
plies and instead of riding to church 
on Sunday or to the village on week 
days in a lumber wagon, he may be 
seen in a carriage or a machine. The 
fancy prices recently paid for cash 
wheat fattened his bank account no 
little and he is anxious to see the 
figures in his bank book grow to larger 
amounts. There are many in the 
trade who believe that the Spring 
wheat crop has been largely over­
estimated, but in time, when prices 
not only refuse to decline, but ad­
vance, there are any number of people 
who are Willing to advance an 
opinion to suit the occasion. There 
was an enormous trade in wheat to­
day and the market was uncertain.

- Prices changing continuously and the

A HOPELESS CAUSE.

The 
aim being, of course, to prevent the 
infection of 'he British herds.

Whatever justification (there may 
have been for the imposition of the 
measure on this ground it no longer 
exists. Canadian herds are free from 
disease and have been for years. No 
foremost British authority takes the 
responsibility of saying that infected 
animale are found among those sent 
over. Yet the embargo remains. The 
reason for it has ceased to find open 
expression, but the prohibition stands. 
And while it stands, of course, it ia 
noticq to the world that Britain does 
not regard it sale to admit our cattle 
into the country alive.

But as a matter of fact the embargo 
baa not for years been meant to de­
clare this. Though adopted to pro­
tect British cattle from disease it is 
continued to protect the British cattle 
man from competition, ft is design­
ed to prevent, and does prevent. Can­
adian cattle coming into open eompe 
tition with the cattle of Ireland and 
the Midlands. Yet to avow this ob­
ject would be to admit- a departure 
from free trade practice, and to de 
clare that the common good was being 
subserved to the greed of a class 
Hence the world is- solemnly told on 
the authority of the British Govern­
ment that Canadian cattle are dis­
eased, when all the world knows dif­
ferently. the British officials included.

A Unionist Government in Britain 
might remove the embargo, but it is 
not likely they would better the op 
portunities for the development of 
the cattle trade. Their fiscal policy is 
tariff, and if the cattlemen are strong 
enough to drive one Government into 
hypocrisy to protect tlfem they would 
certainly be strong enough to get 
tariff protection from a protectionist 
government. Indeed if fhq tariff 
policy came to mean in practice what 
such policies are usually found to 
mean our cattle would be debarred 
from the country whether alive or 
dead, so far as tariff could debar 
them.

The only hope in tjhe situation at 
present seems to lie in the develop­
ment of the dead meat business. 
Against this there is now no barrier, 
whatever might happen under a pro­
tectionist government. Canada is 
said to be situated favorably for car­
rying on a chilled meat trade with the 
Old Lands.

CANADIAN CREDIT GOOD.

Canada is a heavy borrower in Lon- 
don( though by no means the only 
heavy borrower there. Our loans last 
year for national, provincial, mun-ici 
pal and private investment were the 
largest in our history; they also ex­
ceeded tihose made by any -other 
country in the Old Land exchanges; 
yet they did not greatly exceed the 
borrowings of the Argentine Republic, 
a country neither British nor domin­
ated by British people. We can scarce­
ly be held t-o Ibe over-straining our 
credit when we have for one year only 
led the list, and that by a margin not 
at all large and over a country out­
side the pale. The British investor 
may be supposed to be willing to in 
vest c-s much money in Canada as he 
is wi.Jng to risk in tfhe Argentine; 
yet in our heaviest borrowing season 
we only surpassed1 by less than three 
million pounds the loans made to that 
country in the same time. It is not 
known that ihe year’s record was ab 
normal for the Republic.

It is interesting to observe tha: 
Canada got twice as much as any other 
Dominion of the Empire. This prob­
ably was because we asked twice as 
much, but the fact that we were able 
to get it testifies «to-the excellence of 
our credit across the water. Consid­
ering the tremendous capital which 
must still be employed1 it) distinctly 
development work lit Canada this is 
a Very satisfactory condition of thifigs. 
It indicates that tlie minds of the: 
moneyed men have been turned fav­
orably toward this country. This-, it 
is reasonable to suppose, -will not 
only make (borrowing easier for our 
governments, city councils end pri­
vate eoiporetions, but will result in 
direct investment of British money in 
Canadian Enterprises.

