LABOR CONDITIONS
600D IN DOMINION

All’ Classes of Iabor Well Employed
During June, According to Labor
Gazette Summary,—Twenty-seven
Trade Disputes Took Place.

Ottawa, July 19.—The Labor
Gazette, in its monthly summary of
business and .industrial - conditions,
‘States that during the month of June
prosperous conditions- prevailed in
all branches of Canadian *~ manufac-
‘ture and arrangements _were ~being
made for the establishment of many
new industries in the Dominion.. -The
‘general tone of the lumber industry
was healthy. Unskilled labor was
well employed, railway construction
absorbing a large number of men.
Generally speaking, all classe of
labor are well employed. Except in
a few cases the supply of labor gen-
erally equalled the demand. During
the month there was general activity
in ‘nearly all ‘branches of industry
throughout- Canada.

Industrial accidents oeccurred @ to
192 wbstking people. Of these 82
were fatal and 110 resulted in seri-
ous injuries. In addition, eleven
fatal ccidents weré reportéd as hav-
ing taken place prior to June 1st.
The number of trade disputes was
twenty-seven, an increase of nine,
compared with June, 1910. About
208 firms and 15,010 people were in-
volved. The loss of timg to em-
ployees during the month . was ap-
proximately 355,435 working days, as
compared with 299,400 days in May
and 75,500. in June, 1910.

COWDREY WANTS TO SELL,

British Financier’s Oil Concessions not
Worth Much in Mexico,

New York, July 19—Proof that
Standard Oil backed the Madero pris-
ing in Mexico is seen by’ Wall street
politicians here today in the visit of
Lorg Cowdrey; the Bnritish’ -financier,
whose syndicate holds immense o0il
deposits - in - Mexico, -obtained through
concessions: from President Diaz, de-
spite the fact that the Standard Oil
company was ‘a bidder for the same
properties.

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GERMANY MUST
BEWARE HE SAYS

David Lloyd-George in Un-
usual Role of Sword
Rattler.

London, July 21.—David . Lloyd-
George, the chancellor of the ex-'
chequer, filled the unusual role of
sword rattler in a  speech at the
Mansion House last night, giving the
impression that he intended to swarn
Germany to go slowly in the Morocco
crisis. It was the. Lord Mayor's
annual banquet to the London bank-
ers and merchantS @t which : the
speech ' was made, After
arbitration and giving special ap-
proval to the Anglo-American treaty,!
Mr. George said: i

“But I am bound to say that it is
essential to the highest interests, not .
merely¥ of ourselves, but of the world,|
that Great Britain at all hazards
maintain her place and prestige
among the powers of Europe. Her;
potent influence has been felt at!
many times in the past, and may yet'
in the future prove invaluable in the;
cause of human liberty. It has more
than once redeemed continental. na-'
tions who are now apt to forget the'
services that wrenched them from
overwhelming disaster, and even na-
tional extinction. I would make
sacrifices to. preserve peace. I can!
conceive of nothing to justify g dis-
turbance of international goodwill ex-
cept. questions of the gravest national
moment, but if the situation were
forced upon us wherein peace could
only be preserved by the surrender of |
the great and beneficent position ‘of
Great Britain, got by heroism and
achievement, by allowing Britain to
be treated where her interests Wwere
vitally affected ag if she were of no
account in the cabinet of nations, then
I-say emphatically that peace at that
price would be humiliation intolerable
for a great country like ours.” |

European situation created by the
German demands, which are ‘“noth-
ing less than a claim for absolute
European predominance.”

LLOYD-GEORGE ON |
FOREIGN POLICY

Chancellor’s Addfess Inter-
preted to Refer to Mor-
occan Situation

London, July 21—Addressing a
banquet given by the bankers of Lon-
don tonight, David A Lloyd George,
chancellor. of the exchequer, referred!
to Great Britain’s continually growing
prosperity which he said, eould only
be arrested by a disturbance of the
world’s peace Therefore, he was
ready to make great ® sacrifices to
preserve peace and would rejoice at
the success of the arbitration negotia-
tions with the United States buwt. he
added, it was essential that Great
Britain -at all hazards should main-
tain her place and prestige among the
great powers.

If a situation were forced upon
Great Britain, where peace could
only be preserved by the surrender of
the position it had won by cenluries
of heroism and achievements by - al-
lowing herself to be treated where
vital interests were concerned as
though she were of no account in the
cabinet of nations, then he said em-
phatically, peace at that price would
be a humiliation intolerable for a
great country like England to endure.;

““National honor,” said the chancel-
ler, “is no party question. The secur-
ity of our international trade is not
a - party question. The peace of the
world is more likely to be secured if
what the
conditions of peace must be.”

LIGHT PHOTOGRAPHY

Joseph Byron, of New York, First to
Use This Process, is in City
Visiting His Sovu—IFKirsg Pioture
Was of King Edward’s Welding
Celebration, g

(¥rom Thursday’s Daily.)

