Therefore in honoring the King w.
are venerating the Divine Providenc:
which has confided to him the care o
the publie welfare, and which use
him as an instrument.

But beside these broad principle:
of morality 'and economy there ' ar
other and more particular reason:

Edward VII.

He was a good, just King. He wa.
a man of rare prudence, of singula
evenness of mind and temperamen
Among the Nations of the world he ex
ercised a great and powerful influence
and that influence he exercised al
ways in the interests of peace an«
harmony; and so marked was th
effect of his diplomatic action tha
he acquired the - well-merited an«
enviable title of “The Peacemaker.”
title far more glorious than that of th«
“Conqueror” “the Great,” “The Strong
and Mighty” and so forth: with whici
so many Rulers have loved to ador:
their names.

We, as Catholics, have every reasoi
to revere his memory. It is thorough
1y well known that when ‘at the com
mencement of his reign he was force«
by the exigencies of his position t
make on oath that vile and unchrisi
jan declaration which isanheirloom o.
the savage times of persecution, anc
religious bigotry, that he’ publicly ex-
pressed his abhorrence of - the Act
which he was forced to perform, ana
that all through his too short reign
he endeavoured to atone for it by
showing every kindness and friendli-
ness towards his Catholic subjects.
One act of his which stands out in
bold relief, and in sharp contrast witt
the conduct of certainotherpublicmen,
was his great respect and personal es-
teem and friendship for the Head of
Our Chureh, Our Holy Father the
Pope. He did not for a moment pre-
tend to dictate to the Pope on what
conditicns he would consent to honor
His Holiness with his presence. Hc¢
did not question the etiguette of the
Vatican Palace or refuse to comply
with the rules of the Pope’s Court;
on the contrary he forestalled the
slightest wish of the Holy Fathgr and
took extreme pains to avoid in the
smallest way hurting the feelings of
the aged Pontiff whom he‘felt it an
honor and a privilege to visit. In this
course he acted not only as a King
but as a Christian and a gentleman.

Body Will Lie in State

at Westminster Hall---

Funeral on the 20th---The Royal Mausoleum
- —King George’s First Official Speech.

Special to Evening Telegram. .
LONDON, May 8.

The tomb of Edward the Seventh
will be beneath the Memorial Chapel
at Windsor where the body of his eld-
est son, the Duke of Clarence, has a
sepulchre. The funeral will probably
be held on May 20th. Before the fu-
neral it has practically been decided
. the body of the King will lie in state
in ‘Westminster Hall, under the House
of ' Parliament, which was last the
seene of a similar ceremony when for
. two days and nights a constant stream
of citizens filed past the coffin of the
great Commoner Gladstone. Before
being taken to Westminster the body
will lie in state in the Throne Roo:mn
at Buckingham Palace.. The King's
casket - will be fashjoned out of oak
grown in the Royal forest at ‘Windsor.
t will first be lowered to the vault
beneath the Chapel floor of St. James’
Chapel, Windsor Castle. Afterward
when the permanent tomb has been
prepared it will be 'removed to Albert
Chapel. Queen ‘Alexandra and King
George conferred with varlous Offi-
cials_of'the State and the household
concerning the funeral arrapgements
to-day, after holding sgervice in ' the
Royal Chapel at Buckihgham, ‘which

the King always attended when in re-*

sidence there. The date of the burial
was fixed for May 20th, although it
may:be May 18th. The members cf
thé Royal family would prefer there
should be po lying in state, but it was
represénted to them that the wishes

His Excel-
lency then read the Proclamation
amidst breathless silence and his
words were heard by everybody in the
crowd. At the conclusion the Gover-
nor made a sign to the leader of the
hand to strike up God Save the King,
wherenpon he asked the people to
join in, and the National Anthem was
sung with a heartiness and vigor and
intensity the like of which we have
never witnessed before in the ope
air. The personal magnetism of the
Governor and the impressiveness of
the occasion - electrified - the whole
gathering, and when His Excellenc’
called for three cheers for His Gra-

'jous. Majesty, the newly proclaimed
Xing George V., the hearty response
that was given might be heard down
it the waterfront of the city. Mean-
