Whgg 
the captain looked aft he saw anoth­
er towering mountain of water ad­
vancing on the craft, believed that it 
would sweep the rest of the crew, who 
were forward, off the deck, and that 
his only chance for life would be lo 
jump into the main rigging and hold 
on, if possible^ until the sea would 
hâve gone over the hull of the craft. 
He instantly put his idea into excep­
tion and climbed quickly up the rig­
ging. Those in the fore part of the 
ship launched the dory quickft- and 
jumped into her. but the big sea al­
luded to hitting the schooner threw 
her down on the dory and buried her 
with her living freight, not a sou! of 
whom were seen afterwards fiv 
Singleton, all having been instant?'/ 
drowned. This same sea threw th ; 
schooner off the rock on which she 
hung, and had damaged the hull s:i 
badly that the vessel began to settle 
gradually. Sinking inch by inch, she 
was wafted on by the wind for near­
ly half a mile, and as she settled, 
Singléton climbed up higher and 
higher in the rigging, expecting, âs 
sea after sea broke over the shoai 
groqnd, that he wopld be swept irfi i 
eternity. Suddenly She lurched over, 
the hull went completely below tt-o 
waves, and he was torn away from 
the mast, to which he Clung, and 
thought his last hour had come. At 
he struggled in the water he sudden!v 
struck some object which he grasped, 

yand proving it to be an anchor buoy 
'he held on to it. It was connected by 
a rope to the hull, and as the vessel 
settled deeper and deeper and the 
rope became taut, he had to let go 
the buoy but providentially found a 
dory oar floating near him, and cling­
ing to this frail support he held until 
washed in on the rocks on the crest 
of a high sea, which threw him o:i 
far in that he was placed out of dan­
ger of being washed out again by the 
rebound of subsequent waves.

Death of Rev
Dean Born

At 2.30 this morning the death oc­
curred at his residence the Deanery, 
Kilbride, of Very Rev. Dean Wm. 
Born of St. Patrick’s, Riverhead. The 
deceased priest who had attained his 
G6th year had been ill for over two 
years, and about 12 months ago went 
to Montreal where he underwent an 
operation at the hands of a specialist, 
the well .known Dr. Garrow. The 
disease from which the Dean suf­
fered, however, -did not show any 
sign of improvement as a result of 
the treatment afforded, and for the 
past 10 months the venerable clergy­
man has suffered much and was con­
fined to his room for over two months 
past. Dean Born was ordained to 
the priesthood by the late Rt. Rev. 
Dr. Mullock, 43 years ago on August 
last, after pursuing his theological 
studies at St. Bonaventure’s College 
under Rt. Rev. Dr. Qarfagninl. His 
first mission was St. Lawrence where 
he silent several years, to be after­
wards appointed Parish Priest of 
Burin, later receiving a similiar ap­
pointment at Trepassey where he 

'spent 20 years and endeared himself 
to the people of the place. About 
two years ago he was appointed Dean 
of St. Patrick’s, Riverhead St. John's, 
and was esteemed and venerated bv 
the people of the parish. Dean Born 
was a classmate of His Grace Arch­
bishop Howley While studying at St. 
Bonaventure’s, and was a contem­
porary of Revs. Fathers Kinsella, 
Doyle and other well known and rev­
ered Catholic priests who predeceased 
him by many Years. Three sisters 
survive the deceased priest viz:—Mrs. 
Gosse of Water Street, Mrs. English, 
widow of the late Joseph English, 
printer, and Mrs. Margaret Roil of 
the Colonial building. Father Born 
was a zealous, pains-taking and de­
voted priest and bis many friends all 
over the Island will learn of his de­
mise with the keenest sorrow.

Cable News.
Special Evening Telegram.

LONDON, Dec. 9.
Over twoe-thirds, or pver 490 mem­

bers, of the new House of Commons 
have been elected, and the political 
parties stand as they were at the dis­
solution of Parliament. The Union­
ists, who last week expected to gain 
at least 20 seats, thus far have gained 
but three. The standing of the par-' 
ties to-night is: Government coali­
tion, Liberals, 163; Nationalists, 53, 
Laborites, 29; Independent National­
ists, 6. Total, 251. Opposition Un­
ionists, 209. Liberals gained 14; Un­
ionists, 21; Labor, 4. Outside of the 
defeat of Timothy Healy, National­
ist, in his old constituency, Louth, 
which is attributed to Cardinal 
Logue’s prohibiting the priests to 
vote. The elections to-day did not 
provide any' surprise, unless it- wa.x 
in the failure, of the Liberals to re­
capture Denbigh. The result of this 
Welsh borough is characteristic of 
the whole election. W. Ormsby Gore 
won the state last January by 8 votes, 
and to-day increased his majority by 
one vote, although the polling on both 
sides fell off.

Mr. Frewen has offered his seat for 
Cork to Mr. Healy, but Healy has de­
clined as he intends to try to upset 
the election at Louth of Richard Haz 
elton, Natidnalist, alleging illegal 
practices on the part of his oppon­
ents. Two members of the Cabinet, 
Premier Asquith and Reginald Mc­
Kenna, First Lord of the Admiralty, 
were involved in to-day's contest, but 
the outcome in Mr. v^Qutth’s consti­
tuency will not be known until to­
morrow. Mr. McKenna secured a re- 
let tien at Monmouthshire North, 

fhe Liberal majorities in Lancashire 
ontinued to fall to-day without, how 

ever, any increase in the Unionist 
vote. The most optimistic of the Un­
ionists has no hope of making seri­
ous inrdt ads in the Government's ma­
jority. Their leaders persist, how­
ever, that the election was unneces­
sary, that the result probably amounts 
to a vote of lack of confidence, and 
that with the Nationalists and Lab­
orites exacting the fullest price for 
their support it was but impossible 
for the Cabinet to remain in power. 
The Unionists' successes In Lanca­
shire caused great satisfaction to tie 
Unionists to-day. They bemoan, hov 
ever, lack of Unionist gains in Lon­
don.

The Saturday Review says: Lou­
don City (?) was carried by corruu- 
tton. Such charges seldom are made 
concerning British elections. Walrs 
to-day named its last candidates, and 
Ireland will follow' suit to-morrow, 
leaving but two Scotland districts, 
Wick and Orkney, Scotland, to choose 
members. The polling to-morrow 
will be brief. Only 13 constituencies 
are to be called on to choose mem­
bers. and in only half of these will 
the result be known to-morrow nigl.i. 
Riotous scenes are taking place in 
many of the Irish towns, and as the 
result of a riot at Thurles to-night. 
Jno. Dillon was unable to leave- 
town and had to remain:hidden, as a 
crowd waited in the road leading to 
the railway station to waylay him. 
The trouble began at a meeting ad­
dressed by Mr. Dillon, which the O - 
Brienites tried to break up. The po­
lice had to make several charges 'o 
quell the fighting. i
