BILLIARDS.
The Half-Ball Stroke.

There ave six natural half-ball los-
ing hazards which require merely in-
formation as to. where to place the
balls to ensure your making them,
and they are excellent practice for
this braneh of the game. Put the red
iball on the prramid spot and your
‘own ball on cither of the end spots of
the D. If you: ball Is on the left hand
spot play for the right hand top
pocket; if on the right play for the
left hand pocket. These are the first
two strokes which you' should prac-
tice diligently. .

Place the red ball on the billiard
spot and your own ball in the jaws of
| eéither top pocket and play for the op-
posite pocket. These strokes occur:
very frequently in the course of a
game and should never be missed by
.even slightly experienced players.
| Yet how often do we see breaks being
jthrown away by failure at these
| strokes. Principally the reason quite
{good players miss is that the bridge
and the position of the body for these
strokes are not conducive to ease of
play. The bridge is inclined to beat an
awkward angle and the body of the
corner of the table is not planted- firm-
1y behind the stroke. As these strokes
“invariably leave splendid position,
when made correctly, too much atten-
stion cannot be paid to the lessons on
“Bridge” and “Stance” applying them

New Appointments

In yesterday’s Telegram the |
announcement was made of theE
appointment of the Hon. W. S.|
Monroe and Mr. James S. Ayre |
to fill the vacancies on the Board
of Works caused by the resigna-
tion of Hon. A. B. Morine and
Mr. Harold Mitchell. On Wed-
nesday we announced Mr, F. E.
Rendell’s appointment to the
Court of Revision of the Ap-
praisement of Property.

Messrs. Ayre and Rendell are
new to public service, but they
are both prominently identified
with the business life of the
community, they take an active
part in affairs ‘which affect lts
general welfare, and in all re- |
spects represent the type of citi-
zen needed by the Colony in offi-
ces of responsibility. It is .a
coincidence that in "each case
these gentlemen assume offices
previously filled by their fathers.
The late George Rendell sat for
a number of years with the
Court of Appraisement where
his judgement always command-
ed respect, and Mr. Fred W. Ayre
formerly gave excellent servicz
as - a member of the 'Board of
Works. May it not be taken as an
indication of a revival of inter-
est in public affairs to find men
of this type showing a desire to
place their services at the dis-
posal of -the country?

The action of the Prime Min-
ister in adding to the burden of
his labours by becoming a rhem-
ber of the Board of Works is one
which will be generally ap-
preciated. During the eighteen
months that have passed since
he assumed direction of affairs
Mr. Monroe has applied the
whole of his time and ability to
the multitudinous responsibili-
ties which rest on the shoulders
of the head of the Government.
Unfamiliar at the time with af-
fairs of state, he has quickly ac-4
quired a grasp of the duties of
his office, and'the effect of his
business. knowledge shows itself
in many of the improvements
made_in _the various depart-
ments. The Prime Minister is
now in a position to make his
influence and personality - the
chief factors in directing and
controlling affaifs, and the coun-
try is certain to benefit thereby.

On two occasions recently we
have referred to the important
function of ;the” Public Works
Department, and to the valuable
assistance that“the Board can
render in an advisory capacity.’
In_ stressing that point, we
would again suggest to the Gov-
ernment the desirability of ap-
pointing a Purchasing Agent.
Sueh an office would not  only
make for economy, but would
add to the efficiency of the whole
service by céntralizing the work
at present undertaken by yarxous
departments+ 2nd by making:
available to - pnbhc scrutiny
every transaction undestaken.

America’n Claims Case

- —

ADDREQS BY MR. C. E. HUNT AT
BOARD OF TRADE.

At a meeting which took place at
noon to-day in the Board of Trade,
Mr. Charles E. Hunt delivered a most
interesting address on the subject of
the American claimz which were re-
cently decided at Washington in New-
foundland’s favor. At the close, Hon.
J. A. Robinson proposed a vote of
thanks for the lucid and uninvolved
account of how the difficulty arose
and how the matter was settled. Mr.
L. C. Outerbridge seconded the vote of
thanks which was carried by acclama-
tion.

Mr. Hunt in his address outlined the
terms of the treaty between Great
Britain and the United States of 1818
whereby the inhabitants of the United
States were granted the liberty to
take fish on the treaty .coast
and other rights on other parts
of the coast of Newfoundland.
He next deaith with thie questions that
arosc as to the comstruction of tue
treaty which Jed to the hearing before
the-Hagde Tribunal in 1910. Seven;
questions had been:submitted to that’
tribunal and he outlined the decisions
made on each guestion. He next
dealt with the comduct of herring
fishery in Fortune Bay and later im
Placentia Bay and finally in Bay of
Islands and Bonne Bay ‘where the fish-
ery-has been carried on since 1897.

He described the methods adopted
by American vessels coming to these
‘varts for heérring jeargoes and deait
with the points raised by each country
as to whether these véssels came there
for the purpose of taking herring un-
der the treaty of 1818 or to purchase
herring. He quoted from the evidence
given in affidavits which were submit-
ted to the recent tribunal at Washing-

Sclentists Scout Idea of Former.
Existence of Body of Land.

HONOLULU, Nov. 24—“Lemuria,” .

Schaffer is backed up in his opinions
also by the scientists at the Bernice
P. Bishop Museum of Honolulu.

Though no land areas of continent-
al size ever existed in the Pacific,
Dr. Schaffer stated, there are regions
or -movable zones where emergence
and submergence are constantly in
progress.

“Such a line,” he said, “goes all
around the Pacific and connects the
Antarctic continent with the conti-
nents of the southern hemisphere. It
is easy, too, to see that the northern
continents may more than once have
been connected by way of the Bering
strait and by the rising of -the rela-
tively shallow sea bottom between
Greenland and Earope.”

Dr. Herbert E. Gregory, director of
the Bishop Museum, disagrees with
the theory advanced by Dr. J. Mac-
millan brown, chancellor of the Uni-
versity of New Zealand, who claims
that the Pacific islands are the rem-
nants of a once great empire that
collapsed into the_ocean in a series of
cataclysms.

“Geological evidence,” said Dr. Gre-
gory, “gives no proof that there ever
was a large area of land in the cen-
tral Pacific. No rock has been found
which could be comsidered part of an
old continent. The only way that
geologists will ever be able to make
a real test of these theories will be
by an extensive system of borings
which must extend through the coral
and the comparatively new levels of
the islands, and also by a carefully
planned .sounding of the Pacific
Ocean.”

“The lost continent theory - cannot
be substantiated by betanical dis-
coveries,” said -Dr. Forest B. H.
Brown, botanist of the Bishop Mu-
seum. “Ir the Hawaiian Islands, for
instance, over 80 per cent. of the
plants with net-veined leaves occur
nowhere else in the world. Had Ha-
waii been a part of a continent of
which the other Pacific islands were
also parts, one would expect more
plants in common to all.”
