Seventy of these were sold for 
beef at good prices. Buyers from Guelph 
ana Toronto were present. Bosworth pre­
sents many advantages for the holding of a 
fair, having good accommodation, being sur­
rounded by a fertile tract of country, and ac­
cessible by good roads.—Com.

Erin Fair.—The fair at Erin, held Cct. 5, 
was one of the most succeslul which that 
village ha3 witnessed. There was over 300 
head of cattle on the ground. Business was 
lively, prices vei j good, and the attendance 
of people was large. The following sales will 
give an idea of the rates at which cattle sold, 
Jr. A; ch McMillan sold 4 head for $152 50, 
I). Leitch a cow for 40 CO, and 2 steers for 
48 00; P. McGill, 5 head for ’60 00 : Jas. 
Long, 2 steers for 60 CO ; and John White, 2 
rows for 53 00.

Plslincii Show.—The Directors of 
thePuslincli Agricultural Society request 
vs to state for the information and satis­
faction of people in the township, that 
the 10 cents admission charged at the 
gate on the day of the show goes to the 
funds of the Society, and not to those off 
the township. The society has leased 
the grounds from the Council for 21 
years, and fenced it at their own expense. 
The money paid at the gate goes to de­
fray that and other expenses connected 
with the society. The amount taken at 
the gate on the day of the Show was 
$57.

Evening Classes.—At a meeting of the 
Directors of the Mechanics’ Institute held 
on Tuesday evening the sum of $100 
was appropriated in accordance with the 
Act in that behalf for the establishment 
of evening classes and of works on tech­
nical terms, the following gentlemen as 

committee to carry said project into 
effect: Messrs. McKenzie, Cuthbert, Hart, 
Fraser, Dunn, McCrae and Allan.

FIRST DAY’S PROCEEDINGS.
GRAIN, poor A. AND VEGETABLES.

The show of j|*ain is very fair con­
sidering the extreme heat and drouth of 
the season. There were nine èntries of 
fall wheat, 3 of Fife spring, and 3 of 
other spring wheat. Mr Duncan Mc- 
Farlane, who took the first prize at Pue- 
ltnch, was awarded the same prize for a 
very fine sample of fall wheat. Mr A 
McMillan of Erin took the first prize for 
an excellent sample of Fife spring wheat, 
and Mr P. Armstrong got the first for an 
equally good sample in the other class of 
spring wheat. Barley was fair, though 
nothing extra. Some of the best marrow­
fat peas were shown we ever saw. Oats 
were good for the season. In smaller 

there was a very fair show. Pota­
toes were well represented, there being 6 
entries of pink eyes, 6 of white, and 12 of 
any other kind. Some fine potatoes were 
shown by Messrs. John Tuck, John West 
and J S Armstrong. Turnips were very 
good, and better thaa one woeM expect 
to see after such a season. There were 
25 lots of swedes, and 9 of other kinds. 
There was a very good display of carrots, 
and most of the samples were well grown. 
Other vegetables were fairly represented, 
though not in large numbers, cabbages 
for instance being few and not of.extra 
size. Onions were a fine show, Messrs. K. 
McKenzie, J. Parkinson, J. Anderson, and 
George Elliott exhibiting fine lots. The 
apples were quite a show in themselves, 
and stretched nearly the whole length of 
table. There were 28 entries of winter ap­
ples for table, 31 of winter for cooking, 
15 fall for table, 20 fall for cooking, and 
8 collections of apples. The collections 
were very fine especially those shown by 
Messrs. J. S. Armstrong and L. Harlapd. 
So also were some beauties shown by 
Messrs. Wm. Tolton, Harland, and J 
Parkinson. There were only some three 
or four samples of pears. Plums were 
better represented, Messrs. Allan, Elliott 
and Bolton showing fine lots. There 
were four entries in flour, Mr Farrish of 
Rockwood being awarded the first prize, 
and the first for his oatmeal.

DAIRY PRODUCE, AC.
The display of butter was as usual one 

of the great attractions of the show, and 
claimed a large share of attention during 
the afternoon. There were 19 entries of 
tub butter, and 34 of fresh. It was no 
easy task for the judges to come to a de­
cision, but after a careful examination 
they awarded the first in salt butter to 
Mr Wm. Phin, and the second to Mr T. 
Waters. In the fresh butter these gen­
tlemen reversed their positions. Some 
nice cheese was shown by Mr J-. W. Arm­
strong and Mr John Johnson. Mr Har­
land exhibited a lot of excellent factory 
cheese. There were 15 samples ot bread, 
that shown by Mr. Phin being awarded- 
the first prize, and the second to Mr Tol­
ton. Some excellent loaves were ruled 
out by the judges, because they were far 
short of being four pounds in weight. 
Competitors in future should not forget 
to make their loavds that weight.

LADIES’ WORK.
We have seen a larger show of ladies’ 

work, but as regards quality the articles 
will compare favourably with any hereto­
fore exhibited. In worsted work there 
were some beautiful samples, chief among 
which was one exhibited by Mrs G. 13. 
Fraser, representing two ducks. The 
nicety in grouping the colours, the ac-

ines are rapidly growing in favour, and 
are among the best made. Jacob Cober 
showed his handy knitting machine, 
which is fast becoming a household ne­
cessity. A superior improved agricul­
tural furriace and some handsome heating 
stoves were shown by Messrs. Mills b 
Melvin. Two beautifully painted signs 
were exhibited by Gouck & Sturdy ; they 
were the only exhibitors in this class. Two 

of well executed photographs were 
shown by W. S. Denroche A piece of 
rustic cone work deserves great pràise for 
the taste and care expended in putting it 
together.

