McTaggart
tried to obtamn a patent for his design
both in thiscountry and in the United
States, but a variety of difficulties
and obstacles arose, which he could
not surmount, and in 1849 the gates
used, were constructed and put into
the canal locks by Mr. 8. Keefer, the
name of the inventer never appear-
ing in connection with them, and he
getting no credit for the ingenuity
he had displayed. Mr. McTaggart
died in 1868, leaving his widow in
anything but afluent circumstances,
and she is now appealing to the Gov-
ernment for some pecuniary aid in
recognition —of her late husband’s
talents which have been utilized by
other:. .

'The anuual meeting of the Congrega-
tional Missionary Society was held in the
afternoon.

The Home Secretary,the Rev. J. Wood,
read the annual report. The report
dealt with the work of the churches aided
by theé Societies. The self-supporting:
churches were not, therefore, touched
upon. The income of the Socicty for
the last ycar amounicd to $8,092,81.

The Congregational Union of Nova
Scotia were asked toneame four of their
number to act on the General Committee

. of the Society:

A proposal was made to tha Society to
a'd the other Societies in securing the
services of a minister as a general officer
to do the following work: To edit the
Independent magazine, to be Superin-
tendent of Missions, and to be Home
Secretary also. ’

This was adopted, and the salary of
guch officer was fixed at $600 per annum.

Afterwards a meeting of the Indian
Missionary Society was held.

The report spoke encouragingly of the
work., The fundsof the Society aretwo
hundred dollars in advance of luet year.
One or two new buildings are needed for
several bands on the Great Manitoulin.

At the evening meeting of the Union,
Rev. Mr. Fenwick of Kincardine read a
paper on the ** Revival Work of 1874.”

Mr. Robert Mackay, a Scottish Kvange-
list, sent out to work in the Congrega-
tional interest, gave an account of the
revival workin Aberdeen.

The Rev. Charles Duff spoke of the
gracious work of God in Beech Meadows
and Brooklyn, Nova Scotia.

On Friday, among the applications {for
membership in the Union was one from
Rev. Wm. Manchee of Gueélph.

A'meeting of the College Board was
held. The number of students in theology
last year was nine, and this work has
been performed 1 a most ¢reditable
manner.
