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Earthquake Causes Disaster and Death
PICTURESQUE CITY

THE VICTIM
Details Are Meagre, But News Indicates a Serious 

Loss of Property on Island of Jamaica.

The Death List, However,
Will Not Be Very Large

Great Alarm Throughout the Country Concerning 
the Fate of the British Colony.

Kingston, the picturesque capital o fthe island of Jamaica, has been devastated by violent 
earthquake.

Details of the disaster are lacking as direct communication with the stricken city has been cut 
off.. The land lines had been reconstructed to within five miles of Kingston Tuesday evening, 
and from meagre reports received through such channels as were open it has been learned that 
many of the most important buildings have been destroyed, and that there has been serious loss of 
life. So far as the reports indicate, the fatalities number less than ahundred, though many steam­
ers carrying tourists to Jamaica, were en-route to the island when the earthquake occurred, but it 
so happened that according to schedules none of the ships from New York or Boston were in King­
ston Harbor Monday afternoon.

Santiago, Cuba. Jan 15—Reports 
have been received here that Kings­
ton, Jamaica, was visited by a ter­
rible earthquake.

London, Jan. 15—The colonial of­
fice tonight received confirmation of 
the terrible disaster which has over­
taken Kingston, Jamaica in a des­
patch, from Hamar Greenwood, M. 
P., sent from Holland Bay, at the 
east end of Che. island.

The telegram says that Kingston 
has b<$en ruined by am earthquake 
which occurred without warning on 
Monday afternoon at half past 
three. A great number of buildings 
and dwellings were destroyed either 
by the earthquake or by the con­
sequent fire.

The milite:-'/ hosoita.’ was burned 
and forty soldiers are repufteTT to 
have been killed, together with sev­
eral prominent citizens, and many 
other inhabitants of the city. Sir 
James Ferguson is reported to have 
been instantly Killed, but no vother
Englishmen, Canadians or Ameri­
cans are missing.

The city is quiet, but disciplined 
workers are needed.

The governor of the colony, Sir 
Alexander Settenham, assisted by 
Sir Alfred Jonet, is directing the 
affairs.

The steamer Port Kingston will 
leave Thursday with most of the 
members of the party, who went 
out with Sir Alfred Jones, to at. 
tend the agricultural conference.

Up to this hour the foregoing is 
the most complete despatches re 
garding the Kingston disaster that 
has been received here. The absence 
of details is accounted for by the 

‘breakdown in cable communication, 
but the announcement that no Eng­
lishmen, Canadians or Americans 
are missing will greatly reaissu,re> 
the public concerning the fate of 
the usual number of tourists and 
others who are spending the winter 
in Jamaica, or who were attending 
the agricultural conference.

The party on board the Port 
Kingston arrived at Kingston early 
on Friday lastf In addition to the 
members of Sir Alfred Jones’ party 
there were other guests and pas­
sengers on board, which gave her a 
total passenger list of more than a 
hundred persons.

The news of the disaster arrived 
too late tonight to become gener­
ally known to the public, hut it is 
certain to cause widespread con­
sternation, and anxiety and will 
bring to the minds of the British 
public the terrors of an earthquake 
in a way that even the Sen Fran­
cisco catastrophe failed to do.

Committed Suicide

By a vote of eight to four the coun­
cil of the Board of Trade made a more 
positive declaration in favor of a muni­
cipal telephone system than they did 
last week. This time there was no 
hesitation but a straight declaration 
upon a straight proposition and de­
clared after a representative of the 
Bell Telephone company had placed the 
side of the company before the mem­
bers of the board.

Mr. Scott, from the head office in 
Montreal stated the case for the com­
pany. He was accompanied by Mr. 
Horne, deputy district Manager for the 
company. He stated that he had been 
instructed by the general manager of 
the Bell company to stop In Calgary 
and investigate the trouble which it 
was learned existed in Calgary.

He* referred to a previous visit in 
Calgary some months ago when he had 
consulted the president of the Cal­
gary Board of Trade regarding the de­
velopment of their system. The com­
pany had followed pretty much the 
suggestions that had been made and 
the development was considerable. The 
work of development had been begun 
The work of a new building was par­
tially completed. There had been de­
lay in getting the building under way 
partly because of the strike and partly 
for'other reasons, the title to the pro­
perty In question being somewhat In­
volved. An amount of work had been 
done under the streets.

A new swithchboard was being con­
structed which always took some 
months, but was now nearing comple­
tion.

But Mr. Scott stated that the cause 
of the complaint was not in the switch­
board. Though that was not capable, 
-yet it was not the cause of the trou­
ble. With the present switchboard 
the service could be improved 50 per 
cent.

