to-day decision was rendered in the case of
McLaren v. Caldwell. The full bench of
judges was present, and the court was
unanimous in reversing the judgment of the

courtof appeal of Ontario snd affirming the

decree of the court of chancery, which
graats to Mr. MoLaren a perpetual injune.
tion restraining the defendant Caldwell
*%hom making use of the improvemeénts on
the streams _.in question, which are tzibu.
taries of the Mississippi river. The sub:
stance of the court’s decision ‘was as
follows : These streams were in the
state of nature non-floatable and could not
have been made nse of for the purpose of
navigating saw logs and timber down to mar-
ket during the spring, summer and fall
freshets, and that McLaren having made
these ‘#mprovements xo- as to enable saw

.. logs and lumber to be taken dcwn, if the

defendant desited to make use of such im-
provement, compensation should at least
have been made to McLaren.

This celebrated case has passed through
another stage and now the position of the
matter is one well calculated to set the
people, not of Ontario merely, but of the
whole dominion thinking. In order to
understand clearly what that position is it
will be necessary to give a brief resume of

THE HISTORY OF THE CASE.
The Messrs, Caldwell of the village of

-. Lanark, in the county of Lanark, have for

many years done a large lumbering businers
on the Mississippi river, on the headwaters
of which they have their. timber limits
while their most important saw-mill is at
Carleton Place. Mr. Peter McLaren has
also for many years done a large lumbering
business on the same river and his most
jmportant will also is at Carleton Place.
Partly by purchase and partly by construe-
tion Mr. McLaren has acquired control of
the majority of the improvéments, such as
dams, slides, etc, erected from time to
time with a view to making the river
capable of floating lozs from the upper
waters to the ills above referred to, The
value of these improvements is » matter of
dispute, but this does not atfect the merits
of the questinn at issue.
HOW IT CAME INTO €OURT.

Some three years ago the Messrs Cald.
well commenced driving their logs as usual,
when they were stopped by Mr McLaren,
who refused to allow them to use his im-
provements unless they wou'i tirat formally
admit his 1izht t. the absolute control of
them. This they declined to do, as the
oont!:lrol l;?l:artnin points m&umti the contro)
of the w. stre.m riving pusposes
and would enable ﬁ'ﬁ wren ﬁ‘t; charge
what tolls he pleased.  After lengthencd
negotiations failed to bring about a com-
promise the case was carried into court and
was brought up for trial before Vic--Chan
cellor Proudfoot on a morion for an injanc-
tion. A great deal of evidence was taken
as to the value of the works in question,
and also as to the character of the stream
for floatability before the works were con
structed. 1f the evidence did not establish
that the stream was not, in a state of
pature, fitted for carrying logs. it at least
leit the matter doubtful, and V. C, Proud-
foot gave Mr McLaren the benefit
of the doubt. He decided that
without the improvements owned by him
the stream was not floatable, and he took
his implied definition of floatability from
the decision of the court of common pleas
n the case of

BOALE V8 DICKSON,

decided in 1863. It becomes necessary at
this stage to recall briefly the facts of that
now important case, Boale was the owner
of a slide nn a branch of the Mirsissippi
river, and Dickson, after passing his timber
through it, declined to pay the amount de

manded by Boale as slidage dues. The
latter carried the case into court. and it
ultimately came _before the full court
of common pleas, which decided that
as logs could not be floated ?;c the ob-°
structions without the aid of Boale’s slide,
even dnring high water, he was entitled to
_a *‘reasonable’”’ remuneration for the use of
his improvements, The judges did not at
that time decide that Boale had absolute
control of the river in the sence of beins in
a position to charge what toll he pleased or
to stop timber from passing altogether if he
wished to doso. That issue was not then
raised, and the judges did nct, as too many
judges are n the habit of doing, indulge
ia any obfter dicta outside of the record.

ZLOSs OF THE COLLINGWOOD.

Statement by a Surviver—A Terrible Tale
of Suffering.

