The com:pany offers to bring out to this coun-
try " ab least 200 families within the next two
vears and to settle them here in the county of
Bonaventure ‘as ‘the nucleus of a Belgian
colony. providing the government will give
sllem free lands aud the necemary means of
communieation with it in the sl:ape of roads
and bridges. The land asked is on the south
shore-of the Gnif of Bt. Lawrence, well adapt-
ed for agriculture and running to the baiik of
the river, for the proposed settlera are expert
fishermen as well as farmers.
for its part, proposed to assist the new settlers
in the erection of necessary bmldmu and also’
to furnish them with cattle, provisions for
the first' season, . fishing ‘nets’ and other
supplies. As 'a @uarantee that they will
execute their part of the contract the promo-
ters of the scheme. offer to deposit $00,000f.
with the Government. M, Hernboudt
thinks that the population ef Belgium is so
rapidly outgrowing the limts of the country
and the mesans of support that it has to offer
them that the of this sci would
certainly be followed by an immense Belznn
immigration to Canade. . The Guvernment is
favorably considering the proposal, the agri-
cultural and fishing interests of the province
beinjc still capable of tremendous develop-
ment. There is every reason to belisve that
the delegation will deem unnecessary. its co-
templated visit to South America in the in-
terest of Belgian immigration.

Congress fixing the rate of duty which shall
vail shereafter in nearly one-half of the
E:ti-h Empire, as against the manu-
factured in another portion of that Empire.
It will be seexs, therefore, that if the people
in Canada were earnest in their dsira for
open and unrestricted trade with the United
States, and made such an expression of their
views through Parliamefit—as they certainly
would—the dilemma of the Impe ial Govern-
ment would be extreme. That Government
‘would mither have to renounce the principles
of free ttade which her” people have preached
with such force for so many vyears, or she
would have to give perfect I !
to trade with whom she chosa, Imperiai
overniment, on the one hand, would be com-
to retuse Canada that liberty  hich she
has hitherto enjoyed, and thus afford a justi-
fication for a severance of the tie which has
bounid her with silken cords and with such
affectionate regard thas to talk of severing it
now is considered as the highest form
of treason.

successfully worked out in the United States,
—if & right  solution had been achieved of
many troublésome questions now impending,
and theattractiveness of American 1i.stita-
tions were such as to induce an 'annexation

. | propaganda,~it could then, with far greater

probability of success, be promoted. So that
through Commercial Union some will see a
short cub to annexation, while to ‘others this
indefinitely postpones 1t.

Independence.

The destiny that awaits the greater half of
the continent, now included witbin the British
possessions 10 North America, is a subjeot of
the most profound interest. If, as resulting
from a Commercial Upion with the United
Suates, and the political consequences that
would follow from an enormous incréase in
population,; with & dissatisfaction with
colonialism and the development of a real
national hife, & movement shonld set in for the
Independence of Canada, ‘it would take but a
few years to achieve it. Already there is a
tendency in this direction in the .Canadian
mind, especially among the youug men. of
Oanada; and there would be léss disinclination
on the part of English statesman to favor a
mo ¢ of that ch i preference to
absorption by the United States. The Iu-
dependence of Oanada could result only in the
creation of a great Republic, founded upon
very much the same principles as those that
now pervade the United States. The ares,
comprising now eleven provihces and territor-
ies, could be divided advantageously into
thirty States; and 1f the movement towards a
Beapubhc should have the hearty co-operation
and all the commercial advantages a close
union with. the United States, no greater
achievement could be imagined than to build
up a great nation, composed of people of the
same lineage, the same language, the same
laws and the same literature, governed by the
same principles, and baving' the same destiny
in the advancement of civilization. England
would be benefited, the United States would
bave a consiant contribution to its greatness
without increased respongibility, and the new
Qanadian Republic. would occupy a place be-
