In the 
cases where rust affected the blades, it is 
likely that this resulted after the plant had 
become weakened and Its vitality so impaired 
as to render it liable to attack by a parasitic 
plant like rust. It seems to me that the 
trouble is due more to climatic conditions, 
such as frost or excessive moisture, than to 
insects or to parasitic plants, and at present 
I am inclined to the blew that excessive 
moisture was largely to blame. As far as I 
can learn no definite conclusion has been ar­
rived at regarding the cause of the blight, 
although it has commanded a good deal of 
attention both in Canada and the 
States.”

/ Bye, Peas and Beans.
The rye crop bas given a fairly good yield 

throughout the province wherever grown, 
and has already been well secured in most 
cases. In the east, however, it was some­
what light on the ground owing to winter 
killing.

Reports concerning peas indicate a very 
fair but an uneven crop It perhape suffer­
ed more than any other crop from the rains 
of May and June, and on low clay lands it is 
almost a failure. The straw was afterwards 
scalded by the hot dry weather which fol­
lowed, and this throughout the Lake Erie 
counties appears to have materially checked 
the growth of the vine and the filling of the 
pods. In this district the crop is a very poor 
one, but throughout the rest of the province 
the yield is good, and is ®>t likely on the whole 
to be much behind the average per acre. In 
the southwest a large portion of the pea crop 
had been harvested and yecured In good con­
dition at the time of reporting ; elsewhere 
operations were about to commence. The 
crop has perhape suffered more from bugs 
this year in the older portions of theprovince 
than usual, notably in Essex and Kent and 
parts of Middlesex, but the pest has not ex­
tended iu operations into other sections to 
any marked degree. Worms have also done 
some injury in Huron, Grey and Bruce.

Cutting began from July 10 
to 15 In the most advanced counties, from 
July 15 to 20 throughout most of Western 
Ontario, and from July 25 to Aug. 1 in the 
district east and north of Kingston. Har­
vesting weather was very favorable and the 
crop has been housed in excellent condition.

Spring Wheat.
From the reporte regarding spring wheat 

t would not be safe at this date to assert 
that the crop is any better than an average 
one. Still there is much reason to expect 
that it will turn out better than fair. 
Harvesting had not been completed at the 
date of the reports, except in a very few of 
the most advanced townships, while in the 
counties where most spring wheat is grown 
a large proportion of the grain was at least 
a week from maturity, and much would de­
pend upon the weather intervening between 
then and the end of harvest. A majority of 
observers declare the crop to be fair or 
promising, and generally good on high land, 
but there is an almost unanimous complaint 
of much injury to low-lying 
from the wet, cold and late spring. 
In some localities a blight that reddened 
the leaves is somewhat complained of 
and in the midland counties midge ani 
weevil are credited with effecting consider­
able damage, but the majority of reports 
agree that the crop has suffered little from 
insects or drouth. Few observers in the 
midland Muuties hazard an estimate of the 
yield, but in the eastern districts, where the 
injury from spring rains was particularly 
great, the average is occasionally estimated 
at from 15 to 17 bushels pèr acre. The 
bearded varieties, especially Colorado, are 
most praised throughout the province, and 
White Russian, French Imperial and Wild 
Goose are rather more commended - 
Fyfe «eed wheats, whether of 86otoh or 
Manitoba growth. In those few' districts 
where the crop has been harvested the report 
is fair, and this will probably be the final 
verdict on the crop as a whole. The area 
sown is much larger than last year.

Barley.
Barley is somewhat light in yield and r»n- 

oertain in color, so that taking into account 
the decreased area under cultivation the crop 
is likely to be 4,000,000 bushels less than the 
average, and probably not a great deal will 
rank first-class. The wet, cool spring, fol­
lowed by the dry, hot weather at maturing 
time, did a considerable amount of damage 
to this cereal, and unfortunately, as the 
harvesting weather bas been somewhat un­
favorable in many localities, the grain has 
been discolored by rain both before and 
after cutting. The early varieties escaped 
this misfortune to a large extend, but 
otherwise the crop has suffered very gener­
ally to a greater or less degree.

