From the reports regarding spring wheat
t would not be safe at this date to assert
that the crop is any better than an average
one, Btill there is much reason to expect
that it will turn out better than fair.
Harvesting had not been completed at the
date of the reports, except in a wvery few of
the most advunoeci townships, while in the
counties where most :gring wheat is grown
a large proportion of the grain was at least
a week from maturity, and much would de-
pend upon the weather intervening between
then and the end of harvest. A majority of
observers declare the crop to be fair or

romising, and generally good on high land,

ut there is an almost unanimous complaint
of much injury to low-lying wheat
from the wet, cold and late spring.
In some localities a blight that reddened
the leaves is somewhat complained of
and in the midland counties midge and
weevil are credited with effecting consider-
able damage, but the ma&orit of reports
agree that the crop has suffered little from
insects or drouth. Few observers in the
midland ceunties hazard an estimate of the
yield, but in the eastern districts, where the
injury from spring rains was cularly
great, the average is occasionally estimated
at from 15 to 17 bushels per acre, The
bearded varieties, especially Colorado, are
most praised throughout the province, and
White Russian, French Imperial and Wild
Goose are rather more commended fhan the
Fyfe seed wheats, whether of otch or

anitoba growth. In those few' districts
where the crop has been barvested the report
is fair, and this will probably be the final
verdict on the crop as a whole, The area
sown is much larger than last year,

Barley is somewhat light in yield and un-
oertain in color, so that taking into account
the deereased area under cultivation the erop |
is likely to be 4,000,000 bushels less than the
average, and probably not a great deal will
rank first-class. The wet, cool spring, fol-
lowed by the dry, hot weather at maturing
time, did a considerable amount of damage
to this cereal, and unfortunately, as the
harvesting weather bas been somewhat un-
favorable in many localities, the grain has
been discolored by rain both before and
after cutting. The earlf varieties escaped
this misfortune to a large extent, but
otherwise the crop has suffered very gener-
ally to a greater or less degree. But a large
proportion of the crop had still to be cut at
the time of reporting, anditis difficuit to
state its precise condition in this respect.
This was largely the case in the northern
and eastern counties of the province, and it
is to be hoped that the barvest has there
been .secured in & satisfactory condition
Reports respecting the imported t.wo-rowod
barley—of which small samples were sown
by many farmers—are perhaps aboutequally
divided for and against. It has been ascer-
tained that this variety is from a week to
ten days later in maturing than the ordinary
gsix-rowed barley, but as it bad been cut in
bardly 'a single instance it was diffi-
cult to  express a  definite or
reliable = opinion upon it and - the
reports are very guarded in this respect.- So
far, however, the evidence does not warrant
the belief thap it is in any marked degree
superior to the ordinary varieties, in spite of

Fruit and Fruit Trees,

The splendid promise at the period of
blossoming has not been fulfilled, Much of
the fruit did mot set, and apples, pears,
plums and other .fruits have been
falling in an immature condition to an
alarming extent. Apples will be less than
one-third of a crop, and the quality, so far a
ui)pearance is _concerned, will not b
of the best. It is also a’ poor year
for pears. FPlums are a 'comparativ®
failure, except in Grey and one or tw
other localities: the black-knot and the cur-
culio are doing deadly work. Cherries are
reported as’ giving a big yield in several
sections, but the black-knot has also claimed
this fruit for its own, and in many piacés
the trees are rapidly disappearing from the
orchards. There will be a few early bes
for the market, but the later and better
varieties will be very scarce. Strawberries
were not §0 abundant as was expected, but
small fruits generally wereabout an average.
Grapes give promise of a glorious yield in
the Lake Erie region, where this fruit is now
being largely grown.

Pastures and Live Stock,

From the eastern half of the province most
encouraglng reports come regarding the
condition of pastures, but in the west and in
the Niagara peninsula the dry weather ap-
pears to have affected the flelds
more unfavorably. Stock generally are
in fair condition, but goocf cattle were
picked up very early in the season and there
will not be as many animals as usual left for
fattening. While in the western districts
complaints are made that the flow of milk is
falling off considerably, owing to the drouth,
the  great cheese-producing counties along
the St. Lawrence and in the county of
Hastings appear to feel little difference in
this respect and report much activity in the
factories. The low price offered for milk
was commented upon 'by several co; -
dents in the western part of the province,

Bees and Honey,

Swarming was late asa rule, but in the
majority of cases was quite frequent, Al-
though occasional mention is made of spring
dwindling and dysentery very little i i
about foul brood, and the ge;yeral heagtm
bees may be classed as good.

In other controversies, the employes have
had complaints or grievances, or there have
been questionsof wages or-hours, about which
the public might judge. Often theclaim of the
strikers has been reasonable. Butin this
case [the New York Central strike] there
is no grievance except that certain men
have been discharged, and that a com-
pany, which., has been conspicuously
fair in - dealing with" all emplo&bﬂ, de-
¢lines to discuss the: reason for that dis-
eharge with anybody. An attempt is made
to prove that this refusal is arbi and
tyraanical. But there is not a single em-
ploye of the New York Central who would
1ot thoroughly uphold his wife in refusing
to give any reason whatever for declining to
employ a particular servant girl any lon%er.
It the girl does not suit, there is an end of it.
Very likely she may suit some other house
keeper; that is hier business. Very likely the
reason for discharge may concern the pocket
of the wife; or her nerves, or her comfort in
her home, or any other ome of a thousand
reasons which nobody has any right' to ask:

1f the girl wants to go anywhere else, she
goes, No power can stop hier, for she is free,
and her work if she could be restrained by
compulsion would be worthless. The bargain,
to be just, must be equal. The hotisekeeper
must have an equal right to geta better girl
if she can, or to go without any. Exactly
the same principle applies to the railroad
hédnds. o wer can' keep them at
work on the New York Central a single
day, if they see fit to go elsewhere, be
reason'a slight difference in. pay or hours,
or any whiin, however trifling, Whete the
bands necessarily have that degreeof free-
dom, the employer also must have the
same. Neither law nor public opinion will

. ever uphold a requirement that an employ-
ing company must give. reasons satisfac-
tory ‘to somebody, and without them
cannot discharge or change & hand, but
the hands are nevertheless free to go when
and where they pleage, reason or no reason.

This measure of. freedom; moreover, is
not arbitrary, or accidental, or dependent
upon any especial form of contract.” It is
inherent in the very nature of the services
