Minister Rouvier, in replying to the
charges made against him b gl Lauer,
#aid that he declined to hold a discussion on
such a proposition as that made by M.
Lauer in regard to the Jews. He said there
was 1o drain of gold from France, and that
the Bank of Frauce held an absolutely
normal amount of bullion. The country’s
finances, Minister Rouvier declared, were
managed with the greatest prudence and

robity. * As for 31e Rothschilds,” said

L. Rouvier, “which house M. Lauer accuses
of waiting for a favorable op rtnnitg to
remove its establishment from g:snce, oes
M. Lauer suppose it to be to the interest of
France to deprive the Paris market of so
mportant a factor in the financial world?”
he motion of M. Lauer was dismissed by

a vote of 431 to 32.

IN THE TEETH OF TRE GALE.

A British Coaster Sinks at the Mouth of
the Mersey.

Loxpox, Nov. 12.--The steamer Ha-
warden Castle, engaged in the coasting
trade, was wrecked at the mouth of the
Mersey last night. She was exposed to the
full force of the gale, and the seas sweeping
over her made it impossible to live on her
deck. The crew took refuge in the rigging.
A number of attempts were made to rescue
them from their precarious position, but
none of them were successful. This morn-
ing four bodies were washed ashore. 'They
are those of seamen from the steamer.

The steamers Britannic and City of New
York sailed from Liverpool for New York
yesterday in the teeth of the gale. An im-
mense wave boarded the Britannic and car-

_xied overboard Quartermaster Mackenzie.
““The Southport life-saving crews, fears of
whose safety were entertained, managed to
reach shore all right. No trace of the dis-
tressed vessel they had gone to succor could
be fourid when the lifeboat reached the
spot.

An ynknown bark stranded off Kinsale,
Ireland, to-day. The sea makes a clean
breach over her. So far it has been impos-
sible to assist her either by sending out
local life-boats or by firing a life-line to her
by means of rockets. It is feared that the
whole of the crew will be drowned.

Damage Done by the Floods in Spain.

MaprD, Nov. 12.—It is now becnmning
possible to esiimate ronghly the exrest of
the devestation tr:at has beea sausad Ly the
tremeadous Hoods which have swept over
comany narta of Spain during the Jast
month or two. Beginning with the terrible
disaster at Consuegra, where the loss of life
mounted up into the thousands, the count;
hasbeen subjected to a series of floods whic
are without parallel in the history of Spain.
It is believed that the total loss of life will
never be accurately known. The waters
are now subsiding and the rivers are seek-
ing their natural citannels. But the scenes
in the conntry visited by the floods are dis-
tressing. Many farms in the lowlands are
cov! with broken trees; matted branches,
stones wnd rubbish of every description.

Alon, banks of the Tucar River the
land ili tile and large tracts were, before
the floods,\devoted to the cultivation of
oranges, To-day the well-tilled groves and
fertile farms are wrecked. The inhabitants
of the valley, having been deprived of their
usuil means of subsistence, are plunged into
deep'distress. The health officials are tak-
jng measures to prevent an epidemic of
fever,

Eight of the Crew Lost,
Maprip, Nov. 11.—The sloop Julio was
wrecked at Bibio yesterday. Eight of her
crew were drowned.

InjFrance.

Paris, Nov. 12.—Yesterday’s gale caused
an immense amount of damage in all parts
of France, Many temporary buildings de-
voted to panoramas, circuses and the like
were destroyed.

Two persons were killed at Pavilly by
falling debris.

A youth had his neck broken at Havre
by being strack by the covering of a van
which had been blown off by the gale.

Several vessels were wrecked at Fecamp,
on the English Channel. The rescue of the
crews was attended with exciting scenes.
Only one man was drowned. The fisher-
men along the coast suffered heavy losses in
boats and gear. .

Two smacks of Cherbourg, with their
crews, numbering 10 men, are missiqg

A hospital at Lorient took fire during the

ale and the flames spread with such rapid-
ity that the ordinary means of exit were
cut off and the patients had to be rescued
from the windows. Many of the patients
were injured.

The force of the hurricane extended as
far as Marseilles on the Mediterranean
Sea.

A French torpedo boat was capsized in
Brest roads during the hurricaue. 3 Her
crew was saved.

Bourocxe, Nov. 12.-— Nothing but a
rough estimate can be made of the damage
done by the terrible storm which set in here
T'uesday night, and which  without
abatement lasted wuntil last night.
A large number of ‘houses in
the town were unroofed and outbuildings
were blown down.

