were kept. One night he came into my 
room, took his coat off and remarked that 
it was very hot. ‘Very,’ I said. ‘You have 
had a hard fight,’ said he encouragingly.

The truth was 
that I felt unusually discouraged that 
night. There seemed no end to the long 
road I was on. ‘I said you have had it,’ 
said my friend, pulling out a roll of papers 
from his pocket. ‘Here are the pi oofs,’ he 
went on, ‘of all the charges you have made, 
exact transcripts from the Comptroller’s 
books. The money stolen is over $20,000,- 
000. Don’t let thé boys know you have got 
these papers, they would murder yon in a 
twinkling if they as much as suspected that 
you had them.”

“I held out my hand for the inestimable 
roll, ran off home with it and sat up all 
night disentangling the figures and puzzling 
out the whole story. The proof was ample, 
but it took me some days to put it into 
shape which would make its due impression 
upon the public mind. The figures had 
been copied surreptitiously at different 
times and were all in chaos. Hundreds 
of thousands of dollars were charged to 
various person, who, I soon found, had 
no existence. A plasterer had been paid 
something like $1,800,000 for plastering the 
building. Furnishing that building had 
cost something like $7,500,000, although 
there were only a few stools and desk 
the place. I need not tell you the details.
Suffice it to say that we got the corrupt 
judges impeached and removed from the 
bench. The boss and bis accomplices be­
came fugitives and the entire ring was 
shattered to fragments.”

IPennsylvania Wants the Wealth of the 
Economite Society—Because St 

Should Not Teach Celibacy.
Pittbbobo, Feb. 10.—The commonwealth 

of Pennsylvania has entered the legal 
battle for the possession of the immense 
wealth of the Economite Society. The 
matter is now in the hands of State Attor­
ney-General Hensel, and is being prosecuted 
by the ablest legal talent of the Allegheny 
and Beaver County bar.

The proceedings will be instituted at 
once, and will be far-reaching in their re­
sults. If successful, the suit will involve 
absolute surrender ot all the property of 
the Economite Society and confiscation by 
the State.

It will be a proceeding in escheat, based 
on established precedent of eminent legal 
authority and an Act of Assembly forbid­
ding the conduct of societies where the 
principles are at variance with public 
custom and against the spirit of the contii- 
tntion.

The archives have been searched and it 
is claimed sufficient authority has been ob­
tained to disrupt the celibate community 
and turn Its goods and chattels into the 
State Treasury. The Act of Assembly mak­
ing it unlawful for churches and’ religious 
sects to hold property in excess of .a speci­
fied amount will also be brought into the 
esse and used as one of the strong points 
on the plaintiffs side of the case.

The proceedings have no connection with 
the suit filed in Beaver County courts to­
day by the Fechts and other Economites, 
asking for a receiver to wind up the affairs 
of the organization.

the large excess of gold imports over gold 
exports in October render that idea 
inadmissible. Something occurred between 
October and December to reverse the 
current, contrary to ordinary experience at 
that season. The demand for gold abroad 
had been continuous for months, but not 
such as to produce especial stringency in 
foreign money markets. The question is 
why the gold was taken from the United 
States. On Dec. I The London Economist 
said:

European gold requirements have latterly 
been satisfied by shipments from the United 
States. But a change in the monetary policy 
of the States, which would not only put a 
stop to gold exports thence, but also in i:ll 
probability lead to gold withdrawals from 
this side, may soon take place; and that 
would, of course, be utterly incompatible 
with low rates of money here, since the 
bank would be compelled to take measures 
to protect its stock of the metal.

This shows'that the Bank of England had 
not thought it needful to protect its gold 
reserve, because a war* that “the monetary 
policy of the States” was producing the 
outgo from this country. It recog­
nizes that a change in this policy, 
slch as Senator Sherman had public­
ly advocated, would “put a stop to gold 
exports” hence. But in what particular 
was “the monetary policy of the States” 
different or supposed to be different iu 
December from that which existed in 
October? In one respect and no other. A 
Democratic Administration and Congress 
had been chosen to interpret, enforce or 
alter the existing laws instead of the Re­
publican Administration and Congress 
which had power in October. The 
triumph of the free-silver voters in many 
States made a difference. The defeat 
of the Administration which had ad­
hered firmly to the principle that the 
parity of gold and siver must be maintained 
made a difference. The vital clause of the 
present silver law ie that which imposes 
upon the Administration the duty and con­
fers the power to maintain this parity. 
But a party had prevailed which denounced 
this law as a fraud and a failure, and de­
manded its repeal, while electing free-coin- 
age Congressmen. It is not strange tint 
foreign holders of American securities began 
to doubt whether such a party and its Ad­
ministration would maintain gold payments 
in this country.

EASTERN COMBINATIONWHAT THE DRUGGISTS ASK.

