‘Mrs. and Miss Vanderbilt at Blenheim
early this present summer.

It was but natural under the circum-
stances that when the Duke reached
New York on his tour of the world
that he should have received and ac-
cepted an invitation to visit Marble,
House at Newport. The three weeks
spent there gave him a pleasant in-
sight into American manners and cus-
toms and resulted in the engagement.

The plans of the Duke of Maribor-
ough have naturally been changed by
the engagement and approaching wed-
ding. The tour of the world will be
abandonmed, but he will devote some
time in seeing America. Within a few
days now he will join Sir Rivers Wil-
son, the recently-elected president of
tht Grand Trunk, and a party on
making a tour of that road. There-
after he will join Mrs. and Miss Van-
derbilt either in this city or Newport,
and without doubt participate in an
extensive round of entertainments
given in his honor and that of his fi-
ancee. This will make him well ac-
quainted with the friends of the Van-
derbilt family before the date of the
wedding.

SIR HENBY INTERVIEWED

———

THE GREAT A4CTOR TALKS UPON
MANY TOPICS.

What Kind of a Man Shakespeare Was—
Why Bacon Did Not Write ilis Pramas
—Tennyson the Representative Literary
Man of the Century—Carr, England’s
Greatest Wit—Climate in Its Bearings
on the British Raccs—The Scotch a
Rrilliant People--To Play Jullus Cesar
—Ellen Terry, the Greatest of Come-
dicnne—Ibsen and the New Woman
Mere Fndl/—“a Old Days in Manches-
ter—Edwin Booth in His Youth—Irving
on Ned Hanlan.

Sir Henry Irving, Miss Ellen Terry,
Miss Ailsa Craig, the daughter of
Miss Terry, Mr. H. J. Loveday, the
stage manager of his great produc-
tions, Mr. Bram' Stoker, the novelist,
who counts up his box-office receipts,
and a retinue of players,property men
and mechanics, comprising 100 people
in all, arrived in Toronto yesterday
afternoon. The great actor and his
chief subordinates, are registered at
the Queen's.

Dante in a Genial Mood

Sir Henry was sunning himself on
the stoop and looking down the avenue
of chestnuts upon the vista of sunlit
waters when The World representative
addressed him yesterday afternoon. He
was tired with his journey and with
the two heavy parts he had played
in Montreal on Saturday and as he
sat there with his hat off and his iron
grey locks ruffled over his high-arched
forehead, he seemed like Dante in a
genial mood.ﬁ»—-i

Fussy, the most celebrated of small
dogs, was curled out at his feet and
the white hairs on his master’s trousers
showed that he had been receiving
knightly attention quite recently. “Yes,
Fussy is getting old,” said Sir Henry,
and the grizzled black nose of the fox
terrier showed time’s inroads. ‘“He
came with me on my first journey to
America, and this is“his fourth visit.
He is fourteen years old, now.”

The Kind of Man Shakespeare Was.

The talk drifted into Irving’s favor-
ite subject, Shakespeare. The actor is
a. discursive conversationalist, but al-
ways collogquial. One idea suggests a
hundred w#h him and continually he
will halt, and, with a side-long glance
from his deep set black eyes enquire,
“Don’t you think so, yourself ?

“What kind of a man, do you im-
agine Shakespeare to have been ?”
asked the writer,

“Well, that’s a difficult question. Let
me think. He must have been a man
of very sweet and genial nature; very
tender and penetrating in his dealings
with men. He knew more of human
nature than any man who ever lived,
and that must have influenced his
everyday, life. “I do not believe for
cne moment the statement that he
diéd in a drunken bout. It was vile
gossip. Shakespeare was not that kind
of a man. Do you not think so, your-
eelf 2"’

Baconian Theory Nonsense.
but what of the Baconian

‘“That is nonsense disproven by the
plays themselves. The fact that the
author was an actor is apparent in
them all. They were written by a man

ces and necessities of the stage of his
time. The practical knowledge of
stage effect displayed in them is won-
derful.”

“Whom do you consider as the rep-
resentative man in the Victorian era;
that is, the man who stands in the
same position toward us as Shakes-
peare did to that of Elizabeth?” was
asked. .

‘“There is no one. The Elizabethan
era was so wonderful that it stands
by itself. It was a time of great tur-
moil and great production. There
was the great victory over the Ar-
mada which fired English enthusiasm.
There were the discoveries of new
lands which developed the imagina-
tions of the people infinitely; and in
literature the period is unique since
imaginative productions were whqlly
in the realm of drama. Some philo-
sophic discourses were written, some
lyrical poetry, but the intellectual life
of the nation pulsed in the theatre.
Therefore, there is no writer in this
century whose position is analogous
to that of Shakespeare in his time.””

Tennyson and Literature.

“But as to literature,” said the
writer. ‘“Would you say that Tenny-
son is the great representative liter-
ary man of this era?”

“In : most respects, yes. Tennyson
would have made a great dramatist
had he started earlier. I knew him
well. A delightful man! Strangely
enough, his whole ambition latterly
was 'centered in the drama. He de-
| sired above all things to be a writer
{of great plays—plays to be acted. In
| my opinion the last act of ‘“Becket”
|is as great as anything in Shakes-
| peare. He, lacked knowledge of the
stage, but had he commenced to write
dramas as a young man under the
guidance of some great actor, he would
have achieved success. I have told
you of the value of Shakespeare's ex-
perience as an actor, and take the
example of Lord Lytton. He was a
much lesser man, but he wrote cele-
brated dramas, which have continuea
to be acted.

“Whnom do you consider_the wittiest
|man in England today?”

