SEED BED FOR WINTER WHEAT
Plowing Is of Vital Concern For Soil 

Preparation.
How deep should wheat land be 

plowed? Experienced farmers gen­
erally consider that five Inches is Just 
about right, and expert observation» 
since have verified their conclusions. 
Wheat Is rather a shallow feeder, and 
this depth gives ample room for the 
roots to establish themselves In the 
soil A greater depth than this Is not 
only unnecessary, but If the winter 
following proves snowless and extreme- 
ly cold. It Is apt to produce excessive 
heaving of the soil—the prime cause 
of the “freezing out” so destructive of 
wheat during dry winters. In addition 
to this deep plowing turns the poorer 
under soil to the surface and furnishes 
a less efficient germinating bed.

Every inch of soil intended for wheat 
must be turned over and broken—that 
is, if a good crop to desired—for wheat 
will not root well in a skim of soil, 
especially If that skim lies over hard, 
unplowed ground. The writer hae 
known good wheat lands that have 
had their yields greatly reduced 
through haste and cerelessness In plow­
ing. Those guilty of such negligence 
are often so through erroneously rea­
soning that, Insomuch as wheat is a 
shallow rooted plant, “cut and cover” 
methods do not matter very much—an 
error always apparent when the crop 
to harvested. Subsequent harrowing 
and disking will not undo the damage, 
though It may hide the cheat until re­
vealed by the stunted results ot the 
following summer.

After the ground 1s plowed It will 
need to be worked into a finely pulver­
ized condition by barrowing and disk­
ing. It will need also to be firmed and 
pressed until all air spaces and pockets 
are filled In. Wheat does not germi­
nate in a coarse, cloddy soil and grows 
very slowly when It does germinate. 
In a soil garden-like in its texture ger­
mination takes place quite readily, 
even though there to a scarcity of 
moisture. The roots establish them­
selves firmly, reaching down and out 
In a durable cluster well calculated to 
withstand the rigors of the coming 
winter.

Cornstalk Cutter.
Some farmers plow under the stalks 

after they have been broken down by 
a harrow or a drag. Others prefer to 
cut, pile and bum them, especially 
where Insects are bad. Stalk cutters 
have been in use for years In this 
country, though their use has been lim­
ited because of the large acreages put 
into crop in the short space of time 
available. The cylinder on which the

blades are mounted is lowered into 
contact with the ground when the ma­
chine to pulled into a stalk field, rolling 
along as the cutter to pulled. The 
stalks are straightened by a guide rod 
that drags on both sides of the row 
ahead of the cutting cylinder, so that 
practically every stalk is cut into even 
lengths and easily put under ground 
when plowed.—Farming Business,

Forms of application may be obtained from any 
branch of any chartered bank in Canada, and at the 
office of any Assistant Receiver General in Canada.

Subscriptions must be for even hundreds of dollars.
In case of partial allotments the surplus deposit 

will be applied towards payment of the amount due on 
the January instalment.

Scrip certificates payable to bearer will be issued, 
after allotment, in exchange for the provisional receipts.

When the scrip certificates have been paid in full 
and payment endorsed thereon by the bank receiving the 
money, they may be exchanged for bonds with coupons 
attached, payable to bearer or registered as to principal, 
or for fully registered bonds without coupons.

Denmark has been termed the para­

Nearly 
two-thirds of her population make a 
Hving, and a good living, from the 
land, one-half of the agriculturists be­
ing their own masters. The secret oi 
success has lain in technical education 
aud co-operation. Every farmer, big or 
little, belongs to one of the great co­
operative associations, which guide him 
In the care of the land and cattle and 
dispose of his produce to the best ad­
vantage without the needless waste oi 
competition. The result of the system 
has been to make Denmark one of the 
richest countries In Europe In propor­
tion to her size.

