Another old resident of Warwick, 
Mr. William Manders, departed this 
life on Tuesday morning at 7 o’clock 
after an illness of two months’ dura­
tion in his 83rd year.

ARE YOU LEGALLY MARRIED

Toronto Globe: Mr. Justice Brun- 
eau of the Quebec Superior Court 
has given judgment in a marriage, 
annulment case in that Province 
which should engage the attention 
immediately of the Department of 
Justice so that some authoritive rul­
ing may be made concerning the 
issue: Judge Bruneau declares that a 
marriage solemnized in Montreal in 
1916 by a dignitary of thé Greek 
Orthodox Church between a member 
of that Church and a young lady of 
the Roman.Catholic Church was not 
a legal marriage at all because the 
clergyman was not a. naturalized 
citizen, presided over po church, and 
was not the custodian of any church 
records.

! FRUIT AND VEGETABLE CROP 
REPORT

The following extracts are from 
the Department of Agriculture at 
Ottawa July report for Western On­
tario,

The total -crop of apples through­
out Western Ontario is now estim­
ated at approximately 25 per cent, 
heavier than that of last year, Win­
ter appes generally are heavier thfcfi 
1922, but the early varieties will b.e 
somwhat less. Between Hamilton and 
Niagara the crop of Duchess, Weal­
thy, -Yellow Transparent and Astra- 
chan is estimated at 35 to 40 per 
cent of that of last year. McIntosh 
and Snow 80 per -cent. Baldwins,' 
Greenings, Kings and Spies 75 per 
cent. The usual insect pests and fun­
gus diseases are prevalent in un­
sprayed orchards, but in the orchards 
that have been well taken care of 
they have not yet made their appear- 
ancè.

The present indications throughout 
Ontario are that the crop of the var­
ious kinds of tender fruits will be 
slightly Jess than that of last year. 
The prospects are that the peach crop 
of the Niagara District will not be 
more than 75 per cent of 1922, with 
the early varieties 60 per cent, Yel­
low St. John and early Crawfords 
100 per cent, Elbertas 40 per cent 
and the later varieties 70 per cent 
of last year.The crop of sour cherries 
will be about 90 per cent of 1922, 
while the sweet cherries will be equal 
£hat of last year, the Japanese plums 
are very light while European plums 
are estimated at 70 per cent. It is 
yet too early to give any estimate of 
the grape crop but the present pros­
pects are approximately equal- to 
those of last year.

Reports from Ontario indicate that 
there is every promise of a satisfac­
tory. crop of potatoes. The acreage 
planted in the Dryden district is well 
above the average and while they are. 
not very far advaned at present, if 
the growing season fqyn now on is 
favorable a good crop may be expect­
ed. Oniohs although showing a good 
stand are not in a very satisfactory 
condition. The continued dry weather 
is having a considerable effect, the 
total damage being estimated at 30 
per cent. The tomato acreage is 
slightly less than 1922 and the 
growth has been held back by the 
cold dry weather. In the Leamington 
district damage estimated at 40 per 
cent was caused by heavy winds on 
iMay 27, and later by the cold dry 
weather. In the Waterford district 
350 lacres have been set to this crop.

We all wear silken ties, and think 
or care little of the source ot the ma­
terial from which the tie was, made. 
You may doubt the statement that 
thé tie you are wearing came largely 
from a polaoa gas, carbon di-oxide,
! ""Compound that U ever present in 
the air in which we live' and breath. 
Silken ties should be. beautiful, since 
each are born of a remarkable par­
entage. an Invisible compound for 
mother and a sunbeam, for father. If 
we walk Into the spruce forest where 
the tall trees reach toward the sky, 
we pause with wonderment and ask 
how did It all happen. We can spend 
an Interesting moment In tracing the
development of the trees._
Much So-Called Silk Comes From 

Spruce Trees.
The tiny seed of the spruce, nursed 

by mother earth and bathed in the 
warmth of the sun, springs to life 
and pushes its tiny stem and leaves 
out to the light and *lr, out to the 
air that contains the carbon di-oxlde 
from which our tree will draw most 
ot ita substance for growth—out to 
the sunlight that activates the chlor­
ophyll green of the tiny leaves, set­
ting to work the chain of processes 
that make wood growth. Layer upon 
layer, the wood cells are added a# 
the tree develops. Every new leaf 
Increases the growing capacity of the 
little tree, doing Its part in the trans­
formation of the carbon dl-oxlde gas 
to smSut starch and cellulose, the 
compounds In wood cell structure. 
Wood Cellulose Furnishes the Lus­

