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THE CHURCH ESTATE,

Pursuant to announcement in the
columns of this paper, a meeting of the
descendants of Annie and Lydia Church
was convened in the .Court House, in
this town, on Saturday, the eleventh
day of May inst., for the purpose of
hearing the report of the delegates who
went to Great Britain last year to make
searches in reference to this estate.
The attendance at the meeting was
quite small, owing, no doubt, to the
purport of the report being already
known to many of thé interested par
ties living in the County. A lengthy
report was given by L. S. Morse, Esq.
one of the delegates, who, in the course
of his remarks, read copious extracts
from the parish and other records
which had been examined by the dele-
gates in the oourse of their researches.
For the information of $he public; but
more especially of the many descen-
dants of Annie and Lydia Church, liv-
ing in this Provinoce, we give a con-
densed summary of Mr. Morse's re-
port.

The estate veferred to was that of
Samuel Church, Eeq., of Ffrwdgrech in
the County or Shire of Brecon in Wales,
who died on the first day of May, A, D.,
1845, aged seventy-four. He was a so-
licitor or lawyer by profession, and by
steady and sharp practice during along
and busy life acoumulated a very large
estate which was not, however, so large
as has been reported. He lived and
died a bachelor, and his remains were
interred in St. John's church-yard, in
the town of Brecon, under the shadow
of the massive stone walls of the old
Priory Church, which was built in the
eleventh century. The same iron pal-
ing incloses the monuments erected to
his memory, and that of his father and
mother, brothers and sisters, and of
William Richard Ellis, Esq., the hus-
band of his niece, the daughter of his
sister Mrs. Morrice.

The delegates personally examined |

every entry in the records kepf in St.
John’s and St. Mary’s parishes, in the
town of Brecom, and of St. David's
parish, in Llanvaes,adjoining Brecon, on
the opposite side of the river Usk,from
the earliest entries therein dowy to the
year 1846. 'I'he records in St. Mary’s
parish begin in the year 1685, those in
St. John's parish in 1706, and those in
8¢. David’s parish in 1730. These par-
ish records disclose the fact that in
July, 1740, a man by the name of Sam-
uel Church was wedded te Mary Lewis,
and that between that dats and the
year 1758 they had Zn children, named
respectively :—Cicily, Mary, John, Sam-
uel, William, Evan, Mary, Thomas, Mar-
garet and Mary. Some of these died in
infaney, dnd of others no further re-
cord appears. The elder Samuel
Church died in 1770. John Church, the
eldest son of Samuel Church, was born
in 1745, and died in 1814. He married
Mary Bedoe, in 1764, and had by her
seven children, named respectively :—
John, Jane, Mary, Elizabeth, S8amuel,
Mary and John, of whom the last was
born in July, 1777. Five of their child-
dren died in infuncy. Elizabeth and
Samuel alone lived to-years of maturi-
ty. Samuel entered the legal profes-
sion as before stated, amassed a large
fortune, and died in 1845. Elizabeth
married William Morrice in 1797, and
died in May, 1846, one year after the
death of her brother. She left one
child surviving her—the widow of Wij-
liam Richard Ellis, Esq., before men-
tioned. Mrs. Ellis afterwards married
Lieutenant Colonel Pearce, and had
one son named John Chureh Pearce,
who afterwards assumed the surname
and arms of Chureh, and died in 1856,
aged seventeen years. Of the children
of the eldest Samuel Church no record
of importance in addition to that above
stated exists in either of the three
parishes named, except the marriage-of
Margaret to Thomas Phillips in 1784,
to which reference will be made hore-
after.

As no trace of Annie and Lydia
Church could be found in the parish
records at Brecon, search was made at
the registry of the Diocese of 3%.
David's, at Caermarthen, where it was
supposed that earlier records could be
found, but without sucocse, No record
from any of the scventy parishes in Bre-
caushire of ‘an earlier date than those
above named exist. It was also ascer-
tained on-inquiry that no rescrdsof im.
portanee had ever been kept by the
dissenting ministers in Brecon.

