The wreck of the Evelyn had left
her crew helpless, as their boats had
been carried away. Hope of reaching
shore safely was slight, until & boat,
manned by three Aubois fishermen,
put out from shore and reached the
Evelyn's side. 4

When the transfer of the scheorner's
crew from their wrecked. vessel to the
small boat had been accomplished and
the boat headed for shore, the wind
shifted. The small craft was carried
out of its course and was thrown on
a narrow shelf of rock at the foot of
the clifis, a mile down the coast. The
men landed uninjtred, but their boat
was broken against the [ledges.

Hemmed in by the perpendtcular
clifis on the pne side and by the
pounding seas on the other, the little
band seemed without any way of es-
cape, but their fight for life had been
watched from shore, and the fisher
folk hurried from the village to the
cliffs, above the place where the men
were stranded, and dropped ropes to
the mem below, hauling them to
safety, one by one.

Fernie, B. C., Dec. 30.—The snow
slide,_ at :Coal Creek, which was
noted in this morping's de-
spatches, was of considerable size,
peing about one hundred gnd fifty
feet in width when it struck ‘the ear-
penter shop of the Crow’s'Nest Pass
Company near the northern end of
the big steel tripple.

The United States Parcels Post law

went into effect this week. While
the provisions of this act are not as
complete as many desire, it is re-
garded as a great advarce upon the
old law. By the new regulations g
parcel may go as fourth-class mat-
ter which does not exceed eleven
pounds in weight, is not more than
seventy-two inches . in length and
girth combined, and is not of a per-
islable mature, pr of such a.character
as to be likely to be injurious to
those who handle it or to the other
mail matter. Under the oldlav,
nothing over four pounds.’n weight
could be sent by parcels post. The
rates are bhased uron weight and dis-
tance. The latter is calculated  ac-
ccrding to zones supposed to lbe
drawn around cintres. Many hun-
dreds of these are established
throughout the country, and maps in
which these zon28 are indicated by
circles are furnished post offices and
all uszrs of the mails who wich for
them. A parcel weighing one pound
can be sent for five cents, locally
(to the limit of any rural delivery
route . starting from the post office),
and alzo to the fifty-six mile limit of
the first zone; for six cents to the
limit of the secohd zone, which ineans
to a distanée of a hundred and fifty
miles; for seven cents to the limit of
the third zone, which extends to
three hundred miles; and so on up to
th: limit of the last or eighth zone,
which includes all distances over |
eight hundred miles and rejuires a |
rate of twelve cents for the first |
pound. = The rates do not increass |
nroportionately. with the weight; a
package of two rounds do»s not re-
quire double the postage of the one
pound pareel. In many European
countries much larger parcels than
those allowed uvnder -the new United
States law may be sent by mail. |
The most attractive feature of thel
Parcels Post is the rural delivery,
whieh with telephone connection,
brings the country into clos: com-
munication with the city and adds
immensely to the conveniences of the
country home.

HOW TO PACK A TRUNK.

| A woman who is coustantly travel-
ing and yet whe.finds it most neces-
sary to economize in space &s well as
iz pennies has foupd the following
plan for  packinz her one trunk a
most excellent one. At the bottom
of {he trunk she has a partition made
large eneuzh to carry one Jarge or
two small hats. This is strongly
{made, sothat it cannoi easily:  Dbe
broken. At the side of this parti-
tion she places a wooden tox filled
with sawdust, in which are her bot-
tles of medicine. Here too, shg'ays
her shoe:, ¢a‘h pair carefully rolled
in Linen covers. On one set of shoes
ghe puts her pair of rubbers, &ani
incide the shoes she places her boxes
of pills ér powder which would pot
go into the box of medicine.

Then she has six or eight pieces of
heavy cardboard cut to exactly fit
the trunk. These she covers Wwith
linen or chintz, so that they looX
exactly like large envelopes, with
straps ov strings fasten dowm the
‘flaps.” In these-huge envelop:s she
pins her dresses, shirt waists, etc.
Two or three dresses can usually be
put in each envelope. Evervthingz is
| kept absolutely flat, and notbing can
be pushed to one end of the trunk
when it is stood on end.

At the top of the trumk is a shal-
low tray, in which she puts her laces,
ribbons, veils and gloves, etc. The
underwear is rolled and placed ar-
round the edges of the trunk or is
folded flat _and laid between the en-
velopes.
