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JAPAN.

There were interesting missionary meetings held in Vancouver,
B.C., while Dr, McClure and others were waiting for the steamer,

Mr, Neierawas, a Japanese missionary returning from a stay of
a gem‘ or two in America, said it wais s Presbyterian missicnary
who first preached the Gospel in Tokio, where there are over a
million Eeople. As one instance of civilization there, he men-
tioned the completeness of the postal service, the mail matter
being delivered every hour,

AFRICA.

In the schools of the Free Church of Scotland at Bandawe,
Lake Nyassa, Africa, 1,179 pupils were in attendance the day
before the schools closed for vacation, Of these one-third
wers girls. Thirty-eight native teachers are employed there.
The Arabs have cut to pieces a friendly and peaceful tribe at the
north end of the lake, and even attacked the mission store house
but were beaten back. The slave thieves even dared to imprison
and maltreat the British Consul and haul down the British dag.

These and other outrages have thoroughly roused the British
people who are holding public meetings—and have interviewed
the Government urging them ‘o take immediate steps to check
the slave trade which of late years has increased in cruelty and
proportions. L.

Quite recently a British vessel captured two slave ships, in
African waters, and rescued the prisoners.

Some Account of Native Teacher and Pupils—Great

‘ Lack of Native Christian Teachers.

INDORE, August 13th, 1888,

Miss RopeER.—Although your letter must have been received
about a month ago, I regret that it has not been answered before
now, also, that there is not more to communicate. As I spent
last hot season at Simla my school was closed for two months—
from the middle of April to the middle of June. Since my
return I have been busy gathering the children together again,
and trying to open another girls’ school. The widow of one of
the native Christians, who died last January, was left almost
destitute with two children now to support. The youngest was
born about three months ago. _She did not take kindly to teach-
ing at first, in fact she seemed to think it a haidship that she
should have to earn her livelihood. Lately & few children have
ventured into the room which has been taken for a school, and
she seems pleased and surprised at her own self. It is not advis-
able to let these people get the idea they will be supported with-
out doing anything for it. There have been as many a8 nine
present sometimes—hence her surprise and pleasure. It does
not interfere with my other school, as they are quite a distance
apart. Besides, the hours for school are different, one is open
during the day, the other in the morning. It is easier to get the
girls out in the morning, that attend the school lately opened, as
they all are the children of poor people. A little ambition is
actually springing up amongst the girls that are studying English.
There are three girls in the Royal Reader (1st Book), and they
are all eager to learn. They are taught to translate the English
into their own language. (ne of these three girls is a Mahome-
dan, another a Bengali, and the third is a Portuguese. The first
has been at school for the last four years and a half, she reads
and writes Urdu, and was’ taught Hind1 before she took up
Eunglish. Her father is a teacher of Persian in Raj Kumar
College, Indore. It is a wonder he has allowed his daughter to
come to school so long. The Bengali girl is from Calcutta, and
her father is a clerk in the engiaeer’s office here. This class
learns English much faster than the natives of India geuverally
do, and have a much better pronunciation, tco, She felt grieved
last year that she did not get a doll instead of a book, although
she is more reconciled to the book now, as her father told her,
the book was of more valus than a doll. The Portuguese gitl
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is not as bright as the others, but she is not lacking in applica-
tion, The gmlghter of the postmaster has come bgck tox;ghool
since her marriage. Certainly the post-office is quite near the
school, but her father is a Brahmin and an important man
amongst hig caste people. Some of them do complain about him
being too liberal. " There are other girle that I might tell you
sbout, but I will leave it for another letter. The girls sent to
Nusseerabad last January are doing well at school. Goed ac-
counts have always come about them, and it is satisfactory to
know that they are making progress in their studies, After
school hours I do what I can in the homes, but my time is
limited for that work, and there is no one whom I could send
alone to the homes at present. Mrs, Shome visited a few Bengali
families when she was in Indore, if she returns from Calcutta,
she may do so again. ‘The want of native Christian women for
helpers is a great drawback in all missions that have not been
established for years, and we can never expect to have them until
they are trained in our own mission.

