“REV. J. H, WHITE

The Rev. James I, White, whose genial
countenance is prescnted in the accom-
panying cut, is presented in the list of
the fathers of the Chuich in B. O, not
beeause of his age (for he is but a young
man yet), but beenuse of the place he
has filled in the Methedist work of this
Conference since its earliest days. e
was born in Sandwich, Ont,, in the year
1855, and he is the son of one of our
most saintly, and successful, though now
decensed ministers,

He wae but a tot of four when he
looked out wpon the “Scas of waters and
mountaing” in this provinee, which was,
though all uncoascious to the child, to be
the field of his future toil aud triuwmphs
in the Kingdom of God.

It was at a Camp Meeting at Maple
Bay that James, a lad of thirtcen, first
gave himself up to the Holy Spirit and
found the “peace the Saviour gives.”” Not
long did he retain the blesstngs of that
meeting, but soon lapsed into & state of
semi-indifference till called back by the
Master at a powerful meeting, "for the
snlvation of sduls on the old Grimsby
Camp ground. ‘This second birth took
place in the year 1874, and for the years
intervening he has been able to declare

“Jesus all the day long
Is my joy and my song.”

But this most important incident has
carried us out of our latitude, both as to
time and space, and we now return to
tell that this gon of the parsonage was,
from childhood, kept “free from ungodly
teaching and example” in the home life
of those who practised the most lofty
and practical form of truc piety,

1t is one of the ealumnies of jgnorance
that “the sons of preachers ave the worst
in the world.,! Let us remember that of
all the great men who have adorned the
most lordly lines of life it will be found
that-the majority of them were either
ministers or diractly or indirectly related
to them. Or, to put the same fact in an-
other way, no other profession has pro-
duced such n large percentage of useful
and distinguished characters in the civil-
ized world. Of this fact the subject of
thic sketch is but one example. Bro.
White received his edueational ground-
work in the schools of New Westminster
and Nanaimo, and it was at the latter
place that he was for years under the
tutorship of the popular young teacher
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who was to be, in after days, President
of the B. C. Conterence in the person of
the Rev, Q. Bryant, of whom n sketch
appeared but recently in these columns,

ITow little the teacher thought in those
pedagogic times that he should be the
President, and the little 1ad at the front
desk, the later President of the growing
Mecthodist Conference of this mighty pro-
vince. But so it came about and the
honors, and responsibilities, well became
both teacher and pupil

It was atter leaving the common school
that the young man spent some time, as
a student, at the Willammette Univer-
sity proving his past training as well as
his native ability in the world of human
thought.

After leaving Willaiwmette University,
Bro. White completed his education by
a two years' course in Victorin Univer-
sity, then situated in Cobourg, Ont. In

1876 we find his name appearing as a
probationer for the mntinistry, and that
year h2 was stationed in Ilamilton under
the superintendancy of the sainted Rev.

s probation passed with honor he
was ordnined at Brantford, Ont., under
the presidency of the Rev. Alex.

rested upon the people, In a few weeky
one of the most remarkable  and wide-
spread revivals ever known in the Pro-
vitwe was under way, ‘The people prace
tically gave up everything clse to attend
the meetings, and many exteaordinury
manifestations of the Divine presence
tonk  place,  Men were stricken down
by the everwhelining power of the Spirit
of God, and the work went  on until
nearly the whole comtmnity had been
comverted,  The fruits of that vevival
abide to this day, and the whole history
af the valley has been wtluenced to
nurked degree ng a resalt, The first
churel was bhinft tn the summer of 18G9
under the divection of Bro, (rosby, the
bnlding betng ereeted upon the banks of
the Atehelitz, where its erambling tuing
stand to this day. 1t i snid that the
first contribution was made by an In-
dun,  For years the chareh was the
vallying point for Methodiste far awml
near, amd many souls were born there.

