THE BACON-5HAKESPEARE CRAZE,

The world is familiar enough with literary impostures.  They are of
two sorts. The direct creaton of a ficutions author, as in the letters of
Phalaris, and the frauds of Macpherson und Chatierion, and the ingenuity
displayed by men, often of nu contemptibic scholarship, 1 fitang historical
facts 1o foregone conclusions. The ponentous wivenial uterature, from
Dean Faber to Dr Cummn g, and the remarkable cunts of the Pyramid and
the descent of the Anglo Saxon race frum the lost ten tnbes, are striking
enough examples of the lauer.

It remained for Mr. lgnauus Donelly to propound a theory more luntic
(and that is saying much) than any that had genc before, in the assumption
that the plays «f Shakespeare were wntten by Bacon !

The Cosmupolitan for May publishes an elab. rate article on this contro-
versy, which 1s the wost delicinus prece of sarcasm we have seen.

Mr Edward Gadun Clartk in his “ The ¢ Bacon Farce,' a Tragedy,” sets
out with the svlemn warming that he is “one of the doubters respecting
Shakespeare.”

He then goes into details of Bacon's ¢ cypher,” illustrated by fac similes
of the tablet mscription, and a number of diagrams of the intricacies thercot,
in which certain letters and hyphens are spoken of as **large counters™ 1
the scheme of interpretation.

The inscription is the well-known one in Stratford Church—

“* Good friends, for Jesus sake forbear
To dig the dust enclo-ed liere ;
Blest bo the wnan that apares thers stones,
And curst bo he that moves my bones.”

These lines are construed by the applicatien of the precious “ cypher,”
to represent an extreordinary hmount of hieroglyhic whien, after a good
deal of necrumantic mampulanon is, it appears, 10 be read thas :—

Fra. Ba. Wit. Ear, Ay.—Shaxpere.
Which is further to be interpreted by the initiates of this remarkable occui-
tism—* Franais Bacon wrote Shakespearce’s Plays.

But this ig far from cxhausting the portentous revelations of the ““ cypher.”
It goes on to reveal the facts that Bacon, having written the plays, and
being unable to avow them on account of his po.ition (playwriting not
being then so creditable for a chancellor as it would be now), was
blackmailed by Shakespeare, and ultimately suborned Ben Jonson to poison
him, which was the cause of his sudden death, of which so little is known.

It is evident that the clever writer of this burlesque, which is put forward
with all giavity, relivs on the poputar ignorance of what is known of Shakes.

latter—boasting, the summer months glide by almost unnoticed, snd the
tourist is only reminded of home by the golden tint with which Septowber
is painmiing the leaves. Then, indeed ho sighs, *“summer is flown, and 1
must back to work.”

Baddeck, like most othor places, can be reached in various ways; in fact
it may bo reached from almost any point of tho compass. But for the bonefit
of unexperienced travellers, I wish to mention a few of the wore feasible
routes.

Tho dueigns for the new
stoamer were furnished by the Burrill-Jobnson Iron Co., who sfterwards
entered into & coutract to build the steamer, hull, wachiuery, vte , comnplato.
The dimensions of 1he now boat are as follows : extreme length ovor all, 140
feet ; breadth of boam, 28 feet, 8 inches, hull, or 46 feet including gnarids ;
depth of liold, 11 fret. Sho is moat thoroughly built, with special regard tu
sttength. The Dest of 1oaterial is used, hacivatac frame, pitch pine ceiling,
deck, beaws und tupsides, with bottom plank of hard woud. The two first-
clees saloons,—one for ladies, the uther fur gent’smen—aro ou deck, euch 94
feot long and 11 feel wide, with comfurtuble suats for pusseugers, Theso
saloons, finished in onk, walnut and cherry, are lofty. wall lightsd aud
ventilsted, and hoated by steam. Lavatories and other convemisnces uro
ptovided. There is & central deck house, 62 fset in length, This contains
the engiue room and stairways leading to the upper d.ck, avd to nvother
u]oon beloy, At exch sido of this central houso ara passugo ways, 8% feet
wide, for teams. The upper deck is 64 feot loug and 22 feot wide, covering
the deck house and carrings ways. This deck bas seats ail round it, and a
niiling and nettiug. [t will be a delighiful spot when the steamer is us-d
for excursions, the supports beiny of cspecial strength, so that it might be
used for dancing.

PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW.

Dosixios.—The Dominion I'arlinont has agroud to the assuwmptivn of
the Quobec graving dock by the government s a public work in tho general
interost of Canads, and it has alsu been agroed to assumo the respunaibility
of the debt incurred in the deepening of Lake St. Pelor's and the Montroal
harbor improvoments. It is yuito ovident that asince thess works have boon
asumed by the government, it mnay reusonably bu oxpected that the dry
dook at Halifax will bo likewise taken uver as u national work. Tho sup
plewentary estimales have beon brought down, but coulaiu littla of ijuterest
to our readers in genoral. Yrince Edward Island is tu have a uew oteamor
for wintor service which is to cost in the neigliLuthuud of 8150,000, 1f the
construction of this steamer is sidilar to that of u fitst-clars Newfoundland
seslor, we are likely to hear little further complaint of the winter sorvico
between I, ¥. I, and the wainland. Tho report of the cummittes which
has been ingniring into the eflect uf combines shuws that many of theeo aro
beyond Canadian legislation, having their head guarters in Great Dritain
and the United States, however, the light which thy iuquiry has shed upon
these rings is likely tu prejudico the formativn of any similay organicativus
in Canads. No change has been made in the close scason for lobetors,
although it Lias beon wade plain that owing to the lateness of the spring in
Cape Brelon, the season is ut least a fortnight shorter on the shores of that
island than aloag the southern cuust of Nova Scotia, The Quobee Lridgo
across tho St. Lawronce hus Luen given the go-by for the present sessiou,
aud in view of the large capital expenditures at Queliec and Montreal, it
cannot be considered as within the range of probabilities that the foundation
stone for thie bridge will be laid for several years to cowe.

The House of Cowmons was prorogued Ly His Excelloncy the Governor-
General, on Tuesday last, the Session haviug lasted about threco mouths.
Speaking gonerally, thero were but thtev great questions which occupied any
prominence in the debato on the floors of Parliament, the first being that of
the Fishery Treaty betwesu Cavada and the United States, which was rati-
fied by tho Commous after a comparatively short discussion. The second
debate took place over Sir Richiard Cartwright’s resolutions in favor of Unre-
stricted Reciprocity, and was sustained ou buth sides with great vigor for
soveral weeks, That these resulutions were defeated geos without eaying,
seeing that the approval or dissent of tho Houso depends ontively upon the
side of the House frows which auy particular set of resulutions ewnuuate,
But we have our doubts whethor these resolutions would have vver leen
introduced, had Sir Richard Cartwright been in puwor and in a pusition
where tho Government to which he was attiched was obliged to assume the
responsibilitios which thoir carrying out would involve. Tho third watter of
general public interest was tho abrogating of the wonopoly clause in the
charter of the Canada Pacific Railway and the guaranteeing by the Govern-
ment cf the interest on fifteen millions of tho company'’s bonds  The mono-
poly clause was a mistake from the first, and its being aunuiled is but tardy
Justice. As to the guaranteo upon tho bouds, if the country is not called
upon to pay the piper, the trausaction is all right : but if it is, we have paid
dear for our whistle, uven 1f it hias buen used in whistling down munopoly.
With the close of the Svssivn, Lurd Lansdowuo's oflicial duties in Cunada
may be said to have (orminated, and it is gratifying to note that in a joint
addreas from both Houses of Yarliameut, the Governor-Gonural's survices tu
the country are recognized in appropriate torms, aud rugret vapressed that his
official turm in this country is sv sovn to bu closed.  Now that the Dowin-
ion and Provincinl Parlisments have adjourned, our readers may safely le.ve
to the Governme: ts of Canadaaud Nova Scotia the conduct of public aflairs,
and turn their attention to somethiug more edifying, something less bitter
than the political strife which Government by party unfortunately engenders.
Ons of these fine days, probably not befute the millenium, public afiairs will
be conducted upon a diffvrent basis. Thoen measures, not won, will be con-
sidered, aud thy weights of cuwmou svusy, hvnesty, justice, and public jutes-
cst, will all bo placed upon the ramy side of the scale,

