Thete are some other points of lesser
importance that will be seen when the
scheme is published, the above mentioned
are its principal features.

The whole matter will no doubt be
fully discussed at General Assembly
though probably not finally decided until
it is submitted ounce mnore to our Synod,
inasmuch as the Synod, one of the parties
to the union, at its last meeting, ‘resolv-
ed to delay the decision of the question
till next Synod.’

A part of the Foreign Mission work of
the Western Sectica of the Church has
been among the Indians of the North
West. The present rebellion shews the
need ofsuch wurk ; While the wild tribes
of the South Seas need the gospel we
have heathen at our doors,

But there is another element in the gos-
pel that should be kept before them, viz.
justice. And it will avail hittle to preach
to them a gospel of peace and righteous-
ness 80 long as they feel that they are
wronged. It 'vill he a poor snbstitute
in their eyes to take from them their pra-
ries and streams, where once they had
abundance, and while refusing them
bread offer them the Bible. It will not
do to say to them Depart in peace be ye
warmed and filled, and yet withold from
them what is needful for the body. They

are the wards of the nation, and while
they must be compelled to Iy down
their arms of rebellion they must be fed
aud taught, and trained into a better
way.

Such work is no charity. It ia their
due. We have taken from them one way
of living, we are bound to provide and
teach them another.

Ere these lines are read, war may b
declared between Britain and Russia, or
peace may be well assured, but whatever
the result, we see the influence of Christi-

. anity in pations, in the fact that the war

has heen so long averted. Gladstone, a
giant in moral, and Christian, principle,
as well as in intellectua! and physical
powe. has held with mighty hand a rein
on the more warlike tendencies of the
nation, determined to maintain peace if
it could be done ; hearing patiently the
treachery, falsehood and threatened en-
croachments of Russia, secking to settle
difference by arbitration rather than the
sword. If peace be maiutained we wlll
be able to look back upun the present as
a spectacle, dark and sad on the one
hand, but on the other almost sublime,
in its moral grandeur. A mighty, grasp-
ing, nation, trampling upon rights and
truth, seeking to provoke war. A large
element in another nation eager for the
fray, while the government, 1calizing the
horrors of war and the awful responasibi.
lity resting upon it, not from weakness
or fear, but from a sense of right, and
the fearful results of plunging the world
into war, refuses to be driven forward by
the angry, surging crowd behind, so long
as any honourable way of maintaining
pea e has been left untried. Had it been
in past ages both nations would no doubt
have been ere this engaged in deadly
strife. It may be so yet, but according
to present appearance it will not be if
Britain can avoid it.

Then let us pray that come it may,’when
such principles shall rule the world, when
men shall t their swords into plow-
shares, and their spears into pruning
hooks, and shall learn wer no more.

ANNAN..

In 1876 they were remorved to Anei
tyum to takeDr.Geddic's fiold where they
Bave sin  lavvured with zeal, energy,
and success.

There are now in their charge 173
adult wembers in good standing, while a
sta(l of cleven eldeis and eleven deacous
B taking charge of the station in their
absence.

Mr. and Mrs. Annand left Ancityum
Dec. 19th and reaclied Syduney Jan. 7tu

Ou the 30th Jan. they eatled from Syd-
mey via Suez Canal and Mediterrancan
and reached London March 21st. ~pend-
inga few Cuys in London, and in visiting
Mia. Annand’s friends in the West of
Eugland, they sailed for Nova Scotia
arriving in Halifax on Sabbatb, April
1Gth,

Nigh thirtcen yecars have come and
gone vince they left home for work in
tho Scuth Seas.  These years have
brought with them many changes, but
few clianges greater than that in the pro-
gress of Missions. Nince that time Dr.
MacKay has done a good work on For-
mosa, since that ﬁl‘lou‘ Trinidad Mis-
sion has grownfrom &"¥crv small beginn-
g to its present dimei sions. Nuice that
tim. much of Africa has been opened to the
gospel.  InIndia and China vast changes
have taken place Smce that time Japan
has passed through one of the most mar-
vellous changes witnessed in modery
titnes, a nation born ina day, while i
their own field of labour our returned
missionaries have seen the pleasure of
the Lord prospering in their hands.

Mr. and rs. Aonand show in them-
sejves but little change, it we tike into
sosount their lung years of work und:r a

southern sun. They are both in excellent
health.

Their missionary life has its bright, as
well as its dark side. Mrs. Annaud says
that she had no idea unti! thcy were
leaving how hard it would be part with
their people,so attached to them had they
bocome.

May their visit home prove helpful to
the church stirring it up to a decper scnse
ot its duty to the heathei, and helpful to
themsclves as they cnjoy the socicty of
Christian fricuds.

THE AUGMENTATION CR SUPPLE-
MENTING SCHEME.

