Aorx Particvrans or Tue Moxriear Rior.—
Th+ Gavazzi Riots have superseded every thing
+lse in Quebec and Montreal, in public interest, and

indecd in public importance. A\ lavper number of per

sons wers killed and wounded in Montreal, than mizht
perlaps lave been in an ordinary battle. Andiho
peculiar circumstances atiending this trogedy have
made 1t of fearful cunstquence to some, and 6f moro
than onlinary int~rest to the wkole community.

Thz Lecture in Mountrcal was largely attended ; and
in cons.quence of the gencral impression, tkat ample
provision bad Leen made for preserving the peace, la-
dies formed a considerabls portion of the congregation
It procreded an the ordinary way, without disturbance,
and with the usual applause attendant ugan a popular
fecture to a willing, iff not an enthrsiastie aundience
After it had teen aboot hali” through, a moly, variously
estimated at abrat 750 or 1000, gxmhered round the
Church, and gave the ordinasy sounds and demonstra-
tions usual to a derply excited and hostile muhitude.
These reached ke cars of the asdisnce within the
Charch, who, in consequenco of same observation
made by LIr. Gavazzi at tho moment, maised a counter
cheer, with clapping of lands. The wmob without, ci-
ther remarding thisas a demonstration of defiance, or
teing doubly  asperated at the canse which produced
it, made an immediate rush for the docr.

Hero ther were niet by a bandred, or upwards, of
Policemen, under the command of Capt. Ermatinger.
They were, at first, partially driven back by the Po-
lice, but altimately raltied, and drove the Pulice be-
fore them, after a severe and violent conflict, to the
Church door.  Duting this contest, the person, \Valsh,
wrho led the mob, twice struck Capt Frmatinger, once
felling him to the zround. Upon the first occasion,
Capt. Ermatinger, as we are crodibly informed, and
have reason 1o believe, told himn thatke was but doing
his daty, as a public officer, and that if he, Walsh,
did not desist, he would bavo to make an example of
him.  Walsh responded, by felling him with a blow.
Caplain Ermaringer rose and shot bim dead on the
spor.  This was tho sipnal for a moro desperate on-
slanphtofthe mob, They rushed forward with renerw-
v enerny and determination, knocking the policemen
down in every direction, and literally trampling on
them on their way to the Church door.  Capt. Erma-
tinger seving himself and bis me. ~~~pletcly over
powered, went 1o the Church door, 3nd asked for help
—when rome thirty of the congregation, who had pre-
pared themselves for such an omerpeney with fire-
arms, rosa and followed him. When they zot out, the
fizht was raging in allits violence with the Police; but
which, as soon asthiey were scen, buca™-~ still waorse,
the mob forving their way, in accumulated numbers,
over the yiclding and fallen Dolice, almost into the
Church. At this moment a fesr shots were fired from
the mob, and stones were hurled fnto the faces of those
who bad cemc out of the Church. Pressed back, and
pelted with stoner, and in a fiw instances filled and
trampled on by the mob in front, ene of those who
had come out of the Church, it is said, cricd out,
“ Fire, or we arcermshed ! They immediately, and
nearly taa man, fired directly ints the mob in front,
who nttered a wild yell, and retired baek, oo who
camo out of th Church following them, tgether with
the Police. *Ilow many wese killed and wounded by
this fire, wasnot known g the time, and prcbably ne-
ver will be, as the partics who suffer on »uch occasions
wsually are not beard of. At this time, whether 1o
take cave of these who were killed and wounded, or
whether 10 avoid a second fier, or 10 rally again when
better prepanad to sustain such attacks, the modb dis-
persed.

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Tar Max oF Tug WonLp.—The following graphic
sketch of GEorar BruMMEL, by the Rov. E. Neale, is
a striking lesson to profit by, for the frivolous, the scl-
fish, the improvident, and the unjust.

George Brummell—better known by bis soulwiguet
of Beau Brummell—was the son of a government offi-
cial who enjoyed the good opinion of Lord Liverpool,
through whose patronage ke held a lucrative appoint
ment. Upon his (tho Beau's) cducation, no expente
scems to bave been spared. Ilo was brought up at
Eton and Oricl; and was Jaunched upon the world
with means which, if not ample, were by no meaus in-
considerable.

