FOREIGN Gli:\IN MARKETS.: -

The cereal supply is & question which
never fails to interest the agricultural, as
well ng ‘a large part of the mercantile,
community, on bath sides of the Atlantic,
governing, as it largely does, the matters
of price and -outlets for surplus crops.
The vavying requirements of continental
Burope constitute an element of uncer-
tainty ; but statistical inguiry is bringing
it within more manageable limits. Among
the new enterprises to facilitate this in-
quiry, is the International Seed and Corn
Market of Vienna, which was opened
some six weeks ago. Ilerr Deves, head
of one of the bureaus of the Ministry of
Commerce, appeared on behalf of the
minister, and in an enteresting speech
cordially gave the endorsement of the Tm-
perial Government to the movement. A
statistical report which: was read, esti-
muated the wheat crop of Hungary at S00,-
000 hectolitres (2,270,000 bLushels) below

-average, while the Austrian crop was ex-
pected to show a surplus .of 1,418,910

bushels, leaving a net deficiency for the:

‘Austro-Hungarian: monarchy of 851,346
buishels. -Herr Wyngart read a report on

l foreign wheat crops, estimating a consider-

able deficiency in England, and a moder-
ate in France and Germany (excepting
Bavaria and Saxony); a full average in
Roumania, Switzerland, Sweden, Norway,
Denmark and Northern Italy; aerop above
average in Bavaria, Saxony, Austria and
Russia, Estimates were presented on this
oceasion before an assembly of five thou-
sand farmers and grain dealers, represent-
ative statisticians of different countries.
Furope is naturally grouped into two
classes of countries—producing and con-
suming—according as they present a
surplus or deficiency in their productions
tomeet their home demand. Of the former,
Russia, with a fine crop in her southern
provinees, was enabled to report a full
average in spite of a deficit of 70 per cent.
in the small erop of her northern pro-
vinces. Austro-Hungary was rated be-
tween a full average and 2 per cent.
helow.  Roumania was estimated at 25
per ceut. below average, which does not
agree with the oflicial estimate of Herr
Wyngart, given above.  Of the consuming
countries, England was estimated at 3
per cent. below average, whereas recent
developments -leave room for conjecture
that the deliciency will not be less than
10 per. cent. In Germany, Bavaria and
Saxony had a good. average harvest, but
Mecklenburg is 20 per cent. below,Prussia,
18 per cent., Baden 10 per cent,, and
Wurtemberg, 5 per cent. The southemn
parts of France show a yickl about 24
per cent. below average, but the other
portions of the country show a fullaverage.
Switzerland is 10 per cents, Sweden, Nor-
way and Denmark 15 per cent., and the
Netherlands 30 per cent. below average.
It may now be regarded as certain that
Britain will this winter be dependent
upon the principal grain-growing countries
to supplement her own deficiencies. It
appears from latest advices that there isa
deerease of more than 20 per cent. in the
acreage under the cultivation of wheat.
It is. caleulated ¢hat 10§ millions of
quarters will represent the produce of the
extent of land cultivated, and England
must loolk for about 13 million quarters of
foreign grain to meet the year’s require-
ments of her population, while it is mainly
from American Atlantic ports, California
and Russia,she can expect the deﬁ‘ciency to
be met. . Much interest, therefore, centres
on the Ameriean crop.. The latter does

| not appear to be: turning out an average,
cand, a8 a similar state of affairs prevails
“very generally in Burope, it seems reason-

abloe to expect the price of wheat to
advanee in England, which must stimulate
the export trade from United States’ and
Canadian ports. ‘ :

REGULATION OF WEIGH-SCALES.

Tho unwisdom of allowing. people who
havo no thorough practical knowledge of
business to onact laws for the regulation
of mereantile affairs, without, at least,
first holding consultation with those most
interested and exporienced, is also seen
to some extent in the. operation of that
part of the # Aet respecting Weights and
Measures !’ which provides for the stamp-
ing and regulation of weigh-scales. Tho
evil of the empirical school of legisiators
is that they never look beyond proximate
causes and immediate effects, habitually
regarding each actas involving but one
antecedent and one consequent.  In their
well-meaning efforts to cure specific evils
they but too often. cause collateral evils
they never dreaméof.  Thus even in such
a counbry as England the old execise on
soap had the effect of encouraging the use
of caustic washing-powders, thereby en-
tailing an immense destruction of clothes.

