-THE firm of A. & S. Nordhelmer, so well known throughout
the Dominion as pioneers of the piano and music business in
Canada, have resolved their affaire into a joint stock company,
which hereafter will be known as the Nordheimer Piano and
Music Company, (Limited).

-NEGOTIATIONs have been entered Into for the amalgamation
of an American firm engaged in iron industries with one ln this
city for the purpose of establishing works at Belleville. The
proposed agreement between that city and the firm in question
will be embodied in a by -law whilch will shortly be voted upon.

-UTAH sulphur le being shipped to Wisconsin for use In the
paper mille in that state. It costs $6 a ton less than Sicily sul.
phur, and le said by the paper men to be quite suitable for their
purposes, because producers are now giving more attention to
quality.

-ST. JOHN, N.B. expects to do more to dispossess Portland of
Canadian trade during the coming winter than has been com-
passed to date: The port has five berths capable of wharfing
large liners, which If utiilized f ully, means th îaccommodation
of 100 steamers during the season, or about 40 more than Port-
land will have under fixed sailings as already arranged.

-ON Thursday of last week the price of wheat at Fort William
ruled higher than at any market on the continent, the figure of
77 cents at which sales were made at the Canadian Lake port
being a cent above New York's highest quotation. This le a
rare instance. Manitoba wheat is an increasing factor In foreign
markets.

-COMING events caet their pictures before, as well as their
shadows. We have received a copy of the first number of the
" L'Exposition de Paris, 1900," which is published by Messrs.
Mongredien & Co., Paris. It is intended tg be a weekly until
the close of the Exposition. The paper will be coplously illus-
trated, and will no doubt be so attractive as to ensure a large
sale. We are obliged to the editors for the initial number.

-POSTMASTER GENERAL MULOcK has given instructions to
Mr. Hartman who has been appointed postmaster of DaWon
which reflect high credit on hie judgment. The new postmaster
le forbidden to engage directly or indirectly in mining operations,
or speculations in the Yukon, or to give advice or information to
those so engaged, any breach of which orders will involve die-
missal.

-A HULI,.Que , curate has distingulshed himself by preach-
ing on the dead beats and the bad pays. Ie did not advocate
the posting of a black list on fences, but he urged the people tO
pay their debte, in order to help reduce the number of fallures
and bankruptcles. The Hull curate has earned the gratitude of
the business world, even If hie gratuitous advice was ill recelved.
To " Owe no man anything" le a boast to be coveted.

-THx San Francisco whaling fleet, which was caught Iin
Behring Sea ice a year ago, and to which relief was sent by the
U. S. Government, has reason to believe in the saying "Out of
evil comes good." This fleet secured 119 whales, yielding 150,-
000 pounds of whalebone, being the largest catch in those watOrs
since 1892. The catch of the Hudson Bay whaling fleet le paltrY
by comparison.

-THE buildings erebted this year in Sarnia, Ont., including
the Bushnell 011 Works, will aggragate in value about $600,000·
The Bushnell Works employ at present 400 hands, and the force
will shortly be Increased by from 200 to 300 more. The Goodisol'
Implement Works doubled its output this year. All the indus-
trial establishments in town have been working to their fi 1

capacity, and report this the busiest season in their experience.

-SOMEWHAT of a nautical novelty in the shape of a sailing
vessel-steamer, If such can be etyled-lately reached an Eng-
iish port. This three.masted Swedish schooner, a new craft,
had an auxiliary screw detachable when running with or UP
against the wind, which also acted as a log to Indicate the vessel's
running. The mizen mast was the funnel, and being of Iron Was

utilised for the setting of the main sail. To all appearances the
vessel was trimmed as a sailer, but the captain put her forward as
a steamer, and claimed dispatch accordingly.

-WELSLI tinplate manufacturers recogniZing the necessity Of
reducing cost of production if they want to retain any portion of
the large U S. consumption which is constantly dwindling,
have introduced labor saving patents. But the Welsh tinplate
worker 1s averse to the change and has gone on strike lu some
few instances, In a little while ho will know botter, just as the
Lancashire cotton spinners did wben Cartwright & Arkwright
revealed themselves as friends and not fiends.

-TuE American Sugar Trust is said to be behind a plqn to
erect a mammoth factory in New Jersey for the manufacture of
a rubber substitute, which la expected to completely supplant
the use of rubber goods, The "long felt want" is no nearer be-
cause of such endorsement. Once upon a time these same wide
awake sugar men put thleir money in a scheme to reflue sugar
by-electricity, said.scheme being a dodge rosembling that of
ýxtracting gold from sea water.

* -- A auDG.NirT on appeal has been givon in the U. S. which
decides that geographical naines may be trade marked. This
judgment was given in a coal suit restraining competitora from
using the word l' Pocahontas," a word which is descriptive not
only of section, but of the quality of coal sold under that name.
This judgnient might be free from confusion as concerning coal,
but the mind is appalled at the litigation which could crop up if
the principle of granting monopoly of geographical expressions
was carried Into other linos of trade.

-ON June 30, 1898, the merchant marine of the United States
including all kinds of documented shipping, comprised 22,705
vessels, of 4,749,788 gross tons, On June 30, 1897, it comprised
22,688 vessels, of 4,769,020 gross tons. At this rate it will be a
long time before I Uncle Sain" displaces by his own sh ips those
carrying his commerce under the British fiag. Whilst a sliglt
gain has been made ln the number of ships, the tonnage de-
creased nearly 20,000 tons.

-T HE situation in arsenic indicates higher prices as the season
advances, notwithstauding that there exists a " beiar movemnent"
te depress the artlc]e in the U.S, It would appear, however,
that Canadian arsenic, discoveries of which in Hastings County

point te thlis country being one of the chief sources of supply in
the future, does not answer manufacturers purposes se well as
the Englisli, and recently Canadian lias been sold at conipara-
tively low prices in the neighbouring market. It is estimated
that Canada will next year have available for export some 400
tons valued at about $36,000.

