TEE almepacs— Potts’' and Whittakers—are
both out and very welcome; they give in com-
pact form the statistics of the whole Church,
All the items show an increase aud a favorable
outlook. There are Dieceses, 51; Bishops, 72
priests and deacons, 4,058 ; parishes and mis;

pions, 7,145 ; baptisms, 69.992; confirmutions,
38 958 ; communioants, 484,059 ; Sundav-school
soholars, 376,000 ; contributions, 811,448 841 37.
The differences in the atatistical tables of the
two almanacs are slight, and they show that
they bave been prepared with great care.—

Nzw Yorx.—The oity Missionary Society
has, during the year, employed 17 missionarias,
of whom 16 are in ord~rs. It's ministry is
chiefly engaged in work in the prisons and
hoepitals, and is one of the most efficient instru-
ments for good in the city. It was said two
chapels at Bellevne and Blackwell's Island,
owe their existence to private munificence.
They have added much to the effloiency of the
Society. The receipts for the year ware
844 137, At’'the annusal meeting addresses were
made by Bishop Potter, Archdeacon Mackay-
Smith, who, under the Bishop, has & general
supervision of the missions, and Mr, Brockholst
Morgan, whose labors are confined to the
prisons; in the cowrse of the year he has
preached to 51,000 convicts.

A sorxux and impressive benediotion service

was held in St. Andrew’s Church, Princess
Anne, Easton, Pa., on the morning of the first
Surday in Advent, when & marble altar, erected
“ to the glory of God and in loving memory of
Henry - Champlin Lay, first Bishop of Easton,”
was o d and used for the firat time. This
altar is the gift of the several parish assooia-
tions, in which are represented all the members
of the congregati'n, aided by generons sfume
from outside friends among the clergy of New
York and Philadelphia, contributed through
the rector's wife. The altar is of Italian
marble, relieved +y pillars ani keystones of
dark blue etone.

Tae close of the contest of the will of Mra,

Cornpelia Stewsrt has provided for the endow-
ment of the Cathedral at Garden City, and its
schools. The Cathedral and St. Paul’s school,
with some Jands are the equivalent to & gift of
$2250,000. There has been an additional
endowment of $16000 a year, and when it
roved insufficient, Judge Hilton supplied the
deficit of 826 000. Tae Brooklyn Eagle, usually
well informed, says St. Mary's school will be &
monument to Mrs Srewart. Tbe endowment
fand will be from $750 000 to $800 000, including
the present endowment, and it should bring ax
income of at least $40 000 annually. The diocese
will thus recieve irom the Stewart estate
$3 000 000, and, as the Bishop foreraw, there will
be oceusion to rejoice and be glad.

The register, it
seems, was about fifty or sixty years ago pro-
duped a8 evidencein some court, aud, insteéad of
being returned to the parish ohest; ‘it dis-
appeared, and at last found its way by purchace
into the possession of its present holder, On
Monday the Vicar's solicitor obtained a gum.
mons in a Metropolitan Polioce Court, retarnable
on January 8th, against the bookeeller for
unlawfully detaining the'register. The result
will be awaited with some ocuriosity., The
Pablic Prosecutor has been asked by the magis.
trate to take up the oase on publc gronnds.—

Church which gives to all her membors—being
males of full age—a voice in the control of her
affairs, and especially in the choice of those
who are set over them in the Lord, she asserts
her position as the Church, not of the rich or
of the great, but of all, of every olass—in other
words, as the Church of the People. Lot ug, I
say, make it thus olear to ourselves and to
others that we are not the Charch of the
foreigners—a Saxon gsariison pliced here to
hold the fort against Irish recusants—bas that
Irish ourselves o the heart's core, and loving
Ireland beyond all other lands, we look forth
on all our fellow-gountrymea, of whatever class
or creed, or party, as brethren who aro entitled
to & place in our hearts, and for whose welfare
gpiritual and temporal, we cught ever to prs}
and work. Let us, I say, realizs thus tho re.
sponsibility as well as the diguity of tho posi-
tion wherein God has placed us, and, abiding
like men at our posts, let us boldly and trust-
fully await the iesue. Who knows, amid such
a possible upbesval of political, social, acd re.
ligious traditions, whether many who have
hitherto stood aloft may not ask in their per-
plexity and dieqnietude, *To whom, Lord
shall we go ?"—uud may then find themselves
drawp by a resistless impulse to the old Churoh
of their Motherland 88 the one centre w.ere .

A statue stands in the town of Walsall, in the
Blsck Country, ¢ the first ever erected in Eng-
land to & woman with the exception of Queen
Anne and Queen Victoria,”

A singular story lies behind this event, Wal-
- sall, & large manufaciuring town was filled,

twenty years ago, with a rough, drunken com-
munity of laboring people. The drainage and
"gtreets were in a deplorable condition, and

every year small.pox snd low fever raged|

unchecked,

In 1864 Dorothy Pattison, better known as
¢ Bister Dors,”" went to Walsall daring a tearfal
outbreak of small-pox, nureed the sick and

.dying, snd even with her own hands laid out
and buried ihe dead, when no man would dare
to perform the last friendly office. 8o violent
was the antipathy to the gray gown of the sie
ter, that she was stoned and driven throngh the
streels of Walsall with vile obscenity and
abuse,

Once & stone throwu by a boy out ber in the
foreheoad ard felled her to the earth, She went
on with her work quietly but with indomitable
resolution, tresting her rough enemies, when
they becamo her patients, with infinite tender-
nees, mixed with a shrewd, joking humor,
which canght their fancy. Ouoe of the very
men who bad stoned hcr was hrought in,
crushed almost beyond recognition in a coal
pit, for ber to nurse. He became her most
devoted friend,

Siowly she won over the multitude of rufiavly
men and women. She became *“Qur Sisler
Dora" to the ignorant, faith{ul souls.

On une vccarion, when the hospital was filled
with oases of virelent smwall pox, she ologed the
doois to prevent the spread ot infeclion, and
with one man's help nursed, coeked, washed,
and scrabbed for them all. Ooe patient, when
in the iaet agony, raised himself with a terrible

effort, and cried ont, * Kis8 me once, sister, be- |

fore I die! " which sbe did ipstantly.

