—~whatever that might mean, the Reaur-
rection was, a8 it a0 volubly asesrted by these
so-oalled eolentists,
A HISTORIC FRAUD,
.and not a historla fact, then, indeed, would
another Samson bs nesded to raze to the
roznd the sacred edifice of the Chrldtian re-
ﬁglua. The foundation npon which it rested
being skown to be rotten, it bacame a mere
quastion of time when it wonid come down
with a orash. To be sure, thers waa one little
point whion these sc-called Bibloal critics
ssemed to have overlooked. 1t was this, that
a3 the foundation had lasted for nearly two
thousand years without as yat huving given
any premonitory eigna of weakness or rotten-:
peus, it might possibly be prematurs to con-
demn both basis aud building as utterly un-
nelisble.

Like msoy other olumay things, it was an ex-
port from Germany. 1t was spun in the be-
gining of the century by Paul of Heldelberg ;
Iater on it was offered to the publio by Schlei-
macher, but they rejected it ms not belng
sufficiently respectabls, As far aa he (the
preacher) counld make out, the reasons adduc-
ed by the wrlter in suppost of his theory ve-
solved themselves iato thess two—that ordi.
pary Galilean pemeants were known to live
several days upon the oross, and that, accord-
iog to the testimony of St. Mark, Pilate
wondered that our Lord should have 20 eoon
died. The first wan,
NO REASON AT ALL.
For though It was true that there were excep-
tional casee in which the crucifisé recovered,
they mevor cconrred excspt when the persona
In question were well nursed and thelr
wonnds carefully treated. What the prophot
of agnoatlclsm had got to prove, and not
meraly to enunolate, then, waa this—that our
Lord waa 5o nuraed and that His wounds were
10 treated. As he ocvuld not and did not do
this, he had no plaurible reason for building
up such a theory. Again, it was perlectly
true that Pllate wondered when the newe was
brought Him the Carist was dead, but the
Apostle was carefnl to go on to say that the
Reman Governor refused to give up the bedy
to Joseph of Arimathea until he had satisfied
himeelt about she reality of our Lord's death.
So that two reasons put forward in support
of
THE NON-DEATH THEORY
were In reality no ressons at all.” The pro-
phets of sgoostioism convenlently ignored or
rejected the testimony of the oloud of wit-
netses who gave positive evidenoe of the real-
iy of our Lord's Death. ** With the excap-
tion of St. Mark,” he declarss, “all your
witnesses are worfh nothing ; their testimony
{x not worth the paper on which It is written."”
But purely the so-calldd Biblical oritics were
bound to accept the testimony of St. Panl,
who, In bia frst four letters, which were un.

Have you heard of the only nation which the
Jesuits have ever ruled, and how is prospered
upder their paternal care; how a_ republi
realizing she dreams of Plato, the aspirations o
Sir Thomas More, the poetic conoeptions of
Harrivgton, as 1o his * Ocsania,” and
the loftiest ideas of philosophical perfection as
dreamb of by Lord Baconin hta * New Atlantis,”
was fonnded by those zealous pionears of civili-
zation at the uttermost ends of the earth; ina
region which runor had peopled with savs
more thau common tall, and even furnis!
with tails ? . .

The pages of hListory contsin few more ia-
teresting records than the account of the Jesuis
settlement in Patagonis. We read how, after
the discavery of America by Columbny, vast
hordes of Spanih adventurers poured over the
fertile continent of Soush America, pursued the
natives with fre and aword, and deprived the
Tacss of their gorgeous city, with ive splendid
temples and wealth of gold and precious stunes,
with ita veatal virgios, consecrated to the sun,
with its unique chrouicles of former ages,
on vellum wath pictorial letters, or tressnred up
by means of a marvelous system of knotson
many colored striogs. But in the southern por-
tion of this newly discovered Eldorado was s
vast plain inhabited by s race of giants, fierce
warriore, sgile huaters, snd clever horsemen.
The soldiery who might with impunity commit
any enormity on the timid Aztecs and Inoss
abrank.back with dread from this superior and
dreaded race, and allowed them to roam un-
molested over their native pampss, although
the country was believed to ba rich in silver.

