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CONSTITUTION.

-

Article |.
NAME.

SEc. 1. The club existing under this Constitution
and the By-Laws is the “ CaANaDIAN CLUB.”

Article 1l.
OBJUECT.

Skc. 1. The Canadian Club is organized for the
purpose of cultivating social intimacy among
Canadians and former residents of Canada, and to
provide for them a pleasant place of resort for
their entertainment and improvement; and to meet
visiting Canadians.

Article Ill.
OFFICERS.

Skc. 1. The Officers of this Club shall be a Pres-
ident, five Vice-Presidents, a Secretary, a Treasurer,
a Board of Trustees consisting of five members, a-
Committee on Membership of seven, representing
the Provinces of Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia, Manitoba, British Columbia and
Prince Edward Island, and a House Committee of
nineteen members.



THE CANADIAN CLUB.

Sec. 2. These Officers, with the exception of the
House Committee, shall be elected at the annual
Club Meeting on the 2d Wednesday in April of each
year, and shall hold office for one year, or until
their successor or successors is or are elected.

DUTIES.

Sec. 3. They shall perform such duties as are
prescribed by this Constitution and the By-Laws and
such further duties as the Club may from time to
time direct.

THE PRESIDENT.

Sec. 4. The President shall preside at all meet-
ings of the Club and of the Board of Trustees, or
in his absence, disability, or refusal to act, the
Vice-Presidents in the numerical order of their
office. In the absence of both at any such meet-
ings a temporary Presiding Officer shall be elected.

SECRETARY.

SEc. 5. The Secretary shall give notice of all
meetings of the Club, and of the Board of Trus-
tees, and send such other notices as the President
or either Standing Committee shall direct.

THE TREASURER.,

Skc. 6. The Treasurer shall collect all initiation
fees and dues of members, and shall keep the ac-
counts of the Club and shall report thereon at each
regular meeting of the Club and Board of Trus-
tees, which latter shall audit his accounts not less
than once a year.

The House Committee shall meet on
tion the first and third Mondays of each month, It is
ac- authorized to manage the Club, regulate prices,
ach authorize purchaces not exceeding $25,00 in each
rus- month, and redress complaints of members and to
less hire and dismiss all employees. It shall have

power to accept the resignation of any member in
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good standing, or to expel or suspend any member
of the Club or officer thereof, for violation of its
Constitution, By-Laws or Rules, neglect of duty
or for conduct prejudicial to the welfare of the
Club; provided, however, that the charges are
formulated in writing, and a copy forwarded to
the accused member with notice stating when
and where Committee will take action thereon;
and the member so accused may be heard in
his defence. A two-thirds vote shall be necessary
to expel. A quorum of the House Committee
shall consist of five members for the transaction of
all business other than hearing or adjudicating
upon charges against a member, when the quorum
must consist of ten.

Article 1V.
ELECTIONS.

Sec. 1. At the meeting to be held in April of
each year for that purpose there shall be elected
the President, Vice-Presidents, Secretary, Treasurer,
Board of Trustees and Membership Committee.

Skc. 2. All elections shall be by ballot and under
the direction of the Acting Chairman, and of two
Inspectors of Election to be then and there ap-
pointed by him. A majority of the votes cast shall
be necessary to an election.

Article V.
MEMBERSHIP.

Skc. 1. Any male person of good moral charac-
ter, born in Canada or having been resident in

tle
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Canada is eligible for membership upon the terms
and conditions provided herein.

SEc. 2. A special membership is also open to the
number of 100 for persons who may be in sympa-
thy with the objects of the Club, but not Canadians
or former residents in Canada, upon the terms and
conditions herein provided; but such special mem-
ber shall not be eligible for office in the Club.

RESIDENT MEMBERS.

Src. 3. Any person eligible for membership and
resident in New York, or within ten miles thereof,
shall be considered eligible as a resident member
only ; although resident memberships are open

to non-residents upon payment of resident mem-
ship dues.

NON-RESIDENT MEMBERS.
Skc. 4. Any person eligible for membership, re-
siding not less than ten miles from New York, is
eligible for non-resident membership.
Skc. 5. Non-resident members shall not be enti-

tled to a vote, nor can they become officers of the
Club. '

SPECIAL MEMBERS,

Skc. 6. Any person, not born in, being, or having
been a resident of Canada, but who is in sympathy
with the objects of the Club, is eligible for special
membership, subject, however, to the qualifications
and conditions contained in Section 2 of this Ar-
ticle.
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APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP,

All applicants for membership must be pro-
posed by two members of the Club, and an appli-
cation with applicant’s signature shall be for-
warded to the Secretary of the Club.

Article VI.
GAMBLING.

Sec. 1. The playing of cards or any game of
chance in which money or other property shall be

staked is absolutely prohibited.

Article VII.
VACANCIES, RESIGNATIONS, &o.

SEc. 1. A vacancy in any of the offices of the
Club by resignation or otherwise shall be filled by
the President, appointing some one to fill the
vacancy for the unexpired term.

Article VIII.
AMENDMENTS.

Sec. 1. This Constitution may be amended as
follows and not otherwise: The mover of such pro-
posed amendment shall post in a conspicuous place
in the Club Rooms a notice containing: (1), his
name and address; (2), the proposed amendment,
and (3), the time when he will propose same.

Sec. 2. Such notice shall be posted in the Club

Rooms and a éopy of such notice mailed or person-
ally delivered to each member entitled to a vote, at
least seven days prior to the meeting at which
it is intended to propose such amendment as stated
in such notice.
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Skc. 3. At the meeting specified in said notice,
if the members present and voting compose a
quorum as provided in the By-Laws, and if two-
thirds of the same vote in favor of said proposed
amendment, the same shall be deemed adopted,

MEETINGS.

Sec. 1. There shall be a quarterly meeting of the
Club at 8 o’clock P. M. on the second Wednesday
in April, July, October and January of each year.

Article V.
VISITORS

Skc. 1. Members may introduce non-resident visit-
ors to the Club, for its privileges for two weeks, and
resident visitors not oftener than once a month. A
Register will be kept for the purpose of recording
names of visitors and the introducing member; and
the latter will be held personally responsible for the
good conduct and standing of such visitor.

Article VI.
NOTICES.

Sec. 1. All notices may be served either person-
ally, by mail, or by leaving at the residence or place
of business of the member for whom the same may
be intended.

Sec. 2. The address given by such member on
joining the Club shall be deemed such place of
business or residence unti! written notice is given
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to the Secretary of a change ; which notice shall
contain his new address.
