Of the Changes of the Moon. .

Many perfons, underftanding that the mean time be­
tween one new Moon and another is 29 days, 12 hours, ^ 
44 minutes and a fraction, imagine that, to find the 
full or quarters of the Moon, they have only to add a 
half or fourth part of that time 5 and when they do 
not find the changes marked in the Calendar to cor- 
refpond with this method, they impute it to miftake 
in the calculation of thofe changes. It is therefore, 
neceflary to put them in mind, that the great inequa- 
lityof the Moon’s motions renders the above rule ex­
tremely inaccurate, fo that nineteen times in twenty, 
it mud fail in giving the trap conjunction or ÿhange.

UROPE extends in its greateft breadth from
r, 9th degree Weft to 61 Eaft longitude from 

JLoi'don, and in its greateft length, from 3s0 55' to 
7iQ 20' N. latitude, and contain» thefe Countries, 
Germany, Sweden, Denmark, Netherlands, Italy, 
tRuflia, Hungary, France, Spain, Portugal, Poland, 
Norway and Greece, the moft eminent lflands are 
thefe: Great.Britain, Ireland,’Sicily, Sardinia, Can- 
dia, Negropont and Corfila. The greateft length of 
his part of the World is 3000 miles, the breadthr§ DO.

ASIA, extends in Its greateft breadth, from 
61 degree Eaft, to\i6j E. longitude, from London, 
and in its greateft l ngth, from 10 South, to 75 
N. la itude, and is the firft known part of the World, 
it contains thefe principal Regions and lflands, vria. 
Armenia, Anatolia, Perfia, Aflyria, China, Syria, 
Arabia, M'fnpotamia, India, Japan, Parthia, Me- 
aia, Palrftine, Chald a, and Tartary.

AFRICA, extends in its greateft breadth, from 
15 degree Weft to 50 Eaft longitude, from London 
and in its greateft length from 35 Weft to 40 fouth 
latitude, in it are thefe Countries, viz. Egypt, Barha- 
ry, Biledulgerid, Ethiopia, Nubia, Congo, Abyflinia, 
Monomotopa, Guinea, &a. The lflands, Madagafcar, 
St. Thomas, lflands of Cape Verde, Canary lflands, 
M adeira.

AMERI-
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AMERICA. This great Weftern Continent, fre­
quently denominated the New World,extends from 
ike loth Degree North to the 56th of fouth latitude ; 
end, where its breadth is known, from the 56th to the 
âgâth degree of W. Long, from London, ftretching 
from between 8* and 9000 miles in length, and its 
gzeateft breadth 3690. It fees both Hemifpheres, has 
two'dimmers and a double winter, and enjoys all the 
«ariety of climates which the Earth affords. It is 
waftfd by the two great Oceans ; to the Eaftward it 
has the Atlantic, which devides it from Europe and 
♦Africa-; to the Weft the Pacific, or great South Sc a, 
by which it is feparated from Afis : by thèfe feas it 
may, and does carry a direCt commerce with the other 
three parts of the World.

This great Continent is divided into two parts, one 
OÛ die North, the other on the .South; which are join­
ed by the Kingdom of Mexico, forming a fort of Ifth- 
iceus 1500 miles long, and in one part, at Darien, fo 
extremely narrow, as to make the communication be­
tween the two Oceans by no means difficult, being 
eely 4o miles. In the great Gulph which is formed 
between the Ifthmus and the northern and fouthern 
grand Divifions of this Continent, lie an infinite multi­
tude of Iflands, many of them large, moft of them 
iertik, and denominated, the Weft-Indies, in contra­
diction to the Countries and Iflands of Afia, beyond 
the Cape of Good Hope, which arc call’d, the Eaft- 
iftdioe.

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UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAÎ-BRITAIN 

AND IRELAND.
This kingdom formerly England, Wales, Scotland 

and Ireland is fituatcd between 49 ° 50' and 5O0 
' of North latitude, and between 70 40’ Weft, and Ie 

50' of Eaft longitude and contains about 15,000,000 
inhabitants, according to the laft Cenfus. ,

The United Kingdom is a limited monarchy, and 
hereditary to both fexes. The King muft be of the 
Proteftant religibn, as eftabliflied. The King pofcflea 
the executive power of government, and, with the Par­
liament, (hares in the tegidative. Parliament is com- 

, pofed of the three eftates, the Sovereign, the Houfenf 
Peers and the Houfc of Commons.