Sandy’s complaint is typical.' He 

does not complain because there are 
poor apples put in the barrel, bub be­
cause of where they are put in the 
barrel. He objects not to tfheir pres­
ence but to the inconvenience of look­
ing for them. Misdirected courtesy 
prevents him insulting even a thief 
by asking or suggesting why the culls 
are put in the barrel. But he- d-rops 
the humiliating fact that he is not 
buying apples in a barrel, when the 
barrel bears the mark of a -Canadian 
packer. Afore-time, he says, he had 
to open the barrel at both ends to 
locate the scrub»; mow he must- dump 
them out op the floor before he can 
te-11 what he is offered. Which is about 
equivalent to saying the Canadian 
packers always were liars-—with the 
added intimation that their dishonesty 
avails them nothing when Alexander 
is the purchaser of their wares-.

His conclusion is equally--—note­
worthy : “Canadian apples/hold, the 

first place on the Glasgow -market, 
and when honestly packed command 

“the highest prices.” He cannot un­
derstand men 'being fools enough to 
imagine they can practice this false 
pretence without cutting the throat of 
their own business. It is not the- fear 
of being cheated that worries" him— 
no Scot would of his own free will and 
accord admit his liability to be taken 
in by so old a game—but the folly of 
men persisting in deception Wter it 
has failed to deceive is what arouses 
his wonder. There is a full pound of 
business prudence in the deft remark 
that “when honestly packed" Canad- 

apples “command the highest 
prices.” It is not that the, Glasgow 
man is afraid of being cheated—he 
tnkes no chances on that—but -he in­
clines to. the notion that honesty would 
be the best policy for the people who 
want to -sell fruit to him.

Sandy’s findings are quite in ac­
cord with those of western people 
anent the same s.ubject. We, too, used 
to buy apples from Eastern Canada. 
We,'too, found .the seedlings in the 
bottom of the barrel and had to open 
thet end before we knew really what 
we were getting. Later on, we also 
feund that the astute packer had alt­
ered his methods though noa his mor­
al'- and was putting the trash in the 
middle of the barrel. It is as true in 
Edmonton as in Glasgow that the ap­
ples from tlie eastern provinces 
would command the highest prices if 
honestly packed. But of their ever be 
mg honestly packed the West has de 
spoiled and now buys the good-look­
ing, poorer-flavored, ibut honestly 
packed apples from the Valleys of 
British Columbia.

It has been the impression, here 
that the eastern packer was sending 
his good fruit to the Old Land • nd 
Ins leavings here. From,the despat .vi 
it seems an injustice has been done 
him. He is quite impartial and 
swindles -his customers entire y re­
gardless of their place of abode. Per 
haps when he has killed ihia trade 
with the Old I.and as dead as he has 
killed his trade with tire West he may 
come to understand that honesty, is 
the best policy. That -he will ever 
practice it from any higher motive 
there is little ground to hope.

■ Toledo, Ohio, &-pt. 13—A decided

Kansas City, Mo., Sept. 14—Tlu- 
death of Captain Thomas Phelan .of 
Kansas City, Irish-American .patriot 
and soldier of fortune, which occur­
red Monday in Bromerton, Washing­
ton, ended a life full of romance and 
a checkered career in war and poli­
tics. Phelan was 76 - years old and 
leaves a wife and four children.

Phelan was called, to New York to 
explain matters regarding notifying 
the British of the 'blowing up of the 
Queen. He went to New York and 
entered Rossa’s office. While there 
Phelan was stabbed thirteen - times 
and received a broken arm.

For many years Captain Phelan 
travelled over the country giving ex­
hibitions of shooting and fencing.

Phelan, while .the I) re fus affair in 
France was at its height, challenged 
Count Esterhazy, the accuser of Drey­
fus, to a duel with swords to be 
fought anywhere iin the world.

It was a sig­
nificant yday, toe, for the red then, 
lor they were asked to part with their 
ights in ah area as large as an Em- 

nite.
‘Possessing a nature in which fair­

ness and firmness met,” as Mr. Laird 
Has been happily characterized, he 
:nd his fellow commissioners conduct 
*d the negotiations so tactfully and 
successfully as to secure the consent 
of the Indians to the proposition, 
and the symbolic signatures of their 
chiefs to the important document. 
Addressing the ■ITSsembled throng . s 
his “Red Brothers,” ■ Mr. Laird ex­
plained the terms, by which every one 
would get $12 in that year, and ’or 
every year afterwards "$5, for ea’h 
person forever, chiefs receiving $25, 
a silver piedal and a flag, and coun­
sellors $15. with suits of clothes 'or 
both dignitaries. 128 acres of land 
were also offered to each Indian in 
reserves, the government promising 
to further help them with farm im­
plements, and grains or cattle if they 
preferred stockraising. Schools were 
.rise promised. Today over three 
hundred schools in the West accom­
modate ten thousand Indian children.