A good many vears ago,. in old
Nottingham, England, g3 successful
portrait painter livea wnose practical
mind saw great possibilties in the
fir¢t steps of photography. The old
prozess of daguerrotype seemed to
him worthy of practising 3s an aid in
catching quickly . and" )permanently
ihe expression of the sitter. So im-
pressed was he with the new art and
the possibilities he - percelved in it
that he had his two son_;s_/take it up
and make photography  their life
work.

The grandson of this old painter
with farseeing mind is in Edmonton
now in the person of Joseph Byron,
ol New York, visiting his son,  Percy
C. Byron, of the Byron-May “Engrav-
ing Company, at his home at Twenty-
Iifth street and . Peace avenue.
Heredity has counted very clearly in
this family of four generations in-
terested in photography as an _art,
rather than a mechanical process,
and it does not seem remarkable
that the grandson of the Nottingham
portrait painter should have in ‘his
enthusiastic research of photo-
graphy’s possibilities discovered the
process of flash-light photography.

Discovers Flash-Light Process.

To all readers. of New: York maga-
zines and papers, the name ‘‘Byron,
New York,” became long ago fami-
Har, - marking interesting photo-
graphs and_ more particularly those
of the theatrical world. The op-
portunity to talk with this- man, who
had made of himself such a forward
step in the sphere of photography,
was sought by the Bulletin, and yes-
terday Mr. Byron was found in his
son’s studio. When pressed fo tell
of his own invention, ‘“Thére is little
to tell of it,” he said, ‘“but as you
like.”

“It was on the wedding night of
King Edward, on March 10th, 1863,
at my old home in Nottingham, there
were Royal rejoicings and . among
other things crowds of people gath-
ered on an open square to see a
bullock roasted “vhole, after a very
old fashion. I wanted to preserve
the scene, for it was a strikingly
picturesque one. 5

“I threw a Diece of magnesium
ribbon into the fire that was roasting
the bullock, and in the sudden flash
that it made took my first flash-light
picture, and I believe the first ever
taken. It was g crude method, as
most beginnings are, and the picture
was nothing but a silhoutte. It was
a first step and I Kept at work de-
veloping the process until I had it
entirely satisfactor,.

“When I moved to New York,
twenty-three years ago, I introduced
the liash-lighg process there, but it
was a long drag to make people take
it up.

“How did you do this?”

“Well, first I took flash-light pic-
tures of the stage, and got several
papers to buy them as a novelty.
Theatrical people would have noth-

when this feature became successful,
the newspapers objected to paying for
what was a splendid advertisement:
for the piays. ¥or a’time then the!
pictures dropped out of print alto-!
gether until the ' theatrical people
awakened to. their value, and they
personally gave me the commission
to take the pictures.

Become General in New York,

“Now it is so ‘general that a com-
pany would not think of producing
a big play without having flash-lights
taken. of the  different scenes. 1t
serves for reproduction as well as a
guide to the staging of the play when
produced elsewhere. It does away
with the old stage diagrams.”

I'or twelve years Mr. Byron _en-
joyed a monopoly of flagh-light
photography until éther companies
took it up.

Mr. Byron  visited Edmonton four
years ago.  Much of his time since
then he hag spent in travelling on
the European contiuent. He has
just returned to’'America from a six
months’ tour of the old eountry. He
will -be in  Edmonton for several!
weeks. g

EDUCATIONAL MATTERS

. Deputy Minister of Kducation Mec-
Kenzie Returns After Investigating
Mmetnods 1n Kelagtion to 1eaching
of Technical Subjects.

(From Thursday’s Daily:)
D. S. MacKen=zie, deputy minister
of education, returned to Edmonton

yesterday from Eastern Canada,
where he has spent the last six
weeks im‘esti:_;ating educational mie-
thods in the older provinces of the
Dominion. The © trip was takemw
particularly with a view to acquiring
information with regard to the teach-
ing of technical subjects, such as
manual training and agriculture in
public:schools, phases of modern
education which are to 'be given
greater encouragement in Alberta by
the provinecial government.

During his trip, Mr. -MackKenzie
visited the chief educational centres
in Ohtario, Quebec, Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick - and Prince Edward Is-]
land, coming into touch with practi-
cally all the leaders in education in
Eastern Canada.

In answer to a question.as to what
most impressed him tn his study of
educational comnditions in the East,
Mr. MacKenzie said to the Bulletin:

“The general attitude of the peo-
ple of Eeastern Canada towards their,
public schools .struck me as very
different from .that of thc people of
Alberta. Public interest in - educa-
tional }.uwsti(ns and in schools seems
to be lethargic there as.  compared
"with the live interest taken in such
things by the people of this province.
In Alberta, the people demand the
best where the education of their
children is concerned, and are ready
to pay for it without stint. In no
province in the Rast did I find school
buildings to. compare on the whole
with thosc erected by the towns and
cities of Alberta.”