After the judges had got through with 
their work, the Hall was opened to the 
public. Quite a large number visited the 
Exhibition during the afternoon. It was 
again opened at night when the towns­
people turned out well. The Battalion 
Band, under the leadership of Mr. Vale, 
was présent, and played a number of fa­
vorite airs in a very excellent manner.

SPANISH AFFAIRS.

We recur to this subject chiefly for 
the purpose of presenting to our read­
ers in concise form the principal events 
which have occurred in Spain during 
the past week. And the most impor­
tant circumstance to be noticed is the 
flight of the Queen from San Sebastian 
where she had remained from her in­
terview with the Emperor Napoleon « 
to Bayonne on the frontiers of Frajnce. 
Thus the last of the Bourbons, as she 
is called, has been hurled from the 
throne she disgraced, and has become 
an exile like many others of her race. 
For nearly three centuries has the 
house of Bourbon given rulers to 
Fiance, to Spain, or to some of the 
provinces of Italy, and during a cer­
tain period Bourbons reigned in all 
three countries at the same time, now 
all are fugitives and outcasts, brought 
to nought chiefly by the license they 
allowed to their own low passions- 
Charles X was chased from France in 
1830, and with him ended the race of 
Bourbon rulers in that country. The 
years 1859 and 1860 witnessed the ex­
pulsion of those members of this not­
ed family winch then held sovereignty 
in the two Sicilies, and in Parmaand 
Piacenza, and in the course ol one 
short, but vigorous and determined 
revolution, the dynasty has been over­
turned in Spain, where, with the ex­
ception of one brief interruption in 
the time of the first Napoleon who 
placed his brother Joseph on the 
throne, it has swayed the sceptre since 
the beginning of the eighteenth cen­
tury. Added to the iniquity of their pri 
Vate deviations from virtue the Bour­
bons have always had a strong inclina­
tion to stretch their power towards 
fierce despotism, and though nations 
may suffer long it very frequently oc­
curs that the people come to under­
stand, or at least to believe for a time, 
that they are sovereign. Thus when 
Isabella’s calamity came she found but 
lew friends, and,

St. Louis, Oct. 7th.—There was a 
slight fall of snow at St. Joseph to-day.

New York, Oct. 8th,—The Her­
ald's Washington Telegraph despatch 
says Gen. Sherman has written the 
authorities for more troops to aid in 

" > subduing the Indian warriors. He 
is said to complain bitterly of the 
tedious delays in sending reinforce­
ments, and to state that unless he is 
promptly furnished with all the troops 
he desires nothing can prevent a wide 
spread and disastrous series of conflicts 
with the discontented tribes. The 
Times' despatch says General Sherman, 
and General Sheridan in their des­
patches from the frontier, are both of 
the opinion that there will be a serious 
war with the Indians from this time 
until winter sets in. The latest intel­
ligence shows that the Arrapahos, 
Cheyennes, Kiowas, and Comanches 
have already cut loose and ready for 
robbery and murder. The Kiowas and 
Comanches have already swept across 
the country from Fort Searah to Fort 
Dodge. The total force of these 
tribes is about 4,500 warriors For­
tunately we have a larger force to meet 
them than last year, though still not 
large enough to punish them as they 
deserve. Gen. Sheridan will take the 
field in person and lively work may 
be expected in that quarter soon.

Mount Forest Correspondence.
(From our own corespondent.)

There is not much of public interest 
transpiring in this locality at present. 
Thu railway excitement is still simmer­
ing throughout the townships, opinions 
thereon are various, and the only thing 
"that can be said on the question is that a 
general want of confidence is freely ex­
pressed in both schemes. , Farming oper­
ations are pushed with vigor. Consider­
able fall wheat is sown, and the appear­
ance of the crop is splendid so far. The 
partial failure of the spring wheat th's 
season on certain soils, and the fair yield 
from the fall wheat has induced many 
farmers to try fall wheat this season, 
who probably never dreamed of giving 
up the time honoured system of plough­
ing up the bard soil in spring with a 
lean yoke of oxen, sprinkling sparingly 
the ground with spring wheat, and 
trusting to chance for an abundant har­
vest. But it is to be hoped that this pri­
mitive style of husbandry will speedily 
be numbered with the things that have 
been, and that the small farmers as a 
class will be more self reliant, push their 
business with vigour and take lessons 
from their more prosperous neighbours 
who date their success from the day that 
they commenced to deal generously and 
reasonably with their farms.
Public improvements generally indicate 

the prosperity of any people or place. 
Mount Forest therefore can claim a fair 
share of progress even in this hard sea­
son. Mr. (i. Beggbas a large grist mill 
in coarse of erection, situate in the north 
end of the village. The machinery will 
be brought up next week, and the work 
will, no doubt, be completed at once. Thu 
congregation of St. Andrew’s Church are 
erecting a splendid manse. The work 
reflects credit on Messrs. Greer & Watson 
the contractors. Some of the stores are 
much improved in their general 
appearance in several instances by slight 
alterations, paint, &c., but still there is 
room for improvement in this matter of 
store fronts. Methinks the man who 
shows good taste in this respect is likely 
to select his stock in trade with like 
taste, as well as economy, and that cus­
tomers will most certainly purchase to 
advantage and profit from the man who 
erects an attractive front on his place of 
business, keeps hie stock in apple pie 
order, and is generally courteous and 
attentive to all, poor and rich.