Seat of Trouble
He did not for a moment question 

the fact that the service was not good. 
The fault is entirely due to the staff. 
There was gross incompetency, but 
whether that was due to a feeling 
against the company or not he was 
not prepared to say. - He had already 
decided to place the office in charge 
of a thoroughly competent person who 
was on his way to Calgary. In addi­
tion to that he had sent for three of 
the best operators in the service of the 
company. They would be installed 
for the purpose of teaching the oper­
ators now in the force. He did not 
think that It was necessary to dispose 
of any members of the staff and there 
would be no disposing of the services 
of any of them unless the service was 
wilfully neglected.

"There Is no reason when those 
changes are made why a good service 
should not be given, and a good ser­
vice will be given" said Mr. Scott.

Question of Salaries
Mr. Scott further admitted that until 

two months ago there might have 
been some complaint as-to salaries but 
there was no complaint at the pres­
ent.

At present they started beginners 
at $25 a month, but as soon as they 
were competent, winch was within a 
very short time they got $35. The 
work was not skilled labor and these 
salaries were as good as paid by any 
company in the world. They worked 
eight hours each. If they worked 
over eight hours they received over­
time pay.

Mr,. Horne spoke of the troubles 
which the public did not know, some­
times the news would come to the of­
fice that six girls were away sick.

Mr. Scott said that facts such as 
these made him believe that there was 
an attempt to injure the service.

He stated further that the company 
had a large investment and that the 
company was bound to protect it. He 
asked for the forbearance of the peo­
ple, and said that it was much more to 
the interests of both that they should 
work .together than that they should 
be opposed.

‘c. W. Rowley, president of the Board 
said that It was his opinion that the 
company was desirous of giving good 
service.

Some of the members were of 
the opinion that $35 a month was not 
enough to pay the employees. The 
president thought that a matter» of that 
kind was one for «the company and not 
for the board to consider.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST.

Homestead Regulations.
Any even number section of Domin­

ion Lands in Manitoba or the North- 
West Provinces, exception 8 anti 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person the sole head of a family, 
or male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 160 
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or 
inspection must be made in person by 
the applicant at the office of the locai 
Agent or Sub-agent.

An application tor entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent, by the Sub-agent, the ex­
pense of the applicant, and if the land 
applied for is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application is to have 
priority and the land will be held un­
til the necessary papers to complete 
the transaction are received by mail.

In case of "personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An applicant for inspection must be 
eligible for homestead entry, and only 
one applicant for inspection will be re­
ceived from an individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing and not liable to ‘•can­
cellation, may subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish It In favor of 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister, If eligible, but to no one else, 
in filing declaration of abandenment.

Where an entry Is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to Institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applications fer inspection must in 
what particulars the homesteader is 
in default, and If subsequently the 
statement is found to be ihnorrect in 
material partclulars, the applicant will 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
the land become vacant, or if entry 
has been granted it may be summarily 
cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to per­
form the conditions under one of the 
following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land In 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi­
dence may be satisfied by such person 
residing with the father or mother.

) 3) If the settler has his residence 
upon farming, and owned by him in 
the vicinity of his homestead, the 
requirement may be satisfied by re­
sidence upon such land.

Before making application for patent 
the settler must give six months’ no­
tice in writing to the Commissioner of 
Dominion Lands at Ottawa, of his in­
tention to do so.

Synopsis of Canadian North-West Min­
ing Regulations.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchas­
ed at $10 per acre for soft coal and 
$20 for anthracite. Not more than 
320 acres can be acquired by one in­
dividual or company. Royalty at the 
rate of ten cents per ton of 2,000 
pounds shall be collected on the gross 
output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certificate Is 
granted upon payment In advance of 
$5 per annum for an individual, and 
from $50 to $100 per annum for a com­
pany according to capital.

A free miner, having discovered 
mineral In place, may locate a claim 
1,500x1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim Is $5i
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 
per acre.

The patent provides for the payment 
of a royalty of 2% per cent on the 
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally 
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re­
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of the 
Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental, $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 214 per cent, collected on the output 
after It exceeds $10,000.

At the intersection of King and 
Queen streets a plaza or parade 
ground was reserved, forming 
square of ten acres in the centre of 
Kingston.

No Danger of any Trouble in 
New York Says a professor

Christiania, Jan. 15—Herbert D. 
Pierce, the American minister to 
Norway, and ex-Third Asst. Secre­
tary of State, in an interview to­
day with the cyrrespondent of the 
Associated Press relative to the 
charbes made before the house com­
mittee on ways and means at Wash­
ington yesterday by Prof. H. W. 
j^iiiott, ot Cleveland, —uo, m con-
nertion with a hearing on a reso­
lution for the further protection of 
fu!r seals on the high seas, made a 
statement substantially as follows.