Derrorr, Nov, 28—One of the survivors
of the wrecked Collingwood .is here. He
says the vessel became water-logged during
the gale of Thursday last and absut b
o’clock the sea made her roll over. Shortly
afterwards the deck burst up and she sank.
Four men succeeded in getting on & piece
of deck about six feet square. We suffered
terribly. it being biting cold and a fierce
galeblowing. To make matters worse, the
steward became a raving maniac during
Thursday night, and it was all two of us
could do to keep the poor fellow on the
raft. - All throngh that night snd durin
Friday the man fought us, and sev
times succeeded in getting into the
water, but we dnggcd bhim  out.
About 4 o'clock rid;y afternoon
his strength gave out, and after a last
maniacal struggle he died. We held on to
the body for a while but had to let it wash
overboard. finally as we had no way of
fastening it to the raft. We took some
papers and things out of his pockets, and
among them was a receipt for a considerable
sum that he had d ted with a Chicago
storekeeper named Jacobs. Early on Fri-
day morning all of us became almost
totally blind from the terrible exposure.
How we managed to live so long nnder such
circumstances Lord only knows; we
couldn’t have lasted much longer. Friday
night we were fo csleepy it was
with difficulty we could keep our
eyes open. The raft gradually began
lowering as the posts under it absorbed the
water, and from dark on untilsthe time we
were found we stood in water the whole
time nearly knee-dcep. If there had been
any place to sit down we would have gone
to sleep and frozen to death. We continued
walking trom one end to the other. Some
one would occasiorally go to sleep while
walking;and step overboard. The others
would &nll the unfortunate back on the
raft cFee walked off the raft three
times during the night, and I succeeded,
after great trouble, in getting him back
each time. For 31 hours we didn’t have a
thing toeat. 1 mlnn%sd to dig a little bit
of oakum out of the raft, and three of us
chewed this for 12 hours. McFee would have
died in a couple of hours if we hadn’t been
picked up. He was beginning to act crazy,
and was so numb that it was with difficulty
we kept him on his feet. If the Wisconsin
hadn’t come along just when she did, it
would have been good-bye with us, for we
couldn’t have lived much longer, and we
realized also that the raft was gradually be-
coming water logged and sinking. The
names of the three seaman drowned with
Capt. Willis were not learned. They hailed
from Chicago. Of the survivors, Sheldon
resides in Chicago, where he has a wife and
family ; Johnson resides at Wallacebarg,
Ont.; and McFee on Amberst Island, Ont.
Capt. Willis hailed from Kingston, Oat.,

CANADA YACIFIC RAILWAY

Pushing Forward the Work—The Line
500 Miles Beyond Arabi.
Winnipeg Free Press Nov. 25e

Mr. Egan, acting manager of the Canada

Pacific railway, having been interrogated

as to the progress. being made on the

main line stated that up to Thursday night
the track was laid up to a point 585 miles
from Wibnipeg, of which mileage 419 miles
were laid by Langdon, Shepard & Co., the
railway contractors. Grading has been
fully completed to Maple Creek, forty-five

miles further west and forty miles east of
Medicine 'Hat crossing of the South Sas-
katchewan. Fifteen miles = in patches
of the last forty nmiles of the
five hundred mile contract are also graded;
but as this section has a number of bluffs
and counlees in it, the cuts and fills are
necesserily heavier as the crossing is
approached. The contractors however feel
satisfied that in the comrse of the
winter the whole five hundred miles will
be graded and the rails laid within a
year from the time the contract was
signed; and this when accomplished
will be uvequalled in the history of rail-
road construction in the world. The tele-
graph line, both on the main line and the
Southwestern branch, is being constructed
concurrently with the railway, rendering
the road available for operation the moment
tracklaying is completed.

- DuBLIN, Nov 28—The funeral of De-
tective Cox to-day excited great interest.
Traffic in the streets was suspended during
the passage of the cortege, which included
several hundred constables and twenty
catriages containing citizens.

TWO IMPORTANT ARRESTS.

Two persons were arrested to-day in con-
nection with the murder of Cox. Both
had' been imprisonel under the coer-
cion act in connection with the murder of
Kenny in Scville place, but were liberated
on the expiration of ths act. One is named
Poole and was seen.by the police on Satur-
day night. The other is named Grundy
and lives close to the residence of Devine.
The police attach much importance to this
arrest,

FIELD A MARKED MAN,
1t is stated that Field, the juror in the

Earl Spencer, the
lord-lieutenant, presided,dnd it was resolved
to proclaim the city under the operation of
the Carfew section of the repression act,
which authorizzs the police to arrest all sus-
picious persons on the strests between the
hour after sunset and the hour before sun-
rise. A proclamation was agreed to, offer-
ing a reward of £5000 for information lead-
ing to the apprehension and conviction of
Field’s assailants, with the usual provision
of pardon and protection to the informer,
A REQUEST BY SPECTAL JURORS.