Pastures and Live Stock.

condition of pastures, but in the west and in 
the Niagara peninsula the dry weather ap- 
—~ to have affected the fields 

unfavorably. Stock generally are 
in fair condition, but good cattle were 
picked up very early in the season and there 
wih not be as many animals as usual left for 
fattening. While in the western districts 
complainte are made that the flow of milk is 
falling off considerably, owing to the drouth 
the great cheese-producing counties along 
the St Lawrence and in the county of 
Hastings appear to feel little difference in 
this respect and report much activity m tbe 
factories. The low price offered for milk 
was commented upon by several correspon­
dents in the western part of the province.

Bees and Boney.

Our elm, therefore, being id' impatient of 
drought and being so dependent on abundant 
nourishment, is not a safe trte to plant in all 
sorts of soils and situations, although It has 
loug,been the habit to plant it everywhere in 
some parts of the country. As growth and 
vigor diminish ibsects multiply: and none of 
our trees suffer to such an extent from their 
ravagés. There can be no more forlorn spec­
tacle, oertaiuly, than the rows of half-grown, 
stunted elm frees which may be seen in our 
cities and their suburbs, disfigured by the 
cankerworm and by hordes of other insects. 
The elni is one of the best trees to plant where 
the soil is deep and rich and where moisture 
is abundant and constant; it is one ot the 
least desirable of ail trees to set by the side 
of city streets, where plant food is always 
lacking and where moisture is quickly .car­
ried off by the artificial drainage of roadbed 
and service pipes, Give it a fair chance and 
the American elm will hold Its own Against 
any tree in the world in its own peculiar 
light and graceful beauty ; but, unless all the 
conditions favor it, there is no tree less satis­
factory, and it should npt be planted unless 
these conditions can be supplied.

When Your Djog Has Fleas.
Buy a second-hand bathtub, but be sure to 

get one which is not copper-lined. Why, 
wiH tell you later on. Get some carbolic 
sheep dip. There are a dozen different kinds, 
all, so far as I can discover, made from the 
same general formula. Add 30 gallons of 
warm water to each gallon of dip, and souse 
in yottr dog. Don’t be afraid ot ite getting 
in hie eyes, as it will only smarts little atocl 
do no permanent injury. Keep the dog in his 
bath for a couple of minutes, and if he is too 
large to be entirely covered throw the mix­
ture over his back and head with your hand. 
After he is taken out and rubbed dqy there 
wiH not be a live flea oti him. The next day, 
however, he will have to few, and the day 
after seemingly as many as ever, rut him 
in the bath again, and by repeating three 
times a wefek in a fortnight the fleas on your 
dogs will be a» hard to find as the proverbial 
needle in the haystack.

There is nothing offensive in this bath. 
The water and dip forms an emulsion the 
color of milk, and it does not injure the hair 
or skiu and used in proper proportions is a 
sure an j speedy cure for mange.

The reason I warned against a copper- 
lined tub is that the carbolic acid in the dip 
unities with the .metal and forms carbolate of 
copper, one of the most deadly skin irritante 
there is.

* cannot discharge or change a hand, but 
the hands aie nevertheless free to go when 
and where they please, reason or no reason.

This measure of freedom, moreover, is 
not arbitrary, or accidental, or dependent 
upon any especial form of contract.' It is 
inherent in the very nature of the services 
performed. The worker can. if he sees fit, do 
his work so poorly at any time that his de­
parture will be desired. This means that, 
contract or no contract, he can in fact go at 
pleasure. It he can go when he likes, the 
employer must be equally free to discharge 
when ne likes, and lfi fact 
has that absolute right, which no law or cus­
tom or dictate of any organization can take 
away. It is naked impudence for anybody 
to claim a right to have reasons given for a 
notice that an employer prefers after a pro­
per date to do without the services of an