THE RATEPAYLRS ASSOOCIATION
CONDEMN HIS CANDIDATURE,

His Position as a Railway Director They
Say, is Fatal to His Aspirations—Mr,
Osler Departs for England—His Friends
Present Him With the Requisition
Signed by Two Thouysand Names,

Mr. E. B. Osler will not be elected Mayor
if the Ratepayers’ Association can prevent
bim. A letter from Mr. Moberly, secretary
of the Citizens’ Association, was read before
the Executive Committee of the Hatepayers’
Association by the chairman, Dr. Barrick.
The létter asked that a meeting of delegates
from each association might be arranged to
arrive, if possible, at some understanding as
to what candidates should receive their
united support.

Dr. Sheard immediately moved that the
following letter be sent to Mr. Moberly in
reply to his communication: ‘““That inasmuch
as there are many contlioting interests con-
tinually arising between the various railway
companies and the city of Toronto the
Executive Committee of the Ratepayers’
Association believe it would be detrimental
to the interests of the city to support for the
position of mayor the - director of
any* railway company, .and are
desirous that any caudidste receiving
their support for the position of Mayor or
alderman should be entirely untrammeled
aud free to act for the city’s best in-
terests in every instance, Apart trom
the above we.will be glad to act in
conjunction with any convention from any
organization or body which has for its object
the inauguration of a more economic avna
etficient administration of municipal affairs.
By such united uction our committes would
be fhaterially assisted in their efforts to
form a broad thform of well-defined planks,
upon which all couid unite to elect the most
efficient candidates for the positions of Mayor
and aldermen.” i

A lengthy and heated discussion followed.
Every member was in sympathy with the
spirit of Dr, Sheard’s letter, but some held
it was not parliamentary to deal with the
commuvication in so summary a mannper.
Amoug those to take this view was ex-Ald.
Defoe of Bt. Andrew’s Ward, who seemed
the mentor of the meeting.

Dr. Sheard said that certain members of
that association had joined it for the object
of obstructing its proceedings and use them
as tools as they did a year ago, Mr.
Reynolds said he believed they wished
to elect Mr. Osler mayor in order
to use the funds of the city for the further-
ance of railway interests. A suit was now
pending between the C.P.R. and Toronto
and this would certainly unfit Mr. Osler for
the position of Mayor.

Mr. Rufus Skinner said that because the
letter was curt and discourteous was no
reason it should not be sent. The Citizens’
Committee bave been discourteous to us.
They organized evidently for the same pur-
pose as ourselves, If they wished to act with
us why did they oot join us instead of set-
ting out in opposition! The letter will not
be seat, but was referred with the communi+
cation to the general meeting of the associa-
tion.

. Making all necessary allowance for
the ticklish nature of the job imposed
upon the police force it isa fact that they
did not leave cards at some houses and did
hot eall for marked cardsat other houses,
For instance, the writer of this had no card
Jett at his house, the door being locked at the
hour when the enumerator; passed along.
Possibly that was included among the
vacant houses. Another resiz}once on the
pext street occupied by a family of seven
received no card. It i.:xsa.sonable to infer
that other - such cases t. Better that no
second census had been taken than that such
slipshod work should have made it prac-
tically valueless. By her own count Toronto
hasa population of 188,914—in solemn fact
she has a population of 200,000.

The chief cause of this second miscount is
not to be found in the imcompetence or
carelessness .of the police. They, as a
rule, discharged their duty satisfactorily
though far from. infallibly. But citizens
who regard the corporation as a great and
cunning monster, with an insatiable” greed
for taxes, fancied the police were mak-
ing these enquiries so that a per capita tax
could be levied to equip kilted regiments,
naval brigades or block pave the gravel road
to Hamilton. Such people thought the city
was too sly about this thing to be trusted.
This indefimte distrust was generally
fashioned into a fear that it was an attempt
to increase the water rates, and some’ people
will lie to reduce their water rates. Some
people who could not unblushingly: tell false-
hoods verbally, could lie with a~. pencil
to save taxes

With all its faults the municipal census
shows that the Dominion enumerators fell
7694 short in their count. That is something.
If similar discrepancies occurred all over the
Dominion our total population has not nearly
been ascertained.

His Success is Impossible.

‘When the committee of influential citizens
chose Mr. E. B. Osler as their standard-
bearer, they chose a man who could not dis-
credit them, The citizens, we think, want &
strong working mayor and it would be diffi-
cult to get a man who fills the bill
more satisfactorily than does Mr. Osler.
Theoretically it should merely be necessary
for a good man to announce himself and then
go on with his daily business and trust that
his merits would elect him. But practically
this will not work. No mfan can be elected
to high ;office in this city unless he takes

~off his coat and ehows that he is
desirous of getting there.
intaking a five weeks’ trip to England simply
wipes him out as a candidate. His election
becomes impossible. His friends, some of
the shrewdest and most influential men in
the city, must know that this is so. Why
then expose Mr. Osler to a humiliating de-
feat? Nor would it be fair to blame the
people who administered the drubbing.