The Legislature to Be Petitioned to Grant 
Many Changes In the Law,

At yesterday’s meeting of the council of 
the College of Pharmacy a special com­
mittee consisting of J. W, Sloven, F. Jor­
dan and John A. Clark, appointed to con- 
aider the advisability of reducing the annual 
fee, reported very strongly against such 
action, but expressed the belief that snob a 
course would be possible when the liabili­
ties of the college were reduced.

On motion of Mr. D’Avignon, seconded by 
Mr. Petrie, the council decided to instruct 
the registrar to publish notices in the trade 
journals and to notify by circular every 
registered druggist in the province, calling 
attention to the provision of the Pharmacy 
Act, which comes in force on June 1 next, 
and declares thataporenticee will be register­
ed only on receipt of certificates of educa­
tional qualifications. 

i Dean Scott reported that there were at 
present in attendance at the College 99 junior 
students and 94 seniors.

The Committee on Legislation reported 
gvveral proposed amendments to the Phar­
macy Act. Mr. Poison objected to the olaute 
providing for three meetings o* the council 
per year. The extra meeting was “a fine 
picnic” for the members, but a tax on the 
druggists of Ontario and one cause of tlie 
maintenance of the high annual fee. The 
time of the council woe frittered away by 
some of the members The council bad not 
sat for six hours yet during this session. Tbe 
clause, however, was passed by the council.

Mr. Poison also objected to the registra­
tion of persons holding diplomas in the vari­
ous states of the union being permitted to 
practice in Ontario, simply because those 
state colleges had no power to grant permits 
to their own graduates to practice in their 
respective states. Mr. Mackenzie, on the 
other hand, urged that the students of tbe 
Ontario College should have as wide a field 
for work as possible in order to prevent the 
crowding of the trade in this province.

Another restrictive clause to be asked for 
will prevent medical men from becoming 
druggists in cities and towns unless they 
cease to be physicians and surgeons. Still 
another would seek to prevent all persons 
from selling Paris green or London purple 
within five miles of a drug store. Mr. Poison 
said he would like to see those become law, 
but had no idea that the Legislature would 
pass such a piece of class legislation.

Without going to the length of saying that, 
when Birmingham has spoken its verdict on 
a political question, it is settled, there is 
more significance in the judgment of that 
place than any other in England.

.The aggregate and the variety of indus­
trial enterprises in and around Birmingham 
is greater than found in any other locality in 
the Old Land. If England is the workshop 
of the world, Birmingham ia the workshop 
of England. In that district one highway 
runs north and south in almost a straight 
line for sixteen miles, which is lighted the 
whole way by gas lamps, and on both sides, 
the whole distance, extending laterally a 
depth of from one to two miles, the land is 
densely covered with an infinite variety of 
Industrial works, which support a population 
of over 600,000.

Within living memory that road passed 
through miles of open fields, which have be­
come invaluable owing to the development of 
mining enterprise. Manifestly such a pro­
digious hivo must have enormous political 
influence, more especially aa the great mass 
of the artisans are exceptionally intelligent 
and independent, characteristics reflected in 
the local representative bodies.

On Jan. 23 a public meeting, convened by 
the Council of the Chamber of Commerce, 
was held to discuss preferential trade.

ECONOMY WITH COMFORTHamilton, Feb. 10.—What might have 
turned out a very bad accident happened 
on the Toronto branch of the Grand Trunk 
last night. After the train from Toronto 
due here at 8.25 had left Waterdown and 
was about half way to the Junction Cut, 
the engine, No. 286, broke both eide roda. 
The train was going at a high rate of speed 
and the big steel bars thrashed- about in a 
terrible way.

In a few seconds the sides of the cab were 
smashed in, and the upper part of the en­
gine was reduced to a deplorable looking 
wreck. Luckily in the smashing process 
the air-brake connection was broken and the 
brakes went on hard and helped to atop the 
train.

Engineer J. Overend and Fireman 
Reedie, both of Toronto, were in the cab, 
but almost miraculously escaped injury. 
The driver heroically etuck to his post 
long enough to shut off steam and do 
everything possible to stop the train, 
which luckily was accomplished without 
the engine leaving the track.

The big side rods were1 removed and the 
train managed to crawl in to the station 
only 17 minute» late, with the front drivers 
acting direct trom the cylinder pistons. 
The engine was the worst looking wreck 
that ever drew a train, being a mass of 
twisted rods and splintered woodwork.

CANADA WILL SEND NO CATTLE.

Bhortliorn Breeders Denounce the Sche­
dule of the V.R Government. 

President Rickard Gibson occupied the 
chair at the eighth annual meeting of the 
Dominion Shorthorn Breeders’ Association 
in Shaftesbury Hall yesterday morning.

The Executive Committee’s report was 
read by Secretary Wade. It shows an in­
crease in membership of 61—the total mem­
bership now being 398. The income frond 
members for tbe past year was $1890.

A marked improvement is also shown over 
any other year iu tbe number of registra­
tions of animals. There wore 3467 certifi­
cates issued for new animals. The report 
complains "of tbe unneighborly, to say tbe 
least of it, conduct of the Treasury Depart­
ment of the United States in leaving our 
Herd book oat of the list of eligible ones to 
pass animals across th« line free of duty 
when we all know that tbe standard is higher 
than any book printed.”