“Well, in my opinion, the~greatest
of our wits is a man of whom very
little is known out here.

“He is a theatrical manager in Lon-
don, is he not?”

“Yes, at the present he is, but he is
a distinguished man in literature as
well.

“Perhaps he is origindlly. Now you
speak of it. Do you know if Carr
is an Irish name. Comyns is at any

“No, she never existed there. She
is but a humorous figure created by
the wits and journalists.

“How long do you think it was ago,”
said Sir Henry. “It was in 1860. I be-
gan in 1856 at Sunderland. I was in
Manchester four years and while there
played with Edwin Booth. He was a
young man then and a grand actor,
handsome, enthusiastic and flery. He
proved a wonderful success.”

A FISHERIES EXHIBITION

C4ANADA MAY BSEND SUCH rTo

KIEL NEXT YEAR.

Curistian Brothers Décline to Stay Until
the End of the Year—Huddart Confl-
dent of a Subsidy—Mr. Myers of Glen-
garry Has a Tale of Woe—Notes From

Ottawa.

Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 21.—Mr. James
Huddart, managing owner of the Aus-
tralian Steamship Line and proprietor
of the Atlantic fast mail service, is
very sanguine of assistance being ren-
dered to the project by the Imperial
Government. Writing to an Ottawa
friend Mr. Huddart says:

“We are very hopeful and we think
we have ground for hope that Mr.
Chamberlain will.recommend the Cabi-
net to grant the subsidy asked for, as
assistance to our great project. If we
get the practical recognition of the
Imperial Government I think we shall
be able to do the rest. It is a great
work and it grows upon me. I should
rejoice to be able to complete it.

A Fisheries Exhibition.

The City of Kiel has come into pro-
minence this year through the opening
of the North Sea canal, by which ves-
gels desiring to pass from the German
ocean to the 1tic or vice versa are
saved a detou of several hundred
miles by way of the North of Denmark
The citizens of Kiel are now contem-
plating another great gathering at
their city nextyear, in the shape of an
International naval exhibition.“The ob-
ject is to secure a complete pieture of
the present standing of navigation to-
gether with an historical review of the
devlopment and the progress of ship
building and all industrial branches
ccnnectéd with it. The exhibition will
last from May until September next.
In close relation to the question of
general navigation, is that of the fish-
eries, and it- has been decided to com-
bine with the naval exhibition, an in-
ternational fishery exhibition. Can-
ada’s fishery display at the World’s
Fair attracted attention from many
distinguished foreigners and so im-
pressed the fishery experts of Germany
who visited Chicago, that a pressing
invitation has beem sent to the Do-
minioen to furnish an exhibit to the
fishery exhibition at Kiel. |The matter
has not yet been formally considered,
but there is one economic aspect of the
question which commends itself to the
officials of the Fisheries Department.
Ccmmissioner Prince points out that
the sturgeon fishery in Canada is as-
suming so much importance that it is
possible the Dominion might build up
quite an export trade 1in sturgeon
with Germany. There is another point
to be remembered, also, namely, that
Canada has no adequate exhibit at the
Imeprial Institute of her fishery re-
sources, and it is suggested ,that in
the event of an exhibit being sent to
the Kiel Exposition, at the -close it
cculd be transferred to the Imperial
Institute at London, where it would
remain as a permanent monument of
the fishery resources of Canada.

Tried It on the Cat and Dog.

FAn Effective Sumunary’’ by am Astute
British Publisher.

New York, Sept. 22.—Mr. :Isaac N.
Ford cables from London to The Tri-
bune : With the departure of Mr. Hall
Caine on the Teutonic, the”Canadian
copyright question has been transferr-
ed to New York and Ottawa.” Publish-
ers here do not believe that a compro-
mise can be effected. One of the most
astute publishers remarked yesterday
that the Canadian contention was that
the Dominion needed cheaper books
and could have them only by employ-
ing printers on that side of the fron-
tier. ‘“But cheap books will not be
profitable anywhere,” he added, “un-
less the editions are large, and Canada
is too small a market for these; hence
ite printers could not lcwer the price
without selling their books across the
border, where alone large editions
could be marketed.” 5

This* was an effective summary of
the question. If Canada were out in
the ocean, like Australia, without an
American market alongside in which to
undersell the publishers who were deal-
ing justly with authors, foreign as
well as native-born, there would be
no copyright question.

HOXNRIBLE SELF-TORTURE BY TRAIN
ROBBER CURTIS. °

Procuring Two Saddler's Necdlles lle Deli-
berately Thrust Them Into His Eyes,
Believing That Blindness Would En
sure His Becoming a Free Man—No
Doubt Now of His Insanity.

Auburn, N.Y., Sept. 22.—Ever since
Oliver Curtis Perry, the train robber,
returned from Matteawan to a closely
guarded cell in Auburn Prison, he has
been in a morose mood varied by fre-
quent outbreaks of violence.

The- most desperate act he has ever
attempted was committed Tuesday.
He procured a short stick, through
which he thrust two saddler’s needles,
the same distance apart as his eyes
and then, holding this peculiar instcu-
ment of torture in his hands he renpecat-
edly prodded his eyes with the sharp
points. A keeper heard the commotion
in Perry’s cell and he promptly put a
stop to the horrible self-punish-nent.
Prison physician Sawyer attempted to
make an examination of the bleeding,
lacerated eyes, but Perry was obsti-
nate and would not submit. He beg-
ged to go to the hospital, but was ie-
moved to one of the isolated cells. Here
he was put under the influence of
chloroform, ‘'when it was discovered
that the needle had not yet destroyed
the sight of either eye, but the result
will probably be blindness of one or -
both eyes. Perry believed if he put
out both of his eyes and became blind
the Governor would have pity 4uron
him and exercise clemency by commut-
ing his sentence. He says that if hlind
he would be unable ,h to commit any
more crimes. The prfson officials are
more than ever of the opinton that
Perry is insane, and it is probahle that
he will again be sent to the Mattewan
Asylum.