Americans have ample opportunity 
during this war to prove themselves 
the most long suffering people on the 
face of the earth. Their experience 
does not suit the philosophy of the 
paxists, who declare that if one does 
not attempt to resist no harm will 
befall and no attack will be made by 
an enemy. The Americans have not 
resisted, They would not hurt a fly, 
not to mention a Turk or a Prussian.

It is not stated that 
any of the theorists who tried to put 
their theory into practice ever brought 
back , a report. America has been 
trying to look the German beast in 
the eye, and either the gaze has not 
been sufficiently steady or the theory 
does not work,

Making the Little 
Farm Pay

By C. C. BOWSFIELD

People who are taking little farms 
with a view to getting a living Income, 
together with the advantages of a ru­
ral home, naturally give a great deal of 
thought to the earning capacity of an 
acre, and there is much discussion of 
this subject

I have visited ten and twenty acre 
farms, both north and south, where 
the vegetable crops were paying $300 
to $400 an acre above the Cost of the 
labor. I have known celery, onions, 
cauliflower, lettuce, tomatoes and sev­
eral other vegetables to give a net re­
turn of $500 to $800 an acre. Cabbage 
and beans will sometimes do this also, 
but less frequently than the

owner and his tamfif. - The -average 
production. In America of an acre of 
com Is under thirty bushels an acre, 
though more than eight" tiroès this 
amount have been grown. The aver­
age potato crop is less than 100 bushels 
per acre, though more than twelve 
times this number of bushels have been 
produced, yfrben the Intensive method 
is used the productive value of an acre 
of' land would seem to the average 
farmer as fabulons.

There are three crops with which a 
beginner may specialize, as they flt 
well Into a rotative scheme and are al­
ways In good demand. These are early 
cabbage, early potatoes and late cel­
ery. In making a garden raise two or 
more crops In one season these prod­
ucts should be considered. Of potatoes 
the farmer may try Irish Cobbler. 
They are about as early as any, are of 
uniform size and the quality is good. 
The seed tubers are selected in the fall, 
kept in a cool cellar till about the mid­
dle of March and then are put In shal­
low slatted boxes. If placed in a light 
and moderately warm room by the 
time It is safe to plant them they will 
have thrown out strong sprouts possi­
bly an Inch long. Do not break these 
sprouts. Keep them uppermost in 
planting. Each piece of tuber should 
have at least two eyes. A potato crop 
so handled will be quite early and pay 
accordingly. There are a number of 
late growing crops which can then be 
put In the ground and brought to ma­
turity by September or October.

To have cabbaged beaded, early In 
July it is necessary to have them set 
out before the middle of April. The 
plants may be bought from dealers or 
the seed started in cold frames. In 
buying call for early varieties. The 
cabbages are set two feet apart each 
way and on a fair piece of ground will 
grow a crop worth $400 at an average 
Of 5 cents a head. The late celery can 
follow on this ground or the potato 
land, and it is also feasible to grow 
radishes, beets, carrots, turnips, lettuce 
and many other things.

Celery may be treated as a highly 
profitable crop. It deserves the most 
Intelligent care. As moisture Is need­
ed regularly It will pay to have a 
cheap irrigation outfit. Without water 
celery is not crisp or tender. A Ught 
sprinkling of nitrate of soda along 
the rows helps this crop.

The best arrangement would 
be to have bulbs of different sizes in 
one chandelier, so more or less light 
could be turned on ns required; then 
with care there would be a welcome 
decrease in the size of the bills. As 
bulbs burn out and must be replaced, 
let the housewife try this and see for 
herself.