trous Thread.
Wood cellulose Is the tree material 

used by the manufacturers of silk, 
the lustre silk ot commerce, to make 
the silken threads that we all like to 
touch. The lumber-jack cutrf the 
tree, the pulp-maker by chemical pro­
cesses reduces the wood to flakey 
white Cellulose. The next Is nitration. 
This la done by treating the cellulose 
with a mixture of nitric and sul­
phuric add», in solution, taking care 
not to overdo the digestion process, 
and then thoroughly washing the 
pulp free from the active acid agents. 
The nitrated cellulose Is then mixed 
with alcohol and ether, reducing It 
to the condition of viscous collodion. 
Next it is Altered carefully and forced 
through minute orifices in a glass 
plate and on into a water bath where 
the Ane threads solidify. As the 
threads solidity such are passed on 
over a roller and into another bath 
containing a reducing agent known 

ammonium sulphide.
Dyed and Woven Like Silk.

Passing on from this bath our 
silken threads go over heated drums 
and spindles to be dried and twisted 
Into larger threads. To have the 
silken threads we must give them 
color, so Into the dye bath they go. 
This done, over the drums the colored 
threads pass to dry, .by a route Lhat 
leads to the spool or spindle. Deft 
fingers operate the knitting or weav­
ing machine, an artist's mind con­
trols those human fingers, which in 
turn control the forces that udlte the 
colored silken threads Into articles 
of wearing apparel such as sweater 
coats, neckties, and stockings.
Man and the Silk Worm.

What Is the connection between 
artificial silk and natural silk. It la 
very close; so very close that 
the expert chemist is frequently call­
ed in to decide on samples and de­
termine If the product of man’s art 
and Industry or that of the silk 
worm. Man goes to the tree for his 
raw material, so does the silk worm. 
Man uses chemical agents and a ma­
chine of yft.own invention ; the glll( 
form c&n’t help It since nature gave 
It a body structure and a digestive 
system that would convert the green 
leaf ot trees to silken cocoon cover­
ing threads.
Chemically These Products Much the 

Same.
Chemically the product ot man’s en­

deavor and the slllt-worm's work are 
much the same. Few will know at 
first glapce If your wooden stock­
ings, wooden necktie or wooden 
sweater coat were made possible by 
the arts of a man or the green crawl­
er so much loved by the people ot the 
Orient

Keep the trees growing, boys, that 
we may never want tor silken 
clothes.—L. Stevenson, Director of 
Extension, O.A.C., Guelph. .

One of the outstanding features of 
the recent election was the meagre 
support accorded the U.F.O. candi­
dates in the smaller towns and vill­
ages throughout the province. This 
opposition on the part of the urban 
people is to be regretted but it was 
used to good advantage by schemihg 
politicians to further their own sefish 
ends. After listening to and reading 
reports of some of the speeches, if 
such they could be called, deliverd 
during the campaign one would be 
justified in forming the opinion that 
the mere fact that a man was a farm­
er was sufficient proof that he was of 
a lower order of intelligence than the 
business or professional man, and the 
remarkable part of it is that some 
farmers swallow that sort of dirt and 
seem to enjoy it. Possibly the farm­
ers themselves are to “blame for these 
conditions due to the fact that’ too 
many of (them have |been too ready to 
apologize for being farmers. A per­
son is respected only to the extent 
he respects himself, and it follows 
that agriculture is respected only to 
the extent those engaged in farming 
respect their occupation.

It is possible to understand this 
opposition on the part of the urban 
people to the political asperations of 
the organized farmers, but why it 
should extend to the commercial or­
ganization is beyond comprehension. 
Practically all these smaller towns 
and vilages are or ever hope to be 
they owe to the farming communities 
around them.

A few days after the election a 
member of the Farmers’ Club was in 
a neighboring village and in discuss­
ing the results of the election with 
a business man there, the opinion was 
advanced that it would mean the 
end of the club’s activities, and that 
was followed by the assertion that 
the club has ' no business shipping 
their own live stock or carrying on 
a business such as has been carried 
on here. Apparently this business 
man had never given five minutes of 
serious consideration to the question 
of co-operative marketing, and it is 
a question that should concern the 
business man as well as the farmer. 
Experience has proven that co­
operative marketing of farm produce 
increases the farmers profits which 
means an increase in his buying 
power, which comes back to the busi­
ness man in increases sales.

Those who read the addresses giv­
en in Ontario by Mr. Sapiro of Cal­
ifornia, the noted expert on market­
ing, will recall that he said the same 
opposition"’existed in that State as 
exists here, but that they had suc­
ceeded in showing them the errors of 
their ways until today wo find busi­
ness and professional men working 
hand and hand with the farmers to 
perfect their organization. In one 
small city $80,000. was raised to put 
the farmer organization on its feet. 
The farmers of this province do not 
need and do not expect any monetary 
help, ibut they do expect and they 
have a right to expect the good will 
and the moral support of those en­
gaged in other lines of business.