The delegates ascertained from se-
veral independent sourdes that Church
was not a Welsh name ; that it origi-
nated from the fact that the first Sam-
uel Church, when an infant, was found
upon the steps of Talgartly Church,and
that overseers of the poor took charge
of the child, and not knowing his par-
entage, gave him his name from the
fact of his having been found at the
door of the chureh. This rumor or
tradition was current in Brecon, and
was told {0 the delegates by the Viears
of the three papishes first named, snd
by several other influential residents of
the town, who had formerly been inti
mate with the late Samuel Chureh and
Mrs. Morrice. On examining the parish
records at Talgarth, however, the dele-
gates found that there were persons by
the name of Church at that place pre-
vious to the time of the eldest Samuel
Cburch before mentioned. The re-

.

teldest Samuel Church.

cords in that parish begin in 1692 and
contain entries of the baptism of John,
William and Jane, sons and daughter
of John Church in the years 1696, 1701,
and 1704 respectively, and of the birjal
of Annie, daughter of John Chureh in
17I8. No other mention of the name
of Church is made in those records pre
vious to the year 1760 down to which
date careful search was made. The ori-
gin of the name must, therefore, have
been previous to the time of the eldest
Samuel Church, or there was a family
of Churches in Breconshire, separate
and distinct from those ip the town of
Breoon,

It appears, therefors, that Annie and
Lydia Chureb were neither sisterf nor
aunts of the founder of the Church JEs-
tate, 80 called, nor could they possibly
bave been such, for the elder of the wo.
men referred to was married to Abner
Morse, at Sherborn, in Massachusetts,
in February, 1756, fifteen years and
seven months after the marriage of the
It also appears
that the last Samuel Church was the
son of John Church, who was-the son
of Samuel Church, who, if the tradition
before referred to be correct, was
nullius filius. 1t also appears that Mrs,
Morrice survived her brother, and was
the heir-at-law to his estate, No will
of Samuel Church bas been proved in
Hereford, as appears by the Registry
of Her Majesty's Court of Probate in
that city, nor in London at the princi.
pal Registry of the said Court, kept in
Somerset House, at one or other of
which places wills made by parties re-
siding in Breconshire must be proved.
The records of the last named Registry
show that administration of the per-
sonal estate and effects of her late bro-
ther was granted to Mrs. Morrice in
May, 1845, the same month in which he
died, and that on the 9th day of June,
in the same year, she signed and pub-
lished her last will and testament. Be-
tween that date and the day of her
death in 1846, she also signed and pub-
lished three codicils to her said will. On
the 7th of August, in the same year,
this will with the three codicils was
proved by Lieutenant Colone] Pearce,
the executor named in the first codicil.
By this will she bequeathed the per-
sonal estate of every kind and discrip-
tion to Mrs. Pearce, her only child, for
her gwn use and benefit gbsolutely. The
real estate was devised, subject to certain
annuities, to her grandson,John Church
Pearce, and his ligeal descendants ac-
cording to the law of primogeniturs,
and in case of the death of the said
John Church Pearce, without issue or
on failure of said issue, to the use of
Samuel Church Phillips, son of her
cousin, the Rev. Samuel Phillips, of
Fairy Hill, in the County of Glamorgan,
and to his descendants according to
the same law. The estate is now held
by Mr. Phillips, who, in acocordance
with an express condition in one of the
codicils to the will, has assumed the
surname and arms of Church. A copy
of the will referred to, with the three
codicils annexed, was obtained from
the Registry office at Somerset House,
in London, and was produced at the
meeting. It is so voluminous and
contains §5 many limitations that it
would be impossible to give an ade-
quate idea of its contents in the limit-
ed space at our disposal. It is suffi-
cient to say that it contains ninety-five
folios, and covers thirty-nine pages of
foolscap paper, quite closely written.