Schools and other Mission Work at Mhow.

MRs, CAMPSBRLL, RurLay.—Let me tell you something of the
work abroad at oue of your stations ~Mhow. A fortuight ago
we spent Saturday and. Sunday there, Mr. Campbell having
agreed to take the English service for Mr. Herron and at the
same time arranging to preach to our native congregation and to
look after the work generally. Most of Saturday was spent b
him in examining the three boys’ schools and seeing about boo
depot, ete.  On Saturday afternoon I went with Miss M. Stock-
bridge to visit one of her pupils, the wife of my old teacher in
Urdu, Hafiz Akram. He also taught my husband, Mr, Builder,
and Mr. and Mrs. Wilson. Now that he is the Kazi (head man
or judge of the Mahomedan community), he does very little, if
any teaching, I was much pleased with the appearance of his
house both outside and in ; a nice little garden in front and cloge
to the fence on one side the words ** Welcome all” and in front
his name and some words in Urdu, the letters being formed in
that plant used here 8o much for the borders of garden beds, and
the spaces being filled in with white pebbles ; inside tidiness and
comfort. The family seem to use the upstairs rooms which are
pleasant and airy. I was asked to sit in & rocking chair—one
that had belonged to the Builders and which Akram had hought
at the sale, wishing to have something as a memento of Mr.
Builder., We examined some specimens of the wife’s work sud

e e e S
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after some conversation, mostly between Akram and ourselves, as
the wife kept very quiet on account of her husband’s presence, we
came away. We made another short visit to a Parsee lady an
old friend of mine. : .

Saturday is usually a holiday in all our Mhow schools ; so it
was a special thing; the boys meeting that day. But although
their school work is closed on that day the Misses Stockbridse
continue the Zenana work.

On Sabbath morning we visited the largest and principal
Sabbath School (two others meet later in the day in different
places). We found 450 present. Of these 92 were beggars and
the rest 158 reg:lar Sunday School scholars, You will be sur-
prised to hear that boys and girls were both there, though of
course the girls were all taught by the Misses Stockbridge and
native Christian women. The classes were necessarily large
owing to the small number of Christian teachers available; but
we were both very much gleased with the answers given by the
different classes when at the close Mr. Campbell questioned each
<lass. I think five orsix classes have gone through most of Barth’s
Scripture History. They were at Paul’s lif: the day we were
there. The yuunger classes were being taught the Command-
ments, hymns and verses. But what struck us most was the
singing of the little girls—so correct and without screaming.
Besides the ordinary daily singing in their schools the Misses
Stockbridge set apart a special hour every week for practising
the hymns with all who care to come. The little organ you sent
i$ o great help in this, We did not attempt to visit the other
Sunday Schools that day as Mr. Campbell had two services be-
fore him that evening. Nor had we an onortunity of examining
the girls’ schools during that visit; but last Thursday I went to
Mhow again with two ladies froma the Rajpootana Mission who
were spending a few days with us and we all visited two of the
girle’ schools. The first one we went to—the one started in my
time in the beginning of 1880, has become & large and flourishing
school ; the number of pugils on the roll last month 107, with an
average attendance of 78—last year 56-—this year much increased,
Of these 18 are learning English—11 in primer, 1 in 1st book and
& in 2nd book. This last and highest English Clase, which by the
bye is composed entirely of Parsee girls, we heard read their

nglish lesson for the day and also saw their writing—both very
good. I was sorry we had not time to try their knowledge.of
arithmetic—they are at long division—and of geography. In
the Hindi classes 36 were present; in the Marathi 45; and in
Urdu (Oordoo) 3. Some of the most advanced in Marathi and
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Hindi are also learning English and are included in the eleven
who are in the primer. In addition to Miss Stockbridge there
are three nalive teachers and three calling women.