Numerous
private dyhes  June also  reclaimed 2
considerable acvenge, It is no exagger-
ation to call thix valley by the name
often give to it, “The Garden of Brit-
ish Columbia,”  There s a large popu.
Lition, and a general air of settledness
and prosperity that is laeking in many
of the newer portions of the Provinee.
In the centre of this thrivisg community
g grown up the enterpricing town of
Chilliwack, and good reads radiate from
it in all directions, pas<ing many a broad
farm and beautiful homestead,

Ifor several years after the holding of
the first service more  or less regular
visits were made to the valley by the
pastor  of Westminstor Civenit,  and
much goad was accomplished. In the
antumn of 1868 a fiery young evangelist,
bearing the now venerated  name  of
Thomas Croshy, came up the pviver on a
visit to the scattered Indian tribes, Rut
hisx zeal awl enthusiasm over leaped all
boundaries of race or color, and where-
ever he went he preached to the white
settlers in their enbing with immediate
sueeess,  The word was in demonstra-
tion of the Spirit and the power of God

T'he following brief history of the eos.
tablishment of Chilliwack as a seperate
cirenit appears in the Cirenit Book in
the handwriting of Rev. ., White, Chaiv.
man of the Distriet, At the District
Meeting held in Vietorin, March, 1869,
it was resolved, “Uhat in the opinion of
this meoting it is expedient to Jdivide
the Westminster circuit and form all
above Langley into a seperate mission,
to be known as Chilliwnck, At a meet-
ing held o few days later at Sumas at
the house I W, Miller, by Rev, I,
White, the members of our church at
Sumas and Chitiwack fully and unanl-
mously endorsed thix resolution, and it
was certified in writing,  The matter
wis then referred to the Missionary
Commiittee, whieh expressed no dissent,
thus leaving the question in the hands
of the local parties concerned.

“As the Rev, AL Browning, then super-
intendent of New Westminster, was much
onposed to the division of the Circuit,
the formal organization of the new Mis.
sion - was delayed till June 6th, 1870,
when the Chaivman, Rev. B, White, met
the official members residing at Sumas
ad Chilliwack to consult abont this and
other matters at Bro. Miller's, Sumas.

taining.  Followink the attainment of
selt-support, Revs, Joseph Hall and C.
Rryant cach spent n second  pastoral
term on the Cireuit, During these years
Sumas had been the head of the Cireuit,
the minister living there.  However, the
centre of  population  was  gradually
changing, and the work extending to
the upper portion of the valley, During
Bro, Bryant’s pastorate a new church
wag built  at Chilliwack village, then
kunown ns Centreville, and immedintely
upon the appointment of hig succossor,
Rev. ‘I, W, HHall, steps were taken for
the crection of a parsonuge upon the
same lot. This enterprise wus success-
tully carrled through, and the minister
moved to the centre of his field, In
1889 the work hnd so inereased that it
was found necessary to station a young
man on the ficld, the first to be so sta-
tioned being Rev, J, P, Hicks, the ver-
satile  and higldy vespected editor of
the Recorder. Rev. J. P. Bowell was
the next pastor, nud in 1802, at the rve-
quest of the Q.0.B., the Conference di-
vided the Civenit, making Sumas a self-
supporting field for a yonng man, and
Cheam with Canmp Slough and  other
points o Miscion. Bro, Bowell was sue-
cooded in 1803 by Tev. €. Ladner, nnd
he In 180G by the present pastor, Rev.
J. TL White. \x at present constituted
Chilliwack Cireuit is o very eomunet and
convenient field, consisting ot the Chil-
liwack and Carman churches.

An fustitution which has done much
for Methodism in Chilliwack is the ane
nunl eatnp meeting,  This was begun in
1870, the first meeting being liéld on n
lot of land owned by Rev, T. Croshy,
and situated at the point of Chilliwack
mountnin, Services were continued here
from yenr to year, with great blessing
til 1883,  The year following a plot
of three acreg was seeured near Sardis,
ruitable bmildings erected and there a
eamp meeting for both whites and Ine
dinns has been held each year since,
with the exception of 1804, when the
high water arvived just asx the services
were ahout to begin, and effectually put
1 stop to them for that year. “The weet-
ings have been blessed to the salvation
of many, and nre still 0 power for good.

No acconnt of Chilliwnck Methodism
ix complete without at least a reference
to the work amoug the Indiang, ‘Phis is
the hend of the mission to the Fraser
River Indinng, and  a preity  mission
honse with several chnrches provide for
the work in the wvalley. TRev. C. M.
‘T'ate, Rev. W, TL Barraclongh, B. A.,
med now again their ancient friend and
missionary, Rev. T, Crosby, have min-
istered to the sapirituns needs of the bro-
thers in rved, and many have heen led
to Christ,  Coqualectzn TInstitute with
Rev, Jos, Iall as principal, is aleo an
imnortant adjunct to the Indian work.