COMMERCIAL.

The advancing season, causing the opening of ports along the shoie, has
given an impulse to trade, which has 1esulted in a more active volums of
business, and an increasod distiibution of werchandise in all branches.
Locally speaking, the position Las a healthy aspect, and in all departinonts
a good and steady trado is doing. Payments hore are gonorally satisfactory,
and obligations aro met with as much promptness as can ressonably bo
expacted.

It is to be rogretted that this is mot the case iu respoct tu weslern
accounts—in fact 1t cannot be denied that western payments are poor. This
is largely due to overtrading iu that section of tho Domirion, where com-
petition, to give it the mildest name possible, has been of a very acute
character, and has naturally brought sbout the prosont slowness of payments.

Ontario i3 reported to bo remarkably basro of produco. A cowmmercial
traveller, who has just returned to Montreal from an oxtended tour through
Waestern Canada, reports that he “ never found the country so bare of pro-
duce before.” Tho quantitios of wheat, pea-, oats, oggs, etc, in the hands
of both farmersand dealers througbout tho West are extremely limite? Foed-
stufls, cspecially, aro very scarce all through that region, snd, as the spriug
has been unusually backward, flocks and Lerds aro suffering for the wau of
their voual aud proper vustenance over large sud important scotiony.

DryaMITE, AND HOW TO NANDLE IT.—In a country like ours whero
dyuamito comes so exteneively into uso in wmiming operations, blasting,
stomping aud the like ; tho following ohservatione, culled from the fadiun
FEngineer, published in Caleutta, may not ho out of place, and may supply
ipformation which many are scoking to knuw.

“ Dynamite consisis of some porous absorbent mineral substance, saturated
ith nitro-glycerino. Soveral substances have been tried as absorbents of the
Iscerine, but tho inost stisfactory is the Aieselyukr, an infusonal carth,
mposed of tho sillicrous shells of oxtremely small vegetable organisms,
dit is of this that Nobel's dynamite is made. It absorbs about three
imes ils weight of the glycerine, and resembles putty in appearance. Thus
given quantity will contain 73 per cont. of the real oxplosive, and it biast-
ing power compared with pure nitro-glycerine, is, of course represented by
be samo ratio.  In order to oxplode it, it is nocessary to obtam tho temper-
tare of 360 degrees Farenheit. It freezes in tho same way as glycerine,
2d when in this stato must bo carefully handled. Nitro-glycorine has an
splosive force ton times that of an cqual weight of powder. It 1s highly
anzerous to place dyuamite on or necar firo stovns, steam pipes, or any
ishly hested metal. Dyovamite must never bo put into warm water to
baw it, a3 the water would free the nitro-glycerine, when it is most danger-
2t It ought always to be put into a water-tight vessel, and then have
be vessel put into warin water. It should never be cxposed to the direct
ys of a tropical sun. When loading it, a wooden rod or squeczer should
used to push homeo tho cartridgo, ncrer « metal vne, and the chargo should
gently and firmly pushed dowp, and uot rammed or pounded.

If dynamite has to be loaded into tins, avoid smelling it, as it gives a
xkly, nervous headacho for sovoral days.