The Supplementing Committee met in
Halifax on Tucsday, April 28tt. The
state of the Fund is most cheering. Of
the $12.000 asked for by Syuod about
$10.500 has been paid into the Treasurei’s
hauds. For the first time in the history
of our church in the Maritime Provinces
have all the ministers in the Supplement-
ed congregations received at the rate of
$750 and a manse.

In many manse homes where there
has been for years a very limited support
this new order of things wiil be most
welcome. It will mean a freedom from
care and anxiety about worldly matters,
to which some homes have long bLeen
strangers. ’

One encouraging fact in connection
with the movement is that eince itsbe-
ginuing listle more than a year ag: 22
congregations that were below §750 have
become eelf-supporting at that rate,
making in all some $3000 increase.

Auother fact equally cheeringis that
25 of the Supplemented congregations
have increased their contributions tuward -
self support, to the amnount of $2300.
The whole increase in the contribations
toward the support of their own pastors
in the two ways above mentiioned being
about $5509.

There are two {points that should be-
kept in mind.

1 That while half the supplemented con-
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gregations havo made an advance in the
mattor of helping themsclves thero are
about 20, receiving aid, that have made
no increase from their own resources to-
ward self support The aim of .he
church, while seeking *o give larger sup-
plemonts, should also beto enconrage
the supplemented charges to do more in
the way of eelf support. Many <f them
are doing well. They have to do well in
order to receive supp'ement, but the
better they dofer themselves tho moro
cheerfully will the church at large give
thein aid.

& A second fact should he bornein mind.
There s a number of congregations
that cannot get supplements, whose min-
istcrs are receiving less than $750 per
annum. Why can they not get supple-
menis? Decause a congregation must
give ut the rate of $4.50 per communi-
cants, bsfore it can ger aid., These con-
gregations do not give at that rate and if
they did they would not need a supple-
ment, for they would raise the minimum
{from:heir uwa resources. [f these congre-
gations would do ar well as the Supple-
meut charges are doing every minister in
tho Maritime Synod woull receive $759
and a manse,

Our Chunch has taken a grand step for-
ward in the mat‘er of liberality. The re-
sponsy in the Augmentation movement
has been prompt and heurty over almost
the whole church. May He who has
said*“The liberal sou! shall bo made fat”
sichly fulfil his promise.

vine Restorer touched the dead maiden
i the bouse of Jairus, and says to us
In a momeut the whole ma-
chinery of life is again in full play. God
puts us on auew probation, when the
griefs of yesterday may be forgotten, and
the mistakes of yesterday mry be correct-
ed,and a new charce is given us to ‘'make
good speed” on & higher walk of diligence,
and a closer fellowship with our Guide.

Charch, Halifax, on Tueeday April, 28th.

After considering the remits of assem-
bly anent marriage with a deceased
wife’s sister the following resolution was
passed by a majority of 13 to 3.

*‘In asmuch as the proce3s of inferential
reasoning usually adguced on the subject
of marriage with a sister of a deceased
wife, whatever its intrinsic merits, is not
sufficiently clear or convincing to justify
the prohibition of such marriage by eccle.
siastical authority ;

Th erefore, resolved, ~that the Presby-
tery approve of the practical recommen-
dations of the committee, namely, that
church discipline be not exercised in re-
gard to a marriage with a wife's sister,
wife’s aunt or wife’s neice.”

Rev. Joseph Annand who was present
was eordially,. welcomed. This was his
first attendance ata Presbytery in this
country for 13 years.

The Presbytery ou motion passed a
resolution in reference to the troubles in
the North West expressing abhorrence of
the rebellion which has led to such loss
of life, sympathy with the friends of
thoee who had lost their lives in the dis-
charge of their duty to their Queen aud
country, invoking the diviae,blessing on
those who have gone forth and imploring
the suppression of the rebellion and that
the roign of righteousness, law bnd yeace
be restored throughout the Dominion.

THE DIME NOVEL.

Much has been said concerning the de-
moralizing effects of the dime novel.

The report of the New York Society for
the Suppression of Vice for 1885 clussifies
the crimes of the youth of both sexes
(under 21) as follows : Murder, 74 ;at-
tempted murder, 104 ; burglary, 179;
highway robbery, $4 ; grand ‘arcency, 72 ;
larcency, 130 ; forgery, 18;arson, 4 ; man-
counterfeiting, 5; train
wreckers, 3; mail robbery, 4; picking
pockets, 8 ; suicide, 37; attempted sui-
cide, 24. A band of a dozen boys is
mentioned —all under ten years of age—
who had voted to kill their mothers.
One of them proposed to practise upon a
servant girl tirst, but she objected, and
the plot was discovered.—Can, Pres.