His calm, self-possessed rmanner, the quaint and dex-
terous style in which he would relate a droll story, or
repeat little biting quips and scandals—his acknowledz-
edtastein dress, his powerof conversational caricature
—tho aptitude with which he would seize the weak
points of another party, and the dry irresistible humor
with which he would expose them,—Dbrought him under
the ohservaut eye of him who then led the revels at
Carlton House. )

Tho Prince’s notice gave to Brummell’s pretensions
a prestige they would never otherwise have obtained 3
and the Beau instantly became a recognized leader in
tLe fashionable world. His opinions on dress, equip-
age, articles of vertue, and cuisine, were deemed ora-
cular and final. They were to be obeyed, not ques-
tioned. Backed by bis entrec at Carlton House, and
the intimate footing on which he secmed to live with
the Heir Apparent, he wielded in the highest circles a
despotic influence scarcely to be undersiood in our day.
He was courled, caressed, feared, imitated, aud flatter-
cd by the most influential, the opulent, and the noble.
Eaperly coveted was bis approval: Dbitterly dreaded
was bis satire. And this perilous position he wade
geod for a certain period against all pretenders. His
success may be referred to a combination of somewhat
unenviable qualitivs :—a matcblesss want of feeling;
imperturbableimpertinence  considerable smartness and
talent; and the most matured and cherisked selfish-
ness.

But at length he proved false to himself.—His vaunt-
ed tactics fsiled lum. Ho quarrelled with the Prince;
lampooned a lady whom His Royal Highness could
bardly permit to be insulted with impunity ; exceeded
his meahs by a carcer of folly and extravagance ; be-
came incxtricably involved, and fled the country.

His first resting-place was Calais ; thence he migrated
to Caen, where be was appointed British Consul. Here
hy dint of begging and borrowing, and the most sup-
pliant appeals addressed to former intimates, this sel-
fish being contrived to indulge in some of his aceus-
tomed luxmivs 2nd clegzncies for yet a few years. At

and his Calais debts being still unpaid, bis priacipal
creditor threw him ioto prison, where ke remained
threc moniths. Thence he was liberated by subserip-
tion , and partially resumed his old babits. He bad
o sclftrespect.  No reverses taught him prudence and
sclfidenial.  Nothinz could induce him to forego bis

I failed in every attempt to
lead his mind (if ho can bo said to havo retained any
power pf mind) to their comsideration. X never in the
coutse of my attendance upon the sick,aged anddying,
cams in contact with so painful an axhibition of buman
vanity and apparcnt ignorance and thoughtiessnees of
and respecting a future stato; for I bave before visited
persons whose mental powers were equally shattered,
but still it waspossiblo to touch some chord connected
with religion te which they responded, though perbaps
weakly and imperfectly : with him thers was some re-
sponse when scunded on worldly subjects ; sone on re-
ligggus, until afew hours before he died, whem,in reply
to my repoatedentreatics that hw would try and pray,
he said, ¢ dotry; but he added semothing which
made me deubtwhother be understood me.

About & weec before Mr.——(the clergymaf) paid
him this his lastvisit. Xlis debility bad continually iu.
creased, his lour was cvidently approaching fast;
naturs was combletely worn out, and her lamp, which
bad burned toofiercely before the altars of folly and
pleasure, was nyw on the eve of expiring.

plenty of 2cas and cons, but sre could not got to
Savannab in time to scll them.  ‘Tho missionary told
them to bring their eggs and corn, and ho would con-
vert thom into inoney. Theircorntenances immedi

ately brightened up.

Wa mct at Church. The plate was sent round. It
was brought back filled with eags, cents, and threo and
fivo cent picces. A men also arrived from ono of the
plantations bringiug some money and a basket contain-
ing six dozen cgrs, which ho bad collected. Other
persons continued to bring up cgge, and when we
counted them they amouated to fifteen dozen. Azother
persan then. anzounced that the people of hus place
had fivo packz of corn to add to the collection. Tho
result was, o it white and black tozetber yawsed twenty-
four doliars.

Tuo amount will doubtless seem small, whol, Som-
pared to what is contributed by our large churches.
But when weremember that our Lord said of the poor
widow who cast in her two mites, * Verily,1 say usto
you, that this poor widow hath castin more than all
they which have cast into the treasuryy’ it may be
that this bumble offering may not be as valuclessas it at
first appears.