A pupil of this school must have had
something to do- with the framing of the
Weights and Measures Act. ‘The object
sought to be acquired by the compulsory
stamping of weigh-scales in this country is
to prevent fraud. This is very desirable;
but compelling manufacturers and dealers
to have each scale examined and tested,
and each weight oflicially stamped before
being sold—and actually forbidding any
such unexamined and unstamped scales
to be kept in warchouse, is not, we fancy,
the most practical way to accomplish the
desired end.. It is well known to manu-
facturers that the nice degroe of accuracy
with which any scales - operate depends
much on the manner- in which they
are ‘“set up.” *So much is this the
case that.makers of repulution mnever
allow the larger class of scales to be
set up by any but men experienced in
the business.: Perpendicularity among
other things is absolutely necessary, as
auybody who has ever used the old-
fashioned steel-yord can testify, - In this
respect the adoption of the spirit-level or
plumb attached to the pillar of ordinary
platform scales is commendable. o
fancy, however, that by a slight displace-
ment of - the serews fastening the double,
rectangular level, this regulation may be
seb at naught. But how, it may be asked,
can these levels be attached to the larger
class of scales iwhich have no pillar?  All
such scales should we imagine be set up
first in the place where they are to be
used, and then stamped, ns the expense,
in-any case, will have to be borne by the
consumer, if we may apply the term ; and
in-order to guarantee such tesb by the
government inspector, every dealer shounld
send immediate informiation of an, écn1e§
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sold, their number and the name and
uddress of the purchasers. This: would,
perhaps, have the cifect of preventing
the oflice of inspector from becoming a
sinceure, and would save much expense
to every hardware merchant in Canada
who deals in them, and consequent addi-
tional expense in the price of scales to
the user. Almost every merchant in
Canada uses scales, but cverybody does
not know what degree of skill and experi-
ence is reguired in packing them, that no
damage may result in transit, The ex-
pense of packing and unpacking would at
least be equal to the present profit. The
examination therefore shiould be dis-
pensed with till the seales reach the con-
sumer, and occasional visits might be puid
by inspectors to sce that any future dis-
arrangement be rectified.

The stamping. of weights is an casy
matter to atlend to, as these can be sold
separately where the weights of any scales
will weigh the same on any other, as'is the

asoe in all the bhest makes now-a-days.
The auathorities showed their wisdom in
allowing, instead of lead insertions, the
burnishing of a small dise in the weights
to receive the stamp. The lead addition,
although more susceptible of impression,
would have involved much expense to
manufacturers who had - already liu‘ge
stocks on hand, besides being open to the
objection that it was liable to drop out
during changes in temperature or by the
weights falling on the floor, and could
casily be hollowed out for fraudulent
purposes. Objection has been made, we
understand, by the government to the use
of the “ balanee ball™ in platform secales.
This certainly has a tendency to encourage
unfair practices, but its great convenience
as a regulator in Lhis class of scales
should compensate for the risk of an
- occasional . case of dishonesty ; - besides
sellers and buyers are so generally aware
of its existence that tliere is but little
chance of its being used except to counter-
balance any encrusted accumulation on
the platform of the scales. Not so rea-
sonable or practical, ‘perhaps, was the
suggestion to tho manufacturers to deci-
malize the pound weight by marking it
futo ten’ equal parts on the scale bean,
which would, we imagine, have the efiect
of puzzling not only the retailers, but
their customers also; in attempts to re-
concile themselves to receiving only ten
ounces  for a pound, or giving for éach
otince henceforth, .an ounce and three-
fifths. '

We . understand that these and some
‘other: reasonable - objections, with the
-exception’ of  that’ compelling the use
‘of ‘the official stamp and - the attach-

ment - of the double spirit level or
plumb: before setting up, have been con-
ceded by the authorities in Ottawa on ex-
planation of their consequent effects by
some practical men in the bLusiness. 1t
is to be regretted they did not think it
necessary to consult them more generally
when the: Act was being  drafted, and
thereby have saved the ceuntry from the
necessity ol further changes in this re-
spect, and the temporary evippling of tradde
meantime, consequent on such a state ol
things being enforced. - Weunderstand it
is expected that the authoritics contem-
plate making those medifications which
are neeessary in order to make the act
what it was meant to be,—a Loon to the
country at large, the dealer and manufae-
turer as well as the consumer.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.