-Trnu attempt te form a combinatiou of the plug tobacco
companies in the U. S. iaving been abandoned, inaunfacturers
will, it is believed, all be involved sooner or later in a general
price cutting war. Already the bail lias been set rolling, and
reductions representing 20 per cent have been made. One large
concern moroover is te give away $100,000 in preiniuns te sales-
men. Lovers of the weed Will have no fault te find with the
price of tobacco, thougli they might have reason ta complain of
the quality, when the "slaughter" begins in earnest.

-NEW ZEALAND which ias most advanced .sociologic ideas,
and recognition of woman's rights, evidently draws a line at the
woman reporter, One presented herself before the New Zealand
Parliament recently as the special correspondent of a leading
journal, and when she would not go slie was escorted out by the
elbow by one of the ushers.

-THE phenomonal increasing foreign trade balance ln favor
of the United States, the immense freiglt business of the grain-
carrying roads, and the growing ease in money, are thought in
New York to b factors forceful enough te advance the stock
market, and but for the coining elections the market would now
be l a very buoyant state. Witi the elections out al the way,
the effects of these influences will assert thomselves and will
sußfice te knock out ali bear fictions. With such earnings as
the Westen roads are maklng, and with the immensity of stufi
In sight te be moved, it is almost impossible te keep the securities
that these roads represent down; and when they get ready te ad-
vance, the balance of the market wiil go with thon. There le,
consequently, muci hope in the situation after the elections.

-TiEY are mining black walnut ln Missouri, as tbey do cedar
in New Jersey. In 1811 an eartlquake ln that part of the State
resulted in the sinking of large tracts of land. Since then there
have been annual floods in the district each year, which caused
successive accretlons of alluvium. Within a month two farmers
were passing over a section of the district, and noticed what
seemied t be the ends of walnut trees sticking out of the sunken
places. The men reported their observations and the groundwas
explored. It was found te be rich in trees fromt 28 to 36 inches
in diameter. The sappy outside of the trees has decayed and
sloughed off, leaving the sound, dark, rich heait wood intact.
The unearthed trunks are being cut into blocke for veneering
purposes. It la said that large areas of this new walnut mining
field are being purchased by the Singer Sewing Machine
Company.

-AN English exchange sates that a Sheflield firm has found
lu the manufacture of harness a new use for steel. This firm
makes a steel trace, consisting of a narrow ribbon of steel, from
,j', te one inch wide, rolled very thin and cased In leather. A
single trace eof this kind, when tested at the Sheflield Testing
Works, recorded a tensile breaking strain of 4,575 pounds, while
an ordinary leather trace of the best quality, tested at the saine
time, broke at a tain Of 2,700 pouînds, In addition to being
lgliter and stronger than the ordinary trace, the steel article is
about 20 per cent cheaper. The steel is necessarily of the very
finest quality, and su pliable that it can be twisted in any direc-
tion. Thlis kind of steel is being îused in bicycle tires. The rib-
bon cased in rubber is placed inside of the ordinary tire, thus
iaking punctures practically impossible, and, it is claimed, ln.

creasing the speed of the cyclist.

-RrFEîurRING to the heavy grain exports from the States
Clew's circular remarks :--'That, however, would net necessarily
mean Importa of gold. The higher rate for mioney at London

than at New York would afford a tempting opportunity for 60
days' employment of idle fonds in the purchase of exchange-a
form of transient investment which lias been much resorted to
within the last twelve months, and at one time to an extent esti-
mated at $70,000,000. In truth, we have no reason to anxiously
covet any further additions to our already extraordinary stock of
the yellow metal. A year ago, our national holdings of gold
reached their highest point, $715,000,000. Since then, we have.
made net Imports amounting te $125.000,000, and the domestie
production and receipts from the Klondyke region must amount
to $70,000,000 more; which would make our present national
stock over $00,000,000.

GROCERY NOTES.
Yokohama advices of 20th September say of tuas. " There has

been rather more business doing since last report dated 19th
instant, purchases during the Interval amounting to 6,747 piculs.
Teas ranging from yen 20 ta 25 per picul have been most in de-
mnand. Prices have gradually weakened and holders have
shown more disposition ta meet buyera. The cup quality is un-
usually good for this time -of the season. Supplies, owing ta
bad weather, were hindered from comino forward for about a
week, and stocks consequently became reduced; but latterly ar-.
rivals are on the increase again and there is still a large quantity
of tea li tie country. Total settlements for the season ta date
amount ta 184,519 piculs against 107,960 piculs at corresponding
date last year.

Cana-
dian buyers were able to securre firm prices fromt Valencia
and Malaga for future shipments, and as the Dominion duty lS 1
cent per pound, no matter where the raisins come frorm, large
or'ders have been placed with Spanish packers.

Advices fromt France state that there are few prunes being re-
ceived in the distributing markets. Shipments have been very
small thus far. According ta other reports the market In France
ls unsettled, buyers being satisfied that tie stock is there and
that prices will be reasonable. Tierefore they are withholding
orders until actually conpelled ta buy.

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THE NEW CITY CHARTER.
Tihe coininittee has made considerable progress in

their consideration of the new charter and have report-
ed the first five chapters as amîended, to the city coun-
cil for approval. ie spirit in vhieh this first install-
ment is received by the council may probably be an in-
dication as to the prospect of the charter's being ready
for the next session of the legislature.

In sone respects the committee are iimaking sweepiug
and radical changes in the original draft. In the main
Lhey secm to be generally in the direction of improv-
ing-our municipal systemi, but a great deal of time ap-
pears to be spent in merely changing the phraseology
to mean the saue thing. Many of the changes are un-
important, but somue of then are sure to give rise to op-
position that nay bring delay sufficient to cause the
whole movement to fail for this year. This would, in
the interest of the general public, be niost unfortunate.

There is the danger of tis, however, and all the
more reason why those vlho have the arduous task of
revision in band should hastea. and bring on the dis-
cus-.ions in the conutcil on the whole neasure as sou as
possible.