When sho fell & viotim to her work at last,
the pecple mourned for her as if each man had
lost his nesrest friend. One of the cighteen
laboring men who carried her to the grave
sad :

“ We wan't her ocut in marble, with her cap
an’ good and blessed face. It's not that we'll
forges her; no danger o’ that, but we want her
to be there, 8o that when strangers come and
see her standing up there, they’ll say, Who's
that?’ An' we'll say, *Who's that? That's
our Sister Do1a.”

The statne roferred to, and but recently
erected, was bnilt by countless small contriba-
tions from the poor, and stande in the very
gquare where she was stoned, to show one tri-
umph of pure womanly goodness in the world.

CHORAL SERVICES.

—

(From The Churchman N.Y.)

Tempora mutantur,—~Certainly as true in the
Church as in art or social life. Oatside the
Church the change has been remarkable. The
Scotch Covenanter dubbed an organ ‘‘the
devil's kist of whistles”; and now no churech
of whatever name or kind would think of wor-
shipping without an organ to accompany the
gingers. Quaker plainness marked the baild-
ing, and the oross was & symbol abhorrent toq
minds aflioted with Romophobis, Now the

most Protestant of Protestants must worship in
‘s Gothio fane, with lofty oross tipped tower,
and the pulpit, on festive ocoasions, must put

on garments of beauty in the sha.pé,_ of floral
decorations, And in the Church, how great
the change! The vested choir is no longer a

party badge, or a sign of Jatent popery, and

with the vested male ehoir comes the desire for
choral services.

Of course there is & great diversity in the
oharacter of what are called choral services,
and a great deal of ignorance as to what a true
choral service is. A great deal of prejudice
exists aguinst what is cslled singing the pray-
ers, 80 that in some churches we have the
incongruous ocombination of ‘prayers read
through half an octave of inflections, and
Amens sung in harmony by the choir in & key
as remote as possibie from the prevailing tone
of the reader’s voice,

It will perhaps be instructive to our readers
to notice some essential points in & correct
choral service, and to show how the neglect of
them, or the violation of certain important
rules, bas led to making the choral service, as
often heard, unpopalar, -

#irst, as to the rationale of choral service,

Prayers and -acts of praise are not addressod
to the people, but to Almighty God; the
people, uniting, either sudibly or with the
spirit and understanding. They must therefore
be offered by the officiating minister in.such
wise that the people can hear and understand.
The minister being, however, the mouth-piece
of the people, it is obviously desirable that
there should be as little as possible of his per-
sonality and peculiarities. If we are worship-
ping we don’t want a man impreesing us with
the flexibility of his voice by inflections through
five or six nutes of the scale, or by excessive
emphasis givicg us his interpretation of the
sacred words; or by a dramatio style of read
ing appear to be trying to impress the people
with the great solemnity of the words he is
uttering. 1t was said of a prominent clergy-
man that, in reading the Litany, when he came to
the passage, * By Thine agony, eto.,” he deliv-
ered it with such intense feeling and dramatic
power that the sensitive people in the audience
telt cold ohills running down their backs ; but
this gearcely realizes the idea of Divine wor-
ship,

‘I'he monotone gets rid of individuality, and
suppresses little peouliarities, and need not—as
we shall show direotly—be & whine, or moao-
tonous or offensive to musical ears,

In the second place, if many speak together
the same words, it is natural to fall into &
common tone and common time, Set twenty
children to eaying the muitiplication table
together, audibly, and the strong voices quick-
ly control the weak, and before the two column
is finished, you have a choral song in time and
tune.

In male choirs, where no attempt is made to
have & choral service, but where the choristers
are encouraged to respond audibly, & strong
voice in & low piteh quiokly dominates the
others, and you have the confession, Lord's
prayer, eto., said in a monotone of such volume
that the peculiarities of individual voices are
lost sight of,

In the third place, ir the building be large,
the monotone alone is heard in spite of spsce
and echoes, while muoh inflection causes the
words to swallow one another up, so that at
the end of the church there is a rumble of
sonnd, but no artionlate worde, Preachers in
very large churches soon learn by experience
that they oan be heard only by eustaining the
tones, especially at the end of sentences, al-
though at the saorifice of impressive elocation.

Add to this the fact that where choral service
is the rule you have hearty responses and a
glowing service simply because many persons,
who usually are deterred from responding,
being timid people or troubled with a very
nataral mauvaise honte, are frightened at the
sound of their own voices; bat, falling into the
prevailing tone in a choral service, they find
tteir individuality is sank in a wave of sound,

rand they are encouraged to speak out lastily

and with good courage.

Choral services for Sanday-school offices are
becoming very genersl, beoause the clergy. aund
superintenddnts find the chlldren will sing res-
ponses when they will not read them, and that
very respectable old lady, Mrs. Conservative, is
not usuaily at the Sunday-school service to up-
Jifs her voice against these new [angled notions.
New! |Heaven save the mark; as old,
certainly, as the Temple service.

Why should our people be deprived of a
privilege which our children have, of making
hearty responses without being conspicuons ?

We grant, however, that the choral service is
rendered in such a way as to exoite violent op-
position on the part of the average worshipper.
Frequently the pitch is too high; not too high
for an artistic choir to respond in, but too high
for the people, @G and A are quite beyond the
average singers in the ocongregation. Fre.
quently, in English parish ohurohes, in an
unaocompanicd service, the minister and choir
may be heard gradually slipping down in pitch,
until the prayers which began in G sotually
end on D below. For ordinary services the
prayera should never be said above F, and for
the confession, Liord’s prayer, etc., said by the
minister and people, t e pitch shonld be K flat
or E. In the choral gervice printed in Tucker's
Hymnal, C is given as the reociting note,.

Then there are clergymen who intone the
gervice with a most offensive twang—mostly
paeal, Bat why should we sondemn the choral
service becavse it is frequently very badly done?
We have, unfortunately, & great many bad read-
ers in the Chorch, No wonder, when in so few
of our seminaries elocation is taught scientifio-
ally. We do not condemn the prayers and les-
sons becanse they are so often badly read.
Then, certainly, we should not condemn the
choral service because it is freqaentiy badly
done. Then, agsin, it is 80 {requently rigidly
monotoned that it becomes very wearisome.
The prayers may be said in a monotone, with
permissible infiections quite slight, and retura-
10g always to the note 4t the end, giving, there-
by, the sense and expression most clearly; and
with such distinct and sharp articulation that
the most distant oan bear and understand per-
feotly ; and then the service becomes the devoat
expression of worship for olergy and people.