Bus where the love of fortune could not in-
duce men to risk their lives, the love ot sonls in-
dnced a party of Jesuits to bring the glad sid.
ings of redemption to this formidable race ; and
sceordingly & party of the hervic sons of iglu-
sius lefs their pative Spsin for she New World,
avd approsching near the dreaded region of
Patagonis, they went unarmsd into & boas and
eailed up the river Plate. The natives, astonish-
st the sight of white men, fled at firat into the
woods, bat were recalled L; the soft atrains of
masic atealiog over the waters as tilack-robed
fathers sang their evening hymn. Then they
received themn kindly into their villages, gave
them to eat and to drink, and heard with joy
the giad tidinge of the baster land. i

‘Che miesioners made no attemps vo briz:g the
natives under subjection to the Spanish crown.
The fathers were tieir rulers, their judges, their
phyaiciana and their moss trusted friends, They
built achools and colleges, warehouses and fac-
tories, and taught the natives to excharge the
silver of their native land for the necesrariea of
life produced by the teeming west ; and in the
wide world waa not a happier land thavo thae dis-
tant plain of Patagonia, whilst every evening,
when their tasks wers done, the hymns of preice
swelled forth from the churches, where were
formerly heard the groans of vigtims to their
pagon rites. v

But the Portugese minister, Pombal,saw with
jealous eyes the influence of she favhers over the
dusky tribes, and he persusded the king that
the Jesnita had alienated the natives from their
sllegiance to the crown, and induoed him to
order their expulsion from all Portugese terri-
tory. But no miniona of & malicions mmuister
conld induce the inhabitants ¢f Ls FPlata to
separate themaelves from their trusted friende.
Pombal, however, knew that a word from the
Pope would inatantly dissolve tbat noble bsnd,
nug he threatened the Vatican with a achiem of
the Portoguese Cburch if the Order of the Je-
stibe wers not dissolved thronghout the world,
In 1791 the Pope yielded, the decree waa pro-
nounced, a mightier one than Pombal had spok-
en, and the Society of Jesus waa no more. ‘lhbe
Patagonians were soon after sttacked by the
soldiers, some were driven out of their native
lznd, others learned the vices of their conquer-
ers, and in & few years all were extinct. hat
once fertile land is now in poeseesion of the
Argentine government, and is still known by.
sbe name of ''Les Mistiones” snd hundreds of
Trish men and women leave their homes every
weak to tend sheep on the plains of the erst-

THE BISHOFP OF KHRRY.

SomeLhing of thie Inte Dr. Higgins and Iis
Political Ideas.

————

From the American Catholic News: The
death of Moss Rov. Audrew Higgins, bishop of
Kerry, soock place on May 1. For the week
previous he was unable to leave his room in con-
sequenoe of & chest affection. On she day of
his death he partook of breakiast at 9 o'clock,
the usual hour. At 1l alarming symptoms ap-
pesred, aod Dr, Griffin, who bad been in con-
atant attendance, called in the assistance of Dr,
MacDonough, but by the time that gentleman
arrived at the place from the workhouse he had
breashed his lsst His lcrdship was born in
Kularaey about the year 1828, Ho waa ordain.
ed in 1851, He was appointed desn of Kerry
during the episcopacy of the late Dr. MoCarthy,
His slevation to she spiecopacy took place ca
Feb. 5, 1882. The bishop had been suffering
from tounsilitis for some moatha ; but eryspelsa
supervened somewhat esuddenly, and yproved
fatal. Dr. Higgios becams bishop at a time
when the relations between landlord and tenant
were very strained all over Ireland, and perbaps
mosb particularly in Kerry. He unfortunately
wan upable, owing to the astitude on the land-
tords’ side which he seemed to nssume, to exor-
cise that reatraining influenoce over the people
which haa been so biveficial in maintainiog
order in other portions of the country. Kerry,
it is uotorious, became during his episcopacy
the theatre of moonlighting snd other outrages
from which moat, if not|all, of the diferent other
counties and diocese were fairly preserved.
Towarde the close, however, ;Dr. Higgioe fell
more into line with bis people na _well as with
his brethren of the Iepiaeog:cy in the mattere
agitating the country. me of his recent
utterances revealed a atrong sense of tha Injas-
tice under which the Irish tenants lebor ab vhe
hacds of harab or neglectful landlords, many of
whom, being absentees, are represanted by ex-
acting and uneympathetic agents, As an
ecaolesiaatic Dr, Higgins yielded to none in zeal.
The churches and educational conventual estab-
lishmente in his{diocese found in him an ardent
patron. He was 60 yeurs of age, and wase
ordained a priest in 1851, ;The dean of the dio-
cese, the Very Rev. John Coffey, vicar-general
of Iterry and parish priest of Trales, will act
as administrator until the election and conse-
oration of Dr. Higginga’ sucoessor.