The climate is mild, the foil for the moft part na* 
turally good, yielding every ufcful produdtion, wine, 
oil and (ilk excepted. The genius and induftry of the 
people, in the arts of agriculture and gardening, in 
the mode of feeding cattle, breeding horfes and dieep, 
have placed this beyond every other European country 
in this point.—The woollen manufadtures of En­
gland, and the produce of their mines, dec. are inex- 
hauftible fources of riches.

The perfevering induftry and greatjÇneichanical in­
genuity of its inhabitants, have given Great-Britain 
decidedly the firft place in Europe as a commercial 
and manufacturing country. The advantage of her 
infular (ituation, many excellent harbours, and vaft 
extent of lea line, have highly contributed to her fu- 
periority ; but her prodigious improvements in every 
manufacture and mechanical art, joined to her wife 
laws for the protedtion of trade, and the high refpedt 
in which her mercantile charadter is held, have advan­
ced her yet more. Next to manufadtures, the fi(heries 
are of the greateft importance. The total of the com­
merce, import and export, employs above two millions 
of tons of (hipping ; and the balance in favour of 

Britain is above three millions on the average*

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CANADA.

JACQUES Cartier, a Frenchman, in the year 1534, 
under a commision from his matter Francis I. ex­

plored the Gulf of Saint Lawrence, and the next year 
afcended the river, and wintered at Sainte Croix 
—here he eredted a wooden Crofs, inscribed, 
i( Franciscus JTei Gratia Frar.corum Rex Regnat"-—In 
1603, a Patent was granted to Sieur de Monts, for an 
exclufive trade, and he employed Champlbin to make 
further difeoveries in Canada. Champlain arrived at a 
ftrait called by the Indians, Quebec, where he began to 
build huts, on the 3d July 1608, and here he patted the 
winter.—A company of rich merchants, compofed of 
107 perlons, was eftablUhvd by Patent, in 1628, for an 
exclusive trade, at firtt, and in 1642 acquired a right: 
of foil—Quebec was taken by sir David Keith and his 
brother in 1629, but furrendered to France by the trea­
ty of faint Germain en Laye. The charter of this 
company was revoked 1663, and Canada was put under 
the Government.of the Company ** des Indes Occiden­
tales" in 1664—The King, was however to govern, 
till they were able.

Sir Wm. Phipps, with an armament from Botton in 
New England, fummoned Queb^in 1690—The town 
wascanonaded and 1500 Englifh troops were landed at 
la Canardiere—Sir William finding the place too ftrong 
and his ammunition expended, failed on the 23 Octo­
ber for Bofton—General Hill and Admiral Sir Hovendrn 
Walker, with a large body of troops from England for 
the attack of Quebec, entered the river st. Lawrence 
in Sept. 1711—Unfortunately, however, by themisma- 
lagemcniof the Pilot and a violent ftorm, many of the

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veflels were wrecked on the Egg Iflands, near the Seven 
Iflânds, and 880 rr;en periihed.

General Wolfe on the 13 fept. 17 59, at the head of 
an intrepid handful of Brjt.lh troops, after combating 
every difficulty of art and nature, with the moft un­
daunted refolution, and the calmeft perfeverance, de­
feated the French army commanded by the Marquis de 
Montcalm, on the heights near Quebec; and by that 
memorable a&ion, in which the Englifh forces had 57 
men killed and 607 wounded and the French 1500 
killed wounded and Prifoners paved the way for the re­
duction of the City, which furrendered on the 18th to 
Admiral Saunders and Brigadier Townfhend-s Tho* the 
City was taken the Marquis de VauJreuil, fti 1 held 
pofleffion of Montreal until the 8th September 1760, 
when that city and the whole Province furrendered by 
capitulation to General Amherft, and which was confir- > 
med to Great Britain by the treaty of 1763, under 
whofe dominion it has fince continued—Gen Mont­
gomery in the winter 1775» befieged Quebec, and when 
re-inforced by Gene:al Arnold, atta ked the City, bv 
afl'ault on the 31ft December, when the General was 
defeated, himfeif killed and his two Aides de Camp, 
feveral of the Provincials were killed and wounded a- 
mong the latter Arnod.---The blockade continued 
during the winter 1776, and on the arrival of troops 
from England, the fiege was railed and the Provincials 
driven out of the Province.