Has Rendered High Service
Thus at the most critical period of 

its history, the Hon. David Laird 
has rendered high service, not only 
in formulating a beneficent and hum­
ane policy regarding the Indian, but 
in the general development of the 
great lone land. The trackless prai­
rie of the ’Seventies has become the 
Mecca of the world’s surplus peoples ; 
the unknown West has become .he 
gold West; the parish of « single 
administrator has been made into 
two great provinces, and all this 
transformation has taken place since 
Mr. Laird himself went west thirty- 
three years ago.

Mr. Laird was earliest identified 
with politics m Prince Edward is­
land. He entered public life while a 
young man as member of the Legis 
lative Council and. was afterwards 
a member of the provincial govern 
ment. In the latter capacity he was 
a commissioner to negotiate for tne 
entrance of the Island province into 
Confederation. After the union in 
1873 he was elected to the Federal 
House and chosen minister of the In- 
teror by Hon. Alex. MàcKenzie.

SAYS COOK KNEW
OF HIS SUCCESS

asserts that Commander Peary took 
the furs, forced him to open Dr. 
Cook’s trunk and held him a virtual 
prisoner for a time. Upon his return 
to this country Francke says lie was 
advised to write a complaint to Mrs. 
Peary as a protest and to protect Dr. 
Cook’s legal rights should he wish to 
begin suit for the value of the pro­
perty ‘alleged to have been taken.

Sent by Registered Mail.
Francke states that his letter was 

first written in German and sent to 
Mrs. Peary. Three persons had knowl­
edge of the letter and Franéke preserv­
ed a copy.

When he did not receive any reply 
from Mrs. Peary he consulted with 
lus friends, tl was suggested that 
Mrs. Peary might not Ibe able to’ read 
German, so a translation was made 
oi the letter and sent her by registered 
mail. Francke says the object of the 
letter was simply to register his pro­
test. at the first possible moment, 
against Commander Peary’s actions.' 
One. of the persons who knew of tile 
letter being sent by Francke is Henry 
Johnson who was a member of the 
Roosevelt’s crew and who has made 
an affidavit that Francke was put off 
the Roosevelt*# ithout food when he 
first came aboard.

Canada Claims Timber.
Ottawa, Sept. 12—As a result of the 

discovery of the North pole and the 
planting of the American flag there 
the question has been raised in the 
British House of Commons by "Sir 
Gilbert Parker as to ownership of all 
lands intervening between the pole 
ami the territory now marked as Can­
ada on the map. An answer will be 
given to the question in the British 
House tomorrow. It is understood 
that the matter was under discussion 
a‘ the last meeting of the cabinet 
council here and that a statement ha, 
been sent to the colonial office inti 
mating that Canada claims all the 
land intervening between the North 
American border and the North pole.

So far as is known all the islands 
in the Arctic ocean, west of Green 
land, have already (been formally 
claimed by Canada, one of the ob­
jects of Captain Bernier’s expedition 
in the Arctic two yeai-s ago being to 
formally take possession of and place 
the British flag on all islands to the 
north.

Commander Peary in his report of 
his trip to the pole does not tell of 
finding any land north of Greenland 
which is recognized as Canadian ter­
ritory. From there to the pole it is 
evidently an ice covered ocean. Con 
eequently although Canada claims all 
lands as far north as the pole as be­
ing pert of the Canadian hinterland, 
there is not likely to be any basis for 
any rival United States claim to own­
ership. The pole itself, being two 
miles above water, belongs to ell na­
tions.

’’* Not Accustomed to Second Place.
London, Sept. 12—Commander 

Peary’s discovery of tlie Norlh pole 
has stimulated British desire to gain 
an equal success in the South, and

Baiû Scott, of the Discovery expe­
dition, now makes an appeal for funds 
for a British expedition next year ior 
which $200,000 will be required. “For 
the honor of the flag,” is the title 
of an editorial which the Daily Mail 
commends Captain Scott’s appeal.

“Through the energy ami daring of 
Commander Peary,” says the article,
"the hope that the Union Jack would 
.fly first at the North pole, has been 
taken from us forever. It is a poor 
consolation to re ail in Commander 
Prarys account of the journey, that 

placed an Englishman, Capt. Bart­
lett, in command of the last support­
ing party because it seemed appro- 
pnoite to have him next to an Am­
erican.”