“The charge is simply a rehash 
of the old malicious attack which 
was freely ventilated and satisfac­
torily .explained to Secretary Root’s 
letter to the President, January 28, 
1906.”’
. Mr. Pierce added that he necessar­
ily acted as! counsel for both the 
government and the claimants be­
fore the Hague tribunal because 
the claims of these private individ­
uals were presented under the pro.’ 
tection of the government and he 
had to appear in an authorized ca­
pacity in acting on behalf of indivi­
duals. In both capacities he acted 
with the full authority of the late 
Secretary Hay, and upon the for­
mal request of the claimants that 
in their interests he be authorized 
to do so. Mr. Pierce also said that 
he received no compensation as 
counsel for the- government, it being 
expressely stipulated that he was 
to receive compensation from the 
claimants outside of an award and 
such compensation had Mr. Hays’ 
written authority to receive.

Mr. Pierce pointed out that he 
had succeeded in securing large da­
mages for his claimants, some of 
whom attempted to collect their 
share and remove the money out of 
the district of Columbia. He ob­
tained an injunction and the mat­
ter was then settled by mutual 
agreement.

Mr. Pierce said he had all the do­
cuments in the case, including a 
copy of Secretary Root’s letter, 
which he showed to the correspond­
ent.

TREAT ROBBERS
LIKE CAYOTES

A Story From China Revealing 
Chinese Character

Vancouver, J an. 14.—After cutting 
a robber’s ears off, a party of Shun- 
tak, China, citizens shot the man 
dead and then sent the ears to the 
nearest hoktong and demanded a re­
ward for their gallantry.

Such is the story brought from the 
Orient by the last Empress steamer. 
A man named Au was on his way to 
market at Shuntak when five Jobbers 
held him up and took all his money. 
The thieves made off but Au follow­
ed them, shouting for assistance. A 
the chase and succeeded in capturing 
one of the robbers, whom they treat­
ed in the way described.

The relatives of the slain robber 
have protested to the authorities, 
but the officials are classed as being 
unwilling to meddle, as in China it 
is regarded as an act of bravery to 
kill a robber who is caught in the 
act. The officials do not consider 
there was any special cruelty.

PUNISH POLICE
FOR THEIR OMISSIONS

Use the Bamboos on Them for 
not Preventing Burglaries

Vancouver, Jan. 14.—Five hundred 
blows of the bamboo on their naked 
feet iwere adminiktfemd to several po­
lice of Pekin for not preventing a 
burglary, according to advices by the 
last Empress. The story is told 
thds :

Taking advantage of a .public holi­
day the police of a certain street 
decided to rest a little and enjoy 
themselves. That being apparently 
known, a gang of robbers, numbering 
ten, broke into the house of a 
wealthy mandarin and stole many 
of hia goods. He reported the out­
rage to the central police station. 
The police of the street were sent 
for and a brother mandarin ordered 
the resident lictors to give on the 
spot to each policeman 500 blows of 
the bamboo.

The report humorously concludes 
that the lictors performed their job 
with “great gusto.”

Not for fourteen years has shell a 
Big budget been prepared by the 
Rivers and Harbors committee. Ten 
years ago $12,659,550 was appro­
priated in caSh. The bill which was 
passed in 1905 carried a total of 
$35,166,533.

This afternoon the matter will be 
discussed and it is expected there 
will be a contest over the adop­
tion of the plan for the fourteen- 
foot waterway from Chicago to St. 
Louis, costing thirty-one million 
dollars. The members from the Mis- 
sissipi Valley will favor the pro­
ject but it looks as if the measure 
will not receive recognition at this 
session. The prevailing idea is that 
only such undertakings as can be 
finished within a reasonable time 
will receive sanction. A member of 
the committee this morning said 
that it would be the policy to finish 
all the most important improve­
ments now under way and that 
steps will be taken as soon as pos­
sible to improve New York harbor. 
This plan includes the enlargement 
of Ambrose Channel, from a point 
just below the narrows in a south 
easterly direction to the sea. This 
was originally estimated to cost 
siff. million, but a contract was ent­
ered into for four thousand dollars, 
The work now in progress is being 
done by government dredges. Con­
siderable concern has been expressed 
by the army officers, who have the 
river and harbor improvements in 
charge, lest the enforcement of the 
eight-hour law in government con­
tract .work increase their cost. Some 
have estimated the increased cost 
as high as twenty-five to fifty per 
cent. The'Validity of the law has 
been questioned by the contractors, 
and it is probable tffat a test case 
will enter the supreme court in a 
few dajs. Decisions of the lower 
courts have sustained- the new law. 
These officers say that the natural 
increase is only a small part of 
that due tb the law. There was nev­
er greater pressure for river and 
harbor legislation than at presc fit 
and among the new projects that 
will probably carry are a new Soo 

I Lock and alternate channels, in the 
Detroit Rijer at a cost of seven 
million dollars, the deepening of 
the harbor at Boston, and extensive 
improvements of the Deleware and 
Mississippi rivers.