In the proclamation under the repression
act the citizens are informed that the
powers granted by the curfew law will be
used oaly against persons believed to be en-
gaged in criminal desigos. It is reported
that in consequence of the - assault ugon
Field, who was a member of the jury that
convicted Hynes, the special jurors
bave requested the government not to call
upon them to serve for the present, but to
try political prisonere without juries.

The Condition of the Force—The Proposed
Changes in its Distribution—The State
of the Indians—Five Thousand Cattle
Arrive for the Cochrane Ramche—Coal
Mining Operations.

From the Winnipeg Sun. Nov. 2.
Mr. Fred White, private secretary to Sir

John Macdonald, and comptroller of the

from a tour of inspection of the mouated
police posts, in which he was accompanied
by Mr. Patterson, assistant auditor-general
of the dominion, Last night they left for
Ottawa. When going out Mr. White left
the line of railway abont thirty miles from
Moose Jaw and made the rest of the dis-
tance by waggon. He visited in tarn Forts
Walsh, McLeod, and Calgarry, returning
by the same route. This time he was able
to take the railroad some fifty miles west of
the point at which he left it on the way
out. The discipline of the police is de-
scribed to be very satisfactory, and the men
are well satisfied.

“What preparations are being made at
Regina for the headquarters of the mounted

lice?” asked a Sun representative of Mr.

Vhite.

#¢The new portable buildings are being
put up atthe rate of one per diem. There
are twenty-two buildings for living in and
five large stables. Fighteen out of the
twenty-two are 16x48 and four 16x24. The
contractors are Mr. Riley of Shetbrooke,
and Messrs, Logan & O’Doherty of Ottawa.
The buildings are in wections of four feet
each.”

+¢ Are any members ot the mounted police
force on the ground yet ?’

¢ A number of them are already there,
and in the course of a month the number
will be increased to about 150 or 200. Col.
Iivine, the commandant, will be located
there, as also several of the other officers.”

¢ What will be the effect of changing the
headquarters ?’

*One result will be that lu%ﬂiu will
now be brought in by the C. P. R. instead
of by the Miscouri river route, and the dis-
tribution will take place from ina.
Canadians will in the future have a better
chance to successfully tender than before,
and Winnipeg will in all probability become
the basis of supplies. e will also be
able by means of the railway to transport
men more rapidly than before.” ‘
“Will any of the present ontposg be
abandoned ?’

*Fort Walsh will be abandoned for a
new outpost to be located at a more north-
erly point on the railroad not yet deter-
mined upon.” ’

«Is anything of importance to be noted
in connection with the outposts ?”

“No, with the exception that new build-
ings are being erected at Calgarry on the
government reserve, the old butldings hav-
ing fallen into absolute decay.”

““How will the men be distributed in the
future ?

“It is probable that 200 men will be sta-
tioned at headquarters, and the remainder
be distributed among the outposts as occa-
sion {may require.”

¢]g it true that the Indians are becoming
indifferent to the police, and that on occa-
sions they have gone to the posts, and inso-
lently demanded food ?”’

“No: on the contrary, the Indians com-
plain that the police are everywhere.” =
“Is it true that the Indians have been
cominitting a number of depredations, and
indulging their proclivities for stealing
horses more than usual ?”’

“The only case of horse-stealing occur-
ring within the last two months that I
heard anything of was the taking of fifteen
horses from Mr Secretan of the C. P. R.,
and seven from squatiers. These were
taken by Piegan Indians from across the
line, and the police are mow endeavoring
to recover them, but it is a very difficult
matter.” :

“No, but I believe that, generally speak-
ing, our own Indians are settling on their
reserves and making rapid progress towards
civilization, On the Blood Creek reserve a
number of huts have been put up by the
Indians themselves, and this year they

*¢ No, although I passed over what used
to be a good buffalo country. I heard of a
few buffalo having been ‘seen, but anyjidea
of depending upon them for asupply of food
has been given up.”

“By the government I suppose ; but
what they have grown will help out toa cer-
tain extent.”

“Did you pass through the Bow river
district ?”

“Yes, There had been a fall of snow,
but the cattle appeared) to have no difficvlty
in picking their food.”