Mr. Osler must abandon his European trip
or drop out of the campaign.

Is Toronto Depopulating ?

Francis Wayland Glen—whose name, by
the bye, causes one to involuntary think of
a Wayside Inn—has another letter in The
New York Tribune on no less astonishing a
subject than the depopulation of Toronto.
He says *it is the exodus, from Canada to
this country which is depopulating Toronto.
The quiet impudence of this is admirable.
Toronto depopulating, when scarcely a city
on the continent has shown such a marvel-
ous growth during the past decade. In tem
years the population has more than doubled,
the business areas have nearly doubled, the
residential parts have been filled up and the
nejghboring townships cut up into town lots.
The wildest dreamer among the land specu-
latordwof 1881 did not faintly guess at the
growth Toronto has experienced since that
year.

Mr. Glen takes as :his text the fact
that there are a great’ number of
vacant houses in Toronto, and thereon bases
a sermon upon the degeneration of the city
—the exodus is depopulating Toronto.. There
is both malice and ignorance in his letter,
and together they make it ridiculous. Be-
. sresuming to write about Toronto he

\have returned here after being away
these magy years. He would have discovered
that this clty has grown marvellously,but that
while the population has more than doubled,
yet speculation has anticipated that growth
and provided for a much greater increase.
Mile atter mile of houses were built for pur-
poses of rental, provision being thus made in
advance for future growth. Of these large
numbers are yet vacant and older and less
desirable houses have emptied their occu-
pants into newer ones. Vacant houses there
are in Toronto, but they stand there as
substantial evidence that our moneyed men
have  faith in the continued growth and
prosperity of the city. The municipal cen-
sus just completed proves this. It shows
that in Toronto there are 4214 vacant houses.
The number is large undoubtedly, but the
census shows something else. Although this
is regarded as a flat season in building opera-
tions, and it is the habit to say that the
phenomenal growth of the past few years
has produced a more or less noticeable re-
action, yet the census shows that there are
at the present time 651 new houses in process
of erection in the city. This explains the
presance of vacant houses. | Though we have
a large number of them, still men of money
are putting up 651 more and are coufident
that the city will grow as it has grown and
is growing and ‘that this investment will
prove good. Who can challenge their judg-
ment § Despite the vacant houses reats, per-
haps, never ruled bigher than uwow. More-
over large numbers of those houses now
vacant are not intended for reutal. They
are the old houses standing on the dispated
territory between the business and the resi-
dence portions of the town. They are being
torn down or moved back from the streets to

rve as stables—they are being converted
warehouses, stores and shops—they are
rsed with factories and foundries,
owners smile while the land occu-
se vacant houses increases daily in

His commissioners will go to Wash-
ington as representatives of a people to talk
business with the representatives of another
people. Going there on business, not to ask
charity, they will comport themselves like
business men and not as beggars. If honest
efforts to honorably adjust our fiscal re-

lations fail, then the commissioners will re-
turn and the Canadian people will applaud
the Government for its proper spirit.

But let us admit that the United States

He could
say that the country in which he was born
had a future that he would not stand idly by
and see frittered away by malcontent poli-
ticians; that all talk of annexation and of
[ cial - subjecti was repugnant to
every honest man among his countrymen.
As a thorough-going Canadian, be would go
on and say that although he was leader of
the Liberal party he had no sympathy with
the eringing proclivities of many of his
associates, and for his own part would nejther
ask nor accept from the United Stajés any
arrangement incompatible with dignity
of Canadaand hisown integrity. He might
shake himself loose from the influence of
that designing few among his colleagues
who look nightly to Washington while they
pray, and speak out in behalf of that legion
of Reformers whose hearts aresound and
Canadian still. He might speak thus and do
himself credit. In one eloquent hour he
could disabuse the American mind of the
notion that he is a political ally, and he
could regain the lost confidence of his coun-
trymen. He has a splendid opportunity to
display that stout spirit that evil party prac-
tices has surely mnot yet quite subjugated—
that spirit that danced from hiseyes when
in defiance of public sentiment be declared
that if he had lived on the banks of the
Saskatchewan he would have shouldered a
musket and lived or died with the rebellious
halfbreeds.