The financial statement also presented by 
Mr. Wnde showed a balance in band of 
$133i.42. It was decided by tbe association to . 
confer a life-membership on Hon. John Dry- 

» den, Minister of Agriculture. In addition, 
they propose to present the Minister with a 
gold-headed cane as soon as he cau be found 
at home.

Mr. Nicholas Awrey was indignant about 
the action of the American Government in 

-eçbeduling Canadien -cattle, ard sogffe^ted 
that the association should not exhibit any 
cattle at the World’s Fair. MI want you to 
instruct me about tbe matter,” he said.

In response to Mr. Awrey’s request the 
association passed unanimously the following 
resolution:

The Cast ot Electric Lighting Considered 
But No Action Taken. »

The Board of Management of the Public 
Library held their inaugural meeting in the 
botrd room yesterday afternoon.

The Toronto Street Railway Object to

The Mayor is in receipt of a letter from 
Messrs. Bain, Laidlaw & Co., on behalf of 
the Toronto Street Railway, drawing his at­
tention to the fact that their franchise is an 
exclusive one and requesting that no applica­
tion for any other franchise inside the city 
limits shall be entertained by the council 
until reasonable notice has been given the 
company and until they have been given an 
opportunity of presenting their views on the 
subject.

There was no quorum at the meeting of the 
Board of Works sub-committee yesterday 
afternoon. This committee was appointed 
for the purpose of devising means to induce 
manufacturers to locate in the city. A num­
ber of plans of property were sent in by 
private individuals, to be entered on the map 
of the city upon which Surveyor Sankey is 
marking the desirable locations for manufac­
turers.

A deputation from the City Council yes- 
<’ terday afternoon, at the Albany Club, pre­

sented Ex-Mar or Clarke with the chair in 
which he sat during his term of office. The 
chair has been newly upholstered and pre­
sents a handsome appearance.

There is hardly a doubt but that some of 
the professional attaches of the Health De­
partment must go. Those who are retained 
will probably receive a sufficient income to 
enable them to devpte all their time to the 
city’s interests.

A deputation composed of Messrs. J. B. 
Boustead, Altred Boultbee, James Hender­
son, Frank Hodgins, E. F. Hobden, B. B. 
Hughes and K. Kilgour were received at tne 
City Hall yesterday by Aid. Lamb, Maloney, 
Hill and Hewitt The object of the deputa­
tion’s visit was to make a proposition to the 
city regarding the establishment of a road 
along the BÂsedale ravine. The property 
owners along the proposed route offered to 
donate a strip of land 100 feet widle and a 
milw and a quarter in length if the city would 
build and maintain a road upon it. The 

«ter is a fair one and the prospects are that 
.. will be accepted, as the land would also 
serve the purpose of a park as well as a 
driveway. Aid. Lamb, Mr. Frank Hodgins 
and the City Solicitor will confer on the 
feasibility of the plan and report at another 
meeting to be held next week.

The Mavor was waited upon by Messrs. 
P. H. Drayton and J. B. Boustead yesterday 
with a proposition to supply the city with 
pure water from a source north of tbe limits. 
They were referred to the City Engineer 
with their plans. Mr. Boustead claims that 
the company which he represents is able by 
July 1 uext to give the city a plentiful sup­
ply of frt&h water, and that bonds in secur­
ity of this will be given. The proposed 
change, he states, would be cheaper than the 
present mode of obtaining water.

It is improbable that the Street Railway 
Co. will lay out any new routes until the 
existing lines have been changed over from 
the horse car to the electric system. Another 
reason why new work will not be undertaken 
is that the price of cement has risen since 
last fall materially. The Aveuus-road, run­
ning north from Bloor, will therefore not 
have tracks laid upon it until there is a drop 
in cement figures.

Messrs. Buv 1er, Gibson, Macdonald and 
others waited upon the Mayer yesterday to 
urge upon him the necessity of opposing the 
application of the Metropolitan Railway for 
a 9ti years lease. The Mayor promised to 
give the matter his attention.

«The First Fiosecution for Breach of tbe 
Truancy Act.

William Smith, 707 Markham-street, an 
English Jew, was up on a charge of a breach 
of the Truancy and Compulsory School At­
tendance Act in not sending his two daught­
ers, under 14 years of age, to school

This is the first case that has come before 
the court, and the penalty for a breach of tbe 
act is a fine of not less than $5 nor more than 
$20 with the option of 30 days* imprisonment, 
or both, the party to be bound in the sum of 
$100 that the law will be complied with.

The prisoner said that his conscience would 
not allow him to send his children to the 
Public School for the reason that they recog­
nised the first day of the week as the Sabbath, 
and bis religion required that his children be 
instructed according to the command of God. 
“Besides,” continued the prisoner, “circum­
stances will not allow me to keep my child­
ren at school at present.”

“But it won’t cost you anything to send 
them to school,” said the magistrate as he 
emanded the case.