ALL EUROPE IN A FERMENT

DANGER IN THE FRANCO-RUSSIAN
ALLIANCE,

These Two Powers Thought to NMave De-
serted BEritain in Armenia and Ger-
many in the East—Russia’s Alarming
Aggressions in l‘lo Pacific— land
Urged to Join the Triple Alliance.

London, Sept. 22.—Lord Salisbury’s
holiday at the Chateau Cecil, Dieppe,
has been ken up by the exigencies
of foreigh affairs. Ordinarily a single
courier daily attemds him, but now
three couriers incessantly come and
g0 between the Chateau and Paris
and Loridon.
activity are the further prospect of
disturbed relations with France and
Russia, and the Russo-Japanese diffl-
culty, The presence of Prince Loban-
off-Rostovsky,Russian Minister of For-
eign Affairs, at the French maneuvres
and the Russian General Drago-
miroff’s enthusiastic praises of the
French troops and his toast to the
Russo-Franco fraternity on the field
of batttle and union in combat, have
combined to produce the opinion in
England that an offensive and defen-
sive alliance has finally been comclud-
ed between. France and Russia.

Will England Join in the Dreibund ?

The view that Gen. Dragomiroff’s ut-
terances were merely designed to ca-
jole the French into supplying Russia
with lmore money does not appear ten-
able. His language amounted to an
official declaration of a firm alliance
between the two countriges, and is so
considered by the leadimg London pa-
pers. The.Daily Telegraph holds that
England ought no longer to hesitate
about joining the Dreibund. The
Standard makes a similar menace and
hopes the sword of England will al-
ways be enough to turn the scale. The
Economist predicts that the earliest
danger will arise from the Japanese
question. The paper does not doubt
that a sharp pressure-is being applied
at Tokio by Russia .to compel the Jap-
anese to evacuate Corea as well as
Liao-Tung. This paper argues that as
Japan must fight eventually she ought
not to .bide Russia’s time. The strug-
gle now would be a maritime one. A
victory would place Vladivostock at
the mercy of the Japanese, and even
if the Japanese were defeated Russia
WO{I.](I be unable to invade the Island
Empire. The Statist forsees the pos-
sibility of the United States taking
the side of Japan, with England also
supporting her, while China, finding
the Russian a too costly alliance,
would defy both Russia and France.

Franco-Russian Brotherhood of Arms.

Harold Frederics in his cable says:
It is observable that the Russian and
French generals at the manoeuvres
have spoken much more openly, even
recklessly, about the brotherhood of
arms existing between the two na-
tions than they had heretofore. The
scene of the mimic warfare was for
the first time in Lorraine,andthe speak-
ers of both races, as they drank toasts
in the evening to the day of their joint
glory on the battlefield, lifted their
glasses intuitively toward the blue line
of the Vosges, where their common
enemy is entrenched. The German
papers have studiously ignored all this,
but it -would be a mistake to suppose
that any aspect of it has gone un-

Hcticed.

People’s minds are therefore prepar-
ed afresh for some tangible manifesta-
tion of ranco-Russian intentions.
After their taking such elaborate pains
to show that they have established the
closest kind of partnership, it is only
ratural to_begin to look for some of
its fruits. Hence public suspicion runs

7 eagerly ahead of the ascertained facts

to believe that these two powers have
desertd England in Armenia, and be-
trayed Germany in the far east. Both
suspicions seem more probable than
not, but these things move very slowly
and on curiously devious lines, and it
is to be remembered always, too, that
Germany will pocket many quiet af-
fronts and put a good face on one dis-
comfiture’ after another in the pursuit
of her studiously patient waiting
game. She will never abandon the
bretense of amiable relations with
Russia until sheeis obliged to do so,
or suffer herself to be goaded into
rash action when prudence dictates the
other thing. Emperor William talks
excitedly, but his deeds are extremely
cautious, and so it happens that even
when France and Russia do a concert
of joint actions, and" popular expecta--
tions of trouble are on high, Germany
calmly associates herself with this
action and sterilizes it for mischief.

Vague reports are beginning to come
oi anticipated or accomplished Russian
aggressions on the Pacific. It is said
to be understood in St. Petersburg that
Chinese assent has been given to Rus-
slan occupation of Port Arthur. If
this be true, it will place England in
& very awkward position indeed, for

Chamberlain's 0ld Age Pension Plan De-
nounced as Crude Socialism.

It is not surprising to learn that there
is already some friction in this ducal
family, and that the old Duke and the
young duchess have been subjected
to something like a boycott at.Inve-
rary Castle. The Duke of Argyle cer-
tainly cannot be accused of prodigal-
ity, save in the matter of wives. He
lives the greater part of the vear at
Inverary, in feudal, but frugal state,
-entertaining few visitors and finding
in his boks ample comfort and occupa-
tion for his cultured leisure. It may
be truthfully said that he has ten
times the brains and a fifth of the in-
come of most of his compeers, and if
he were not 'a philosopher in his way,
one might well suppose hiin envious,
say, of the Duke of Sutherland, who
is about to entertain the Duke and
Duchess of York at Dunrobin Castle
at a cost of thousands of pounds. This
duke is wealthy enough to entertain
royal guests in royal state "without
inconvenience and without a haunting
fear of impoverishing his heirs there-
by. His castle, Dunrobin, is magnifi-
cent enough for a king, his town house
is one of the finest in London, and he
enjoys the unique distinction of hav-
ing a private railroad running through
his Scotch territory, with his own sta-
tion near his own door.