Brewers' Grains as Pig Feed.
When fresh brewers* grains can be 

obtained at a reasonable price they 
may be safely and economically fed to 
growing pigs during the first two- 
thirds of the growing period, and brood 
sows will also thrive on them when fed 
in reasonable quantities and with the 
proper mixtures. A very satisfactory 
way to feed the grains would be to use 
them for about one-third of the ration,

from 478,600 acres, an average yield per 
acre of only 131 bushels. Last year the 
corresponding figures were 85,672,000 
bushels, 475,900 acres, and 180 bushels. 
Not since the average of 119 bushels in 
1910 has the rate per acre been so low ; 
it is 27 bushels below the average of 158 
bushels for the five years 1910-14. In 
Ontario, where the record yield of over 
167 bushels per acre was obtained last 
year, the average yield per acre this year 
is not more than 92.6 bushels, the lowest 
yield on record for the province. In 
other provinces the potato yield is also 
poor, excepting in Alberta and in British 
Columbia. In the former province the 
total yield is 5,155,000 bushels from 27,- 
300 acres an average of 188.8 bushels per 
acre, and in the latter the yield is 3,956,- 
000 bushels from 16,000 acres, an average 
of 247 bushels. In both provinces the 
yield per acre is larger than in any year 
since 1911 when the respective yields 
were 211.6 and 252 bushels. , For all 
Canada the quality is 84 p.c. of the 
standard as compared with 90 p.c. last 
year ; but in Ontario the quality is down 
to 66 p.c. as compared with 101 p.c. last 
year. In Prince Edward Island the 
quality is 81 ; in Nova Scotia it is 76, and 
in New Brunswick it is 88 p.c. In Al­
berta the quality is good with 91 p.c. 
and in British Columbia it is 84 p.c. The 
average price per bushel to the grower 
works out to 57 cents for Canada, 76 
cents for Ontario and 33 cents in Alberta. 
Potatoes are very generally reported as 
affected with rot and blight, especially in 
Ontario, and the indications are that the 
keeping qualities this year will be very 
poor.

ACREAGE AND CONDITION OF FALL
WHEAT

Government Crop Report
Ottawa, November 16, 1915. The

Census and Statistics Office issued to-day 
a report on the yield, quality and price 
of the root and fodder crops of 1915, the 
acreage and condition at October 31 of 
fall wheat sown for 1916, and the pro­
gress of fall ploughing.

ROOT AND FODDER CROPS

The area sown to fall wheat for next 
year’s harvest is estimated to be 1,108,- 
800 acres which is about 15 p.c. less than 
the area of 1,294,000 acres sown in 1914 
for 1915. The decrease is principally in 
Ontario and is due to the heavy rains of 
August which prevented the working of 
the soil in time for seeding. The area 
shown to fall wheat in Ontario is estim­
ated to be 820,600 acres, as compared 
with 1,043,000 acres sown in 1914, the 
decrease being 222,400 acres, or over 21 
p.c.

For Ontario and 
Alberta the figures of condition are less 
than in either of the two previous years, 
when the condition on Oct. 31 was over 
90.

Root and fodder crops in Canada, con­
sisting of potatoes, turnips, mangolds, 
etc., hay and clover, alfalfa, fodder corn 
and sugar beets, occupied this year a 
total area of about 8,977,000 acres, as 
compared with 9,067,000 acres in 1914, 
and their estimated value, subject to re­
vision, is $230,379,000 as compared with 
226,227,000 last year. The decrease in 
area is principally in respect to hay and 
clover, and the increase in total value is 
due to the larger yield of the same crop. 
Hay and clover yield 10,953,000 tons 
from 7,875, 000 acres, or 1.39 ton per 
acre, as compared with 10,259,000 tons 
from 7,997,000 acres or 1.28 ton per acre 
last year. The yield of alfalfa is 261, 
955 tons from 92,665 acres, or 2 83 tons 
per acre, of todder corn 3,429,800 ' tons 
from 343,400 tons or 10 tons per acre, and 
of turnips and other roots 64,281,000 
bushels from 172,700 acres, or 372 bushels 
per acre,

THE POTATO CROP

PROGRESS OF FALL PLOUGHING 
For all Canada about 53 p.c. of the 

area intended for next year’s crops is re­
ported as ploughed by October 31, as 
compared with 71 p.c. last year and 54 
p.c. in 1913. In the Northwest the per­
centages are as follows Manitoba 36 
against 92, Saskatchewan 27 against 77, 
Alberta 34 against 56.