It having been conclusively proved
by the evidence of publioc records that
the estate of Samuel Church has never
been out of the possession of the right-
ful heirs, it becomes 8 mafter of curiosi-
ty to know in what manner it ever be-
came the subjeot of speculation and in-
terest to 20 many on tkis side of the
Atlantie. It appears that e bragoh of
the Church family, residing in the
United States, first took measures to
investigate their title to this estate, and
sent a delagate to Wales in their inter-
est, whose report put an end to their
expeotations. The Churches in Fal-
mouth, in this Province, next under-
took to establish their claim and fail-
ed, They sent an agsnt to Wales and
also, we are informed, procured the
services of the present Governor of
Nova Seotia, then in Cpeat Britain, to
make searches for tiram in F eean, and
elsowhers. Thwge dclogates, as far as
ve bave been ablo to learn, did not
make any satisfectory roport, in pefer:
ence {o the itle tg this estate,

The first canes of thes > investigations
wis an adveriisemaert which, we are in-
formed, appeared a number of years
ago in the columus of one of the Eng-
lish popers_calling upon the heirs in
America to come forward and claim the
estate. This advertisement, we be-
lieve, appecred over the name of one
William Hier, and was copied into some
of the Amcrican papers. This William
Hier was the confidential olark of the
late Samuel Church. He died some
years ago. It is a somewha¥ curious
faet that Mrs. Morrice in her last will
and testament, before referred to, gave
and bequeathed to this William Hier
“ one annaity or clear yearly sum of one
“bundred pounds of lawful money of
“Great Britain for and during the
“ term of his nafural life by equal half|
“yearly payments” and made the same
a firsf-class charge upon the rents and
profits of her estate. This bequest of
itself may not be the cause of mueh
surprise; but when it is coupled with
the fact of the advertisement above
mentioned, it certainly gives cause for
a suspicion that the late Samuel Churgh

hod left a will, by which his esate had

been left to relatives other than his
sister.

A REMARKABLE WELL.

Some weeks since we reported that an
oil well had been discovered in Holden
Run, about four miles trom Millertown,
Butler county, Pa., the product of which
was found to be better refined just as it
came from the earth, than the best illumi-
nating oil yet produced by the refiner'sart.
It is of a greenish cast, resembling an
opal, yet as clear as though passed through
aretort. When put into a lamp it burns
with a brillant, clear colorless flame, and
without any more deposit on the .wick
than results from ordinary kerosene.
Throwing a lighted match intoa vessel
filled with it does not ignite it, and a crude
test shows it to be over one hundred and
ten degrees fireproof. The well in which
this remarkable product is found was sup-
posed to be dry,‘and was so reported. The
owner, however,before abandoning it,bored
deeper and was rewarded with a liberal sup-
ply of a product which demonstrates that
nature has still locked within her breast
many wonderful mysteries, All kinds of
experiments were made with it. It was
placed in lamps and burned with a bril-
liancy and freedom from charring which
defied experts in their. efforts to it
from the Lest refined oil, A stream of it
was poured from a vessel into g fire, and
the flame did not follow the stream to its
source, as is the case with ordinary oils.

BREEDING AND MANAGEMENT OF
Cows.

e

Who is to grow the calves for, the
future beef and dairies ot the country,
is likely to become an'important ques-
tion, Probably it can be done at the
West and Southwest. Even here the
improved stock can be grown profit-
ably; but with our ordinary native
cattle this cannot be done, , It costs
more to keep an ordinary calf till it is
one, two or three years old than the
animal is worth at either age. If the
calf is a heifer, and of good milking, it
will usually sell for more at two years
old with a calf than a steer at Lthe same
age. But this does not make a profit-
able business business, even with the
best of success in breeding. If the
cow should prove a failure for milk or
butter, as natives from the best strains
often do, there is the loss of another
years’ keeping before the animal can
be fit for the butcher.

The pincipal loss is in keeping the
calf till it is a year old. Very often a
fat ealf at six or seven weeks will sell
for about as much as the same animal
kepta year longer. A good deal may
be done with oatmeal made into' por-
ridge as a substitute for milk; but if
we count-the labor and time last in
feeding, the calf will be a dear one after
a year of such keeping. If not fed
well, the first year, the calf will soan
become unthrifty, and can never be
made a good animal.