Taking a general view of the school we were struck with the
clean and tidy appearancc of all the girls. Rewards are given
and in some cases the children are sent home if they come dirty.
Parsee girlsare, as a rule, very clean in their own homes as well
as when they come abroad, so there is no difficulty in their case.
There are 10 of them attending this school and all I think pay
fees. Two sisterspay Rs.2 2a. (about 80.86) monthly, and vthers
pay different sums—8 annas and so on. The needle work and
wool work were also examined. The best of this is sold and the
%roceds put to getting furniture, maps, etc., for the school.

rom_this we went to the Pensionpoora school, the one under
Miss M. Jtockbridge. But this I must leave for another letter,
as this one is already lengthy enough, and besides it is almost
mail time. I have felt the desirability of writing you of the
Mhow work as owing to Mr. Builders’ iilness there was no report
of it this year and the Misses Stockbridge ubject to writiog
themselves.

Mr. Campbell has found the care of Mhow much lightened by
their zeal in carrying on the work, as well as by the supervision
of the boys’ schools, colporteurs and teachers, by their step-father,
Mcv, Drew. Though verv busy with his own business during the
hot weather, he still found time for this. But we are glad to
know that Mr. Mackelvie will soon be here, and that others are
to follow later on.—Adugust 25th, 1888.

Touching History—School Work.

NEEMUCH, August 26th, 1888.

MRS, WILsoN.—Mrs. Harvie asked me a long time ago to tell
you something of the prospects of zenana work in Neemuch,
have not so far +21d you anything, because I knew so little about
it. What time.I have been able to give to outside work has
been, and still is, chiefly given to the school.

About a year and a half ago I began to visit regularly at a
Mahomedan house near our school, Phulibai, the schonl teacher
having told me that a woman in_the house who was in very poor
health was anxious to see me, The womnan’s husband is a balter
in the camp, and earns very fair wages, but the house I found a
miserably smell, dirty pl.ce, in which, for the greater part of
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the day, whert was being cleaned and prepared for use. The
poor woman seemed to be suffering, as 8o many of these people
do, from chronic dyspepsia, and was weak, I fancy, for want of
proper food and from overwork. Her wretched husband spent
most of his money on some bazar woman, she told me.

1 had seen her onl'y a few times when she asked me to give her
some fancy work., These women who are not allowed to go out
of their houses seem to have a perfect craze for canvas and Berlin
wool fancy work, I suppose because they have so little to interest
them beyond cooking and keeping their houses and dishes clean.
I told her that I would give her what her heart desired, and
spend an hour once a week with her provided she would let me
read a little to her every time. She gladly consented, and soon
became so much interested in ‘‘Bunyan’s Pilgrim’s Progress ™
that the wool work was almost forgotten.

After I had gone for several weeks to see her, I was “called ””
to the house of a relative. I went, and found a famnily of some
importance evidently, for the house was large and airy, and_the
women were well-dressed and well-nourished looking, and there
were several servants belonging to the establishment., .I soon
found what was wanted. Would Mem Sahib give some fancy
work to them as she had given to their sister. A pair of slippers
in wool work would be much appreciated. I said, ¢ You are
rich people, and can buy the materials for yourselves, If you get
thewa I shall teach you how to make the slippers.” One some-
times has to teach things you know nothing about here in India.
This was not exactly what was wanted, however, they were very
friendly and asked me to go and see them often. So I promised
to gn once a week and read and sing for them, for they are all
very fond of singing. I went for a few weeks, but the canvas
and wool were never bought, and soon the younger women in the
house were grevented, on some excuse or other, from hearing the
reading, and even the ‘‘mistress” began to receive me coolly.

2id no attention till.one day on going in-at the usual hour, I
ound the woman so deeply engaged at “prayers” (Mahome-
dansare supposed to pray five times a day) that she could neither
look at nor speak to me, There was evidently no use in going
back again,

Some time after this I noticed that there was much more work
than usual being done at the hour I visited in the first house, and
often therg was so much noise that I could scarcely speak. It
soon dawned on me that che powdering with flour dust and the
constant commotion were got up for my benefit, and that the

house people thought to drive me off in this way. I felt so sure, :
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though, that the poor wife wanted me to stay, that I took no
notice of it. At last they tried the * prayer "' dodge. One day
on entering the house I was told that my friend was at * pray-
ers.” I thought that probably that was not true, so I said,
* Very well, I shall wait till she is through.” T only went a few
times after this, for the husband was determined to shut me out,
and probably his wife would suffer all the more because of my
going to see her.