Chilliwack has for many years heen
one of the chief homes of Methodism in
the Provinee,  As an indieation of its
tmportance it may be mentioncd that of
the four lnvinen clected to represent the
B, C. Conference at the late General
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Conference, two were from the Chilli.
wack Cirenit, A number of vepresentas
tive men and women of our church have
theie homes here, and all enterprises of
the church meet with strong aod intelli-
gent support.  Important gold mines are
heing opened in the vicinity, At least
S100,000 will be spent in development
this zeason, and with a rapidly growing
agricultural and bhusiness population the
new century s likely to open with all
departments of the churches work in a
Honrishing condition,

EXAMINATION OF CANDIDATES
AND PROBATIONERS FOR
OUR TMINISTRY.

The Cheistinn Guardien of April 4th
is nt hand. I have just read the Gene
eral Superintendent’s paper on the Com-
ing Aonual  Conferences, It is In Dr.
Carman's  usual masterly  style,  Like
n wideawnke and wary general, his eye
it upon every puart of the field, }e sees
the marshalled hosts of our Canadinn
Methodisim—the territory which lies bee
fore them, which fy yet to he possessed
—and the strong positions in which the
enemy is entrenched. e scex also the
wenk points in the arrangements of the
opposing forces, Ie sces, too, where
our own weaknesses are, and summons
us to a closing up of our too open ranks,
and enlls ur to increased watchifulness,
wore  importunnte prayer, nand more
abundant efforts, that soon vietery may
perch upon our banners, and that there
may speedily be henrd the shouts of a
glorions sucecess all along the line.

Among the important features of our
veclesiastionl system to which attention
is directed i< that by way of which
onr Methodist ministvy  ix veeraited,
Ie says “we do well when we vigilantly
und honestly advance and graduate our
probationers,” It will he conceded bLy
overy intelligent Methodist, ministerial
or lay, who has the best interests of our
church at heart, and iz jealous that it
future history may not be reproached by
it« splendid past, that this portion of
our cconomy—the admission of candi-
dates and the advancing and graduating
of our probationers—demands all the
vigilauee, honesty amd sanctified sagacity
of our Quarterly Boards, by whom the
cntrance to the ministry is guarded, and
of our District Meetings and Confer-
encer, by whom they are afterwards ac-
cepted, advanced and graduated. The
favorable vecommendations  of the
Quarterly Boards should bie a satistac-
tory gunrantee of the fitness of the can-
didnte in vespect of piety, intelligence,
readiness of utterance, zeal and  other
qualitics upon which it s competent for
hoards of Ilaymen to pronounce, and
trom which may be predicated with a
strong degree of probability, the useful-
ness of the person recommended, and
which are comprehended under the three
heads of gifts, graces and fruit. The
forther determination of the suitability
of candidates proposed imposes a most
grave amd solemn resnonsibility upon
the ministerial niembers of the District
Veetings and of the Annual Conference.
In regpect of intellectunl equipment for
the immeaxurably imnortant work ot the
Christian miunistry, the General Confor-
ence has by its leglslation on the sub-
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jeet-—espevially  in recent  sessjons  of
that body —cvineed its solivitude by re-
vising the conrses of «(udy, and by wmore
determinedly insisting that the period of
the candidate’s university of theological
training shall be more extended  than
was formerly requiired.

"he more serious dilionly in the mat
ter of a suitable supply of well trained
ministers lies in anether direction, viz.,
in the eandidates or probationers them-
selves, in an inaptitide for study -an in
disposition to bind themselves down to a
rigid and hionest course of selfalrill, by
which alone stidents ave made,  This
sel-mastery is made easier by a vight
use of the advapntages which o college
course affords.  But the history of {he
pergonnel of the Methodict ministry af-

the part of some to presuine to some oxe
tent upon the kuowledge they have of
the ministerinl brethren, that they are
kindly and sympathetic, nnd are nowill-
ing to gee a young man scrlously embar-
rassed and kept back in his probiation
beeattse he has not obtalned  enflicient
marks (0 reckoned with the snme severe
faithfulness which is employed in unie
versity examinations) to admit of his be-
tne eredited avith the year on his pro-