Within the last fow yeas groat advaneo has heew made throughout our
Provineo in the growing of fruit. This ix especially noticeablo in three or
four cuunties, whore apples aro grown i abuudanee.  Fven in theso
counties, howover othor fruits have not heen cultivated to uny thing like
as great an extent.  Tho rest of the jrovinco is very backward in regard to
the wholu subject.  Whore beautiful orchaids might bo growing, there nre
only old dilapidated trees of watwial fruit. or young orchards neglected and
left a prey to iasects, cattle and a host of other enomues. In mapy parta

cherrios, pears, grapes, aud secarcely anv cultivated or improved fraita nre
ISR

1t is a great pity that this is the case, us there ave fow pavts of the country
where thoy way not bo giown. In mauy localitics they would grow to
pearfection, Tho 8oil and climate are well ndopted to growing fruit. The
fruit would bo loug keeping, and the iudieations ate that it would Lo fine
flavored, This may Lo scen by examming the fow apecimens of cultivated
fruit that any of these localities furnish. Splendid apples, grapes, pears
and plums are now grown along the Gulf of St Lawrence from Cumberland
County to Inverness County, by different mdividuals. The linest flavored
apples thut grow in Nova Scotin grow there. They are the juiciest sand
tastiest fruit produced in the Province. Grow very firm and crisp, and
would probably keep without becoming spengey. Such is the character of
theso 1egions where little is raised.

Why more is not grown is curionz. Theie seems to he a prevailing
impression that it will not grow. On whst thss restz i3 difticult to tell.
Fruit grew well enough thitty or foity years ago, #3 is shown by the old
orchards that still remain in these localitics. It is also remarked that the
climate is becoming milder.  What then i3 the mmtter? Sunply this impres-
sion ; it is all that stands in the way of tho development of this industry
in a large part of the prevince. By thisitis not intended that fruit will
arow without csre, attention and ntelhgent cultivation in these localities,
If care is necessary in tho most favored locality, and certainly it is, it is
cssential elsewhere, If the sume intelligent attention was Lestowed on tho
trees in other parts of Nova Scotia s is dona in Kings Co., thero would be
no more complaints that fruit would not grow there. 7There aro gome fine
youny orchards started in many parts * whero orchards will not grow” and
they are doing nicely. Their owners areto be commended. But applea
are not the only fruit to grow, tho others should not bo neglected.

In order o attain their greatest developinent, orchards mast either bo
put ob naturally drained land or it must be drmined to prepme it for the
trees, Good thorough tile draining is the best although other methods ure
used, but they ure short lived and oxpensive in the end. Tho trees inust bo
manured not only the first year but every yesr, and thuy should bo cultivated
around in the spring sv 2= to start their growth, Lut ue manuro uur cultiva-
tion should bo given in the early full or it mny start their growth so they
would winter-kill.  The best time to manure iz latn in the fall or if
comnmercial fertilizers ate used, ewtly in the spaing  The lad should be
kept clear of crops, especinlly grass, unless very heavily manured or when
tho trees tend to make too great a growth in the full, in which ewse they
may be checked in this fall growth by putting on some full growing erop
like rye aud turniog it under late that fall or early in the spring.

Do not indulge in the luxury of uew varieties if you have had little
experience, but buy standard sorts as Tompkins King, tGiravenatein, Bishop
Pippin, R. I. Greening, otc.

THE POTATO BEETLE.