The late rapid advance -in the. price of
butter having had the effect of stimulating
production there is considerable offering
at the moment, while with large ship-
ments {rom Canaca and the United States
to England the demand has fallen ol
leaving the market in a very unsettled
state. - Sales of medium to good Western
butter are diflicult to efleet, while holders
of choice foreign made, when in a position
to ‘carry their stock, scem unwilling to
offer their goods at the prices offored by
buyers, viz.,, 22 to 23 ccnts for- choice
Brockville and Morrisburgh, and 24 cents
for selected Townships. The make of
cheese is falling off' perceptibly, which is
making orders liere somewhat indifterent
sellers. In the leading Western markets
the price is higher than here. The English
demand is fair, and a very strong eflort is
being made in England, especially on the
part of Liverpool operators, to -get the
price down. The general opinion is that,
if they succeeded, there would become
very free buyers, but the marked fulling
oftf of shipments from New York and
here in the last three weeks has prevented
them gaining their point. - Last year fact-
ory men held their cheese through the hot
weather; determined they should rule the
price; the result was that it spoiled on their
hands in very large quantities, compelling
them to ship to England on their own
account, where they realised an avorage
of 6e. per 1b. This year they have profited
by their experience in 1875 and sold their
make as fast as it - was' cured, netting at
the factory from June to August lst an
averageof 8ic.per lb,, the resulthas been
that they commenced the fall season with
no accumulation of stock, and, when the
ddvance came, they had nothing bué fresh
goods and buyers ‘paid with confidence
full outside prices. We venture to'pre-

diet that low . as the hot weather prices

obtained may seem, the balunce sheet of
all factorymen who have adopted this
coursa will show a far better result than
that of years when they  have refused to
meet the market when their cheese was
ready to. ship. They would do well to
keep in mind that while they are manu-
facturing what has become now so popu-
lar in England, /¢, mild cheese—that this
class of clicese not being cured as high as
English  chedders, their goods do not
possess the keeping qualities that render
them ag saleable, i kept one month too
long. The frost and snow which has come
upon us so prematurely bid fair to malke
a short feeding season  this fall and muny
liolders regard the stock likely to be held
over as unusually light, and are contont to
wait further developients in preference
to offering at the present moment.

DRY GOODS REVIEW,

- Business during the week has been
tolerably brisk, travellers arve sending in
their orders pretty rapidly, and country
merchants have shown a greater willing-
ness to: bhuy. The cold weather lhuas,
nubureally, given great impetus to thoe
kunitted woollen goods trade. There is &
great demand: for fancy silk goods which
is likely to continue, and fancy goods of
all descriptions are soughtafter. The city
trade in carpets is very fair, but the
country trade in this branch is compara-
tively guiet. .

The rise in silks is not likely to affect
the market for the moment; later on,
when repeat orders are coming in,all silk
goods will show considerable advance.
The deeline in gold, combined with the
advanced prices in New York, is likely to
keep all American staple goods from this
market, which will necessitate trade being
kept more in the hands of our own people.
Reports from England show that business
is improving, and, consequently, prices
have gone up. Notwithstanding a good
crop, raw cotton is very low, and the mills,
both in England and America, are not run-
ning full time. The clothing trade shows
a slight improvement over last week, and
manufacturers will shortly begin making
‘goods for the spring “trade.” Canadian
tweeds have a good steady sale and winter
cloths are in demand.’ e

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Agucultuml Insuumcc Company, and applying
a series of the most scurrilous’ personalities to
its gencml mmmge Words are scarcely strong
enough to characterize such conduct ; and we
feel that the insurance fraternity, as wcll as all
respectable people, will treat it with deserved
contempt. We cannot sec .what henefit any
man possessing ordinary common-sense, -and
insurance agents are generally supposed to be
gifted with.n modicnm at least, can.expect to
gain by the publication of such a disgraceful
and libelous production, and moreover in tra-
ducing anybody conducting himself' in every
respect as a gentleman, whose professional
eareer is beyond cavil, and certainly heyond the
power of heing permanently affected by such
covert attncks. We cannot imagine that the
anthor will find his position enbanced with
any respectable company he- represents Dy
resarting to such low persenalities. TIf the
Arnprior agent, who advertises himself as
official nssignee, and who at present repre-
sents several of our respectable insurance com-
panies, expects by circulating such literature to
attain the height of his ambition, he certainiy
enanot aim very high. The tree is known by
its fruit, and we are not much surprised at the
concealment of its place of growth, although
we imagine the picturesqre little town of Dun-
das will not be very thankful to the Awnprior
agent for giving it the credit of harboring any
man so regardless of common decency as the
author of the “Startling Facts.” The public
will also appreciate the wilful- deception thus
practised upon them.