As we had reaîson te believe they would--since
Our last, issue the coniuittce has decided to recoimmuend
the appointmenit of an Executive Board of Control to
manage the affairs of the City as a sibstitute for the
present worn out system of management by commiittees
that seemi ta vie with each other as ta which Can oh,
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tain the nost nioney to spend without any reference to
the most urgent needs of the City as a whole. As
might be expected-althougli there was a general opin-
ion that a change in this direction musthe inade-there
was a diversity of opinion as to how it should be daile,
and several methods were proposed. It was finally
agreed that a body of six aldermen and the mayor
should have, subject to the sanction of a najority of
the council, the power ta prepare ail estimates for the
public service and new works, and supervise and con trol
all expeoditure. The different wvards of the city it is
proposed to divide into three groups, eaci group ta
select two of the six aldermen who will fori the com-
mittee of control.

This may not in aIll respects be an ideal way of ap-
pouiting such a body, but it has the merit of simiplicity,
and is probably as fair and unobjectionable as any that
might be proposed. Opposition nay be expected to it
both inside and outside of the council. In the latter
case it has-in a measure appeared-not on the principle
of linving such a controlling body, on which there
seems to be a general unanimity in its favour; but the
fear lins already been expressed that the method of sel-
ection would be injuribus to certain sectional interests.
We do not think there is reason for any such feeling;
and unless saine better plan can be brouglit forward,
and one that is likely ta be generally approved, the
recoimendation of Cte commnittee shouid le adopted.
The necessity. for a change iii that direction bas been
more than amply demonstrated by the m iserable cojdi-
tion to vhich aIll the most important services of the
city have bee reduced under the present systei of
nanagenient by irresponsible comimittees.

Tliere seeis to be a disposition in sane quarters ta
have the proposed iew body called a " Cabinet." That
looks like a childish absurdity-aping to give importance
by the use of a higli sounding name. As it. functions
indicate it will be in reality an executive board for con-
trolling the affairs of the city, and ta give effect to Che
legislative actions of Hie city council. It would gradu-
ally becoie known by the appropriate and dignified
title of the " 3Excutive Bhoard The oid question may

be asked what is there in a naine ? perhaps not uc;li
but in selecting one for'the new organisation it is as
Well to have it appropriate to its duties.

Up to Lis Lime bhe cliarter comîmittee have ot de.
cided nupon any of the important matters on whicli
there niust be great difference of opinion among the
citizens. Many of the changes liat have, sa far, bee
recoin mnended arc, it is true, of great importance, and,
if carried out, \vill surely be fraught with much benefit
ta the comniunity at large. These changes were passed
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w'ith practical unanimity because they were on lines
that, by a gnenral concensus of public opinion, had
become a necessiby and, directly, they did not touch
the vital money question nor some others that will
come up in due time. Probably ta save Lime, the char-
ter cominittee have invited several representative bodies
of citizens to the meeting on Friday evening of next
week to give their views on Chapter XI which deals
with taxation, assessinents and exemptions. That
chapter will afford scope for*a great variety of opinions,
and the expresision will be full of inîterest even if
nothing practical in the way. of agreement is reached,
which is scarcely to be expected at one meeting.

Chapter XI ebounds in matter for illimitable discus-
sion. At the outset it proposes to keep the assessuient
on real estate at one per cent as now, but it provides
for putting on an additional:quarter of one per cent on
it " during scli Lime as the anount of the funded
iidëbtëdness of the city is greater than fifteen per cent
of the assessed value of the asessable imimoveable pro-
perty of the city."

IL is to be presu med that is a provision to mueet the
dilliculties of the present floating debt, and the obliga-
tions coiing due next spring, su fixed by legislative
action that they calnnot be renewed witli present
powers. The suggestion is that it is only a temnpordry
iicrease, but experience shows Chat a tax once imposed
is mnost likely to romain ; any way the increase will
continuue for iany years before the valuation of real
estate reaches the $1.60,000,000 to wlicl, by a singular
feature of the statute tle 1.5 per cent limitation applies.
Ifhe present assessed value o .a present fuhill market
value basis is only $140,000,000 su that it will be long
before Cite higlier figures are reachetd unless, indeed,
the now exempted property is brought into the cate-
gary of taxable property, and made ta pay for the
advantages of civic protections aid impi jrovemnuts.
Thiere~cau be b n, sound argument for coiitinuinîg the
presen L exemptions, whicl aiount-as we showed last
veek-to over one quarter of Cte Lotal valuationi of the
taxable property.

This question of exemptions is a somewhat delicate
subject in the eyes of some good people. -We Can see
no good reason for the delicacy. ln iany cases iL is
based oni sentiment only, anda has led in the past few
years and at present ta abuse, and the placing of bur-
deis on classes of citizeis ill able ta bear Lhcmîî. Let
ali property be taxed alike; churches, charitable aid
educational institutions wil 1 iii somne oLher way be cared
for; and as regards the Goverinmeti property iL would-
be diflicult, We iagine, to produce anly coivinicinig ar-

- gunent wly it shîould bo exempt fromt paynment of tle
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city services, the benefit of which it receives in com-
mon with the property of citizens generally.

'Tlie many sections proposing objects for taxation-
sonie at present existinîg and somue new-will make
this Chapter Xl one of the most dificult to deal witl
in the whole draft charter, and will probably attract
more attention aid iiiterest than any other. We have

iowever, no doubt but that the commtnittee will vork
out a conclusion that will be ou the whole satisfactory
to Lthe taxpayers.

The inl case of note issues tiis year is not
as large a in 1897 becausc the value of the crops to be
ioved is ntl as great, aund the splendid yield of last
year has placed both growers and buyers ii a more in-
dependeii; position.

Since 1892 the banks have enlarged their
deposits payable after notice by $52,527,600, of which
$34,194,390 was absorbed by current loans and dis-
counts, and the balance of $18.333,300, with $1,422,920
froi another source, vas added to securities. The
balance due fron Anierican banks was reduced
iii September from $25,553,847 to $22,169,025,
a decrease of $3,384,822. This item is . now
nearly six millions less than it was a year ago. On
the other hand call loans went up froni $21,475,172 to
$23,745,140, an increase of $2,269,968. Call loans
stand over six millions in excess of their amouit ut
sane date 1807, tHusexactly balancing the decrease in
the amount due by American batiks. The higliest
point reached by circulation during September was
$40,196,003, which is the largest amount the note issues
have reacied. The balances due in United Kingdom
have again advanced, the total being $12,272,730, whiclh
is $789,560. This item now stands over 8 millions
higher than ton years ago and it is likely to go higher.
The question indeed vill probably arise as to the inost
desirable means of withdrawing a large portion of tlhe
funds stored in Great Britain, or putting thein there
to more profitable use. As the banks now htold 39J
millions of securities, or nearly 20 millions in excess of
what they owned six years ago they are in a position
to meet easily a inuch larger demnand for funds thant
there is any probability of arising. We append our
u sual comparative stateient :

THE BANKERS' ASSOCIATION.
lThe amnnali meeting of the Canadian Blankers' Asso-

ciation was opened at Toronto on the 26tLh inst. The
proceedings were opened by an address by the Presi-
de, Mr. D. R. Wilkie, General Manager of the lu-
peri Bank, to which we propose to give attention in
our next issue. The meetings are being held in the
Provincial Assenbly building.