Bat, it will be said, this calis for good sing-
ers in the ranks of the olergy. Nut necessarily,
Here and there will be found men, like good
Bishop De Lancey, who, when in college, was
told by three different singing masters—first,
that he had no ear; second, that he had no
voice ; and thirdly, that he had neither ear nor
voice, Singing is as natural as speaking.
Children are tanght to speak. If they were as
carefally and as asmidaously tanght to sing,
they would, with few exceptions, sing. Let
the vocal cords be hardened by development
into maturity, and then, often, 1t i3 im possible
to tesoh the grown man to sing., Bat the
young student preparing for Holy Orders, can
usually be taught to sing well enongh 0 con-
duot & choral service agreeably aad acceptably.

By sll m_ans let us have & singing master in
every Theological school—a master who knows
something about the human voice, who knows
how to uee his own, and 10 teach others to use
theirs, To the use of the voice should be added
instruction in the elements, at least,; of Charch
music; so that the clergyman may know tae
difference between a trifling, secnlar, melody,
set with frivalous harmonies, and served np
with sacred words, whioh some ambitious
organist, trying with ocallow wings to
goar into the heights of the composer, is foist-
ing upon him, and & true hymn tane,

It can be safely sssertod that tho chiof hind-
rance to any gond work undertaken in a parish
is the inertia of those who ought to bo foremost

in il. Aside from the direct benefit to individ-
uals, how much betlor it would be for uny
parish if all of the members of it rightly used
their personal inflaences,

Why is it that strangers rarely knoel in
Church and 8o many are content to ait upright
doring prayer? It is because that they see
those who ara sapposed to submit thomselves
to the rubrios and disoipline of tho Qaarsh, de
the sawe thing ? ;

Why is it that so maoy able bodied yoang
people who are able to dance half the night, -
play tennis half of the day. stand at & desk or
counter for hours, but seem t)0 waik o stand
up duriog the Te Doum and to teke part in tho
praise of the Church? 1t may be tbat they
think the Canticles are sung for their entertain-
ment, but it is more likely becanse they see
others whom thoy havo been tanght to rospect
do the same thing.

Why is it when & class is to be confirmed
that their Rector prays over them, confors with
them separately and collectively, and does
everything in his power to sot before them in
its faluess the way of the Church—why i it
that they come onoe perhaps to an early Com-
munion, and then fall into the moro lax custom
ot the parish ? Doubtless, the fuct that at that
first Commurion they soe 80 few of their elders,
makes them feol as if they were trying to be
righteous overmuch, as if they are reproaching
their paronts or neighbors.  [tis essy to think,
“ () well, that is only the Reotor's wish, bat if
it were very important, Mr, A. ani Mrs. B. and

-Miss C, wonld all be there. It I oan beas good as

they I shall be satisfied,” snd so it happens
that balf of the clergyman’s work is overthrown
by the very ones who should be—poerbaps wish
to ba—his best helpers.

These are not imaginary cases merely, nor
the only oaes that might be produced, but they
gerve to illustrate the stambling block of bad
example, and the importance to others of our
aots,

In any given parish, when the majority of
the communicants of the parish determine to
live in striot and sincere accord with the tesoh-
ings of the Church, the sncéess of that parish,
both temporal ard spiritual, is assured.

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FA0TS AND FIGURES.

There are some facts which arrest one’s at-
tention and set one thinking. The growth of
the Church (commouly called Protestant Epis-
copal, that is, tho Church of England in Amer-
ioa) is remarkable,

In the ¢ West End ' of Boston forty years ago,
there were two Congregational meeting houses
snd no Episoopal Church. Now there arethree
Episcopal Churches and no Congregationa]
conventicls, In New York, according to the
New York Evening Post, the incresse of popu-
lation in five yesrs has been 16 38 per cent,, the
increaso of church membership (all churches
except the Episcopsl) has been 3-12 psr cent.,
while incloding the Episcopal it has been 13 03
per cent. But the increase of the Episccpsl
alone was 31 74 per cent—double that of ihe
population, and rearly treble that of all the
denominations put together.,

The question may be arked: Why is this
drift of ministers and members of the denomin-
ations to the Church 7 ‘

1. In doctrine, the Church fholds fast the
faith onae delivered to the eaints,’ and does naot
follow the fancies and speculations of modern
men and sects © teaching for dootrine the com-
mandments of men.! She ¢ holds fast the form
of sound words’ [the Creed] and is trae to her
3 p:stolio faith, character, foundation, and

rder,

II. Another reason is her incomparable Eook
of Common Prryer, whioh is a protest againat
the bald system of the denominations, in which
the minister is the worshipper, the congrega-
tion listeners. Being Common Prayer. it puts
into the mouths of the people the devotionsl
and spiritual treasures of the ages, giving to
the people an equal share in the worship of
Grod by i1a responsive oharacter, in imitation of
the worship of the ancient Church, and of the
Jewish Church, and of the worship in Heaven
[[saiah vi, 3; Rev. iv. 8-11]. Of this Book of
Common Prayer, Dr. Adam Clarke [Moethodist
commentator] says, ‘It is, next to the Bible,
the book of my understanding and my heart/’
And John Wesley said, ‘I helieve there is8 no
liturgy in the world which breathes more of &
solid, Soriptural, rational purity than the Book
of Common Prayer.’

III. The third reason may be found in the
diffgrence in the theory of worship. The de-
nominations go to charch to hesr sermons and
to be entertained thereby. The pulpit is the
most prominent article of furniture, and the
sermon the most important part of the service.
Churchmen go to ohurch to worship God, the
sermon [if there be any] being a secondary
feature; and if there be none,the gervica is
complete in itself, Hence the various elements
of worship in the Buok of Cemmon Prayer—
Confesrion of Sins, Profession of Faith, Pualter,
Scriptures, Cbants Hymns, Prayers, &3. This
idea of worship is seen most prominently in the
pumber of Comnmunions, Christ did not insti
tnte Sunday Morning avd Evening Service with
long sermon, The only worship He instituted
was the Supper of His Body and Blood. which,
in ancient imes, was the Churob’s daily [Aots
ii, 46] and at farthest weesky [Aots xx, 7]
worsiup, The Church has trequont Commun-
ions, becange men need the ghoutly strength ot
this spiritnal noorishment ; but the denomina-
tions, relying maioly on subjective religion
arnd the sermon, do not worship God frequently
in this primitive and Divinely sppointed way.