Diphtheria and Its Cure.

This much dreaded affection ia an indepen-
dent, acute, epecific, infectious and contagions
disease, involving the mucous surfaces of the
throat and nasal passages, and often extending
to all the adjacent mucons membranes. This
disease is often epidemic and frequently in
endemic in certain places and attacks persons of
all sges, sexes and conditions in life,

or causes of diphtheria are
\ ile the disagse itself is mot here-
ditary, yet a child cf low vitality and of ecrofula
habits ie much more likely to have it than one
who is of a strong and healthy constitution.
Unfavorable sanitary surroundings, a lack of
proper and sufficient food, insufficiens clathing
ure to the wet and cold are
smong the predisposing causes of thia dizease.
Diphtheria is most common bstween the ages
of swo and ten. It is quite rare after thirey;
bus there are times, especially during epidemics,
when ib attacks peopls of all ages from wfancy

and frequent ex

Symptoms,—The symptoms of diphtheria are
During the firat day or
two there is a feeling of languor and prostra-
siop, with pains in the back and limbs and some
headache. Subsequeutly there is soreness of
the throst and the angles of the jaw, together
with difficulty in swallowing. .As these symp-
toms inorease there is more or lesa chiiliness,
followed by faver, and soon the Iauces are seen
n, the tonsila and uvula are
d with the diphtheritic de-
posit, The presonce of this ** false membrane”
slwaya clearly defines the diseass, i
many of these symptoms are wanting arnd the
first indication that anything is wrong ia a well
defined appearance of the disease, Such cases
are usnally of a more malirnant type and con-
sequently more apt to be fatal. The duration
is from eeven to fourteen daye, although cevere
cases may have a fatal termmation in from
forty eigha hobra to four days. . .

Treatmeni,—~The treatment of this disease
should be promps, energetic aud persistent,
Medical aid should, in every case, at once be
The basis of treatment in both
hygienic and medicinal Izolation of all those
not absolutely obliged to aesiet in the care of the
patient is imperativo ; espscislly is this trus of
The air of the room should be
kept at a temperature of about 70 degrees o 73
degrees and a8 pure as it can be by ateady, con-
atant ventilation. Some one or more of the best
disinfeatants should be employed freely. All
cloths and in fach everything that can possibly
be apared should be burned after they are used,
The air of the roomshould also kep$ moist.
Local applications and medicines which sre
ordered by tha physician should be used at the
-ime and manner which he direots,
impresa this upon the attention of all who have
the pursing of patienst ill with diphtheria. The
diet should be plain, but nourishing. It is very
important to keep up the strengsh, and patients
should ba urged so take nousishment at re-
gu'ar intervals, even though . they do not want

snawer in law have made use of the more sam-
mary proozeding of a motion, and I believe thay
they must be allowed to.do so if, howaver, it be
true thatithe allegations of the exception to the
form are vague, indefinite and uncertain, This
modle is now admitted in the practice of the
Bar of Montreal and has pothingin it repugnant
to the rules of sound procedurs. It is impor.
tans for the expedition of the business that the
courts be placed ina position to ajudicate sum-
marily on proceedings which on their face are
frivolons or useless tor the hearing of the case.
Here there is only one question at isaue, viz,,
whether the Quhbes seb, 50 Viotoria, chapter 28
is vaconstitutional, and anything vot  evidensly
ta show it must be oconsidered as an selement
foreign to the case, The same applies to vague
snd indefinite allegations which leave the ad-
verse party in uncertainty as %o the choice of
pleas, and do nov'allow him to plead with cer-
tainty. Moreover, in the present case we have
20 deal with an exception to the form where
plantiffe’ right to appear in courd is questioned,
and it is indispensible, when the right of one ot
the parties is denied, that everything pertaining
to auch right should be epacially ses forth, The
propoaitians of defendans, although worded iv
different ways, canin realily be reduced to a
single one, viz., thab plantiffa’ act of incovpora-
pion iz unconatitotional and wltra vires. Ous-
side of the three firat allegations which clearly
seb forth this proposition, the rest of the excep-
tion is merely matter of argument. They sare
80 many gropositions rewing on the facts which
defendant sets forsh in support of his preten-
siona. I shall take them up 1n the order in
whioch they have bsen proposed,to eee if they are
eufficiently detailed to allow plantiffato answer
them, The firab part of the fourth proposition
is not open to objection, that part only which,
refers $0 the vows pronounced by the membera
of tha Society of Jeeus, and the rules of the
society being open to suck objection. Defen-
dant alleges generally that these vows aud
rales do not allow the members of this society
o hava any civil rights in the province, nud to
form part of a society incorporated under the
laws of this country.