The two Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada 
conftituted by ACt of Parliament in 1791, comprehend 
the territory heretofore called Canada. Lo>er Ca. 
nada lies on both Tides of the river Saint Lawrence, 
between 61 and 71 Weft Longitude, from London : and 
45 and 52 North Latitude and is bounded fouth, by 
New Brunfwick, Maine, New Hampftiire, Vermont 
and New York and Weft by Upper Canada.

The Line between Upper and Lower Canada com­
mences at a stone boundary on the North Bank of La



t

ke st. Francis in st. Lawrence river, at the cove Weft „ 
of Point au Boudet, thence Northerly to the Ottawas 
river and to its fourceirt lake Tomifcaoing, then due 
North, till it ftrikes the boundary of Hudfon’s bay or 
New Britain ï Upper Canaua to include all tiie territo­
ry to the weftward and fouthward of the fsiid 1 ne to 
the utmoft extent of the country known by the name 
of Canada.

By the Adfc of Parliament palled in I791 it is enadled 
that there lhall be within each of the Provinces of Up- 
per and Lower Canada, a Legiflative Council and an 
Aflembly, who with the confent of the Governor, ap­
pointed by the King, (hall have power to make Laws. 
The Legislative Council is to confift of not fewer than 
feven Members for Upper and fifteen for Lower Cana­
da ; to be fummoned by the Governor authorifed by 
the King. Such Members to hold their feats for life : . 
unlefs forfeited by four years continual ahfence or by 
fwearing allegiance tofome foreign Power. The Houfe 
of Aflembly is to confift of not lefs than fixteen Mem­
bers for Upper and not lefs than fifty for Lower 
Canada, chofen by the Freeholders in the feveral 
Towns and Counties: the Council and AlTembly are 
to be called together at leaft once in every year and 
every Aflembly is to continue four years unlefs fooner 
diflblved.

By an Adfc parted in the Parliament of Great Bri­
tain, in the 18th year of his prefent Majefty, intituled 
“ An Adt for removing all doubts and apprehenfions 
“ concerning Taxations by the Parliament of Great- 
i( Britain in the Colonies, Provinces and Plantations 
tf in North-America and the Weft-Indies, &c.” Par­
liament exprefsly teftrained itfelf, for ever, impofing 
any Taxes or Duties in the Colonies except for the 
Regulation of'Trade, (he produce of which Taxes or 
Duties to be difpofed of by the Provincial Aflembliesj 
Declaration, made by Parliament in fo folemn and ef-

. ; < 113 )
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fe&ual a manner, gives the beft fecurity, the fubjefti 
an the Colonies can poflibly wifh.

The Province of Lower Canada contains about 200, 
eoo inhabitants, nine tenths of which are Roman Ca­
tholics, who enjoy under the prefent Government, the 
lame rights and privileges as were granted them in 
1774 by the Quebec A£t.

THE ARRIVAL and DEPARTURE of MAI lj$.

-/\.T the -beginning of every month a Packet-Boat 

fails from Falmouth for North-America, having a 
Mail for Quebec on board—-In the fummer months flic 
puts in at Halifax (in her way to NewYork) and there 
delivers the Mail for Canada—From Halifax they are 
forwarded by Port for Quebec—In the months of Nov. 
Dec. Jany. and Feby. the Packet-Boats pafs Halifax 
and deliver the Mails for Canada to the Agent for Bri- 
tifh Packet-Boats at New York, who forwards them 
through the United States by the neareft poll route for 
Montreal.

A Mail for England is difpafched from Quebec once 
every fortnight in fummer and once a month in winter 
to be put on board the firft Packet-Boat for Falmouth.

A Mail for Burlington in the United States is made 
up at Quebec ,every Thurfday, and at Montreal every 
Saturday, by which conveyance Letters may be fent for 
Europe under cover to a friend at New York, on paying 
the Canadian Poftage at the office at which the Letter 
is put in. Opportunities offer weekly at New York for 
England. The Poft for Montreal leaves Quebec every 
Monday and Thurfday at 4 o’clock in the evening, 
and the Poft leaves Montreal for Quebec on the fame 
days at the fame hour. The Poft arrives at thofe places 
on-the morning of Wednefdays and Saturdays.

A monthly communication by Poft between this 
Province and Upper-Canada, has lately been opened 
and will continue during the winter.