The last three words are italicized 
and the article c tinues: “The peo­
ple -of this cour.' are unaccustomed 
to take second pi. ce in any field- of 
human endurance, bût if Commander 
Peary’s great exploit is to be rivalled 
the South pole alone remains as our 
sphere of action. A race ’ for it is 
certain in the immediate future. Are 
the Stars and Stripes or the German 
tri-color to be nailed to the South 
pole ?”

I.ondon, Sept. 13—A dispatch to the 
Daily Mail from Copenhagen says 
that, the Norwegian steamer Ekspedit. 
Capt. Soerboe, which was chartered 
by the Greenland administration to 
Ibring Dr. Cook’s Eskimos to Copen­
hagen, sailed Saturday.

Still at Battle River.
Battle Harbor, Labrador Sept. 14.— 

Captain Bartlett of the Roosevelt, is 
extremely anxious to weigh anchor 
and return to civilization but as there 
ia great danger of encountering the 
storms sos prevalent in this season 
of the treacherous -Labrador coast, 
every procaution will be taken to put 
the Roosevelt in as seaworthy condi­
tion as possible. Under the best of 
commanders the steamer is bound 
to make a slow run to Sydney, pro­
bably not more than five knots an 
hour.

Commander Peary is also anxious 
less Dr. Cook reach New York first, 
although he adds that the Brooklyn 
explorer’s attempt to induce scienti 
sts to believe his story will be fu­
tile. •

Peary is Nervous.
Commander Peary’s appearance

Did Cook Miss Pole.
Cleveland, Ohio., Sept. 13.—Did Dr. 

Cook miss the pole by 300 miles?1 
John N.. Stoekwell, A M. Ph. D., a 
Cleveland scientist, says, his data 
as published, shows a big error. For 
the main purpose of his argument' 
Pthf. Stoekwell deregards all data 
obtained by the use of instruments 
and takes only the physical fact. Dr. 
Stoekwell says: “Dr." Cook tells us 
the night of April 7 was made nota­
ble by the swinging oi the midnight 
sun over the northern ice. Now we 
have no reason to doubt this state­
ment that AprH 7 showed him the 
first midnight sun, as so simple an 
observation as seeing the sun could 
be made by an untutuored Eskimo 
as well as by the most learned white 
man.

“Dr. Cook gives his latitude at that 
time as 86 degrees and 38 minutes. 
There is, therefore, a discripancy or 
4 degrees and 33 minutes in his a*? 
tude, equivalent in linear distance to 
316 miles. If his latitude on * pril 
7 was only 82 degrors grid 5 minutes 
then he was 550 miles from the pole 
and in order to reach it on April 21, 
he must have ^travelled 39 miles a 
day. It- appears, therefore, that Dr. 
Cook was really 550 miles from the 
pole when he claims he was only 234 
miles from that point. His observa­
tions show u discrepancy of 316 
miles.”

Peary Stole Cook’s Furs.
Now York. Sept. 12.—Friends of Dr. 

Cook in this city today put the fin­
ishing touches to a sensational coun­
ter attack upon Commander Peary. 
This attack will charge that Peayy 
opened letters prepared by’ Dr. Cook 
for his friends and that Commander 
Peary appropriated to his own us.e 
187 silver fox furs furnished by Dr. 
Cook. The statement is being with­
held, nof only because Dr. Cook’ 
approval is wished, but because his 
friends wish to question Harry Whit 
ney regarding his reasons for leaving 
Commander Peary’s ship in mid sea 
for a slow going schooner. Some ot 
Dr. Cook’s friends state their belief 
that Mr. Whitney found it unpleasant 
to be under Commander Peary’s in­
fluence, while he carried reports made 
by Dr. Cook. All the reported actions 
of Mr. Whitney afford a mystery 
Dr. Cook's friends and they believe 
his story will go. a long way toward 
closing up the rival claims of the ex­
plorers.

Much of the material for the attack 
upon Commander Peary is supplied 
by affidivits made by Rudolph Fran- 
eke, who accompanied Dr. Cook, and 
Joseph White, who was a member of 
the Peary expedition. The two young 
men returned with Ralph Johnson 
one of Commander Peary’s sailors, 
upon the supply ship Eric.. They are 
living in.retirement in the city by the 
advice df Dr. Coôk’s friends who <lo 
not wish their storied to become 
known in detail until the facts regard­
ing Dr. Cook’s explorations are placed 
before an examining board.

Francke’s Story.