DR. CARVER IN AUSTRALIA,

The Great American Wing Shot Defeated
by au Antipodean,

A great 100-bird pigeon match took place
in Australia recently on the New South
Wales Gun Club grounds, between Dr. Car-
ver and L. Clarke. The consideration was
£400 (82000). The Sydney Referee gives the
following account of the match:

All being ready & coin was spun up, and
Mr, Clarke, winning the toss, sent Carver to
the traps, and he missed the easiest bird im-
aginable; it was an incoming one, and came
in to the left in a line with the pavilion. He
then lost his fifth, a bird that was badly
broken up, and just dropped over the fence.
His ninth was a low-fiying one, and it drop-
ped dead outside. Mr. Clarke shot con-
siderably under a fast-rising bird from the
outer trap; he then tried to snap his eighth,
but it escaped and fell dead just a few feet
over the fence. His ninth was a trimmer,
and it got away clean. . It will be seen that
each shooter had lost three out of the first
nine they shot at, a by no means ereditable
performance, Mr., Clarke’s 11th bird was one
of those nasty, low-flying dodgers, which he
hit pretty hard with his second barrel, but it
managed to get out. This miss gave Carver
an advantage of one bird, and both men
then settled to work in earnest, mneither
throwlng a chance away.

Carver ran up from 10 to 38 without a
miss, but came to grief on the 89th, his
pigeon being a magpie-colored one that just
twisted as he was about to pull off his firsc
barrel, but he doubled it up with ' his second
barrel at a long range and it fell outside.
The miss equalized matters till the doctor
again failed to keep inside of bounds a
ripping fast blue. All along Clarke
kept scoring and occasionallg made some
good shots. When each ad shot at
50 birds Clarke was. leading by one,
and at 62 he had two the best of
it, and it was not till he shot at his 63th that
he made a mistake, although he bad good
luck in getting his 58th and 63rd gathered in-
side; it was & dark blue and escaped without
a scrateh., .

His 83rd was well stopped, and it was one
of the best shots he made during the day.
At 75 Clarke was leading by one bird, but
on failing to bag his 76th they again came on
level terms, This score did not last long,
for Carver again, aftéer cutting up his ’79&:.\E
had to stand and see it struggle out o
bounds. Carver's 67th, 68th and 69th birds
were the fastest trapped all through the
match, and he made some beautiful shot:,y
bringing them to grass each time, for which
he was deservedly applauded. With only 10
birds each to shootat Mr. Clarke was two
birds ahead. He then lost his 92nd and Car-
ver followed with a miss, and Clarke again
failed to grass his 93rd. Mr. Clarke had a
stroke of good luck in getting his 95th
scored.

It was a very fast rising one that at first
took right away and was missed with the
first barrel; then the shooter steadied a liitle
and getting well unto ic_fired and succeed-
ed in fetching it down from a g
height. In its struggles and efforts to keep
on the wing it was gradually descending in
a line apparently in a direction that would
have taken it out of bounds, when it sudden-
Iy dropped,and,bumping within a few inches
of the top rail of the boundary fence, fell in-
side of bounds. The remaining eight birds
which each had to shoot at- were killed, and
when the last bird was shot at Mr. Clarke
was declared the winner by one bird.

Assoon as MecMil-
lan saw him he made a rush at himanda
general fight-ensuedy in’ which the crowd

" took sides. McMillan’s friends*got, him into
the rig and be drove away ; but the fight was
just properly started. Queen’s Own, Grens
and civilians were slugging each other in
great style. One man in uniform drew a
bill-hook and made several wicked lunges,
which would certainly haveseriously injured
some of those around had they not jufmp-
ed out of the way. The fight
went on until several officers ap-
peared on the scene and dispersed the
crowd. Hats, helmets, snare-drums and
flutes were  lost in the melee, and the
owners of these —made things live-
ly for a while in - trying to find
them. A good deal of the afternoon’s
disturbance would have been avoided had
stimulants not been so easily obtainable on
the field,

J. B. Lawes’ British Wheat Estimates.

Mr. J. E. Beérbohm says that Sir J. B. Lawes
puts the average yield at 30 bushels (of 60 pounds)
per acre for the United Kingdom, which, on the
area sown of 2,302,245 acres represents a Crop of
8,975,000 quarters, from which about 600,000 quar-
ters are deducted for seed, so that the net quan-
tity for cousumption would be about 8,375.000
quarters, according to 8ir J. B. Lawes, who has
eyidently taken no account of the more than
usually large quantity only fit for cattle feeding
this year. In this List the quantity available for
consumption has been calculated at 7,500,000
guarters, and the writer is not yet dis osed to
increase that estimate. Owing to the fact that
the Board of 'Trade now makes its returns in quar-
ters of 480 pounas and allows onl% 72 per cent.

'Thus he estimates that the
U d Kingdom will requira to import over 20,
000,000 guarters in the present season, in which
respect he does not differ much from the cpinion
of tﬁ)se more in touch with the trade, but whose
estimate of the consumption. as well as of this
year's crop, is much smaller.