ROMANOE OF THE BATTENBERGS.

Except the Bonapartes the Family’s Rapid
Rise Is Without Parallel.

New York, Sept. 22.—Harold Fred-
eric cables from London to the Times:
The death of the Princess of Batten-
berg recalls temporary attention to
one of the most romantic family his-
tories of modern times. It is said now
that she was of Polish noble descent,
but her father, Count Haucke, was
the first who evér bore the title. His
father was a school teacher in War-
saw, of Jewish blood, who, being a
man of great cleverness and personal
attractions, got for pupils the pick of
the daughters of the Polish nobility,
and even Princesses from the German
courts. He married the beautiful Al-
sacian governess of one of the Hessian
families, and this clever couple,
through the interest of their influen-
tial girl puplls, secured for their three
sons fat places at the Russian court or
army, and important marriages. Now,
two of their descendants are husbands
respectively of a daughter and a
granddaughter of the Queen of Eng-
land, and a third occupied a Euro-
pean throne and came-within an ace
of marrying a sister of the German
Emperor before he died. With the
solitary exception of the Bonapartes,
there is no parallel of such swift ad-
vancement of a family in the whole
Almanach de Gotha, and even there
the progeny of the Jewish tutors is
much more securely placed than that
of the great Corscan’s brothers and
sisters.

Rritain Callous to Cholera in Europe.

New York, Sept. 22.—A London cable
says : Ever since Hamburg had her
terrible cholera visitation, and it dis-
covered that even then these islands
escaped the contagion, the British pub-
lic has flatly declined to be interested
in bulletins about the plague on the
Continent. The lapse of curiosity this
year may be said to be complete. Dis-
patches have come from Russia chron-
icling thousands of deaths in the west-
ern provinces, and the London papers
did not even print them. It is briefly
announced now that the cholera is
established in Constantinople, but all
its intermediate strides, in its ddvance
southward through the Austrian Em-
pire, though chronicled abroad, are
never mentioned here. Reports indicate
the proportion of deaths to cases to
be much larger in Volnia, this year
than it has been known anywhere be-
fore since the opening of theardly-kh
fgre since the opening year of 1884, but
Volnia is a long way off and nobody
cares. Apparently, too, we are going
to have an early winter, for there was
a slight frost reported from numerous
p!ace§ in England last night, and there
are signs of autumn prematurely ad-
vanced all over the Continent. So,
probably, the disease will soon disap-
pear. Unfortunately, however, it re-
vives now, every spring, and seems to
have become a bermanent fixture in
Europe.

NIAGARA FALLS BRIBERY CASES

Promeoter Kyle and R. F. Segsworth Com-
mitted For Trial.

Niagara Falls, Sept. 22.—On Satur-
day Promoter William Kyle and Rob-
ert F. Segsworth of Toronto were com-
mitted for trial on a charge of at-
tempting to bribe Dapgiel Fenwick, an
Alderman of last year’s Council to
secure his influence in favor of sub-
mitting a by-law granting a bonus to
Kyle’'s company for transforming the
horse-car railway into an electric line.

They said
the vote would be a tie in the com-
mittee and I would have the casting
vote, and wanted me to come their
way. The offer was for me to pass in
committee a by-law for $75,000. In
cross-examination by Mr. B. B. Osler,
‘'who appeared for the defence, the wit-
ness admitted that he kept the whole
matter to himself until February. He
also admitted that he had been an In-
solvent for seven years and that he
had taken the municipal declaration
for this year declaring that he owned
the necessary $600 qualification.

‘Washington, Sept. 21.—The weather
bureau has issued a special bulletin
regarding the present hot spell, show-
ing that it exceeds any previous re-
cords for the second ten days in Sep-
tember. An accompanying table shows
temperatures of 104 for nine days at
Concordia, La., of 102 for eight days
at Omaha, Neb., of 104 for six days at
Sioux City, and at 20 other places tem-
peratures rampging from 9 to 100 for
the last ten days. The highest point
at Washington, was 96, which pre-
vailed for four days.: New York 92,
New Orleans 90, St. Louis 94, Chicago
92, Pittsburg and Philadelphia 94, and
Cincinnati and Louisville 96.

New York Blistered.

New York, Sept. 21.—Saturday was
the hottest day of 1895 and the fourth
hottest day that New Yorkers have
ever experienced since 1870. The ther-
mometer registered 97 degrees at 3
r.m., the hottest portion of the day.

Patterson again Makes Top Score 67, amnd
British Bowling is Too Goed For the
0lheu-wnu! Knocked Over While
Playing Point—Game to Be Concluded
To-Day.

Philadelphia, Sept. 21.—~When stumps
were drawn for the night this afternoon
in the second day’s play of the internation-
al cricket match, the Englishmen had
scored 156 runs for their first innings and
the Philadelphians had made their second
essay at the bat for 138, which, with the
234 they made in their first, gives them a
total orf 372, a lead that the KEnglishmen
will need 217 in their second innings to
oyercome.

The heat again to-day was intense, but,
nevertheiess,this afternoon, there were 10,-

people present,fully one-third of wiom
were ladies. The Englishmen seemed to
have become acclimatized,and sufteerd less
from the sun’s rays than yesterday. In
spite of the fact of an all-day’s play yes-
terday on a hard wicket, the crease held
good nearly all the day, and only towards
late in the day did it become bumpy.