Milkmen never raise their own cows,
and the same used to be true of butter
and cheese dairymen. The increasing
difficulty of buying the choicest dairy
cqws has forced some good dairymen to
raise ; but they all consider the method
a costly one, more costly than they
could atford if they had any other al
ternative. For a good milch cow,known
to be a-deep and continuous milker,
shrewd dairymen will offer what may
seem to many farmers an almost fabu-
lous price. They can well atford to do
so. The cheapest native cow I ever
knew were two which my father
bought years and® years ago, paying
seemingly the extortionate price of
€99 for one, and $100 for the other.
One was four and the other five years
old. They proved to be really remark-
able milkers, holding to their milk
through the year. One time one of
the cows (by mistake) milked till the
day she calved. Usually a rest of three
to five weeks was given without milk-
ing. The heifer calves of these cows
were all good milkers, and most of
them kept up the supply of milk till
nearly calving. Of such cows, I need
hardly say that the calves should all
be raised, unless very evidently infer-

or,

It costs little more to keep a good
milking cow than a poor one. The dif-
ference in product is sometimes enough
in a single year to pay the price of a
good cow, rather than to accept a poor
milker as a gift. The time that a cow
will go dry is often a matter of great
importance, Some cows which yield
a fair mess at first will not milk more
than six or seven months per year,
Such a cow is scarcely worth owning
except to fatten for beef. The length
of time a cow may be milked depends
much on previous management. If a
heifer is milked after her first calf as
long as possible, and has good milk

roducing food to stimulate the flow
of milk, she will retain this habit
through life. More care should be ta-
ken in feeding and milking heifers on
this account. Give them roots, an
milk as longas a drop can be got. 1
like to have heifers come in the first
time when not over two years old, and
a little younger if possible. Then let
them go farrow several months, so that
the heiféer may get greater size, and
also to let the milk secretion run on as
long as possible, unchecked by a new
pregnancy. In this way if a heifer is
naturally a good milker, she has the
best chance to test her capacity, and
also to increase it.

Much depends on the way a cow has
been kept. Cows accustomed to a great
variety of food are invariably good eat-
ers and almost always heavy milkers.
Thus, the best cows in the neighbor-
hood are usually those of poor men
whose one cow is made a pet of, and
has all sorts of food. Such cows are
usually a good bargain at almost any
price, though they will rarely do as
when taken from.their own homes and
turned in with the less varied fare fc-
corded to larger herds. Milkmen have
learned that it is important to give
cows a variefy of food. Hence their
purchases of bran, meal, roots and oil-
cake.® Tt may nat pay farmers to take
so much pains, but they can promote
the thrift of their herds, and their own
profits by changing the animals’s food
as often as possible. — Correspondent
Country Gentleman.

HEALTH OF CATTLE.

Here and there we hear of cases of
lung fever, “pleuro-pneumonia,’’among
dairy cows. It is wise to use every
precaation to avoid this disease. That
it seems to originatp in dairies in spo-
vadic cases, would go to prove that,like
cholera and other general diseases, itis
not “ in the air,” as is frequently sup
posed, but that it is caused by some
conditions, which arise from the state
of the stables, or the animals them-
selves, Damp, foul air, uncertain and
changeable temperature, and the
breathing of fetid emanations from
filthy stables and manure heaps, all
tend to poison the blood, and this is
true blood disease, as may be proved
from the fact that it can be spread by
inoculation, To prevent disease by ob-
serving every sanitary precaution, is
always possible, and’ in case of this
dreaded disease, we have little fear of
its appearance if these precautions are
generally observed. Onoce started
on its course, however, there is no
doubt of its contagious character.—
American Agriculturist.

B& Grafting is one of the operations
that had better be done too late than
too early, - The proper time is when
the swelling of the buds shows vegeta-
tion to be active, and it is risky to do it
earlier. The most successful grafting
of an orchard we ever saw, was dane
while the trees were in full bloom. At
this season the bark slips readily, and
care is required in sawing off the limbs,
not to strip it and make a bad wound.
1t is better now, to quite cut through
the bark with a strong knife all round
where the saw is to work. Grafting
wax for use now should have more
rosin in, to make it harder, than that

applied in cooier weather.— Ibid.