My experience in a third Mahomedan house was much the
same as in_these, so I think it will be wiser after this to give
what time I can only to Hindus.

The Mahomedans have been working very zealously from the
very first against the mission in Neemuch, They are the bitterest
and most unscrupulous opponents of Christianity we meet with
here. And yet our Sabbath evening audience is” generally three
parts Mahoramedan ~ Occasionzlly they rise in & budy and leave
when Christ's divinity is too strongly proclaimed, but they often
wait till the close of the service. They have at different times
given much trouble in the bazar, even to beating the native
Christians, but they are always quiet in church.

At present I am going regularly to only one house in the
bazaar, & house from: which three or four children come to our
school. The people are Hindus, and belong to what they call the
Writers’ Caste, and the women are kept strictly behind the
purdah. The family is very large, and, so far as I can learn.
quite poor  Under the one roof are four or five men, only one of
whom has a situation, and six women, besides a host of children,
Two of the women read fairly well, having been taught by a
brother, and Phulibai goes every day to give them lessons.
These two also sew neatly and are anxious to get work, as they
had heard of my giving the school girls who sew well towels,
dusters, etc. to hem. They have paid for what books they
received from me with the first sewing I gave them, and now a
1ady in the station is going to give me handkerchiefs for them to
hem-stitch, . 3

T am reading * Peep of Day * to them, or rather telling it, for,
like children, they listen much better to speech than to reading.
They are learning to sing with me a number of hymns, and really
seem interested in Bible truth. Next week I am going to take
my little organ to their house, and they have promised to bring
in some friends to hear the music, and to hear about Christ.

You will see that what zenana work I have done has come to
me, as it were. In no case have I sought an entrance to any
house, for I cannot do very much more than attend to the girls’




school. I am sure that there are plenty of zenanashere where a
lady would be warmly welcomed and could find an abundance of
work, and I hope it may not be very long before the claims of
Neemuch shall be considered when sending out more missionaries
to our Central India tield.

Appointment and Arrival of Miss Walker.

PoRTAGE LA PRAIRIE, Sept. 1st, 1888.

Miss BesT.—Miss Walker is here, and I cannot tell you the
relief her presence affords me. She enters heartily into the
work, and is fast winning the confidence and affection of my
little family, so that I shall be able to deliver them over without
o tear, knowing they will be well cared for.

I leave here at the close of this month, as requested by
Professor Hart.

T assure you I have the interest of the school at heart, and
strong sympathy for Miss Walker. I pray that God’s blessing
may rest upon her in this glorious work,

Miss Walker Begins Her Work.

INDIAN ScHOOL, PORTAGE LA PRAIRIE.

Miss WALRER.—Knowing that Miss Best had written to yon
since I came here, I delayed writing for a few days, expecting
to be able to say something about the work in my letter.
Although I have been in the school here for nearly a week, I
feel as if I knew nothing about the work, yet each day brings
many changes and 80 many new faces. The number of children
at school this week has been small, owing to the moving of the
Indians to their winter quarters. Miss Best says that the
children do not come for a few weeks after the tepees have
been moved. We have Dbeen visiting the tepees this week.
There are twenty to visit. I have just been in eleven, but hope
to visit the other nine early next week. ' To gain the confidence
of the squaws and persuade them to let us have the children,
it seems necessary to visit their homes. Miss Best is a favourite
with the Indians as well as-the children. 1 hope I may be able
to copy her way of management..

After I have become familiar with the work among the Sioux
Indians, I will write you more about it. It helps ns very much
to know that we have so many friends interested in the efforts
for spreading the ‘Gospel among the poor Indians.