fords numerous instances of men who
under every disadvantage have “inter-
meddled with all wisdom,” have made
themselves great, and have left the im
pross of their greatness upon their own
and  sueeceding  generations,  Greater
than he that taketh a eity, is he who
raloth his own spivit  Happy the young
man who for the sake of the thrice haly
ecnuse he has espoused, in the spirit of
unflinehing  self<deninl,  and  in o exe
emplification of a sublime and unfalter-
ing purpose, brings into subjection to
his own will all his powers of intellect
and lieart; but unfortunate to the last
degree it ig, if an aspirant to the ranks
of the ministry does not learn in hix
course of prepuration for his life work,
to distinguish between n desultory and
undiseriminating mode of study—which
Is not study at all and that stern and
doggedly  severe application by which
only the mastery of any given subject
can  be attained.  Lvery  examiner
knows what a lack of earnest applica-
tion in the way of study of the Looks
of the probationer’s course is hetrayed
in much of the written answers which
the examiners reeeive from year to year,

Tt is possible that probationers some-
times allow themselves to think that if
they are not well un in the books of
their course they wili somehow be per-
mitted to pass muster, and that they
will not be held too firmly to the re-

quirements of the dixcipline, Of course
candidates and probationers are not told
this, but there may be a tendency on
be scrupulously nnd relentlessly faithful
in their fulfibuent of that trust? Is it
not due to the church that eandidates
amd probationers shall be given to un-
derstand that here they must expeet uo
merey, anl that unless they are studeats,
and prove that they are such by their
clear and discriminnting answers to the
questions submitted to then: upon the
hooks of their course from year to year,
they nmmst cither be delayed in folfilling
the term of probation nntil the necessary
improvement is made, or they must he
dropped, anmd as Mr, Wesley puts it,
“roturn to their former  emplogment,'
‘I'he time hag come when he who believes
hinselt ealled of God to the work of
the ministry must prove to the church
his qualifications for that work by mak-
ing himself intellicent upon the whole
range of subjects assigned for his mas-
tery of them, by the law of the church
in his case,  Not only should this he true
in 1espect of the prescribed course ot
study upon which written examinations
which are required, but also in respect
af the oral  theological  examinations
which are held in the District Mectings
from year to year. The probationer
comes up to this examinution knowing
that it takes place annually; he knows
the subjects on which he is to be ex-
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umined, they are not wido in their range,
they are cxplicitly czumerated in the
discipline; he has constant access to the
atnndards of our church where these
doctriues are fully defined and discuas-
ed; s it not disappointing if under thexe
clrcumstnnees the probationer is unable
to present to the mecting clear state
ments in his own langunge of these
doeteines which are supposcd to be the
burden of his .eaching in all his puinit
ministrations te his people, and by shar
affectionate enforcoment is expected to
bring the sinuner to repentance and sal
vation, and to bulld up believers in ibe
faith of the Gospel? It is not unrcasors
able that the scnlor ministers shoual
teel deep sorrow when young men dise
play. unfamilineity ot this puint of tharr
progress, It s right too that those who
nre responsible for recommending peobae
tioners to the Confercence for continuntice
on trinl should expect those protativn~rs
to be ready with those scripture texts
by which these doctrines nre taught and
proven, It has often seemed to us that
the usunl methiod of conducting these
district examinations might be improv-
ed upon. Ahis Important part of the
ministerinl  Lusness  of the District
Mecting should be conducted in a way
to mnke it to be characterized as far
ns possible by the dignity and serious-
ness which befits n matter  of  such
solemn moment. Too often, swe must
coufesy, we have scen it otherwise, Not
that there hias been any thought of being
other than serious or proper; but ques
tions are sometimes interjected by min-
intere other than the one who is con-
ducting  the examination, which has
quite diverted the course of the cxam-
fnation from being such, until it hng be-
ecome f general puinisterinl  discussion,
which, though quite proper in the meet-
ing of a ministerinl associntion, involves
an expenditure of thre that at  Inst
makes it necessary that the examination
shall be brought to a speedy termina-
tion. 'This mny be n relief to the some-
times rather hard pressed probationer,
but fails nevertheless to accomplizh the
purpose of the examination, I wonld
say, let the chairman or some senior
minister at his request conduct the ex-
amination withont a word being spoken
by any one but himseclf and those being
examined. When the examination shall
have heen thus coneluded, let any of the
ministers who may desire to do so have
the privilege of still further satisfying
himselt nx to the familiarity of the pro-
bationers with the doctrines indicated in
the discipline. T understand that this
method obtaing In the British Confer-
ence.  Such examinations properly con-
ducted must have n good effect upon the
mind of the per.ons examined, and
Jend to the oceasion the seriousness and
dignity which onght to mark it.