The insect commonly known by this name has been 1n Nova Scotia
for a few years, but has pot extended his ravages as fast as is his usual
custom, but quite fust ecough 1o smt. It should not be wistaken for « much
smaller beotle which vats very fino holes in tha Ieaves, giving them a withered
appearance, for this small beetle is quito common all over the province, but
usually does no very oxteneive damage. It can be destroyed in tho same
way as its more famous rolative,

The potato beetlo is about the size of a hall bean, a little shorter aud a
litle broader, and has ten black lines runzing longitudinally on its wing
covers. It is this characteristic that has given ® its specific namo. There
is o diflicuity to distinguish it afler once seeing it.  The only other boetlo
found around the potato plants hiesides the onn montioned above likely to
bo mistaken for it, is the pretty “lady bug” as it is called. This is very
much swnller than the potato beetle and has little black spots instend of
lines on 1ho wing covers 1t is a valuable friond 1o the farmer and should
not ho kitled. It is on the potato vino hunting for cggs of potato heotles
and other ivjurious inscats which it destroys. The back ground of tho
wing covers in each caso is 1ed.  So the potato beetle appears to be red with
Llack lines.

The mature potato beetlo does comparatively littls damage asa rule. It
is the larva which does wost of the eating. These are nasty, filthy, slow
moving slugs, at first they only appear hike little black pointe, as they become
older they look like little specks of wet dirt, while thu oldest aroe quite lurge,
their abdomen being vervy highly developed—a sure indieation of their
voracity.

‘Thoy eat tho entire substance of tho leaf, leaviug ouly the main riba and
stalks of the plant. This suggests the rewmedy.  If anytlung that 1z poison
to them cau be put on the leaves o they will eat it, they will bo destroyed,
Tho cheapest and most convenient poison for this purpose is paris-groen.
It is perfectly insolublo and stichs readily to the leavea, so that when the
Joaf is eaten it must bo takon also,

Tho hest method of applying it is with wator. If it is a small piscs
potaloes, take a toa-spoonful of the parie-prean to o sprivkling-pot of way
Keep woll stirred and apply through a rather coarso nozzle.  QOnly a sligy
sprinklo should ho allowed to fall un the plants. aa it will then adhere, 1y
if moro falls on thon all rolls ofl.  If the potatocs aro plantad in rows, th
way bo nccomplished by holding the aprinkler at an angla and wlkip
briskly down the row.

If n large field is to be sprinkled in this way, u barvel should e ariaygy
on a cart or hung between two wheels in such a way that the hurse wlyy
between two rows while each wheol vuns outside of them. ‘Lhis Lariel hy
two oponings or faucets near the bottom with ehort hose and sprinkly,
nozzles attached. ‘These nozzles are so hold that they come_ directly ovy
their respective rows. Tho water is put in the barrel, tho paris-groen adde
and thoroughly stirred in, then the fiucels turned on and tho horss starte}
1t muet bo kept stirred all tho timo by the driver. In this way ono by
can go over cight acres in a duy. One treatment will veuelly lust wntil i
next brood appears or until a heavy storm washes it off.  As thoro ar gy
two bruods likely to injure the crop, it will be gecu that 1t is not such a hay
job after all to keop these insocts in check.

Other methods have heon propused, such as hand picking, butif itp
desirrd to mako much of a profit off from the crop, it should ‘nover be
undortaken, as it is an cudloss and unsitisfactory job. Othor poisons my
bo used but as a rule they will bo found less curtain in their action. Som.

potatoes. By selecting o field far removed from one whero thoy have growe,
somotimes tho heotles may be avoided for that season.

THI: HESSIAN FLY IN ENGLAND,

Two yeurs ago the 1lessian fly made its appearance in England, and hu
since been the terror of Loglish farmers. ‘They could not bo blamed fu
being frightened, kuowing the amount of damage that it has dono on thi
continent. DBesides it is tho almost universal experience of insect invasion
that they aro worse in 5 newly invaded district than where they have hea
for a long time. Fortunately there was a lady, who for her rare attaumens
in entomology, or the study of insccts, hns beon made Honorary Entomologis
for the Royal Agricnltural Socioty. She immediately st about studyumy
tho habits of the insect there, and reported tho best methods to eittn
exterminate it, or, where it had gotton too firmly established to do this, hux
it might bo held in check. This work alope was worth thousands of dull
to tho country. The fly has been held in check, although it will probaty
in timo extend its injury to all parts ot the island.