Therg is not, perhaps, a more despicable crea-
ture in any civilized community than be who
secks to slander his competitor or rival in
business. But prudent men know that such
warfare does not pay in the long run: a
temporary advantage may be gained by it, but
in the end it is sure to ve-act upon the person
cmploying it; and we can assure any .compa-
nies (although we refuse to believe.there is one)
who openly encnurage such slanderous warfare
"as this man is waging against the Canadn Agri-
cultural and its manager, that they can gain no
profitable "business or valuable friends by it.
We fancy it were more in keeping with honora-

- ble underwriting for insurance companies gene-
rally to defend rather than attack competing
companies, and to advise their agents to resort
to no dishenest means for procuring business ;
but it looks at times ag though some were bent
.on the total destruction of their neighbors.

Leaving at, credit of Profit and Loss
to be carried forward......oveun.. $10,169 98
Qur lagt report referred . to the existing de-
pression in all branches of trade, which we re-
gret to say- has prevailed with undiminished
severity to the present time. This long period
of adversity will have prepared you for n less
favorable result from the operations of the
year than it has been our usual good fortune to
lay before you, and you will not he surprised to
learn that, having duly provided for all losses,
we have been only enabled to. incrense the re-
serve from $500,000 to $540,000, leaving at

The Chainman then said : .Gentlemen, I think
it unnecessary to trouble you with any lengthen-
ed remarks of my own on the report just read,
but T consider we have every reason to be
well satisfied that at the close of a year during

‘which so much commerecinl ‘depression hns

existed we are able to show the substantial
addition of 2 per cent. oun the capital to our
rest necount,.after paying onr customary divid-
end, and amply providing, as you know is an
invariable custom, for every contingency. The
sum at credit of rest now equals 27 per cent. of
tlle‘mpiml stock. 1 can, as on former occa-
sions, bear testimony to the great assistance the
Bank receives from the advice and experience
of your Directors, but we are all aware that
upon the cashier the great burden falls ; and'I
wish here 1o express my own opinion, which I
know is shared by the entire Board, that the
mnmgemeut of Mr, Thomas ismost sntxsfnctory
in every respect. I now move the adoption of
the report.

The Report was unnnimously adopted.

Hon. C. D. Dny said :—Mr. Chairman and
gentlemen, in view of the Report which we have
just adopted, il stems to'me that there should
be some acknowledgment o ‘tic gentlemen
who ‘have had. the .management of ‘the Bank
during the last year, for ;the skillwhich :they
. have dxsplnyed in brmgmg the Inst.xtutwn mto
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the position in which it findsitself, and I have
. much pleasure, therefere,'in moving :

" «That the thanks of the shareholders be
tendered to the President, Vice-President and
Directors for their carcful management of the
Bank during the past year, and that the Pre-
sident be requested to accept the sum of three
thousand dollars.”

Hon. Mr. Day continued—Of reurse, in the
Report which has just been read we do not find
the result which the shareholders might desire.
But we do find this, that in a time of ex-
traordinary depression and monetary difficully,
1here bas been a judicious and prudent manage-
ment of the affirs of the Bank, which has held

it in a safe position, and avoided those danger-
ous liabilities which have so extensively injured
some other institutions. I am glad to see in
this resolution the word *eareful” placed
vefore “ management.” I think what we want
‘in public institutions is careful management.
There is usually enough intelligence and ability,
but the clement of care, vigilance and prudence
is one that is often wanting. It iz therefore
with great satisfuction that I offer this resolu-
tion of thanks to the Directors for their careful
management of the Bank. I have no doubt
that with the same skilful, able and caveful
management hercafter, when the present strin-
geney in business affuirs is removed we shall
have o result as great as any reasonable expect-
ation ¢an desire.