BRITAIN'S NAVY.

Lord Brassey lias an article in the " Naval Annual"
on the British navy. In view of the possibility of war
this article is of especial interest. [t will be so no
doubt to any European power which mnay be contem-
plating a breach with Great Britain. Were hostilities
to break out the seat of war would be aquatic. No
nation would venture to mnake an effort to invade

t Great Britain, nor would British troops be landed on
the continent. The war would be a naval struggle.
The estimuates of 1898 for navy expenditures show how
much more reliance Great Britain places ipon. ber
marine strength than her mnilitary, a conpared with
France and Russia. This year the old country will
spend about $120,000,000 on the navy; France $57,000,-
000, and Russia, $35,000,000. Nearly the same an-
outts were spent by each power in 1895-9P) on battle-
ships. The question of providing men for Britain's
fleet is a serious one, as the demand of the mercantile
marine is active enough to give employment to all who
wish a seaman's life. In this connection il may be re-
marked that the movenment to train Canadian youths
for the naval service, to forit a reserve, lias received
lhe approval of several statesmen. The following is a
comparison of the respective number of var vessels
owned by Great Britain, France and Russia

Great
Britain. Fi rance. hussia.

Battleships......... 65 36 22
Cruisers............ 181 49 14

France, liowever, lias a much larger fleet of torpedoes
than any other power, the value of whici was sone-
wliat discounted by their failure in the recent war.

The enormtous shipping interests of Great Britain re-
(luire a proportionate naval force of a defensive char-
acter, as in case of war convoys would ho required.
Lord Brassey says :

"In a recent paper by Sir Edmund Fremantle, a
larger proportion of cruisers and torpedo boats is put
forward as necessary. We must be prepared to give
protection to our vast commerce, by convoy in. the nar-
row seas, by patrolling the great trade routes across
the ocean, by ships stationed at the great converging
points of trade, and by hunting down commerce-de-
stroyers wherever they may be. We cannot suffer the
communication with our colonies to be interrupted. In
a mortal struggle, not for freedom merely, but perliaps
for bare existence, it is vain to expect that respect will
be paid to treaties, engagements against privateering
and against capture of private property at sea. It is
difBicult to say that any preparation would b fully

dequate to our needs."
England is the carrier of the world and her maritime

upremacy must be maintained not for the sake only of
,.national lionour, but to safeguard the vast shipping in-

terests with which she is entrusted by merchants all
over the world. In regard to the capacity of Great
Britain to rapidly develot ils defensive marine he
writes

"In the consideration of our relative position the
ability to reinforce the feet when a struggle-threatens
should not bo lost from view. Our superiority in this re-
gard wou Id assu redly become more and mu ore conspicuous
in the progress of a zreat struggle. Our industrial re-
sources are unrivalled, and, if concentrated on the rein-
forcement of the fleet, the balance of power at sea
would incline more and more in our favor. The work
done in 1896 affords striking evidence of the capability
of our shipbuilding yards. No less than 50 ships were
launched in the United Kingdom for , British and
foreign Governments. Their aggregate displacement
was 155,845 tons. The propelling machinery was of
377,9801.L.P, and the value when conmpleted £10,750,-
000. Of these ships nine were launched fron the royal
yards and 50 by private firms. Of the latter 24. were
for foreign Governments, inicluding Japan, Brazil,
Chili, Spain and the Argentine Republic."

The position of France in this respect is a weak one,
as the metallurgical industry in France is a close syndi-
cate, which compels the Governîment to pay exorbitant
prices. The cot of shipbuilding in France is higher
than in any other country in Europe-higher than in
Italy or Germany. in England with an equal suii of
money three ships can bo built as against twoin France.
The difference is iainly due to the greater cost of the
raw material. The wages of the workmen in the Eng-
lisht dockyards average one-third more than in France.
England too bas a great advantage over France as its
seamen are more matured. In France, says Captain
Mahan, the seaman is discharged just as his raw period
has passed. Not so in England, where the service hiay-
ing been at the trouble and expense of training him,
retains for a lengtlhened period the services of the
perfectly-drilled man. The 'Brtish navy bas another
advantage in the comparatively early promotion of its
olicers In France the average age of becoming cap-
tain in the navy is 50 years. Anotier advantage of
Great Britain is alleged to be the honogeneity of its
people, as the sane writer considers that, " One nation-
with one training, one cause, one purpose and a com-
mon language, should certainly be superior to any
combination. listory is not favorable to coalitions."
The relative positions of the naval and commercial ports
of Great Britain and those of France show that the
former are in a far better situation for defence than
the latter. There is practically no meaus of defending
Calais, Boulogne, Havre, Marseilles and Nice. The
railway between Toulon and Marseilles follows closely
the shore Une, and could easily be interrupted by lios-
tile fleets. Compare their location with that occupied

, by Glasgow, Liverpool, Bristol, Southampton, London,
or Hull and it will be apparent how superior are their
capacities of defence to the great ports of France on
the open coast. As to the financial question there is
no dispute about the immense superiority of Great
Britain over any other power, or any probable com-
bination of powers. -lier deficiency of men would be
pronptly supplied in case of need fron thte reserves
and mercantile marine. So that it is no Jingo boast
that the old land lias the ships, the men, and the money
not only sufficient to defend ier coasts, and her com-
merce, but to make it a very risky enterprise for any
power to engage in hostilities witb the iagnificent
navy of Great Britain.