IV. A fourth reason for this drift to the
Church is the unoertsinty of the denominationsl
ministers [a8 expressed by themselves] that
they are ministers; and the desire 10 have trne
Ordination and Divine Mission, and be found
in a Churech of historical continnity and Apos-
tolio Suocession, They come to realiso that
Luther, Calvin, Wesley, Menno, and other men,
bowever good, could not fonnd churches nor
give a valid ordination or & Divine mission;
that if they could, then any good msn, or wo-
man 100, could found churches and ordain min-
isters, Thuy resalize that the true Church is &

Divine institution, with a Divine Order and a'

Divine Comnission, snd with one unchanging
Faith ; founded by Christ Himself as He alone
conld, 1800 years ago, and with which.He
romised to remain to the end of the world; of
whioh the organizations called ‘churches’
founded in the last three centuries, all differing
in faith and bostile to each other in fact, areno
part.—The Church Eclectic.

PREPARATIONS FOR WORSHIP,

Nothing is more plainly proved by experience
than the need of forethought and prepsaration
to suocessfal work. A man not only needs
general preparation as to methods and ways,
but his mind needs te be in sympathy with
what Lo does. One cannot pass instantly from
one frame of mind into another. He who never
thinks of his friends, will not be apt to erjoy
their companionship when he chances to meet

tbem, He who never thinks of God, exvept at
the hour set for commurion with Him, wili not
surely receive much profit from that hour of
communion itself, If a man's familv worship
be thought of only when the hour for it comes,
it will be a very dull and irksome daty. 8> any
religious duty will be formal and dry if it be
not preceded by a religioas franme.

This is notably trae of the service of the
Lord's Day. To a great msny Christians San-
aay is a heavy day, They try to spend it
in Divine worship, but it is & task rather than
& joy. lt is a wearisome task, holding their
minds in an unaconstomed frame. 8o it often
happens that the day is gone before they come
into a proper frame for worship,

The way of the Lord should be prepared in
our hearts, If we would have the Lord come
to us in our Sanday worship, we must think of
Him in our week-day work, As it often :8 now,
when Sunday comes, the gathered rabbish of &
whole week must be cleared away, The way
of the Lord is blooked up by the remembraunce
of the week's cares. A man brings his business
right up to the borders of Sunday, and, of
course, the day itself is full of it, Boxes and
barrels, bales, dry goods, groceries and hard-
ware, remain over in the mind from the week's
work and worry,

Now, a man has no more right to take these
things with him in his thoughts, than to leave
his goods exposed for display sud eale in his
store, If it were not for distarbing others, he
might just a8 well take his ledgers and invoices
with him to church, and be making out his
bills aod ohecking off his goods whule ‘here, as
10 be doing these things in his thoughts all
day. He might just as well wheel his boxes
and bales right into the aisle, as to have them
present to mentsl vision all the time, Jusus
drove out the traders from the temple «ith &
soourge of cords. Bat if he shonld come into
our modern churches and drive oat all who in
their thoughts have broaught money, aud mer-
chandigs, and trade into the house of God, He
would leave some very small congregations. If
all the bnsiness that is planced in church were
really transscted there, it would muke that a
basier pluce than ever the Jewish Tomple . as
in the days of the Passover, If we would
enjoy Sanday as & day of rest and communion
with God, we maust drive these money-changers
of our thonght out from the sacred temple of
our hearts, snd lat those hearts ba again the
temple of the Holy Ghoat, Wo must propare
for the day, nut merely by layiog aside oar
work, but by exclading it from onr bearts, that
God may come and dwell there, ,

Thus, in all things, we must prepare for
God’'s work, We must lay oar plans for it and
shape our affairs for it. The I:urd comes to
reign, if Ho comes at all. 'We mus$ so prepare
the way that He can come and can reigm.
There must bs forethonght as well as good
wiil; preparation as well as diligence. It i8
trae the Lord sometimes comes suddenly to His
temple, But when he thus comes, * Who shall-
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abide the day of His coming? For He ehall be
like & refiner's fire.”— Messenger,

Judgment was given on Tuesday [17th, Dea. ]
at the Liaw Conrts by the Master of the Rolls

and Lords Justices Lindley and Lopes in the
Bt. Paunl's Orthedral Reredos oase, which came
before the court in an appeal from the dectsion
of the Court of Queen’s Bepnch, The msin
guestion at issue, as will be remembered, was
whether the fizure representing the Virgin witb
the Child in her arms, which form a part of the
roredos, were such 83 ‘tended to encourage
jdeas and devotions of an unauthorized and
guperstitions kind’ The Bishop of London, to
whom a representation was made, declined to
encovr.ge litigation on the matter, holding
that peace within the Church was of greater
importance than any alleged grievance as te
the reredos, The Court of Quaeen's Bench,
however, held that 8 mandamus should be is-
sued to the Bishop to take action in the case,
but the judgment of the saperior court given
on Tueada, reverses this decision, The Master
of the Rolls holds that ¢ the Bishop was justified
in declining to allow a suit to proceed,’ Peace
will, we traet, now reign, and the threatened
oourse of litigation come to an end. There is
far too much now-a-days for the Church to do
in the streets and lanes of the couniry to per-
mit of her ministers voluntarily agreeing to
spend sny of their time within the walis of a
court of law.

The Pacific Churchman says:

A quick, cheap way into the Holy Ministry
is 80 often sought for. Sometimes the motives
may be a good one, There are special cuses

where men should have the way into the min-
istry made eusy for them, Now and thenthere
is & man of mature age, skilled in a knowledge
of human nature and the art of reaching and
influencing men's minds and hearts, ripened
through yesars of holy 1 ving, for whom a place
is all ready for bis ministry, Such & man could
not possibly get through & classical and theolo-
gioal «ourse, and would be little better Jor if be
did. But just as he is, he is partioularly fitted
for & certuin line of ministerial work, where
there iz a orying need of humble, faithfal Ia-
borers. But such cases are rare. The general
fact is there are needed in the ministry men
who are well equipped for teaching —thorough-
ly instruoted in the Word of God, and in 8ll the
learning —and the foolishness too—of the day.
It is not enough that they be able to read the
lessons and the prayers in church—or <ven to
celebrate at the altar—though it should beseen
to that they can do these parts decently and
reverent/y—bat as the Boglish Churchk Times
says lately ¢ ¢ The broad faot is that the prim—
ary function—not only the ove, but the ohief
and principal—of the Gospel Ministry is to
teaoch, Thnat is put by our Lord Himselt in the
very forefront of His mandate to the twelve
Apostles”; ‘Go ye and teach (by teaching
make disciples of) all nations, baptizing,’ &e.
Bt. Panl requires among the very first qualifica-
tions for the « fice of the miristry, aptness to
teach, It is his own work asa teacher that St.
Panl speaks of oftenest and with most swress
when he refers to his ministering labors. ‘Do
the work of an evangelist,’ he says to Timothy.