WHAT ABE THESE VOWS, WHAY ARE THESE RULRS,

and in what are thess vows and rules incompa-
tible with the act which constitubed the society
into a corporation, or with the duties and func-
tiona of the membara of this corporation? This
ias what defendsut bas omitted to say aud what
plainsiffs cortainly have a right to know in order
to be in a position to make a safe defence, It
has been pretended that plaintiffs wers held to
koow their rules, and it was admitted ab the
same dime that all thess rolea were not bad and
incompatible with the Qaebec statute, It is
true thav plaintiffa are held to know their rules,
but defendant is also bound to indicate to them
such of these rules as he holds to be contrary to
1aw, especially when he admite that they are
not all ao. The allegation of & vow of absolute
and paseive obedience to the Superior General
implies 10 its form pothing repugnant to the
power whioh the Legislature had to incorporate
plaintiffs, and supposing it to be true, as de-
fendant admitas, shat the members of the society
have no civil righta in this province, it does not
follow that the Legislature axceeded its powsra
in granting them, at their own demand, the
right to acguire and possess such rights in the
futore. Unless it were expressly declared in
what these vows and rules are gountrary to the
Iaw of the country, it was ussless to make this
allegation, which on ita very face is sufficient to
support defendsnt’s main proposition. The
Quekec act ia the law of the country and muat
be recognized as such until the conrts have de-
cided otherwire, Defendant attacks it aa being
ullra vires, and it rests with him to clearly set
forth hia reasons, especially when such reasons
rest in parh on matters of fact, The same rea.
soning applies to the whole of the fifth allega-
tion, and to the laat part of the sixth and tenth
allegations as to what soncerns the rules of the
society., For the same reaton the whole of the
eleventh allegation must be set aside as belug
vague, indefinite aud in no way partionlarizing
the ubjeots of the acciety., In

Only a little more than ten years ago, when the
annual expenditure on coneolidated revenue
acoount was under $23,500,000, the country re-
sounded wibth charges ngaimb the extravagauce
of My. Maclkenzie and bis colleagues, although
the actual increass duripg their %erm of office
did not reach $500,000, In these days Sir
Leonard Tulley boasted that be could carry on
all the serviees of the conntry for $22,5(0,000 ;
yet when the opportunity was given he run up
the expenditure by millions at a bound, so that
when he ouce more revired tea the seclusion
which a gubernatorial officer grants, his ex-
penditure exceeds $35,000,000. 8ir Charles
Tupfer and Mr, Foster have improved upon
Sir Leonard, so that for the currant year the
sum will ba close on to if it does;not exceed $38,-

In reality it will be considerably
more if acoonnts are properly charged, but by a
simple device of sedting down sgainst capitsl
acoount services that formerly were oharged %o
current acoonnt the annual expernditure appesara
to be much less than it actually is. Bu¢ for the.
next financial year we have a toval appropris-
tion for all prrposes of 852,060,000 and the por-
tion of it which will not be charged to current
will go to swell:the debt of the country, slready
enormously large. Uur Dominion has great re-
sources, and its people jpomeess great energy,
bub uniess a halt is soon and effectually called
we ahall either be compelled o repudiate’our
obligations or go into nationsl bankruptoy.—