He was sent back -o 
Etah with some of Dr. Cook’s in­
struments and messages from the 
explorer to his family. He was also 
told to take charge of some of Dr.

Cook’s supplies and was instructed 
if hd did not hear from the explorer 
within six months, to get back to ci­
vilization in any way he could- He 
was taken aboard Commander Peary s 
ship when she touched at Et,ah. John 
R. Bradley states that he received n 
bill oi $100 from Commander Peary 
ior Francke’s passage. Capt. S. B. 
Osbon, secretary of the Arctic club, 
says that Commander Peary gave 
Francke $50 to pay his passage fro n 
St. John’s to New York and that Mrs. 
Cook sent the $50 to the secretary of 
the Peary Arctic club.

After listening to the story Francke 
had to tell and in which h£ was 
backed up in many particulars by 
White and Johnson, Mr. Bradley and 
Capt. Osborn had the, young man 
make affidavits. These relate to Com­
mander Peary’s actions regarding let­
ters ■ entrusted to Francke by Dr. 
Cook and to Commander Peary’s at­
titude toward the collections made 
by Dr. Cook.

“I have been instructed by friends 
of Dr. Cook not td reveal the nature 
of these affidavits at this time,” said 
Captain Osborn. “They will be made 
public as soon as Dr. Cook arrives 
and will be a bormshell to Command­
er Peary and, his claim.” Letters 
written by Dr. Cook were opened and 
then resealed. Commander Peary 
sent friends in al) parts of the country 
fox skins secured by Dr. Cook and 
then forced Francke to sign a letter 
excusing this* conduct. The affida­
vits will show that this was done 
under duress.

Harry Whitney’s Movements.
“I wish I could now tell all that 

happened to Francke, while he had 
Dr. Cook’s letters and property. It 
would be particularly interesting "n

he has made a specialty of. Dr. Cook 
told the same story to one of his 
closest American friends just a week 
ago before Commander Peary reap­
peared on the scene, but said that lie 
did not intend to make it public be­
cause it might lead to unpleasant­
ness. Dr. Hansen was with Dr. Cook 
for some time in Greenland and re­
turned with him on the Danish Gov­
ernment steamer Hanseged. In his 
letter he says: “Now that Dr. Cook 
has gone I am no longer under any 
obligation to keep silence and will 
exercise my rights to publish the sto­
ry about the house at Annatook, a 
story which Mr. Cook himself had 
too much delicacy to relate to the 
world. I write it according to my 
memory, in the same manner* that 
Dr. Cook in Egedesminde told it to, 
me and I am fully convinced that in 
no means are my recollections wrong.

Dr. Cook had built his house for 
stores at Annatook north of Etah 
and it was this depot he started to 
reach in February 1909, crossing 
Smith Sound. It was a pretty large 
house, the walls being built of heavi­
ly filled provision boxes so that Dr. 
Cook knew that when this Import­
ant 'point was 'reached everything 
was safe. He had before the start 
arranged with a young friend named 
Whitney that "he have the right o 
use the house while hunting muskox 
for sport in the winter of 1908-09. 
When Dr.'Cook .and his two Eskimis 
exhausted and half starved came 
within a short distance of the house 
in Annatook young Whitney came 
out to bid him welcome but inside 
the house was a stranger, a giant 
Newfoundland boatswain, on watch. 
This man had been placed in Dr.

He pointed out 
that the road had spent $7,600,006 
annually for the last half dozen years 
and had constructed 1,500 miles t 
new road since 1906. He thought the 
track extension to Portage and Bran­
don would be carried out soon.

In answer to the question when 
would four setts of rails be required 
to Fort William, Sir Thomas replied: 
“Not in my time.”

Sir Thomas declared himself as fav­
orable to "the Selkirk Centennial 
though he said the assistance of the 
provinces, as well as the Dominion 
government, should be secured. Ask­
ed regarding the amount it wou]4 
be proper to be expended, Sir Thomas 
said he had not given the matter 
much thought, but five millions 
would not be unreasonable.

Sir Thomas said the death of Har- 
riman would have no effect on Can­
adian railways as he was not inter­
ested in them.

DR. D. W. McDERMID DEAD

Prominent Educationist Expires 
Winnipeg on Sunday.

He was in philanthrope 
movements, was one of the organiz­
ers of the Associated Charities- which 
took over the disorganized work of 
the churches here last year. He was 
also interested in sport, Being an ex­
pert golf player. Dr. McDermid was 
a 33-degree mason and a great lec­
turer on the Scottish rite.