Both teams fielded sharply, especially
the Philadelphians, whose work to-day in
that department of the game was & mark-
ed contrast to the ragged exhibition they
gave yesterday. But the particular feature
of to-day’s play was the bowling of King
and Bailey tor the Philadelphians and that
of Lowe and Milligan for the Englishmen.
The wicket was essentially a batsmen’s,
and that neither side scored more runs
than they did on such a crease tells how
good the bowling was.

As yesterday Patterson went in for a
stand, and he saw 6 wickets fall, and ad-
ded 67 runs to the total before succumb-
ing to a speedy one from Lowe. But for
his steadiness the score of the Philadelphi-
ans would have been insignificant, as most
of the other Quakers were helpless before
the English bowlers.

Wilson, while playing point, was quite
severely hurt, Patterson cut a hard one
straight at him, which Wilson missed, and
the heavy ball struck him just below the
throat. He returned the ball to the wicket
and then staggered and fell to the ground.
It required some little time to revive him,
and then he left the field, Kjng of the
Philadelphians taking his place.

After some doctoring Wilson returned to
the game again. When the Philadelphians
had all been retired it was 5.05, and the
game was called. The Englishmen will
take their second innings on Monday. They
need 217 runs to win, and, under ordinary
circumstances, they might get them. A
wicket, however, that has been played on
for two full days is likely to be bad and
dangerous on the third day, and on this
account it would seem that the odds are
against the Englishmen topping the Phila-
delphians’ score, Score :

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N.Y.4.C. ATHLETES CAPTURE 11
STRAIGHT EVENTS,

New world's Records Made in 830 Yards
Run, High Jumps, One Mile Run and
220 Yards Run and Record Tied in
the 100 ¥Yards Race—Even Uncle Sam
Was Surprised.

New York, Sept. 21.—Never in the annals
of a_th‘letics was such a decisive beating
administered in an event of so much im-
portance and to such an aggregation of
champions, as that given by the N.Y.A.C.
to the team of the London Athletic Club
in the dual internatidnal games at Man-
hattan Field to-day.

Fully 12,000 people were present to-day
at the field,

From the time that Charley Kilpatrick
won the half-mile down to the moment
that Conneff broke the tape, a winner in'
the three-mile run, the 11th and last event
of the day, the interest never flagged, and
the applause never waned. Of the 11 events
on the program, only three were looked
upon in the light of certainties for the
Americans, viz., the high jump, shot and
hammer. The half-mile and mile were re-
garded as pretty good things for the home
club but by no means certainties, while the
other events were considered to be very
open. That the Mercury Foot would cap-
wure all the 11 of the reel was certainly
not even hited at.

The half-mile run “was the first act in
what was to be a tragedy for the wearers
of the green and gold. Charley Kilpatrick,
the American champion over the distance,
and Harvey Lyons, were the pair selected
to carry the New York A.C. colors, while
F. 8. Horan and C. H. Lewin sported the
green and gold. Lyons’ business in the
race was done after the first quarter, and
he started to make the pace a hot one for
Kilpatrick, who is a tritle slow in getting

Kilpatrick went to the front, followed by
Lewin and Horan. Lewin quit on entering
the back stretch. Horan then went.on in
the chase of the American champion, but
notwithstanding his plucky effort could not
get within less than six yards of the Union
College flyer at the tinish, and the first
point in the contest went to the N, Y.A.C.
The enthusiasm was wild for a few mo-
ments. The cheering was renewed when
the time—lm. 53 2-58.—was put on the
board ,and ‘the spéctacors were informed
that .the best previous record of 1m.
54 2-5s., made by F. K. Cross of Oxford
University, llad peen beaten by a full sec-
ond. Then came the 100-yards’ dash, and
if there was any one event that was deem-
ed a sure thing for vpme visithg team it
was that. The great Bradley, the greatest
sprinter in Great Britain, was there, but
from the flash of the pistol to the breaking
of the tape Bernard J. Wefers, the wearer
of the scarlet and white, was a yard in
front of the champion of Britain.

When the exeitement consequent
on the-defeat of the English certainty had
subsided, the high jumpers came out—Regi-
nald Williams and Alan B. Johnstone for
the visitors, and M. ¥. Sweeney and S, A.
W. Baltazzi for the home team. Johnstone
was thie first man to go out, with the bar
at 5 feet 10 inches. Williams and Baltazzi
failed at 6 feet, and Sweeney went over
like a bird with inches to spare. The bar
was then raised to what was measured
as 6 feet 5 1-2 inches, but afterwards found
to have been 6 feet 5 5-8 inches, and Swee-
ney cleared this on the third trial, break-
ing his own previous best world’'s record
of 6 feet 5 1-8 inch. The mile run was
next on the program. Orton, the Canadi-
an, made the pace for a lap, with Conneff
second and Lutyens third, but the going
was not fast enough to suit Conneff, and
the little Irishman went to the head of
affairs, and Lutyens, who was running a
bit lame, followed him, while Orton fell
back. Conneff had a lead of about 12 yards
from Lutyens at the half, which was made
in 2 minutes and 10 1-5 seconds, but the
Englishman held on doggedly. At the
three-quarters, however, Lutyens was ldb-
oring painfully,. and Cqnneff drew away
at every stride. Orton closed up and pass-
ed Lutyens on the back stretch, and at the
end of the stretch Lutyens broke down-and
quit, Connel sprinted up the straigh tand
breasted the tape in 4 min. 18 1-5 sec. A.
R. Downer, the Scottish champion, and
probably the fastest man in England from
100 to 200 yards, broke down after going
50 yards in the 220-yard run, TRhis made
the race a duel between Welfers and Crum,
as Jordan, the English second string, was
not nearly fast enough for the Yankees.
Wefers won handily by two yards and
Crum beat the Londonér by about three
yards. The time, 21 3-5 seconds, makes
new figures for the world’'s record, which
up to to-day stood at 21 4-5 seconds.