P. 8 This paragraph is not meant
for those to whom it does not apply.

Ministers must be students, students
of the word, constant students, rooted
and grounded in the faith, prepared al-
ways to contend carnestly for the trith
once delivered to the saints. Modern
tenching of an orroncous kind is all
around ug, Tt is presented in  most
specions forms, calculated to deceive if
possible the very elect. It is possible
that these errors may invade the very
pulpits of our Methodism unless our
ministry is composed of men who with
stored minds and well disciplined intel-
leets are thus made proof against the
insidious nand seductive Influences of un-
sound teaching, T close by quotiag again

sible it must Le bortwe I mind that role
diers and sailors are not highly pald men,

The garriconing of squimalt by line
perinl ttoops 's another strong reason
why guch n bojlding should be erected as
goon as poseible; wo hnve nlready over
one hundred and fifty xotdlers here and
their numbers will be largoly increascd
as soon ag aceommodation can be pro-
vided for them, 1t is not necessary to
point out the temptationy to xin and vice
that beset men on every hand: they ave

ITomes the Methodist Church has come
well to the front. In all the principal
naval and military stations throughout
the Empive such howes have been estube
lished eoxcepting at Esquimalt, Theso
homes and the property an which they
stand are held in trust under a nodel
deed for the specia! benefit of men of
the army and navy, that is to say, every

)
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only too well known to all, but what is
there for the soldier and sailor but the
saloen, music hall, ete.? IHe is among
strangers, a few may form acquaint
unces, hut very few; where can the many
#o, or what can they do? Men get tired
of walkirg the roads ot streets, and just
as tired of staying on bhoard ship or in
barracks; they have left homes, and
many of them good homes, and naturally
they long for some place to resort to that
savors somewhat of home.

Tt may be avgued that many wen
would not avail themselves of its friendly
shelter; possibly some would not, but ex-
perience shows that the majority do, and
the pereentage of men in the army and
navy who desir to command the respect
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of their fellow en is tapldly Inerensing:
Indeed there are very fow, thanks to edu
eatlon, but what do command the respect
of all; a man who wears the uniform of
elther army or navy ix ase much desepy
ing of that respeet nx any other man
~hnatever his position in life, provided,
of course, hie conducts himself in a pro-
per manner; and these homes are an ab-
solute necessity if men nre to be given
any assistance towatd  peddsting  the
temptntion= alluded to. 1€ we just In
imagination plnce ourselves o our sons
in their position it will bring home to
us gquicker than anything else their value
and that it i« our duty to remder what
nxsfstance we ean, firancially and in
other ways townrds  establishing  the
home propoxed at Fxquimalt,

The Rev, 3. ', Hicks hax for the past
five years been connected with the work
at Bequimnalt na the 1ecognized chnplaim
by the Army and Navy Committee officl-
ally appointed by the Admiraity, nud more
recently by the War Oflice also,  During
the past two years he lhins been exelus
sively engaged in this work., e had not
long been appointed to the Victorin West
Cirendt before he fully realized the im-
portance of cetnablishing a Church and
Home in  Esquinmalt, and  accordingly
wrote to the Rev, I W, Allen, the vens
erable secretary of the Army and Navy
Cotnmittee, on the subject,  In 1807, the
year of the Dinmond Jubilee celebration,
the committce declded to try and ralxe
£10,000 in nid of Wesleyan Soldiers® and
Snilors' Homes,  Mr. Ilicks ngnin wrote
asking for n grent of £400 towards fld.
inge n chureh, with a couple of rooms nt-
tached, A\ very favoralle reply was ree
celved and great hopes were entertained
of obtaining the amount asked for. It
wan just at this point that Mr. Hicks
hind completed his three years as pastor
nt Victorin West; the men of the fleet
heing strongly attached to him nnd fenr-
ing a strange minister coming would not
understand their needs and the peculiar-
ities of the work as he did, being nn
Englishman and coming from a naval
and military centre, petitioned the Con-
forence for Mr, Hicks' appointment and
sent a deputation to the Stationing Com
mittee with the result that he was left
without a station in order that ke may
look after this work.