Mz, Andrew Wilson seconded the resolution,
expressing his entire coucuucncc in the u:mmI\s
of the mover. '

The resolution was then carried by acclama-
tion.

The Chairman, in reply, said : Gentlemen,
1 have to return you my thanks for the reso-
lution which has been passed, and also to ex-
press my gratitude to the mover for the kind
remarks he has made respecting myself and
the other Directors of the institution.

Mr. F. Wolferstan Thomas, the Cashier of
the Bank, in reply, said: I have oniy to thank
you for your kinduess in passing the resolution.
We have not done quite so well as'last year,
put, considering everything, I think there is
reason Lo be satisfied. - I have undergone very
great anxiety during the last twelve months,
and I did not auticipate that we would be able
to muke so good & showing as we have done.
Though the severity of the times is very little
diminished at the present moment, yet I think
thereis alittle improvement.. There is some im-~

. provement in the sister country—the United
States—and that will have its effect in this
country; and -I believe that 2t our next annual
. meeting, unless we suffer from some unforeseen
misfortune, we shall be able to make a more
substantial addmon to our Rest than we have
“dore this year. A great deal of the burden of

_ the Bank, as the President has said, is thrown

upon my shoulders; but you are well aware
that without the able assistance of the other
officers of the Bank, it would have been im-
possible {0 work out the result which we have
laid before you. I think I may fairly say that
we have a very efficient staff, both at the Head
Office and at the Branches, now numbering
thirteen. I must also say for the Directors that
they are at all times most anxious to afford me
any assistance they can. I thank you for myself
and the other officers.

The CnamryaN—1I think the only business
that remains to be done is the election of Dirce-
tors for the ensuing year. I will ask Mr. David
Rez and Mr., W. D. McLaren to act as seruti-
neers.

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—The lucifer match trade appears gradually

near Hamilton, one.at Petrolia, and lastly a
strong company is being formed in London. A

BOILER INCRUSTATIONS.

Koll ou the 6th
of last June,
Some of the
most prominent
points .of excel-
lence in this ap-
paratus, says the
Iron Worh{ are:
First,  that it

produces a positive civculation of water over
the entire surfice of the shell and flues of the
boiler, the water as it becomes beated passing
up both sides of (he shiell by means of inside
shells extending from a point near the centre,
at the bottom of the Doiler, on cither side to
a point near the water line, and extending from
one end of the boiler to the other, which pro-
duces a passage for the steam, which when
generated at the botlom rises with great force
through this passage, becoming more dx) as it
approaches the water line.

The water is conveyed down through the
centre of the boiler, between the flues, to the
hottom ; the pressure of the water -is vastly
increased by the force of the current of dry steam
which is brought into the steam space from
both sides, and producing a greal current_of
water traveling over the entire heated surface,
thereby prodicing positive circulation from each
side, as is shown by following the course of the
arrows in- the cut. There is a centre plate
preventing the side which has the greater heat
from drawing water from the other sideof the
boiler. Becond, it forms a Qead water space
under each thie, into which Jall foreign sub-
stances are collected nndheld in solution, and
which is readily blown ol by opening up the
mud valves. It has astemmn wash pipe starting
from the steam space and entering each dend
waterspace at the opposite end from the wmud
valve, and when the mud valve isopened the:
deposits and water will start towards the stand

pipe, whilst the steam passing down the wash’

pipe forces everything beforeit and leaving the
dead water spaces clean. Thereis a solid body
of wuter passing over the shell and flues while
steam is being generated. From the fuct that
the water is continually traveling over the
entire heated surfuce, taking up the heat as fast

casitpenetrates the iren, a Iarge percentage of

fuel must evidently be snved, and explosions o

TvrEmIAL vS. WiINCUESTER MEASURE.--A meeting !

of the Toronto Com Exchange Associntion was .

held last Friday for the purpose of taking steps ;
towards the removal of the difficulties experien-
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ced by members through the use of tbe Imperinl
standard in this country and the Winchester in
QOswego, From the discussion it appeared that
the chief trouble resulted from the testers used
by the different inspectors. In a couple of
cargocs shipped from Toronto to Oswego there
was found o difference of two pounds to the
bushel, being altogether too mueh, as the actual
difference between the two measures is only
one and a half pounds, the Imperial is the larger
of the two. The following resolution was adopt-
ed :—“Thatin view of the difference which
exists in the inspection of barley Dbetween
Toronio and Oswego, this Association is of opi-
nion that it would be in the best interests of its
members to instruct their agents in Oswego not
to allow their barley to beinspected in that port
until some satisfactory understanding is ar-
rived at between the two cities as to grading
barley ; and the Association also hopes that all
denlers throughout the country will pursue the
same course.” Some dealers spoke in favor of
a standard which should be tested entirely by
sample. As the grain handled at Oswego is
almost exclusively Cnnadian, itisto be hoped
an amieable and satisfhctory arrangement will
‘be arrived at with denlers there.