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TI-E CHICAGO PEACE FESTIVAL.

Thle cibies of the United States eaci are hliding a
Peace Festival. Tite one in Chicago occupied ail last
week. For soine mysterious reason it was not favorably
regarded by Jupiter Pluvius, who did his utnost to
throw a damper over the Festival. Lu spite, however,
of tie rain the city was crowded vith visitors; One
part of the programme was a procession of. 2C,000
bicyclists, which lad to be abandoned, the nud of
Chicaigo being particularly obstructive to rubber tyres.
il bhe matter of muddy streets Montreal cannot con-

pare with Chicago; here a shower helps to remtove it ;
there it oînly renders it more general and offensive. it-
deed bhe streets in thie suburbs are made almost impas-
sible lby rain as carriage wheels sink to the hub and
give the occupants tLe appearance of " mnud larks," or
drain diggers.

Tie chief event of the week was the Jubiles Festival
dinier ield iii the Auditorium. The guests numbered
eightb iundred of Chicago's aristocracy. New York cai
only boast of a select circle of four hundred of the Mc-
Allister standard, but the city of wheat and liogs ont-
does the seaport by having double the naumber of dis-
tinguished citizens. The President was the guest of
honour, others were, Generals Shafter and Miles, Cap-
bain Sigsbee, former commander of the " Maine," with
other Cuitani heroes, naval and military. Among

the civilians present was the celebrated Mark Haiia
who, in response to frequent requests for his autograph
on Lite programmes passed around for the purpose,
said "1 sign cverything but cheques." The boxes
around the auditorium were chieily occupied by ladies.
Tite secoigus of vantage fetcheld as higli as $1,200 for bite
niglht. lite rot was splendidly decorated ; indeed
sone cf those present who had seen similar baiquets in
Paris and elsewiere pronouiced the scene as unparal-
leled ini bteauty and magnificence.

The President received an ovation on entering and on
risi nîg to speak. IHis manners are.most agreeable, being
so easy, so courteous, so free fron any sign of self-
coasciotusness or assertion of dignity as to indicate a
wel bred, sensible man. General Shafter is evidently
a soldier of the jovial type, " one of the boys" indeed,
not polisled, but frank and genial. General Miles ap-
peared to us to ba aware of bis rank, and wishful for
others to rememinber its dignity. Mr. Howell, editor of
the A ulanta Costilittioi, broughit down the louse by
declaring, ini allusion to Lt. iIobson's feat at Santiago,
thtat " le haid accomplished two things the Spanishi
navy never has donie-su nk an Anerican ship and
made a Spanish man-of-war securely float." Ex-Vice-
President Stevenîson, in glorifying the oilice of Presi-
dent as "the mtost exalted station known to enitîu,"
quoted it anemient writer as iaving well said, "lThe
anciajet mîonarchs of France reigied and governed ; the
Queeii of England reignîs, but does itot govern ; the
.President of France neitier reigus tuor governs ; tie
President of the United States does iot reignt, but
governs." Thte phrase was loudly applauded, as an-
biLheie, apigraimatic expressiois,-hîoweversltallow,--
aways are ini post-pniîîdial speeches. It was ai
Auditorium audience that was carried off its feet by
Mr. Bryan's foolisi phrase, " Crucified on a cross of
gold," which secured hii the nomination to tbl

presidency. Tite Queen lias large governing powers
she is an integral part of the. govrnmuent of Great

Britain, and at times is the controlling factor ; and if
the President of the United States really ". governs"
the United States, his powers are more like those of
an autocrat titan. of ,th.e chief executive officer of a
democratie:Republic.

IL was peculiarly pleasant to us to find so hospitable
a welcom6.extended when we were introduced to many
of the:guests as «a Canadian. But, outside of certain
"yellow" journals, the sentiment and the demeanour of
Americans towards Britishers are such as are becoming
and honourable to an enlightened and highly sensible
a people, who are too broad-ninded and kindly to
cherish insular prejudices, or national animosities.
Although party feeling runs high in Chicago, and many
of the banqueters at the dinner were strong Democrats,
the reception of the President by the whole company
was inost hearty, as it was also by the vastî crowds in
the streets. Chicago may 'ell feel proud of the mag-
nificence of its Peace Jubilee demonstration. Long
may it be before it is repeated; but should another such
occasion occur, " May we be there to sec."

CHURC1 DEBTS.
Two recent incidents at Toronto have drawn general

attention to church debts. In one case it was alleged,
that an edifice that is regarded with justifiable pride by
the denomination to whose service it is dedicated, is so
deeply in debt as to involve a risk of its being sold to
another organisation which the owners regard with re-
pugnance, sote indeed witl even less kindly feelings.
To prevent what would be regarded as a scandal and a
catastrophe, an appeal for help was made to the men-
bers of that denotmination, and of others, all over the
Dominion. Tite debt which is so serious a burden re-
presents a sum large enough to build half a dozen
charches in rural districts, or a capital sun which
would yield sufficient to pay the stipends of six or eiglit
clergymen. That suin l]as been sunk in architectural
adornnents, very handsone no doubt, but their beauty
will never be fully nanifested until they are paid for.

Another incident is the misunderstanding which has
arisen between a wealthy congregation and its minis-
-ter in regard to the church's debt. Be is an excep-
tionally able man, liadi made a splendid reaord, was
higlly popular, but lie declared that the church debt
had givenim extreme anxiety, to escape fron which
lie has accepted an appointient in the States, inuch to
the loss of Canada, which can ill spare men of sch
distinguished ability.

In the face of suci incidents which, on a lesser scale,
are constantly occurring, is it not the duty of congre-
gatians te set their faces against the too prevalent
custoni of erecting churches on a foundation of debt ?
Considering too the enormous evils which are caused
by debts fron over-erediting, is it not the duty of
churches to set an example in titis respect, and to teach
by direct exhortation the personal duty of avoiding
any course of life in business or society, which is liable
to prevent the honest payaient of debts ?