Too often has the Choreh been pnt to shame
by displays of ignorance in the pulpit and in
other places where opportunity is given {0 men
to speuk without knowledge. If a young man
who happens to hsve a8 good voice and be a
good reader and likes to ‘cffisiate’ is to be
made & Deacon in order to use these gifts,~well
enough; but for the sake of all that is mercifal
keep him at the leotern and prayer desk, don’t
let him get into the pulpit—or on to the floor
of the Convention !

The Evangelical Churciman, Toronto, 8ays :
The plasform of EquaL BigHTS is one upon

which all friends of freedom oan unite. The
one danger which threatens the assosiation
ariges out of that political partizanship wnich
has been so rife amonst us, and which isseeking
to uee this agitation for ite own party ard pri—
vate ends.

THE BALTIMORE ROMAN CATHOLIO
CONGRESS.

FRAOM THR CHUROCH ROLECTIO

In 1784 the Church in America saw her first
Bishop ordained, in the person of Dr, Samuel
Seabury, Bishop of Connecticut, who, not find-
ing any Bishops of his own Commaunicn to ele-
vate him to ihe highest ordor in the Church,
and having been canonically elected to the of:
fice by those ir whose hands lay the power of
election, and having moreover reveived the
oanonical assent of the spiritual head of the
Anglioan Church, of which the Church in
Amerioa was the daughter, betook himself to
the only prelates who, with the knowledge and
consent of the Archbishop of Canterbury, the
Metropolitan, and the Bishop of London, the
diocesan, could raise him to the Episcopate,
namely, the Bishops in Scotland. Having been
duly ordained Bishop by them, he returned

home, the first and only Catholic Bishop in or
of America,

Five years afterwards, in 1789, the Lpisco-
pate being now inoreased by two members,
Bishops White and Provoost, prelates of the
direct Anglioan line, with the delegated olergy
and [aity forming two houses, met in the first
General Convention, and, as such, legisiated for
the Church Catholio, as established canonically
in the United States.

Bat the Tridentive Church had likewise
seoured a footing in this country, and, as usual,
had throst itself into prominence as the only
Catholic Churoh. It found a congenial home
in Marylard, the oreation of the Roman
Catholic Liord Baltimorse, and claimed & mem-
bership sofficient to demand the services of a
Bishop. It had not thought of this before, and
probably would not have thonght of it then,
hsad it not been for the ordination of the three
Bignops already alluded to. Be that asit may,
in 1789, after repeated applications to Rome,
Pope ius VI acceded to the request of the
thirty priesis then compozing the clericsl staff
of the Church of Rome in the United States of
that period, and issued & ball erecting America
into & separate province, outting it off from the
jurisdiotion of ihe Hnglish vioars Apostolis, and
paming Fuather John Carroll, & Jesnit, Bishop
of Baltimore, His ordinatian to the Episco-
pate followed in 1790. It is the centenmial of
the establishment of this hierachy that has
lately been celebrated with such pomp at
Baltimore, Md.

Father Carroll was, of course, of Irish ex-
traction. He was, -however, born in Upper
Marlborough, Md., in 1735, and died in Balti.
more, &8 18 first titulur Arehbishop in the
United States, in 1816, He received his edu.
oation at the Jesuits' College of 8. Omer, Liege,
where he joined the Society of Jeaus, and was
ordsined a priest, After the dissotution of the
Order by an infallible bull of Pope Clement
X1V, in 1762, he loft the coutinent of Europe

and went to Bhgland, when Lord Stourton, one
of the old Roman Oatholic pears, appointed him
his son’s tutor, and sent the two to make an
European tour. While with his papil, he wrote
for his use & * Conoise history of Baogland,” ac.
cording to Jesuit ideas. In 1773 he was ap-
pointed one of the theologioal professors at the
Seminary in Broges,—a position whioh he was
compelled to give up on uoooaot of his political
intrniguing. He returned to Eogland and filled
the position of ohaplain in the honsohold of the
Eari of Arundel, where he romained till the
dispntes between the American Colonies and
the King of England broke ont, on which he
came over to this country snd went to Mary-
land, his native BState.

His talents for diplomacy being acknow-
ledged, at the requost of Congress, while hopes
wore still entertained of & possibla reconailia-
tion between the Mothoer Coaniry and her ohild-
ren on this side of the Atluntic, he was sent to
London, in 1774, in company with Der. Beaja-
min Franklin, his consin, Charles Carroll, of
Carrollton, Md., and Hon. Samuel Chase, on a
political mission to asgist them * in such things
a8 they shall oconsider useful” They reached
Montreal via New York, the Hudson river, up
which they sailed in a sloop, that voyage also
oocupying twenty-soven days, to Albsay, . The
object of the expedition was evident, to enlist,
in case the negotations foll through, the ser-
vices of the Roman Catholies of the Provinee of
Queboe, then nunmbering 150,000 to 368 Protest-
ants —ugainat the British, The mission oame
to pought, and Tather Carroll retarned to
Maryland with Dr. Fraokiin, theeceforward
his life long friend, leaving their two follow
negotiators in Canada.