The
victim’s relatives were required to sign a docu-
ment declsring they sgreed to the penalty, and
were forced to light the fire to bar theth ffom
bringing s damage snit, The horrible practice
the authorities bave tried to extripate, but vain-
Iy. A few months ago in harvest time, a farmer
named Peng Obso Steng, while going to watch
his field, plucked an ear of corn from his neigh-
bor's field. He was sieen and being shouted at
droppsed the corn. ‘The matter was referred to
the owner of the field, and hef with his tenaat,
seized Peng and demanded the death peoslty.
Pang's mother offered to make restitution by
forfeiting all her property, but this was refosed.
She was forced to give her written coneent
under threats of deash, and was actually made
to light the heap of huehwood and witness the
terrible dying agonies of her son. As soon a8
she could escaps she reported the crime to the
authorities, The two men were arrested and
trisd. The Jandlord was punished by the linger-
jng procees—thast is, his flesh was backed with
knives until he slowly expired in awful torment,
the farmer, who losb the-enr of corn, being be-
headed, There is no queation of these facts, as
rt_:elreporb is the offizial—[San Fravcisco Caro-
nicle.

A Protestant:Tribute to the Jesuite.

It is in the New World that Jesuits have ex-
hibited the most wouderful display of their
abilitier, and have contributed most effectually
to the benefit of the buman species, The con-
querora of that unfortunate quarter of the globe
acted at first as if they had nothiug in view
but ta plunder, to enslave, and to extarminate
its inhabitants. The Jeanita alone made human-
ity the object of their Jeettling thers. About
the begincing of the 1ast century they Jobtained
sdmission into the fertile province of Paragusy,
which stretches acrosa the southern coutinent
of America, from the eaat side of the immense
ridge of the Andes to the confines of Spanisk
and Portugnese settlements on the banks of the
river de la Plats. They found the inhabitanta
in & state little different from that whicn takes
place among men when they begin to unite to-
gether : strongers to the arts, subaisticg /pre-
cariously by bunting ard fishing, and hardiy
scquainbtod with the first principles offf subordin-
ation and government, The Jezuits set them-
selves to instruct and o ctvilize these savages,
They taoght them to cultivat® vhe ground, to
rear tame animals, and to, build houses. They
brought them to.live togetherfin villages, they
teained them to arts and menufactures, they
made them taste the sweets, and accustomed
them to the blessings of security and and order.
These people became the subjects of their
benafactors, who have goverped them with s
tender attention resembling that with which s
father directs his children, Respected and be-
laved almost to adoration, a fewJ esuita presided
over gome hundred thonsand Indians. They
maintaiped a porfect equality among the mem-
bers of the community, Each of them was
cbliged to labor not fac himeelt alons but for
the public. The produce of their fields, to-
gether with the fruits of their inJustry of every
spacies, was deposited in common storehouses,
from which each individual received everythicg
nacessary for the supply of his wants. By this
institubion almost atl the pagsiona which disturb
the peace of society and render the membera of
unhappy were extinguished. A few masgiatratea
chosen from among their countrymen by the
Todians sthemselves, watched over the paolic
tranquility, and secured obedience to the lawa,
The saunguinory pwoishments frequent under
other governmenta were unkaown —*‘Robertion’s
History of Reign of Charles V.”

It is evident that the ailo will be turned to
&ccount in more ways than in the donverting of
fodder corn_into silago. Prof. Henry, of the
Wisconain Experimental Statioe, in his nine-
teenth bulletin, esys: )

Too much cannot be eaid in favor of clover
for: the +ilo, There bas heen considerable hesi-
tation about prererving clover in this way;
chiefly, perhaps, on account of the extremely bad
ensilage which resnlted from soms of the firsy
experiments in silojng clover. As in the case
of vhe first corn ensilage the ciover was put into
the silo in & watery and immature condition.
The resule was a ‘watery ensiloge of very offen-
sive odor, By allowing the oclover to become
more mature, and cuttivg it when the dew is
off, it is found that a bright, swest, palatable
ensilege can be made. One of tha silos at the
station was filled in the summer of 1888, The
olover was firat growth, and owing to the drouth
had become rather woody. The only precau-
tions taken were to see that the dew wag dried
off before cutting, and that in filling the olover
wasg avenly distributed and well wamped down
in the corners and along the sides, The silo
was filled rapidly and immediately covered, Oa
opaning the silo the contunts wers fouud to be
well preserved, with a slight aromatic odar, and
but = trace of acidity. It was eagerly eaten by
the cattle, and formed a valuable addition to
vheir rations. )