Shot By a Comrade.
Glacebridge, Ont., Sept. 12.—While 

going oyer his timber limits on Thurs­
day, Gilbert Moore, of FalkensbeTg, 
was fatally shot through the leg by 
a comrade. He died Saturday as the 

result of the wounw.

Dr. J. B. Tyrrell, F.R.G.S., the 
famous Canadian geologist and ex­
plorer, a brother of J. W. Tyrrell, 
author of “Across the Subartics of 
Canada,” made a visit to Edmpnton 
on. Saturday in company with the 
group of British scientists.

Seated on the deck of the river 
steamer. Hr. Tyrrell talked freely of 
hie life in the northern- fastnesses of 
Canada. For years he had roved 
around under the ring of the Arctic 
circle engaged in geological work tor 
the Dominion government. He had 
travelled the Arctic regions of Canada 
from Labrador to the Yukon and 
has probably maintained a longer 
existence on bannock and pork and 
beane than any other Canadian ex­
plorer.

“I was in the Yukon when the 
gold rush was on,” said Dr. Tyrrell. 
“While at Dawson, the editor of the 
Dawson News asked a group of us 
to write something for the paper. 
The idea occurred to me to say that 
the past century wae the century of 
the United States and that the 20th 
would be Canada’s century. A year 
later the expression was used by a 
well-known Canadian statesman. 
When I first heard him use it I sent 
the only copy I had of the Dewson 
News in which the statement ap­
peared. I have tried to .secure 
copies of that paper, but curiously 
enough the Dawson News has kept 
no file of its early issues.

From 1884 to 1886 I was engaged 
in making a ‘geographical survey of 
the prairie country," said the ex-: 
plorer. “I travelled the Saskatche­
wan River then from Rocky Moun­
tain House to Fort Pitt. Going along 
the river now recalls many memories 
of that trip. What interests me to' 
day is the beautiful scenery along 
the river. I never saw it looking 
more beautiful.

Saskatchewan Gold.
Ur. Tyrrell 'was instrumental in 

exploding the theory that the grains 
of gold in the Saskatchewan river 
came from placers in the Rocky 
Mountains. Several years ago he 
brought out a book, which held that 
the gold came from the stand stone 
formations along the river bank and 
that the eroding effect of the runn­
ing water on the sand stone washed 
the gold came fipm the sand stone 
article appeared the search for 
placer gold in the Rockies was prac­
tically abandoned.

Asked as to the mineral resources 
of Northern Alberta, Dr. Tyrrell said 
that he knew the Fort McMurray dis­
trict very well and that he had made 
a1-report on it years ago to the gov:; 
ernjnent. He had bo doubt that the 
mineral deposits there were but an 
extension of the Lac La Rauge de­
posits, northwest of Prince Albert.

The eminent explorer now is acting 
as a consulting mining .expert with 
offices in Toronto. He will leave 
the party of scientists at Prince Al­
bert and strike out for Lac La Rouge 
district, where he will make ex­
plorations of a private nature for a 
Targe mining firm.

Word for Mixed Farming.
With drooped snow white head, 

expressive face and lofty forehead. 
Major Patrick George Craigie, was 
one of the most typical men of 
science m the party. For the past 
thirty i .years Ithe Major hae been 
identified with matters agricultural 
and statistical in England. On the 
création in 1889 of the Board of Agri­
culture, Major Craigie became one 
of its officers and remained with it 
in different capacities, formal and 
informal, until 1906. In 1890 he wae 
selected as director of the statistical, 
intelligence and educational depart­
ment of the Board of Agriculture. 
In 1897 he was promoted to be as­
sistant secretary of the board. At 
the Winnipeg meeting he held the 
post of president of the- agricultural 
section.

Major Craigie had not been in. 
Western Canada since 27 years ago, 
when he was in Winnipeg at the time 
the C.P.R. was being constructed 
across the prairies. He was sur-, 
prised and delighted at the develop­
ment -which the country has had 
since then.

“I do not like to see- the farmers 
go wholly into wheat raising,” said 
the Major. "It may be all right for 
the present, but if the province is to 
retain -ts fertility it must go in for 
mixed farming. I have heard of 
your packing establishment here and 
think it is a most important asset to 
your district.”

Major Craigie "nquired as to the 
nature of the soil, the amount of 
rain fall and this, year’s harvest 
He said that he had been in almost 
every wheat-growing country in the 
West, but was never so impressed 
with the possibilities of this line of 
agriculture as he was in Western 
Canada.
- “What is your opinion of the es­
tablishment of an agricultural col­
lege in connection with the' provin­
cial university?” the Major wae ask­
ed.