The Londoner’'s best effort in the shot
was not within several feet of the N.Y.A.
C.’s second string, and in this, as in the
hammer, the green and gold were fairly
outclassed.

The hurdle race promised a most excit-
ing contest, and, next to the 100-yard run,
was looked upon as the closest event of
the lot, with a shade of odds in favor of
Godfrey Shaw, the English captaip. It
was also thought that the race woutd set-
tle the point as to whether the -English
system of fixed hurdles on the grass, or the
American, of moveable hurdles on cinder
was the faster, as both Shaw and Chase
are champions at the respective methods.

A COMPLICATED SITUATION.

The inventive intellect of all Toron-
to is just now highly concentrated on
the waterworks problem. Hundreds,
yes thousands, of citizens are devoting
all their spare time in evolving a
scientific and practical solution of To-
ronto’s water enigma. If you see a
man seated on a park bench with a
piece of paper and pencil in his hand
and a fixed look in his eye you may
take it for granted that he is working
out a néw scheme for bringing lake
water across the bay, and he intends
to have it in shape before Expert Man-
sergh arrives. A dozen such plans
have already been left at this office.
During the course of the present
week, as the excitement increases, we
expect to feceive at least a score
more daily. One truth that has come
to the surface during this period of
intellectual activity is the fact that
no technical engineering education is
requisite to produce a good workable
waterworks plan. Several carpenters
and machinists have sketched what
théy believe to be excellent projects.
A 'patent medicine man has called our
attention to a device for establishing
a sort of Gulf stream between the
mouth of the. Niagara-river and the
intake pipe. This stream is establish-
ed by means of a sub-aqueous electric
current, which induces a flow of water
in a line parallel to its direction. Its
absolute purity is thereby assured.
There are in Toronto probably one
hundred men whose sole occupation is
the originating of patentable ideas.
For such the present season is a verit-
able picnic. They are working on this
thing, however, for the pure satisfac-
tion they obtain from exercising their
inventive faeulties. There is no pros-
pect of pecuniary reward for their
labors. They unselfishly dedicate their
genius to the pubH¢ welfare. /

We ourselves have evolved/no pro-
Jjects, but we think it will n6t be out
of the way on our part to suggest a
few leading principles which must be
observed in the hunt for good work-
able schemes: We- will suppose, first
of all, that ‘it is agreed to use the
present intake and pumping station.
We then announce this scientific for-
mula: the water from the lake intake
to the pumping plant must be con-
veyed under the bay, or through the
bay or over the bay. If it were
thought desirable, we could prove this
formula as conclusively as Eueclid
demonstrates his first proposition. We
ask our readers, however, to take the
proposition for granted. It ought to
be of great assistance to those who
are thinking out the water problem
to know that there are only these
three possible locations to choose from.

The building of a tunnel under the
bay is an alluring scheme with many.
With them its great feature lies in
the fact that the tunnel. won’t rise.
Twice within the past few years the
present conduit has emerged from the
depths like a sea serpent, causing con-
sternation among the people and con-
fusion among the Aldermen. Besides,
the tunnel idea has this possibility, the
credit for which belongs to a gentle-
man with long hair who called at The
World office last week. His idea is to
use the tunnel for water pipes, elec-.
tric wires and a pony trolley electric
railway. This scheme involves two
four-foot steel pipes along the bottom
of the tunnel. Across the top of these
are laid sleepers for a light trolley
system. Each car is designed to hold
six people and it will make the trip
across in three minutes. After the
two pipes are turned into the pumping
well the tunnel is to be continued for
the trolley cars up to a point near
the corner of King and Yonge streets.
The originator of the scheme is sleep-
ing on the details.

Coming to the overhead system,
there are not a few enthusiasts whq
favor this idea. Here, too, the inven-
tor has big scope for his ingenuity. Up
to 30 feet in height the principle of
tthe syphon could be employed. But
the free navigation of vessels necessi-
tates any overhead structure being 125
feet high. A cash-box railway has
been incorporated with this proposal.
The overhead conduit spans the west-
ern gap an two lofty steel towers. Sus-
pended from the conduit s a cable
by means of which a cash-box railway
is operated. The passengers sit in a
wire cage and cross the gap on the
level of the piers. It is claimed that
passengers can be taken directly from
the Hamilton boats and transferred to
the island with the rapidity of a cash-
box at Eaton’s on its way to the cash-
fer. An objection to this proposal lies
in the fact that a subsidiary pump-
ing plant must be placed on the Island
to raise the water to the necessary
height.

Bringing the water by a conduit
through the Bay is a scheme that has
much in its favor, although the ex-
isting plant has proven a failure.
There are scores of citizens who are
willing to pledge their, reputation on
this project. They demand, however,
that the system be suplemented by
a small pumping station on the Island
so as to give the water in the con-
duit a greater pressure than that
caused on the pipe by the water sur-
rounding it in the Bay. This would
prevent all leakage into the pipe. If
the pipes were not absolutetly tight
the leakage could be outward, and
consequently our drinkink water could
not become contaminated. Others who
are in favor of this project say that
such a pumping station on the Is-
land would not be requisite if a good
Job were made in connecting the pipes
and in burying'them in a proper depth
of sand.