The Avmy and Navy Committee finding
the wording of the deed under which
they held the Jubilee Fund would net
allow of their wmaking n grant trom that
fund, n letter regretting their inability
to o g0 was =ent to Rev, J. P Hicks by
Nev., R, W, Allen: this came ns a severe
blow, as from the nature of the corres-
pondence previously received we  had
fully expected a grant, if not the full
amount asked for,

TFinding the needs and claims of this
Important work growing rapidly and that
it could not be represented a¢ it needed
to be Ly writing. and that something
more muat be done if the Soldiers' and
Sailors' ITome, that the increased strength
of the ficet, together with the garrironing
of Esquimalt by Tmperial troops ealled
for, was to he established, the advice of
one why Las proved himself a sineere
triend to this work was that Mr. Ticks
shonld go to Kngland nnd personally in-
terview the Army and Navy Committee,
By the assistance of friends and a large
amount of self-sacrific~ on his own part
he managed to get there, fully stated the
needz and claims of the work to the
Committee and many prominent officials
of the Waesleran Mecthedist Conference,

with the result that it was unantmousty

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Xl MR GEORGE RANDALL ASHWELL.

No list of leading Methodist laymen
in British Columbia could have been
compiled during the past thirty yewrs
or more without including the name that
stands at the head of this brief bio-
grapical note. Both the name and the
face that adorns this page bhave been
familinr in connection with nearly all
important gatherings of Mecthodists in
the Province for more than a genera-
tion.,

Mre. Ashwell was born in 1833 at Hen-
low, Bedfordshire, Eng. His parents
were staunch Episcopalians, and duving
his childhood and youth he knew little
of the people with whom he has since
been so long and prominently conneceted.
In 1S36 he moved to "Loronto, where he
remained for a year. It was here, dur-
ing the year after his arrival, that he
was converted to God througzh the infiu-
ence of a series of revival meetings held
in the old Ilm Street Church. 'The
young Lnglishman’s case was a clear
one, and he immediately united with the
church which had been instrumental in
leading him to Christ. Ior four yoars
longer he remained in Ontarvio, living at
Caledonia and other points on the Grand
River. In 1861 he removed to British
Columnbia, reaching  New Westminster on
the very night of the opening tea meet-
ing in the first church built in that
town, He was given a hearty welcome
by the pastor, Rev. E, White, and the
little band of Methodists, and from the
day of his arrival was actively associ-
ated with them in their work. My, Ash-
well remained in Westminster ten years,
engaging in business first with My, Thos,
Cunningham, theirs being the first hard-
ware store on the mainland of B. C.
The partnership being dissolved, Mr,
Ashwell continued in business alone, de-
voting himself to the furniture part of
the business. In 1866 Mr, Ashwell re-
turned to England on a visit, but soon
came back with a wife, in the person
of Miss Sarah Webb, who has been a
genuine “‘weaver” of his fortunes, and
has done him good and not evil all the
days of her life. In 1871 he came to
Chilliwack, and » 2ned the first store in

the place, eavrying on business for years
at the landing, and for the last ten
years in what is now the thriving town
ot Chilliwack. While attending the
Conference of 1898, Mr. Ashwell re-
ceived word that his place of business,
Ashwell & Sony, with their entirve stock,
had been destroyed by five, the work of
an incendiary, ‘Che loss was heavy, but
with characteristic energy the firm be-
gan to rebuild, and now occupy the finest
and most modern business block in town
In addition to his other business My,
Ashwell is a large landed proprictor,
owning several farms in different parts
of the valley. ‘Throughout his long life
he has experienced the abundant bless-
ing of God upon his temporal affnirs,
and is one of the most prosperous and
substantial men of the community,