Our [aknoit Trabe.—AL the monthly meet-
ing of the Montreal Harbor Commissioners,
tield last week, Hon. John Young presided, and
gave o historical retrospect of the expansion of
the business of - the harbor between 1830, when
there were no wharves and ouly eleven feet
depth of water, up 1o the present time, when
the Jargest class of vessels can come in. He
reterred also to the figures of revenue which
show that the business of the harbor, under

“very nearly the same schedule of dues, has more
than doubled every ten years since 1820, When
it is-considered that tlic great St. Lawrence
route from. the upper lakes has so far only
suceeeded in atiracting to its ocean ports from
12 to 15 per cent. of the business passing
through  the Erie Canal to New York and the

" Bastern States, and when it is nlso considered
that we ‘are only beginning to open up a Cana-
dian territory to the North-west larger than the
wlole of the United States cast of the Missis-
sippi, there is every reason to believe that the
business  of the port will go on ipereasing,
Everything has been going on satisfactorily on
the works on Lake St Pcter and the river as
ell as in-the harbor.

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MONEY AND STOOK MARKET.

The prominent feature of the week lhins
been Bank of Montreal stock. The specula-
tion on the rate of \he December dividend,
having assumed such gigantic proportions, has
most probably been the cause of the Dircctors
announcing the division of profits for the cur-
rent half year some two weeks carlier ‘than
has hitherto Leen the practice. As noticed
last week, a party of large holders com-
menced realizing, and since Friday over
three thousand shires have beea reported on
’Change as having changed hands. The price

opened about 1884, and sold down ‘to
1874, shorts covering being the. prineipal

buyers. On Thursday, however, the price har-
dened again to 189 amid cousiderable excite-
ment, some of the brokers having information
that the dividend would be decided that duy,
and also a slight inkling as to the result; but
there wag evidently no certainty, as at times
up to twelve o’clock the dividend was offered
blow 7 per cent. without being taken. After
morning board (12 o'clock) knots of brokers
might have been seen standing in St. Frangois
Xavier street, discussing probabilities and wait-
ing for views. The first rumor which found its
way down was to the effect that the general
manager favored n reduction to G per ceut
but wished to leave it to the directors to decide.
The directors were divided, but the majority
inclined to.maintain 7 per cent.” Nothing more
was henrd till an official - communicntion was
handed tothe president of the Stock Kxchange
declaring the dividend to'be 7 per cent. * There
geems to be no doubt that o difference of
opinion did at first exist among tlic wembers
of the bonrd as to the advisubility of paying 1he
larger rate.

The question of drawing on the reserves
for the equalization of dividends is one which
demands the careful attention of all bankers.
Contingent on this peint, and equaliy impor-
tant and difficult of solution, comes the ques-
tion of; to what extent should a bauk draw on
its reserves before reducing its “dividends?
The object 0* & #rest account” is, undoubtedly,
to make provision against any reverses aund
for the cqualization of dividends; otherwise
shareholders might with justice demand full
division of profits in prosperous years, (keeping
a small “rest account.) if, their dividends are
reduced when .an adverse year comes.: This
allowed, comes the guestion : “ If maintained at
the expense of the reserve account, shall the
minimum dividends be at the rate of 12 per.cent,
or 14 per cent. per annum?” The directors
of the Bank of Toronty, had this question

under consideration some six months ago, and’

the conclusion arrived at was that. the best
interests of the shareholders were conserved
by keeping the dividend steady at 12 per cent.,
using, if necessary, the reserves, to a certain ex-
tent, in times of depression and some of the
other modes of division of profits in times of
prosperity. We are informed that the gencral
manager of the Bank of Montreal holds similar
views on this question.