We referred in a recent issue to the lamentable result
of negligence in regard, to this duty, and since then our
attention lias been drawn to the cruel fate which lias
befallen one of our citizens from persons in compara-
tively affluent circumstances withlolding suais due to
himn. One such debt, now over $800, lias been accunu-
lating for years, which the debtor is well able to pay,
and which lie never need to have incurred
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Our church pulpits night do great service to the

business interests of the country by dealidg )vith this
phase of immorality, as it is immoral, for it is most un-
just, for persons to acquire goodas in excess of their
means te pay for within such a period as wouId not
inconvenience, or cause anxiety to their creditor, to say
nothing of th'e risk of loss which long credit involves.
We fear that church debts have helped to keep:the

pulpits sileit on this ethical question.

THE U. S. ANI) THE DEBT OF CUBA.
The representatives of Spain on the Peace Commis-

sion now sitting at Paris, are pressing for the assump-
tion-by the United States of " the Cuban debt" as it is
called. This debt, about $400,000,000, is that portion
of the national debt of Spain which was incurred on
account of Cuba. The bulk of it represents the ex-
penditures incurred this century in suppressing insur-
rections in that rich but turbulent island. No small
amount of such outlays were necessitated by troubles
directly incited by American sympathisers with the

Free Cuba" insurgents, so, to this extent, the Spanish
delegates require the United States to bear the expenses
caused by the Jingos of that country. This seems in
accordance with the old saying, " fe who calls the
dance must pay the fiddler."

The dispute éver Cuba's debt turns upon the assump-
tion of sovereignty over a conquered country involving
responsibility for the debt of such country. This is
.affirmed by Spain but denied by the States, who, more-
over, refuse to admit that they, haye assumed the sov-
eignty of Cuba. The latter contention shows what
confusion exists in regard to the position which the
United States occupies in regard to that island. After
Santiago was surrendered on the 14th July, the Ameri-
can flag was formally raised over that city, in which
ceremony the insurgents were ignored. Since then a.
formai demand bas been made by the -States upon
Spain for the removal of ail her troops from Cuba. A
tariff bas been established for that island by the Ameri-
can authorities. Numberless precedents could b%
quoted to prove that the raising of a conqueror's flag
over a country, anc tie regulation of its customs duties,
with other nets of administration, are each and all
demonstrations of such conqueror having assumed sov-
eignty over such country.

In whom is the supreme powei over Cuba now vest-
ed ? Manifestly not in Spain, and as clearly not in any
native local authorities. Supreme power in Cuba is,
therefore, beyond ail question at present vested in the
United States. The very inconsistent attitude assuned
by the American delegates at the Peace-.Commission,
arises froni the timidity of the President and bis col-
leagues, who, while they keep a grip on Cuba, fear toi
declare it annexed to the States, lest such an act should
not be approved by a majority of the Ainerican voters.

The plain fact is, the result of the Spanish war has
put the United States in a very perplexing dilemma,
akin to that of Macbeth when he said -

.... "Should 1wade no more,
" Returning were as tedious as go o'er."

They fear to annex Cuba, yet dare net relinguish their
,grip on it. The island cannot be given up to the in-
surgent leaders, for that would lead to .anarehy which
would probably create more "abhorrent conditions"
than the war was ostensibly entered upon to suppress,
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Were such a situation presented te a British Govern-
ment there would be no hesitation. " What we have
we will hold" would be its policy, and the nation would
stand at its back.

The position taken by Spain is equally inconsistent
and untenable. Thie so-called debt of Cuba is part of
the national debt of Spain. Cuba never liad such sov-
eign riglits as enabled it te borrow money on its own
responsibility, such as Canada lias. The owners of cer-
tain Spanish bonds have themî more or less guaranteed
by the revenue and the resources of Cuba. If the
States seize those revenues and resources the bond-
holders have no recourse against the States, they will
have te look te the Goverunient which issued the
bonds for interest and principal. The claim that sov-
ereignty over a more colony acquired by conquest frein
the mnother country involves responsibility for that
portion of the debt the mother country has incurred on
account of such colony is absurd. There is no tribunal
for the enforcement of such a claini save tlat which-
issues its judgments by the moutlhs of rifles and can-
non. The so-called " Caban bonds" are chiefly hîeld
in France. The owners may demand protection fron
their owni goverament, but France could only compel
the States te recognise their liability for those securities
by war or threats. The outlook is indeed a gloonmy
one for the bondholders as we believe the Spanish
bonds classed as " Cuban" will be practically repudiated
now Spain has been deprived. of the revenues and re-
sources by which the interest and principal were guar-
anteed.

TH[E CUBAN T0BACCO DUTIES.

The import dufies recently imposed by the United
States on leaf tobacco and cigars entering Cuba have a
very sinister look. If they continue in force there can-
not fail to ensue serious damage to the reputation of
Hagfana cigars, the vending of which is a large business
interest in Canada, as it is in ail civilized countries.

The new duties imposed by the States are open to the
suspicion that they have been se regulated as to provide
a roundabout outlet for cigars made in the United
States. The duties on cigars entering the States' are
not less than $55 per thousand. The duty just im-
posed on cigars entering Cuba is$3.60 per. thousand.
The low duties on leaf tobacco, stripped and unstrip-
ped, will, in the opinion of 1-lavana merchants, lead te
the importation into Cuba of wrappers of au inferior
grade, that will be exported as Cuban. Sending tobacco
,and cigars to Cuba is like " sending coals to Newcastle,"
or bananas te the West Indies. No demand .exists in
Cuba for such. importations for local consumption, as
'the native products are too cheap and too good to allow
of any market for foreign grown and made. The pur.
pose then of importing foreign cigars into Cuba is sole-
ly to have them exported " under the naine and sceal of
genuine Ilavanas," as is declared by a meiorial of
Ravana planters, ianufacturers and merchants pre-
sented to the Aumerican governmnent. Such a trade may
be helpful to American tobacco interests, but it would
be decidedly fraudulent.

This policy indicates it being the intention of the
'United States Governmnent to exploit its new posses-
siens for the furtherance of the Ainerican home trade
ut whatever thecostf may be to' that of its colonies or
dependencies. The United States of ail countries
should best know what tioublés -such a policy is.likely
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to develop. If the Cubans realize that their interests
are being sacrificed in order to serve those of the home
trade of the States, they will prove anîything but loyal
to their new masters, and their seuse of being unfairly
treatel will become deeper and more acute until it Iads
to a revoit.