After Amerioa had become independent of
England, he Roman olergy of Maryland and
the other States pe itioned Pius V{, to;estublish
s hierachy. Father Qarroll was at that time
the Papal Vioar Goneral, and as archpriest had
facullies for the administration of the Suora-
menrt of Confirmation. Dr. Franklin, who was
then in Paris, or more correctly at Passy, sug~
gested the name of Father Carroll, as a fit per-
gon to sct as Bishop. The suggestiou was
favorably received by the Pops, who nomin-
ated him to the offize, and us the Moglish
Vicars Apnstolic were supposed to have juris-
dietion ir Amerioa, FatherCarroll went to Hog-
land, and was ordained Bishop of Baltimore in
the private Chapel of Lulworth Castle, the
hereditary seat of the old R.man Catholio
family of the Welds, To this ceremony atiaches
this peculiarity, that it was performed by one
Bishnp. Dr. Wualmsley, himeelf ne diocesan-
Bishop, bat the English Vicac Apostolic of the
London district. He, Father Curroll, was not
elected according o eanonical usage; he was
merely nominated by the Bishop of Rome, who
had about as much right to act in the capanty
of nominator, as the Q1een of Eagland bas to
nominato the President of the United S:ates,
The neighboring Bishops, those uf he Aogli-
can and the American Churches, were not con-
snlted; even the prioats and lumity of the R man
Churoh of Marylund, su, posing them to huve
had any rights in the matter, hud no voice in
the elostion, nor did the Metropolitan of the
Church of Eagland or Americs rauly or oon-
firm it peraonally or by deputy, The ordainer
undonbtedly was & Bishop. Bat he was him.
gelf in schism; acting a8 the Bishop of aa alien
and intrusive communion, in 8 coantry where
the Catholio Choroh was already estublisned aad
waa offering to it children all the privileges of
that Caurch. The ordainer himself, having
neither mission nor jurisd:elion, according o the
dootrine of his own commuanion, could confer
nonher, for the old axiom siill holds good,
¢ Nemo dat qui non habet."'

For it has plessed God, at the mouth of the su
thorized prophet, to proclaim His Son the
Christ, the Saviour of men. * How can they
proach excupt they be sent?” For ¢ no man
taketh this honor unto himself, but he that is
oalled of God;” sgain, they that preach the
Gospel should live of the Gospel.” Men are
. not going, men are mot being sent according
to the Church's need; and the question has
been laid upon me to answer, why lack we
candidates ? why sre so fow of the holy breth.
ren stirred up to offer themseives to proolaim
the riohes of Ohrist's grace and love ?

1 shall endeavor to speak with plainness, and

algo to have others speak with me. .
However, in approaching this grave inquiry,
ought we not to reaffirm to ourselves our
Church's estimate of the sacred ministry, its
origin and authority, in its mission and re-
sponeibility ? For, if thia paper. which you
have instructed me to prepare, is to be of any
service in helping to replenish that divine or-

der, which we are all gréatly concerned to do,
then I do not think that we can escape the
duty of observing now, though it be a repe-

tition oft-recurring, the source and power and-

purpoee of this order .

I prefer to guard myeelf at this point by
saying, that the branch of the Holy Churob,
under whose commisgion I am speaking, in ut-
tering the faith aud dootrine for herself and
her children, does not mesn thereby to aweep
othar systems into outer darkness, if they bear
upon them the marks of the Liord Jesus Christ.
She is a keeper and & witness of the truth, and
for that ghe is responsible to her beloved Lord
and Maater ; but, like Him, she is in the world
not to condemn the world, least of all is she
among Cbristians to condemn them. For her-
self, and sccording to what she has received of
the wisdom of past ages, under the light of the
word of God, she has some definite and distinet
teachings, by which she bears witness to the
dootrine of Holy Orders, I will try to atate
them briefly here, .

Io the older Soriptures we read, and that by
an empbhatic declaration, that “Power belongeth
unto God,” (Psalm 62: 1). And agaiv, in the
latest book in the Bible; * Blessing, and glory.
and wisdom, and honor, and power, and might,
be unto God for ever and ever. Amen,” (Rav.

7: 12) This is brought nesr to us, and is em-
bodied 1n what is asserted by  God manifest in
the Flesh.” ¢ All Power is given unto Me, in
heaven and in earth.” (St Matt. 25; 18),

So, not only of physical, but of moral and
spiritual control, has God reserved to Himuelf
the power,

As the least observant may &ee, in every re-
velation of His Will, God has planned and
wrought to keep tbis power as near unto Him-
gelf as possible.

The institution of the ministry under Moses,
considering some of the fatal rebukes of those
who would diffuse this power, is a terrible
confirmation of Jehovah's design,

When, again, He bad matured the time for
briging all men into His saving covenant,
God sent forth His Sou, and to Him alone, as
we have quoted from His own Words, delegated
all power in the two great kingdoms of His
Empire. .

He was made, by an ediot direct from the
Throns, the Oracle of Authority in the Chureh.
Before those who would yet exact the law and
the prophets, in the sacred persons of Moses
and Elijsh, God clotbed His Son with & visible
and overwhelming token, eaying * This is My
beloved Son, in whom I am weil pleased!” i. e.,
in whom I choose to vest my anthority ; hear
ye Him, The Oracle, .

So aoted Christ, consecrated a Priest forever-
more, He carefully chose and trained the men
through whom it was His purpose to impart
this power. For Heesid: *“ As My Father
hath sent Me, even sosend I you. Go ye into
all the world ;" and, as long ne the world shall
stand, and have the need. shall My Word ot
Power be with you. * Ye shall receive power,
after that the Holy Ghost is come upon yon,
and ye shall be witnesses unto Me" etc, ete,
(Acts 1: 8),

It is irreverent and unjuet to suppose that
these holy men were not most careful to guard
aud keep this awful power as near as they
could to it8 DIVINE ORIGIN, :

It is an historo falsehood to aseert that ever,
in any instance; they delegated it to congrega-
tions, ' .

They chose, and bestowed it upon, trained
and faithfol men, themselves *‘ able,” qualified
to teach others, also,

The history of the manner of bestowing and
imparting this authority is thus far indispat-
able. So, according to divine will and legiava-
tion, it was to be dispensed. There was a pat-
tern. God shewed it to Mo:es, daring the forty
days in the sacred mount, and admonished him
to conform to it (Hebrews, 8: §). A partof it
was the constitution of the ministry, as the re-

sult shewed. Christ came:and - falfilled Moses'
order and the prophets, i{. ¢, He was the
Priest and the Preacher and the Seer. * He
became Head over all things to the Church.” -
He, too, being God, reiterated to the Apostlss,
during the forty days in which He instracted
them, after His resurreotion (Acts, 1: ‘3), the
divine pattern, a part of which, as they shewed
in their acts and epistles, was the constitniion
of the ministry. Of this order, says St.Paul,
“we are laborers together with God” (1 Cor. 3:
9) ; and again, * We are ambassadors for Christ

* % X and implore you in Christ's stead”

(11 Qor. &: 20).