Profitable farming cannot be carried on with-
out the help of this wonderful plant; we all
kaow how difficult is is $0 cure into Lny and get
it just right, but by putting it in the silo the
risk and expense of handling the crop is reduc-
ed. Sunny dayas are ot cagentisl when putbing
clover into the silo. The mower can be staried
as soon &8 the dew has dried off in the morniag,
and by noon enough will ba cub fo keep owo
men with a teem and wagon busy all the after-
uoon hauling she freah cut clover and placing it
in thesilo, It ia noy necessary, when puttiog
clover into the sile to run it through a cattin
machine, o that the expense of filling a silo witg
this crop is very light. To those who appriciate
the edvantage of having a succulent feod in the
winter, are willing to incur the expanse of build-
ing & silo, but are restrained by the cost of the
machioery necessary for reducing and elevating
vorn, we would ssy, build u silo and fill iy with
clover.

Messuring Cattie.

The following has been given asa rule of
some value in determining the weigiit when
actual weighiog is inconvenient, but i ali the
rules given the weight will vary widely with
animala of the same girth ; *‘Cattls girthing

each additional inch in girth add twenty-five
pounds up tn Bix feet, and for esch inch after
six feet add fifty pounds.” ‘L'his is the simplest
rule ahown and is probably as good aa any, but

Lot each system oper-
ate according to the imexorabla conditions of
auccess that atvach to each, Thers need be no
clagbing. Oue will do beat service in one place,
ond the other in ancther, and ths world 1s large
enough to give both a Seld.”

Improvenient fn Berh Wire Fences.

In building batb-wire fence some put the top
wires on the outside esnd the bodtom wires ou
vhe inside of the inclosure, A better plan is to
have half of the posts tet with $he required
wires on the ontsides (f the fleld nnd the other
pouts upon the inside of the inclosure, thun bav-
ing alternate posts on either side of the wires,
"Chis in supsrior t0 the common practics of set-
ting all the posts in a straight line. The form-
er method serves to prevent the wires heing
pushed off from either wide. In Missouri the
geversl wire fence coosists of three wires ns-
tacbed to postu get 16 feet spart. Thore ia o
tendency now '+ add the fourth wire at the bat-
tom, thereby sfording a fence practically effi
cient againat treapass frpm all kinds of stcck,—
American Agriculturisg, .

The Canadr Tuistle.

Many systems are advocated to destroy the

8t Sauvenr Subarbh Wiped out by the Flaorcs,
No Water but Plenty of Fael. Dcath of
. Major Bhort.

Quznrc, May 16.—Very early this morning,
almoat iminediately after vhe midnight bells had
asounded, an slarm of fire startied those of our
oitizena who ware nou abed, axnd a glance out
of acoradiscovered a lurid red light to the wess-
ward part of the city 1 the direction of Sb.
Sauveur, All the carters still on the streets
were immediately in requisivion and large crowds
of paoples were quickly swarming towards the
_aoene of conflagration, The fire fiend bad again
deolared iteelf, nobody seem to koow bow, in
the property of Mra McCann, on St, Valierss,
Sv. Sauveur, near the property of Measgra. Elliott
& Tozar, known ae Colebrook place. It origin
ated 1n the same houee, a vacant one, ohat
was

THE SCENE OF A FIRE THREE WEKKS AGO
aod quickly assumed larze dimensions. In the
adjscent house belunging to the samwe landlady
lived Graudiose Planbe, carter, who at the time
tims of the fire was on his way home from
Montmorenci with n load. He rsturned %o find
bis home in ashes, but happily his wife aud
children were aafe, though they had beenunable
%o save a siogle arsicle of furniturs, not even a
pocketbook that was in the building and that
contained a few dollars in money. In St.
Bauveur the fira alarm caused an immediate
ocommotion and the eatire population was soon
afoot, The flames shot upwards in great
splendor and apread abroad with terrible rapid-
ity, and it was evident from the begioniog that
the fira hrigade of St. Sauveur was quite

UNABLE TO COPE WITH THE EMERGENCY.