“Prov’ded the administration is 
favorable to agriculture, the agri­
cultural college will flourish best in 
affiliation with the university. This 
has been a much discussed question 
in England and I have extended my 
observations in France and Ger­
many. If you are about to establish 
an agricultural college here and do 
not do so in conjunction with the 
Provincial University, you are mak­
ing a mistake which you will be 
wanting to rectify later.

Feature of Alberta Schools.
The fact that the luncheon to the 

scientists was held in the Separate 
School Hall led several of the educa­
tionalists to inquire as to the rela­
tion .that exists between the educa­
tion department of the government 
and the Separate schools. Dr. F. P. 
Gulliver, educationist of Harvard 
University, got into consultation 
with D. S. McKenzie, deputy minis­
ter of education, as tb the method 
of dealing with the Separate school

problem. He was surprised to 
know that all schools in the province 
are under the direct control of the 
department in the matter <of the 
subject taught, examinations and in­
spectors.

Dr. Gulliver stated that the Sepa­
rate school question is becoming quite 
a problem in the New England States 
and that some definite course of ac­
tion will soon have to bè taken. He 
expressed great satisfaction at the 
solution o' the problem in Alberta 
and intimated that he would write 
for further information on his return 
to Harvard.

Among the distinguished Cana­
dians noticed in the party was John 
Macoun, government botanist, con­
nected with the geological depmt- 

.ment at Ottawa. Like Dr. Tyrrell. 
Mr. Macoun has traversed the west­
ern wilds years ago in scientific pur­
suits and his return on Saturday 
through the rapidly developing coun­
try was a revelation to him. In 1873 
he made a trip to the Peace River 
country and was probably the first 
expkirer to write a report on that 
country, of which so much is heard 
nowadays.

DISASTROUS FLOODS IN SPAIN.

Two Million Dollars Damage Done— 
A ^Number of Lives Lost.

Madrid, Sept. 11—Disastrous floods 
have occurred in many .parts of Spain. 
At Bilhoa, the Nervion overflowed 
after a terrific downpour of rain, and 
scores of houses were flooded. In a 
neighboring village the town hall was 
flooded "while the municipal officers 
were in session. They saved their 
lives by the aid of boats. Great dam­
age was caused in Valencia, San Se­
bastian, Santander and Malaga. Near 
Valencia several persons were killed 
by lightning. In Valencia and the 
surrounding districts the losses are 
said to total about $2,000,000.

Toronto, Ont-, Sept. 13.—What pro­
mises to be the most important sales 
of mining property yet made by the; 
province was practically completed 
today, when the time expired for re-; 
eeiving tenders for the purchase -;f 
the provincial mine and twenty other 

.rpining parcels in the Gillies Limit. 
Varjous rumors speculative and other­
wise are current as to the values et. 
the provincial mine. Some stories' 
.place its value towards the half mil­
lion mark, others as a few thousand. 
It is noteworthy however, that among 
the 125 tenders received the sums of­
fered are considerably higher than 
those obtained on previous sales.

While no official list of the tenders 
has yet been made public, it , is un­
derstood that Parcel 26 has been sold 
for $20,000 to Charles Pearce, Mon­
treal. A former tenderer for this 
parcel defaulted on his undertaking 
and forfeited his deposit. Parcel 6 
is knocked down to George Martel, 
Renfrew, for something around $15, 
000. Parcel 5 enriches the govern­
ment by $7,000. It is not considered 
improbable that the entire sale might 
net the government close on to half 
a million.

BURIED UNDER FIFTY 
TONS OF BROKEN ROCK

Miraculous Escape From Death of 
Edward Edwards, Who Fell Into 
Steel Car at Phoenix, B. C-, and 
Was Covered by Crushed Stone— 
He May Recover.

Phoenix, B. C-, Sept. 12.—To fail 
ten feet into a steel car and oe buried 
under fifty tons of crushed rock for 
more than half an hour and to be 
still living is the experience of Ed­
ward Edwards, who lies in the hospi­
tal here to day -with good prospect» 
for recovey.