It will be noticed that these differ-
ent schemes are all based upon the
condition that the intake and pump-
ing station remain in their present lo-
cation. Suppose, now, that the loca-
tion of the intake be changed, or that
the pumping station be removed to

another place, or that both intake and

station are changed simultaneously.
There then arises a series of possibili-
ties that makes the situation exceed-
ingly complex. But these are the pos-
sibilities in regard to one scheme only.
There are half a dozen other different
projects,including the scheme for build-
ing a reservoir at Scarboro Heights,
that of collecting the water from the
tewnship of Erin; the North Toronto
artesian’ wells idea; the Bond Lake,
Lake Simcoe and Georgian Bay
schemes, and others that have escaped
our memory. When we consider that
each of these projects has many varia-
tions. the same as 'the scheme . for
bringing the water across the Bay,
that we have already outlined, the pos-
gibilities of Toronto’s water problem
become simply appalling. And in this
citation of schemes we have only re-
ferred to such as have some scientific
reason for their existence. Apart from
these, there is a whole host of projects
emanating from the brains of admitted
cranks. These involve the use of Ar-
chimedian screws, hydraulic rams and
other mechanical processes which in-
tensify the situation to an alarming ex-
tent. And yet there are some who
grumble because we are going to pay
Mr. Mansergh $15,000 to get us out of
the muddle! He would be cheap -at
three 'times what he is asking.

THE INTERNATIONAL SHIP CANAL.

The current nunfber of Harper’'s
Weekly has an interesting article on
“The Opening of the Great Lakes to
the Sea,” a subjeet which will engage
the attention of the Deep Waterways
Convention at Cleveland during the
present week. The article is an out-
line of the work that is necessary to
complete a waterway for ocean ves-
sels from the heAd of the great lakes
to New York by way of Welland Ca-
nal, the St, Lawrence River, Lake
Champlain and the Hudson River.
What has hitherto scared off Canadi-
ans from even considering this great
scheme is the fact that small and
costly locks have been associated with
the project. With locks like that at
the Sault, the cost for lifts alone for
the contemplated. ship canal would be
at least $175,000,000. Thirty-five such
locks would be necessary. According
to the latest scheme, between Lake
Erie and New York there would only
be requisite five locks, which could
be constructed for $15,000,000: It is es-
timated that to carry the first ocean
steamer from New York to Chicago
will require an expenditure of $100,-
000,000. To carry such a vessel from
Chicago to Montreal would not require
the expenditure of more than half that
amount. Modern canal building has
So reduced the cost of this project
that it now becomes an easy under-
taking, especially when participated in
by both Canada and the United States.
The article in Harper’s concludes as
follows : “Mr. Dutton has prepared
elaborate statistical tables to show the
cheapening of freight rates, and ‘the
consequent enhancement of the value
of farm products, which would foilow
the opening of this proposed maritime
canal. Water transportation would,in
lower freight charges and a saving of
two or three handlings, add at least
five cents per bushel to the price of
grain the farmer. now receives. In
meats the saving would be even great-
ed, since the boats could be utilized
directly for cold storage, while many

the like, which cafn now hardly be
shipped at'all, could be sold at a pro-
fit.

All in all, Mr. Dutton estimates that
the canal would add the vast sum of
$450,000,000 annually to the value of
the products of sixteen Western Sta-

something like $1,800,000,000 would be
added to the value of the farms in these
States in consequence of the opening of
the canal. These are prodigious fig-
ures—rather more than the mind can
grasp in a moment—and I am Hot pre-
pared to  more than report
them here. But certainly no one who
bhas attentively studféd the subject

fraught with vaster consequences and
is of more intimate concern to the
northern half of this country and to
Canada than any other commercial
enterprise projected since the begin-
ning of railway construction in Ameri-
ca.”

THE AGED AND SUNDAY CARS.

Our old and still active townsman,
Mr, John Laidlaw sr., has written us
a letter pointing out the need there is
for Sunday cars. When an old pioneer
like Mr. Laidlaw (he was born in the
Same year as Her Gracious Majesty),
writes in this strain, it is well worthy
of the attention of the public. Indeed,
we have noticed a very pronounced
expression of opinion coming from the
old people in favor of Sunday cars.
They cannot walk as they once could
and without cars they must sit quiet
all the Sunday. Mr. Laidlaw also
puts in a word for the sick and the
poor. Can you imagine a greater boon
to the pcor, to the sick, to the tired, |
than a ride on the electric cars on a
day like yesterday ? And yet there
are many good people in this town
who are ready to prevent them ever
enjoying such a blessing, such a con-
venience. Mr. Laidlaw calls our at-
tention to the fact that in all the
great cities and in the neighboring
city of Hamilton, the clergy and the
church-goers largely patronize the
Sunday cars, and no public evil re-
sults therefrom. Mr. Laidlaw further
points out that the last vestige of
any ground of opposition to the cars
disappeared when ‘“atmospheric light-
ning”” took the place of horses as a
motive power. Mr. Laidlaw has, he
says, no doubt that Toronto is much
injured in the eyes of the world by
her pretended superiority in morals on
Sunday. We do not profess to be any
better than others on other days. Mr.
Laidlaw also agrees with us that we
must have Sunday cars if we wish to
see Toronto a city of three hundred
thousand inhabitants, Mr. Laidlaw
has conferred many bénefits on his
fellow-citizens, among them the splen-
did chiming clock in Bt. James. but
in no act of his has he done a greater
benefit than in raising his voice in
behalf of the "old people amongst us
who desire Sunday cars.