Mr. Ashwell is a man of strong con-
vietions, and holds tenaciously to his
views of right, but is always willing to
yicld to the will of the mnjority in minor
matters, and to work heartily for the
general good.  ‘Though intensely practi-
cal he has a well marked emotional vein
ranning through his natave. Lhroughout
their lives Mr. and Mrs. Ashwell have
dispensed a generous hospitality. Their
home is a favorite haunt of preachers,
and of all who are connected with ve-
ligious or philanthropic work. He has
also been a wise and liberal giver, ot
only to local church support, but to all
the benevolent and educational enter-
prises of the church. Irom his earliest
assceiation with the church in the Pro-
vinee he has been continuously a mem-
ber of the Quarterly Board and a trustee
of numerous churches. Ile has also been
frequently  delegated  to the”  District
Meetings, and for the past six yvears has
been a member of the Annual Confer-
ence. In 1898 he received the well
carned honor of election to represent his
Conference at the General Conference in
Toronto, Ile has heen a member of the
Collegze Board of Direclors since its or-
ganization, and has bheen one of the
most hoperul and generous supporters of
that enterprise.

IPor many years Mr, Ashwell has held
a commission as Justice of the Pence,
and at the present writing has just re-
ceived the nomination of his party as
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LIFE!

verts in our Mission here in Vanconver
on Dacrmher 21th, 1899, and 1 aize bap-
tized one man named Tomokichi Homma
on the 3ixt Decomber. My, Homma is
e pewerful “hoss” over many Japanese
working men, and 1 have been teaching
him  during the Iast year and a haif
abont the great and redecming love of
Jesus,  He at onee quit the drink and
gave ap many former friends, and has
started o good business in the city,

e ix o changed man,  Yes! he is a
new creature in the Lovd Jesus, A week
ago last Sunday we had another bless-
ing to tell you about,  After prenching
I axked my congregation “lHow many of
vou are willing to give up everything
sud  do  whatever the Lord and the
Church ealls you to do. I there is any
one <on) who would give up all, and fol-
low Jesug with his whole heart, let him
or her stand up.”  Behold! there were
twenty-four  Christians  on  their feet
and made a solemn vow to God to follow
Jesux in all things, Then T asked the
same congregation again:  *If there is
auy non-Christian man or woman who
would give up his or her bhody, mind
and soul for Jesug, and will do the will
of God, just as much as these twenty-
four Christians who just a moment ago
stond up to testify before God and men
to obey and love Jesus with all their
might, let him stand.,” T wish you had
heen there to see the wonderful sizht
and inspiration. ‘There stood twelve
brizht young fellows on theiv feet for
Jesus,

“Stand up! stand up for Jesus!

Ye soldiers of the cross.”

The men and women in the meeting
werve Aruly filled with the Tloly Spirit,
and we went away from the meeting
with such a power of God in our hearts.

T.ast night T could not go to :my
Church, so T wrote out a sermon and
sent a man to read it, and they had a
blessed meoting, too. But I called a
few people, who did not go to the Mis-
siott, to my home, and told them that
my doctor tells me T have bronchitis,
and  he does not allow me to go to
Chureh, but on this day T feel T must
speak to you about the love of Jesus: s¢
I preached to five persons, including two
Iadies, and the Tord blest us in the
meoting, and one lady who has been
worshipping the sun, moon and Buddha
th: last twenty years was brought to
Jesus Christ, Oh! the love. The Christ
Jesus is the power and life {o convert
every sonl to Christ,

There was one poor Japanese labores
in the City ITospital, and there was no
one to care for nim, and the hospital
cast him out on the ground that he was
well enongh to go out. The poor fellow
was obliged to zo out from the hoespital,
but no one would care for him at all.

one of my boys brought him to my Mis-
sion. T promised *he poor man that I
would help him all I could—would pay

checks, and he said to me: “Sir, I
thank you for your Lkindmess. I will
never forget this kindness «¢f  yours.”

‘T'his is the
College where Dr, Meacham is teaching
1 said to God as well as to wy people, “t
have perfect confilence in JTesus, so 1
know my faith, there is some one ap-
pointed of God to go fo the Cumberland
people.” My people did belicve it, too,
because I told them that ever since I
came to this provinee my people have
seen enough evidences that the Lord
answers prayer, and T did execept that
God would send some one in due scason.
Last Saturday a biother came to me and
offered himselt for that work. 1 told
him that he could get there at less than
$200 a year in our Mission work, and he
would have to board himself, too, while
he is getting now 300 a year and board
and room besides.