A ILQUOlt TRADEJ EXPEItlMENT.

An experimont has been for somte time carried on at
Athens, a city of Georgia, United States, wyhich is ex-
eiting great interest. Our esteemed contemporary the
Springfield Repuibicun gives the details of this move-
ment with Ia narrative of the circumstances out of
which it arose.

ft appears that Clark County ii ie above State
tried prohibition for several years. The records show
that " in the last four years of prohibition tLiere were
more cases of disorder traceable to whisky than durng
the four years of bar-room rile." Prohibition failed to
reduce crime and drunkeiness since ".blind tigers" and
tie like crept in in spite of the authorities. The
churches then again.grappled with the problemu, and,
as prohibition had been a disastrous failure, they de-
cided to establish the plain of a " dispensary," which is
a nodified fori of the systen which exists in Norway.
'The plan is tbus described

1. It is under the control of the Christian people of the coin -
mîunity.

2. No one in its management is in any way intorested in the
profits of the business.

3. The coimmissioners and managers receive salaries, paid out
of the city treasury, which are net increased by large sales or
diminilsed by smahl sales. ILt is not to the interest of any indi-
vidualI to enlarge the business.

4. The managers are eIlicers appointed by law to take liquors
the city buys as a police regulation, put them in sealed pack-
ages, deliver them at a prico fixed by law to parties authorized
by law to recelvo them, and to turn over to the city each day all
mnoneys received.

5. T liquors are analyzed by a competent chemist, are sold
In seiled packages and canot be opened on the premises.

u. The dispensary is closed on Sundays, on all legal holidays,
at night and whîenever there is a crowd in town. AIl sales are
for cash; no man can get credit for liquors.

Up to date this systen has worked well, it has de-
creased disorder, which increased under prohibition,
while not depriving those who desire them, of beverages
tLe use of which they deeni to be a rigltful privilege.

li spi te however of this success, and of the proved
failure of prohibition, thore has sprung up a church
controversy against the dispensary. A protest bas
bcen raised against any moan being recognized as a
church meinber who is associated with itat institution.
Manifestly those wio prefer crime and drunkenness to
be increased under a prohibitory law which they favour,
to' their suppression by any other system, are more
concerned about haviung their own way than anxious
about the welfare Of the commUîunity.

3ILTISIl IRON TRADE REVIVAL.
The revival in the British iron and steel trade which be-

gan to make itself falt in May last, seemnsto gain in strength,
according to the correspondent of the " American Manufac-
turer." Glasgow warrants, the barometer of the British iron
m'arket, stood at the end of April, at 16s 2-d cash, and 46s
5d. 30 days, showing no movement since the close of March.
13ut, by the end of May, warrants stood at 46s 44d cash, and
46s 7d, 30 days, being in both cases 2d higher than at the end
of April. At the close of June they showed a sharp relapse,
dropping to 45s Sd cash, but they made up for il during

July, prices at the end of that month ruling at 46s 7¾d cash,
and 463 10d. 80 days, or an advance for the month of 1ld par
ton. During August the upward trend continued, the
month closing with warrants at 47s .iýd to 47s 5d cash, and
17s 64d. >0 lays, an increase of 9 to 9d. par ton overJuly. The
last month showed the revival still in force, an advance of 8d
appearing when prices at the end of September, 48s cash, te
48s 2d. 30 days, are compared vith those ruling at the end of
August. October 4,, Scotch warrants reached 49s cash
and 49s 2d. 30.days, celosing at tbose prices. In view of the
recent advanaces to coal miners, and the consequent raising
of forge coal by 6à par ton, making it average 9s at the pits,
there is every probability of higlier prices being obtained.
Midland pig iron prices also bear testimony to the revival. At
the ironmnaster's quarterly meeting of April this year, Staf-
f ordshire all-mine pig was quoted 50s to 55s, in July it was
quoted, 52s Id to 55s and noV only the latter figure is quoted.
Part mine in April was 44s to 48s, in July it rose ls, and to-
day it is realizing 46s to 5Os. Staffordshire cinder pig was in
April, 40s, in July it was quoted, 423 6d, and this month the
price is 43s to 43s 6d. Northampton pigs vere in April
quoted at 42s 6d. in July they averaged 46s, and to-day they
are realizing the same price. Derbyshire averaged in April
45s 6d, in July 47s, and to-day thèy are priced at 47s to 48s
6d. North Staffordshire pigs averaged. in April 44s 6d, in
July, 46s Md, and now, 46s te 47s Gd. As regards steel, Bas-
semer blooms and billets in the Midland were quoted last
April £4 10s to £4 15s, and best Siemen's ditto at £4 15s to £5
In July these rose to their present quotation, £4 15s te £5
for the first, and 5s par ton mora for the latter. Finished
iron has not advanced in the same proportion, but comparing
Aprit last, the month before the revival set in, with to-day,
common, unmarked bars have risen froin £5 17s 6d average,
to average £6 la 3d, and black iron sheets, doubles, from £6
3a d to £6 11s 3d.

T1HE TURPENTINE SITUATION.
Latters whicl have been received by naval stores factors

from the turpentine section in'the South, lately severely in-
jured by storms, contfirn the telegraphie advices as to the
great damnage donc the turpentine farms and the forests
generally. Advices show that on the various faris affected
the loss of timber i, estimate3 at froin 25 te 75 par cent.
The present crop of spirits was expected to be the largest
ever known, especially in the Savannah district. Natural
causes, such as drought, long continued rains and the cyclone
are balieved to have held it down by 40,000 casks below
wbat il would otherwisa have bean.

In view of this the strength of the article on the local
market, needs no explanation. It will also be borne in mind,
that this shortage, bad it occurred in other years, would not
possess the saine importance, inasmuch as production in tha
South kept close to consumption, and when necessity arose;
supplies to meet the energency were never long a question
of doubt. Now howaver Southern farmters, so long wedded
to turpentine, cotton, and timber as staple growths, are giving
more attention te general agricultural branches, following
the examaple of northern immigrants who hkve made a success
of mixed farning and stock raising, and itwould not be sur-
prising if as a result of the presant loss in turpentine, that
supplies of this comniodity will in the future b permanently
cut down-at least enough so as to give to estimates of the
crop more reliability-which in itself would be a factor of no
small importance in enhancing the prices and keeping thani
thera. Supplies of turpentine have to date been like- the
conjurer's trick hat, out of which " still another" could
always coma forth at the will of the operator.