Do men stay away from this Holy Order ot
understanding, and so having no ambition to
sh are in its lofty gifts ; or, impressed with the
awful cares thereof, do they shrink from as-
suming them ? Possibly, some are drawn from
uniting with, by the fault whioh lead Demas to
forsake the Martyr Paul, “ having loved thia
present world.” ¢ Only Luke is with me!”
what pathos of daring loyalty |

Domas departed to Thessalonica, may be fal-
filled his hearts’ desire, becoming renowned in
society and weslth, He is remembered, how-
ever, as & deserter only, As for Luke —

“For that *Bsloved Physician," all praiss,
whoso gospel shews
The Healer ot the Nations, the Sharer of our
woes ! :
Having buiefly brought this record, in his.
tory and principle, to the Apostles, it is enough
for me, as & Churchman, to remind you what
every Deacon, Priest and Bishop must find star-
itg him into his very soul, oa the threshold of
his holy career, viz:

¢ It is evident unto all men, diligently read-
ing Holy Soripture and ancient anthors, that
frum the Apostles’ time there have been these
Ocders of M.nistera in Christ's Churoch—Bishops,
Priests.and Deacons., Which offl ses were ever-
more had in such reverend estimation that no
man might presume to execnte any of them, ex-
cept he were firat oalled, tried, examined and
known to have much qaalities 83 are requisito
for the same; and alio by public prayer, with
umposition ot hands, were approved and admit.
ted thereanto by lawful authority.

Undonbtedly, that gives us The Church's
mind a8 to the historical value of an Apostolic
ministry. She is seen to set upon it a saprems
value for hersels, else there is no meaning in
words, .

“Of what dignity, and of how great impor-
tance this office is” (Ordinal exhortation to
Priests,) should appear trom its divine origin,
i, e,; *‘“No man tnketh this honor unto him-
self, but he that ia oalled of God.” ** For even
Carist glorified not Himself to bo made an High
Prieat, but He that said uanto Him, ‘Thon arta
Priest forever.'” (Hebrews v. 4, 5,6).

The significance to us ot which is, as contain-
ed in the Preface to the Ordinal: * Exoept he
be called, tried, examined and admitted there-
unto, aceording to the form hereafter following,
or hath had Episcopal ordination.”

Bat the dignity and honor and importance
of the ministry is not, by any means, because
of its derivation alone, It is handed down for
a purpose, and one of our great needs s to re-
mind ourselves of it constantly, Really, the
motive of this sacred order is its Mission, and
that is born out of the love of God for as,
through His Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. What
is that motive and mission ? We again repair
to the Ordinal, and now nos to the Preface, bat
to the body of it, and we shall there see into
how high a dignity, and to how weighty an cffice
and charge, ye are called; that is to eay, to ke
messengers, watochmen aad stewards of the
Lord; to teach and to premonish, to feed and
provide for the Lord's family; to seek for
Cbrist's sheep that are dispersed abroad, and
for his ehildren who are in the midst of this
naughty world, that they may be saved,
throgh Christ, forever. _

Ab, beloved brethren of the clergy, we great-
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ly need to-récur sgain and .again to the fact
that God's loving purpose in the ministry is
the divine motive of its origin and authority—
to eave his children, through the grace of ‘His
crucified Sox. .

We are bounden, therefore, brethren of the
clergy and of the laity, being all of God's royal
priesthood, in approaching this serions Jiscus-
gion we are bound “to have printed in our re-
membrance how great a treasureis committed”

10 us all, in our spheres; you, lay brethren to;

replenish and support, and we, brethren of the
clergy, to maintain and exercise in its full in-
tegrity, as concernieg (od, the Author, and
msukind, the object, this holy office.

Now then, the incisive question confronts us,
Why are there 50 few mon offering themselves to
gerve-in this saored ministry ?

The inquiry assumes the fact, and oorreoctly
go. Our peloved Bichop, whom we are thank-
fal to have with us to-day, may indeed say to
us out of an avXious heary, *“The harvest truly
is plenteous, but the laborers are few.”

It has ccme to pees in this Diccess, for which
I am speaking chifly, that not which one or
two congregalions can maintain & pastor, but
how many can one mav attend to, snd whera
is the man ? '

We sare justly bewailing this falling off of
candidates 1n this Diccese, but it is not common
to us slone, whatever may be other diffivalties
peculiar to- onrselves.

Qur whole Charch in this country is involved
with us in this matter, 50 munch so as to bave
led the learned and zealous Bishop of Long
I-land, Dr. Lattlejohn, to solicit action at the
laws General Gonvention under these strong re-
solu.ivns, viz!

t Wheress, the present supply of candidates
for Holy Orders is entirely inadequate to the
demande of the Church at this time ; and where-
ag, recent statistios shew a steady and alarming
decresse in this supply, notwithstanding the
advancing number of communicants sod parish-
es in the Church ; therefore,

« Recolved, That it be referred to a speoisl
commiitee of thres, 10 inguire into and report
to this House the causes of this decline of a due
supply of candidates for Holy Orders, and, so
fur s possible, to suggest a remedy.” (Journal
'86, pp. 19. 20.) . _

The suthor of the resnlution, with the Bishops
of Massachusetts and Now York, were app int-
ed; and it is interesting to look forward to
thewr report. .

From the records of this Diocese, and of the
Charch in thie country, I have prepared &
table, to show—firat, the gradual decrease in
the number of cacdidates, and second, the de-
creased proportion thereof to the commani-
cants of ihe Church,

The facts will appear from these figures. I
give here merely the ratio, triennially; it is
needless 10 print the full table: ]

Here, then, are the figures and the fast—we
have 8o few candidates for the sacred ministry,

Now, as we come to tpeak of the oause of
this decrease in candidates for the ministry,
cannot we imagine that this woefal condition
sdds fiery fervor to their approschful ory who
are thus woede to tarry from:the glory” they
havewon ?. For hear, them, as St. John saw
-..ard heard: .