The volunteers worked hord under the energetic
lead of Dr., Fiaed, but lack ot organization, snd
above all of a proper water supply, told fear-
fully againss their well means efforts, Mayor
Kirouss and other prominent citizens were
early on the ground essiss'ng the firemen and
doing all that was possible with their aid and
gounsel. Mayor Laogelier, who was on his way
home from wvisiting & frieud, when he saw the
reflection, and heard of the conflsgration, im-
mediately ordered out the firemen, and they
ware promptly off in reaponaa to the call of duty.
Tha o1ty brigade was considerably

CRIPPLED BY WANT OF WATER,

but the Shand & Mason engine waa located at a
bydrant off S6. Denis stresy, and after some de-
lay succeeded in throwing a good stresm upon
the flamea Another steam engine was then
sent for and put into commission. Meanwhile
ood work waa being done on St. Petsr and
heneb atreets, by a hand pump, which threw
water from a cistern. At shree o'clock ib was
impossible to guesa at the limib of the fire,
Evorybody was more or less excibed ap the
velooity with which the flames jumped

FBOM ONE WOODEN BUILDING TO ANOTHER,

and there were foew cool heada in the crowd out-
gide of the disinterested spsctatora. At the
Jhour above menticned the fames had gons no
further weat than St. Peter street, and on St.
“Valier straet bad been eucoessfully kept from
invading the Tozer property, though the out-
kuildings were still threatened,

Ab 5 o'clock the fire was almost under control
on tho city side. While the military were mak-
ing preparations to blow up some houses to pre-
vent ita further spread a premature explosion
took place in ona of the honses,

KILLING MAJOR SHOBT AND SEBGT, WALLECK,

of B Battery. Both were buried in the mins.
Up w 9 o'clock the body of Major Short had
nob been recovered. Sergt. Wallack was foupd
near tha door dreadfully mutilated.

By 10.30 the fire in St. Sauvenr had been
ohecked on the city side, but was still burning
furiously toward the. northwest, sand seemed
likely to stop only when there was nothing left
foed it. Tho larger number of houses deatroyed
were amnall wooden buildings, There was a
stroog esaterly wind blowing, and raia had been
falling for the last three honrs,

By noon the fire burned iteelf out after reach-
ing the limits of Sv. Sauveur, the toll gate keep-
er's house oo Valier atrest being about the last
%0 go. The diseriob north and west of Massue
and 8b.

‘ THR LATE MAJOR SHORT.

Major Charles J. Short, who met his death at
 the post of duty whila combatting the spread of
the flames at Quebec, was a son of Judge Short
of Sherbrocke. He early exhibited a liking for
military matters, becoming a yvolunteer in the
local srtillery corps in s native place. On the
formation of the. firat batteries of the Canadien
Regimsat of Artillary in 1871, Lieut. Short at
tached himself to the schools of gunnery, and

1} tock part in the Fenian raid as Adjutant; in

1874 was gszested to a commission &8 Recond
lieutenant 1 ““B” Babtery, aud was noted as
one of the most popular and energetic officers 1n
the force, In 1882, when ajor-General
Strangs retired from the post of commandant
of the garrison, Lieut, Short was promoted o
the poation of captain of the battery, in succes-
sion to Lieut. Oolonel Montizambers, who took
the place of Genersl Strange, Shortly after, he
recetved field rank as major, and has kept his
battery in a very high state of efficiency, and
dune A good deal of valuable service. His bab-
tery wes instrumental in suppressing the labor
riota in Quevec in 1879, when he was so severely
wounded on the hesd as to bave come near
death. Although he aubsequently passed
through the campaign in the Northwest un

scratched duriog the ineurrection in 1885, re-
ceiving the most honorable mention in the re-
port of General Sir Fred. Middleton, it was
reserved for him to sacrifice his lite in aiding
his snMering fellow-creatures. The decased was
about forty-two yeara old. He leaves a widow,
who was & daughter of Mr. John Carruthers, of
Kingston, and a young child. His brother,
Robert, is an attorney-at-law in thia city. One
of his sisters is the wife of Mr. Berry, Collector
of Customa nt Sherbrooke, and another was
married to the late Inspector-General Llvyd.

The men nnder his orders brought a barrell of
100 1ba powder and placed it in che centre of a
houes a0 that it wounld raise the house straight
up. The windows wereall open. There wasno
fire in the house,but the next house to 1t was on
tire.