SHORTAGE OF #ORTY THOUSAND

Representative Stnith Has Been Us­
ing Church Funds foe Speculation.
Meadville, Penn., Sept. 12—With 

the discovery of a deficit of from 
$12,000 to $40,000 in the Methodist 
Centary Endowiiment Fund of \Alle 
gheney College, -fingers of accusation 
are pointed directly at State Repre­
sentative William S. Smith, one of 
the foremost Republican leaders of 
Crawford . county, and former candi­
date for judge. The shortage exists 
largely in securities which, it is 
claimed, Representative Smith has 
failed to turn ewer since retiring 1 -it 
fall as treasurer of the Century En­
dowment Fund.

Charges that the college funds were 
used in helping to finance political 
campaigns are additional features 'if 
the scandal. Representative Smith, 
who is not now in Meadville, has: 
been given until November to square 
matters up. The board took the mat­
ter up at a meeting yesterday which 
will be continued tomorrow.

- Rev. Dr. J. G. Dodds, president of 
the board, has demanded an immedi­
ate sttlement in full threatening pro­
ceedings in case of refusal. Treasurer 
Golvin, one of the substantial busi­
ness men of Crawford county, made 
the following statement today:

“Mr. Smith admits he is responsible 
for the shortage and promises to 
make it good if given time. I be­
lieve he will keep hie word. He s 
now in dspute wth another man over 
the possession of a western gold mine. 
If his claims are substantiated he will 

realize, he says, at least $40,000.”

Marooned on Brink of Falls.
Niagara Falls, Sept. 12.—For 14 

hours, George Felz and Harry Pot­
ter, with two companions, were 
marooned in a small launch on a bar 
out in the river more than a mile 
from the point where the river breaks 
into the turbulent upper rapids. The 
boat went aground about seven 
o’clock last night and it was not un­
til eight o’clock this morning that it 
was released and the party, half dead 
from cold and fright,, taken off. The 
absence of wind was all that saved 
the boat and the four boys front being 
drowned. When John W. Brodick, 
a riverman, pulled the craft off, the 
men were in a state of collapse.

Lord Charles Has Been Fishing.
Toronto, Sept. 12.—Lord Charles 

Beresford returned to Toronto at six 
o'clock Sunday morning from Temi- 
gami, where he had been fishing "after 
accompanying the tour of the mem­
bers of the legislature over the T. &

A couple of days will be 
spent in the city, the party leaving 
Thursday morning.

Neighbors Not Surprised.
AU the neighbors state that it is a 

wonder that the woman has stood the 
old man’s abuse as long as she has, 
and they are all of the opinion that 
she did the shooting While in a fit of 
temporary insanity brought on by 
his constant abuse.

The two families of Scotts live Bide 
by side On the fifth concession of West 
Missouri, the old man living alone. 
The other household consists of Wes­
ley Scott, his wife and one daughter, 
who is about 15 years old.

Sir Joseph Thompson Never Before 
Realized Them Till Trip Through 
West.

Winnipeg, Sept. 13.—The special 
train bearing the British scientists re­
turned this morning from the west 
and all expressed themselves de­
lighted and impressed with what they 
have seen of Western Canada. Pre­
sident Sir Joseph Thompson said: 
’What has impressed me most is

We had a most 
pleasant and successful meeting in 
Winnipeg, not only from the point of 
pleasure, but the meeting was really 
very important scientifically. West­
ern Canada is much bigger and much 
more prosperous in every way than I 
had conceived. I never realized the 
beauty of the prairies.”

He then went on to speak of the 
wonderful sunsets and the spectacle 
of wheat fields.

•Continuing, lie said: “What has 
struck me very much has been the 
enthusiasm everywhere for the Bri­
tish navy. The interest shown in it 
is remarkable. I don’t know that 
one would find so much enthusiasm 
for the British navy in the agricul­
tural-districts of Great Britain as I 
have noticed in Western Canada. My 
personal view is that just now per­
haps the strengthening of the Bri­
tish fleet would make for efficiency, 
but probably the creation of the 
nucleus of a Canadian navy would 
lead to greater possibilities in the 
end.

connection with fruit laflds in the 
Arrow Lakes district* He says that 
iruit raising has received a great 
impetus in the valleys of the lake 
district owing to the splendid cron 
of fruit which has been harvested 
this year. All small fruits have done 
remarkably well and the apple crop 
will also be large. As high as $90 
has been made from single cherry 
trees on several of the farms and -a 
many localities the berry bushes Wi.l 
yield a second crop for the season.

“Nearly all the fruit raised in the 
Nelson district is sold along the 
Crow’s Nest line,” said Mr. Taylor, 
“but some of it goes as far east as 
Winnipeg.