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PEARY RETURNS FROM THE BRCTICS

The Expedition Void of Result Except to
Bring a Collection of Fanua and
Mineralogical Specimens.

St. Johns~Nf., Sept. 22.—The Peary
relief steamer Kite arrived here Sat-
urday, bringing Peary, Lee and Hen-
son safe home. The Peary expedition
party endured much hardship last
winter but undaunted, started north-
ward again in April in an attempt to
make a new record. They succeeded
in reaching Independence Bay, where
they camped. They were unable to
make any pronounced advance north-

party, both IL.ee and Henson being
exhausted. A number of the dogs
died from a plague common among
them. The work of the expedition is
believed to be unimportant.

The Kite reached Peary’s headquar-
ters Aug. 3 and started to return on
Sept. 1. They spent the intervening
time exploring in the interest of the
Greenland Scientific expedition, Messrs
Dibbitsch, Salisbury, Dyche, Leboutel-
lier and Walsh, who were on board,
surveyed many miles of unknown
coasts. They also discovered two
large meteorites, which they brought
home and another weighing 40 tons
which it was impossible to take away.
They also found- it impossible to bring
home Peary’s house. Many specimens
of deer, walrus and northern animals
and birds, flowers and lichens were se-
cured, but the captures were not as
extensive as had been expected owing
to the time for exploring being cut
short in the hurry to return. The Kite
visited Jones’ Sound, Cape Sabine and
many ports south of Greenland. They
had a pleasant and uneventful pas-
sage. .

Tuarned Back by Want of Food.

The Peary party are very reticent,
but generally concede that in the main
the expedition was practically a fail-
ure. Last winter was passed unevent-
fully at Anniversary Lodge in pre-
paring for the great expedition over
the ice cap which left Anniversary
Lodge April 1. All three, Peary, Lee
and Henson, took part, having five
sleds and 49 dogs, besides a_ sup-
porting party of natiwes during the
first stages of the journey. When
they arrived at a point 135 miles from
headquarters, where he had cached
provisions on the failure of the expe-
dition of 1894, Peary could not find
the cache which had evidently been
snowed over and buried. Consequent-
ly he decided to continue on to Inde-
pendence Bay, hoping to augment his
little stock of provisions by shooting
game. He expected to reach the bay
and do some coast exploration, when
two hopes were realized, although at
the cost of dreadful hardships. Lee
gave out and had to be hauled for
several days until the bay was reach-
ed, where they contrived to shoot sev-
eral musk oxen. Owing to the small-
ness of the party and the fatal de-
fect of a scarcity of food, Peary con-
cluded not to make his way northward.

Had Only One Dog Left.

He did some coast exploration him-
self while Lee recuperated, after which
they began their return journey to
camp. The dogs became emaciated
from want of food and then developed
contagious sickness. Peary was com-
pelled to kill the weaker ones by de-
grees to supply the stronger ones with
food. The stock of dogs became so
reduced that only one remained when
headquarters were reached on the re-
turn journey. During the return Lee
again collapsed and had to take to
the sled, which Peary and Henson,
with the remaining dog drew over the
frozen snow until he returned. For
two weeks all three lived on one meal
a day. They got back July 25, just
a week before they heard the news
of the relief expedition.

Journey of the Kite,

The Kite reached the mouth of the
Gulf July 21, but could not penetrate
Northumberland Sound owing to the
ice. Being forced back several times
by the ice she tried Murchison Sound,
but failed, and eventually entered Mec-
Cormick Bay on Aug. 2. The relief ex-
pedition started and walked 35 miles
to Bowderin Bay, where they fomnnd
the gallant party. She then started
on a walrus cruise and then crossed
to Cape Sabine on the west coast,
whence she cruised south, entering
Jones’ Sound and proceeding 50 miles
up it until stopped by ice. Next she
followed the coast south and crossed
Melville Bay to Cape York, where she
explored for meteorological specimens
and contrived to get two safely ship-
ped, one weighing half a ton and the
other three tons, but a stone com-
monly known as Sir John Ross, an
immense block of almost pure iron,
weighing about 40 tons, was found to
be too large to move and they were
compelled to abandon it. On Sept. 7
the Kite was caught in a pack and
remained there four days.

! Valuable Arctic Collection,

The Kite has on board the most val-
uable collection ever brought out of
the Arctic regions. It is mainly the
work of Prof. Dyche of Kansas Uni-
versity, who collected nearly 4000 spec-
imens of birds, eggs and animals, be-
sides 24 walruses, 8 narwhales, 25 seal,
13 polar bears and a number of other
animals. Peary made many valuable
meteorological data. He thoroughly
surveyed Inglefield Gulf and the neigh-
borhood. All the members of the com-
pany agree that this gives the death
blow to any Arctic expedition under
any auspices for many years to come.
Peary feels his failure keenly and
much sympathy is expressed for him
here.

Their Terrible Sufferings.

Full details of the dreadful suffer-
ings of Peary, Lee and Henson are now
:becoming public. It is a cause for
wcnder how they survived. No other
case is known where Arctic explorers
deliberately took their lives in their
hands and ventured upon a most ex-
acting enterprise with the full know-
ledge that their supply of food was in-
sufficient and they they would probab-
ly perish in the attempt. Peary’s dis-
appointment over the unsatisfactory
termination of the expedition is uncon-
cealed, but all admit that he is not re-
sponsible for the failure. No human
being could have done more to make
the expedition a success. Had he-had
more men or even sufficierit provisions
he would have accomplished much.