Can One Carry Out the Teaching
of the New Testament in
Business Life.

(By Mr. }inkson J. Siddall, M.A.)

In this question the term business is
used in its broadest and most compre-
hensive sense as includings all the actions
of life put forth by one engaged with
his fellow men in performing the work
of the world, and is 2 very jwmportant
questioun. Important to every one of us
ealled upon as we are to take our port
in the activities of life.

What one thinks about life, it's duties,
and privileges is n most vital matter, No
one builds higher or better than he
plans. No one ever soars above his be-
liefs and asperations.

Our lives will be noble, or ignoble, glor-
ious, or grovelling, just as a right ov
wrong, u high or low standard of life is
cherished in our hearts.

The teachings of our Lord and of the
inspired writers, contained in the New
Pestament are beautiful and sublime,

Are they practicable?

Is it possible for us to take thesc
ssvonderful words” as the insp. ation
and guide of our work-Qay life? Were
these words given to us merely for their
poctic beauty, literary wmerit, or enter-
taining power? Ilow-we answer these
and kindred questions is of the greatest
moment. If we have an idea that the
teachings of the New Testament are not
capable of being materialized in our
lives: that they are not adapted to di-
rect us in our actions, in the. business of
tha world, we will not be guided by them
and they will fail to influence us in our
intercourse with men and will be pow-
erless in shaping our desting here or
the world to come., Our Lord did not
intend that his desciples shonld l=2ad
isolated lives far from the marts of men,
He did not design that they should be-
come mere enthusiasts wraped in holy
thought or pure emotion. He sends
them into the world as lights to illumin-
ale, and as salt to comserve. Listen to
our Lord as.He prays for His people
just before his passion: ‘I pray not
that thou shouldest take them out of
the world, but that thou shouldest kedp

them from the evil, They are not of the
world, even as I nm unot of the world,
Suactity them through thy truth, ‘Lhy
word is truth, As thou has sent Me into
the world, even so have 1 sent them in-
to the world."”

Why does fle send  thewm  into  the
world? Ile had told them why long be-
fore He had utfered this prayer in theiv
behalf:  “Ye ave the salt of the carth;
but if the salt have lost his savour,
wherewith shall it be salted? It s
thenceforth good for nolhing, but to be
enst out and trodden under foot of mien,
Ye are the light of the world. A city
that is set on a hill eannot be hid, Neith-
er do men light a candle and put it un-
der a bushel, but on a candle-stick and
it giveth light unto all that are in the
house. TLet yowr light so shine before
men, that they may see your good works,
and glovify your father which s in
heaven.”

Ile sends them into the world that
they may blegs and save it by living in
it righteous Jives, Thove ave those even
in  this ecalizhtened age, and in ths
Christian land so ignorant of the relig-
ion of Christ as to think that it con-
xists of mere emotional enjoyment, and
that it has nothing or very little to do
with the conduct of every day lite, Such
an idea of Christianity is a mere trav-
esty of the religion derived from the
teachinge of our Lord and 1is apostles,
and certatnly is not taught in the New
PTestament, It is a familiar story of a
colored brother zaying to & new preach-
er before his first sermon: “Jus’ please
don’t talk nuflin’ ‘bout stealing here to-
day dat would be a wet blanket on dis
congregation,”  We need not go to the
izhorant freed man for illustrations of
this low form of Christianity. 'There ave
those in our midst who talk and act as
i€ the religion of Chvist consisted only
of prayer, song and emotion that a man’s
religion van be one thing and hig every
day life another. That he can feel in
his heart the joys of <alvation and prac-
tice in his life the principles of the
“Prince of the power of the air, the
spirit that now worketh in the children
of Disobedience,” We have not <o
learned Chwist, Lifa is not divided into
the sacred and secular. Al things that
can be done by the good man are sacred
in God’s sight. If we obey the teachings
of the Now festament we cannot divide
our lives into two purts and say, over
this my Tord shall rnle, but over that
e shall have no anthority. All “the
steps of n mood man are ordered by the
Lord.” 'The exhortation of the apostle
comprehends all the actions of life, how-