Since the above was written, the turpentine situation .has
bean intensified by the destruction of large stocks of the
spirit in the Brooklyn Naval store sheds, and reflecting this,
local values have jumped to 55 cents net thirty days against
49 cents last week, an advance of 6 cents par gallon.

Beerbohms gives a gloomny view of the crops in Russia, and
says that the Odessa correspondent of the London " Mail" re-
ports the "record" harvesu in the South lias turned out to be
far below an average, while the grain is defective in weight
and quality. Need of money causes pressure to sell, but be-
fore winter is on prices are bound to go up egain. In North-
ern and Central Russia the crops are an entire failure, it is
said, Beerbohn adds. that this somewhat sensational state-
ment is alinost entiroly unconfirmed by usually reliable
sources. 'f ha saes authority in reviewing the crop situation
gives comparisons of the production of wheat this season in
Europea and non-European countries. The European crop
ho places at 248,000,000 bushels more than last year, but
80,000,000 bushels less than two years ago. The aggregate
is slightly below the average fromu 1893 to 1896. The pro-

-duction in non-European countries is very heavy, being
152,000,000 bushels more than last year and 312,000,000
bushiels more than two years ago. The aggregate production
is 200,000,000 bushels more than the average fron 1893 to
1897,.inclusive.

In one ut,
our German exchanges, says the "American Manufacturer,". we
fUnd an interesting description of non.freezing water-pipe de-
vised In quite an ingenious way. The invention does not unly
aim at the prevention of the- freezing of water, but also to pro-
vide an. opportunity for its expansion by cold. Into the iron
pipe as far as it is above ground there is inserted a second nar-
rower pipe of thi sheet tin or lead, which is filled with au elastic
substance, such'as rubber, for instance. This insertion remains
unaffected by the ordinary pressure, but if extremue cold should
cause the Water to freeze, the, elastie insertion ls compressed by
so much as the volume of water is increased by freezing. In
thawing the insertion .expands again to its original circumfer-
once. The lin or lead around the insertion is for the purpose o
preventing the water fron assuming an nupleasant taste or
odor. Water pipes provided with such au insertion withstood a
cold test of 40 degrees centigrade, while others that were not
provided with it burst every tite.

The profusion of lace eini)loyod for trimtning ptrposes ought
to provide a wide outlet for laces during the coming spring, so
says a New York conitemporary. Natrrow laces in net top goods,
also guipures, appligim and tdgintg, are largely impiloyed for
waist trlurnings, while the wider goods are used for neckwear
purposes of various sorts. Net fronts for sikirts in lace andi em-
broilered effects continue popular for house and ovening wear,
and lace iniporters are lookinig forward to a good demand for the
balance of the prescrit season and for tie coming sprink.

Fatl River inanufacturers have agreed to curtail tie produc-
tion of print cloths about 33 per cent during the next tiree
mtonths, also ta put the seling of the cloths loto the hands af
an advisory coinnlttee. This should undoubtedly tend toward
the stiffening of th tmarket for print cloths in the States. The
curtailient of production as conteinplated ineans lite eliniinationt
of soie 500,00U paices from carrent supplies for the next three
months, with colnmers ait present in possessiOn ai but liinited
roservo stocks.

The large retail houses are now making fine displays of
Oriental rugs, rntany of thetn ai prices that seem1 comparatively
low, The number of houses that are now carrying a lue of
Oriental rugs lias increased considerably during the past year,
andl coimtpetition, along witlh a better knowledge of tie goods,
ias brought prices down% munch nearer to their actual cost. A
promtinent retiller having charge of ait Oriental rug department,
wion spocen to regarding this, said that enormous quantities of
these gonds were broutght into the American market last year in
anticipation of a higier tariff and many of them still remain in
the importers' bands, while others have been thrown on ta this
market at prices basetd upon thir original cost. This has tended
to mtike the goods unusually cheap. Sote of these rugs in tie
larger sizes nay bie oLtained at prices very little above lite cost
of a goud carpet. Withont doubt Englisi and Canadian carpet
mantifacturers will feel this competition before long. The
Oriental rumg rage has already depressed tihe Americean carpet
indistry seriously.

MoN'ruîEAL, October 27thd, 1898.

City ratail tradehas been interfered with
by wet and nuggy weathor, but distribi-
ion n a wholesale way lias ben fairly
brisk; the closing of navigation and winter
freiglht rates boing like time and tide that
waits for niither inan nor weather when the
dite datearrives for intrlór commerce te ba
affected. Flour has established what
promised te b the beginning of a series
of advances, if .half what is told of the
wheat situation be truc, and both Ontario
and Manitoba grades are 15c te 25c per
barrel higier titan last week, Butter and
cheese are a shade weaker, but little is
doing in an export way. Turpentine lias
scored a rather sensational advance, owing
te destruction of large stocks at Brooklyn
and flood damage in the South, both of
which mnakes the article statistically short.
Glass is on the eve of another advance, as
also is linseed oit. la hardware lines
trade is reported good. Leathers and
bides aIt last show seme improveisent,
dealers apparently having satisfiled theum-
selves that investment is eafe.

BuTTîI ANI CiESE.-Values for the
former bava again been noditied and for
finest creamory in boxes 18ý4c is an ont-
side figure. Tlie demand for dairy butter
is slow at 14e te 14!4c. Landon advices
report Catiad an butter arriving in large
quantities. Irish butter ls beginning te
fali off in quantity, and there aremany
complaints being made of the inferior
quality of -Danish just now owing to the
change of the seasoi. The cheese market
is unchangod. October chese being
quotably lower than Septeiber are getting
thepreferency lis what buying i passing.
Values are nominally as follows:-Finest
western Septeibers 8%c to Oc, finest
western Augist 8%c to 8)c, fiest eastern
August 8%c to 8%c. Liverpool cable 42s