“And when he had opened the fifth- seal, 1
saw under the altar the souls of them that were
slain for the word ot God, and for the testi-
mony which they held ; and they oried with a
loud voice, saying. How long, O Lord, holy
and troe, dost Thoun not judge and avenge our
blood on them that dwell on the earth? *

* And it was said unto them that they
should rest yet for 2 little season, until their
follow-servants alio and their brethren that
shounld be kilied as they were shounld be fal-
filled.” (Rev. vi, 9, 10.11)

O men, thronghout the Church, who ran
from this killing of the flesh in the service of
our Lord's altar, do you know that you are
prolonging the holy impatience of those who
perished for a crown which you keep beyond
their reach 7 And what of your orown, whioh,
thoogh its purcbass martyr the world in you,
shall have the jewels stars of immortal light!
Shall some men take it—gome man npborn to
Christ in heathen Africa, or China, or Asia, (v
tne yet unchristened isles of the sea ?

For God's eake, young man, you who have
the least glimpse of its glitter, let “no man
take thy crown,” (Rev. iii.

To thesa this man, who is the head of
the Anglican Churoh everywhere, one may say,

of England—to these simple souls this great man
spoke as though he had lived their lives, and
was st'one with them in all their thoughts,

*1their aspiratione, their own peculiar tempta.

tions ard trials. - He put himself in their place,
and spoke to them in a.way that could not fail
to reach and touch them, and teach them too;
for after dwelling on their own more narrow
lives, he apoke of the lives that might + cem to
them enviable because of their greater ease and
fuxury. Of these he said all are laborers, only
they who are living in effluence have been paid
in advance, not relieved of their work. The
ordinary laborer works for his wages before he
is paid; the few who are entrusted with wealth
and position are not excused from labor; they
huve their responsibilities and work appointed
them, but they have received their wages in
advance ; and he painted in graphic words the
need there was for all to do their duty in the
place in which it has pleased God to place us,

It was wonderful to find a wan, holding the
position that Archbishop Barson does, and
which of itself is s guarantee of his intelletual
statare, able to re oh down in the way he docs
to these simp e folks. He is one of the hardest
working and hardest worked men in the king—
dom; all ecclesisstical diffivulties being rofered
to him, over and above tho onerous duties
whioh his appointment necessarily entails upon
him ; 8o he spenks advisedly of those who are
paid in advance, but whose libors sro only in.
oreased by the earthly state and pomp of eir-.
onmstanoe which they have achiaved, or which
has been thrust upon them,

wne Archbishop was seuted in his chair at the
enirance Lo the chancel, and each candidate in
turn came and knolt before him for the {uying

If all Bishops were like
Archbishop Benson, and all confirmations as
uimple and sweet as that of yesterday was, one
might learn to think differently ; for a8 he aut
waiting for the osndidutes to present them~
selves, and afte' wards, with his hands tenderly
and reverenily laid on their bont heads, his
beauntifal face wore an expression of sach earn-

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TEMPERANCE COLUMN.

SERMON IN 8T. JOHN'S
COHURCH, ON NOVEMBER
17, 1889,

* BY BRV. DB, CARTRR, REOTOR,

“To knowledge temperance, and
to temporance patience,”"—2d Peter,
il’ 6.

A oironlar letter has been

issued by more than fifty of the
Bishops, our own Diocesar among
the number, requesting that this
Suuoday be taken by the clergy, for
the purpoee of setting forth the ob-
. jeot and methods of tue Church
'emperance Society; and I do this
the more readily for a reason that
is personal to myself. For many
{ears, until quite recently, I have
een ip an uppopular minority
among temperance people, or
rather among those who commonly
olaim that name. I agreed thor
oughly with that profoand thinker,
whom I bave 20 long known, the
Rev. Dr, Howard Crosby, and in
my small way was abused as he
has been; end it is a gratifieation to
have lived long enough to find the
opinion gaining gronad that ex-
treme measures like prohibition
snd total abstinence, when forced
to general application, not only dg
not remove the evils of intemper-
sunce, but aleo add to that failure
the lessening of the sacredness of
an oath, and the tendenoy to per
jary and deceit, So when a society
comes forward orgsnized on the
basis of temperauce, patience and
charity, I am glad to tell of its
existence and to speak in its praise
The Bishops incidentally suggest
that the clergy speak of the evils
of intemperance; but is that neces-
pary? To those of ns who have
never felt the effect ¢f that ourse
no words oan convey the meaning
of its deadly nature; to the sorrows
and mieeries of those who have
suffered from it no words ocan do
jastice, It drags to destruction
manhood's sirength and woman’s
‘purity ; it destroys self-respect and
even the desire for the good
opinions of others, while those held
_captive under its power loathe and
hate themselves for any &ot of sub
mission. As far back as the know
ledge of the human race goes, it
has been an enemy to that race; no
condition of life has been free from
it. It has dimmed the intellect of
the learned, and brutalized the
instinots of the ignorant; mno
thought of disgrace or obarm of
love has ever stayed its inflaence;
{i:9 death either of the guilty or of
the innocent seems alone to be able
to put a stop to its destroying
power. Entering the heart ss a
merry sund welscome guest amid
flowers and jest and song, it stays
to rule a8 & cruel tyrant; sirang:
ling away feeling that would op-
pose it, or even protest against its
debasing power, it subordinates
everything to its will. What man
or women of soberness oau realize
the severity of its sway ? A man
has told me that if he were on one
gide of & room, and liquor on the
other, he would attempt the oross-
ing to get it even though cannon
balls were fired down the room,

one every second, Can any of us
estimate the fe-ceness of the orav-
ing that would saorifice life in the
endeavor to satiate its thirst? By
what pame shall we designate it?
Shall we call it a disease? That
oxpresses too little, for it ignores
that gelf-responsibility which at
one time or another bad been freely
surrendered, Shall we call it a
crime? That is nearer the truth,
for even the law recognize: &s s
crime that whioh destroys tho
peace and happiress of a home, and
sure}y it can be none the less orim-
inal when that home has been
established by himself, and the
loved ones are hisown. What can
conquer this power and put an end
to this disgrace? If prohibition,
then, in the name of all that is god-
like in man, let it be prohibition’;
but prohibition has been tried and
has failed. If total abstinenoce,
then, in the name of the loves and
the lifes that may yet be saved, let
it be total abstinence; but total
abstinence has been tried, and has
failed. I underrate neither of them;
I only say that as principles of
genaral application they have not
oonquered the evil, I valne both
highly In cases of individual ex
pediency.
